Mr. Mackenzie King (York), by leave of the House, introduced a Bill No.
1, respecting the Administration of Oaths of Office, which was read the first
time.

Mr. Speaker reported, That when the House did attend His Excellency the
Governor General this day in the Senate Chamber, His Excellency was pleased
to make a speech to both Houses of Parliament, and to prevent mistakes, he
had obtained a copy which he read to the House as follows:-

Honourable Members of the Senate:

Members of the House of Commons:

I am glad to be able to congratulate you upon the many evidences of
increased prosperity. Though the general economic situation still reflects the
consequences of the World War, the records of production, trade, transportation,
employment and public finance have been uniformly increasingly favourable
throughout the Dominion. The state of general employment has been distinctly
better. The volume of business bas steadily increased. Especially bas the
country reason to feel gratified at the expansion to a notable degree of its public
revenues and decline of its expenditures.

I am persuaded that a reduction in taxation, and in production and trans-
portation costs, such as will encourage the investment of capital in industrial
enterprise and attract settlers in large numbers to our Dominion, are all that
are necessary to effect an economic development hitherto unparalleled.

My .Ministers are strongly of the opinion that a reduction of taxation is of
first importance, and that to this end the efforts already put forth to combine
strict economy in the administration of the public services with rigorous retrench-
ment in public expenditures, should be furthered in as many directions as may
be possible. This is the more imperative, in that the margin of controllable
expenditure within which economies can be effected is necessarily restricted.

My Ministers believe, however, that in virtue of economies already effected
they will, when the present financial year closes, be able to announce to the
country that for the first time since 1912-1913 the national budget lias been
balanced. They are further of the opinion that when the budget for the ensuing
fiscal year is introduced it will be found that the relation between public revenue
and public expenditure is such as to justify some immediate reduction of taxa-
tion.

In the opinion of the Government, such reduction of taxation as it may be
possible to effect should aim primarily at reducing the cost of the instruments
of production in the industries based on the natural resources of the Dominion,
thereby aiding materially in the development of our natural resources, and,
through cheapened production, effecting a diminution also in the cost of living.

Legislation will be introduced making provision for consolidation of the
revenue collecting services of the Government under one administrative head.
With a view to simplifying and improving the existing system, it is also pro-
posed to constitute a Board to investigate and study the various modes of taxa-
tion.

National unity, not less than national prosperity, depends upon the sur-
mounting of those barriers which have tended to separate Western from Eastern
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Canada and to discourage permanent settlement upon the land. Foremost in
this regard are the problems incidental to tariff readjustments and to the market-
ing of agricultural and other natural products.

The stabilization and control of freight rates on grain from the head of the
Great Lakes to Canadian ocean ports and thence to Liverpool, are receiving
the closest attention. It is hoped that the Report of the Royal Grain Inquiry
Commission authorized last session to inquire into the subject of the handling
and marketing of grain will be available for presentation to Parliament this
session, and that legislation based upon its recommendations may be offered for
your consideration.

The further development of our magnificent inland water transportation
routes, which will result in lower carrying charges for the products of the farms
of the West as well as for the products of the mine, the forest, and the diversi-
fied industries of the East, is of vital importance. To aid in the accomplish-
ment of this purpose work on the new Welland Ship Canal is being expedited.

A further interchange of correspondence has taken place between my Gov-
ernment and the Government of the United States with reference to the St. Law-
rence Waterway. In the opinion of my advisers, the importance of this question
is such that further inquiry should be instituted before a final decision is reached
upon the proposals which have been under consideration.

The important subject of Marine Insurance as affecting our ports; the per-
manent equalization of the rate on Canadian flour, and the removal of dis-
criminations in ocean rates on other Canadian products are receiving attention.

As a stimulus to stock-raising in the Dominion, and a direct benefit to agri-
culture, the Government lias been endeavouring to obtain a lower carrying
charge on all shipments of Canadian cattle.

Every effort will be made still further to develop the policy of Canadian
trade via Canadian ports.

Particularly satisfactory and promising is the material improvement which
has taken place in the financial condition of the Canadian National .Railway
system.

The Dominion Fuel Board has been created to study and make recom-
mendations in regard to the development of our fuel resources with a view to
making Canada independent, so far as possible, of foreign sources of supply.
The investigations carried on by this Board have already been productive of
important results, and legislation to encourage Canadian production will be
submitted for your consideration.

The amendments made to the Bank Act in the last decennial revision of
the last session provided better guarantees for the publie in banking operations;
their wisdom lias already been abundantly apparent. The depositors in the
Home Bank have asked that they should be recouped the amount of their losses,
and in their petition made representations which my advisers regard as so
important as to warrant full investigation. To that end a commission has been
appointed to inquire fully into the allegations made by these petitioners.

The Redistribution Bill of last session respecting the representa-
tion of the House of Commons will be reintroduced at an early date.
Among amendments to be proposed to the Dominion Elections Act will be one
providing for the use of the transferable vote in single-Member constituencies.

Bills will again be submitted, with respect to the construction of Canadian
National Railway lines, the Industrial Disputes Investigation Act, and race-
track gambling. Your attention will also be invited to amendments to the Gov-
ernment Annuities Act, to provide additional encouragement in the promotion
of thrift and self-help, and to amendments to the Militia Act with respect to
the calling-out of the Militia in aid of the civil power.
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The Imperial Conference and the Imperial Economic Conference held in
London in the months of October and November last between representatives of
the Government of the United Kingdom and of the British Dominions and India,
dealt with many subjects with which the Empire at large is interested. The
reports of the proceedings of both Conferences will be presented to Parliament.

Members of the House of Commons:
The public accounts for the last fiscal year and the estimates for the coming

year will be submitted at an early date.
You will observe that in the preparation of the estimates my advisers have

felt the necessity of continuing the policy of rigid economy with respect to publie
services and public works, and of postponing until such time as a reduction in
taxation bas been effected some undertakings, the early consideration of which,
are obviously in the public interest.

Honourable Members of the Senate:

Members of the House of Commons:
The prospects for an exceptional harvest, so bright at the close of the last

session, have been more than realized. Final information as to the crops of 1923
indicate that they were the most bountiful in Canada's history. In again invit-
ing your careful consideration to the important matters which will engage your
attention, I pray that the Divine Providence, which has thus favoured our land,
may guide and bless your deliberations.

On motion of Mr. Mackenzie King (York), it was ordered, That the Speech
of His Excellency the Governor General to both Houses of Parliament, be taken
into consideration on Monday next, and that this order have precedence over all
other business except the introduction of bills, until disposed of.

On motion of Mr. Mackenzie King (York), a Special Committee was
appointed to prepare and report, with all convenient speed, Lists of Members
to compose the Select Standing Committees of this House under Rule 10, said
Committee to be composed of Messrs.: Beland, Copp, Low, Kyte, Papineau,
Tolmie, Boys, Johnston, and Halbert, and that portion of Rule 10 limiting the
number of members of the said Committee was suspended in relation thereto.

REPORT OF THE LIBRARIANS FOR 1923.
To the Honourable the Spe.aker of the -House of Commons.
The Joint Librarians have the honour to submit their Report for the year 1923.
The Supplementary Catalogue of books purchased is in the hands of the

Printers and will shortly be laid before the Senate and the House of Commons.
A list of those books donated to the Library of Parliament will be submitted.
The authorities'of the Irish Free State have courteously presented to the

Library, complete sets,, bound and unbound, of the Debates of the Dail Eireann
and the Senate.

The United Daughters of the Confederacy have continued their donations
to the Library and during the past year presented 29 volumes dealing with
historical matters relating to the Confederate participation in the Civil War.

The Carnegie Endowment for International Peace have again presented the
Lîbrary with many valuable books, amongst which may be mentioned " Official
German Documents relating to the World War." "Effects of the- War upon
French Economic Life." "Development of International Law after the World
War."

The British Embassy at Washington bas been good enough to present 109
volumes of United States Executive Documents covering the early periods of
last century and thus strengthening the valuable collection which is now in the
Library and housed in a special room in the lower floor of the House of Com-
mons.

Various lately issued works on finance and economics have been added
to that section and amongst other books purchased bas been " Princess Patricia's
Canadian Light Infantry " written by Lieutenant Hodder-Williams.

Through the increased accommodation of shelf space afforded by theadditional rooms referred to in last year's Report the staff bas been enabled to
rearrange much of the biographical and historical material rendering it much
easier of access. The Canadiana are now in a position which contrasts favorably
.with the condition which obtained formerly. The Constitutional and Sociologic
sections have also been dealt with and some four thousand volumes reclassified
and card-indexed. Much work of this sort still remains to be done. For the
past thirty years large numbers of books have been sent to the vaults. Many of
the vault chambers are hopelessly crowded and it is proposed during the next
recess to start the formidable work of getting this mass of material into some-
thing like orderly and classified shape.

The room between the inner and outer walls entered from the second gallery
on the south side, which was fittèd up by the Public Works department has
been devoted 'entirely to maps, a vast number of which have been scattered
bitherto through various parts of the library. The card-indexing of these maps
will shortlv be commenced.

Many valuable pamphlets dealing with Canadian history have been added
to the Library and the work of thoroughly card-indexing the thousands of these
and other pamphlets is being proceeded with.

The arrangements in respect to the bindery which were authorised last
year have been carried out satisfactorily.
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While congestion has obtained for a long time past, and a thoroughly equipped
Parliamentary Library would hardly be possible until a new building or much
greater accommodation were provided, the undersigned believe that the available
space is gradually being utilised in such a way as to make the Library in every
way much more convenient for the users.

When the new Parliament buildings were erected the intention was to instaîl
a new lighting system in the Library. The matter has been delayed but it is
satisfactory to state that the work is being now undertaken by the Public
Works department. The new system will not only render conditions pleasanter
for users of the Library but will, it is confidently hoped, reduce any danger of
fire to a minimum.

The undersigned regret to record the death of Mr. L. P. Sylvain which
occurred last March. Mr. Sylvain, who was assistant librarian in charge of the
French and Canadiana sections, had been in the Library for 45 years and by
his scbolarly attainments and courteous character secured the high regard of all
those who were brought into contact with bim.

Examiner as to the due construction of Rule 91, in its application to this par-
ticular case; and as Rule 96 of thc flouse, which defines the duties of the
Examiner of Petitions for Private Bis, does not provide for cases wherein
such doubts arise, it is respectfully suggested that, pursuant to the terms oÎ
Rule No. 1 (unprovided cases), the rules and procedure of the flouse of Com-

Mr. Speaker, before the Debate being proceeded with, gave his ruling on
the point of Order raised on Friday last by Mr. Meighen in regard to the
amendment proposed by the honourable member for Winnipeg Centre (Mr.
Woodsworth)

RIJLING 0F MR. SPEAKER

MR. SPEAKER: On Thursday, April 24, Mr. Woodsworth (Winnipeg Cen¶tre)
closed his speech on the motion for the Coiniiîittee of Ways and Means by mov-
ing an amendment *which was handed to me in order that I might put the ques-
tion. It struck me as objectionable both in its form and subject-matter. I always
had some misgivings about the regularity of a similar amendment moved last
year by Mr. Forke (Brandon), which, I think, mîght have served its purpose
equally well had it been made less specific, for such motions, in order to be
entertained, must be framed in'abstract and general terms. Using my unques-

etioned authority in such a case, 1 confcrred with the mover who agreed to make
the necessary corrections.

This circumstance was admitted by Mr. Woodsworth on the floor of the
bouse last Friday when hie said: "In consultation with the Speaker and the
authorities of the bouse, 1 consented to make such changes in the resolution
as seemed to be necessary or advisable in order that it should conform more
nearly with the accepted usages of the bouse."
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May, page 247, says: "Even when notice of motion is hot required," (As in
the present case) "the motion should be placed, in print or writing, in the
Speaker's hands; as, except in the event of any informality in the form of the
motion which may necessitate the Speaker's intervention, or may compel him
to decline to put the question froin the chair, the Speaker puts the question in
the wo-ds of the mover."

Uedlich, Vol. 2, page 221, says:
"The possibility of the Speaker's refusing to allow a motion to be voted

upon can only arise in the case of motions which are out of order either in their
subject-matter or in their form. Such are motions which contain unbecoming
expressions, infringe the rules of the House or contain teflections upon a vote
of the House. Irregularities of this kind, may, under the Speaker's authority,
be corrected by the Clerks at the table."

Cushing, No. 1233, says:
"When a motion bas been made merely, but not yet proposed or stated by

the Speaker, the mover may withdraw, or modify it at his pleasure. This,
consequently, is the time at which objections to motions, especially in point of
form, are usually made, either by the Speaker, or by other members; upon
which the mover may either explain and insist upon his motion, as it stands,
or he may withdraw it altogether; or, adopting the suggestions for amendment,
may modify it at his pleasure; and this power of the mover may be exercised,
as it seems, without reference to his seconder, if the motion bas been seconded."

I could either have ruled the amendment out of order or accepted the
corrected draft. I deemed it advisable to follow the latter course, and in doing
so I actually observed the customs and usages of this House. Had the question
been put, I should certainly not have allowed it to be altered, because once the
Speaker lias stood up and read a motion or amendment it ceases to be under
the mover's control and can only be withdrawn by leave of the House to be
granted without any negative voice, under rule 43 as so aptly remarked by
the Honourable Member for Bonaventure speaking on the point of order.

As to the second objection raised by the Right Honourable Leader of the
opposition, namely, that such a motion can only be made by a minister with
the recommendation of the Crown, the theory is the same whether the motion
relates to imposition of taxes or expenditure of public money, but it differs as
to reduction of taxation. The amendment asks both for a reduction of certain
customs duties and the taxation of unimproved land values. The decision given
by Mr. Speaker Denison in 1858 settles the question as to levying new imposts
or voting money which is governed by exactly the same principles. This most
eminent authority said that there were indeed precedents in which the House
had given an expression of its opinion that a certain vote of public money
should be made; but it remained for the House to decide how far such intima-
tions of opinion should bind it in the future course which it might adopt. Sucli
intimations certainly created no new charge on the public, but they led to no
practical result, and the whole question bad to be begun again de novo, and to
pass through all the forms of the House. (British Debates, 3rd Series, Vol. 151
p. 1168.)

I may cite the following British precedents of motions made by private
members for the expenditure of public money:

On the 9th July, 1858, the House carried an Amendment expressing the
opinion that the cost of the purification of the river Thames should be borne
by the Consolidated Fund and the Metropolitan Ratepayers in equal propor-
tion. [C. J. 113.]
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On the 24th of April, 1863, it carried an Amendment stating that the Gov-
ernment should give Sailors Homes such pecuniary assistance as in its judg-
ment and as its discretion may be advisable. [C. J. 118.]

On the 30th of June, 1869, it adopted a Motion stating it was expedient
that the Judges upon whom new duties and responsibilities might be imposed
should receive additional remuneration of 300 pounds a year. [C. J. 124.]

On March 13th, 1890, it carried an Amendment that it was expedient that
all deficiencies of the Equipment of Volunteers which were necessary to effi-
ciency, and all debts of Corps properly incurred on account of the same, be made
good from the public revenues. [C. J. 145.]

There are, as we know, several Canadian precedents.
My immediate predecessor, Mr. Speaker Rhodes, said from the chair, on

March 16, 1921, and I agree with him: "Taking the general view it does seem
to me that if the House were unduly to restrict honourable members in moving
motions of this character it would serve to circumscribe debate to a very marked
degree, because after all few resolutions are moved which would not in them-
selves, if carried into effect, involve the expenditure of public money. It seems
to me the better principle would be to widen the rule as much as possible in
order that the sense of the House may be taken upon these matters, it being
understood in all cases that these resolutions merely involve an expression of
opinion on the part of the House and that they do not affect the constitutional
method of placing upon lie Covernment the responsibility of initiating all
legislation which bas for its object the expenditure of money."

The private member's right to move for a reduction of taxation suffers no
limitation under our parliamenLary rules and usages. May, page 468, says:
"It follows as a matter of course that a motion to alleviate the burthens upon
the people is not within the scope of the standing orders relating to the imposi-
tion of charges upon the people. A bill for diminishing or repealing a tax or
other public burthen, unless the imposition of a new tax is proposed hy way
of substitution, is introduced without the royal recommendation or preliminary
committee stage. Amendments, also, strictly confined to relief from pecuniary
burthens, can be considered both in Committee and with the Speaker in the
Chair." And at page 506:

"Proposals to reduce a burthen upon the people may be made in the House
or in Committec, no special form of procedure being prescribed for stuch a
motion or for the introduction of bills which are strictly confined to the reduc-
tion of a tax or charge upon the people."

On the 18th of May, 1920, Mr. Fielding moved an Amendment on the
motion for the Committee of Ways and Means specifically asking for a reduc-
tion of the Customs duties on the instruments of production in the Industries
based on the natural resources of the Dominion.

On the 9th of June, 1919, Mr. MeMaster moved, inter alia, in amendment
to Sir Thomas White's budget proposals: "That the tariff should be so framed
as to free the food of the people and the machinery used in the development of
the natural resources of Canada, together with the raw material entering into
the manufacture thereof."

It is truc that Rule 46 was overlooked in this case but nobody suffers any
prejudice or injustice from the fact. Whether or not the House was apprised of
any irregularity in the motion would not have divested Mr. Woodsworth of his
right to modify it befofe it was put from the Chair. No member could force
him to go on with it in the form in which he first read it, and he did not need
the unanimous consent of the House to withdraw it as long as the House was
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not seized of it. So that the non-observance of that rule does not affect the
situation in any way whatever, and it cannot be said to have prevented the
discussion of any point of order as it is well known that such a point can be
raised at any time, even in the course of debate. This rule is more particularly
a mile of practice and it cannot affect the rights of members as long as its non-
observance does not cause any prejudice.

In accordance with these authorities and precedents, 1 must mile that the
Amendment as put by myseif from the Chair is in order.

The Debate was then resurned.
And the Debate continuing, the said Debate was, on motion of Mr. Marier,

adjourned.

The House then adjourned at 10.15 o'clock, p.m.

sider capable of giving reasonable protection to depositors of money in Savings
Accounts in sucli sums as the Committee may determine."

or licensed wholesaler or jobber of proof that such material has been
used in tie manufacture of an artiele which is subject to the con-
sumption or sales tax and on which the said tax has been paid.

(b) By repealing subsection five of said section nineteen BBB.
(c) By striking out subsection six of said section nineteen BBB

and substituting therefor the following:-
" (6) Subjeet to the provisions of subsection three of this section,

every manufacturer or producer shaîl take out an annual license for
the purpose aforesaid, and the Minister may prescribe a fee therefor,
not exceeding two dollars, and the penalty for neglect shaîl be a
sum not exceeding one thousand dollars. Provided that the Minister
may direct that any class of small manufacturer or producer selling
his produet exclusively by retail shall be exempt from payment of
consumption or sales tax on goods manufactured or produced by
him and persons so exempted shall not be given a license. Such
exemption may be withdrawn by the Minister."

5. Resolved, That it is expedient to introduce a measure to amend sub-
section seven of section nineteen BBB of The Special War Revenue Act, 1915,
by providing that any bona fide wholesaler or jobber may be granted an annual
license for the purposes of the said section and that the license of any whole-
saler or jobber who contravenes any requirements of the said section shail be
eaneelled forthwith and shaîl not be restored within a period of two years after
the date of cancellation.

For certain modifications of the present law pertaining to the income
tax lien and to render certain that the lien shall not take priority over securities
validly taken prior to the time at which the lien attaches.

That in every case the Attorney General who made the requisition shall
within seven days thereafter cause an enquiry to be made into ail the circum-
stances and send a report thereof to the Secretary of State.

4. That ail expenses incurred by fis Maj esty in so calling out the militia
in aid of the civil power shall be paid to His Mal esty by the province of
which the Attorney General made the requisition, and lis Mai esty may retain
from any annual grant payable by Canada to such province and under the
control of the Parliament of Canada, any unpaid balance of moneys due to fis
Majesty by such province under this provision.

5. That the expenses and costs occasioned by the caling out of the
militia shall, pending payment by the province, be advanced in the first
instance out of the Consolidated Revenue Fund by the authority of the
Governor in Council, but shall be payable by and recoverable from the province
to and by fis Majesty as moneys paid by the latter to and for the use of the
province at the request of the latter.

the Civil Service, shall, subject to the certificate of the Commission that he
possesses the necessary qualifications, bc eligible for appointment under the
said Act irrespective of the principle of competition.

2. That the salary of such person upon appointment to the Civil Service
shall not be changed, provided that such rate shall not be less than the minimum
rate for the class, and shall not exceed the rate which he would have been in
receipt of had he entered the service at the minimum rate for the class in which
his position is placed and been allowed the usual annual increases to which his
years of service would entitle him; and persons now employed in such Post
Offices shall be considered for appointment to the Civil Service under the Act
to be based upon these resolutions irrespective of age.

Whereupon, Mr. Stewart (Argenteuil), a Member of the King's Privy
Council, informed the House, That His Excellency the Governor General,
having been informed of the subject-matter of the said proposed Resolutions,
recommends them to the House.

Resolved, That the House do go into Committee of the Whole, to-morrow,
to consider the said proposed Resolutions.

Mr. Cardin moved,-That the House do go into Committee of the Whole,
to-morrow, to consider the following proposed Resolutions:-

That it is expedient to provide,-
1. That the Governor in Council may, from time to time, advance and

pay to the Corporation of the Vancouver Harbour Commissioners, in addition
to the moneys heretofore authorized to be advanced to the Corporation for the
construction of harbour improvements by existing legislation, such sums of
money, not exceeding in the whole the sum of $5,000,000, as may be required
to enable the Corporation to complete construction of terminal facilities in
Vancouver Harbour for which the plans, specifications and estimates have
already been approved by the Governor in Council, and to construct such
additional terminal facilities as may be, likewise, approved as necessary,
further to properly equip the said port.

2. That during the period of construction of the works referred to, the
interest payable on the debentures to be deposited with the Minister of Finance
and Receiver General, under the provisions hereof, shall be deemed to be money
acquired in the construction of such works and to be a part of the cost of the
construction thereof, and may be paid out of the said sum of $5,000,000; the
period of construction herein referred to shall begin on the day when the first
advance is made on account of said construction, and terminate on such date
as the Governor in Council shall determine.
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3. That no advances shall be paid, as above provided for, unless such
detailed plans, specifications and estimates for the works on which the money
to be advanced is to be expended, as are satisfactory to the Minister of Marine
and Fisheries, have been submitted to and approved by the Governor in Council
before the work on the same has been commenced.

4. That the Corporation shall submit to the Minister of Marine and Fish-
cries for approval, monthly applications for such advances as they may be
entitled to apply for, with statements, in detail, in such form as the Minister
may direct, and, upon approval of same, authority for the payment of the
amount applied for may be granted by the Governor in Council.

5. That the Corporation shall, upon any advances being made, deposit
with the Minister of Finance debentures of the Corporation equal in par value
to the advance so made, repayable within twenty-five years from the date of
issue, and bearing interest payable half yearly at the rate of five per centum
per annum.

6. That the principal and interest of the sums advanced to the Corpora-
tion under the authority of any Act founded on these resolutions shall be pay-
able by the Corporation out of all of its property and assets and out of all of its
tolls, rates, dues, penalties and other sources of revenue and income, and shall
rank as a charge thereon and have precedence in regard to payment next after
payments provided for in section twenty-seven of chapter fifty-four of the
statutes of 1913, equally with the advances made under authority of chapter
twcnty-nine of the statutes of 1923.

Whercupon, Mr. Cardin, a Member of the King's Privy Council, informed
thc House, That His Excellency the Governor General, having been informed
of the subject-matter of the said proposed Resolutions, recommends them to
the House.

Resolved, That the House do go into Committee of the Whole, to-morrow,
to consider the said proposed Resolutions.

The House went into C>mmittee of the Whole to consider a certain proposed
Resolution to amend the Post Office Act.

The following Resolution was adopted:-
Resolved, That it is expedient to amend the Post Office Act by providing

that the Postmaster General may prescribe and enforce such regulations as to
letters directed to be registered, as to him seem necessary, in respect to the
registration of letters and other matter passing by mail, and to the charge to
be made for the same, and to compensation for loss not to exceed one hundred
dollars in any one case.

Resolution to be reported.

The said Resolution was reported, read the second time and concurrçd in.
Mr. Stewart (Argenteuil), for Mr. Murphy, then, by leave of the House,

presented a Bill No. 189, An Act to amend the Post Office Act, which was read
the first time, and ordered for a second reading at the next sitting of the
House.

The House went into Committee of the Whole to consider a certain
proposed Resolution to amend the Canadian National Railways Guarantee
Act, 1923, Chapter 37.
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(In the Committee)

The following Resolution was adopted:-
Resolved, That it is expedient to amend the Canadian National Railways

Guarantee Act, 1923, Chapter 37, by repealing subsection four thereof and
providing,-

1. That nothing contained in the said Act shall be taken to authorize the
guarantee of any securities the issue of which bas not been authorized by the
said Act or some other Act of Parliament, and

2. That where Parliament has authorized expenditures on equipment to
the extent of twenty-five per cent of the cost of such equipment, the Company
may make or cause to be made one or more equipment issues for the remaining
seventy-five Der cent of such cost.

Resolution to be reported.

The said Resolution was reported, read the second time and concurred in.

Mr. Graham then, by leave of the House, presented a Bill, No. 190, An Act
to amend The Canadian National Railways Act, 1919, which was read the
first time, and ordered for a second reading at the next sitting of the House.

the Governments of Canada and Ontario respecting Indian Reserve Lands,
made the 24th March, 1924, defining the respective rights of each touching the
disposition of lands in Indian Reserves in the Province which are surrendered
by the Indians in order that they may be disposed of for the benefit of the
Band;

(2) to authorize the payments to the Province provided for in the said
agreement of any balance from proceeds of the sale or other disposition of the
lands or any portion thereof, together with accrued unexpended simple interest
thereon, and of one-half of the consideration in the case of the sale, lease or
other disposition of mining claims staked on such reserve, or of lands in which
minerals are included or may exist or be supposed to exist; and

(3) to provide that no disposition shall be made of water-power in any
such Indian Reserve of a greater capacity than five hundred horse-power
except by special agreement, and that the provisions of the Bed of Navigable
Waters Act, Revised Statutes of Ontario, 1914, chapter 31, shall apply to grants
of such lands or minerals heretofore or hereafter made under the Great Seal
of Canada or otherwise under the direction of the Government of Canada.

Mr. Stewart (Argenteuil), then, by leave of the House, presented a Bill,
No. 191, An Act for the settlement of certain questions between the Govern-
ments of Canada and Ontario respecting Indian Reserve Lands, which was
read the first time, and ordered for a second reading at the next sitting of the
House.

" Whereas it has been alleged in the flouse of Commons on May 27th of
this year, that in the case of a certain corporation the Treasury of the
Dominion seems ta have lost in one year about $800,000 ta which it was entitled;

"Therefore, in the opinion of this flouse it is expedient that the Standing
Committee on Public Accounts be and same is hereby instructed ta investigate
the methods by which the business profits and income taxes, especially in the
case of large concerns, have been assessed and collected."

advantage and profit to himself to the extent of such withdrawals, con-
trary to bis obligations as such Minister in derogation of bis office and the
honour, dignity and traditions of Parliament,

be referred to the Select Standing Committee on iPrivileges and Elections of this
flouse to inquire fully into the said allegations with power to send for persons,
papers and records, to examine witnesses under oath or affirmation, and that the
said Çommittee do report in full the evidence taken before tbem and ail other
procedure on the reference, and the result of their inquiries to this flouse for such
action thereon as this flouse may determine.

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and having heard the evidence given by all witnesses submitted in support of the
charge contained in said Resolution and all evidence and statements made in
answer thereto, and examined all exhibits filed on such inquiry, beg leave to report
as follows:-

The evidence taken by the Committee shows that Honourable Jas. Murdock
on the 15th of August, 1923, drew out of the Home Bank -of Canada at its
Ottawa Branch, the sum of $4,050, but there is no evidence to show that before
so drawing out said sum he had received information as a Cabinet Minister,
of the probable failure of said Bank. The evidence also shows that the only
information Mr. Murdock had of the probable failure of said Bank was received
as a private citizen, from Honourable G. N. Gordon, in a friendly interview on
the 9th of August, 1923.

The Committee finds that Honourable Jas. Murdock did nothing in con-
nection with the withdrawal of such money from the Home Bank contrary to
his obligation as a Minister of the Crown, or in derogation of his office and
the honour, dignity and traditions of Parliament, and that the charge submitted
to this Committee for investigation, so far as it affects the honour of Mr.
Murdock, is not only not proved but entirely disproved.

3. That any material, inchuding the scourings or scalpings in addition Vo
ahi or part of the mili screenings, whîch has been rcmoved from wheat in pre-
paring such wheat for the processes employed in flour extraction, and which
material contains more than eight per cent crude fibre, may be registered and
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eold as a commercial feeding stuif under the naine "Mill Scalpings"; or, if the
xnaterial, has been graded by a grain inspector operating under The Canada
Grain Act, it may be soid under such other naine as sucli grain inspecter may
designate on his certificate of inspection.

The Bill No. 176, An Act to amend The Gold and Silver Marking Act,
1913, was again .considered in Committec of the Whole, and further. progress
having been made and reported, the Committee obtained leave to consider it
again at the next sitting of the flouse.

The Clerk of the House laid upon the Table the Report of the Clerk of
Petitions upon the Petition presented on the l9th instant, and the same was
read and received and is as follows:

0f Mrs. W. J. Carson, Hon. Pres. of the Union Mothers' Club of London,
Ontario, and others; praying that a central place of execution for capital pun-
ishment be established for Canada.-Mr. White.

Mr. Kay, frein the Select Standing Commîttee on Agriculture and, Colon-
ization, presented the First Report of the said Committee, which is as follows-

Your Committee recommend that 10,000 copies of the evidence of Mr. H.
T. Gussow, Dominion Botanist, on Potato Diseases and Wheat Rust taken by
the Committee during the current session of Parliament he printed in pamphlet
form forthwîth in the usual numerical proportion of English and French, 1,500
to Members of Parliament, 500 to inerbers of the Committee and 8,QOO.,to
the Departinent of Agriculture, and that rule 74 be suspended in relation
thereto,.

Mr. Kay, froin the Select Standing Comrnittee on Agriculture and Coloniza-
tion, presented the Second Report of the said Committee, which is, as follows:-

Your Committee beg leave to state for the information of the House that
in discussing the last Annual Report of the Department of Agriculture as
referred to thein, tý y have had under consideration the question of Rust on
Grain, and are unýiiimously of the opinion'"thatý it is 1ost, essential that. the
Government should take into serious consideration the desirabilit of appro-
priating during the current year a sum of at least $50,000 to be expended on
Scientific Research in relation to this verv. vital subject.

Mr. Vien, froin the Select Standing Committee on Banking and Com-
merce, presented the Tenth Report of the said Committee, which is as foflows'

That,, pursuant te, the Order of Reference froin this Bouse of the 3Ist of
March, 1924, your Committee, in view of the failure of the Home Bank, have
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considered the provisions of the Bank Act with a view to recommending such
amendments to, the Act as would better protect the interests of bank depositors
generally, and would prevent similar occurrence in the future;

And your Committee are of the opinion that it is'expedient to bring in a
ineasure to amend the Bank Act and tbey therefore recommend that the said
Act be amended as follows:-

That Section 56A of the Bank Act be repealed, and the following sub-
stituted therefor:

Inspection:
56A. 1. "The Governor in Council on the recommendation of the Minister

,shall appoint a person who in his opinion bas had proper training and experi-
ence who shall be charged with the performance of the duties hereinafter
mnentioned. Such person shall be dcsignated 'Inspector General of Banks.'
The Minister may direct some other such person to temporarily performi the
-luties of the inspector should the inspector, by reason of illness or other con-
tingenicy, be unable to perform such duties."

2. The Inspector shail hold office during good behaviour, but may be
removed from office by the Governor in Council for misbehaviour or incapacity,
inability, or failure to perform his duties properly.

3. If the Inspector is removed from office for any sucli reasons the Order
in Council providing for sueh removal and documents relating thereto shall be
laid before i9arhiament within the first fîfbeeji days of the next nuuing gession.

4. The Inspcctor while holding office shall not perform any service for
compensation other than the service rendered by him under the provisions of
this section.

5. "The Minister may appoint or employ on the recommendation of the
Deputy Minister of Finance and the inspector, such persons with training and
experience and such elerîcal assistance as may be dccmed .necessary to carry
out and give effeet to the provisions~ uf this section. Persons Go appointed or
employed shall receive sueli salary or remuincration as may be fixed by the
Minister."

-6. The Inspecter, from time to time, but not less frequently than once in
each calendar year, shahl malce or cause to be made, such examination and
inquiry into the affairs or business of each bank as hie may deem to be neces-
sary or expedient, and for such purposes to take charge of the assets of the
bank or any portion thercof, if the need should ariseý for the purpose of satis-
fying himself that the provisions of this Act having reterence to the safety of
the creditors and shareholders of each such bank are being duly observed and
that the bank is in a sound financial condition. The Inspector at the conclu-
sion of each such examination and inquiry shail report thereon to the Minister,

7. A copy of ahl reports made by the auditors of a Bank to the General
Manager and to the Directors under the next preceding section shall be trans-
mitted or delivered to the Minister by the auditors at the samne time as such
.reports are transmitted or delivered to the General Manager and Directors.

8.The Inspector, or person acting under bis direction, shah bhave a righýt
of access to t4e' books and accounts,, documents, voucherý'L and securities of the
bank, and shahl be entitled to require and receive from*the directors, officers
and auditors of the bank such information and explanation as hie may deem'
necessary for the performance of his duties.

9. The Inspector shahl have ail the powers conferred.upon a Commissioner
appointed under the Inquiries Act for the purpose of obtaining evidence undcr
oath, and may delegate such powers as occasion may require. Any person
who refuses to give such evidence or to produce any book or document material
thereto when required so to do shall be guilty of an offence against this Act.
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10. Whenever the Inspector is satisfied that a Bank is insolvent he shall

report fully on the bank's condition to the Minister and the Minister may,
without waiting for the bank to suspend payment in specie or Dominion notes

of any of its liabilities as they accrue, request the Association or the President

of the Association to appoint a curator to supervise the affairs of such bank,
and such.request shall have the same effect as if the bank had suspended pay-
ment in specie or Dominion notes of any of its liabilities as they accrued, and
a curator shall forthwith be appointed as provided in section 117 of this Act.

11. The Inspector shall be paid a salary fixed by the Governor in Council

on the recommendation of the Minister.
12. All salaries, remuneration and other expenses incidental to giving effect

to this section shall be paid out of the Consolidated Revenue Fund, and the

Consolidated Revenue Fund shall be recouped after the end of each calendar

year for such outlay by an assessment upon the banks based upon the average
total assets of the banks respectively during the year, as shown by the monthly
returns made by the banks to the Minister under section 112, and such assess-

ment shall be paid by the banks.
13. All persons appointed under this section shall be officers of the Depart-

ment of Finance, but the provisions of the Civil Service Act, 1918, shall not

apply to such persons.
14. Any bank or any director, president, general manager or any officer

of a bank who directly or indirectly makes a loan or grant or gives any

gratuity to the Inspector or any other person appointed or employed under

this section, and the Inspector or any such person who accepts or receives,
directly or indirectly, any such loan, grant or gratuity, commits an offence

against this Act, and is liable as provided in section 157 of this Act, in addition

to any punishment otherwise provided.
15. The Inspector or any person appointed or employed under this section

who discloses to any other person, except the Minister and the Deputy Minister

of Finance, any information regarding a bank, its business or affairs commits
an offence against this Act and is liable as provided in section 157 of the Act.

16. Provided, however, that the Government shall not incur any liability
whatever to any depositor, creditor or shareholder of any bank, or to any other

person, for any damages, payment, compensation or indemnity which he may
suffer or claim by reason of this section or anything therein contained, or by

reason of anything donc or omitted to be donc under the requirements thereof,
or by reason of anything omitted to be donc which is hcreby required to be

done, or by reasol of any order or direction of the Governor in Council or of

the Minister in the execution or administration of the powers or any of them

by this section conferred, or by reason of any failure or omission on the part of

the Governor in Council or of the Minister or of the Inspector, or of any officer

or employee of the Government to execute or discharge any power, authority or

duty thereunder, or otherwise by reason of any default, neghigence, mistake,
Orror or omission in the administration or discharge of the powers or duties

which in any circuihstances are by this section intended or 'iuthorized to be

e ecuted or perfoïméd; and no such paghient damages, compensation or

indemnity, hor any claim therefor, shall in any case be authorized, paid or

entertained by the Government.
17. This section shall come into force on the first day of October, nineteen

hundred and twenty-four, but it shall not be incumbent upon the Inspector to

examine all of the banks under the section during the calendar year one

thousand nine hundred and twenty-four.
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Mr. Duif, from the Select Standing Committee on Marine and Fisheries,
presented the Second Report of the said Committee, which is as follows.-

After careful consideration of proposed amendments to the regulations
governing inspection of canned fish and shell-fish and the operation of the
canneries, your Committee recommend that an officer of the Fisheries Depart-
ment make an investigation of lobster fishing along Northumberland Straits
and Prince Edward Island, and in the meantime the proposed educational
campaign of Doctor Knight be suspended.

OTTAWA, June 27, 1924.
To His Honour,

The Speaker of the House of Commons,
Ottawa.

Honourable Sir,-
On the 22nd day of May last I took upon myself from my seat in

this House, as member representing the constituency of the West Riding
of Hastings, the responsibility to charge the Honourable James Murdock, a
Minister of the present Government, in the terms following:--

" That he did withdraw from the Home Bank at its Ottawa Branch
on the 15th day of August, 1923, two days before such bank's failure,
thousands of dollars on deposit therein to his credit, using certain informa-
tion he had received as such minister of the likely immediate failure
of said bank, and had received advantage and profit to himself to the
extent of such withdrawals contrary to his obligation as such minister
in derogation of his office and the honour, dignity and traditions of
Parliament."

Having made such charge I was granted an enquiry before the Standing
Committee of this IIouse on Privileges and Elections, and produced on such
enquiry evidence under oath which I believe fully proved the said charge to be true.
Certain members of such committee being general supporters of the govern-
ment and being a majority of such committee, having failed to regard or give
effect to such evidence, reported to this House a finding by them that the said
charge so made by me was not only not proved but was entirely disproved, and
a majority of this House, being general supporters of the government, voted
on the 25th day. of June, approval of the said report and adopted the same
contrary to the evidence and the weight of evidence. .Believing, as I do, that
in the opinion of the people of Canada, a higher standard of honour and of
fidelity to duty, and of the dignity and traditions of Parliament is required
from Cabinet Ministers than has been thus sanctioned and approved, it becomes
my duty by the only means in my power to appeal to the people, the
highest tribunal of this country. I shall therefore place myself without delay
in the judgment of the electors of my constituency, the West Riding of Hastings,
and ask them to pronounce upon my conduct, upon the one hand, and the
conduct of the Minister of Labour and the government and its supporters, on
the other. I respectfully invite any member of the administration, or any
member supporting the administration in this matter, to submit himself to the
electors of such riding in opposition to me, gnd I make a special request that in
view of the clear, definite and immediate purpose for which I take this action,
the government will do me the justice of having the writ for such election issued
forthwith.

Therefore, Honourable Sir, by reason or the facts above set forth, I hereby
submit my resignation as member for the Electoral District of the West
Riding of Hastings in the Ilouse of Commouns of Canada.

And also that, owing to the lateness of the season and very small catch
of lobsters, around the coast of Prince Edward Island and the northern part
of Nova Scotia, some extension be made to the season this year.

Mr. Boivin, from the Select Standing Committee to supervise the Official

Report of the Debates, presented the First Report of the said Committee,
which is as follows:-

Your Committee have had referred to them for consideration a com-
munication from the King's Printer, submitting the proposed scale of rates hereto

appended to be charged for the printing of special editions of speeches of
members in the House of Commons.

Your Committee have also considered a report from the Printing Bureau
showing a net loss to the Government in the printing of said special editions
of speeches at present rates.
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Your Committee realizing, in view of the increased cost of paper, the
necessity of making a slight increase in the rates for the printing of said speeches,
recommend that the rates set forth in the scale hereto annexed be approved, said
rates to take effect at the opening of the next session of Parliament and remain
in force until otherwise ordered by the House.

Your Committee have had under consideration certain irregularities in the
distribution of the unrevised edition of the Debates to the members of the
House of Commons owing to the absence of any fixed rule adopted by your
Committee and approved by the House.

Your Committee recommend that beginning with the opening of the next
session of Parliament and until otherwise ordered by the House, each member
of the House of Commons be supplied without charge with ten copies of the
unrevised edition of the Debates, four of said copies to be delivered, as at
present, and six of said copies and no more to be mailed by the King's Printer
to any six persons, companies, corporations or institutions within Canada,
whose names and addresses shall be supplied by such member to the Clerk of
the Debates Committee.

Your Committee have had under consideration certain recommendations
providing for a wider and more general distribution of the unrevised editions of
Debates at the actual cost of the extra printing, paper, binding and mailing,which has been ascertained to be approximately three dollars per session.

Your Committee recommend that the required steps be taken by the proper
offirers to inform the general publio that the said unrcvised edition of the
Debates is available to subscribers, and will be mailcd to them daily, upon
application to the King's Printer, at the said rate of three dollars per session.

Your Committee took up for consideration and report certain matters
concerning Hansard which were recently discussed in the House of Commons
without formal reference to your Committee, but doubt was expressed concern-
ing the powers of your Committee to deal with and report upon said matters.

Your Committec, therefore, recommend that they be given power to con-
sider the following questions and report their opinion thereon to the House,viz.:-

1. Whether Hansard should be a record of debates only, containing such
items of the proceedings of the House as may be necessary to make the report
of ,the debates intelligible, or whether it should contain all of the proceedings
of the House and of the Committee of the Whole House as well as the record
of debates.

2. Whether it is desirable, in the interests of economy of time, labour and
expense, that the report of the debates in Hansard should be limited to such
speeches as may be delivered when Mr. Speaker is in the Chair, with or withouta brief report of proceedings in Committee.

3. Whether it is desirable to make Hansard an official record of all the
proceedings of the House of Commons, as well as a record of the Debates.
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On motion of Mr. Boivin, for Mr. Gauvreau, the Fourth Report of theJoint Committee of both flouses on the Printing of Parliament, was concixrred
in.

On motion of Mr. Euler, the second paragraph of the Third Report of the
Select Standing Committee on National Railways and Shipping, relating to the
printing of proceedings and evidence, was concurred in.

The Bill No. 47, An Act incorporating The United Church of Canada, was
again considered inCommittee of the Whole, reported with amendments, con-
sidered as amended, and ordered for 'a third reading at the next sitting of the
flouse.

The following Bill was rend the second time, and referred to the Select
Standing Committee on Mi.scellaneous Private Bis (together with the evidence,
etc., taken before the Standing Committee of the Senate on Divorce, on the
petition on which the snid.Bill wns founded):

Bill No. 210 (Letter Y5 of the Senate), intituled: "An Act for the relief
of Elizabeth Atkinson."

The following Addrcss was voted to fis Exccllency the Governor Genern:-
By Mr. Baxter, for Mr. Meighen:-Address to is Excellency the

Governor General, for a copy of ail correspoiidence since June 1mt, 1924,
between the Prime Minister and the Goverament, the Lieuteuant-Governor orany Judge of the Province of Manitoba, rclating to thc nppointment of anAdministrator for said province, to act during the absence of the Lieutenant-
Governor.

Mr. Lapointe moved,-That it be resolved by the flouse of
Commons,-

That it is expedient that section ninety-one of the British 'North Anmerica
Act, 1867, be amendcd by adding thcrcto thc following subsection in licu of thatset forth in the Address of the Senate and flouse of Commons to is Majesty
the King, ndopted by the flouse and Senate, respectively, on the 24th and the 26th
June, 1920:-

"'2. An enactment of the Parliament of Canada, if expressed to operate
extra-territorially, shaîl have nnd be deemed to have hnd, that operation, ifand in so far as it is a law for or ancillary to the pence, order and good
government of Canada."

And that is Mnjesty's Government be respectfully requested to promote
the necessnry legisîntion for the snnctioning of the snid enactment.

After Debate thereon, the question being put on the snid motion; it was
agreed ta.

On motion of Mr. Lapointe, it wns ordered,-That a Message be sent tothe Senate informing their flonours that this flouse bas ndopted the snid Reso-
lution and requesting that their Honours will unite with this flouse in the
approval of the same.

And that the Clerk do carry the said Message to the Senate.

The Bill No. 172, An Act ta amend the Indian Act, was read the secondtime, considered in Gommittee of the Whole, and progress having been madeand reported, the Committee obtained leave to consider it again at the next
sitting of the flouse.
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The Bill No. 188, An Act to amend The Land Tities Act, was read the
second time, considered in Committee of the Whole, reported without amend-
ment, read the third time and passed.

The Order being read for the flouse to resolve itself again into Committee
of Supply;

Mr. Graham moved, That Mr. Speaker do now leave the Chair.

Mr. Marler, for Mr. Vien, from the Select Standing Committee on Banking
and Commerce, presented the Eleventh Report of the said Committee, which
is as follows:-

Your Committee have had under consideration the Order of Reference
from this Honourable House, dated 31st March, 1924, which reads as follows:-

" That, in the opinion of this House, in view of the failure of the
Home Bank, and of the fact that official prosecutions and enquiries
have been instituted, including the Royal Commission which has been
appointed to investigate the facts alleged in the petition represented
by the depositors of the Bank and the affairs of the Bank generally;
and considering that the evidence received and to be taken before the
several tribunals will be available for consideration, the Select Standing
Committee on Banking and Commerce should be instructed to consider
the provisions of the Bank Act with a view to recommending such
amendments to the Act as will better protect the interests of depositors
generally and will prevent similar occurrences in the future; and
also to consider the report of the Royal Commission in its bearing
upon these matters and with respect to the possibility of saving the
Home Bank depositors from loss," be referred to the Select Standing
Committee on Banking and Commerce for such action as the Committee
may deem advisable.

And also the Order of Reference dated 11th June, 1924, reading as follows:-
" That the Interim Report of the Royal *Commission respecting the

Home Bank be referred to the Select Standing Committee on Banking
and Commerce."

A.D. 1924
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Your Committee have sat from time to time, and have studied the Interim
Report on the Home Bank submitted by Mr. Chief Justice McKeown and the
evidence therein referred to.

Your Committee consider that the facts therein brought out and the
evidence therein referred to clearly establish that the depositors of the Home
Bank have no claim under the law of the land for compensation by the country
on account of any loss they may suffer by reason of the failure of the Home
Bank.

But your Committee are also of the opinion that, in view of the representa-
tions made to the Department of Finance in the years 1916 and 1918, the
Government of the time could have made in 1916 and in 1918 an effective audit
under Section 56A of the Bank Act, and if such an effective audit or thorough
investigation into the Bank's affairs had been made it would have resulted:-

1. In the immediate liquidation of the bank, or
2: Its amalgamation with another bank, and that the effect would have

been, no loss to the depositors in 1916 or 1918.
Your Committee have studied the evidence given before the Royal Com-

mission by Sir Thomas White, who was then Minister of Finance, and par-
ticularly his statements: " I would never think of putting in a special auditor
in a bank and taking chances, especially at a time like that, of closing the
bank," (page 345); and further: " Under no circumstances would I have allowed
a bank to fail during the period in question. I had many difficult and
dangerous financial situations to dcal with during the War. At its outbreak,
in view of the panic which prevailed, the Government, at my instance, placed
itself behind the banks of Canada and gave public assurance that it would loan
them such sums as they might require to meet the conditions of the War, and
would take all further steps necessary to safeguard the financial situation
during its continuance " (page 359); and further: " The action I took was in
my discretion; in exercising his discretion, a Minister must have regard to
conditions, because conditions have a direct bearing upon the consequences
attendant on his action to the bank and the general situation. If you make a
mistake in putting in an auditor, in peace time the consequences may be a run
producing little effect upon the bank; if in war time, you may bring down the
bank and, in addition, you may cause an unspeakable calamity to the country."
(page 743).

Your Committee is not called upon to question the manner in which Sir
Thomas White made use of the powers given to him, or whether lie exercised
his discretion correctly or otherwise.

Your Committee consider that the facts brought out in the Interim Report
submitted by Mr. Chief Justice McKeown, and the evidence therein referred to,
establish that the depositors of the Home Bank have a moral claim in equity
for compensation by the country on account of any loss they may suffer by
reason of the failure of the Home Bank.

Mr. Raymond, from the Special Committee appointed to make an enquiry
into an Old Age Pension System for Canada, presented the Second and Final
Report of the said Committee, which is as follows:-

Your Committee has inquired into the systems which are in operation in
England, Australia, New Zealand, and certain other countries; examined wit-
nesses, carefully considered their suggestions, and compared the information
obtained from thirty-one municipalities throughout Canada, in reply to a ques-
tionnaire sent to one hundred and thirty-five mayors of cities and towns in
every province.

This question has been before this House at different times since 1907,
but no definite recommendation was made by any of the committees to which
it was referred.
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After careful consideration of the information obtained from the sources
enumerated, your Committee respectfully recommends:-

1. That an old age pension system be established at the earliest possible
date for deserving indigent persons of seventy (70) years of age and upwards.

2. That applicants for pension must be British subjects of at least twenty
(20) years residence in Canada, or naturalized subjects of at least fifteen (15)
years naturalization and twenty-five (25) years residence.

3. (a) That the maximum rate of pension be twenty ($20) dollars per
month which would be lessened by private income or partial ability to earn;

(b) That one half the amount of pension payable be borne by the Federal
Government; the other half, by the Provincial Government of such provinces
as express by legislation their desire to adopt the system,-the cost of adminis-
tration to be borne by the provincial governments.

Your Committee has estimated that under such a system there would be
approximately 98,841 eligible pensioners, and that if all of these were to receive
the maximum rate of pension, namely, twenty ($20) dollars per month, the
Federal Government's portion of the total yearly expenditure would amount
to $11,860,920. This amount, however, would be reduced by any private income
or partial earnings.

Your Committee further recommends that the Government communicate
with the varions provincial governments to ascertain if they are disposed to
adopt the above system and enact the necessary legislation.

Your Committee also begs to recommend that its proceedings together
with the evidence taken, be printed as an appendix to the Journals of this
House.

For the information of the House, a copy of the proceedings and evidence,
a synopsis of the communications received from the municipalities, and a state-
ment of the expectation of life prepared by the Department of Insurance, are
appended to this report.

(For Minutes of Proceedings and Evidence accompanying said Report,
see Appendix to the Journals No. 4.)

Mr. Euler, from, the Select Standing Committee on National Railways and
$hipping, presented the Fourtb Report of the Committee, whicb is as follows:-

Your Committee bas had under careful consideration Item No. 138 of the
Estîmates, which provides a,--

"Loan to the Canadian Government Merchant Marine Lîited,
repayable on demand with interest at a rate to be fixed by the Governor
in Council, upon such terms and conditions as the Governor in Council
may determine, and to, be applied in the payment of deficits in operation
of the Company and the vessels under the Company's control during the
year ending March 31, 1925, $900,000,"

1and has examined in detail the operating and income statements of the Com-
pany for the year ending December 31, 1923. Your Committee notes that the
net resuits have been somewhat improved during 19=3 in comparison witb 1922,
notwithstanding the depression wbich existed in world trade conditions, which
have made difficuit the profitable employment of cargo tonnage of. restrieted
size and speed, as isthe case in connection wîth the Canadian Government
Mercbant Marine.'
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Your Committee, is also impressed with the conviction expressed by the
iPresident of the Canadian National Railways that during the coming year the
position of the Canadian Government Merchant Marine will be materially
i.mproved, and attention is drawn to the fact that the amount requested in the
Estimates for the fiscal year ending March 31, 1925, is $900,000, whereas the
amount included in the Estimates for deficits in operation for the fiscal year
ending March 31, 1924, was $1,500,000.

Your Committee is accordingly unanimously of the opinion that the amount
asked for for the coming year, namely, $900,000, should be passed by the
,House.

In the course of its investigations, several matters were discussed to which
your Committee feels the attention of the Huse should be directed:

(1) The Atlantic Service.
(2) The Pacific Service.
(3) The Atlantic-Pacifie Service (via Panama.)
(4) The Great Lakes Service.

(1) The Atlantic Service:-
The Atlantic Services consist of the following:-

United Kingdom:-
Fortnightly service to Cardiff and Swansea.
Fortnightly service to London and Antwerp.
In conncction with the scrviccs to thc Unitcd Kingdom, your Committc

was considcrably impressed by the evidence adduced to the effect that large
quantities of chilled beef, 4,600,000 quarters, were imported into Great Britain
during the year 1923, of which amount only 568 quarters were imported from
Canada, the balance coming largely fromn the Argentine and Brazil.

The Canadian Government Merchant Marine have but four vessels in the
Atlantic service operating ibetween Canada and the United Kingdom equipped
with refrigerating accommodation of 10,265 cubic feet each, whereas vessels in
the Argentine trade have refrigeration capacity from fifteen to thirty times as
great.

Attention has, been drawn to an experiment conducted in the early months
of 1028 by the Exporimontal Farms Branch of tho Dcpartmont of Agriculture
and reported by the Animal Ilusibandry Division, Central Experimental Farm,
.Ottawa, in pamphlet Number 39, which indicates that this experiment with
,chilled beef gave a decidedly poor return, due to lack of uniformity in weight
of carcases and lack of knowledge of requirements of the Smithfield market.

Due to the tendency on the part of the European public to consume increas-
ing quantities of chilled beef, it would appear to the Committee that consider-
able trade in this commodity might be developed between Canada and Europe
,with resulting advantage to the cattle raiser and also to the Canadian National
Railways if some means can be devised whereby the Canadian cattie raiser
can compete in the British market with bis Argentine competitor and, in this
enectioni, the Commiittee feels that this question deserves the very serious
conlsiderati4on of the Governmnent. Further, in view of the present condition
of out export cattle trade, the Committee reeommends that the Government
gconsider ways and means of improving the facilities and reducing the cost of
ttânsportation of live cattle to Great Britain.
Weet Indie:-

Fortffightly freight servite to St. Kitts, Antigua, 13arbadôes, Trýindad and
Demerarft.

Three-*eokly pâsgeflger wnd fteight àetvict to Betn±uda, IÇaÉsà, ]Kinggtoù
and Belize.
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The latter service has been, since its inception, and is at the present time,
maintained by the steamers Canadian, Fisher and Canadian Fores ter, of 5,100
tons gross, and was instituted at the request of the Government under the
terms of the agreement concluded at Ottawa in June, 1920, when the Goverti-
pment of Canada undertook to provide a fortnightly freight, mail and passenger
,service, between Canada, the Bahamas, Jamaica and British Honduras, with
the following stipulations-the agreement remains in force for a period of ten
,years:-

1. The steamers to 'be not less than 3,500 tons dead weight; to, have
an ocean going speed of not less than 10 knots; to have accommodation
for from 15 to 20 first class passengers; and to be provided with 'tween
decks.

2. The steamers to sail from such Canadian ports as their conditions
require and to proceed to Belize, British Honduras, calling at Nassau,
Bahamas, and at such port or ports in Jamaica as may be necessary,
and cail on the rcturn voyage at such port or ports in Jamaica as may
be necessary, and at Nassau.

The colonies directly concerned undertook to recommend to their goveril-
ments that if the service proved unremunerative they would contribute 25 per
,cent of any loss provided that the amounts contributed should flot exceed in
the case of the Bahamas the -sumn of 3,000 pounds per annum, and in the case
of British Honduras the sum of 5,000 pounds per annum, and in the case of
Jamaica the sum of 5,000 pounds per annum.

The West Indian service was inaugurated in January, 1921, and in June,
1922, the port of Hamilton, Bermuda, was added to the itinerary.

The steamers, as originally laid down, were to be built as purely cargo
,steamers, but with the concluding of the West Indian agreement and the
decision of the Government that we should undertake the service, necessary
alterations in the plans were made to provide accommodation for a maximum
of 35 passengers. The pasýsenger accommodation, while the best, that could be
,provided under the circumastances, is not entirely suitable to the tropical trade,
and this condition is largely responsible for the difficulties which were experi-
enced in securing full complements of passengers for our various voyages. Cold
storage accommodation is not available and could not be profitably incor-
porated in the steamers. This accommodation is essential for the proper
development of the trade.

Based upon the evidence given before the Comniittee by the President of
the Canadian National Railways, it is felt that the passenger and freight bus;-
ness between Canada and the West Indies could be greatly increased, with
resulting profit, if modern vessels with cool air and cold storage facilities could
be provided for the accommodation of bananas and other fruit which 'Could be
,marketed in Canada through direct importation via Canadian ports rather
than through United States ports as at present, but this business naturally
gçannot be secured without steamers of greater speed and proper cold storage
facilities.

It is also feit that considerable passeniger traffic could' be built up if up-to-
date passenger accommodation were provided in this connection. The Com-
pittee recommends that the Government might very well look into the pos-
Éibil1ties tif improving the service along the lines suggested.
Australia and NVew Zealand:-

Monthly service to Auckland, Brisbane, Sydneye Melbourne and Adelaide.

Newfoundland.-
1Three-weekly service to St. John's, Newfoundlând, via CharIottetowný,

Prince Ectad Island.
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(2) The Pacific Service:-
The Pacifie Services consist of the following:-

Pacific Coastal:-
Weekly service to San Pedro and San Francisco.
In addition to the above, the Canadian Government Merchant Marine

operate on behalf of the Grand Trunk Pacific Coast Steamship Co., three
steamers, as follows:-

S.S. Prince Rupert and Prince George operating between Vancouver,
Powell River, Ocean Falls, Swanson Bay, Prince Rupert, Anyox and
Stewart, and the

S.S. Prince John between Vancouver, Queen Charlotte Island and
Prince Rupert.

No service, however, is operated in the Alaska trade, although the prospects
of trade development on this route appear to be very promising.

In view of the representations made in this regard by the President of the
Canadian National Railways, your Committee is of the opinion that a new
steamer for the Alaska service would be desirable in order to more fully develop
and protect the interests of the Canadian National Railways and recommends
that the Government consider the construction of a suitable steamer for this
purpose.
United Kingdom:-

New monthly service to United Kingdom started in November, 1923, to
ports in English Channel, Bristol Channel and the West Coast of United
Kingdom.
Australia and New Zealand:-

Monthly service to Auckland, Sydney, Melbourne and Adelaide.
Oriental:-

Monthly service to Yokohama, Japan, and Shanghai, China; with occasional
caIls at Northern China ports.

(3) The Atlantic-Pacific Service (via Panama):-
This spring a service between Canadian St. Lawrence and Atlantic ports

and Vancouver was inaugurated by the Management of the Canadian Govern-
ient Merchant Marine which is considered an essential service.

(4) The Great Lakes Service:-
The evidence indicates that over 11,000,000 bushels of grain were handled

during the season of navigation of 1923, with a resulting operating profit to the
vessels engaged in this service, but that the type of construction of the vessels
of the Canadian Government Merchant Marine is such that they cannot
economically compete in this trade during normal conditions.

A copy of the evidence taken in connection with its examination of the
estimates of the Canadian Merchant Marine, as well as those of Canadian
National Railways, will be submitted for the information of the House with
your Committee's next and final report.

3. The said Clerk of Session or Recording Steward or Minister of any Con-
gregation in which a vote is to be held shall personally deliver a copy of said

ballot to each member of said Congregation entitled to vote, or shall mail a

copy of such ballot to each such member, postage prepaid, and addressed to

the last known post office address of such member at least two weeks before
the day for the closing of said vote, and the said Clerk of Session or Recording
Steward or Minister shall keep an accurate list of the names of all persons to
whom such ballots are delivered and of the names and addresses of all persons
to whom such ballots are mailed, and shall verify the accuracy of said list by
solemn declaration.

4. The said Clerk of Session or Recording Steward or Minister shall like-
wise deliver or mail at the same time to each said voter an envelope addressed
to himself in which the said ballot may be returned to him and upon which the
words "ballot paper" shall be printed for purposes of identification.

5. Should any person entitled to vote not receive his ballot in drue course

he shall be entitled to personally require the said Clerk of Session or Recording
Steward or Minister to deliver him a ballot at any time before the close of said
poIl.

6. Should any ballot of a voter or the envelope for the return thereof be

lost, defaced or destroyed before having been deposited, the voter, on estab-

lishing said fact by affidavit or solemn declaration, shall be entitled to a new
ballot or envelope at any time before the closing of said vote.
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7. The said ballots shall be signed by those entitled to vote in the presence
of a witness, and shall thereupon be returned in the envelope aforesaid properly
sealed to the said Clerk of Session or Recording Steward or Minister either by
personal delivery or by mail with postage prepaid.

8. At 8 o'clock in the evening of the day mentioned on said ballot, which,
shail be not sooner than two weeks from the said date of mailing or delivery,
the said vote by ballot shall be ciosed. and the Clerk of Session or Recording
Steward or Minister shahl thereupon cause to be summoned a meeting of said
Session or Quarteriy Board without delay for the purpose of verifying the resuit
of said vote.

9. To this meeting of Session or Quarterly Board'when convened the said
Clerk of Session or Rccording Steward or Minister shahl produce ahl said
envelopes containing the ballots received by him before the closing of the vote
and shahl verify the accuracy of this fact by solemn declaration.

10. At said meeting of Session or Quarterly Board the said Session or
Quarteriy Board or a sub-committee thereof of not less than five members
appointed for the purpose shahl open the said enrelopes and verify and count
the said ballots, and shahl determiîne and declare the resuit of said vote, and
shaîl prepare a list containing the namnes of aIl voters who may have cast a
vote upon said ballot and showing whether said voters have. answered the que s-
tions submitted Yes or No.

11. The resuit of said vote by ballot as so determined shahl thereupon he
certified by the Minister in charge and by the Clerk of Session or Recorching
Steward of the Quarterly Board (if any) of said Congregation, and any person
who may have cast a ballot upon said vote shaîl be entitled to obtain upon
request from said officers a copy of said certificate.

12. On the two Sabbaths foliowing the verification of the result of said
vote by ballot as aforesaid the Minister presiding at ail diets of worship then
heid shall announce from the Pulpit the resuit of said vote, and a copy of the
certificate of the resuit of said vote as aforesaid shaîl be posted at or near the
entrance Vo te church edifice, and a copy of said certificate shahl be forthwith
deposited with the Clerk of Presbytery or Secretary of the Conference having
jurisdiction over such Congregation, and aiso to the Clerk of the General
Assembly of the Preshyterian Churcli in Canada or to the Seeretary of the
General Conference of the Methodist Church or to the Secretary of the Con-
gregational Union and/or to the Secretary of the General Council of the United
Church as the case may be.

13. Ail ballots cast upon said vote shahl be retained ini the possession of
the said Clerk of Session or Recording Steward or Minister, as the case may
be, for one month following the close of said vote, and the said ballots and/or
the list of votes cast may be examined in the presence of said officers by any
member who may have cast or been qualified to cast a ballot 'upon saîd vote.

14. Failurle or omission to strictly observe any of the detailed requirements
of these reguhations shall not entail the nulity of the vote in the congrega-
tion in question, provîded that the Superior or County Court of the Province
having jurisdiction over such congregation shahl decide, if appealed to, within
thirty days fromn the first public deeharation of the result of said vote, that
said vote has been taken substantially in accordance with these regulations
and that no such faihure or omission bas inaterially affected the resuit of. such
vote.

Whereas a study of the systemns existing in these provinces shows that there
is considerable variation in the systemns, both as to method and detail; and

Whereas it is the purpose of ail such rural credit systems, to secure,
through the better organization of security, loans, for agricultural purposes at
better rates of interest than have been current heretofore; and

Whereas it is doubtful if this purpose could be best served by the estab-
lishment of a Federal Systemn operating in the above ment.ioned provinces in
addition to and in competition with the systems already in existence or in
provinces where the need has not been sufficient, in the opinion of the provincial
authorities, so as to justify the establishment of such a system; and

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Whereas it would seem to bie wise, both from the point of view of efficiency
and economy, if a Federal System is to bie established, that it be a comnmon
systtm for the whole of Canada, and that, of necessity, would entail con-
ferences between the federal and provincial authorities;

Therefore, your Committee recommend that the investigation of the subjeet
be continued, in order to determine whether it bie possible to co-ordinate the
varlous systeme of rural credit 110W in existence in-to a Federal System,
appli'cable to the whole of Canada, and that Legislation be prepared based on
the said further investigations and calculated to meet the credit needs of the
Agricultural classes of the Dominion, and submitted to Parliament at its, next

Your <Jommittee agree that, economy of ýtime, labour and expense in the
condcut of the proceedings of the House and the report of the debates in
Hansard is most desirable but considering the late stage of the session, the
very limited debate in the House concerniýng the matter and the divided
opinion of the members of yonr Committee concerning the ways and means
te be adopted to attain the desired resuits, your Committee recommend that
as soon as possible after the opening of the next session of Parhiament and

W. D. Robb, Vice-President in charge of Insurance, Lands, Express, Telegraphs,
Colonization, Development, etc.; C. B. Brown, Chief Engineer, Operation
Department; R. L. Fairbairn, Manager, Passenger Service Bureau; T. H. Cooper,
General AudiVor, and R. A. C. Henry, Dîrector, Bureau of Economicas.

In connection with its consideration of the estimates, your Committee
made careful examination of Vhe Annual Report, both of the Canadýian Gov-
ernment Merchant Marine and Canadian National Railways. Our conclusions
and recommendations with respýýût Vo the Merchant Marine have already been
reported Vo the Huse.

Considerable evidence was adduced in regard Vo the purchase by the
Management of the 'Canadian National Railways of a property in Paris, from
which iV appears that the sum expended to April 3Oth, 1924, amounts Vo about
$2,600,000 in Canadian currency. If the property is retained, the remodel-
ling of the building for office purposes is estimated Vo cost from $400,000 to
$700,000 in addition, this amount depending upon the requiremnents of prospective
tenants.
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The evidence indicates that the Management is of the opinion that adequate
quarters in Paris are desirable and that its action in acquiring the property
was legal. From the evidence given before the Committee, it appears that
the price paid was not in excess of its value and that rental values in this
section of Paris are increasing.

The evidence further indicates that the Management of the Canadian
National Railways did not originally propose to make a large Capital invest-
ment in Paris real estate; therefore, if it can be done advantageously and
adequate quarters for the purposes of the Canadian National Railways retained,
your Committee is of the opinion that this property might be sold, so as to
reduce capital investment.

Your Committee is of the opinion that the acquisition or sale of property
for railway purposes involving large sums of money ought not to be possible
except by authority of Order in Council previously obtained.

Your Committee reviewed, so far as time permitted, the operating state-
ments of the Company and, on the evidence adduced, is of the opinion that
the customary and necessary maintenance of the permanent way, structures
and equipment has not been slighted but that the general standard of the
Company's physical property has been improved.

In regard to the transport of His Majesty's mails, the evidence submitted
indicates that there is at present an unequal distribution of mail services
between the railways-in some instances resulting in inferior service to the
public. Your Committee feels that adequate mail service is of paramount
importance in the public interest, and suggests that the Government take steps
to review the whole question of the transport of mails throughout Canada in

prder that distribution may be effected to give a maximum of service to the
public and justice to the Canadian National Railways.

From the evidence given, your Committee is of opinion that the amounts

asked for are necessary for the purposes .of the Company during the coming
year and should be granted.

Your Committee suggests that in regard to all matters relating to immigra-
tion and colonization the Canadian Pacific and Canadian National Railways
be invited to co-operate as closely as possible with each other and with the
Departments of the Government concerned with such matters.

Your Committee desires to direct the attention of the Government to the
apparent unnecessary competition and duplication of services between import-

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,ant centres by the Canadian National and Canadian Pacific Railways and Vo
,suggest that the railways be invited Vo consider the whole question with a view
to elimination, wherever possible, of unnecessary duplication and competition,
so as to conserve the revenues and resources of both Companies while stili
yendering adequate service to the publie.

Your Committee is of the opinion Vhat the Capital sum upon which interest
,charges are now computed in making up the annual income statements of the
ýCanadian National Railways is excessive and desires to suggest that the Gov-
,ernment give early consideration to, the feasibility of reducing samne.

Your Committee desires to direct attention to the following remarks of
the President of the Canadian National Railwayýs upon the completion of bis
examination by the Commttee:-

"It is, in my judgment, quite essential that there should be some
vehicle of discussion and communication between the administration of
thc Railway Systcm and the representatives of the Shareholders, who
are the people of Canada, and those representatives are, of course, mem-
bers of the Dominion Parliament. Now, ail of the discussion we bave
had, frern my point of view, lias been extremely illuminating, has beený
of great assistance, and 1 only hope that some method will be provided
of enabling the administration to discuss with some suitable body of the
lieuse the various questions with respect to, which there may be mis-
undcrstnndings. T hope that something will be dont Vo provide a vehiele
of that sort. As far as the members of this Committee are concerned,
aithougli presumably their diffies and reqpnsihilities will end with. the
report,-and the adjournment of the Huse, still I should like very mucli
Vo 'be in a position Vo discuss from tîme Vo time, not only this year but
in subsequent years if I arn here, matters which. affect the people of
Canada, and their railway system, and discuss these matters with the
accrýedited representatives of the people, who are neuessarîly members
of the Dominion Parliament."

Your Committee desires to lay on the Table of the bouse a copy of the

been printed with the evidence. In doing so, the Committee desires to record
its appreciation of the assistance and co-operation of such representatives of
the Canadian National Railways and Shipping as appeared before it.

PRAYERnS.

Mr. Vien, from the Select Standing Committee on Banking and Com-
merce, prescnted the Sevcnteenth Report of the said Committee, which is as
follows:

Your Committce have had under further consideration and study the report of
Dr. H. M. Tory on " Agricultural Credit," which was referred to them on May
6th, 1924.

Your Committee find that the credit of persons engaged solely in farming
or the tillage of the soul is affected by certain provisions of The Bankruptcy Act.

Your Committee, therefore, recommend that legisiation be introduccd at
the present Session of Parliament amending The Bankruptcy Act as follows:-

" An Act to Amend The Bankruptcy Act.

" 1. This Act may bie cîted as' 'The Bankruptcy Act Amendment Act, 1924.'
" 2. The Bankruptcy Act is amended by inserting after section 8B thereof

the following section:-
" 8C (1) Notwithstanding anything contained in this Act, if the Lieutenant-

Governor in Council of any province lias authorized any officer of the pro-
vincial government, charged under a provincial statute witli duties which in the
opinion of the Lieutenant-Governor in Council are analogous ir qny respect
to the duties of custodian and trustee, to act as custodian and trustee under
this Act, the Officiai Receiver shall in the case of an assignment by a person
engaged solely in farming or the tillage of the soul appoint such officer as
cutodian.

" (2) Any officer so appointed to the office of custodian by the Official
Receiver shall thereupon in addition to such office lie and bie deemed to be
the authorized trustee as, if appointed under subsection (1) of section 15 of
this Act, and shall continue to be the authorized trustee until properly removed
under subsection (2) of the said section 15.
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" (3) In case any such provincial officer is appointed custodian and trustee,
he shall not be entitled to be paid any remuneration as custodian or trustee
nor any of the costs enumerated as costs of custodian in Part III of the General
Rules, but shall be entitled to his lawful disbursements.

" 3. Section 59 of the Bankruptcy Act is hereby amended by adding thereto
the following subsection:-

"(2) Paragraphs " b " and " c " of the preceding subsection, shall not apply
in the case of an application for discharge by any assignor who at the time of
the authorized assignment was engaged solely in farming or the tillage of the
soil."

Mr. Denis (Joliette) from the Special Committee on Pensions, Insurance
and Re-establishment of Returned Soldiers presented the Second Report of the
said Committee, which is as follows:-

The principal duty of the Committee was to consider the Second Interim
Report on the second part of the investigation by the Royal Commission on
Pensions and Re-establishment appointed during the session of 1922. This
report contains many valuable recommendations, all of which have been
considered by the Committee and where deemed necessary, recommendations
respecting legislation thereon will be found in this report.

For the purpose of convenience, this report is divided into the following
sections;-

(1) Second Interim Report on the Second Part of the Investigation by
the Royal Commission on Pensions and Re-establishiment regarding amend-
ments to the Pension Act.

(2) Representations on matters not covered by the report of the Royal
Commission.

(3) Legislation necessary to give effect to the recommendations of the
Committee in respect of pensions.

(4) Suggestions regarding changes in the Department of Soldiers' Civil
Re-cstablishment Act and Legislation necessary to give effect to the recom-
mendations of the Committee.

SECTION I.

RECOMMENDATIONS OF THE ROYAL COMMISSION ON PENSIONS
AND RE-ESTABLISHMENT

Sessional Papers No. 203, May lst, 1924

The various recommendations are herein set out together with the
conclusions of your Committee thereon;-

Recommendation of Commission re Section 11 (1) (b).
That necessary steps be taken to ensure that the interpretation

and practice indicated in the Instruction above quoted is invariably
followed.

The instruction referred to is quoted as being from the Chief Medical
Advisor of the Board of Pension Commissioners, and to the effect that the
whole disability must have disappeared before pension ceases.

Your Committee in giving consideration to this recommendation finds
that necessary provision bas already been made in Section 3, Subsection f.,
Chapter 62 of the Statutes of 1923.
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Recommendation of Commission re Section 12 (1).

That Section 12 (1) be amended so that the prohibition there imposed
shall only apply to improper conduct after enlistment.

That the discretion to award pensions should be exercised in case
of dependency, even where the misconduct was on service.

Your Committee considers that where an ex-member of the Forces who
saw service in an actual theatre of war, contracted venereal disease prior to

enlistment and has that condition aggravated during service, pension should

be paid for the full disability present on discharge, no increase in that disability
after discharge, however, to be pensionable.

Recommendation of Commission re Section 12 (2).
That any provision deemed necessary for permitting the grant of

a compassionate pension or allowance in an idividual case of exceptional
merit and hardship be made by way of an entirely independent and
substantive section, the constitution of the body empowered to make
such grant to be as in Section 12 (2). The maximum amount of such

grant to be fixed and the necessary procedure to be laid down.

Your Committee is of the opinion that the Meritorious Clause should be
broad enough to deal with any case of a member of the forces or his dependents,
but should be so controlled as to limit the number of those cases whîch will
be dealt with to those which appear to be especially meritorious. It is of the

opinion that as well as the approval of the Board of Pension Commissioners
and Federal Appeal Board, such cases should be submitted to and for the
approval of the Governor General in Council.

Recommendation of Commission re Section 13.
That Section 13 be amended to provide that where there is an

entry on the service or medical documents of the ex-service man by,
or in respect of, wbom pension is being claimed, showing the death, or
existence of any injury or disease which has contributed to the disability
or death, in respect of which pension is claimed, such entry shall be
considered an application as of the date thereof for pension in respect
of such disability or death.

Your Committee is of the opinion that the extension of time during which

application for pension on account of death may be made, should be left over
for further deliberation by a later committee which would be in possession of
facts available at that time after the expiry of the date up to which such appli-
cations may be received under the present Pension Law.

Your Committee would point out in this connection that any cases where
death claims are involved and that have been or may be debarred as a result
of the application of Section 13, are entitled and should be given consideration
under the Meritorious Clause as recommended in a foregoing paragraph of
the report. The recommendation as presented by the Commission is concurred
in, subject to the omission of reference to death.

Recommendation of Commission re Section 17.
That Section 17 be amended to provide that where in the opinion

of the Pensions Board it appears that it is of exceptional benefit or ad-
vantage to the pensioner, the Board may in its discretion pay the
pension or part thereof to or for the pensioner himself.
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This recommendation provides that where a pensioner is undergoing im-
prisonment the Board will have authority at its discretion to pay over to or onbis behalf his pension or a part thereof where conditions seem to warrant
same. Your Committee is of the opinion that the recommendation of the Com-
mission herein should be .accepted and the necessary change in legislation made.

Recommendation of Commission re Sections 23 (5) and 33 (2).
That Section 23 (5) and 33 (2) be amended by removing the time

limit and by providing that the benefits of the section are only to be ex-
tended to children or widows who are in a dependent condition.

The recommendation of the Commission herein provides that where a
member of the forces who is in receipt of pension in classes from one to five, or
in other words, in receipt of pension at the rate of from 80 per cent to 100 per
cent Inclusive, dies, pension should be payable to his widow and children as if he
had died on service, provided such dependents are in a dependent condition. The
present law provides that pension is payable to such dependents if death occurs
within a period of five years from the date of retirement or discharge or date
of commencement of pension. Your Committee is of the opinion and recom-
mends that in lieu of the recommendation of the Royal Commission set out
above, the law should be changed so that the period of five years is extended to
ten years.

Recommendation of Commission re Section 31 (3).
That Section 31 (3) be aiended in the following respects: (a)

Limited to pensioners; (b) Limited to cases where the parents are or
would be if the son did not contribute, in a dependent condition; (c)
Parents' allowance not to be withheld on account of the son being unable
by reason of circumstances beyond bis control, to contribute towards
bis parents' maintenance.

This recommendation of the Commission provides (a) for an
sary changé In the wording of the act:

(b) for giving statutory effect to what is now the practice of the
B.P.C. and

(c) for an extension of the law so that the B.P.C. shall continue
payments on behalf of the parents when the pensioner through illness or
other unavoidable causes is unable to continue his contributions.

Your Committee is of the opinion that the recommendation should be
adopted and in addition that provision should be made for the payments on be-
half of the parents to be paid direct to the parents or to the man himself, in the
discretion of the Board.

Recommendation of Commission re Section 33 (1).
That Section 33 be amended to the following effect: (a) by striking

out the words "unless she was married to him before the appearance ofthe injury or disease which resulted in bis death" in subsection (1), and
substituting therefor some phrase in the following sense, viz.: "if her
marriage to him took place at a time when symptoms existed from which
a reasonably prudent man making reasonable enquiries would have
known of the existence and the potential seriousness of the injury or
disease which ultimately resulted in death, provided, however, that it
shall be conclusively presumed that such symptoms did not exist if at the
time of the marriage an injury or disease previously known was so im-
proved as to have removed any resultant pensionable disability,
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(b) By inserting a provision that the foregoing prohibition shall
not apply when the marriage took place prior to the date one year after
the discharge of the member of the forces if (a) there are children of the
marriage of pensionable age, (b) the widow is in a dependent condition.

The above recommendation of the Royal Commission provides that the
law respecting the non-payment of pension in cases where marriage took place
after the appearance of the disability shall be changed in accordance with the
conditions set out in the recommendation.

Your Committee while concurring generally in the recommendation of the

Royal Commission is of the opinion that the proviso regarding the dependency
of the widow would be difficult to apply. It is also of the opinion that certain
safeguards should be introduced respecting marriage after one year from the date
of discharge. Your Committee therefore recommends that an amendment be
made to the Pension Act as set forth in Section 3 of this report.

Recommendation of Commission re Sections 34 (1) 34 (3) 34 (4) 34 (5) 34 (7).
That provision be made so that widowed mothers who fall into a

dependent condition after the soldier's death and who, in the opinion of
the Pensions Board, would have been wholly or to a substantial extent
maintained by the soldier had he lived, will be in the same position
regarding pension as the widowed mother under Sections 34 (1) and
34 (7), so that personal earnings will not be deducted from pension.

Your Committee is of the opinion that the recommendation of the Royal
Commission should be put into effect and that the necessary change in the Act
should be made.

Recommendation of the Commission re Section 38.
That provision be made that, in case of the death of a pensioner

and pending consideration of a claim for pension on account of such
death, payment of an amount equal to pension for death, shall be made
to the dependent in weekly instalments for a period not exceeding one
month, such amount to be refunded if pension is eventually awarded.

The aibove recommendation of the Royal Commission provides that in case
of death of a pensioner, and pending consideration of claim for pension on
account of such death payable to his dependents, that such dependents should
be paid one month's full pension for death.

Your Committee in giving consideration to this recommendation has felt
that it is one which might well be put into effect especially in view of the fact
that circumstances exist after death in many cases whieh make the situation
very difficult for the dependents. It would, however, point out that under
Section 23-6, Chapter 38 of the present Statutes, there is a further provision
for the payment of bonus on account of children where death occurs under con-
ditions which do not entitle the dependents to pension. It would recommend
in this connection that in drawing up the necessary legislation giving effect to
the recommendation set out above, consideration should be given to this pro-
vision and arrangements made so that the dependents will receive whichever
benefit is the greater. It recommends also that the payment made under this
provision should be in a lump sum rather than in weekly instalments.

Recommendation of the Commission re Section 41.
That provision be made that in the case of the death of the husband

of a woman married or remarried, as contemplated by Section 41, and
if such death takes place within five years after such marriage or remar-
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riage, pension be restored if and so long as the widow is in a dependent
condition, and the final payment previously made under Section 41 be
refunded in instalments as fixed by the Pensions Board, such instal-
ments not to exceed 50 per cent of the amount of the restored pension
being paid from time to time.

The recommendation of the Royal Commission as set out is self-explana-
tory. Your Committee is of the opinion that same should be accepted and that
necessary changes in the Pension Act should be made.

Recommendation of Commission re Lump Sum Payments.
That provision be made so that in cases of final payment where

pension is subsequently revived, the deductions from the current pension
to refund the final payment previously made shall not exceed 50 per
cent of the increase of pension, unless such increase is less than 10 per
cent.

Your Committee is of the opinion that the above recommendation of the
Royal Commission is a reasonable and just one and should be accepted.
Recommendation of Commission re Lump Sum Payments.

That provision be made that in cases where the Pension Board has
notified the pensioner of his option to accept a final payment in lieu of
pension and has designated the disability as "permanent" and the pen-
sioner has elected to continue the pension, the latter shall not be dis-
continued without paying to the pensioner the amount of the final pay-
ment previously offered less the amount which has been paid since
September lst, 1920, or since the date when an award of 14 per cent
or under was made, whichever is later.

The terms of the recommendation of the Royal Commission are self-
explanatory, and your Committee recommends the adoption of same.

Recommendation of Commission re Children's Allowances under
Schedules "A" & "B ".

That Schedules "A" and "B" be amended to provide that when
there is more than one child the sum of the amounts payable to or for
them for pension may, in the discretion of the Pensions Board be dis-
tributed between such children equally or in such proportion as may be
considered equitable under the circumstances.

The present law makes it difficult to properly administer pensions particu-
larly in the case of orphan children. The schedule definitely provides that the
first, child shall receive $180 per annum; the second $144 and the third and
succeeding children, $120 per annum with double these amounts for orphan
children. This recommendation provides that payments on account of children
may be distributed at the discretion of the Board of Pension Commissioners t,
meet the situation.

Your Committee supports this recommendation.

Recommendation of Commission re Pension Bonus.
The Commission recommends that provision be made so that the

present Pension Bonus will not be cancelled or reduced for at least five
years.

The present basic rate of pension for a single man, totally disabled, is
$600 per annum, or $50 per month. To this has been added a bonus of 50
per cent, bringing the total amount up to $900 per annum or $75 per month.
Additional amounts are payable on account of dependents.
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.Your Committee in giving consideration to this recommendation is of the
opinion that the bonus should 110W be absorbed into the basic pension rate
which should be raîsed accordingly, and that further such rate should not be
limited as to its time of application.

Recommendation of Commission re Table of Disabilities.

The Commission is of the opinion that, while no radical change in
the present Table of Disabilities is cither indicated or desirable, the
necessary stcps should be takcn to examine and rcvisc the Table of
Disabilities in the light of the experience of the past six or seven years,
with special reference to the matters hereinhefore discusscd as well as
any other matters, which may appear to caîl for remedy.

The Table of Disabilities is discussed at some length in the report of the
Royal Commission and several definite suggestions made in regard to the
additional wear and tear of clothing in amputation cases, the varying awards
made owing to slight dîfferences in the length of stumps and the pension paid
in the case of multiple disabilities.

Your Committee concurs in the foregoing recommendation of the Royal
Commission.

Regarding the Table of Dîsabilities your Committee wishes to state further
that it has had the agreeable duty of receiving a delegation of the Amputations
Association of Canada, that it has received the evidence of two of the repre-
sentatives of that Association and, as a result, it recommends that the following
specific amendments be made in the Table of Disabliities.

Recommendation of Commission re Tuberculosis.
That such provision be made that on discliarge from Sanatorium

of pensionable T.B. cases showing the presence of Tubercle Bacillus! in
the Sputum, or, if this cannot be demonstrated, in cases proved by
X-Ray examination, if moderately advanced and clinically active during
the period of observation pension shajl be awarded at 100 per cent for
a period of at least two years.

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Your Committee favors and supports tlic recommendation of tlie Commis-
sion as outlined above in respect of those wlio saw service in a theatre of actual
war. lIt would, liowever, furtlier recommend that cases which are now pension-
able on account of aggravation at 90 per cent where service in a tlieatre of actual
war lias not been rendered should continue to be pensionable only at 90 per cent
for a period of at least two years as in the case of those pensionable at 100 per
cent and provided for in the above recommendation.

Jurisdiction of Fedcral Appeal Board.
Thie Commission lias made no specifie recommendation re tlie jurisdiction

of the Federal Appeal Board. lit lias pointed out, liowever, tliat certain types
of cases are not 110W appealable under the Pension law. After careful considera-
tion your Committee is of the opinion and recommends tliat tlie law sliould be
clianged to provide that appeal sliall lie on any decision of tlie Board of Pension
Commissioners, including decisions as to assessment of amount of pension, but
that in cases of assessment appeatle, thc appcllant, wîll bc rcquired (a) to obtain
tlie consent of an Officiai Soldiers' Advisor, (b) to present certificates of
examination from two independent qualified medical practitioners in tlie form of
statutory declarations on approved forms, wliicli shall contain an estimate of
the percentuge of disability, (c) that the estimated percentage of disability as
set out in tlie certificaes provided for in (b) shall indicate the appellant's condi-
tion to be at least two classes higlier than he bas been assessed by the B.P.C.

In addition to the above wliicli sliould be providcd for by a cliange in tlie
Statutc, your Committcc i.4 of thc opinion that the rogulations should definitely
provide that in cases wliere tlie Federal Appeal Board is of the opinion that the
information of the doctors on which they are asked to make a decision is not
suficient or is not of sufficiently recent date, the Board sliould suspend action
on the appeal and at the same time order the Board of Pension Commissioners
to provide for a new inedical examination and a reconsideration of tlie case,
after whicli time tlie man may again make an appeal when new evidence as
provided for above wîhl bc availablo.

SECTION lIlI

REPRESENTATIONS ON MATTERS NOT COVERED BY THE REPORT

0F THE ROYAL COMMISSION

Recommendation re decisions of Pensions anLd Appeal Boatrds.
Your Committee is of the opinion:-
(1) Tliat on tlie approval of tlie Commission to any award of any pension

or to the refusai of any pension a form shall b-e placed on tlie file of tlie member
of tlie forces by or in respect of wliom. application for pension lias been made
whicli shall bear the personal signature of at least one of tlie Commissioners
and shall contain tlie following information:-

(a) Tlie names of tlie Commissioners dealing witli tlie case.
(b) Tlie grounds on which pension is awarded or refused.
(c) In tlie event of tlie Commission not being una-nimous the grounds on

wliicli a Commissioner disagrees witli the decision reached.
(2) (1) That any judgment rendered by the Federal Appeal Board shall be

signed by the Cliairman or presiding member of the Board and tlie Secretary
and shall contain tlie following information:-

(a) The name or names of tlie member or members of tlie Board wlio heard
the appeal.
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(b) The medical classification of the injury or disease causing the disability
or resulting in death in respect of which the appeal has been macle.

(c) The medical classification of the injury or disease causing the disability
or death in respect of which the appeal is allowed or disallowed as the
case may be.

(d) If the appeal is allowed, whcther the injury or disease resulting in
disability was attributable to or was incurred during military service
or pre-existed enlistment and was aggravated during service.

In the event of a judgment niot being unanimous the dissenting member
or members of the Board shall submit a minority judgment setting forth in
detail the reasons for non-concurrence in the majority judgment.

Recommendation re Section 47.
Your Committee recommends that a change be made in Section 47 of the

Act which will enable a mother whose husband is both physically helpless and
in a dependent condition, to receive the saine supplementary pension as is
awarded to a widowed mother, under this section of thc Act.

Recommendation re Section 28-B.
Your Committee recominends that the Act should be changed to provide

payment of pension in cases where disability arises post discliarge, from the date
of appearance of the disa;bihity rather than from the date of application for
pension, with the proviso that no pension payments ,wiàl be made for a longer
period prior to the date of application than six months.

Recommendation re Section 11 (3) Chapter 62.
Your Committee considers it advisable and recommends that the right of

appeal in cases where pension has been rcfuscd on the grounds of non-attribut-
ability should be extcnded for a further pcriod of one year.

SECTION IIT

AN ACT TO AMEND THE PENSION ACT

lis Majesty, by and with the advice and consent of the Senate and Ilouse
of Commons enacts as follows:

1. Section 3, Subsection 8, of the Pension Act, Chapter 43 of the Statutes
of 1919, is repealed and the following is substituted therefor:

On the approval of the Commission to the award of any pension or
to the refusal of any pension a form shail be placed on the file of the
member of the forces by or in respect of whom application for pension
has been made which shail bear the personal signature of at least one
of the Commissioners and shaîl contain the following information:

(a) The namnes of the Commissioners dealing with the case.
(b) The grounds on which. pension is awarded or refused.
(c) In the event of the Commission not being unanimous the

grounds on which a Commissioner disagrees with the decision
reached.

2. Section 12 of the said Act as amended by Chapter 62 of the Statutes
of 1920 and as further amended by Chapter 45 of the Statutes of 1921, and
Chapter 62 of the Statutes of 1923, is repealed and the following is substituted
therefor:

(12) A pension shaîl not be awarded when thc death or disability
of the member of the forces was duc to, improper conduet as herein
defined; provided

7548&-34j
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(a) That the Commission may when the applicant is in a dependent
condition, award such pension as it deems fit in the circum-
stances.

(b) That the provisions of this section shall not apply when the
death of the member of the forces concerned has occurred on
service prior to the coming into force of the Pension Act.

(c) That in the case of venereal disease contracted prior to enlist-
ment, pension shall be awarded for the total disability at the
time of discharge in all cases where the member of the forces
saw service in a theatre of actual war, but no increase in
disability after discharge shall te pensionable.

3. Section 13 of the said Act as amended by Chapter 62 of the Statutes of
1920 and as further amended by Chapter 38 of the Statutes of 1922, is repealed
and the following is substituted therefor:

13. A pension shall not be awarded unless an application therefor
has been made within three years-

(a) After the date of the death in respect of w hich pension is
claimed or,

(b) After the date upon which the applicant has fallen into a
dependent condition, or

(c) After the date upon which the, applicant was retired or dis-
charged from the forces, or

(d) After the date of the completion of his treatment by the
Department of Soldiers' Civil Re-establishment when he was
retired or discharged direct to such treatment or undertook such
treatment within six months of his retirement or discharge, or

(e) After the declaration of peace.
Provided:

(i) That where there is an entry in the service or medical documents
of the member of the forces by or in respect of whom pension is being
claimed showing the existence of an injury or disease which bas contri-
buted to the disability in respect of which pension is claimed, such entry
shall be considered an application as of the date thereof for pension in
respect of such disability.

(i) That the provision of subsection (e) of this section shall not
apply to an applicant claiming dependent pension who was not resident
in Canada at the date of the death of the member of the forces and
has not continuously resided therein.

4. Section 17 of the said Act as amended by Chapter 62 of the Statutes
of 1920, is further amended by inserting the following after the word "arrest"
in the eighth line thereof,

"or if in the opinion of the Commission it would be of exceptional benefit
or advantage to the pensioner, the Commission may in its discretion
pay the pension or a part thereof to or for the pensioner himself."

5. The following section to be numbered 22 is substituted for section 12,
subsection (2) which is repealed by this Act.

(22) Any member of the forces or any dependent of a member of
the forces or any dependent of a deceased member of the forces whose
case in the opinion of a majority of the members of the Board of Pension
Commissioners for Canada, and a majority of the members of the Appeal
Board acting jointly, appears to be specially meritorious may be made
the subject of an investigation and adjudication by way of compassionate
pension or allowance with the assent of the Governor in Coupcil.
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Provided that the pension awarded under the authority of this sec-
tion shall not exceed in amount that which eould have been granted in
the like case under other provisions of this Act if the death, injury, or
disease on account of which the pension is claimed, was attributable to
military service.

6. Section 23 of the said Act as amended by Chapter 62 of the Statutes
of 1920 and as further amended by Chapter 38 of the Statutes of 1922, is
further amended by striking out the word "five" in the fifth line of subsection

(5) thereof and substituting therefor the word "ten."

7. Section 28, subsection (b), of the said Act as amended by Chap. 62 of the

Statutes of 1920 is repealed and the following is substituted therefor:

(b) " In the case in which a pension is awarded to an applicant the

appearance of whose disability was subsequent to bis retirement or dis-

charge from the forces, in which case a pension shall be paid from a date

six months prior to the day upon which application for pension has been

received or from the date of the appearance of the disability whichever

is the later date.

8. Section 31, subsection 8, of the said Act as amended by Chapter 62 of the

Statutes of 1920, is repealed and the following substituted therefor:

(3) "When a pensioner previous to his enlistment or during bis service

was maintaining or substantially assisting in maintaining one or both of

his parents an amount not exceeding $180 .per annum may be paid to each

of such parents or to him so long as he continues such maintenance pro-
vided that the benefits of this subsection shall be limited to a parent who

is, are or would be, if the pensioner did not contribute, in a dependent

condition, provided also that the said benefits shall not be withheld or

discontinued if by reason of circumstances beyond his control the pen-
sioner is unable to continue bis contribution towards the maintenance

of his parent or parents."

9. Section 33, subsection (1), of the said Act as amended by Chapter 62 of the

Statutes of 1920, is repealed and the following subsection is substituted therefor:

"33 (1) (A) No pension shall be paid to the widow of pensioner un-

less she was living with him or was maintained by him or was in the

opinion of the Commission entitled to be maintained by him at the time

of bis death and for a reasonable time previously thereto.

(B) No pension shall be paid to the widow of a member of the forces

unless she was married to him before the appearance of the injury or
disease which resulted in bis death. Provided:-

(a) That a pension shall be paid when the marriage took place prior
to a date one year after discharge of the member of the forces.

(b) That a pension shall be paid when a member of the forces on
and after the coming into force of this Act secures from the

Commission a certificate showing that any pensionable injury or
disease from which he was suffering at the time of marriage,
would not in the opinion of the Commission, result in death.

(c) That a pension shall be paid in the case of a member of the
forces who has married between a period of one year after his
discharge and before the coming into force of this Act, and who
bas obtained from the Commission a certificate showing that any
pensionable injury or disease from which he was suffering at
the time of marriage, would not in the opinion of the Commis-
sion result in death.
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(d) That a pension shall be paid in the case of a member of the
forces wlio has married between the period of one year after his
diseharge and the coming into force of this Act and who has
died of a pensionable disability prior to the coming into force of
this Act, when the marriage took place at a time when no symp-
toms existed from which a reasonably prudent man, making
reasonable enquiries, would have known of the existence and the
potential serîousness of the injury or disease which ultimately
rcsulted in death; provided, however, that it shall be conclusively
presumed that such symptoms did not exist, if, at the time of
the marriage, an injury or disease previously knewn was se im-
proved as to have removed any resuliant pensionable disability.

(C) Should a member of flic forces married between a period of one
year after his diseharge and the coming into force of this Act, who is
sCili alive at the time of tlie coming into force of this Act, fail to apply
to the Commission for a certificate showing that any injury or disease
lie was suffering frorn at th lim re of Inarriage would not in the opinion
of the Commission resuit in dcatli and subsequently dies of a pensionable
disability, bis dependents may apply for a pension on thc grounds that
marriage took place at a tirne when no symptoms existed from which a
reasonably prudent man, rnakiag reasonable enquiries, would have known
of the existence and the pet ential seriousness of the injury or disease which
ultimatcly rcuulted in deat b; provided, however, that it shall be con-
clusively presumed tliat such symptoms did net exist, if, 'at tlie time of
the marriage, an injury or disease previously known was s0 improved as
to have removed any resulfant pensionable disability."

10. Section 33, subsection 2, of flic said Act is amended by striking out thc
word "five" in the sixfhline tliereef and substituting therefor the word "feu".

11. Section 34, suhsection 3, of the said Act is amended hy thr addition cf
the following werds affer the word " died " in the lUth line thereof:

"iprovided furtlier tlîat thé provisions cf subsecticîî (7) of Cbis section
shahl apply to a widowed mother wlio falls into a dependent condition
after the deatli ef the member of the forces and who in tlie opinion of
tlie Commission would have been wliolly or te a substantial exteut, main-
tained by the member of tlie forces had lie not died."

12. The said Act is amended by the insertion of a new section te be known
as Section 39 and te, read as follows:

"39. On the death of a pensioner in respect of wbomn additional
pension for a dependent or dependents is payable pending consideration
of a claim from sucli dependent or dependents for pension on account of
sucli deatb payment of an amount equal to pension for death shail be
made to the dependent or dependents in weekly instalments for a period
not exceeding one montli, sucli amount te be refunded if pension is
eventually awarded.

Provided that if the payrnents under the provisions cf Section 23,
subsection 6, of this Act exceed the amount payable under this section
the provisions of Section 23, subsection 6, shaîl apply in lieu of thie
provisions of this section."

13. Section 41 of the said Act is amended by adding tliereto the following:
"If tbrough the deatli of the husband of a woman married or

remarried, within a period of five years after such marriage or remarriage,
tJhe said woman is left in a dependent condition, tlic pension previously
awarded to her or sucli lesser pension as the Commission may at its
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discretion decide to award, shall be restored as from the date of the death
of the said husband provideýd that there shall be deducted from suich
pension the amount of final payment previously made at a rate not
exceeding; 50% of the amount of the restored pension being paid from time
to time provided also that the restored pension shall be discontinued should
the said womnan cease to be in a dependent condition or rernarry."

14. Section 47 of the ýsaid Act as amended by Chapter 62 of the Statutes
of 1920 is further amended by adding after the word "mother," in the ninth line
thereof the following, "mother whose husband is both physically helpless and in
a dependent condition," and by adding after the word "mother," in the eleventh
line thereof the following "mother whose husband is both physically helpless and
in a dependent condition".

15. Section 11, subsection 1, of Chapter 62, of the Statutes of 1923, is
repealed and the following is substituteci therefor:

"il (1) Upon the evidence and record upon which the Board of
Pension Commissioners gave their decision an appeal shall lie in respcct
of any decision of the said Board of Pensions Commissioners, provided
that in cases of assessment appeals the appeilant shall be required (a)
to obtain the consent of an Officiai Soldiers' Advisor before presenting
his appeal; (b) to present certificates of examination from two inde-
pendent qualified medical practitioners in the form of statutory declara-
tions on approved forms which shall contain an estimate of the percentage
of ýdisability, and (c) that the estimated percentage of disability as set
out in the certificates provided for shall indicate the appellant's condition
to be at least two classes higher than he has been assessed by the Board
of Pension Commissioners."

16. Section 11, subsection 3, of Chapter 62, of the Statutes of 1923, is
repeal,,d and the foilowing is substituted theref or-

" (3) The right of appeal in respect of any refusai of pension by the
Board of Pension Commissioners on the grounds that the disability
resulting from injury or disease or the aggravation thereof, or that the
injury or disease or the aggravation thereof resulting in death was not
attributable to or was not incurred during military service shahl be open
for two years after the appointment, of the Federai Appeal Board by the
Governor in Council, or for one year :after the decision complained of
whichever is the later, and the right of appeal in respect of any other
decision by the Board of Pension Commissioners shall be open for one
year after the coming into force of this Act, or for a like period after the
decision complained of whichever is the later."

17. Section il, of Chapter 62, of the Statutes of 1923, is further amended
by the addition of the following subsection to ha numbercd subsection (6) -

"'(6) (A) Any judgment rendcred by the Federal Appeal Board
shali be signed by the Chairman or presiding memiber of the Board and
the Sbcretary and shail contain the following information:

(a) The name or names of the member or members of the Board
who heard the appeal,

(b) The medical classification of the injury or disease causing the
disability in respect of which the appeai has been made,

(c) The medical classification of the injury or ýdisease causing the
disability in respect of which the appeai is aliowed or disallowed
as the case may be,
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(d) If the appeal is allowed, whether the injury or disease resulting
in disability was attributable to or was incurred during military
service or pre-existed enlistment and was aggravated during
service.

(B) In the event of a judgment not being unanimous the dissenting
member or members of the Board shall submit a minority judgment
setting forth in detail the reasons for non-concurrence in the majority
judgment."

18. (1) Members of the Forces who were at the time of retirement or
discharge or who later have become disabled to an extent of between five and
fourteen per cent may elect to accept a final payment in lieu of the pensions set
forth in Schedule A of this Act. The amount of such final payment in cases of
disability between five and nine per cent shall not exceed $300 and in cases of
disability between ten and fourteen per cent shall not exceed $600 and shall be
determined in accordance with the extent of the disability and its probable
duration. Members of the forces permanently disabled between ten and fourteen
per cent shal receive $600. Members of the forces permanently disabled between
five and nine per cent shall receive $300. If an election has been made to accept
a final payment such election is final unless the disability of the member of the
forces concerned becomes greater in extent in which case pension may be
restored as hereinafter provided. If a married pensioner desires to elect to
accept a final payment the consent of his wift nust be secured. All payments
of pension made subsequent to the time at which an award of fourteen per cent
or under is made shall be deducted from the amount of the final payment,
provided that no deduction shall be made for the period prior to the lst Sep-
tember, 1920.

(2) If subsequent to the award of a final payment it is found that the
disability of the member of the forces has increased by five per cent or over he
shall be restored to pension as from the date of the final payment and the
additionail pension for the increased disability shall be paid from such date as
may be determined by the Commission and there shall be deducted from the
arrears of pension so created and from future payments of pension, the amount
of the said final payment, provided that the deductions from future payments
of pension shall not exceed 50 per cent of the pension payable.

(3) If a pensioner bas been offered a final payment on the grounds that his
disability is permanent and he bas elected to continue on pension but it has
subsequently transpired on re-examination that the disability was not permanent,
the pension shaîl not be discontinued without paying to the pensioner the amount
of the final payment previously offered less the amount which bas been paid
since the 1st September, 1920, or since the date when an award of fourteen per
cent or under was made, whichever is the later.

19. Schedules A and B, of Chapter 45, of the Statutes of 1921 as amended
by Chapter 38 of the Statutes of 1922, are repealed and the Schedúles A and B
to this Act are substituted therefor.

20. The provisions of this Act with the exception of Sections 1, 4, 5, 7, 8, 11,
12, 15, 16, 17 and 18 hereof and Schedules A and B shall be operative as from the
lst September, 1919, and all cases affected thereby shall be reviewed and future
payments shall be made at the rates and in accordance with the provisions set
forth herein, provided that if, owing to the amendments contained in this Act,
other than those contained in Sections 1, 4, 5, 7, 8, 11, 12, 15, 16, 17 and 18 and
Schedules A and B, not being contained in Chapter 43 of the Statutes of 1919,
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amendments thereto previous to this Act, any persons have been refused pension,
the pension to which they would have been entitled, had this Act been in force,
shall be awarded retiroactively at the rates previously in force subjeet to the
provision of subsection 4 of Section 6 of Chapter 62 of the Statutes of 1923,
provided also that if owing to the amendments contained in this Act not being
contained in Chapter 43 of the Statutes of 1919 and amendments thereto prcvo1Is
to this Act, any persons have been awarded pension who would not under the
provisions of this Act be entibled thereto such pension shall be continued.

SECTION IV

SUGGESTIONS RECARDING CHANGES IN DEPARTMENT 0F
SOLDIERS' CIVIL RE-ESTABLISHMENT ACT

Your Committee in the course of its deliberations, bas examlined into, gen-
oral matters affccting re-estahuishiment, including the administration of the
Department of Soldiers' Civil Re-establishment, and lias two recommendations

* to make in this connection which involve the changing of the legisiation, viz.-
(1) The Department is charged with the care and maintenance of a

number of former members of the forces who are insane and is holding certain
Moneys on behaif of these persons. Whule the Act, now ini force provides for,
the retention and disposai of moneys due to sucli persons the Department lias
no authority to give a valid receipt for the salue and as a resuit moncys are
now in the liands of provincial governments and other parties whidh sliould be
paid over to the Receiver-General and eredited to the accounts of the patients
on the books of the Department. It is also necessary in certain cases to assume
guardianship for the purpose of dealing with moneys due to or held in trust for
departmental patients. Your Committee recommends that the necessary change
in the Act should be made to give the Department power to give a valid receipt
for sucli moneys which will be turned over to its care on this account.

(2) Section 5, subsection 2 (b) of the Department of Soldiers' Civil
Re-establishment Act as amended hy Chapter 29, 10 George V, 1919, provides
that subjeot to the approval of the Governor in Council, the Minister may
make such regulations from time to time as lie may deem necessary and advis-
able (b) and granting autliority to the Minister, subject to rules and regulations
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approved by the Governor in Council, to employ such special technical and

temporary staff as may be required to meet the special conditions that may
arise in carrying on the work with which the Minister is charged, notwithstand-

ing the Civil Service Act, 1918, and amendments thereto and other similar
Acts bearing on the Civil Service of Canada; provided, however, that the rules
and regulations referred to shall contain such appropriate provisions as are
necessary to have such appointments from time to time as required certified
by the Civil Service Commission.

Under the above authority the Department has since that time made

appointments to its staff, given increases in salary where deemed advisable,
and granted holidays and other privileges in accordance with the general pro-
visions of the Civil Service Act, subject in all cases to the regulations which
were approved and set out in Orders in Council. During the last year this

practice bas been questioned by the Auditor General supported by the Depart-
ment of Justice, who has indicated that technically speaking the Department
bas no power to do anything but appoint staff, and has no authority to name
conditions of employment. In view of the fact that this section of the Civil
Service is in all respects operating under different conditions than those exist-

ing the Civil Service Act, 1918, and amendments thereto, and other similar
the Department has adopted the practice set out above with the full authority
of the Governor in Council, who has consented to the various Orders in Council

presented, it is felt that this action should be given legal sanction by the pass-

ing of necessary legislative change to carry out the obvious intention of the
previous legislation.

Your Committee desires to point out that this recommendation does not

change in any degree the practice that has been in force apparently with the
full approval of this House and of the Governor in Council, for some four years

past. The only alternative would be to appoint the whole staff of the Depart-
ment to the permanent Civil Service, which has not appealed to your Com-
mittee as desirable procedure at this stage.

The legislation required to give effect to the above recommendations is
submitted as follows:-

AN ACT TO AMEND TrE DEPARTMENT OF sOLDIERS' CIVIL RE-ESTABLISHMENT ACT

His Majesty, by and with the advice and consent of the Senate, and House
of Commons of Canada, enacts as follows:-

1. Paragrapli (b) of Subsection 2 of Suectun 5 of the said Act as amended

by Chapter 29 of the Statutes of 1919 (second Session), is hereby repealed
and the following is substituted therefor, to have force and effect as if the

repealed enactment had been in the following words:-

"(b) to authorize the selection and employment of such officers,
clerks and employees as may be required from time to time for the

carrying on of the work with which the Minister is charged and' the
creation for this purpose of appropriate positions, notwithstanding any-

thing contained in the provisions of the Civil Service Act; and the said
staff and positions are hereby wholly excluded from the operation of
the said Act and shall be subject in all respects only to the regulations
made under the authority of this Act; provided, nevertheless, that the

employees selected and employed under the authority of the said regula-
tions shall, as far as practicable, be classified by the Minister in
accordance with the schedules of classes of positions set forth in the
Civil Service classification, and shall be paid such rates of salary as are
thereby prescribed, and the said regulations shall, as regards salary
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increases, leave of absence, promotions and resignations, conform as
nearly as practicable to the regulations made under the Civil Service
Act."

2. Paragraph (d) of Subsection 2 of Section 5 of the said Act as amended
by Chapter 29 of the Statutes of 1919 (second session) is hereby repealed and
the following substituted therefor:-

"(d) For the receipt and retention of any properties or moneys
held or payable by the Crown or any other authority, person or persons
on behalf of any persons or their dependents whenever such persons are
being or have been cared for under the provisions of this Act, either
by medical treatment, training or otherwise, and for giving therefor a
valid receipt, and in the case of insane persons who are being or have
been so cared for under this Act the assumption or authorization of
guardianship in whole or in part in respect of such properties or moneys;
and for the disposal of such properties or moneys to such persons or their
dependents or as may be deemed expedient or the disposal thereof to
the estates of such persons if deceased."

On motion of Mr. Boivin, the Third Report of the Select Standing Com-
mittee to supervise the Official Report of Debates, was concurred in.

On motion of Mr. Vien, the Sixteenth Report of the Select Standing Com-
iuttee on Banking and Commercc, was concurred in.

Mr. Jacobs, seconded by Mr. Vien, by leave of the House, introduced a
Bill, No. 251, An Act to amend the Criminal Code, which was read the first
time, and ordered for a second reading at the next sitting of the House.

The following Bills from the Senate were respectively read a first and
second time, and referred to the Select Standing Committee on Miscellaneous
Private Bills (together with the evidence, etc., taken before the Standing Com-
mittec of the Senate on Divorce, on the Petitions on which the said Bills were
founded), viz.:-

Bill No. 249 (Letter T6 of the Senate), intituled: " An Act for the relief
of Henry George Stuart Johnston."-Mr. Boys.

Bill No. 250 (Letter U6 of the Senate), intituled: " An Act for the relief
of Florence Ethel Armstrong. "-Mr. Garland (Carleton).

The Order being read for the third reading of Bill No. 240, An Act to
amend The Bank Act;

Mr. Robb, seconded by Mr. Graham, moved,-That the said Bill be now
read [he third time.

Mr. Spencer, seconded by Mr. Good, moved in amendment thereto: That
this Bill bc not now read a third time, but that it be·referred back to the Com-
mittee of the Whole with instructions that Section 131, subsection (a) of the
Banc Act, be repealed and the following substituted therefor:-

"(In case of the insolvency of any bank)
"(a) The notes issued or reissued by such Bank, intended for circulation

and then in circulation, together with any interest paid or payable thereon, as
hereinbefore provided, shall be redeemed out of the Bank Circulation Redemp-
tion Fund, up to the amount of the said Fund; and the balance of such notes,
if any, then remaining unredeemed shall be a first charge on the assets of the
said Bank. If, upon the winding up of the said Bank, and after all liabilities
have been paid, there remains in the hands of the liquidator any balance, the
same shall be used to reimburse the said Circulation Fund by the amount con-
tributed thereto by the other Banks, and used thereout for the redemption of
the said notes. If the said balance remaining in the hands of the liquidator is
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not sufficient to reimburse the said Circulation Fund 'by the said amount, the
other banks shail contribute thereto as provided for in Section 66 of this Act."

~ment of bonus, or otherwise, he shahl forthwith, upon receiving the approval of
the Minister, by a direction in writing addressed to the General Manager, order
,such bank to restore the amount -of such impairment in the paid-up capital
by making a eall upon the shareholders pro rata to the amount of capital held
by eadh; if such batik neglects within four months after the receipt of such
notice to comply with the order of 'the inspector, the Minister may exercise the
*powers conferred upon him by Subsection 10 of Section 56A of this Act; pro-
vided, however, that if ail the subscribed stock bas been fully paid up, the
Directors of dlie batik shall, subject to the provisions of this section, have,
~possess and exercise ttie same powers with respect to the rnaking of calîs on
ghares 'and the reeovery and enforcement of such calîs whether by suit, forfei-
ture, sale or otberwise, as they now have, possess and exercise under this Act,
for the making, recovery and enforcement of calîs on unpaid stock; and provided
further that any payment or payments, or the total thercof, made iby any
.shareholder in excess of the amount unpaid on :said ghares. shall in no event
exceed the limit of liability of the shareholders, hereinhefore specified."1

2. That the cost of construction of the viaduct, bridges and other works
shall be borne by the Canadian National Railway Company, the Canadian
Pacific Railway Company and the Corporation of the City of Toronto, in such
proportions as the said parties may agree upon, or, in default of agreement, as
shall be determined by the Board: the City of Toronto to pay compensation to
the Canadian Pacific Railway Company for lands taken or consequential
damages to its facilities by reason of the opening of York street.

3. That the Toronto Terminals Railway Company be empowered to isîuo
bonds and securities not tô exceed $30,O0,00; and the Canadian Pacifie Rail-
way Company and Canadian National Railway Company be each empowered
to subscribe for, take and hold shares in the Capital Stock of the said Company
to the extent of one-half of the total capital stock from time to time issued.

4. That the Canadian Pacific Railway Company may guarantee the prin-
cipal or interest of one-half of the bonds, debentures or other securities at any
time issued by the Company or, in lieu of such guarantee, may issue Consoli-
dated Debenture Stock for the purpose of acquiring one-half of the bonds,
debentures or other securities at any time issued by the Company; provided
that the annual charge for interest on such Consolidated Debenture Stock shall
at no time exceed in amount the interest on the securities so acquired, and anysecurities so acquired shall be held by the Canadian Pacifie Railway Company
as still subsisting and continuing as a security pro tanto for the holders of.allConsolidated Debenture Stock then issued by the Canadian Pacifie Railway
Company and the holders of Consolidated Debenture Stock so issued shallrank pari passu with the holders of such Consolidated Debenture Stock as theCanadian Pacific Railway Company has, prior to the passing of this Act, beenauthorized to issue; and that the Canadian National Railway Company beauthorized to issue bonds and securities not to exceed $7,000,000 to be usedin the purchase of securities, not exceeding, together with the securities issuedunder the provisions of Resolution 5, at par one-half ,of the total securitiesto be issued by the Company for the purposes of its undertaking.

5. That the Canadian National Railway Company may issue bonds andsecurities not to exceed $3,577,500 to purchase securities to be issued by theToronto Terminals Railway Company for the purpose of retiring one-half ofthe principal and interest of a certain note' issued by the Toronto TerminalsRailway Company, dated 31st March, 1924, payable to the Bank of Montreal.one year after the date thereof, for $6,750,000 with interest at six per centendorsed by the Canadian National Railway Company and the CanadianPacifie Railway Company.
6. That any securities issued by the Canadian National Railway Companyunder any of these provisions may, with the approval of the Governor in
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Council be guaranteed by His Majesty and any such guarantee shall be signed
by the Minister of Finance or Acting Minister of Finance on behaif of His
Maj esty.

7. That the Toronto Terminais Railway Company may, within five years
from the coming into force of the Act to be based upon these resolutions, comn-
plete the construction of the works authorized by its Act of Incorporation and
amending Acts, and by this proposed legisiation.

6. For the restoration in certain cases of pensions previously awarded to
a woman who bas been married or rcmarried, and for increased pensions to
mothers whose busbands are physically helpless or in a dependent condition.

7. For what tbe final payment will be in cases of disahility between five
and fourteen per cent, and wbat conditions may affect such final payments.

8. For tbe amendment of tbe scbedules to the Act in such a manner as to
make pension equal to tbe actual rate plus -bonus.

1. That the Governor in Council may, from time to time, advance and

pay to the Corporation of the Vancouver Harbour Commissioners, in addition
to the moneys heretofore authorized to be advanced to the Corporation for the
construction of harbour improvements by existing legislation, such sums of

money, not exceeding in the whole the sum of $5,000,000, as may be required
to enable the Corporation to complete construction of terminal facilities in
Vancouver Harbour for which the plans, specifications and estimates have
already been approved by the Governor in Council, and to construct such
additional terminal facilities as may be, likewise, approved as necessary,
further to properly equip the said port.

2. That during the period of construction of the works referred to, the
interest payable on the debentures to be deposited with the Minister of Finance
and Receiver General, under the provisions hereof, shall be deemed to be money
acquired in the construction of such works and to be a part of the cost of the
construction thereof., and may be paid out of the said sum of $5,000,000; the
period of construction herein referred to shall begin on the day when the first
advance is made on account of said construction, and terminate on such date
as the Governor in Council shall determne.

3. That no advances shall be paid, as above provided for, unless such
detailed plans, specifications and estimates for the works on which the money
to be advanced is to be expended, as are satisfactory to the Minister of Marine
and Fisheries, have been submitted to and approved by the Governor in Council
before work on the same has been commenced.

4. That the Corporation shall submit to the Minister of Marine and Fish-
eries for approval, monthly applications for such advances as they may be
entitled to apply for, with statements, in detail, in such form as the Minister
may direct, and, upon approval of same, authority for the payment of the
amount applied for may be granted by the Governor in Council.

5. That the Corporation shall, upon any advances being made, deposit
with the Minister of Finance debentures of the Corporation equal in par value
to the advance so made, repayable within twenty-five years from the date of
issue, and bearing interest payable half yearly at the rate of five per centum
per annum.

. 6. That the principal and interest of the sums advanced to the Corpora-
tion under the authority of any Act founded on these resolutions shall be pay-
able by the Corporation out of all its property and assets and out of all its
tolls, rates, dues, penalties and other sources of revenue and income, and shall
rank as a charge thereon and have precedence in regard to payment next after
payments provided for in section twenty-seven of chapter fifty-four of the
statutes of 1913, equally with the advances made under authority of chapter
twenty-nine of the statutes of 1923.

Mr. Denis (Joliette), from the Special Committee on Pensions, Insurance

and Re-establishment of Returned Soldiers presented the Third Report of the
said Committee, which is as follows-

Your Committee has had its attention drawn to the serious condition exist-

ing in various school districts owing to the f act that salvaged lands belonging
to the Soldier Settiement Board, within the school district arcas, are non-
taxable.

This imposes a serious hardship upon many school districts, and your

Committee, therefore, recommends that the Government take this matter under
its serious consideration, and if possible take appropriate action to alleviate
existing conditions.

Mr. Denis (Joliette), from the Special Committee on Pensions, Insurance

and Re-establishment of Returned Soldiers presented the Fourth Report of the
said Committee, which. is as follows:

Your Committee recommends as follows:-
1. That the Soldier Settlement Board shahl immediately make provision

for reduction on the price of ahl live stock advanced to soldier settlers and

4. That any such loans or bonds shall as to form, terms and amount be
subject to the approval of the Governor in Council, and said securities or bonds
may in whole or in part as to principal, interest or both be guaranteed by His
Majesty; and any such guarantee may be in such form and on such terms and
conditions as the Governor in Council may determine, and be signed by the
Minister of Finance on behalf of His Majesty.

1. That in lieu of the viaduct and works provided for by the orders of the
Board of Railway Commissioners and the Agreement made between the Cor-
poration of the City of Toronto, the Toronto Harbour Commissioners, the
Grand Trunk Railway Company and the Canadian Pacific Railway Company,
of 29th July, 1913, there shall be constructed by the Canadian National Rail-
way Company and the Canadian Pacifie Railway Company, either by them-
selves or through the Toronto Terminals Railway Company, a viaduct in the
City of Toronto with a prescribed route all in accordance with the plans, pro-
files and books to be approved by the Board of Railway 'Commissioners.

• 2. That the cost of construction of the viaduct, bridges and other works
shall be borne by the Canadian National Railway Company, the Canadian
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Pacific Railway Company and the Corporation of the City of Toronto, in such
proportions as the said parties may agree upon, or, in default of agreement, as
shall be determined by the Board: the City of Toronto to pay compensation to
the Canadian Pacific Railway Company for lands taken or consequential
damages to its facilities by reason of the opening of York street.

3. That the Toronto Terminals Railway Company be empowered to issue
bonds and securities not to exceed $30,000,000; and the Canadian Pacific Rail-
way Company and Canadian National Railway Company be each empowered
to subscribe for, take and hold shares in the Capital Stock of the said Company
to the extent of one-half of the total capital stock from time to time issued.

4. That the Canadian Pacific Railway Company may guarantee the prin-
cipal or interest of one-half of the bonds, debentures or other securities at any
time issued by the Company or, in lieu of such guarantee, may issue Consoli-
dated Debenture Stock for the purpose of acquiring one-half of the bonds,
debentures or other securities at any time issued by the Company; provided
that the annual charge for interest on such Consolidated Debenture Stock shall
at no time exceed in amount the interest on the securities so acquired, and any
securities so acquired shall be held by the Canadian Pacific Railway Company
as still subsisting and continuing as a security pro tanto for the holders of all
Consolidated Debenture Stock then issued by the Canadian Pacific Railway
Company and the holders of Consolidated Debenture Stock so issued shall
rank pari passu with the holders of such Consolidated Debenture Stock as the
Canadian Pacific Railway Company bas, prior to the passing of this Act, been
authorized to issue; and that the Canadian National Railway Company be
authorized to issue bonds and securities not to exceed $7,000,000 to be used
in the purchase of securities, not exceeding, together with the securities issued
under the provisions of Resolution No. 5, at par one-half of the total securities
to be issued by the Company for the purposes of its undertaking.

5. That the Canadian National Railway Company may issue bonds and
securities not to exceed $3,577,500 to purchase securities to be issued by the
Toronto Terminals Railway Company for the purpose of retiring one-half of
the principal and-interest of a certain note issued by the Toronto Terminals
Railway Company, dated 31st March, 1924, payable to the Bank of Montreal,
one year after the date thereof, for $6,750,000 with interest at six per cent,
endorsed by the Canadian National Railway Company and the Canadian
Pacifie Railway Company.

6. That any securities issued by the Canadian National Railway Company
under any of these provisions may, with the approval of the Governor in
Council be guaranteed by His Majesty and any such guarantee shall be signed
by the Minister of Finance or Acting Minister of Finance on behalf of His
Majesty.

7. That the Toronto Terminals Railway Company may, within five vears
from the coming into force of the Act to be based upon these resolutions, com-
plete the construction of- the works authorized by its Act of Incorporation and
amending Acts, and by this proposed legislation.

8. That the Act to be based on these resolutions shall come into force upon
such day as the Governor in Council may by proclamation appoint and such
proclamation may be made only if an agreement providing for the construction
and completion of the said works, on terms approved by the Governor in
Council but not inconsistent with this Act, shall have been entered into within
four months fron the passing of this Act.

report, having regard to the Labour Provisions of the Treaties of Peace and to
the Order in Council of November 6th, 1920, dealing with the jurisdiction of
tFe Dominion Parliament and the Provincial Legislatures.

Your Committee bas held several sittings and made a careful examination
of the Draft Convention, the Labour part of the Treaties of Peace and the
Order in Council of November 6th, 1920, dealing with the jurisdiction of the
Dominon Parliament and of the Provincial Legislatures. Evidence was taken
with respect to the present position of the eight-hour day in industrial employ-
ment in Canada and other countries. Information was presented to your
Committee with reference to a Conference which was held in Ottawa in Sep-
tember last between representatives of the Dominion and Provincial Govern-
ments which indicated that notwithstanding the view expressed in Order in
Council of November 6th, 1920, doubt existed in certain quarters as to the
jurisdiction of the Federal and Provincial authorities, respectively.

It is accordingly recommended that measures bc taken to refer the " Draft
Convention limiting the hours of work in Industrial Undertakings to Eight in
the Day and Forty-eight in the Week " to the Supreme Court of Canada for
hearing and consideration under Section 60 of the Supreme Court Act together
with such questions as will serve to secure an advisory judgment from the
Court on the jurisdiction of the Dominion Parliament and of the Provincial
Legislatures, respectively.
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Mr. McGiverin, from the Select Standing Committee on Miscellaneous
Private Bis, presented the Tenth Report of the said Committee, which is as
follows:

6. For the restoration in certain cases of pensions previously awarded to
a woman who has been married or remarried, and for increased pensions to
mothers whose husbands are physically helpless or in a dependent condition.

7. For what the final payment will be in cases of disability between five
and fourteen per cent, and what conditions may affect such final payments.

8. For the amendment of the schedules to the Act in such a manner as to
make pension equal to the actual rate plus bonus.

MR, SPEAKER: On the lSth of April a Spe cial Comrinittee was appointed
to consider questions relating to the pensions, insurance and re-establishment
of returned soldiers and any amendrnents to the existing laws in relation thereto
which may be proposed or considered necessary by the Committee.

On the lSth of July the Cornmittee presented its Fourth report recommending
that the Soldiers' Settleinerit Board make provision for reduction on the price
of all live-stock advances to soldiers and purchased prior to the lst of Octo ber,
1921. And further that in the event of any prepayment the soldier settiers shahl
receive a discount of five per cent per annum.

Mr. Denis (Joliette) Chairman of the Committee bas moved concurrence
.in the report and Mr. Stewart (Argenteuil) bas moved an amendment to strike
out the portion of the report which relates to this five per cent discount. A
point of order was raised byMr. Meighen on the ground that Committees have
no right to recommend the expenditure of public monies or to increase the
charges upon the people. *He pointed out that the House should not be Called
upon to approve of any expenditure unless it bas been proposed by a Minister
and recommended by the Crown. The theory that no0 private Member may
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ask the flouse to vote publie monies is well known. An exception is often made
for rcsolutions drafted in general terms, which are taken as pious wishes or
recommendations to the Government. If we are to allow Committees to con-
,sidcr questions involving expenditures without a special reference adopted by
the flouse, we shall open the door to what I consider an abuse of parliamentary
procedure. The Cabinet cannot divest itself of the duty to manage the affaira
of the country and it must bear the responsibility of submitting to the flouse
iany requcat for public monies which may be nccded. Truc, May, Twelfth
Edition, page 437-8 says:-

" Select committees are able to consider and to report to the b ouse
rèsolutions rccommending an outlay of public money for the purposes
therein specified, without the previcus signification of the royal recomn-
mendation (sec p. 457), because such a resolution is classed among
those abstract resolutions by the flouse in favour of public expenditure,
which are in the nature of suggestions, and are not in themscîves bind-
ing, upon the action of the flouse."

The precedents quoted in support of this contention go to show that in
England a eommittee is only empowcred to recommend an expenditure when
it has reccived a special reference instructing it to examine the advisability
of voting a stated amount. In one of the cases cited the committee was
Jnstructed to consider aiid report wliether any and what redrce.s should bc
,affordcd to William Hecnry Barber who bcd a certain dlaimn against the G-,ov-
ernment. The other instance is tiiot of a committee having been appointed
to inquire and report upon a petition of Lord Cochrane praying fier Majesty
to complete the gracious act of royal justice which restorcd the pension of the
late Lord Dundonald. It is evident that in such cases a recommendation to
spend moncy had to be made.

Tn the present instance the reference to the Special Committee on Pen-
.sions was nlot instructed by the flouse to look into any expenditures. The most
it could do would be to rccommend to the consideration of the flo-use that
certain measures might be taken, and upon concurrence of that report it
,would be for the Government to submnit money resolutions with the reeom-
inendation of the Crown.

I think it is against the spirit of British parliamentary procedure that
the flouse should be callcd upon to pronounce itself on any charge upon the
peo>ple before mensures eovering the same are brought down by.a Minister in
due course. Such a practice wbuld be tantarnount to taking a circuitous way
to bind the flouse without giving it the proper guarantees. I therefore rule that
the report of the Special Committee respecting pensions and Soldiers' Civil
,Re-cstablishments is out of order and cannot be adopted in its present form.

McCall, Esq., Government Inspector, Simcoe, Ontario, and H. H. Holland,
Government supervising inspector, in 'reference Vo, or having any bearing upon
contracta, dealings and transactions between the Governiment and the Domin-.

mIissions or any person or persons whatsoever appointed or authorized by the

Aftcr which His Excellency the Governor General was pleased to close the
Third Session of the Fourteenth Parliament of the Dominion of Canada, with
the following Speeech:

Hoenourable Members of the Senacte:

Members of the House of Gommons:

I arn glad to be able to relieve you of the parliamentary duties to which, for
some months past, you have given such constant and close attention. In briging
to, a conclusion the proceedings of the present session, may I express my pleasure
at the degree to which you have rcalized the hopes set forth in my address at the
reassemblîng of Parliament in February last.

It us deeply gratifying to be able to record that, for the first time since the
outbreak of war, the national Budget has been balanced, and the relation between
revenue and expenditure such as to justify an immediate reduction of taxation.

The lowering of the Sales Tax and the increase in the number of commo-
dities exempted therefrom should serve to rcduce in appreciable measure the
cost of living and prove beneficial to trade.

The substantial lessening of the burdens of customs taxation effected by a
downward revision of the tariff upon the instruments of production in the
industries based on the natural resources of the Dominion cannot fail to aid
materially in agricultural and industrial development, and, through cheapened
production, also to effect a diminution in the cost of living.

The task of readjusting the representation of the people in the House of
Commons, under the provisionss of the British INorth America Act, has been
accomplished with comparatively little disturbance of existing electoral divisions
in most of the Provinces. The readjustment will considerably increase the
representation of the middle West. The desire to effect an equitable redistribution
bas, I believe, been realized, and the manner in which this difflcult task bas been
accomplished will, I feel sure, meet with the approval of the electorate.
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It is satisfactory to observe that, as the co-ordination of the Canadian
National Railway lines and facilities becomoes increasingly effective, the prospects
grow brighter for the success of this great national undertaking. To facilitate
the construction of much-needed branch uines, legisiation bas been enacted to
authorize the construction of certain mileage over a terni of years. This statutory
provision should enable the management to plan its construction programme
definitely and economically. While the programme of railroad construction
contemplated by the Board of Directors of the Canadian National Railways
has been curtailed, the construction of the branch fines for which provision bas
been made should assist in relieving in part the difficulties experienced by settiers
in sections of the country which these lines xviii serve, and in accelerating the
movement of new settiers to the land.

Among many other important measures, provision bas been made for the
investigation and study of tariff problems and other forms of taxation by expert
advisers of the Government, and for the consolidation of the revenue-collecting
services under one administrative head. These enactmnents should materially aid
in simplifying and improving the present methods of taxation, and effeet a
substantial saving.

To existing safeguards for the public in banking operations bas bccn added
provision for government inspection of the chartered banks.

Important trade agreements, mutually beneficial, have been made witb
l3elgium and the Netherlands. Other treaties, aiming at the suppression of
smuggling operations, have been negotiated hctween Canada and the United
States. ,To safeguard the intercsts of children and young persons in maritime
transport, adherence bas been given by Canadla to certain draft conventions of
the International Labour Conference of the League of Nations. At the moment
our country is being represented at the Inter-Allied Conference in London by an
honourable member of this parliament. We i,ýrvently sbare the hope of ail the
countries there represented tbat the deliberations of this important body may aid
lIn the apeudy irnprovement of T4i-ropeaa conditions and relations.
