TRADE REl'TURNS.
EXPlO .RTS.

1iaving noticed in preceding issues
the leading imported articles fromî whiclh
the revenue is derived, we proceed to the
consideration of the exports. It will
be convenient to treat separately the
articles produced in Canada and those
which are not the produce or Canada, and
we shall exclude from consideration coin
and bullion and the estiniate of aniounts
short returned at lnland ports. The ag-
gregate exports of goois not the produce
of Canatha wero in 1878, $11,164,878; in
1879, $8,35.,644, and in IS80, $13,240,006.
In 1873 they were $9,405,910. The great
bulk of this branci of our export trade is

carried on with Great Britain. Of the ex.
ports of 1880, $10,606,09.5 were shipped to
Great Britain, leaving less than three
millions to all other foreign countries, of
which the United States took over two
millions. In 1873 the bulk of the exports,
not Canadian produce, consisted or wheat
and Indian corn. In 1878 anid subsequent
years the same articles constituted the
bulk of this class of exports, but there has
been a considerai5le increase of the ex-
port to the United States of goods in
transit. Among the-chief articles in this
class are pig and scrap iron and sugar, the
latter froui Nova Scotia. Thlere was
lumber to the value of $675,913 shipped
chiefly from New Brunswick, whicli was
doubtless American lumber entered foi
export at our frontier Custom Houses.

'rHE MINE.

We now turn to the exports of Canadian
products, whiclh we shall treat under the
headings in the trade returns. In 1878
the proclucts of the mine were 82,816,347,
of whiclih $2,472,979 were sent to the
United States. In 1879 the exports were
$3,082,900, of which the United States
took $2,636,334, and 1880 $2,877,35], the
United States taking $2,495,624. The
principal articles were coal, gold and
silver, British Columbia supplying $700,-
000 in coal and $964,000 in gold ; Ontario,
$150,000 in silver, and -Nova Scotia $121,.
000 in gold and $23S,000 in coal. The
value of the copper ore was about $150,-
000, of which: Great Britain took 880,000
and the United States $70,000, and Great
Britain took $108,000 in phosphates.

THE FisHERIEs.

The exports in 1878, 1879 and 1880 were
uînder 87,000,000, and there was no nia-
terial change in the course of trade. In
1872-73 the exports under this bead were
under $5,000,000, but, it must be borne in
mind tlat new Provinces have been since
added to the Dominion. Nova Scotia ex-
ported last year $4,353,441 i New Bruns-
wick, $63 1,746; British Columbia, $317,-
410; Prince Edward Island, $293,913; Que-
bec, $897,S64, and Ontario, $82,982.

THE FOREST.

In the year 1873 the value of the ex-
ports under the above head was $28,586,.
SI,or nearly40percent. of the aggregate,
while in 1878 it was $19,511,575, in 1879
$ 13,261,459, òr 22 per cent., and in 1880
$16,84,07, or' 24 per' cent. of the whole. It
is scarcely probable that this important
industry will ever again be of the relative
importanoe that it ais in past years. In
1873 the exports of this class to Great
Britain were $13,749,747, and to the
United States $12,497,237. In 187S the
exports to Great Britain were $13,-

271,372, or nearly as much as in 1873,
while the exports to the United States
fell to 84,481,053. In 1879 there was a
considerable falling off in the exports to
Great Britain, which were only $7,328,313,
while those to the Uhited States were
$4,231,484. In 1880 there was an improve.
ment under both heads, the exports to
Great Britain having been $8,673,336, and
to the United States $6,532,418, so that
there is grouind for hope that there is
likely to be progressive improvemen' in
the vailious branches of the lumber trade.

ANIMALS AND THEIR PRODUCE.

The changes that have taken place. in
this branch of oui' export trade are well
deserving of attention. In 1880 the value
of exports was $17,607,577, in 1879 $14,-
100,604, in 1878 $14,019,S57, while in 1873
it was S14,243,017. In 1873 the value of
horses exported was $922,233, and of
horned cattle $655,594, while in 1880 the
value of hoises was $1,793,616, and of
horned cattle $2,764,437. Sheep in 1873
were of the value of S957,721, and in 1880
$1,422,830. The principal exports of 1873
may be compared with the same articles
in 1880. In 1873 the value of butter ex-
ported was $2,808,979, in 1880 83,058,069.
In 1873 the value of cheese was $2,280,412,
in 1880 it was 83,893,366. In 1873 the
value of bacon and hans exported was
$2,323,299, while in 1880 it was only about
S530,000. In 1873 the exports under this
head to the United States were of the
value of $6,9S3,355, and to Great Britain
$7,156,668. In 1880 the value of the ex-
ports to the United States was 86,016,988
and to Great Britain S11,104,223, from
which it is evident that the considerable
increase in this branch of our exports lias
been in our trade with the United King-
dom.

AGRIoULTURAL PRODUE.

In 1880 the value of agricultural pro-
ducts exported was $22,294,328, in 1878 it
was S1S,008,754, in 1879 819,628,464, and
in 1873 814,995,340. In 1873 Great Britain
took about $7,500,000, and the United
States 86,500,000. In 1880 Great Britain
took $12,641,961, and the United States
$8,086,795. Of the exports to the United
States S4,184,007 was barley, $3,066,483
wheat, *429,193 hay, and S843,132 malt.
GreatBritain took wheat valued at $4,810,
636, flour $2,436,891, oatnreal $415,776,
peas 2,598,089, oats 1,084,562, green fruit
$294,428. It appears from the above
figures that the United States is our best
market for barley, malt and hîay, while
our wheat, flour, peas, and oats are talken
by Great Britain. Our exports under
this head hiav,e progressively increased,
and the compar t,ive statements must be
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deemed satisfactory. Our next heading
is Il Manufactures," but the items are so

numerous tlat we must put off their con-
sideration until our next issue

TOWAGE CIARGES.

The shipping interest is much indebted
to Mr. Gianelli, the Italian Consul, for
bringing before the Board of Trade the
subject of the towage charges at this port.
Mv. Gianelli's abject is ta procure by some
nieans an established uniform tariff of
rates by the tug boats. He points out
that the Quebec tug boat owners have on
several occasions comibined ta maintain
excessive rates. Mr. Gianelli has taken
up the subject, and lias brought it before
the Board of Trade, because lie lias ascer
tained that the Harbor Commissioners are
of opinion that it would be inexpedient
for them ta interfere with private indivi-
duals in a difficult undertaking. Mr.
Gianelli's theory is that there are far
more tugs employed than are necessary,
and that they spend a great deal of money
in goin'g ta the Lower St. Lawrence as
far as Fox River and the Gadbout ta look
for vessels, and that this arises from the
great competition. Mr. Gianelli's remedy
is ta procure five first-class tug steamers,
whichli he maintains could be obtained at
a cost of $30,000 each or $150,000 in all,
ta perform the towage between Quebec
and Montreal, the vessels ta reach the
former port under sail. Mi. Gianelli's
proposition is that the Tug Boat Company
should be subsidized ont of funds raised
by harbor dues ta the extent of 20 cents
per ton, and that in consideration of this
subsidy they should charge moderate
towage rates, which he suggests might be
40 cents per ton. He professes ta have
positive information that the towage
charges are driving sailing vessels from
the part, and lie maintains that the effect
of the adoption of his scheme would be
that the number of sncb vessels would be
doubled. Whether the scheme suggested
bv Mr. Gianelli is feasible or not, the
subject is one of great importance ta
Montreal, and we are glad ta notice that
it was discussed by the Board of Trade,
and that, on motion ofi Mr. J. R. Winn, it
was resolved ta invite the Hlarbor Com-
muissioners ta appoint an early conference
with the Council of the Board of Trade ta
consider Mr. Gianelli's suggestions.

Since the above was in type ve have
seen a further correspondence in the
Gazette on the subject and we feel
assured that thare will be a concurrence
of opinion in favor of an effort being made
ta secure moderate 'ates of towage. If
the abject cannot be %ttaine4 through

the present tug hast owners, then in-
ducements should be offered ta a new
company.

THE REFUNDING BILL AT
WASHINGTON.

A most unfortunate controversy lias
taken place between Congress and the
National Banks, oving ta a measure, the
practical effect of wlich vas ta raise a
large compulsory joan friom the banks at
a rate of interest loiver than what Gov-
ernment securities would command in the
open market. It bas been the usage in
England, which bas long-been the prinCi-
pal money market in the world ta offer
joans ta the public by tender, vlich en-
sures their being floated at a fai' rate. The
National Banks are compelled ta deposit
Government bonds ta secure their circula-
tion, and it appears that over two hundred
millions of these bonds will mature during
the current year. It would have been hard-
ly fair under the circumstances ta have
offered the new bonds by public tender,
as-their price would have been governed
by the demand which the National Banks
would be compelled ta make. The fairest
way of settling the matter was that which
the Banks,were willing ta agree ta, viz.,
ta take 3. per cent. bonds at par in sub-
stitution for those bearing 5 and 6 per
cent. Congress, however, was determined,
if possible, ta exact the pounîd of flesh,
and the Senate and House of Rep resenta-
tives have concurred in the bill whicli
now avaits the President's sanction.

THE SAULT ST. MARIE BRANCI.

At last efforts are being made ta secure
the construction of this railroad, which is
so indispensable ta the Province of Que-
bec, but which, strange ta relate, bas re-
ceived little, if any, countenance from the
Quebec members of the Dominion Parlia-
ment, and is now chiefly promoted by
Western influence. We have more than
once pointed out the importance of oh-
taining a connection vith the great grain-
producing States of the Union, whichi
would find Montreal their nearestshipping
port. It had, ive admit, appeared ta us
that the best mode of obtaining the de-
sired connection would he by the Canada
Central and Q. M. O. & O. Railway. It
àeems now far from improbable that the
Ontario & Pacifie Junction Railway, which
is promoted by the Northern, Hamilton
& North Western, Midland, and Whitby
& Port Perry Railroads -will receive sub-
stantial aid from the Ontario Government,
and likewise from the Grand Trunk. The
Ontario & Pacific Junction was ta have
made its connection with the main line

somewhere in the vicinity of Lake Nipis-
sing, but it was then supposed ta be a
matter of certainty that the Canada Cen-
tral vould connect with the Sault, having
a charter for that purpose. We inferfrom
the recent action of the Western conna-
nies that this project bas been abandoned,
and, moreover, it is evident that great
dissatisfaction exists at the result of the
negotiations for establishing uniform rates.

We learn by our Western Exclianges,
that there is said ta be I a conflict be-
tween Eastern and Western interests,"
and that an important railvray deputation
has had a conference with the members
of the Ontario Government. The various
companies were represented and Mr. J. D.
Edgar, the President of the Ontario and
Pacific, was there inits interest. It seems
that on the old board of the latter com-
pany the Hamilton & North Western and
Northern were each represented by jwo
directors, and the Whitby & Midland by
two each, Mr. Edgar being looked on as
neutral, and that a change lias been made
by which the Grand Trunk interest gets
two directors in the room of two Western
men, thus disturbing the equilibrium.
Mr. Edgar defended the change on the
ground that the new road required sub-
stantial assistance, vhich Mir. Cumberland
liad informed him could nat be given by
the Northern, advising him at the same
time ta seek assistance from the Grand
Trunk.

L appears that sone of the Northern
directors, includiîg its Presithent, the
lion. Frank Smith, are much dissatisfied
ivith the change, but the truth i that, as
Mr. Edgar stated, " Mr. Cumberland was
the man who held the proxies and put on
and off directors." The road is managed
by the English bondholders, who know
perfectly well howr ta take care of them-
selves. The Ontario & Pacific. Company
have petitioned the Dominion Parliament
for a charter to the Sault, and Mr. Edgar
stated that lie felt sure that their bill
would have been carried through the con-
mittee, but that it was deferred, owing ta
the absence of Sir Charles Tupper. It is
of course, as we have repeatedly urged,
niostinportant toMontrealthat theSault
line should be built, and we only hope
that the Province of Quebec will not sut-
fer from the unaccountable apathy of its
representatives in the Government and in
Parliament.

BURNS.

Uncler the heading "l Raking the
Ashes," the Ne vYork G/îonicle publishes,
in pamphlet form, a record of fires and
losses in the United States and Canada
during the lastflve yeais. The amount of
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property destroyed in that period is
simply enormous. The aggregate losses
vere $405,269,700, of which the insurance
companies bore $219,182,800. The num-
ber of specials burned was 29,148, covering
loss of $259, 122,800, of which ;139,473,300
w'as insured. Eighty millions of dolir.s a
year is enougi to startle the people of the
continent.

I n Canada a gross loss Of $56,710,300, or
at the average rate of nearly twelve
millions per annuims, should induce some
wivse economist to set aboutsomne practical
nethod of saving the country from such a
terrible waste. 'The fact that a consider-
able part of the loss was insured does not
alter the fact that the whole wzas abso-
lutely swent. awy.

It is not alone what is paid out by
insurance comupanies that is to be esti-
mated in this ta\ to the country ; the cost
of water vorks and tire departiments must
be considered. 'Tie Chronicle estimates
t bat vilful, criminal incendiarism is pro.
perly chargeable with, say, 20 per cent. of
ibis enormous tax, and remiarks if wve did
not build to burn, incendiarism vould be
crippled. Estimating the average man's
producing capacity at. 350 a year, the
average yearly loss by fires in Cansada
represents a whole year's labor of over
32,000 men, obliterated or gone forx naught.

Withiout insurance the iost of the spe.
cials that were burned would never have
been rebuilt. Their owners vould have
been ruined. and their iworkmen torxned
at3 rift. But all the vhile the niible mil.
lions of undervriting accumulation, gath
ered for such purposes, have been busy
building up the waste piaces, restoring
homies, re.establishing insdus tries reilac-
ingindividual capital, and supplying the
leverage of labor with its fulcruxs. And
those who neud and buy indeinity ought
to stidy these records, and learn ilere.
froi vlat ai enemy incendiarism, vietli
er of carelessness or design, is to the
general weal and to private fortunes, and
what.a friend to both is sound insurxnce.
So studying, they cannot fail to find tihat
insurance capital ixncurs great hazards and
is fairly enitled to correspondin gains,
and that, to realize such gains and to iake
the insurance worth having, a fair price
must. be cha-ged for it."

ADULTER1ATION 0F WINES AND
LIQ.UORS.

(Conilded.)

We now proceed to porter and ale. The
folloving is a recipe for making " god
portere" according to the author of the
work referred to:-Boil tlsree quarts of
wleat bran, one and a half pounds of
hops, and eiglh milxces of bruiseci ginsger
in twelve gallons of water for one hour.
Then strain through tlannel, and, while
warm, add two gallons of molasses. one
quart of yeast. half a pintt of brandv
coloring, and half a gallon of tincture of
grains of paradise, ivhich will be formed
by digesting eight otnces of the grain in
half a gallon of vhiskey. If ale is prefer.
red, here is a recipe: Four pounds of
brown sugar, one pound of hops, two
ounces of quassia, and tvelve gaillons of
water. Boil for three-quarters of an hour.
Then add one gallon of molasses, one pin
of yeast. and then continue the ferment-
atioi until the froth ceases to rise on the
surface. Then add half a gallon of tiinc-
ture of grains of paradise and. strain
through flannel, Add ihme .ou.pee. of

butyric ether, and boil immediately. To
avoici the costly price of hops the smsali
dealer of ale and porter, as a substitute
for the bittir of the hops, smakes use of
quassia, nux voiica or strvchnine, alies,
catechu, pellitory, long ipepper, wox'nrin'
wood, gentiani and foi' a false stx'ength
siislar to alcoiol, uses cocculus inidicus'
copperas and grains of paradise. The fol-
loving, for giving strength anid body to
beer and ale, is given: Tvo poundss of
quassia, tvo pouxnds of gentian, bx'uised,
one pound of aloes, ten gallons of watr,
aînd hoil ta five gallons. Then add one
pound of copperas and boil to four gai-
lons, and tien aid to the ale to suit the
taste. It may be necessary to state, for
the benefit of the uninitiated, ivien ani
iow this kind of porter and ale is dlis.
posed of to form al remusne rative invest.
mient. This consists in bottling and
labeling the fluid viti neatnes.s. The
labels should be obtained from the litho-
graphers, and should be executel in the
higliest style of the art. The sanse articles
aire sold undr the names of London pnr-
ter, Scotch ale, India pale ale, pineaple
aie, etc., and the ale receives all the
namnes of the different varieties of that
article that have acquired any celebrity
in commerce. It is not iinusual to nipet
in the market vith porter (so called) that
ias been made from the iermentation of
molasses, yeast, and wsater. Tbis, after
becoming sufiliciently acidulated from fer-
mentation, lias the further progress or
fermentation checked by the addition of
alcohol and a small portion of miustard
seed. lt is tien strengthened with aloes,
pellitory, pepper, quassia, catechu, and
burnt sugar, and bas a rough, bitter,
aciduloxs taste, and leaves a disagreeable
after.taste in the mouth.

THE PRICE OF PIG RON.

The unsatisfactory condition of the pig
iron markets on both continents bas been
the subject of much speculative opinion
for sonme months. Seldiom have the iron
merchants of this country been more
anixious over the turn of events ihan since
the beginning of this year and he who
could with certainty predict the future
price of ibis important staple wvould be
creditei with more sagacity and foresight
than even the framers of th'e National
Policy. In contradistinction to the general
" boom " of a year ago, ivisen heavy orders
at fixed quotations iere in most cases not
acceptable, business in Europe and
Anserica is wonderfuiiy curtailed by the
moderate requiremen ts of consumers, and
for months transactions have partaken
argely of ýhe hand-to-mouth character
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This is partially due to the faut that the

majority of the large consumers in America

were pretty well stocked, having bought
freely prior to the last advance, but main-

ly, perhaps, ta their expectation of an
early collaps in prices, in consequence
of the enormous surplus production.

Makers and sellers, on the contrary,
have effected great indifference ta sell
their product at curreint values, far below
those of the like date of last year (import-
ed stocks only saleable at a sacrifice), and
appear as correspondingly confident that
botter prices will be witnessed in the near
future, because of the increased cost of
production and the inevitable increase of
demand. It is true that the consumption
of iron, in the United States especially,
has been enormously increased by the
revival of industries, but sa also has pro-
duction, and during the winter months ta
even a greater extent. The latest statis-
tics, soa fat from favoring an advance, go ta
show that production is being carried on
ii Great Britain, especially in Scotland,
notvitlstanding the protracted labor
troubles, at. a rate unwarranted by local
or foreign denand. There are 122 Scotch
furnaces at work (an increase on the

inmber in blast last year), turning out
5.000 tons per week in excess of require-
iments, thus keeping a constantly increas-
ing reserve stock. ln the Glasgow district
the production for ISSO was 1,049,000
tons, against 932,000 tons for 187. Il
the Cleveland district there are furnaces
not working but ready for operation if
required.

On the 4th February there were in store
in Connal:s yard, Glasgow, 517,318 tons,
held by speculators who have advanced
money on it ; the increase during the week
ending 4th February was 3,489 tons, ex-
clusive of stock accumulating in makers
hands. The increase since the 1st Jan.
is over 37,000 tons, wvhereas during the
whole of 1880 the reduction iwas only
about 8,000 tons. The shipments from
Glasgow fiom 1st January ta 4th Feb.
were 36,601 tons, or a decrease of 17,521
tons, compared with the like period of
1880. This large surplus production must
tell, sooner or later i doubtless the system
of converting iron, which will not sel], into
"Warrants," which will sel], bas prevent-
ed a collapse ere this.

The British Board of Trade returns for
January show a decrease in the total
exports of iron and steel of 78,S67 tons,
and a falling off of 81,784 tons, or about
22 per cent., in the shipments ta the
United States, as compared with those
for January, 1880. In the item o pig iron
alone there is a decreae pf 0 6 ions

in shipments to the States, and an in-
crease of 6,922 tons in exports ta other
countries. How is this exhibit ta be
accounted for, and where is Great Britain
ta find an outlet for lier surplus product?
In Gernmany the make of pig.iron has
considerably increased, and now amounts
to over 205,000 tons per month; and in
France the production of 1880 was con-
siderably in excess of that of 1879. There
will be a corresponding decrease, there-
fore, in the importations of these two
countries from Great 33ritain, leaving the
surplus ta be offered ta Anerica sa much
the larger. But in all the iron furnaces
and ore fields of the States there has
been a steady enhancement of produc-
tion. In 1880 there were muined in Lake
Superior District 1,950,000 tons of iron
ore against 1,414,000 tons in 1879 and
according ta the Cincinnati Chamber of
Commerce, the total production of pig
iron last y.ear in nine states tributary ta
that city was 876,000 tons, an increase of
150,000 tons over 1879.

'lie present weekly production in the
United States is estimated at 95,000
tons, an increase of. 15,0 tons per
week within the past five months.
Should this rate be continued the total

production for the year would be nearly
.5,000,00 tons. The consumption of both
A merican and foreign pig iron in the
States last year was about, 4,000,000 tons
the present production is therefore more
thian sufficient for a similar rate of con-
sumption, while the capjacity of the
largest establishments are being mate-
rially increased. It is clear, tien, that
Atei'ican producers are not only finding
present pices suiliciently profitable ta in-
duce increased production, but that, even
if values of the domestic article were un-
remunerative, large supplies of foreign
metal are ready ta be offered. Notwith-
standing the unprecedettedly large num-
ber of furnaces in blast in the States, and
the accumulation of stobks in New York,
the Western Markets, notably Pittsburg,
where consumption promises to exceed
the production, are reported firm, with
sanie refusals of future deliveries at pre-
sent prices. Should the upward tendency
in America and downvard tendency
abroad continue, importation vith all its
unforeseen consequences mcust follow.

Our market is, of course, governed by
the foreign markets, hence the great
conservatism here on the part of both
sèllers and consumers ; stocks in this
city are estimated at about 12,000 tons,
which, under the demand of a year ago,
would be cleared out in a very short time.
Should the Dominion Government this
session increase the duty on f9reign pig

iron from $2 (present rate) ta $3.50 per
ton, as recommended by a meeting last
week of Members and others interested
in the iron trade, the price here would
undoubtedly be enhanced. We do not
wish ta be understood as predicting a
lower range of prices for iron, but have
merely endeavored ta show that all
visible indications are opposed ta any
material advancei that abroad iron is
quoted considerably lower than here, and
that any serious discrepancy in this re-
gard would likely induce heavy ship-
ments, with a demoralizing effect. The
opening of navigation will doubtless
determine the matter.

FIRE INSURANCE MEETINGS.

The report of the Western Assurance
.Company of Toronto, published else-
where, shows a marked improvement in
the fire branch, the premium income
showing a total, exceeding the gross of
fire and marine including interest for
1879. The interest income shows a slight
increase, and again more than covers the
suns required ta pay the usual dividends
at the rate of fifteen per cent per annum'
In the marine department, oiving to the
unusually severe weather, the lasses, in-
cluding an appropriation for all claims
reported to December 31st, exceeded the
income in that branch by about $27,000.
The total, however, leaves on the right
side a balance of $75,65-. The sum of
?40,000 lias been carried ta the reserve
fund, w hich now amounts ta $875,000.
Adding ta this $5,875, balance of profit
and loss account, and deducting the un-
earned premium on outstanding risks as
well as 25 per cent for expenses, both
amounting ta $413,029, the company has
a net surplus of $467,758 over paid-up
capital.

Although we miss the usual tabular
statement in the report of the Standard
Fire Insurance Company of Hamilton, as
published in the local papers, the figures
given are assuring, and the remarks of
the President have a healthy tone, which
bespeak a deserved degree of success for
this young and growing company. The
policy of the management in not carrying
more than ;2,000 on any one risk is one
which might well be more generally
adopted. The present report, which we
reproduce elsewhere, covers only the nine
months ended the 34st ~December last,
yet the large nmber of 3,334 policies
were rritten, yielding a premium incarne
of aver w62,000, which with receipts from
other sources made the grass inconie
$76,161.24. The net losses, including
Pore outstjrading frorn lle preylots year,

amounted to $28,532. The popularity of
and public confidence in the company,
are attested by the applications foi stock
during the year, which, however, the
comnpany lias restricted to an addition of

S50,000, having, as they state, suflicient
capital for ail requirements. The assets
show a considerable increase over those
for the previous year, and now amount to
nearly $70,000.

The crucial third year lias deaIlt ratier
severely with tihe Dominion Insurance
Company of Hlanilton whici ield its
annual meeting on the lst instant. The
proceedings which were of a st.irring
nature vere enlivened by the considera-
tion of a proposition emanating fron a
imajority of the retiring Board of Directors
vhso issued a circular dated 25th Februar'y,
signed by Edw'ard Martin, Alex. Harvey
nd C. M. Counsell, urgiug a full neeting

te consider an amending paragraph sougit
to be introduced into the report,regretting
the unsatislfctory result of last year's
business as shewn by the statemsents,
coupled with tise losses of former years,
and suggesting as a remeciy either a
cliange of managemient or' the windiniig-up
of the company. This amsendimient n'as
lost on a lie vote of the Board, the Direc-
tors who issued the circular voting for,
and Messrs. John Harvey, James Simpson
and Alex, Mlnnes voting against. It ias,

howvever, stated that Mr. William Hlendrie,
who was out of tow'n and unable to be pre-
sent at the Board neeting, concurred witIs
the amiendmenit and would support a si-
mîilar proposition at the ineeting of share-
holders. Tle whole affair' ev'entuated, iow-
e'er'in the msanageiient's being sustained
three te one, and in Messrs. Martin and
Counseil's exclusion fromt the new board.
This will doubtless be imore satisfactor'y
in the end to the shareiolders and the
public Nio still niainlain undiimiinisied
confidence in this generailly well.managecd
but severely tried company. Soie
changes ire proposed whlicl must result
in greatly adding to its strength, and its.
friends will be much disappointed if the
present, year does net show mnuch inprove-
ment, notwithstanding tie usually caang-
ing effects of such a movemisent among a
few' of t.ie sha'ehold ers.

The report of the Hand-in-Hand of
Toronto in ansot.her column, shows tie re-
suit of good ainagement upon a tidy
little business, kept well in hand. After
deducting losses, expenses and liabilities,
including 83,500 appropriation for unad-
justed losses, from lthe total cash receipts
of $23,475, tiere r'emains t.he sum of $7r
484 out of which lias been declared a four
per cent dividend besides a scrip divi-

d end of 25 per cent, the latter in accor-
dance with the conpany's by-law No. 5.
Th e 'atio of assets to amount at risk con-
tinsues t o be a matter for congratulation.

HuAVY iN FAiLunx.-The suspension last
MondlIay of' the widely knsown firm of Messrs.
W. & F. P. Currie & Co., extensive wholesale
metal ierchants, on Grey Nun street, this city,
lias beei learnsed with the îiutmost surprise and
regret throughout the country'; This firm iad
been regarded as one of the strongest in this
city, and veathered many severe losses during
the late live yeirs of finaicial depression.
During the unparalleled "booi "lin prices which
follovel the general improveent in trade in
the Fail of 79 they imported iron te a large
extent, aînd sold it at profits which soon eu-
bled theim te score a margin exceeding $60,000.
This, unfortunately, was soon lost by the sud-
den reaction and depreciation in valies for
iron and other metals, against which the firi
lias been struggling hard ever since. Men Of
unflagging indistry and higih integrity, they
have, et great inconvenience asd loss, met
their payments as they matured, and preserved
their wvell-deserved repuiation of undoubted
standing; ait the same tinie hoping that a
favoi-a:sle tuin li the miîarkets woild enable
thei gradiiuilly to recover their losses without
sus pension. For six iionliths past, as we
have previously stated, imported raw iron could
only b sold lere at a sacrifice of Si te 10 per
ton; and it was to such ruinous losses, together
wiith the depressed state of the market for other
netals, that the firm iwere obliged to yield and
place theiselves li the hands of their creditors.
Mr. P. S. Ross, assignee, with the clerical staff
of le firm, las been engaged the past couple of
days preparing as statenest of assets and lia.
bilities, wihich is îlot to be ready before Satur-
day or Monday, wien the Canadian creditors
will be called together. Several leading iron
firms are sligitly interested, aud favors seemo
te have been distributed pretty generally among
Montreal oil dealers, the Messrs. Currie having
dealt largely in linseed. The heaviest sius are
said to be due in Great Britain, Messrs. Kitson,
GlasgoN, whose claim is reported to b S150,-
000, being the largest creditors. The total
liabilities, as oear as can be ascertained, are
8470,000, and the estimated assets, including
the Dominion paper mill, saw-imill and general
store at Kingsey Fails, 5420,000. That the firn
lias been somwhat straitened financially for
somse timse N'as no secret to those wlho buy and
sell commercial paper on the street without
recourse. Montreal is the only city in Canada
where this method of financing can be prae-
tised with any degree of immunity froms general
exposuire. We regret to hear of a western whole-
sale hards'are firn in this way within a few
days past. The charges se freely made agaisit
the Messrs. Currie of cuîtting prices umerci-
fully require modification; they were, ne doubt,
forced to make some concessions, but tihe firm
positively deny ignsoring the market vaiues,
and claii to have refused beavy orders at be-
low a legitimate standard, up to date of sus-
pension.

Youtr Directors have much pleasure in laying
before yout the accompanying statements ex-
hibitingthe receipts and expendittires for the
ninte montlhs ending on fite 31st of December
last, anud the assets and liabilities of the Com-
pany on the sae date.

The year has been a profitable one for the
Company, resulting i i ait increase in income,
assets and surplus. We issued during the nine
months covered by the report 3,341 policies,
from which we derived a gross premiuîm income
ofS62,271.36, which, with paymuents on capital
stock, S4,950, and receipts fron otter sources,
as detailed in annexed stateuent, made the gross
income $76,161.24. The lusses paid during same
period amoutnt to $32,693.97, less re-insured in
other companies, $4,161.80, leaving tha net loss
$28,532.17, which, however, includes those ofthe
previous year unadjusted ai last report. The
premium income night bave been greatly in-
creased had we not deemed it advisable to de-
cline a large volume of business on account of
the inadequacy of the rate offered,and to allow
many ofthe risks we were carryinig to pass out
of our bands rather than reduce the premituto 10
the low rate offered by competing companies,
and which -we considered entirely dispropor-
tionate 10 the hazard assumed. We have aimed
to place and retain on our books only the best
class of business and at fairly rèunerative
rates, believing tbere is a limit in tbe competi-

.tion for business which can only be passed at a
loss to the Company exceeding it.

We have been pleased to receive during. the
year from proniinent gentlemen at different
points applications for shares in the capital
stock of the company, ta the amount of over
550,000, and bave added their names to our
stock list, vhicht now amounts to nearly $200,-
000. We bave applications on band from other
parties sufficient to place it much beyond that
figure, but your directors deemu it unadvisable
tu do so, as we have now an ample capital for
the requirements of our business.

Since our last report Local Boards have been
forued at Toronto and Port Hope, lite former
composed of Messrs. Ald. Samuel Trees, Ald.
Neil, C. Love and W. B. Hamilton, and the
latter, Messrs. Jas. Migbt, M.D., W. W. Ren-
wick and Robert Redford, all of whom are sub-
scribers to the capital stock of the company.
Several new Agencies bave also been opened at
desirable points from which the company haid
not previously been receiving business, but in
doing so great care bas been taken to appoint
none but reliable and trustworthy persons to
represent the company. Our risks bave been
closely inspected, and our policy of writing only
small lines on even the best risks bas been
steadily adhered to.

We anticipate for the current year an equally
prosperous record. The better times now so
generally felt will remove many of the causes
which tended to increase the fire rate of the
pis few years and add to the profits of our
business.

Your directors recommend the usual dividend
of 10 per cent.

The President, in moving the adoption of the
report, said: I arn much pleased to meet the
shareholders at this our fourth annuel meeting,
and move the adoption of the report just read.
It l exceedingly pleasing to me, as 1 am sure
it must be to ail in any way connected with
the Company, to notice the steady progress it

bas made veat by yer frot ifs organization to
lite present time. It lins been no easy task to
biuild ui a young compiany in the face of ite
sîrong opposition of older crmpanies possessed
ofaminpler capital and willing to assume larger
risks, even at sitaller rates, if necessiry, t
retain the business and drive tli younger com-
palnies front he field. h'lie course we adopted
at fite outset we have rigidly adhered to, and to
it we miainly auiribitte our siccess. We are
not carrying to-day under any policy a larger
liability than S2,000 without lining hie excess
reinsured in soute good company. We decline
in every case to comîpete for business at dimi-
nisihing rates. We ailmt Io dPal ltonîestly with
every claim made upon us, and to pay eaci
claimant the ntouint of loss lie actually sus-
tains. I am glad to be able to say ithat on our
business for the last two years, during which
time ive have paid over 200 claims, anounting
to more than S60,000, we have not contested a
single claim. The report shows a very gratify-
ig imcrease in income, and while the figures
given therein are for nine months only, 1 mîîy
say tat th income of li company for the
thole yar (1880) is $4,000 in excess of that

of 1879. By closing our yeair oit Ilte 31st of
Decembe-r we make it concurrent wtihi the Go-
vernment year, and thîus save the expense and
trouble of two balances and a double audit. Of
course it compels us this year to show an in-
come for only nine months, witle the Govern-
ment repîort will be for twelve, but iereafter
the two will agree. The addition of over S50,-
000 to the capital stock of the company is a
pleasing feature in the report, as is also the
material increase in the assets of the company,
which now amouint to nearly S70,0i0; to which,
if we add the subscribed capital liable to call,
we bave in gross available assets* ;237,I70.
The sectrity, tlerefore, offered to otur policy-
bolders is, proporiotiate to the risks we assume,
as great as that of any other comparny. DIthink
we may now fairly assume that lte sieady pro-
gress of tha comîtany during its first four years,
usually considered ite most trying in the his-
tory of a young company, justifi..s us in antici-
pating a still brighter record for the future.
We are now fairly establislted with a profitable
business on our books, an excellent staff of
agents in the field and I may say here that I
bave frequently during tha year met and con-
versed personally wiuh many of our agents et
the office here, and have had to correspond
more or less with many of them, anti I can say,
so far as my personal knowledge goes, tley ap-
pear to be the riglht men for the position. The
outlook for the present year is excceudingly en-
couraging, and I do not besiitate to predict it
will be tlie most profitable the company lias yet
experienced. I move the adoption of the re-
port.

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WINNIPEG NOTES.
The new passenger bridge over the AFsiniboine

is being puslhed forward rapidly.-The railway
bridge over the Red River is still far from being
completed, the new iron girders flot laving as yet
arrived.-The prices obtained for city property
show no tendency to decline. So-re lots lately
sold on Main street brought very high1 figîres,
and others further back commandedi a substan-
liai advance on last year's prices.-The hand-
some building erected for the Montreal Bank
bas been inislhed on tihe outside, and they are
now busy fitting up the interior. The Bank
lopes soon te be able to enter tlheir new oflices,
wliere, being centrally located, an increase in
business may be looked for. At present the
offices are in a very inconvenient position.-
Several large and substantial buildings aie te
be erected in tie pring.-The Ontario Bank,
Mlerchants' Bank, and Messrs. Drummond Bros.
& Co. of Monîreal are among those who intend
to build. The latter firm have secured a fine
site on the corner of Main street and Portage
avenue, in the very heart of lie city.-Anonsg
tise merchant, trade bas been on the whole very
satisfactory. They look forward to the pros-
pect of a brisk spring business with evident sat-
îsfaction.-The two stores on Main street lately
burnt have been replaced by another frame
building to the disgust of Insurance men; who,
however, are consoled by tie tLhought that no
store such cati be erected within the fire limits.

The weather at present is delightful, the tier-
uloneter ranging about zero. We have just
hadl tie ieaviest snow fail known in this coun-
try ir years. Tralic was obstructed for a short
ine, but the roads have again become passa-

ble. The trains were very much delayed in that
homle of snow storms and blizzards, Minesota,
by lthe snow. The mails have been somNewhat
irregular of late in consequence. In Mlanitoba
tie ruiing of the trains was not seriously in-
terfered with.-There is a rumor abroad that
the Dominenion Governmenit do not intend to
extend the boundary in accordance with the
desire of the Local Bouse. Therumor says the
twish of the Dominion Cabinet is to extend to-
wards Lake Supierior and not westward. This
action would deprive the Province of a large
tract of fertile prairie country, substituting in
ifs place a rough and sterile tract, uninhabited,
and in some parts uninhabitable.
