The estate of Alexander & Co., dry goods,
Winnipeg, amounting to about $25,000, will be
offered for sale by auction, on Ootober 2, at a
rate on the dollar.

The Western Woolen Manufacturing Co.,
of St. Boniface and Wiunnipeg, have admitted
E. G. Johnston into partnership and changed
style to ““Westera Woolen Co.”

The Minnedosa 7Tribune says: *“Nine car
loads of cattle went east to Montreal for ship-
ment to Eigland. They belonged to Bell &
Head, who have bought over $30.000 worth on
the line of the Manitoba & Norihwestern rail-
way this season.

The Minnedosa Trilune proposes thata car
load of potatoes be sent to Ireland.

The Rapid City Reporter complains of the

and the only mail is by stage via Brandon.

At the
same office there are thirty.iwo varieties of
native grasses on exhibition, the tallest speci.
mens being over ten teet.

Sir Hector Langevin, while in Winnipeg last
weck, was bangueted in the evening. The
following day the Dominion Minister met a
number of members of the ‘Winnipeg board

of trade, in tho rooms of the organization, and
discussed such questions as tho Hudson bay
railway, improvements to the Red river, eto.
Later Sir Hector met the city council, and
again discursad these public questions, togsther
withthe Winnipeg water power enterprise. The
discu-sions were of course informal and no
definite promises were made,

The Brandon Sun of Thursday last reports
large shipments of cattle by shippers of that
place. Among the purchases meationed wers
100 head on the Matitoba Northwestern rail-
way, for Montreal, by Russell & [ronside. The
same firm also secured 200 head of steers in the
Wapella and Whitewood districts. Shipments
were to be made on Sept. 27 of both lots:

The Edmonton Bulletin reports the first frost
in that district on Aug. 15, aud then only to
touch low diatricts. The Bulletin sums up the
crop for 1880 as follows: *The season of 90
was short, wet and warm. Most favorable to
rank growth, but somewhat unfavorable for
ripening in the ripening season. The average
yield of all crops will be very high and the
quality excellent except in the case of from 25
to 33 per cent. of tho wheat crop which will be
found somewhat damaged as to quality.”

Rales for Business.

The following rules have been recommended
to the attention of merchants by the New York
Wholesale Grocers' Association as guides in
dispensing credit to retail dealers :—

Do not trust & man who is unwilling to make
a statement over his own signature.

Do not trust & man starting anow in business
who has not safficient capital of hiv own to pay
for his stock and fixtures,

Do not trust a man unless convinced that his
daily profits are more than his daily expenses.

Do not trust & man who habitually and con-
tinually sells his goods for less than the average
coat of doing business.

Do not truat a man who drioks to excess.

Do not trust a man who is a constant better
on horse races, or is a gambler.

Donot trust a mun who lives beyond his
meauns,

Do vot trust a man for more than one-quar-
ter of his visible assets. -

Commenting on theso rules, the St Louis
Qrocer, seems to fear that they are somewhat
one-sided, and so suggests that if these rules
are to govern wholesale men in selling, it might
be well to have a like set to be used by the re-
tailers for buying, which it submits as follows .

Do not buy from a man who is not willing to
guarantee his goods over bis own signsature,

Do not buy from a man who drinks to excess.

Do not buy from a man who is constant better
on horse races or is a gambler,

Do not buy from a man who does business in
his wife’s name,

Do not buy from a man whose stock argu.
ment in selling is the runuing down of his com-
petitors,

Do not buy from a man who makes a prac.
tice of substituting for brands ordered.

Do not buy from a man who bills at sixty
and draws at thirty days. i

Do not buy from anan whose goods are not
up to the sample,

It is #aid that the scarcity of fruits high and
prices, is causing a great increase in the con-
sumption of candy. The people must have
something to chew at. Candy manufacturers
are experiencing a great *‘boom” in their
trade,’

$3 to $3.50 per 100 Ibs,

In fruit Peaches are worth from 81.85 to 82 ;

$1.85 to $2.10 per box.

Irrigation in Dakota.

The following article on irrigation in Dako ts,
from the American Elevator and Grain Trade,
will be interesting reading. If irrigation should
prove successful in Dakota, why should it not
be practical in the dry districts of our western
prairies on this side of the boundaryt The
article is as follows -

““An cexperiment io irrigating land with
artesian well water has been successfully tried ag
Hitcheock, South Dakota, with results of great
importance aud interest to all farmers in the
Northwest. The experiments were inagnrated
and managed by the Hon. L. H. Hale of Huron
and C. E. Bostwick of Hitchcock. A quarter
section of foul land was secured which had been
cultivated to wheat for eight vears in succession
without the use of any fertilizer whatever, and
atill further impoverished by the wasteful burn.
ing off of the stubble each fall. A gang of men
were hastily secured on May 20, and the ground
poorly plowed and harrowed, some of the.
parties testifying that in some places the soil
was not stirred more than three inches dcep,
“‘owing to the haste and hilarity prevailing.”
On May 25 one hushel per acre of Scotch: Fife
wheat, not selected, but just as it came from
tho elevator, was sown broadcast over fifty
acres. Twenty-five acres were irrigated from

June ¢ until matared, the remainder being left.

to the tender mercies of a Dakota snmmer. At
harvest time three distinct tests were made of
each piece, one measured acre being selected,
stacked and threshed separately, with recults
checking within less than half a bushel. The
irrigated land cost $7.40 per acre, and yielded
twenty-three bushels, worth 85 cents per bushel,
or $10.65 -per acre. The non.irrigated coat
$6.23 per acre, and yielded four bushels worth
possibly $2 or 50 cents per bushel. WWheat
from the tests were examized by Minnesota
experts, the irrigated grading **No, 1 Nerthern
hard, the non-irrigated grading “‘rejected.”

‘The water used came from the Hitcheock
artesian well, which is 900 feet deep, the water
boilind out of a 4j.inch pive with a total
pressure of 165 pounds per inch., The water is
clear, with a slightly brackish taste, and amells
strongly of shiphur.  An analysis shows the
presence of sulphur, iron, lime and epsom valts,

The water was conveyed te the land by rude
ditches bastily plowed out. The irrigated
wheat measured over four feet in height, with
plump, heavy heads and firm, bright stalka;
the “natural climate” wheat was two feet high,
thin, shruuken heads, und weak, dull stems.
This experiment proves that wheat can be
tuired by irrigation at & cost of $2 cents per
bushel. and worth 85, or & profit of 53 cents
per bLushel; while adjoining nov-irrigated
wheat costs 51.56 per buskel, and is worth ouly
50 cents, o loss of ‘over §1 per bushel for pro-
ducing a poor guality of chicken feed. It
proves that tho artesian well water, although
containing cunsiderable mineral matter, wiil
pot injure but feed the small grains, The
remeainder of the quarter section was tested
with oats, millet and corn.

Enormous yields are claimed, but exact
statistics were not obtainable ‘T'he corn is not
yov matured, but presents a fine object lesson,
the irngated reminds one of the old.-fashioned
ten-foot corn of our Illinois furm, while the
an naturele is hardly Lnee high, drooping its
head in mute apology for being in existence.
Irrigation will. illiminate the expression ‘“‘off
year” from agriculture in in South Dakota, and
confine it to politics, where it belongs.

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DAIRY PRODUOIS.

The tendency of butter markets has been in a
firmer dircction of late. In Eustern Cunuda
markets sotmewhat better prices ha've been ob-
tained, and recently rather stitf figures have
beenpaid.  Latomade creamery and choice latu
dairy have been in demand in tho east at good
puices, The firmucsa ia duo to botter prices in
Great Britain and the United States, though
somethiog of & reaction has heen report.
ed. ‘There has beon buying at Montreal
for export, though up to about the middle of
Soptember exports from Montreal showed a
heavy falling off, as compared with last year.
Exports for the seasun from Montreal have been
leas than 10,000 packsges, compared with
over 25,000 packages for the same period of last
year. Later exports may show an imptove.
ment, but at present tho. shipping movement
would not scem to indicate higher prices.

In cheese thore haa been advauces in prices
on the cheeso boards in Ontario country mar-
kets, though the situation is not regarded as
very strong. Cheese has been bought at higher
prices i the country than the immediats situa-
tion would warrant. Small lots of August
make have sold as high as 10c and 10}c, in
country markets, but it is said that theso amall
lots were only taken for special purposes.  Bx-
port orders at Montreal, however, usually do
not quote over Ojc for late made August.

In Manitoba there is considcrable interest
in the butter situation. Stocks of butter have
not accumulated as much as usual in this mar.
ket, and better prices have been obtained re-
cently. It will be remembered that the August
crop bulletin issued by the Manitoba Govern-
ment, intimated that on account of the low
prices, farmers were not making as much butter
as usual thisyear. Under the head of dairying,
this report, irsued on August 1, said :—

« Apart from the localities where cheese fac.
tories and creameries are in operation very little
is being done by farmers in tho way of makiog
butter and cheese beyoud what is required for
family consumption. Asa general thing farmers
are going- into stock-raising more and more
from year to year, but the prices paid for butter
and the conveniences at hand for the manufac.
ture of it by the average farmer ars not such
as to encourage manufacture beyond consums-
tion. The general remurk made by correspond-
ents is that the prices paid for butter areso low
that people oaly make for their own nse. So
much 80 is this the case that calves, inatead of
being weaned, ate in wany caces allowed to
follow their mothers throughout the eason.
Where cheese factories and creameries are in
operation they are apreciated, aud are spoken
ot as doing very well, but unfortunately the
number in operation is not equal to that which
the province demands.”

While there is some truth no doubt ip the
report of the departmeut, the belief among
merchants is that the make of butter this year,
will not be generally short. While receipts
from some points have .fallen off, from other
country marlets they have been fully as large
as usual. 1t is probable that there will be some
- falling uff in the quantity of butter made this

year, especially as checse making has been
conductedd on a larger acalo this secason.
Prices for butter in this market are now fully
as high, and even higher than the situation
would warrant, unless it be that tho quaatity
is not inore than equal to local requirements.
Prices are oo the high side for eastora shipment,
if it chould turn out that therc is a surplus
over local and western requirements, It isnot
likely, however, that there will bo any counsid-
crable surplus over such vequirements,

Oue result of tho season will bo that the but-
ter trade will prove moresatisfactory to country
dealers if prices keep up.  Herutoforo it has
been the custom to pay the farmer moro for
butter than the commodity was worth at wholo-
sale. Tux CoyMerciar has long endcavored
to correct this ovil, and it is satisfactory to note
that prices paid this season in tho country have
been more in keeping with the value of the
commodity. Even yet, however, at some coun-
try points, the price allowed by storekecpers to
their farmor customors, is cxcessive. The
atorekeeper should buy butter at a price which
will allow him a falr margin for handlingon
average quality, and even if some farmers do

“8top makiog butter, this policy should be
steadily persisted in.

ORANBERRIES,

Additional openings for the profitable cul.
tivation of the soil will certainly be found in
Manitoba, from time to time. New crops have
been already added to those which cau be
grown here to advantage, and the list is no
doubt capable of almost indefinite expansion.
It has often been said that Manitoba can never
be a fruit country, while others have all along
contended that a country which produces such
a large variety of wild fruits, should be adapted
to the cultivation of domestic varieties, This
year the crop of native wild fruit has been very
large, and many tons of these have gone into
consumption throughout the country during the
soason. On the Winnipeg market wild fruits
of one variety or another have been offering all
the season, and sometimes several varieties at a
time were procurable. Among the native fruits
now offered on the market is the cranberry, of
both the high and low bush varieties. The
latter, which is the cranberry of commerce, and
is by far the more valuable, is found growing
wild within & few miles of Winnipeg. Some
who bave used the native berry say they prefer
them to the imported article. The berry would
no doubt be improved by cultivation. Why
would not a few cranberry farms pay here?
Varieties of cultivated fruits suitable to this
climate have already been discovered, and ex-
periments being madoe at the Government farms
and by private parties will lead to the discovery
of many morv varieties which may be grown to
advantage here. It will only be a matter of
time, when the variety of cultivated fruits
found to be adapted to this climate, together
with the native wild sorts, will afford a good
list to select from.

SHIPPING LIVE STOCK.

Mr. Plumsoll, whose name has been made
familiar through bis agitation in the British

worthy vessels, {8 again to the front with
another hobby. This time it is not tho
saflor who gaes down to the sea in ships, whom
Mr. Plumsoll desires to have protected. His
efforta aro now being put forth in behalf of
animals on hoard ship.  stis pamphlet makes
serious churgo: as to tho crucley practiced upon
animals on board ship, and from the action
already takeq, it is not unlikely that some
meastire may be adopted by the British Par-
liameat to correst the evils complained of. The
matter has awakenod great interest in Great
Brituin, and oven on this side of the Atlantie,
and is bolug generally discussed by the press.

Thero is gool reason to beliove that cattle
suffer considerable hardship in their shipment
by water and also by rail.  Suffuring is per.
haps uoavoidablo sv long as animals are
handled i this way, though improvement may
be enforced by Act of Pacliament. There is
one polat in the question stirred up by dr.
Plumsoll which is espocially interesting to
Westera Canada; and that is in regard to ship-
ping dressed meats. Mr. Plumsoll argues that
the British markets should be supplied with
meats shipped dressed, aud that the ' present
mode of shippiug live stock should be doue
away with eatirely. He claims that meat can
be handled in this way without impairing
its quality, and taus the horrors of the cattle
ships will be avoided and rendered unneces-
sary. \Vestern Canada through the Hudson
bay route, is more favorably situated thon any
other country for the shipment of dressed
meoats to the British markets, and when once
this route is established, we may look for a
trade in dressed meats to grow up in time, from
the prairies of Western Canada, via Hudson
bay to the United Kingdom.

Mr. Plumsoll’s charges rvegarding the cruel-
ties practiced upon cattle on board ship are
being inveatigated, under the direction of the
British Government, and the result will be
awaited with intercst by shippers and dealers
on each side of the Atlantic.

THE HAY CROP,

The wet weather this season has been very
destruetive to hay. One correspondent from a
western point writea that fully half the hay in
his district has been destroyed. A wet harvest
is such a rare occurrence in Manitoba and the
tributary country to the west, that no fore-
though is taken for such a contingency. This
season has proved an exception to the almost
invariable rule, and a very remarkable excep-
tion at that. Counting upon dry weather,
some are not very particular about the way
they put up their hay, and no doubt a good
deal has been lost through having been
left in small stooks in the field,
instead of being carefully stacked. On
account of thewet weather somefarmers decided
to put off their haying until after the grein
harvest had been secured, not thinking, of
course, that the wet weather would continue so,
long. Others left their haying untillateon-
accouat of the fact that the crop was growing
and improving every dasy. Under ordinary
circumstances the grain harvest would have
been over long ago, and theve would have been
time to secure abundauce of hay as well by this
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date, had it not been for the wet weather
which has so rotarded operations. There is
abundaance of hay which can yet be seccured,
and now that the grain orops have been put in
stack, a good deal of hay will no doubt be put
up within the next few days, weather per.
mitting, though the quality will not be as good
as if it nad been secured under favorable con-
ditions, before the recent frosts, In view of
the shortage of hay last ycar, a great many
farmers would no doubt have put up hay
enough this year to have lasted thom for two
winters, in order to be propared for a possible
shortage next year. The very unfavorable
weather, however, will {nterfere with any such
intentions, It is now so latein the season that
fall plowing will have to be pushed, and thore
will be little time vo spare for putting up more
hay than is required for present wauts.

THE TEA AMENDMENT.

1t is reported from Washington that the
amendment to tho tariff bill placing a duty upon
tea, when not imported direct, is not intended
to affect the Canadian carrying trade. The
impression gained currency at first that the
amendment was intended to prevent the im-
portationof teaviatheCanadian Pacificrouts, by
making such importations subjectto duty, while
direct importations would come in free. Teas
imported dircct to the United States, through
Canada, it is said will not be subject to duty,
but any teas held over in Canada for a time,
would by dutiable.

A Washington despatch says,—*The amend-
ment was aimed at certain Eoglish firms who
have been importing teas into Fogland and
temporarily holding them for ultimate sale in
small lots to retail dealers throughout the
United States, thus coming into direct compe-
tition with American importers and jobbers.”
This will also have the same effect in preventing
Canadian bouscs from handling teas for United
States trade. The exact reading of the Mec-
Kinley tariff on tea is as follows ;—

¢'That there shall be levied, collected, and

paid on all teas, the Erowtb or produce of the
countries east of the Cape of Good Hope, when
imported from places weat of the Cape of Good
Hope, a duty of 10 per cent. ad valorem. That
teas have been entered for consumption or for
warehouse, or that have been permitted to re-
main unclaimed, or that have been permitted
to remain for any purpose in any country inter-
mediate between the country of export and the
United States, shall not be considered as in
transit through such intermediate country, but
shall be treated as teas imported from such in-
termediate country, and be valued and rated
for duty accordingly ; Povided, that teas im-
rted ditect to the United States on through
ills of Iadivg from countries east of the Cape of
Good Hope, and travshipped at any foreign
Eort. or place shall not be subject to the duty
erein provided for.”

CANNED SALMON,

Seventeen canneries have been operated on
the Fraser River, B.C., this year, and the total
pack is 246,050 cases, of four dozen tins each.
The total pack on the Fraser last year was
303,875 cases. The run of fish was large this
year, and the pack could have been made
larger if canners had felt disposed to do their
best. The cloae season for the sockeye salmon
is now in force, and continues until October lst‘

Spring salmon and cohos ealmon are now
running, and the former are Lelng taken for
shipment fcesh or for freezing, The nets now
being used in accordance with law are too large
to catch the cohoes or sockeyes. It is not like.
ly that any of the canneries will resume opera.
tions this year after the close ecason is over.

Some canning is still being done on the
northern rivors and inlets of the province, but
the scason may be considered as practically
ended. The total pack of the province will
not fall far short of 400,000 cases, agsinst
414,204 cases last year.

FORGING AHEAD.

Canada continues to progress rapidly, not.
withstanding the unpatriotic murinurings of
portion of its press and people. The recent
civic census of Montreal showa the population
of that city to be considerably over 200,000,
and it is believed that an accurate enumeration
would give the city 230,000, while it is claimed
that with the suburban population the city
would number nearly 300,000. This suburban
population is simply the overgrowth of the city.
The census in 1481, showed that the city had
then a population of 140,000, and the present
population indicates good progress, Canada
will continue to hold her own in the van of
progress, the croakers to the contrary notwith-
standing.

BAD FOR THE CITY, |

It looks bad for a city when hints can be
thrown out through the press and in other ways
that the civic rulers, or some of them, have
been actuated by motives other than for the
public good, in conducting the business of
the city. Such is the situation in Winnipeg at
present, Several companies have recently
made upplication to tho City Council for the
right to establish an electric strest railway ays-
tem, and ia connection with this it has been
plainly intimated through the press that there
has been something crooked in the wannerin
which the Council has dealt with the different
applications.
may be heard about the streets. This means
that at least some of the wembers of the City
Council are not beld above suspicion by a por-
tion of the citizens, and when we realize the
full force of this conclusion, it seems to place
the city iu a deplorable position. Winnipeg
surely should be able to procure a sufficient
number of aldermen who would be so far above
suspicion as to leave no reasonable doubts as to
their motives in dealing with public matters.
There are some in the present Council who no
doubt occupy this position, but from what has
lately been said through the press and heard on
the street, it is evident that the present Coun.
cil as a whole is far from holding that position
in the public estimatiou which it should have.
There ave no doubt a few who wouid he sus.
picious, were the city governed by angeis, but
the present suspicion is of an outspoken nature,
and is evidently not confined to the few who
are naturally suaspiciously inclined. There
seemed to be something peculiar about the
haodling of the electric railway question, and
the rejection of one offer because it was tno
favorable to the city, as one alderman stated,

Statements of & similar nature,

is something which can hardly be reconciled to
common sense by the average citizen. To say
that the offer was too favorable to the city,
seems & remarkuble reason for opposing it, and
supporting & less favorable one, The lesson
which the citizans should learn, is to elect o
council coinposed of men who would be above
suspicion, and thus save the city from such
degradation as has been brought upon it by the
hints thrown out that the aldermen are some.
times actuated by other motives than a desire
to serve the city honestly and faithfully in con.
ducting civic aTairs,

LIQUOR IN THE TERRITORIES.

The teiperance people of Eastern Cavada, in
convention assembled, have been passing some
resolutions regarding the sale of liquorsin the
territories, and they call upon the Dominion
Government to strictly enforce prohibition in
the territories. Iu a report of the convention
we find the following statement :—** As long as
prohibition in its entirety was in force, the
country was everywhere famous for its sobriety,
morality and observance of law, When the
present Lisutenant-Governor was appointed he
issued regulations providing that permits should
be given authorizing the bringing into the terri-
torios of four per cent. beer for sale. Since the
introduction of this system, drunkenness and
other crimes have increased at a startling rate,
aud scenes of shameful debauchery have become
common,” Drunkenness has perhaps increased
in the territories of late, but the statement that
the country was famous for its sobriety before
the present governor was appoiunted, is ex-
tremely ridiculous. Prohibition has never been
asuccess in at least a large portion of the
territories, and liquors were easily obtainable
and freely consumed years before Governor
Royal was appointed. Without discussing the
principle of prohibition, we would suggest to
the Dominion Alliance the propristy of con-
sidering the wishes of the people of the terri-
tories, when passing resolutions regarding that
portion of the Dominion. ‘The pecple of the
territories, like other free Canadians, thiok
they have a right to exercise their own free will
upon this question. Prohibition enforced by
the Dominion will not be popular with a large
section ofthepeople there, becauseitisdepriving
them of a right enjoyed by other portions of the
Dominion, of dealing with the liquor question as
they see fit. The only reasonable settlement of
the matter which can ever be made is for the
Government to allow the territories to legislate
for themselves upon this question. Then if
they want prohibition, they can provide for it
in the way they think best; otherwise it is use-
less as it is unjust in principle, to enforce mea-
sures upon the country which the people do not
waot and will not submit to. ~ One thing is cer-
tain, and that is, that the way the liquor busi-
ness has been handled in the territories in the
past, will not educate the people in the prin-
ciple of prohibition. It is certainly having the
opposite effect. If the Dominion Alliance wish
to see prohibition enforced in that quarter,
they had better petition the Dominion Govern-
ment to allow the people of the territories to
legislate for themselves upon the liquor ques-
tion, aud when this is accomplished they can
endeavor to educate the people interested in the
principle of prohibition. This may seem a
roundabout way, but it will prove the moat
effectual in the end,

Chicago and other United
States markets were weaker, and prices aver-
aged one to three cents under the previous
weck, and about ten to twelve cents under the
highest prices on this erop, Light oxports,
prices for wheat and flour being above export
valuos, and incressing receipts were the cause
of weaknoss, in the United States markets,

though the visible supply on Monday last
showed an increase of only 10,000 bushels.
This is accounted for by a large quantity of
wheat at Mioneapolis and other points going
into private storage. Fine weathor in the
northwest helped the weakness,

Locally thero has boen but a very slight in.
crease in the movoment. Farmors were busy
last week completing their stacking, under
favorablo conditions, and only two or three
cars of wheat per week were moving through,
Threshing has now commenced, and deliveries
at country markets will soon begin to pile up.
The sample is turning out as expected rather
poor, aud very little wheat will grade No. 1
herd.

OQld wheat is very scarce, and new
grain is hardly in good coudition for milling
yet, though some outside mills were trying to
work on new wheat, but it would bardly be a
success.

Montreal merchants do unt appear to fall into
live with New York and Torouto houses in
reference o higher prices for teas, as more
mooey can be got fos all grades at either of
those places thau in Montreal. It is estima-
ted that fully 1,500 packages went through to
New York from here during the week.  Al-
most all the dust in this market has also been
bought up by New York houses, aboat §00
packages going through during the weck, aud
none is now obtainable here wader 93¢ @ 10e.
Blacks are very strong on the other side
anda further advance of 3d is cabled for
teas worth from 53d@9d, which are especially
scavce, one broker cablisg for five hundred
chests yesterday and being unable to get a
single package.”

The Gattle Markefs.

The situation in export cattle markets is very
bad, and shippers have been losing money right
aud left of late, and mauy of thém are ceasing
to do business, British cattle markets have

beon overstocked for some time, but in the face
of this condition shippers continued to forward
large lots of cattlo until a rogular glut followed.
Prices have so declined that recent shipments
have loat heavily. In con<equence of the bad
state of the market, treights have fallen nearly
one half, and at lagt advices from Montreal
ocean rates on cattle had been made at 45
shillings insured, while some refused to ship at
over 40 shillings insured, preferring otherwise
to hold.

Montreal market was quiet. Stockers have
been bought for feeding at distilleries. Arrivals
in that market are said ‘o be very iuferior in
quality, and mostly stockers, Two train loads
of Manitobz cattle were amoug the arrivals,
Receipts at Montreal have fallen off 25 per
cent., and exports 35 per cent. Kxport cattle
were quoted at 45 to 43¢, local butchers at 3%
to 4¢ for medium to choice, aad poor from 2 to
24c. Stockers sold between 3 and 33¢ ; 4c was
an outside figure for very choicest local stock.

Cables the first of last week reported furthur
declines, amounting to nbout 4c all round, and
without prospect of early improvement, owing
to large offerivgs of poor quality. Liverpool
quotatious were 11 to 1lic for gouod to choice
cattle and 12c was the outside figure for finest
steers, Medium and poor stock sold at 10 to
10}c, and inferior and bulls at 74 to 8c.

Manitoba Grop Report.

A full week of excellent weather has at last
been enjoyed, 'The last rain was on Sept. 18,
and stacking wag resumed on Saturday; Sept.
20th. For the full week ending to-day, (Sat-
urday, Sept. 27,) the weather bas been clear,
bright, and as fuvorable as it possibly conld be.
Farmers made good progress, and by the clase
of the weck nearly all the grain is in stack,
except where help was short. The indications
are favorable for clear weather. The grain
was in excellent condition for atacking and the
probability is that the grain which went into
stack this wek will turn out better than that
stacked between the rains of previousfew weeks.
Additional reports have been received of grain
baving been stacked in a damp state, and in
some instances it has been learned that stacks
were being pulled down last week, as grain was
beating. Warning was given against stacking
damp sheaves, but some seem to have disre-
garded it. The harvest may now be cousidered
practically comploted. There will be a large
quanticy available for shipment—probablv the
largest in the history of the province—but the
quahiy will be decidedly below an average.

A continued good demand exists for vessel
rovm, and with the offerings of ready tonnage
quite modernte, rates were ficm to-day to all .
points, with Georgian Bay freights {c higher
for corn.

Windeor, of C. G. Hobron & Co., salmon
canners, reports the run of salmon st Rute
Intet large ang of gond quality. The pack this
season will be a Inrge one. The cannervy will
be ranning for a short time. This company
has decided to enpage in 1 uew industry, the
making of dog-fieh oil. The waters of Bute
Inlet teem at certain sessnns of the year with
this species of shavk. and it is now proposed to
catch and utilize them in making oil, The
staff of men engaged at the canmery will be
given employment for the entire year, the
winter being spent in making oil and the
summer in packing salmon.

“Farming in this province” says the Van.
couver Telegram, “is only in its infancy, but it
seems a lusty one. No such crops are reported
from any other part of the Dominion.  Prices
too, are generally good. Hay, in this city, for
example, is selling for $16 per ton; oats. §30
per ton; potatoes, $15 per ton; butter, 22¢ to
240 per 1b.; hams, 17¢ to 18c per lb.; eggs, 25¢
to 40c per doz.; plums, §1.50 per box; beef,
12¢ to 18¢c per 1b.; milk, at 10¢ per gpart; and
g0 on of other things. If farming does not pay
in Britich Columbia, with the prices named
above, ruling the year round, and sometimes
even higher prices for some of the articles
mentioned, it must surely be the farmer'’s own
fault.”

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Westminster's Progress.

The Columbian of Now Westminster, B. C.,

telle * the progress of that place as follows :—

A troight train of 12 cars heavily loaded with
the produce of Westminster city and neighbor.
ing districts, was dispatched east this morning
over the C. P. R. Tho train anslysis showed
five carloads of salmon for Montreal and Lon-
don, two of lumber for the Territories, and five
carloads of miscelluneous produce for distribu.
tion throughout tho east. The steamers Rain-
bow and Dunsmuir arriving hero yesterday
afternoon brought heavy consigonments of
freight, which were Incorporated in this train.
Five more carloads of freight bound for the
cast will be despatched from the city to-morrow
morning. :

Au exsmination into Westminster's trade,
export and import, for 1890, would furnish
somo astonishing and gratifying statistics. The
incresse in business in all departments of the
city’s commercial intorests during the year has
been marvellous, and far in excess of what
could have been anticipated from the trade of
last year and former years.

The shipments of rough and dressed lumber
this year have surpassed anything knowa in
tho past. The establishments in and near the
city dealing in this class of goods, in spite of
their vaat capacity have.been kept working,
virtuolly, night as well as day, to keep pace
with their orders. As may be readily believed,
the output from the sawniills in consequence of
this prodigious amount of steady labor has been
well pigh incalculable.

Iu the salmon canning industry a very satis-
factory showing is noticeablo for the year. The
scason has been remarkable in more ways than
one; in it has been smashed the old tradition
that a successful year was always followed by &
poor one. As is well known, 1889, was signal-
ized by, perbape, one of the greatest catches on
record, and those who had faith in the above
montioned tradition anticipated with every con.
fidence a poor run ot salmon in the Fraser this
year. This expectation has happily been proved
quite fellacious, and it is putting the case
moderately to say that all the canneries have
done well this year. The quality of the fish
was also up to the famous Fraser River stan.
dard, which leads the market.

Another new departure, at least more serious-
ly new in this live of business than ever at-
tempted hiere in years gone by, was the canning
of a Jarge quantity of home grown fruit by the
Bon Accord Canning Company. That the com-
pauy’s enterprise has been rewarded with the
most flattering results will be learned with
pleasure by our citizens, Complete success
crowned the venture and its repetition next
year is down on the programme of 1891 as one
of the absolute certaintics. The company will
then engage in the enterprise on a scale of mag-
nitude vever before attempted in this Province.
This will prove a aplendid outlet for the super-
abundant fruit harvests from the fertile ranches
of the Fraser valley.

Never in tue history of the building trade in
this city bas such a demund for its valuable
services Leen recorded. Aladdin with his won-
derful lamps and the puissant assistance of his
familiar genei could not have accomplishod such
astonishing chavoges in the sppearance of the
Royal City as the buildérs have done since the
commencement of this- memorable:year. The
old, decayed and unsightly hovels of former

b yests on some of our ‘bualneis stieets Eave, in

many cases, been tortn down and swept away
and supplanted by uoble edifices of stone and
brick. Vacant lots, that were like unwholo.
some patches on the city's face, have been
oblitorated by towering, magnificent business
blocks, wherein the busy hum of commerce can
be heard tho livelong day. Evidenco of pros-
peirty, the tnost incontestable and the most
ratisfactory in the form of pretty cottages,
haudsome villas and splendid mansions, have
sprung up all over tho crest of the hill behind
the business streots,

The furnituro trade has been excellent during
the year aud enlarged factorics and store rooms
will probably emphatically mark the success
which has smiled upon the trade during 1890.

Among the shipping a revolution in carryiong
records has marked this season, The freights
to and from the city have been invariably heavy
aud vsluable, The amount of farm produce
on the city wharves this summer beats with
ease all records of the past, and the steamers
plying botween the up.river ports and the city
have frequently been taxed to their utmost to
accommodate their consignmeats, To Victuria,
Nanaimo, Vaucouver end Puget Sound a great
increase in traffic has been noted,

The great exteusion just completed in the
telephone system apeaks loudly in favor of the
city’s advance on the path of entorprise and
improvement. There are now no less than 145
instruments in use in the city.

The Southern Railway is now an accom.
plished fact and bas ten miles of track laid to
the boundary. Before the year is out the
British side of the line will be completed and
regular passenger and freight trains running
between Westminster, Seattle and San Fran-
cisco.

With tho Surrey side of the river there will
soon be sure and comfortable communication ;
the ferry boat soon to be lauuched will bea
vessel worthy of pride. She will make regular
and frequent: trips, and on the south side of the
river a fine wharf and plank road will make
access to the maic highway a matter of easy
accomplishment,

But of all that has happened to Westminster
in the year, nothing, perhaps, merits greater
praise than, or is of such substantial aud lasting
worth as the streat -improvements, Never
were funda more appropriately expended than
the city’s wealth upon her beautiful streets,
parks, avenues and tquares. Queen's Park
aloneis a work of municipal genius. Work
upon the park is being kept steadily going and
with patience and perseverauce our beautiful
recreation ground will ere long blossom as the
rose.

In closing, it may be remarked that the pro-
jects under way now are : A system of water
works ; a stecamer to make a daily round trip
between Victoria and Wesdtminster; an electric
city railway ; an electric tramway between this
city and Vancouver ; a new public library ; new
police headquarters; a little farther i futuro,
a high-level steel trafic bridge between West.
minster and Souch Westminster; a court house,
s new ferry steamer, several bLig business
blocks ; an electric lighting plant, and, possi-
bly a railway bridge across the Fraser. Soit
will be scen that the future of this city is bright
and clear and that she is bound to flourish.

Manitoba Wheat,

A sample of wheat grown near Birtlo last
year and ground at the mill there, was sent to
the London Afiller and by the management of
this journal submitted to W. A. Thomas, a flour
oxpert, for testing. This gentleman reports as
follows :

*] find the flour to bo from spring wheat of
oxceptionally fine quality. It is a patent grade
of the highest class, medium low grouad, wnd
very finely dressed. I have tested it dry, wet,
=nd by baking, along with five other spring
wheat patent brands of flour fiom tho best mills
in Minnesota. Compared with the five other
samples tested dry, this patent grade is whiter,
finer textured, purer or freer from specky
matter, but is inferior to all the othurs in the
yellowish tint we call ““bloom.” This is due
to the milling and not to the wheat. The
bleom is there in the flour, but hidden by the
finer state of division ot its particles compared
with the higher ground larger particles of the
other samples.

The wey teat consists in compressing, side by
side in an apparatus, a small quautity of each
of the six aamples into thin, long, and narrow
slabs, immersing in watar for o few seconds,
removing and keeping covered from dust for
about twelve hours. The samplesare then dry,
their surface a semi-solid dough which the light
effects equally. So treated, the verdict as to
bloom has to be reversed. ‘The Birtle sample
has then a yellowish color, such as is seen only
in the finer grades of Hungarian flour, and the
other samples beside it are practically bloom-
less, greyish and specky. Tested by wateras
to strength or bread yield, the Birtle wheat
flour is over the average in strength, beating
four of the five samples, but beaten by one of
them two quarterns—S lbs—per sack of 280
lbs of flour. The second place as to strength I
beliove is also due to the milling, The miller,
in aiming to ‘‘beat creation” by grindiog low
aud dressing fine, has excluded from the finar
much of the strongest parts of the wheat,

The baking test included a sample of Hun-
garian along with the others, and confirm the
wet tests as to bloom and yields. The Hun.
garian was best in flavour aud color, butlowest
in volume, the Birtle was best in volumo, tex-
ture, and s3ilky skin, and beat all the other
spring sawples in color and flavour. The bresd
w-s very fine. I believe this Birble wheat
well cleaned, ground high and dressed moder-
ately fine, would give a flour unsurpassed by
any I haveseen. I have, from the flour, formed
a very high opinion of the wheat, and I beliove
that on this side of the Atlantic there is prac.
tically an unlimited market for such wheat, or
flour from jt.”

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Revelstoks, B. 0.

Reovelstoke is a point in tho interior of
British Columbia, which has attracted a desl
of outside attention duriog the past year or so.
Several conditions have transpired to draw
attention to the place, but this has been
brought about chiefly by the wonderful mineral
discoveries in the Kootenay district. The
Kootenay country is the contre of mining
activity and mineral discovery at the present
timo, and Revelstoke is tho gateway to the
Disteict of West Kootenay.  This in itself was
sufficiont to make the name of Revelstoke
known abroad, The selection of Revelstoke
as & good puint for a smelter, and the subse.
quent conmstruction of such an institution
there, further holped to advertise the place.
The commencement of construction on the
Columbia and Kootenay railway this season
has been another important factor in drawing
attention to the place,

Revelstoke is situated on the main line of
the Canadian Pacitic railway, 1103 miles west
of Winoipeg. It is located in the valloy of the
Columbia river, which hero flows southward
between tho Selkitk and Gold ranges of
mountaias. The railway crosses the rivar at
this point on an immense bridge, and this is
koown as the“‘second crossing of the Columbia,”
going west. Revelstoko is an important
railway point, being one of tho division towns
on the line, where round house and repair shups
are located.

Under the wame of Farweli, this place was
an important point during the construction of
the railway. Being the crossing point of a large
river, it was the end of the trackt for some
time, and a great deal of work was going on in
the vicioity. The name “Farwell” came from
the name of a party who endeavored to take
possession of the town site by the process of
squatting. The name was afterwards changed
to Rovelstoke. Atfter the railway was com-
pleted the town gradually went down until the
activity in mining development started it up
agaio last year.

One of the points of advantage about Revel-
stoke is the river navigation. The Columbia
river is navigable both north aud south for
some distance. The Columbia & Kootenay
Steam Navigation Compauy have their head.
quarters here, and operate several steamers on
the rivef. J. A. Mara is the president, and
F. Christio secretary, of the company.
Operations were commenced this spring, when
the company purchased the steamer*‘Kootenay”
which had formerly been runvieg on the Col-
umbia river farther south, in the Uuited
States. Construction was also commenced on
a new boat at Revelstoke, which was com-
pleted last May. This steamer is called the
“Lytton.” Sheisa well built and handsome
boat, with cabin accommodation for fifty
passengers, and a freight capacivy of 125 vons,
Their boats have been employed this season
carrying freight and passengers down to the
mining campa. Sproat is the principal point of
embarkation down the river, and from this
point the_new rising town of Nelson is reached
by road. A large quantity of freight has also
been taken down the river for the railway under
construction between Sproat and Nelson, A
locomotive and many tons of steel rails have

been taken dowa for the railway, barges haviog
been used in addition to the steamers. The
.river is uavigable right down to Little Dallas,

in the state of Washinghton. The Spokane
Falls and Northern Rallway bas built a ratlway
northward to Little Dalle  this season, and the
steamers now run fr . Revelstoke right
down to Litile Dallas, where the train can be
taken for Spokane Falls, at the latter point con-
neating withthoNorthernPacific and the Union

Pacific. Thus there are now two outlets and
fulets for the wmining country south of
Revelstoke, Spokane Falls caz now be

reached in 36 hours from Revelstoke. The
trip between these two points isa grand one
in point of scenery.  The distance by water
between Revelstoke and Little Dalls would be
roughly about 200 miles. Up from Revelstoke
the river is navigable for about thirty miles,
but there is no traffic ia that direction at
present by water.

The railway which is being built in the
country south of Reovelstoke, is a short link
about 28 miles long, and intended to connuoct
the Columbia river with the Kootenay lake and
river, the latter being another important navi-
gablo stretch of water in the Kootenay region.
This railway is called the Columbia and
Kootenay, and is being built by the Canadian
Puacific Company, It starts at Sproat, on the
Columbia, about 150 miles dowa the river from
Revelstoke, and runs thence to Nelson on
Kootenay lake. The road will open up this
va'uablo minoral territory and enable the ore
from the mines around Kootenay lake to be
shipped to the Revolstoke smelter. The
Kootenay lake and river form another'fine body
of navigable water, extending from Neleon
southward into United States territory.
Steamers run on the Kootenay river from
Nelson to Bonner’s Ferry, in the state of
Idaho, from which point there is 5 wagon road
39 miles long to the Nor.hern Pacific railway.
It is expected that a branch railway will soon
be completed from the Northern Facific to
Bovner's Ferry, thus giving the Kootenay
region another outlet. Goods ave now brought
to Nelson via Kootenay station on the Northeru
Vacific, thence to Bonner's Ferry, and thence
by steamer on the Kootenay river to Nelson,
Navigation remains open on the Columbia until
late in Decembar, and is open on the Kootenay
lake all winter, ‘[hese fine water atretches are
a great help to the development of the
Kootenay region. The Kootenay lakeis very
deep, and is navigable for any ciass of steamers.
Its great depth is given as the reason why it
does not freezo up in winter. It isunderstood
the Columbia & Kootenay Navigation Company
will extend its operations to the Kootenay lake.
A steamer will be be built at once to run on
this lake, and o third steamer for the Columbia
route is also likely to soon be built. Saw mills
arc in operation on the lake. It is expected the
railway link connecting the Columbis and
Kootenay water stretches will be completed
this fall. The Kootenay empties into the
Columbia at Sproat, but it is not navigable
between that point and Nelson, hence the
pecessity for the railway. All this region is
full of mineral wealth in gold, silver and other
minerals, and hundreds of claims have been
located. Cousiderable ore has been taken out
of some of the mines, and when the railway is
completed it will be possible to ship out the
ore.

The Kootenay Smelting and Trading Syndi-
cats is the name of the company owning the
smelter at Revelstoke, It was organized in

London, England. L. R. C. Boyle is president,
and Dr. Campbell is the local manager. The
smelter was comploted the past summer, but
has not been put in operation yat, as mining
development only started in the territory this
year, and the quantity of ore available is not
large onough to warrant the commnencement of
operations, When the railway to Nelson is
complated the oro from a number of mines on
Kootenay lake will be available. I'he smelter
was built a little in advance of requirements,
But thero was no encouragement for miners to
go on until a smolter had Ueon established, and
it is having the desired effeut of aecuring tho
devolopment of the various mineral claims.
The capacity of the amelter is €0 tons per day.
Tho sampling works in conoection have a
capacity of 120 tons per day. The idea is to
increase the smeltor capacity equal to tho
gampling works, The company owns miaes
which it is developing, and will also buy or
handle ores from other mines. The company
also hos established a brick yard near its works.
Revelstoke is well situated for a smelter.
There are mineral claims east and west from
the place along the line of railway, while north
and south there is a rich mineral territory along
the tiver. A little time only is necessary to
allow for the development of the mineral wealth
of the region.

Another industry which conld be catried on
at Revelstoke is lumbering. There is great
wealth of timber tributary to the Columbia
river, the cedar ir this district being eapecially
fine. Tnere is only a small mill here at present
and this is not located on the river. Abun-
dance of hemlock bark can be obtained in the
district, and there has been talk of establishing
a taunery,

The town contalus about thirty busincss in-
stitutions all told. There are four or five
gendral stores doing a good trade throughout
the region, with miners and others. A num-
ber of the merchanta have opened branches at
Nelson and othes points down nearer the mines.
E. M. Wilson & Co. carry on a general atore
business, and they have a large stock. They
vperate pack-traius for the purpose of packing
in goods on horseback to the mining camps.
W. Kirkup & Co. carry on business in stoves,
tinware, etc., and also carry a large stock,
supplying camps throughout the region. R.
E. Lemon is one of the old stand-bys of the
place. He started with the town and has
remained since. He carries a large stock of
general goods at Revelstoke, and has branches
at Nelson and Sproat. Bourne Bros., general
merchaats, have & full stock in all lines of
general goods. They located unear the station
four yesrs ago and have remained there since.
Gilker & Wells carry en business as general
dealers, with a branch at Nelson. They have
the post office at each place. W. F. Teetzel
does the drug trade of the town, and also carries
a good liue of cigars. He does a large trade in
supplying surrounding points. He has been in
busivess in the mouutaia towni since the early
days of construction on the railway. Jas.
McDonald is the furciture dealer of the place
and the principal contrector. He has had
someé large jubs for the railway and steamship
compauy on hand this year. There are several
hotels, but all have been med to their full

prospectors
district. Tj
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the Ceutral, which was the first hotel in tho
place. W, Cowan {s the proprietor of tho
Victoria house. Near the depot I. McCarty
& Co. earry on the C.P.R. hotel, and ulso a
butchering busincss. Rovelstoke has its local
papor, the Kootenuy Star, which twinkles once
a week for the benefit of the inhubitants. The
Star is owned by H McCutchen and cdited by
J. W. Vail, A lively paper has also heen
started st Nelson, called 2%e Miner.

Revelstoke is tho official headquarters for
the district of Weat Kootenuy, and hus the
court house, jail and othor offices and officers
for the district. G. C. Tunstall is the magistrato
and gold commissioner.

Quite a quautity of raw furs aro handled by
the local dealers, including beaver, ottor, wolf,
lyox, mink, fisher, wolierine, cariboo, black,
brown, silver tip bear and cionamon bear, and
occasiounlly a grizely Lear skin is bionght in,
There is quile a Chinese population in the place
in proportion to itasize. 'There isno cultivatad
land in the vicinity, butas wild fruits and other
varieties of vegetable life grow well in the
valley, no doubt tho land in the valley would
do well under cultivation if cleared for that
purpose.

Revelstoke has beea kept back very much,
especially in the class of buildings erected, by
the trouble about the town site. Owing to the
disputed ownership of the land, residents would
not put up good buildings, and others left
because they could not get a proper title for
property upon which to build. This difficulty,
however, is now obviated. :

Holding l}rai}i for a Rige,

During any ten years the man that sells his
wheat and oats soon after they are threshed
will realize more from them than if he stores
for a better price. The man that stores for a
better price must have a granary, even though
the bins are empty nine months of the year.
Interest on the cost of the granary, and wear
and tear to the building, must be deducted
from the amount realized for the wheat in
making the comparison, for tha man that
sells from the machios is at ao expense for
granary. The best granary is the cheapest, as
with it there is least waste of grain; but in even
the best granaries there are probabilities of
damage by weevils and mive, The cost of
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insurance must bo charged against the wheat
held for a better price. It will also loso in
weight in the granary. Duting a term of years,
cost of granary, Joss through weovils, tnice,
etc, insurance, shrinkage in weight, and
interest on the money that could bo more pro-
ductive wore the grain sold at once—and
which must be considered—these things will
amount to more, taking one ycar with another,
than the increase in prico.

During the year thero is oftco a consider.
able advance in prico after threshing time, and
if the farmer woie endowed with foreknow-
ledge, and always got the highest piice, he
would be ahoad by holding his grain. The
advance during the year isnot so sharp now
as formerly,

This is due to better tranaportation facilities,
and tha development of the elevator system,
particularly in the Northwest, and to the
growth of large mills and milling centers
having large capital. —American  Agricul-
tuvist.

Lumber Outtings.

Gonelle Bros. offer their sawmill near Sproat,
B. C. {or sale.

A refuse burner is being erected by the Royal
City Planing Mills Co., at its mills on Falsé
Creek, Vancouvsr, for the purpose of burning
up the refuse, instead of dumping it in the
oreek.

A number of the residents of Brokenhead dis-
trict, Man., have formed a company, known as
the “B-okenhead Milling & Lumber Co.” with
the object of carrying on the milling and fum-
bering interests in that district. The capital
stock of thecompany is $6,000, and the directors
are H. A. Gihson, E. A. Dugard, Joseph Shaw,
st., Gen, Sidebottom, John Reid, Joseph Shaw,
jr., W. R. Shaw, H. D. Shaw and Chas.
Mitchell.

A Washington despatch says it is understood
the House conference on the tariff bLill have
accepted the Senate’s amendment making
reductions on sawed boards, planks and other
lumberof hemlock, white wood, sycamore, white
pineand basswood of onedollar per thousand feet,
board measure, The House proviso in regard
to imposing a duty levied by any foreign
country on logs has been restored in the House,
In order to get the benefit of the reduced rate
Canada would have to take off its import duty ou
logs.

The growth of trade between the prairie
region east of the mountains and British
Columbia is shown by the increasing frequency
of visits from commercial men in each direction.
Perhaps the usual tendency of comnmodities is
to move westward, but occasionally a com.
mevcial traveller from British Columbia comes
eastward. Among the commercial men ia
Winnipeg last week was H. H. Spicer, re.
presenting Slater’s shivgle mill at Vancouver.
This is the largest concern of the kind in British
Cclumbia, and the only one confining its atten.
tion priocipally to the manufacture of red cedar
shingles fur the Maunitoba and territorial trade.
Slater’s shingles are now found all over the
country, and they give the best of satisfaction,
Special attention is also given to the manufac.
ture of red cedar lumber, for finishing work.

The saw mill being erected on Burrard Inlet,
a little west of Port Moody, will be a very
large establishment. The main building will

be 300 feet by 60 and its height two stories.
Tho capacity of the mill will be 100,000 feot
per day, besides shingles and laths. The
machinery, obtained from ‘the Waterous
Rogine Works, of Brantford, Ont., and
the United States, will be driven by two large
engiues, 6% horsc-power, and six boilers, A
mammoth mow burners to consume the refuse
will clso be erccted.closo to the mill, 22 feet in
diameter and 120 feot high, with double iron
o.sing und many new improvements. James
B. MeLaren, from Ottawa, Ont., is tho business
manager and part owner, and Geo Bowen, of
the same place, is the:head engincer. .The
company own s7me 120 acres of land at the mill,
besides large timber Jinits in different parts of
the Province ; and from the mill lumber can be
shipped by rail and vessol to any part of the
world. Next spring a large dock will be buile,
100 feet wide and 3,000 feet lony, the whole
length of the mill on ths north where the
largest ship can load. It is expected that the
mill will be completed and rununig carly next
summer,

A. J. Hughes and Rufus Atkinson have
formed a partnership at Souris, (Plum Creek),
fur dealing in lumber and grain, The firm's
name v il be Hughes & Atkinson,

Alexander, Kelly & Co., of the Brandon
mill, started grinding new wheat last week,
A. W. Snider, of Guelph, Ont., who gets the
name of a first-class miller, kas recently been
engaged as head muller by this firm.

J 8. Crerar, of Saltcoats, has leased the
York Farmer's Colunization Company’s flour
mill at Old Yorton, and will have it in opera.
tion as s00n as possible. This will bea great
convenience to farmers in that district.

The Italian wheat crop is officially estima-
ted at 123,000,000 bue.; has heretofore been
estimated at 120.000.000 bus. Last year it was
100.640.000 bus., but in 1888 it rcached 101,.
040,000, and in 1887 113,824,000 bus. Evi.
dently vherefore Ttaly will require much less
foreign ail than lust year,

An order-in-council has been issued at
Ottawa, appointing a board for the zelection of
standards for grain grown west of Port Arthur.
The place of meeting is Winnipeg, and the
date of mecting mmst be between the 25 h of

September and the 10th of Cctober. The
following is the board: Wibnipeg, R. P.

The first flaor of the maln
builbiag contains two wheat cleaners aud the
line saafting for driving the rolls, and the
three run of stones  There are alsd on this (lat
the receiving hoppers, and sto-age bins capable
of holding 1,000 bushels of grain. Oa the
second flour arc to be found the rolls, of which
there are soven set togother with three run of
stone, nineteen sets of elevators, two flour
packere, aud four scalpecs. The top storey has
two purifiers, six bolts, onc bran duster,
fiour and bran Lins, dust room, stock hoppers,
etc, McIutosh Bros, are operating the mill,
The third annual meeting of the Lske of the
Woods Milling Company was held at Montreal
on Scpt. 24th, President Meighan submitted

.his annval report, which showed the company’s

business to be in a prosperous condition.
Speaking of the prospect of next year's busineas,
he maid, on account of the large Euglish and
Canadisn demand for their flour, they i{ntended
to increase the capacity of their mill from 1,600
to 2,000 barrels per day. They expect to do a
large export busineas from the fact of the large
crop of wheatin Manitoba this year, which will
have to be exported to Europe either in flour or
wheat. The following directors were elected
for the ensuing year: R. Meighan, Montreal;
John Mather, Ottawa; R. B. Angus, John
Turnbull, \V.Cassels, Montreal. Ata meeting

British Grain Trade.

The Mark Lane Express, of Sept. 22, in its
weekly review of the British Grain Trade, says:

Lhe deliveries for
the tirst faortuight of the new cereal year ave
estimated at 302,000 quarters, azainst 283,200
quarters during the corresponding period in
1889, and 90,000 quacters in 1883, The prices
have fallen ls. The sales of Eunglish wheat
during the last week were 107,341 quarters st
32s. 1d. against 66 391 quarters at 20s. 5d. dur-
ing the carrespondiog week last year. Foreign
wheats are in large supply. Roumaniau and
Indian Reds are 68 lower. Fine Russian and
Cualifornisan are steady. Barley is firm. Oats
are weak. Ryo has risen 6d. Corn is firmer.
Mixed American touche! 24s. 8d., the highest
this season. At to-day’s market heavy deliver.
ies of Iinglish wheats seat prices dowan 1ls.
Most foreign wheats shared the weakness.
Australian dropped 1s. and La Piatte 6d.
American spriog and winter were scarce and
prices were fully maintained, Californian was
very firm. Barley, oats and beans were stesdy.
Thers were increased supplies of cors, and
prices fell 4d.”
