Smalley, the American resident repre­
sentative of The London Times, con­
tributes an article to The New York 
Herald on the chances for war against 
England.

!War Not Without Its Blessings.
Looking back through the pages of 

history. It was seen that war had ex­
isted at all stages of the earth’s ex­
istence. The rivalry which had origi­
nated at the Tower of Babel had been 
handed down from century to century. 
And, moreovffc. newny events proved 
that In tlninjnfest the conflicts of the 
nations haflSflfbden without their be­
neficial effeflJST’lipon the human race. 
In time ç>< war luxurious living, that 
excrescence ui>on civilization, was Im­
possible, and besides this the encount­
ers of great armies and fleets operated 
tor good In removing many from 
among the criminal classes.

It often happened that war was 
Justifiable. In many cases It was the 
instrument of Providence in opening 
up heathen lands to Christianity and 
civilization, and the sword had often 
been turned against despots to “pre­
pare the way of the Lord, 
his paths straight." Ai 
well had written upon the barrels of 
his guns : “Lord open Thou our lies 
and our mouths shall show forth Thy 
praises.’’

Having thus prefaced his discourse 
the Canon turned to the Armenian 
question. It seemed, he said, that 
nothing but the sword of Christ could 
come to the rescue of the afflicted in­
habitants of Asia Minor. The Turkish 
empire, that seat of despotism, dupli­
city and barbarity, where the blood of 
Christians freely flowed, should be 
rooted up. The time had surely come 
to blot out that nation from the map 
of the world,and divide up its provinces 
among the Christian peoples Of 
Europe. And Britain had been right 
in taking the firm stand she had 
against the Sultan. She had always 
been a leading factor in Christianizing 
the world. He instanced the opening 
up of the Chinese empire, under the 
treaty of 1856, and the introduction of 
civilization into that land which fol­
lowed.

Gradually the farms In On­
tario have been producing more fin­
ished products in the shape of live 
stock, cheese, butter, poultry, and less 
attention is being paid to the produc­
tion of wheat and coarse cereals. Al­
though the’ farmers of Ontario have 
done well and are still doing well on 
their farms, it must be confessed there 
is a growing tendency to aoandon the 
country In favor of the city. This 
migration citywards is not caused, we 
believe, through excessive work or 
bodily discomfort on the farm. The 
principle objection to the country is 
its isolation, which must always re­
main an objectionable feature as long 
as the farms continue to be of their 
present size.

A square mile 
of country, instead of containing six 
and a half families, would have with­
in its confines sixty-four families. Such 
a community would not feel ‘ the dis­
comforts of isolation.

UNIVERSITY OV TORONTO.
They are All Heavy Losers by the Bank 

Failures and Cannot Try Delinquents
St. John’s, Nfld., Jan. 11.—A remark­

able complication has arisen respect­
ing the trials of the directors of the 
suspended banks. The judges of the 
Supreme Court are all heavy losers by 
the bank failures and they, therefore, 
decline to try the directors, being 
themselves Interested parties. Gover­
nor Murray and Chief Justice Carter 
wrote to the British Colonial Office 
concerning the matter. Secretary 
Chamberlain approves their sugges­
tion that an English Judge be selected 
and sent to the colony to preside at 
the trial. The Whitewayite executive 
oppose the suggestion on a variety of 
grounds, among others that It would 
establish a dangerous precedent and 
would require special legislation, ne­
cessitating an immediate session of the 
Assembly. The Opposition Is keeping 
quiet. The deadlock between the Jud­
ges and the Ministry will probably re­
sult in an agreement by both political 
parties to quash the trials altogether, 
owing to leading supporters of both 
political parties being Included among 
the directors. If the trials are aband­
oned It will be certain to arouse In­
tense Indignation among the masses 
of the people.

Vancouver, B.C., Jan. 11.—A non-suit 
was granted to defendant to-day in 
the case of J. Cranstoun, one of the 
Hawaiian exiles, who sued the Cana- 
dlan-Australian Steamship Company 
for $50,000 damages to connection with 
his deportation from Honolulu. Cran­
stoun is an American citizen who was 
charged by the Dole Government with 
complicity in the late Hawaiian re­
bellion and deported with others on 
the Canadlan-Australian 
Warrimoo by order of the chief 
cutlve. The court held that the steam­
ship merely acted as an agent with 
Hawaii, and that It was an act of 
the State, and therefore the steamship 
should not be held liable for damages.

Rev. Dr. Galbraith, the pastor, took 
a share In the services, and pleaded 
that the liberality of the congregation 
might reach *800, a sum the trustees 
are anxious to raise for pressing needs.

Dr. Hayes’ morning discourse was 
based on St. Paul’s words In II. Cor.,

17. For our light affliction, which la but 
for a moment, worketh for ua a far more 
exceeding and eternal weight of glory;

18. While we look not at tlie things 
which are seen, but at the things which

not seen: for the things which are seen 
are temporal; but the things which are 
not seen are eternal.

The preacher dealt with the tempta­
tion to regard this world as the only 
one, and the only real things those 
which can be seen and handled. How 
illusive these views are he showed* by 
reference to the disappearance of the 
great works of ancient architecture.
It was the same with nations, churches 
and the one-time, old familiar faces.
The rule held good also In commer­
cial and political circles, and ever Is 
there the cry, "O, for the touch of a 
vanished hand, and the sound of a 
voice that Is still." ....

Turning to the secohd division of 
his subject, “looking at things which 
are not seen,” the Doctor said this was 
not incongruous as might be supposed.
He instanced as potent, though unseen, 
law-, electricity, sympathy, mind tele­
pathy, patriotism, tidal waves of emo­
tion. How unseen things have influen­
ced and stimulated great souls in every 
age Dr. Hayes admirably showed, the 
chief Biblical characters instanced be­
ing Moses. Daniel, Paul and Stephen.

In pleading later for a big collection 
the Doctor said : ’’When a man is con­
verted to his Anger tips and to the 
bottom of his pocket, he will regard 
his banking account as a contract 
with the Lord."

In the evening the sermon was more 
especially for young people. The sub­
ject was “The Life-Saving Principle.”

This evening In the same church Dr.
Hayes gives his popular lecture,
“Great Women and Their Husbands.”

A 
very fair trade was reported, the feeling 
prevailing was quite nervous and the tone 
at times considerably mixed, the. close 
showing a decline of %c. The principal 
buying was by Mr. Armour's brokers, and 
New York sold early. Foreigners were 
said to be free sellers around 60c. There 
Is no ontstde support to the market to 
speak of. European cables dosed steady. 
The wheat market has always shown 
more or less susceptibility to the influence 
of the ever recurrent European complica­
tions. but so far this has proved to be a 
poor basis for speculative purchases, and 
It Is extremely probable that the present 
time will be no exception to past experi­
ence.

Corn and oats—The feeling developed 
early was weaker, rind slightly lower 
prices were established, the close showing 
a loss of %o. Thc weaker tone was In­
fluenced to a considerable extent by the 
action of wheat and the increased move­
ment.
