' Ope of the most awful dlsasters of mod-
,n' times has Vvisited Galveston. The city
s In rulns and the dead will number prob-
ably 2000, I am just from the city, hav-
ing been commissioned by the Mayor and

Citizens’ Committee to get In touch with
the outside world, and appeal for help.
Houston was the nearest point at which
working telegraph Instruments could be
found, the wires ag well as nearly all the
bulldingé between here and the Gulf of
Mexico belng wrecked.

When I left Galveston, shortly before
poon yesterday, the people were organizing
for the prompt burial of the dead, distri-
bution of food and all necessary work after
a period of disaster. .

The Terrible Tempest.

The wreck of Galveston was brougnt
gbout Dy a tempest so terrible that no
words can adequately describe its intensity,
‘and by a flood which turned the city into
a raging sea. The weather bureau re-
cords show that the  wind attalned &
velocity of 84 miles an hour when the
measuring instrument blew away, so it is
fmpossible to tell what was the maximum,
The storm began at 2 o'clock Saturday
morning. | Previous to that a great storm
had been raging in the Gulf, and the tide
was very high, The wind at first came
from the north, and was in direct opposi-
tion to the force from the Gulf. While the
storm in -the Guilf piled the water on the
beach side’of the eity the north wind piled
the water from the bay on the bay part
of the elty,

Disaster Seen at Noon.

About noon it became evident that the
pity was going to be visited with ,disaster.
Hundreds of residences along the beach
front wege hurriedly abandoned, the fam-
llles fleeing to dwellings in higher portions
of the city. Z Every house was opemned to
' the refugees, black and white, The winds

‘Horrid Aftermath of Filood.

Very few If any bulldings escaped iIn-
jury,.

DEAD BODIES GATHERED UP.

More Tham Seven Hundred so Far

THE WORK OF RESCUE,

Some Terrible Scenes—Screaming
Women, Bruised and Bleeding,
Bearing Dead Children,
Galveston, Texas, Sept. 10.—The work of
resculng the wounded and dying from the
rulns of their houses disclosed some ter-
rible scenes. Screaming women, brulsed
and bleeding, some of them bearing the
lifeless forms of children In their arms ;
men broken-hearted and sobbing, bewalling
the loss of thelr wives and children; streets
filled with floating rubbish mingling with
the bodies of victims of the storm—these

were the sights.

When the rescuers reached the city hall
there were congregated fully 700 people,
most of whom were more or less injured.
One man reported the loss oY 50 lives in the
bullding from which he had escaped. He
glmuelt was severely Injured about the

ead.

On Avenue P, by climbing over the piles
of lumber which had once been residences,
the rescuing party observed four bodies In
one yard and seven in one room in another
place, while sixty,bodlies were counted in
the space of one block.

A majority of the bodies, however, that
have not been recovered are under the
ruined houses, and it will take several days’
hard work to'get all of them out.

St. Mary’s Infirmary,

The report from St. Mary’s Infirmary
shows that onl{‘ :Ql’ht persons escaped from
the hospital, 'he number of patients and
nurses could not be ascertained, but the
number of Inmates-was seld under a
hundred. g

The beach resort of Pat O'Keefe, known
to visitor to Galveston, was annihil-
remain-
ing. Mrs. O'Keefe was drowned. The great
bathing pavilion known as the Pagoda, the
big pleasure resort known as the Olympia |
and Murdoch's bath houses were all swept
away into the Gulf. There were few bodle
on the beach. They had been swept Into
the Gulf or driven up into rubbish by the
waves. Only half a dozen of them were
in sight from where the workers were,

All Turned Into Hospitals,

All the resldences which escaped |de-
struction and the leading hotels have been
turned into hospitals. here is gcarcely a
house left standing which does not contaln
one or more of the dead and many [njured.

The rain began to pour down torrents,
and the rescuing [mrty went back towards
the city. The raln added greatly to the
general distress. Stopping at a small gro-
cery store, the party found it packed with
injured clamoring for food, but the provi-
slons in the store had been rulned. Fur.
ther down the street a restaurant which
had been submerged In water was serving
out soggy crackers and cheese to the hun-
gry crowd. Information from the extreme
eastern and the extreme western portions
of the city was difficult to obtain, but the
reports recelved Indicate that those two
sections had suffered fully as much as the
rest of the city. Fifteen men,constituting all
that remained of a company of regular sol-
diers stationed at the beach barracks,which
were destroyed, were marched down Mar-
ket-gtreet. The loss of life among the sol-
diers at the barracks must have been fuily
a hundred.

But This is Worse,

Dallas, Texas, Sept, 10.—Houston and
Texas Central Rallroad officlals at noon re-
celved bulletins from thelr general office
in Houstom that the loss' of life would
reach 8000 In Galveston, The Missourl,
Kansas and Texas rellef forces near Gal-
veston and along the coast telegraphed
at noon that the loss of life would not be
less than 5000, and might reach 10,000.

The Elevators.

Chicago Sept. 10.—According to Board
of Trade statistics, the damaged grain ele-
vators at Galveston contained 2,223,000
bushels of wheat.

Sabine Pass and Port Arthur.

Beaumont, Texas, Sept. 10.—The towns of
Sabine Pass and Port Arthur, news from
which has been anxlously awaited, passea
thru the terrific storm of Saturdey virtual-
ly unscathed.

At Sabine Pass the water reached a
depth of ahout three feet, but only smalil
bulldings near the waterfront were washed
away. The only dead are Ed, Guenff ana
Albert Deatridge, two white men, who
were on the jettles when the storm came.
The life-saving crew were unable to reach
them.

HOW MANY WERE MURDERED?

Mr. Goodnow, U. 8. Consul-General
at Shanghai, Kno!vl of 93, While
170 Are Unaccounted For.

Shanghal, Saturday Sept. 8.—Mr, John
Goodnow, the United States Consul-Gener-
al here, after enquiries in every possible
sounce, learns that the number of British
and American missionaries probably mur
dered during the uprising in China has
been 93, while 170 others stationed In
Chili and Shansi Provinces are unaccount-
ed for, and there is reason for the bellef
that they have met the same fate, Of those
whose deaths have been absolutely proven,
22 were Americans—8 m 8 women and 6
children, and 84 were British—9 men, 15
women and 10 children. There is strong
proof that 87 more were killed at Taiyuen.
