Now that the first really general cele­
bration of Empire Day Is past and over 
It Is Instructive to note the remarkable 
change of sentiment 
change which like all transformations 
of British political feeling has been 
compllshed by the natural process of 
growth and evolution. The observance 
of the day In Britain, In five out of tho 
six self-governing states, and In- nearly 
a score of crown colonies, marks an 
important epoch in the history of Bri­
tons thruout the world. The word “em­
pire" has been gradually acquiring a 
new significance. Hitherto it has been 
used only In Its older sense as indicat­
ing the subject possessions of the ruling 
power or vaguely and poetically as a 
convenient term for the aggregate com­
munities and dependencies that fly the 
Union Jack. It is now no longer asso­
ciated with the theory dear to the bur­
eaucratic heart, that loyalty to the era-
