From the opinions of representatives
of the independent telephone compa-
_pies seeking an entrance to the Toron-
to field, the conditions embodied in the
draft agreement prepared by the cor-
on counsel and endorsed yester-
‘day ‘morning by the board of control,
are, if .not prohibitive, at least ruin-
ous to the realization of the attrac-
tive rates they have been quoting.

The main provisions of the agree-

ment are:
The company must make a deposit

of $100,000 to guarantee the installa-
tion of a system, half of which is to
be returned when $500,000 is spent.
Work must be-begun within three
months after application is made.
1t must have within eighiteen months

2000 telephones installed and add G00
du " each successive three months
until it has ail that are immedialaly
required. ]
" All wires must be placed wunder-
ground unless othérwise permitted vy
the city engineer, who also must ap-
ve of all work done.

The franchise will be granted for

‘five years, at the expiration of which
the city may renew, purchase or
_expropriate; and no value will then be
attached to the franchise.

The company shall not amalgamare,
*puy out or sell to any other company;
and in case of bad service the entire
plant shall be forfeited to the city.

Thé questions of the percentage to
be: paid the city and the ‘price of the
phones are. left to the tenderers.

‘Any company seeking a franchis>
will be required to send in a certified
_cheque ‘for $5000 with its tender, and
offers will be asked at once-

Mayor Satisfled With Half.

The mayor wanted only a $50,000
guarantee, but Spence and Loudon in-
sisted upon the larger amount, holding
that the Bell was offering that sum to
the  city for a five-year franchise
based on a $5 increase in rates for “im-
proved equipment,” as Mr. Dunstan
explained. - )

In discussing the clauses, the five-
year limit was left open, but the Ma-
nicipal Act. limits telephone franchises
to five years. The terms specify for a
most modern and uniform system and
make the ‘@pplicants liable for damage
or injury caused by construction or
_operation, holding the city indemnifisd;
and applicants are also held liable for
liquidated damages for breaches incur-
red. Tendés must specify all charges
‘Intended to be made, and any infor-
mation desiréd by the city as to
stockholders and  stock held by them
must be', furnished. :

Will Ralse Rates Quoted.

Alexander Stark, managing director, | §

‘and ‘R.’Y. 'Bllis, vice-president of the
Stark Telephone System, had not be-
come sufficiently acquainted -with the
conditions -te- offer - any opiniem,~ but
Mr. Stark thought it was likely the
fcﬁmﬁny would tender, tho the under-
.standing ‘'was that the tenders were
merely to conform as closely as pos-
sible to the conditions laid down.
“There will be nothing decided off-
hand,” he concluded.

Robert McKay of the company's so-
licitors said:

- “It does look as if the city were try-
ing to fence things for the Bell pretty
well, and they will succeed, if they
keep on. The terms mentioned are
prohibitive in their eumulative effect.

“It is going to make it very diffi-
cult for an independent company to
get-into Toronto. No independent
company can get in under the proposed
terms, because the Bell, which is not
fncluded in the competitive terms,
could strangle it.

“A new company will have an enor-
mous expense to undergo before being
able to operate, and they are making
it ever so much harder for it in the
initial stages.

“I don’t know Avhat the directors
will do about it, but in any event it
will make the prices go up. No inde-
pendent company is going to act the
philanthropist_altogether. It is a busi-
ness proposition, and as far as the
Statk Co. is concerned, we could not
comply with the terms they offer, and
stick to our original prices.”

Altogether Unreasonable.

Frank J. Leonard, general manager
of the Canadian Telephone and Tzle-
graph Co. of Ottawa, in discussing the
proposed agreement, said:

“I consider it a good agreement for

the city. “if:they would ever be able
to succeed in getting a competing com-
pany to accept all the terms. The $100,-
000 cash deposit is most objectionable.
It is in itself a good working capital
for almgst any company, no matter
’what their capitalization. Any person
snvesting money in a commercial
speculation is looking for a larger re-
turn than 4 per cent. They ask a
larger cash deposit than the Dominion
parliament demanded for the entire
Dominion. Any company establishing
a precedent of depositing $100,000 with
the City of Toronto, and compelled to
do the same, proportionately, in all
other cities and towns in the Domin-
fon, would be immediately compelied
to increase its capitalization or start
a Joan company in conjunction.

_ “A fair guarantee for the city would
b_e a bond of $50,000, to be held by the
city until a telephone plant was estap-
lished here, which means an invest-
ment of $1,200,000 to $1,500,000, which,
in ?tself, would be a pretty fair indi-
cation that the ¢ompany meant busi-
ness, as more than half that capital
Wwould be invested in outside’ construc-
tion. It would be available to the city
at all times, in the event of a breach
of faith on the part of the company,
and would be valueless to the cora-
pany if vemoved.”

Time Claus=e Impossible.

“No company would embark on the
installation of a plant in a city like
Toronto, involving an expenditure-of a
rn]llipn dollars, without the assurance
of its contract not being interfered
With. No man will build a warehouse
Worth even $100,000 on a five-year
lease. How much less likely is a com-
Pany going to invest a million in such
unstable conditions, not knowing what
action a council in power five years
hence might take, materially affecting
its bonds?”

It
was said that a pacific nation would
be regarded in the same way; that it
would be so tempting a prey that it
would encourdge rather than discour-~
age the warlike spirit of its neighbo»s.
| This argument was ‘used with telling
effect against John Bright and other
opponents of the Crimean war. Bright
and his friends were swept away by
the current of war feeling. We say
now that they failed; that they were
mere dreamers. What we forget is
that they made the first strong effort
' to stand against the war spirit, against
| the idea that war is in itself inevita-
ble and even desirable.. There have
been many wars since that time; hut
there has been, -on the whole, steady
progress in the direction of universal
peace, The advocates 'of that idea
were not wrong about the direction
that human events were taking; but
they were too sanguine about the rate

Some of the wars of the last half
century have been ‘‘clearing-up wars.”
Such was the bleody civil war in the
American républic., That war desiroy-
ed—perhaps as much thru Provifience
as thru human design—the idea of a
dominant slave-holding power on this
contingnt. | THe American republic has
its faults, but it has not that particn-
Slavery may raise its head
in another form, such as the money
power; but the opponents of slavery
in all its forms ¢an never lose all the
benefit of the destruection of race slav-
ery. The Japanese-Russian war to-day
looks like a clearing-up. war. It willl
curb . the imperialistic = ambitions not
only of Russia, but of the other Euro-
pean nations, and-of the United States,
in regard to the yellow races, and will
proclaim to the world that the Mon-
golians intend to manage their own af-
fairs.

The idea of arbitration of interna-
tional disputes is a modern one, Of
course it has its defects and its dis-
appointments. What we forget is that
it has had so short a trial as compared
with war. The present head of the
British empire is an enthusiastic advos

cate of peace, and has done wonders
in smoothing down difficulties with
France and other powers. In civiliz-
ed communities we heave almost abol-
ished the use of physical force in the
settlement of private  disputes. In in-
ternational matters the tendency is
progress, slow but sure, in the same
direction. Present-day events are
merely back currents in the main
stream.

the station agents and telegraphers in
the employ of the company in Canadsa,
and that when all peaceful means of
adjusting their grievances have failed,
he will immediately proceed to adopt
the final weapon at their disposal. Mr.
Campbell further states that the ap-
proximate number of telegraphers and
station agents employed on the Grand
Trunk Railway in Canada is 650, pra -
tically al lof whom have declared that
they are willing to participate in a
strike’ when called by the officers of
the organization, and that a strike of
the station agents and telegraphers em-
ployed on the Grand Trunk Railway in
Canada will certainly result in disor-
ganizing the entire train service to a
very serious extent.
