William Mackenzie Announces
Immediate Construction of the
New Road, and Talks of Local
Links in the C..N. Lines.

|

“A month ‘or six weeks.” That is the |

time set by Mackenzie and Mann, in
which to start construction of
Canadian Northern line between Nia-
gara River and Ottawa by way of To-
ronto.
a marvelous rate over the wheat fields
of the new provinces, the Canadian
rallway builders are not devoting ail
their energies to the west. Old Ontario
is now to be the scene of Canadian
Northern expansion, and the most in-
teresting phase, so far as this city is
concerned, of these proposals is that
Toronto is to be the centre of the ralil-
way development, .

Fresh from the London money mar-
ket, Willlam Mackenzie of the Cana~-
dian Northern Rallway sat in his office
vesterday and told a World reporter
something, of his plans for the imme-
diate future. The $4,000,000 secured In
England for railway development in
old Ontario would give the Niagara-
Ottawa proposed road a good start, he
said, In fact it would jus about build th?
pranch between Niagara and Toronto.

That was as near as Mr, Mackenzie
would go towards suggesting that the
Toronto-Niagara branch would be con-
structed first,

“We have our right of way from Nia-
gara, which brings: up right into To-
ronto,” he continued. “That will féed
our Northern line and will also give
us an opportunity to connect with the
American roads at the international
line. 'We need not follow the Electric
Development pole line all the way, but
the chances are that we will use the
most of it."”

The proposed line between Toronto
and Ottawa will follow the route-map=
ped out when. the charter was applied
for two years ago, with one or two
local deviations. Between the Don and
East Toronto the line will run a con-
siderable distance north of the original
route and further out it will keep
closer to he lake, about dividing the
distance between Brooklin and Whit-
by and connecting with the original
route a few miles east of these points.

Northern Union Station.

On the matter of gathering up the
ends of these ‘lines in the .city, Mr.
Mackenzie could not be induced to
make a definite statement, altho his
words tended to corroborate what has
been published from ‘time to time to
the effect that North Toronto will Le
entered by all the roads, and that a
union station will be erected up there.

When questioned regarding the pos-
sibility of the C. P, and G. T. joining
the C. N. in the establishment of a
union station and.joint raillway faclli-
ties In North Toronto, Mr, Mackenzie
merely replied: “We will be right in It
if they do.”

It was quite possible, he said, -to
negotiate the grade between the power
station, which is the eastern terminus
of the Toronto-Niagara right of way,
and the Canadian Northern line in the
Don Valle, but it was not necessary
to go down into the valley, The C. :
R, followed a route from North To-
ronto east above the valley, and the
Canadian Northern could do likewise
and turn south some distance out. The
president would not say, however,
whether a route so feasible would be
adopted. Asked whether there was any
possibility of his company fecuring
running rights over the C. P. R, from
Narth Toronto to the city limits on
the east, Mr. Mackenie sald no action
had been taken with that end in view.

“We have enough to keep us busy

ELLK GINELES AGOUITTEDS
ITERSEASHTONALTHL

Theft Charges Not Proven—State
Now May Proceed Against Her [J
For Perjury.

CHICAGO, July 19.—Ella Gingles was
cleared to-night of the charge of steal-
ing from Miss Agnes Barrette, her for-
mer employer, but the story was told
on the witness stand to the effect that
an attempt was made to force her into
white slavery was demnounced as untrue
by the jury that freed her,

The basis of the defence made by
Miss Gingles’ counsel was that Miss
Barrette and others had attacked her
and mistreated her in the Wellington
Hotel on two occasions last winter, and
that the object of these attacks and of
the theft charges was to force her to
an unnamed man in
Springs, Ind.

She is a young lace maker who, after
a brief residence at Montreal, Que,,
and Belleville, Ont., came to this city.
A few months ago she was found ap-
parently in an unconscious condition
in & hotel apartment suffering osten-
sibly from asault and druging. She
told a most remarkable story of a mdn
climbing over the door transom, but
the upshot was her arrest on charges
of theft*preferred by Mrs. Agnes Bar-
retter, a lace dealer,

Miss Gingles thereupon told a further
amazing story accusing Miss Barette
of plotting to sell her as a “white
slave’’ to a nationally prominent poli-
tician in Indiana. This man, on the
witnes stand, positively denied the al-
legation, and thruout Miss Gingles has
failed to substantiate her own charges.

The state’s contention has been that
she is a “mythomaniac,” subject to de~
lusions,

It was announced on Saturday that In
the event of an acquittal a charge of
perjury would be proceeded with, in
an attempt to find- out if she has ac-
complices,

Wheat i8
now 40 to 46 inches high at Hum-
boldt, and most other places it has
attained a height of 30 inches,

The grain is all sald to be much
ahead of last year and is looking
very well. No damage is reported.

In some- districts dealers report
large sales of harvesting machinery
in anticipation of bumper crop.

Concerning flax, the report say#
that there will be a heavy crop.

Bulls and Bears Both Satisfied With
the Present Outlook.

NEW YORK, July 19.—(Special,)-—
The Herald’s survey of the grain site
uation says: \

Recent evidences of a very small'
surplus of old wheat have created &
strong bullish feeling in the minds ot
traders generally, who beileve that the
new crop will be wanted and thas
buyers will be willing to pay a good
price. ;

The world 1s walting for the move-
ment of the new American crop. In
the first place shorts are walting for
wheat to fill contracts., Mills, many
of which have been .forced to close
down on account of the ladk of sup-
pHes, are.anxiously walting for new
wheat to grind, and 'Europe is looking
to America for a goodly supply of
wheat to fill deficiencles In the foreign
stocks and make up for rather poor
crops abroad. The fact that o'd crop
wheat for months has boan selllng
around $1.35 to $1.45 from Kansas City
to the seaboard speaks well for the
strength of the situation, and while
many authorities agree that it would
be difficult to hold values at this figure,
when the new crop begins to move in
volume, 1t Is the general hzllef that the
new crop wheat will command a very
g00d price.

Conditions pofit to a iberal crop of
wheat this year in America &nd in
Canada, but unless indications are very
deceptive a good crop will be needed
and readily absorbed. The outlook at
present is for a total yield in the Unit-
ed States of around 700,000,000 bushels,
and the price at which the crop will be
marketed will depend largely on the
volume of the demand from abroad.
The Canadian crop will be our chief
competitor, and so far indications point
to a very large Canadian crop this
year. Wheat is still moving from the
Argentine in conslderable volume, and
reports from India and Russia are fa-
vorable, altho on the continent and in
the United Kingdom it is beliéved that
this year's yield will be somewhat de-
ficient.

Weather Conditions Better,

Weather conditions during the last
week improved materially and It s
belleved that little if any d'armage re-
sulted from the heavy rains of a week
a4go. There were some complaints of
blight, but as a rule reports were fa-
vorable regarding threshing returns in
the winter wheat flelds. Thus far the
reports from the spring wheat crop
have been very flattering, and ynless
some unforeseen damage occurs it is
belleved that a record crop will be
made. The weather has been very fa-
vorable In the northwest, as beneficial
ralns were followed by clear and i-?ﬁpl
weather, and while the wheat plant
has made very heavy growth and there
has been some Intimation that possibly
appearances are decéptive there have

THOOPS ON STAIRE DUTY
" GET A G000 TRNAIG

‘Detacﬁ:nent of Regulars Sleep Un-
der Arms and Do Other Actiyo v
Service Stunts.

’

GLACE BAY, N.8., July 19.—(Spe-
clal.)—One good result of the calling
of the troops to Glace Bay has been
‘that the five hundred men of the Hali-
fax garrison now doing duty here are
receiving a training that they would
not get under :other circumstances’
lapart ‘from actual war. For over .a
‘week now the men have been living
‘under active service conditions,
side of warfare there is absolutely
mnothing that could smarten them. up
as well as the conditions that they now
live under and when they finally retuin
to Halifax they will be in better shape
‘than any amount of ordinary garrisun
‘or camp duty could put them In.

It has been a succession of night
patrol duty. At the different collleries
jstrong detachments are continuously
on duty after dark and as much zeal
‘has been thrown into the work as If 4
Fhostile force were assalling Glace Bay.

The force lIs split up into a number
of small garrisons. At headquarteis
on Table Head, the *main body, about
two hundred and fifty in number, are
encamped. At Dominion No. 6, the
most Isolated of all the mines, there
is a strong detachment of Infantry.
The fifty engineers garrison are at No.
3. At Caledonla there Is a detachment
of Afty artillerymen and another de-
tachment of twenty-five Is stationed at
Bridgeport. At Dominion No, 1, there
{s an infantry garrison And all the rest
of the troops are at the headquarters
from which the guards for Dominfon
No. 2 and Dominion No. 7 are supplied.
The men stationed at No. 1 and Bridge-
port are more directly under. the eye
of the headquarters staff than any o.
the other detachments and in conse-
quénce these outside places are thrown
somewhat more on their own resources,

Turn Out at 400 A.M. 3

i At four o'clock each morning  the
troops stand to arms. Patrols are out
&all night watching the “danger points”
of each fort, for such the collleries are
to the milltary men and as the morning
comes along the entire force is turned
out ready for any eventualities that
may arise, Beteween flve and sevén
o'clock strong guards are placed on all
the roads leading to the various pits,
For two hours they march up and down
the streets whereby the men who are
still working come to the various
mines and again in the afternoon they
‘are turned out In case of any demen-
stration as the men leave the pits.
Altho everything has been absolutely
qulet since they arrived on the scene,
there has been no relaxation in the vig-
flance of the officérs in charge and
they are taking the opportunity to put
the men thru a stiff course of training
undeér. conditions 'that simulate war-
fare as much as possibly can be with«~
out actual hostilities, ’

The arrangements at the different
Leollieries from a strategic view-point
are admirable, The only gaps in the
pine stockades which surround each
mine are where -the rallroad enters
and here double sentries are posted.
Alarm signals are rigged up so that
the guards can be turned out at an
instant’s notice and the officers are on
rounds all night snatching what sleep
they get in the mornings. The system
of railroad by which every mine is con-
nected makes Glace Bay an admirable
place. to defend and many an eager of -
ficer. has sighed for a chance to hold
such an excellent protected place
againft an enemy.

Sleep in Their Duds.

For turning out efficient soldlers it
would be a great thing In the opin-
fon of many of the officers if they
could have a strike every year. It has
been impressed on the men that they
are living under war conditions and all
enter into the spirit of the thing heart-
fly. Some of the officers carry the ldea
go far that the men sleep at night In
their clothes with their arms at their
gide ready for a sudden call. On the
first two or three nights several of the
garrisons, practically all In fact, were
turned out two or three times, but. in
each case It was a false alarm,

The only complaint is that there Is
nothing but guard duty to do, and
now the time Is beginning to get very
monotonous to the men, There is not
enough ‘‘fatigue” to keep the men em-
ployed. All the offfcers have. done
everything: In their power to make
their men comfortable, but the unceas
ing patrol duty is now becoming wear}-
some. At practically all the forts can-
teens of a sort have been fitted up.

Naval Lieutenant With Orderly
[llustrates Fatal Encounter—
Suicide or Murder ?

“ANNAPOLIS, Md., July 19.—The nar
val court of enquiry into the death,
in October;7 1907, of Lieut. Sutton,
opened to-day. The ~Investigation is
jue to the persistent efforts of the
jeytenant’s mother, Mrs, James Sut-
goﬁ, to ciear her son of the verdict
glven at the time of suicide, she be-
l'eving that he was murdered.

Lieut. Robert Adams was the first
witrless called. He said he had attend-
oq the dance at the Academy on the

tatal night and afterwards went to
Carvel Hall with Lieut. Osterman and
Utley. There they met Sutton later
on and started In Owens' automobile
trom Carvel Hall with Sutton to the
marine camp.

“We went over the College Creek
pridge,” sald the witness, “and going
syer the bridge the machine was mak-
ing considerable noise, and as we were
out after hours, 12 o'clock being the
limit, Lieut. Utley suggested we stop

' the machine and walk, so as not to be

I reached over and touched
the chauffeur and told him .to stop
Sutton called me a —— fool, and said
he would leck hell out of me. 1 un-
fastened my collar and jumped out.
Sutton and the others got out and as
we were preparing to fight, the seninr
officer stepped in and ordered us to
stop and sald we could fight it out
next morning.

wWe started for the barracks and !
got under the electric light, when Sut-
ton and Osterman mixed it up and
struck each other several times before
they could be separated. 1 stood from
15 to 25 paces away during that time.
From there we went by the old road
to the barracks to report to the officer
of the day, leaving Sutton behind. He
refused to go with us. 'On the way
over Officer Utley had us up and or-
dered us back to the scene of the fight
to see if we could find any clothes.

#1 started down the path and had
gone 30 or 40 paces when I saw some-
thing white. It seemed to arise, and
& volce saild, “That’'s that d— Adams,
I'm going to kill you!” He fired. 1
ran at him. He fired again; we grap-
pled. He fired a third time and ?\lt
me in the finger. As we wheeicd

caught.

.around I saw Roelker in a position to

assist me. ‘I threw Sutton around and
got on his back, trying to keep him
from shooting At that time some oqe
jumped on. Sutton’s left hand, I don't
know who it was. There was a shot
and 1 cried, ‘My God, has he killed
Roelker ' As I stood up there was 4
flash and I looked toward Sutton tg
see him prostrate and evidently dead.

At this point Lieut. Adams {llustrat-
el his struggle with Sutton with an
orderly as his assistant. Mrs, Sutton
eved the witness closely as he was
testifying, occasionally shaking her
head. In answering Major Leonard’'s
questions the witness sald he had never
had any disagreement or words witn
Sutton prior to that night.

Asked by Mr. Davis, counsel for Mra.
Qutton, iIf in his opinion Sutton shot
himself, Lieut. Adams said he believed
Sutton deliberately shot himself after
he heard someone say Lileut. Boelker
had been shot, and not as a resuit of
accident during the struggle.

TOWN PLANNING IN GERMANY.

In their report upon the recent visit
to Germany, organized by the National
Housing Reform Councll of England,
the Birmingham deputation call atten-
tion to the advantages derived from
the policy of purchasing land in work-

*{ing out city planning and improvem'ent

schemes. They remark that the policy
of the German municipalities in pur-
chasing large areas of land, both with-
in the city boundaries and immediately
outside, has undoubtedly facilitated
their town planning schemes. In the
opinfon of the deputation it would be
impossible In Britain, on account of
the enormous expense entalled, to lay
out streets of the immense width com-
meon in Germany, but the general ideas
governing house-planning in that coun-
try could be adopted without 'any great
alteration In the existing laws,

The deputation go on to observe that
“private interest In Germany is almost
entirely subordinated to the interests
of the community, but from Germany'’s
experience !t is evident that land own-
ers recognize that in town planning the
interests of all parties concerned are
gtudled and the ultimate effect is that
the value of thelr properties {s improv-
ed and much land is made marketable
which would probably under individual
development be of little value.” Evi-
dently, if this view Is correct, land
owners in Germany are more enlighten-
ened Iin matters of public pollecy than
are landowners in some English-speak-
ing communities. One great benefit
derived from the German practice of
purchasing land areas is the elimination
of the speculative element. Those who
buy bullding lots get them at a falr
price and the munlicipality itself re-
ceiyes the profit on resale,

IMPROVE THE ROADBEDS.

Sixteen of the forty countiés of On-
tario have taken advancags of.the pro-
vinclal act authorizing any county
and the province to co-operase In see
curing permanent roads,

York County is not one of the v'xe
teen,

In the matter of good roads Y rk
County s not of the twentieth century,
but rather of the middle part of the
nineeenth.

Situated as York County is, closé to
the legislative capital of Ontario, and
the largest centre of population, it
might be expected to have the finest
macadam highways in the province,

But York County Is building mud-
gravel roads to-day, in utter disregard
of advanced modern methods and of
resultant and protracted loss to the
public,

While sixteen counties. in Ontario
have realized that good roads are an
essential part of our greater transpor-
tation system, York County remains
indifferent and unprogressive.

The York County taxpayers continue
to throw money away on their roads

in the form of gravel or hardheads, and
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stores also st Quebec,

these grind.additional toll out of the
tarmers’ buggles and wagons. Every
time a vehicle rolls over the bad roads
of York County it returns to the driv-
ing shed worth less than when it was
taken out. The loss caused by bad
roads Is out of all proportion to the
cost of providing good, level roads,

The World candidly but respectfully

informs the York County municipal
legislators that they are continuing a
policy entirely out of date. They must

know better—The World cannot beMeve |

otherwise—and the only possible con-
clusion is that they are being influ-
enced by extraneous considerations,
perhaps because undue importance is
attached to the advice of men who
cling till death to mud-gravel days.

The whole tendency of the twentleth
century is towards the saving of time
and expense. The old rallway with its
sharp curves and high gradients will
do no longer, Lower grades and heavier
steel permit of heavier rolling stock,
bigger loads and success in the battle
of competition,

Permanent roads have become the
immediate problem of New York State,
where $50,000,000 will be spent thruout
its area for the Improvement of. the
leading highways.

While York County wastes money
because It does not regard true physical
laws and principles, the rest of the
world adopts the engineering methods
which experience has proved to be the
most profitable in the long run.

Locdl supervision has proven a fall-
ure. Every roadmaster has his own
personal methods, some practical,
others belated, but mostly unscientific.

The province, under the act, will pay
one-third of the cost of building per-
manent roads in York County. It is
time for the authorities to get busy,

“LET US NOT GET ANGRY.

Chicago Tribune editorial: A corres-
pondent sends The Tribune an editorial
from The Toronto World. It has hurt his
feelings and he would like to have this
paper hurl back words of scorn and defi-
ance as a traducer of America and Ameri-
cans,

The World says: “The Americans to
the south of us are often offensive In the
way they display their flag on the soil of
other countries, especidlly ‘heré in Can-
ada,” but “at times they prohibit other
nationalities raising their flags in Ameri-
ca.” It says that if a Britisher were to
put up the Union Jack a mob would at
once make him take it down. i

Now, this is not mere fancy. Every.d
now and then some American who imag-
ines himself the guardian of his country’s
honor and dignity is guilty of an extreme-
ly foolish act, Oue Of them fired his shot-
gun last Fourth of July at an Italian flag
which one of his nelghbors had hoisted
and filled it with holes. He was fined $25
by a magistrate, who was unmoved by
the argument that no true patriot could
see without flerce indignation any other
than the American flag floating over
freedom’s soil on Independence Day.
There have been occasional Instances
where patriotic mobs have enforced the
hauling down of the Union Jack.

The World advises Americans to pay
less attention to flag flying and more to
the reform of politics, It says this is to-
day ‘‘the-worst governed country in the
world.”” .Americans will laugh at that,
but they will have to admit that every-
thing s not perfect in this land of the
free, The charge in The World that
“gtate legislatures are filled with men
who sell out the people they represent to
corporations,’” has been often made by
men on this side of the international
boundary line. The World says nothing
more severe about municipal misgovern-
ment in this country than Americans
have said.

ENGLISH WAY OF IMPROVIN
SUBURBAN TRAFFIC.

From July 1 substantial reductions
will be made in the fares on import-
ant sections of the Great Eastern Rall-
way Company's suburban lines. For
some time it has been evident. to pas-
sengers of the Great Eastern lines tha*
some decisilve measures would nave to
be taken by the company, in view of
a continued falling off of passenger
trafic. Tramways and motor omnli-
buses have, for five years, made an
enormous difference, and suburban
traffic has fallen at the rate of twenty-
five million passengers per annum,

In order to arrest, If possible, this
gerious decline the Great Eastern Ratl-
way Company, says The London Stand-
ard have decided to reduce the farés
upon thelr. suburban lines, the Wals«
thamstow, Enfield and Palace Gate
branches, and to stations as far as
(Waltham (Cross, on ‘the Cambridge
main line, Season ticket rates are also
reduced, as well as the prices of week-
ly: packets of tickets.

Should these measures prove success-
ful the company contemplates reduc-
tions in other directions, From the
middle of July the train service be-
tween Walthamstow, Enfleld, Paldce
Gates, and Liverpool-street wlill be
doubled during certain hours of the
day, with two trains an hour running
express between Hackney Downs and
Liverpool-street. This will afford a
quarter-hour service thruout the day
to and from Chingford and Epping
Forest.

In reply to a representative, a lead-
ing official of the Great Eastern Rall-
way Company gave it as his opinicn
that the proposed extension of the Cen-
tral London Rallway to Liverpool-
street would be a decided advantage,
and attract passengers who might
otherwise go by another line to Fins-

Also More Tobacco—8Spirit Consumn |

tion Decreases.

OTTAWA, July 19.—(Special.)—The |

people of Canada are drinking less

spirits than they used to do, but at the |

same time the consumption of beer per
capita is increasing.

This is the purport of & statement.
prepared by the inland revenue depart-
ment as to the consumption of articles
which pay excise duty. For instance,
while the per capita consumption of
spirits in 1906 was .861, it was only .806
in the last fiscal year.' On the other
hand, the consumption of beer, which
was 5.265 gallons per head in 1908, rose
last year to 2.8348 galons. The consump-
tion of wine also shows a decrease
from ,091 in 1906 to 085 last year.

Tobacco, however, continues to grow
in popularity. In 1906 the consumption
was 2.777 1bs. per head. Last vear it
was 2.910 1bs., But a further examina-
tion shows that the falling away was
largely due to the necessity for econoray
which was enforced upon the peopla
of Canada in 1807-8. The same was
true of the consumption of beer. The
year before last it rose to 5.812 gallons,
as compared with 65.255 in 1908, and with
5.848 last year. The drinking of wine-
reached its highwater mark in 1907-8,
when the figure was .096, as agains:
091 in 1906, and .076 in 1908-9,

The short fiscal year of 180¢-7 holds
the record for the consumption of to-
bacco. In that perlod it was 2.953 1bs.
per head, and it fell to 2.898 wheyn the
depression struck the continent,
