“1 have yours of the 1bth instant, with

ister. ‘

“Since the beginning 6f the congestion
of raiway freight in Canada, the board
of railway commissioners, under Sir
Henry Drayton, hav§ been devoting
their best efforts toward clearing up
the situation, and have, 1 believe, done
as good service in connection with the
roasis themeselves, if not better, than
could have been done thru any other
means. This congestion ig, of course,
as you know, not confined to Canada.
In\th¢ United States it has been and
is ndw even more strenuous than it is
in Canada. This must be taken into
account as one of the factors which
can only be modified by mutual good-
will and co-working bhetween our rail-
roads and those of the United States.
This good-will has been successfully ap-
pealed to by Sir Henry Drayton, and
the roads are actingiin concert with
each other. £ .

‘“The extreme severity of the weather
and the long continuance of zero weath-
er has played its very important pant in
the congesilon, and the kabor question,
which is intimately cofnected with the
war, is still another faktor.

“The national service board and the
Dominion railway bdard have been
working together in t respect, wnd
labor is being shifted saccordingly, and
is assisting to the repair and operation
of motive power., For the government
to undetake, in a permiod of stress, to
t,“‘kc charge of mrailways and operate
them, and to do it without confusion
and friction. is pretty nearly, if not en-
tirely impossible, and I think it can
be well maintained that the measures
which have been takem, and which are

.

meeting with fair success will resuit,
taking into account the coming of
easier weather, in more thoro reiief,
than if compulsory measures had been
attempted.,

“Now, I have simply given you my
views, .and they may not modify your
own. The government, of course, would
be glad to hear any deputation on so
important a matter, if you still think
it necessary to follow that course.

He feels that
during the coming year, the coal gues-
tion is going to be a very serious one for
manufacturers and householders, as the
mine owners, whose comtracts for the
Canadian supply will be up for renewal in
the next month or six weeks, will not
renew, owing to the inability of the Can-
adian roads to make prompt deliveries.
The congestion of American cars at the
seaboard, owing to the reatricted ' ship-
ping, is also adding to the car shortage,
and many of the mines are not having
one per cent. of the number of cans usu-
ally alotted to them, placed for loading.

NEW DEVELOPMENT
IN SCHOOL DENTISTRY

Proposal to Enlarge Scope 7
Dental Work Now Being Done
Among Children.

With a view to the enlarging of the
scope of the dental work now being
done ir the Toronto public schools,
proposals are being made by Dr, Wal-
lace Seccombe, chief dental officer, and
Dr. F. 8. Minns, chief medical officer.
for the beginning of the treatment of
orthodontia cases in the schools. T'his
branch of treatment is generally prac-
ticed by specialists, whose fees range
from $100 to $400. 1In stating the
cause for this treatment in the schoois
Dr. Seccombe states that the condition
of irregularity of the teeth of hun-
dreds of Toromto school children is a
serious problem demanding immedinte
attention, and points out that dentszl
service of this character is beyond the
financial ability of the average citizen.
He says that to operate this it will be
necessary to appoint an additional
school dental officer with special train-
ing who would supervise the treatment
of these cases, “Parents can afford
$5 fer the child’s treatment,” he saya,
“but they cannot afford $100 or $200,”

ANOTHER CONTRIBUTION.

We cannot regard the kaiser’s offers
as sincere, when practically the only
offer made was for a cessation of t.he4
fighting, without any reparation ' for
all the evil that Germany has wrought,
but a demand instead for an in-
demnity. ;

Herr Legein also objects to the
siege methods by which the allied
navies have brought about a state of
famine in Germany. The Prussians
had no compunctions about reducing
Paris by starvation in 1870, and siege
and hunger has been a recognized
means of wanfare in all ages. Ger-
many made the war and cannot com-
plain at its methods. It was Ger-
many that introduced new and
barbarous principles of warfare, the
gas attack, the zeppelin, the sub-
marine, and these without limitations
of any kind. If Germany is determined
to act outside the restraints of civil-
ization she must not expect that the
rest of the world will willingly permit
her to enjoy the fruits of such a
policy.

Nevertheless, it has been stated
again and again by Mr. Asquith, by
Mr. Baifour, by Mr. Lloyd George,
officially and otherwise, that it is not
the German people, but the kaiser’s
militarist and Prussian system that
must be abrogated. When Germany is
ready to govern herself in relation to
the rest of the world, let us say, as the
United States does, there will be no
need for war to establish peace in
Europe. But it is so obvious.that the
policy of the kaisér is totally opposed
to the friendly spirit existing yet.ween
the other nations of the world that
the war must continue until the dom-
ination of the kaiser is broken. and the
German people learn to govern them-

Clothing Workers Demand Eight
Hour Day and Increased Wage

Claiming - that. there should be a
standard workday for all those engag-
ed with the manufaecturing firms of
Toronto, and jthat owing.to the. high
cost of living, their present pay is
inadequate, about $00 members of the
Clothing Workers’” Union assembled
at the Labor Institute, Nelson street,
last night, and decided to demsnd an
‘eight-hour day and an increase in
wages. As there is an eight-hour day
already established in many of the
manufacturing firms of the city it is
not considered likely that much op-
position will be offered to the request
of the workers in this respect, and
that the firms will be disposed to an
increase in certain lines.

British Destroyer Almost
ceeded in Ramming the
Submarine.

Copenhagen. via London, Feb., 20.—
Solveig  Jacobsen, the six-year-old
Norwegian shipmaster,

Suc-

on the way to Norway, has the dis-
tinction of not only being the first
child to make a voyage om a German
submarine, but of being the guest dur-
ing the eight-day trip of the subma-
rine commander who is declared to
have sunk the Lusitania.

Capt. Isach Jacobsen was the mas-
ter of the Norwegian ship Thror 1L,
which was sunk by t{he submarine.
The U-boat ilowed the ship's bcats
with the crew of 28 toward land for a
time, and finolly left them to shift for
themselves, but  the commanvier re-
tained the master, hig wife and child
on the gubmarine while he continued
the cruise

Tte operations, however, were of
short duration, for the next ship en-
countered proved to be lJaden with
aminuuition ftor France. The sub-
r:arine wie s0 shaken by the terrific
explosion when the steameor was tor-
pedoed and by an encounter
British destroyer, which
the U-boat by ramming, whey one ot
its engines was put cut of '‘comimis-
sion, that the cominander determined
to miake for his home harbor for repairs.

The submarine limped homeward
along a route west of Ireland and
north of the Shetlands, dodging many
British patrol ships and destroyers,
and finally came into port at Heli-
goland in fairly good shape, the crew
h:"\,r::,: succeeded in repairing the en-
gine on the voyage.

I worked out a course {or the
schooling of thorobreds and set about the
work of getting a few ready for steeple-
chasing, and I had such encouraging suc-
cess that I went on and on improving my
methods until I reached e state of per-
fection that brought rasults amounting to
$260,000 In one year from races over the
fences and hedges.

Ceneral Brancker Says Most
Accidents Arise From
Over-Confidence.

Good Horsemen Probably
Soonest Acquire Proficiency
in Aviation.

London, ¥eb. 19.—Flying has become s0
pafe and easy that in peace time every-
one who can should take it up as a means
of travel and recreation, according to
Genemal U, S. Brancker, director of air
vrganization for the British army.

“Flying today is so easy,” said General
Brancker, ‘‘that most pupils are in danger
from over-confidence. Haif our accidents
arise from this cause. Training in avie-
tion, from the military pount of view, is
getting morve and more complicated, but
actual flying, from the practical point of
view of getting from place to place, has
become almost as easy and safe as auto-
mobiling or bicycling.

“People generaily ought to learn the ele-
memtary principles of handling an aero-
plane, The oniy - factor agamst .ge-nerpl
private use of aeroplanes, especially in
Great Britain, is the uncertainty of the
sweather, but with experience and reliable
engines it is possible to fly in almost any
jweather short of a thick fog, a hurrl-
cane or a violent thunderstorm.’’

Foresees Developments.’ :

General Brancker foresees the develop-
ment of more and better qualified instruc-
tors, more reliable engines and slower
end more deliberate training after the
etress of war is over. ‘‘At present,” he
explahed, “there is of necessity a good
deal of undue haste.
