Robertso-n, minister of labor, has 
plied to the petition of the workmen 
of the Canadian Car & Foundry Co., 
Limited, by letter to J. T. Foster, presi­
dent of the Trades and Labor Council, 
and to the company, blaming the lather 
fcr refusing to negotiate with its work­
men. The letter states that because 
of a small groun of discontented work­
men the company had not the right to 
lock out thousands of workmen with­
out first discussing the question with 
them- It adds that the action of the 
company has placed the government in 
a_ bad position by holding tro Canadian 
National Railways orders for a number 
of cars under construction by the com­
pany.

Winnipeg, Aug. 31.—Sixteen farmers 
in the Ste. Rose Du Lac district have 
lost their homes, barns, implements 
and crops In bush fires that have been 
laying waste the area in the last few 
days, according to an official report 
by provincial authorities today.

Thousands of acres of hay lands 
and hundreds of tons of cut hay have 
been destroyed in the northern part of 
the province.

The danger in all sections is at an 
end for the present, however, on ac­
count of the rainfall, which was fairly 
general over Manitoba Monday night 
and today.

New York, Aug. 31.—Elevated and 

subway service on the Brooklyn Rapid 
Transit system, crippled by a strike 
of several thousand employes, was Im­
proved today. The public service com­
mission reported tonight that 97 two 
and three-car trains were operated 
during the rush hour, compaied with 
about 60 yesterday. No attempt was 
made to operate, surface cars.

Traffic congestion in the home­
going period tonight was nandied but­
ter as the crowds were more familiar 
with the established routes. The city 
had nearly 1,200 "buses in operation. 
Occasionally traffic became jammed 
and stalled, but generally it was more 
orderly. The greatest congestion cen­
tres again were the East River 
bridges, where one way traffic has 
been established.

With his future financially secure,

He was created a 
knight the following year. In 1915 he 
was selected as “eye witness" for the 
Canadian Expeditionary Force In 
France. This '-osttion may have given 
him a taste for newspaper work, as a 
few- years later he pur-chased The Lon­
don Daily Express from Sir Arthur 
Peirsc-n. This still remains his prop­
erty, and is reported to have been a

Washington, Aug. 31.—Complete ex­
amination by the United States state 
department of commercial treaties, to 
which the United States is a signa­
tory, has revealed that between 24 and 
27 of such pacts may have to he 
abrogated under the new merchant 
marine act, it was said tonight by de­
partment officials.

Section 34 of the merchant marine 
act requires the president within 96 
days.or by September 3, to give formal 
notice to foreign governments having 
commercial treaties with the United 
States that the United States govern­
ment intends to revoke any clauses 
of the conventions which prevent the 
giving of preferential treatment to 
United States citizens or United States 
ships.

Officials expressed the belief todav 
that entire abrogation of the treaties 
would result from the notice of the 
president, as it is not thought that 
other nations will

to the precise intent of congress as 
expressed in the merchant marine act 
on account of the radical conse­
quences which must result in the 
strict carrying out ot section 34, there 
are 10 treaties which are considered as 
specifically falling within the provi­
sions of the statute which probably 
will have to be abrogated. 
the state department has not made 
public the 1st of affected treaties, 
the ten conventions which are ex­
pected to be terminated are known 
to include those with Belgium, rati­
fied March 8. 1875; Bolivia. May 13, 
1858: Costa Rica, July 10. 1851: Den­
mark, April 26, 1826: Great Britain, 
July 3. 1815; Honduras. July 4, 1864; 
Italy. February 26, 1871; Netherlands. 
August 26, 1852; Norway, July 4, 
1827; Paraguay, February 4, 1859;
Serbia, October 14, 1881, and Spain, 
July 3. 1902. In the case of all, how­
ever. 12 months’ notice must be given 
of the intention to abrogate.

There are also about 12 or 15 other 
treaties about which some question 
exists as to whether their provisione 
contravert the merchant marine aot.

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CANADIAN APPLES 
WANTED IN BRITAIN

Crop of This Fruit a Total 
Failure in Most English 

Counties.

31.—(By CanadianOttawa, Aug.
-Dealing with the apple cropPress)

situation in a report just made to the 
department of trade and commerce, 
Mr J. Forsyth Smith, Canadian fruit
trade commissioner, states that early 
forecasts of the English apple crop 
situation, which were not encourag- ’ 
ing, are fully substantiated by pres­
ent indications. The crop in Kent 
county, the principal apple producing 
county In England, will not be more 
than 10 per cent of an average crop, 
while in Cambridgeshire and Middle­
sex it is practically a failure.

Suspend Price Control.
The British ministry of food has 

suspended the apple pri.ee control un­
til November 15, with the obvious in­
tention of encouraging the home in­
dustry by permitting the high 
prices the market will pay during the 
periods in which early English apples 
are offered -and also with the obj*ct 
of attracting large supplies of eariy 
trans-At'antic apples, which never 
come forward in as heavy supply as 
late varieties. Owing to these condi­
tions, trans-Atlantic apples selling in 
England before November 15 will 
have the advantage of a free market.

U. S. Crop Below Normal.
Touching on the general outlook, 

Mr. Smith states that* the American 
box apple crop is estimated at 65 to 
76 per cent, of last season—a short­
age of 4,000 cars. The British Colum­
bia crop will be 60 to 65 per cent, 
the Nova Scotia crop 55 per cent., 
the Ontario crop will show an in­
crease, and the American barrel 
apple crop will be substantially in­
creased. American apples, however, 
will be handicapped abroad by an 
adverse rate of exchange, and with 
the English crop practically a failure, 
demand should be strong and prices 
satisfactory.

AN IRISH LEAGUE 
FORMING IN CANADA

De Valera Says He Was in 
Dominion No Later Than 

Last Sunday.

” New York, Aug. 31.—Eamon de 
Valera, "president of the Irish repub­
lic,” has made several trjps to Canada 
recently in connection with the Self- 
Determination for Ireland League of 
Canada, which is now being organized. 
He admitted this to a representative 
of the Canadian Press tonight, but 
declined to give out any information 
regarding his little excursions Into the 
Dominion,

"I was In Canada no longer ago 
. than last Sunday," he said. He In­
timated that he had been in Montreal, 

»but refused to state whether he visited 
other Canadian cities.

On Sunday De Valera delivered a 
speech to an Irish gathering at Cliff 
Haven, N.Y., near the international 
border, and a deputation of about a 
hundred Canadians journeyed to the 
little New York town to hear him. 
Afterwards he had a, conference with 
some of the leaders of the party who 
ere interested in the formation of the 
new Self-Determination League. He 
declined to give the names of those 
who were at the conference, saying 
that he considered that any detailed 
announcement regarding the meeting 
should come from the Canadian head­
quarters rather" than from him.

He declared that the new league is 
being successfully organized and said 
that the convention held in Quebec 
City last week was the first of a series 
of provincial conventions. —After the 
provincial organizations are completed 
the league is to be organized on a 
national basis, The Irish "president" 
said that he had found many sym­
pathizers with the Irish republican 
cause in Canada, a large number of 
them being in Toronto.

Was Not in Quebec,
Quebec, Aug, 31.—When officers of 

the local branch of the Self-Determina­
tion for Ireland League of Canada 
were ghown the New York despatch 
tonight concerning Eamonn de Valera’s 
Visite to Canada, they said that while

Possible for Workers 

and Boys.

Edward Morgan Started Life 
as Printer and FixÜshed 

on the Bench.

U. F. O. Money Only for 
Political Propaganda and 
Meetings, Morrison Says.z

At the ripe old age of 82, there pass­
ed away to his long rest yesterday, His 
Honor Judge Edward Morgan, at Me 
residence, 368 Huron street. He had 
been confined to his house for almost 
a year, altho he had suffered for a 
longer period from "gastric trouble.

Deceased’s grandfather was a Welsh­
man, owning large interests in the 
West Indies;
English. His parents, as well as him­
self, were born at St. Vincent, West 
Indies, his father being rector of the 
Anglican Church £here, and afterwards 
at Barrie, Ont. 'Like 
notables in the legal profession, the 
late judge served some time in a news­
paper office, later studying law, and. 
after qualifying, was selected as a 
county court judge as far back as 1886. 
Subsequently he was appointed deputy 
surrogate count judge.

' The deceased Jurist will be kindly 
remembered for his leniency with the 
erring fraternity. His idea, and he held 
It proved true, was that it was unwise 
to make a criminal out of anyone not 
criminally Inclined- His nature was to 
help, not to condemn.

Those who mourn the loss of the de­
ceased are his widow and three daugh­
ters, one of whom is married, and a 
host of friends who were intimate with 
him for many years.

Particulars have been filed at 
Osgoode Hall in the protest against 
the election of Hon. <3. Howard Fer­
guson as member of the legislature 
for the county of Grenville. The trial 
will take place at Prescott before Jus­
tices Magee and Sutherland on Got.

Gordon Waldron stated yesterday 
that it was contempt of court to make 
the particulars public.

F. O. had a '"fund."" Also that it was 
in a Toronto bank. He gave out an 
Interview from J. J. Morrison, the cus­
todian of the U.F.O. finances.

Mr. Morrison told Mr. Waldron over 
the telephone that for some five years 
or so the U.F.b. had been collecting a 
dollar per member from the various 
United Farmers" Associations of On­
tario. TMs money was used for the 
spread of political propaganda, for the 
expense of speakers at political gather­
ings, etc.

Mr. Waldrcn asked Mr. Morrison if 
he knew of any large private subscrip­
tions made to the " election fund,” and 
Mr. Waldron passed on Mr. Morrison’s 
reply, which was In the negative

Mr. Morrison further said that the 
election fund was now intact, with the 
exception of about 1400, because levies 
had been made against the clubs in 
the various constituencies where this 
money had been spent for election pur­
poses, and the money had been return­
ed to the Toronto bank account. The 
amounts spent in the various constitu­
encies, as sent out from Toronto, would 
run a-11 the way from less than $200 
to less than $1000 per riding.

A speaking tour thru Canada by 
experienced workers with boys, has 
been arranged, by which over fifty 
cities will be visited, covering every 
province in the Dominion, during the 
months of September, October and 
November.

Taylor Statten has been.the national 
boys’ work secretary of the Canadian 
council of the Y.M.C.A. 
years, previous to which he was a 
prominent leader in work for boys in 
Toronto. He has had an experience 
of over twenty years in dealing with 
boys in planning for their welfare. 
Mr. Statten is making the present 
trip, not in the interest of his own 
organization, but to advance a united 
community effort that will give every 
last boy a chance to make good.

C. J. Atkinson is a Canadian who 
has been in boys’ work for forty-six 
years—forty years in Canada and six 
years as executive secretary of the 
Boys’ Club Federation (international), 
with headquarters in New York city 
In his early years Mr. Atkinson was a 
printer and publisher by vocation and 
a worker with boys by avocation. He 
published papers in Portage la Prairie 
and "Virden. Man., and Regina. Sask. 
That was from ’82 to ’92. when he 
came east, located In Toronto and 
established the Broadview Boys’ In­
stitute. and later the Toronto Boys’ 
Dominion, whose destinies he contin­
ued to guide for twenty-two years, 
when he entered upon his present in­
ternational work for boys.

According to the provincial board 
of health the reports of communic­
able diseases for the month of Aug­
ust show an increase in smallpox 
over the previous month.

The case mortality being 131 as 
against 15.2 in July and 14.0 in Aug­
ust last year. The epidemic of 
measles the provinefe has had since 
the beginning of the year -has about 
disappeared. For the eight months 
there were 12,296 coses and 179 
deaths reported.

During the month of August there 
has been a " decided improvement in 
the reporting of venereal d’eeases 
and it is to he hoped that this im­
provement will continue, as it is felt 
that even yet the cases are not all 
being reported.

The Toronto public schools 
today. Every one of the old eohool* 
will resume as per schedule, but the 
two new ones, which had been hoped 
would be ready, will not now be com­
pleted before late this fall.

According to Chief Inspector Cow­
ley, there are few changes in the 
teaching staff, altho the schools will 
open minus forty-one of the usual In­
structors, delayed on their way from 
a tour thru the battlefields of Europe.

Britain's Threatened Strike.
Asked regarding the probable issue 

of the pending vote on the coal strike 
in England and the council of action, 
Lord Beaverbrook stated that while 
there was no doubt as to what tihe 
result of the vote would be, neverthe­
less the miners would certainly be 
beaten. Explaining the political situ­
ation and the state of the public opin­
ion in England when the council of 
action sprang Into existence, Lord 
Beaverbrook said:

“England is a pacifist country. She 
wants no more war and is determined 
to live at peace. This is not the atti­
tude merely of this government or 
of any government that may happen 
to succeed it, but a desire in the very 
heart of the people themselves. Mr. 
Lloyd George knows this as well or 
better than anyone else, for he under­
stands all the movements of public, 
opinion. But Mr. Lloy'd George had to 
face a very difficult situation when 
Poland invaded Russia against his ad­
vice. France was willing to counten­
ance the invasion, but Wgland was 
unwilling. S

“Those who criticize say that France 
was willing because of the pre-war 
debts of Russia which Lenime refuses 
to recognize. England was unwilling 
because the English people were 
against war. Mr. Lloyd George tried 
to reconcile the British and French 
positions. His statements in the 
house of commons conformed as near­
ly as possible to the demands which 
M. Millerand had made upon him.”

Lord Beaverbrook said Lloyd George 
advised the Poles to accept the Russian 
■peace terms if in fact the draft of 
terms submitted to England by Russia 
really represented Russia's terms to 
Poland. France refused to deal with the 
plenipotentiaries of Russia, and decid­
ed to recognize thé government of 
General Wrangel, advising the Poles 
meanwhile to refuse the Russian term8, 
and Poland followed the French ad­
vice.

Mayor Hylan and the full member­
ship of the board of estimate late to­
day interviewed Judge Mayer on the 
same mission, apparently without 
effect.

Judge Mayer also refused a request 
from Commissioner Barrett to treat 
with the strikers, and took occasion to 
denounce the men for "breach of con­
tract." After his talk with Judge 
Mayer, Commissioner Barrett issued a 
statement to the strikers, advising 
them to return to work, and then sub­
mit their case to the receiver and the 
court. He pointed out that as the B. 
Jt. T. recelversihip is in federal court, 
they were fighting a hopeless battle, as 
they had the government against them.

Judge Mayer Issued a statement say­
ing "the proper " way for the strike to 
be settled is for the men to return to 
work. After that the receiver and the 
court will be glad to receive any duly 
and properly-constituted committee 
which truly represents the employes. 
I cannot emphasize too strongly that 
there would be no negotiations directly 
or indirectly with the so-called lead­
ers, who either incited the strike or 
were powerless to prevent it.”

At the conference between the board 
of estimate and Judge Mayer, a letter 
was presented by Mayor Hylan from 
Louis Fridiger, attorney for the strik­
ers, repeating the pledge thait the men 
would go to work at once if the B.R.T. 
would agree to arbitrate.

The casualties resulted from collisions 
between improvised conveyances and 
falls from crowded buses, 
run down in congested street traffic.

He is assisted by his 
wife, who is the daughter of the late 
Rev. John McDougal, one of the earli­
est missionaries in tÿe west, who was 
herself the first white woman born 
in Alberta, but who was educated at 
a ladies' college in Hamilton, Ontario.
The premier attraction on entering the 
Canadian Pacific Railway exhibit, 
which is in the railway building, is 
the huge sunburst which throws its 
rays around the gigantic sun lodge, in 
which are garnered the side scenes 
portraying in miniature form some of 
the gorgeous settings which none but 
the Canadian Rockies can produce.
The roof of the Indian lodge is hand- 
painted with symbolic writings and 
signs typical of the Rocky and Plains 
Indians. The side emibel llshments 
are finished in white birch, the bark of 
which was always a favorite with the 
Indian, not only for the construction 
of his canoe but for the building of a 
camp fire. On each side of the en­
trance. office accommodation has been 
worked into the setting where in­
formation of every description can be 
obtained end telegraph service is al­
so installed. This has the teepee finish, 
and real Indian teepee poles, trans­
ported from the west for the purpose, 
have been used. The lighting effect 
of these elaborate interiors, with mini­
ature Indian teepees as shades, pro­
duces a highly artistic effect.

The scenes from Sulphur Mountain 
overlooking Banff Springs Hotel in the 
foreground, end the beautiful Rundle 
and Tunnel Mountains, and the stretch 
of the Bow River In the background, 
is most realistic. A fine model of the 
Canadian Pacific Railway's 
hostelry built specially for the 
casion, is electrically illuminated and 
gives the visitor the impression that 
he is paying a visit to Banff instead of 
sweltering under the atmosphere of an 
exhibition. The Banff Hot Springs, 
famous for their health giving quali­
ties. especially for curing rheumatism, 
were known to the P.ed men long 
years ago, and accidentally discovered 
by some engineers when surveying for 
the Canadian Pacific Railway. The 
huge swimming tank hidden from the 
view, but situated directly In front of 
the hotel, has a depth of water from 
three to eight feet, and is one of the 
great summer attractions. The beau­
ties of Banff are to be found on all 
sides. There are mountains to the 
right, mountains to the left, moun­
tains in front and also behind, and the 
Bow River, seen in the back of 
the picture, reminds one of opal with 
its pale green color and Its ever- 
changing fires. The view Is entranc­
ing, and one need never feel dull or 
suffer from ennui, in this delightful 
spot.

Was Once Exhibitor.
The premier said he had a personal 

Interest in the National Fair because 
he was an exhibitor 22 years ago. At 
that time he brought an exhibit of 
shorthorn cattle from his farm in 
western Ontario, and in company with 
T. A. Russell, vice-president, of .the 
Exhibition, he had slept in the live­
stock barns. He believed the eleep- 
ing accommodation then was net as 
comfortable as at present. At any 
rate toe remembered being obliged to 
get up at nigfhts to fight the rats.

Premier Martin then referred tip 
some of the school problems encoun­
tered in the province of Saskatchewan 
That province, he said, had more 
schools than any of the other prov­
inces considered on e. population basis, 
because of the scarcity of the popula­
tion, About 72 per cent, of the popula­
tion was on the land. With only a 
oouple of hundred thousand difference 
in population. Manitoba on December 
31. 1918, bad 1.687 schools: Alberta. 
2.800, and Saskatchewan, 4.167 schools. 
His province was actually spending 
more money on education per capita 
than any ef the other provinces.

Because of the great distances be­
tween villages and the severity of the 
climate in winter school attendance 
had always been a problem. Even In 
territorial days the west had a com­
pulsory attendance law. but It was 
not enforced, especially in the rural 
districts, and so two or three years 
ago a new law was passed centralizing 
control of school attendance, with re­
sults that were proving satisfactory. 
In the first year after its adoption 
there had been 2,000 prosecutions for 
violations of the law, which called for 
attendance of every child of school 
age. every school day in the year. 
Another problem was the difficulty 
of keeping iteacfiers. Some people 
would say that higher Salaries -*ould 
keep them, but he doubted whether 
that went’ to the root of the problem. 
The fact was that the educational sys­
tem embraced very few positions that 
appealed to an ambitious man. The 
lack of proper aefcomm odatidn for 
girl teachers in the rural districts

An attempt 
had been made to meet this difficulty 
by building residences for teachers, 
and last year 200 such residences had 
been erected.

Educating the Foreigners.
The greatest problem of all in the 

west, however, was the Canadlanizing 
of the non-English speaking popula­
tion, and he believed this was 
tlaity a sdhool problem, 
purpose of his education department 
to get these children in school every 
school day and teach them the regular 
courses with English as the language
