‘The royal mail steam-ship Europa, Captuin Lott,
inrm‘m] w the Mersey at half-past nine o'clock on
Sunday morning, with the usual North American
mails and 107 passengers, together with the surviv-
ing passengers and crew of the American barque
(zhzules Buitletr, which was run down at sea by the

We regret to learn that the Europa came into
collision with the Charles Bartlett, on her voyage
from the Downs to America, during a dense fog.
The individuals on board were principally emi-
grants, and consisted of 87 men, 40 wouen, 35
children, and 14 of the crew, making in all 176,
out of which, it is lamentable Lo state, 135 perished.
No blame whatever attaches to Captain Bartiett, or
Captain Lott, for the catactrophe was unavoidable.
