Joshua P. Clayton, superintendent of 
Fern hill, received good news this morn­
ing when he neard from a cousin in 
England that his younger son, Ernest 
G. R. Clayton, who has been missing 
since June 2, is a prisoner in Germany. 
The young man sent a card to his rela­
tive telling merely that he was a prison­
er at Dulmen, Germany. As both boys 
had been reported, unofficially, as having 
been killed, the news comes as a great 
relief. There is no further official word 
or any direct news of the older son, 
Joshua S, but it is still hoped that he 
is alive, even if a prisoner.

Private John H. Williams, recently 
mentioned in the casualty list as being 
missing since June 2, is a prisoner of 
war in Germany, 
this morning by his mother, Mrs. Mary 
Williams of 18 Johnson street, from him 
to this effect. Private Williams is in the 
thirty-seventh year of Ms age and was a 
driver on the I. C. R. prior to his enlist­
ment. The card was written under the 
date of June 8.

Before enlisting Pte. Williams was an 
I. C. R. engineer and lived with his 
mother at 11 Summer street.

Petrograd, July 8—Gen. Letchitzky’s 
army, after intense fighting has captured 
by storm the Austrian positions in the 
region west of Kolomea, in Galicia, says 
the Russian official statement last night. 
The statement adds that up to the pres­
ent 2,000 prisoners have been taken in 
this sector.
» London, July 8—As a result of one 
week of most costly onslaughts on the 
Russian tines, between the Stockhod and 
the Styr rivers, the Austro-German 
forces have advanced their battle front, 
at the most, five miles eastward towards 
the Styr and that only in some sectors, 
says a Reuter despatch from Petrograd.

Military authorities, the correspondent 
adds, are confident that the Russian» 
are firmly holding the enemy on this 
front, pending the development of Gen­
eral Letchitzky’s sweep through Buko- 
wina, notwithstanding that strong Ger­
man reinforcements are entering the 
field.

' is Corporal's Story-*“General Results Ex­
cellent,” Say Paris Papers

Paris, July 8—“General resuljts .excel­
lent" is tfie verdict of the Parisian 
on the achievements of the second day of 
the great Franco-British offensive. All 
the newspapers assert that what has been 
accomplished is rather more substantial 
than sensational. They declare that the 
mistake made in the Champagne battle 
will not be repeated, that men cannot 
fight until the-ground has been prepared, 
so far as humanly possible, by artillery.

No section of the Franco-British forces 
was advanced beyond the line \assigned 

_to it, they say, however tempting might 
Have, appeared the çhance of smashing 

, farther tines. The story of an artillery 
corporal who was wounded while in an 
observation post at Maricourt is cited 
to show that this method is sound. The 
corporal says:

“I was able to see for ffiyself that our 
losses were quite small and I not only 

t, hope, but am certain, that our means of
t<:. action will enable us to fprge ahead
‘ without much wastage of men. This is

due to the prodigious accumulation of 
munitions of all sorts made by the al­
lies along the whole northern front.

“I witnessed the first bombardment of 
the German trenches and works. It 
a wonderful sight. The effects were ter­
rifying, It is. nbt possible that any work 
of defence, however strong or ingenious, 
can resist suçh an avalanche of fire and 
steel. How many men must lie buried 
in the ruins!

“The German reply is no less terrible1 
and the most stubborn resistance must 
be counted upon, for the enemy may be 
short of men but certainly does not lack 
munitions. However, I can affirm that 
he offered feeble resistance to our first 
shelling. His guns barely tired one sho. 
tor ten from the allies. That was char­

Men who limped through 
the streets on Saturday were lamed in 
our stead. Perhaps they ere not very 
practical, or skilled in the art of enter­
tainment to catch the nimble dollar; but 
they, are brothers to, the men who won 
Saturday’s and yesterday’s victories, and 
if physically fit they would today be 
where their brothers are. The men who 
are piercing the German lines today are 
just such men as these. They did their 
part. Are we doing ours? Let us 
pause to ask ourselves that question be­
fore we throw up our hats. If we do 
not appreciate these men, will we ap­
preciate the others when they come back 
with their scars and their memories of 
the Inferno through which they passed 
for us? Let us not dodge the question. 
We are still looking for recruits, and 
the recruits we want are not unmindful 
of the returned soldier and what we are 
doing for him.

Ticino. Germany’s warning caused a 
certain amount of “nervoudfcess” in 
Switzerland. Possibly the Swiss gov­
ernment demanded explanations from 
Italy, as inspired statements appeared in 
newspapers here to the effect that Italy’s 
fortifications were solely a defensive pre­
caution.

This attempt is merely the repetition 
or rather the sequel of the tactics follow­
ed toy Germany nearly a year ago. When 
Italy declared war on Austria the re­
port was spread that Germany was go­
ing to punish Italy by invading her 
across Switzerland. It was hoped that 
the Italians instead of assuming the of­
fensive against Austria would concen­
trate troops alqng the Swiss frontier and 
hold large reserves to check German in­
vasion through Switzerland. Moreover 
as Lombardy was threatened with in­
vasion the inhabitants of this region 
were expected to be kept in a state of 
alarm.
Great Failure.

Precautions were taken to check a pos­
sible German invasion across Switzer­
land and the frontiers were strongly 
guarded, but as time passed and the 
Germans did not arrive, such precautions 
gradually began to be considered useless 
and the reserves concentrated in Lom­
bardy were sent elsewhere. Germany’s 
menace lost its value the more so as it 
failed to avert or slacken the Italian ad- 
vance against Austria.

Italy started work recently on forti­
fications along the Swiss frontier. These 
fortifications existed since the outbre ik 
of the war, and are merely being 
strengthened. There is every reason to 
believe that the covering troops held 
by Italy along the Swiss frontier can be 
considerably diminished when the work 
is concluded. }

Germany expected Switzerland to be 
alarmed in order to have a chance of 
offering to help her. The advantage for 
Germany in case her offer to help Swit­
zerland had been accepted would have 
been enormous. Military collaboration 
with Switzerland would mean simplify­
ing the question of an invasion of Italy 
to such an extent as ,to render it an easy 
matter. The Swiss government was 
alarmed when warned about Italy’s 
gressive intentions against the Ticino, 
but merely solicited explanations in a 
friendly way from Italy and got them. 
As a result the Swiss troops concen­
trated along the Germân frontier have 
been reinforced while those guarding the 
southern frontier where the Italians are 
strengthening their fortifications have 
been diminished. '

Even since the outbreak of the war 
Italy has taken into consideration the 
possibility of an Austro-German invas­
ion of Lombary across Switzerland or 
the Trentino. Along the Alps the Ital-

Rome, May 25—(Correspondence)—A 
formula has beèn found to describe of­
ficially Germany’s position with respect 
to Italy. As Italy and Germany are not 
at war the definition of enemy country 
cannot be applied to Germany, when 
Italy decided to seize German ships in 
Italian ports and prohibit the exporta­
tion of foodstuffs and other articles to 
Germany, besides resorting to other 
measures which practically amounted to 
hostile acts, a definition justifying such 
measures was indispensable. According­
ly Germany is now described as “the ally 
of a country at war with Italy,” and this 
convenient description is invariably used 
in royal decrees sanctioning reprisals 
against Austria, Turkey and Bulgaria-

“The ally of Italy’s enemies” has spar­
ed no effort to create complications be­
tween Italy and her allies and her neigh­
bors. The most recent attempt on Ger­
many’s part was aimed at creating com­
plications between Italy and Switzer­
land. The Germans resorted to the tac­
tics which were attempted without suc­
cess in the case of Holland. Just as 
Germany confidentially warned Holland 
that England intended to force the 
Scheld and offered aid for the defence of 
Holland’s neutrality and territorial in­
tegrity, Berlin has' warned Switzerland 
that Italy is aiming at occupation of the 
Cahton Ticino and offered to help her.

Germany pointed out to Switzerland 
that the Italians were erecting forti­
fications on the Swiss frontier which

to leave some other front weakened in 
the face of a foe already flushed with 
success, and eager to pursue the smallest 
advantage with a determination born 
of long months spent in dreary trench 
warfare. We have been told that the 
British and French would not permit 
themselves to be forced into premature 
action, but would wait patiently in the 
face of every movement by the enemy 
until they were ready -to strike with 
deadly effectiveness. Has that time 
come? This is the question on the lips 
of every individual who scans the war 
news today. We can but await the 
answer with a degree of confidence which 
seems to be justified by the results of the 
fighting of the last few days. He would 
be unwise, however, who would assume 
that there is to be an early collapse of 
the enemy’s resistance. Germany still 
holds most of Belgium, part pf France, 
all of Serbia and a slice of Russia. She 
must he driven back to her own bord­
ers, and forced to accept such terms as 
the Allies dictate. That will take time 
and more hard fighting; but nothing 
less will guarantee such peace terms as 
will save Europe from another devastat­
ing war before the next generation has 
passed from the stage of i action. Eur­
ope must be saved from Germany, and 
Germany must be saved from herself 
and the savage philosophy which has 
ronverted her people into the barbarians 
this war has proved them to be.

But what 
of the smaller ones, numbering over 400, 
whose munition machinery wifi be scrap­
ped? Mr. Hebden expresses the view 
that Canada can build steel ships more 
cheaply than can the United States and 
that it can provide men to man them 
which they find difficult. “Was there 
ever a time in the history of the world” 
he asks, “when so grand an opportunity 
offered to a maritime country with coal, 
iron and flux at her seaboard, to take up 
such an industry?” A main considera­
tion in the building of modern ships is 
steel plates. Besides the native iron and 
coal in millions of tons, we have steel 
mills at tide water. This is surely a 
happy combination of requisites.”

Opinions may differ as to the extent 
of a substantial government bonusing of 
any one particular industry, but the 
question is one that merits thorough and 
immediate consideration—and, as com­
pared with further tariff protection, 
direct bonusing (with proper safe-guards 
and time limitations) • is the plan less 
open to economic and other objections.

For obvious reasons it may not be 
premature to discuss the connection be­
tween European peace and your presi­
dential campaign. Before removing some 
more illusions about the present and 
future of the war let me guard against 
misunderstanding, writes J. L. Garvin 
fiom London to the New York Tribune. 

1 It is not true that there is no gratitude in 
international politics. Some day we hope 
to prove to those whose sympathy has 
stood by us in our hour of trouble that 
we wear them in our heart of hearts. 
Neither shall we forget them In our time 
nor leave our children unmindful. With 
all our faults, we are made that way. 
There is a condition of reserve whidi 
perhaps causes us to appear otherwise, to 
that we must sometimes seem almost 
thankless toward our friends. The lt-a- 
son is that we "have found it best for 
Anglo-American relations to hold stead­
fastly to a golden rule. We cannot take 
sides in your party struggles nor com­
ment upon them except with severe re­
straint.

The American constitution is there 
above all your changes. Whoever may 
occupy the White House, there is de­
mand from foreign nations respect for 
the choice of the American people. Wc 

bound to remember in all circum­
stances that an American president is 
not only the chief of a party, but the 
head of the state. This imposes more 
reserve, perhaps, than to always good, 
either for your interests or ours, but on 
the whole the reserve is best. Consist­
ently with it, let me state some iron 
facts and Brst principles which will be 
repeatedly misunderstood in the course 
of your electoral struggle between June 
and November.

The cable to continually sending across 
the Atlantic three kinds of "rumors or 
suggestions. One to that , the war in 
Europe will soon collapse of itself. An­
other is that the war to protracted with­
out need by general lunacy in Europe 
and that the Allies are now slightly more 
insane than their rivals. The third sug­
gestion to that there may be some 
ment for an early American intervention 
in the name of humanity. This is the 
proposition which requires hard scrut­
iny from all who desire indeed to serve 
humanity.
Peace Must Be Lasting.

In Europe, and in the United States 
as well—for how do you know what may 
happen in the world sooner or later un­
less we all And some surer guarantee 
for the future than vague optimism can 
afford?—millions of male children are 
rising at their mothers’ knees happily 
exempt from this war. The important 
thing for humanity is that when they 
are taller they shall not be cut down like 
com by the Red Reaper in another war.

The successful agent of weak states­
manship on either side of the Atlantic— 
the author of a premature peace—might 
easily prove in the result to be a more 
potent apostle of slaughter than Ma­
homet and the cause of worse destruc 
tion than we see—of destruction on both 
sides of the Atlantic, in a wider war 
than this. For if there are to be no 
better foundations for peace and just­
ice and no stronger guarantees for the 
faith of treaties, the next 
necessarily be wider and worse, 
whole world must be In it.
Long War Means Firm Peace. ,

When we search for the souLo? good­
ness in things evil thhre appears one 
compensation, and one only, for the 
horror we are in and for the fearful pros­
pect which stretches before us and must 
be faced without blenching or iying to 
ourselves. The longer this war lasts the 
more likely is peace to be solid, endur­
ing—perhaps even perpetual. Any patch- 
ed-up settlement leading to another out­
break in a few years would be the most 
hideous form of waste and inhumanity.

In Germany alone, as now governed, 
reign the war lord, the war caste, the 
war pride, the war religion—the deadly 
combination of the theory of war-made- 
to-pay with the serious claim to national 
superiority.

This struggle was caused by a state 
of mind. In the closing decade of the 
19th century, when the Kaiser’s subjects 
had added a brilliant industrial expan­
sion and power of wealth making to 
their active achievements in learning and 
arms, the good old German modesty, 
once only too humble in some ways, was 
replaced by the sin of Lucifer vulgarized 
to bourgeois conceit. Germans began 
to speak habitually of the decadent 
French, the lazy English, the barbarous 
Russians, the childish Italians, the mon 
grel Americans, and so forth. Until that 
spirit is tamed on the battleAeld civiliza­
tion will get no good. The taming will 
take time.

why the war, barring miracles, must go 
on this year, and may have to be car­
ried even into a fourth year, like the 
American Civil War. I can only ask The 
Tribune and Its readers to believe that 
what I have said about the situation 
and the prospect contains no element of 
guesswork or impressionism, but is bas­
ed on information which is sufficient and 
upon judgmet#. which tiiay be taken as 
authoritative.

In these matters we have to beware, 
above all of the ghastly paradox of pa­
cificism, which puts sentiment in the 
place of realty and tends directly to pre­
cipitate and aggravate to the utmost 
every evil which it deplores. Germany 
alone was fully prepared for war and 
even yet her equipment to not fully over 
hauled by the allies—nor could be in 
view of the gigantic scale of Germany’s 
war industries. With more preparedness 
on Britain’s part the war would never 
have happened or should have been over 
by now.
Seek End of Militarism

What the allies want is final and ab­
solute freedom from the German men- 
ate. There can be no security until" Ger­
man equipment is completely overhauled 
and the military defeat of that 
machine can begin. It will take time but 
we know now with certainty- how it 
may be done. The allies were never more 
level and sober in their frame of mind 
than today, but never more confident 
and determined. They follow the pre­
cedent of all the long stubborn strug­
gles in which the “rising causes" have 
prevailed at last.

The United States are standing out 
for reasons which we understand. The 
strangest is that from this war you can 
stand out. In another world war if there 
were to be one, standing out might not 
be possible. But none of us doubts one 
thing. Were the United States once Am- 
mltted to a struggle of this magnitude

The principle that returned soldiers 
should be given the preference In all 
civic appointments was reaffirmed at a 
meeting of the common council in com­
mittee at noon today. E. Allan Schofield 
appeared to make this request and was 
well received. He suggested that, when 
no returned soldier was available, vacan­
cies be filled temporarily with the under­
standing that a soldier shall be given the 
place as soon as one who is capable re­
turns.

Other matters dealt with were of a 
routine nature, apart from a vote of $964 
for a retaining wall in Rockland road.

AU the commissioners were present 
and, when the meeting adjourned, It was 
to report to a meeting of (he common 
council at noon tomorrow instead of the 
afternoon as usual.

Com. McLeUan agreed with the prin­
ciple set but by Mr. Schofield, but point­
ed out the need of physically fit men 
for some positions.

Other commissioners agreed, it being

mentioned that those who had gone from 
the city service would find their posi­
tions awaiting them when theji returned.

Owing to the fact that the police have 
not instructed owners that the dog-tax 
doubles on July 1, it was decided to ex­
tend the period in which the tax wiU 
remain at $1 and $2 until August 1.

Commissioner Fisher was instructed to 
use his own judgment in dealing with 
an application for a man to level off the 
pubUc dump in Portland Place.

On the recommendation of Com. Fish­
er, C. Price, his sidewalk foreman, was 
placed on the salary list at $1,000 a year.

Commissioner Fisher drew attention to 
the need of a retaining waU in Rock­
land road, at an estimated cost of $964, 
and another in Chesley street at a cost 
of $2,000.

The Chesley street matter Was referr­
ed back for further information, and the 
commissioner was given authority to 
proceed with the Rockland road work.

Heavy Battery, writing under date of 
June II, says:—

“We have been having a pretty 
time lately, as I suppose you will have 
seen by the papers. The weather has 
been very wet, which makes it bad.

Last night I was tired and turned in 
early: at twelve o'clock1! was called and 
told to get harnessed up as quickly as 
possible. What a night it was, raining 
in torrents ! An eight inch howitzer 
battery that generally had a traction 
engine to pull their ammunition in to the 
guns had got stuck on account of the 
bad roads, and we had to start out and 
find the battery. We found them at 8 
a. m., then we had to start hauling the 
ammunition from the road into these 
guns across two or three fields. These 
shells weigh 800 lbs. each. We took 
about fourteen to a load, which was over 
two tons, a pretty good haul for four 
horses with the mud nearly up to the 
axles. It was about 6 a. m. when we 
finished the job and 7.15 when we got 
back to camp.

“We gave the Germans a warm time 
last night. All our guns were firing, 
throwing thousands of shells at them. 
It is a pretty sight to see a bombardment 
at night, all the guns flashing out and 
the shrapnel bursting over the trenches, 
but I don’t suppose the infantry think 
so. I would like to be home, but still 
my place Is here and all we can hope is 
that It will be over before long. The 
Russians are doing great and that ought 
to help some.”
