Plans for a rousing welcome for the 
siege batteries when they reach St. John 
are taking shape, and the committee, 
headed by S. H. Mayes, is actively en- 
gagd in completing the details of what 
should be a fitting reception.

Stern But Not Brutal.
The treaty is described by the Daily 

Telegraph as being stern and stringent 
throughout, although without a trace of 
the brutal exercise of mere victorious 
force. “It is rigidly a peace of justice,” 
the Telegraph says.

The Daily Chronicle thinks that the 
conference missed an opportunity as re­
gards Poland and fears that the Polish 
settlement may in the future prove the 
weak point of the entire treaty. It also 
believes that the treaty will be judged 
least favorably on the financial side in 
both Great Britain and Germany.

The treaty embodies the most severe 
sentence ever passed upon a great na­
tion, the Daily News says, and con­
tinues:—

“Germany is handcuffed and in irons 
from top to toe. She appealed to force 
and must take the consequences.”

The heaviest part of the sentence, the 
News adds, is contained in the eco­
nomic and financial terms. The paper 
assumes that these terms were drawn “in 
the spirit of a creditor ^making out a 
claim against a bankrupt estate with the 
intention of getting the largest dividend 
possible. . . ”

“The demand,” it continues, “both the 
golden eggs and the corpse of the goose 
that would lay them. . . It is hardly
an exaggeration to say that Germany is 
first stripped naked and is then told to 
turn out her pockets.”

London, May 8—The peace terms, 
while receiving considerable approval 
from all the entire London press, do not 
escape from sharp criticism on certain 
points. The objections centre mainly on 
the question of financial compensation 
from Germany.

Treaty Begins to Take Form— 
Orlando at Todays Meeting— 
Some of the Probable Terms

Paris, May 8—(By the Associated 
Press)—The Council of Four, with 
Premier Orlando of Italy present, began 
today to arrange the programme for the 
presentation of peace terms to the Aus­
trian, Hungarian and Bulgarian dele­
gates. The Austrian treaty has begun to 
take form. Portions of it already have 
been drafted. 1

It appears that instead of Germany be­
ing required to pay the entire indemnity 
demanded by the Allies a considerable 
sum will be demanded of Austria. The 
estimate of this sum at present is five 
billion crowns.

This indemnity provision and the de­
limitation of tlie frontiers of the new 
state will be the main features of the 
treaty now in the making. Provision is 
to be made for dividing Austria-Hun­
gary’s pre-war debt among the new 
states formed from territory formerly 
belonging to that empire.

The frontiers between German-Aus­
tria and Italy and probably the Adriat­
ic settlement will also figure in the Aus­
trian treaty.

Copenhagen, May T—The Austrian 
peace delegation has been named, accord­
ing to despatches from Vienna. It is 
composed of Dr. Franze Klein, president ; 
Prof. Heinrich Lamasch, former Austri­
an premier; Prof. Von Laun, who was 
Austrian delegate to the conference of 
the League of Nations; Under Secretary 
Pfluegel and Deputies Ludgeman and 
Stégüger.

London, May 8—Describing the scene 
at the Trianon Palace yesterday when 
the terms of peace were handed to the 
German delegation, a Paris despatch to 
the Central News says that Premier 
Clemenceau stood while making his ad­
dress, but that Count von Brockdorff- 
Rafltzau, the spokesman of the Germans, 
wearing big horn spectacles, remained 
seated while he read his speech, which 
was transcribed sentence by sentence.

As the German foreign minister pro­
ceeded with increasing decision, the de­
spatch says, it was interesting to note 
the demeanor of the assembly.

Side Wharfage Charges Have Not 
Been Changed Since 1848

The new side-wharfage rates have gone 
into effect, this being the first change in 
that schedule since the rates were drawn 
up in 1848. The old rates, which are re­
gulated by an involved scale, averaged 
about one-half cent a ton on vessels lying 
at the wharves. The new rate is one cent 
a ton, with a minimum charge of fifty 
cents.

Wheh the old rates were established, 
more than seventy years ago, the only 
wharves owned by the city were tlie 
Anchor line wharf at Read’s Point and 
the Market Slip wharves. The difference 
in the purchasing value of a dollar then 
and now is the chief reason why the 
rates have to be increased in order to 
provide’ for the maintenance of the 
wharves..

Top wharfage matters also are under 
consideration. The legislature set a new 
maximum of thirty-five cents a ton for 
general cargo and fifteen cents a thous­
and for lumber. It is the intention of 
Commissioner Bullock to recommend a 
rate of not more than twenty-five cents 
for general cargo, but the lumber maxi­
mum will be imposed. It is probable 
that the schedule covering the commod­
ity rates will be revised and presented to 
the eo'S cil before any change is made 
•in the top wharfage rates.

TEXT OF IRELAND'S

As before announced Supreme Court 
Justice Cohalan of New York received 
the other day from Sean T. O'Kelly, the 
representative of the Irish republic at 
Paris, a copy of the declaration of inde­
pendence adopted by the Irish republic 
parliament. This is the first copy to 
reach this side.

The test of the declaration reads:—
“Whereas the Irish people is by right 

a free people; and whereas for seven 
hundred years the Irish people has never 
ceased to repudiate and has repeatedly 
protested in arms against foreign usurpa­
tion;

“And whereas English rule in this 
country is and always has been based 
upon force and fraud and maintained by 
military occupation against the declared 
witt of the people;

‘’And whereas the Irish Republic was 
Proclaimed in Dublin on Easter Monday, 
1910, by the Irish Republican army act­
ing on behalf of the Irish people;

“And whereas the Irish people is re­
solved to secure and maintain its com­
plete independence in order to promote 
the common weal, to re-establish justice, 
to provide for future defence, to insure 
peace at home and good will with all 
nations and to constitute a national pol­
io- based upon the people’s will with 
equal right and equal opportunity for 
every citizen;

“And whereas at the threshold of a 
new era in history the Irish electorate 
has in thç general election of December, 
1918, seized the first occasion to declare 
by an overwhelming majority its firm 
allegiance to the Irish Republic;

Drastic Dealing With Slums.

The bill is ready for all comers, for if 
plans and surveys when necessary are 
not prepared, then the local government

Sue Countess For 
$37,000 Jewelry Bill which I am superintendent.

New York, May 8—Gems alleged to 
have been bought by Countess Evelyn de 
Perigny, formerly Miss Evelyn Bost- 
wiek, daughter of Jabez Bostwick, bank­
er, of this city, of a Parisian firm and 
costing $87,000, caused her to be named 
as a defendant in the Supreme Court 
here.

Appearing against the countess is 
James Wallace, to whom the claim was 

ssigned by the National City Bank, j 
of this city, after a bill of exchange was 
returned unpaid. An attachment against 
any property owned by the countess in 
this city also was issued.

According to the complaint, Countess 
de Perigny, whose husband, Comte de 
Perigny, won honors during the war 
while serving with the Nineteenth French 
Dragoons, purchased from Gompers, of 
Paris, a necklace containing seventy-five 
pearls, valued at $19,000; a brooch set 
with a large black pearl, at $11,000; a 
ring with an emerald setting surrounded 
by a cluster of twenty-two small dia­
monds, at $4,000; a barrette, at $2,600, 
and a small brooch for $460.

Countess le Perigny is said to have 
tendered in payment the bill of exchange, 
which was made payable on January 15, 
1918, at the office of the Farmers’ Loan 
and Trust Company, in New York. How­
ever, when the bill of exchange was pres­
ented, It is alleged, payment was re­
fused.

It is understood that Mr. Wallace is 
acting in behalf of Lloyd’s, the English 
insurance syndicate, by which concern 
the indebtedness of the countess was 
guaranteed.

The subject of gov­
ernment ownership has received much 
attention recently, but not nearly as 
much as the importance of the subject 
justifies. —
Government Ownership.

Notwithstanding our previous experi­
ence and that of the United States and 
Great Britain, government ownership 
and operation of railways is to be at­
tempted on a large scale. The situa­
tion is Lull of danger which cannot be 
avoided or even minimized except by 
rigorously indepnedent and non-political 
administration, whibh is at least difficult 
of establishment under our system of 
government. This fact must, however, 
be obvious, that in no other way can 
the people of Canada obtain a correct 
appreciation of the results of government 
operation of the systems which are or 
which may hereafter come into its pos­
session, than by their being administered 
in strict accordance with the laws of the 
country under which other companies 
have to operate, by their financial and 
accounting methods being made as pre­
cise and as accurate as the law now re­
quires of private corporations and by 
the exact financial results being submit­
ted to parliament each year.

Montreal, May 7—In his annual re­
port submitted rto the stockholders of 
the Canadian Pacific Railroad at the 
annual meeting today, President Beatty 
said:

The results of the years’ operations 
were, on the whole, and under the con­
ditions which existed, satisfactory, not­
withstanding the shrinkage on the net 
earnings of $12,043,630 due to the ex­
traordinary increase in wage scales and 
cost of materials of all descriptions. Opt 
seventy-seven per cent of the total in­
creases in operating expenses was- due 
to increases in wages alone. The vol­
ume, both of freight and passenger traf­
fic, decreased in comparison with 1917, 
the increase in gross earnings of $5,148,- 
863 being due to increases in rates 
granted in March and July of last year. 
The fact that notwithstanding the heavy 
increases in the cost of operation there 
was a surplus after payment of all 
charges and dividends, is another satis­
factory evidence of the foresight „ and 
wisdom of the shareholders in having 
approved substantial expenditures in pre­
vious years which undoubtedly, permit­
ted the operations of the company to be 
carried on with a cheapness which 
would not have been possible had such 
Adequate facilities not been ^provided.

After four years of -.war, and the ex­
istence of times of the most severe cli­
matic conditions, I am happy to say that 
the physical condition of your property 
is excellent and it will not require more 
than usual maintenance expenditures to 
ensure its usual efficiency.

The results of the operations of*the, 
three months subsequent to the conclu­
sion of the fiscal year have been disap­
pointing, but not unexpectedly so, in 
view of the falling off of general traffic 
during the months of February and 
March and the Inevitable heavy cost of 
maintenance and operation, due to high 
wages and the high prices of materials.

The financial position of the company 
at the end of the fiscal year, as indi­
cated In the annual report was, on the 
whole, extremely gratifying.

Your directors are of the opinion that 
a reasonable amount of additional 
branch line construction should be gone 
on with as soon as conditions warrant, 
and the necessary statutory authority 
obtained.

In this connection I should point out 
that in the matter of Itoway construc- 
tjgn the country is faced with a condi­
tion quite unprecedented in the recent 
history'of Canada, in that the National 
railways and your company are the only 
large companies with resources sufficient 
to enable theqi to provide additional rail­
way facilities to any substantial ex­
tent.

The German government recognises 
the right of the Allies to the replace­
ment, ton for ton and class for class of 
all merchant ships and fishing boats lost 
or damaged owing to the war, and 
agrees to cede to the Allies all German 
merchant ships of 1,600 tons gross and 
upwards; one half of her ships between 
600 and 1,000 tons gross and one quart­
er of her steam trawlers and other fish­
ing boats. These ships are to be de­
livered within two months, to the re­
patriation commission, together with 
documents of title evincing the transfer 
of the ships free from incumbrance.

As an additional part of réparation, 
the German government further agrees 
to build merchant ships for account of 
the Allies to the amount of, or not ex­
ceeding, 800,000 - t^ns gross annually 
during the next five years.

All ships issued for inland navigation 
taken by Germany from the Allies are 
to be restored within two months, the 
amount of loss not covered by such res­
titution to be made up by the cession of 
the German river fleet up to twenty 
per cent, thereof.

In order to efrect payment by de­
liveries in time, Germany is required for 
a limited number of years, veryitig in 
the case of each, to deliver coal, coal-tar 
products, dye-stuffs and chemical drugs, 
ifi specific amounts to the reparation 
commission. The commission may so 
modify the conditions of delivery as not 
to interfere unduly with ^Gertn_aiiy s in­
dustrial requirements. The deliveries of 
coal are based largely upon the princi­
ple of making good diminutions m the 
production of the Allied countries re­
sulting from the war.

The .prince then addressed the troops, 
recalling their services in France and 
his association with them. He said that 
future generations would recall their 
noble deeds. Colors fostered the regi­
mental spirit—the spirit which had ear­
ned our invincible infantry to victory. 
He wished the troops godspeed and a 
safe return to.their homes.

of Ontario.

During those strug­
gling years he saved as much ,of his 
earnings as possible. Before he had 
reached his majority he had started a 
store of his own. It was a small begin­
ning, but with the careful attention that 
he gave it the business quickly expanded 
and he became one of the leading mer­
chants of the city when still a young 
man. It was about the time that the 
United States and Mexico were at war 
—in 1848—that Terrazas became inter­
ested in politics. He was elected jefe 
politico of Chihuahua, which was his 
first public office. In those days ban­
ditry raged through all the country dis­
tricts of Mexico.

In March, 1867, Terrazas led an army 
of Mexicans against the French invaders 
under the ill-fated Emperor Maximilian. 
He had already placed his fortune at the 
disposal of the government to assist in 
overcoming the movement to make Mex­
ico a part of the French empire. At 
the head of a division of the army he 
drove the French out of Chihuahua, re­
capturing the city and inflicting a decis­
ive defeat upon the enemy. During this 
military campaign General Terrazas had 
maintained his army out of his private 
fortune. When the war was ended the 
government found the national treasury' 
empty and no funds available with which 
to repay Terrazas for his services. It 
was then that the congress of Mexico 
ceded to Terrazas large tracts of wild 
land in this state in lieu of the money 
that he had advanced, and in payment 
of his services to the country. That was 
the nucleus for his vast fortune.

DUNLOP TIRES Ottawa, May 7—A slashing attack on 
the Canadian naval department was 
made in the house of commons late to­
night by Mr. Duff, Liberal member for 
Lunenburg (N. S.), who charged that 
there had been buqgling, mismanage­
ment and gross extravagance in connec­
tion with the administration of the do­
minion’s war vessel;. Being the owner 
of numerous fishing vessels and having 
a warm comer in his heaft for the men 
who go down to the sea in ships, he 
was especially indignant over the alleged 
failure of the Canadian naval authorities 
to go to the aid of Nova Scotia fisher­
men who were thrown into the sea, 
fired upon and left to row 140 miles 
in open boats when their schooners were 
sunk by a German submarine last sum­
mer.

He charged that naval officers, be­
decked in fancy, gold braided uniforms, 
were strutting about Halifax and at­
tending bridge whist parties and pink 
teas when they should have been hunt­
ing the Hun pirates. He alleged that 
the cruiser Niobe was tied up to the 
wharf at Halifax several days after the 
war broke out, while German liners 
with rich cargoes and millions of dol­
lars in gold in their strong boxes sailed 
by unmolested.
Got Wireless Call.

He asserted that the Canadian oil 
tanker Luxblanea was torpedoed and 
that her crew shelled by the underseas 
boat’s guns, suffering many casualties, 
were left to their fate by dilatory naval 
authorities, who ignored for many hours 
the S.O.S. call. Very serious also was 
the allegation that an American de­
stroyed which had been sent to fight 
the German raider convoyed a vessel, 
aboard which were important person­
ages, while poor Nova Scotia fishermen 
were left to the mercy of the pirates 
and had to row for two days and two 
nights in a small dory before reaching 
land. About the same time, Mr. Duff 
added, “the Lady Evelyn”, one of Can­
ada’s best war vessels, was sent to the 
Magdalen Islands with six lead pencils 
for the wireless operators there.

Mr. Duff demanded a full investiga­
tion into the naval department whose 
affairs he claimed are in a disgraceful 
condition.

000 men in hospital at home and abroad. 
Today this number had been reduced 
to about 200,000. Many of these would 
become pensioners. He estimated that 
there would be at least 700,000 tempor­
ary pensioners, an unknown number of 
whom would become entitled to pernian- 
ent pensions. i

Arrangements were being made by the 
ministry of pensions to take over ortho­
paedic hospitals from the army and to 
establish out patient clinics in surround­
ing towns and districts under the direc­
tion of the surgeons attached to the hos­
pitals.

LOG ANGELES GAINS ■ 
UNDER DBÏ REGIME r

Los Angeles, California, May fi—Re­
sults from the Gandier ordinance abol­
ishing saloons and forbidding the sale of 
liquors containing over a very small per 
centage of alcohol, and limiting'the hours 
that cafes and hotels may sell liquor 
with bona fide meals, which went into 
Effect a year ago, show that Los Angeles 
is benefiting as a saloonless city.

The wets contend that the ordinance 
merely drove their class into making 
pilgrimages to beach towns and near-by 
communities where liquor is dispensed. 
This claim is not supported even by men 
in the business of serving the alcoholic 
drinking public.

The largest wholesale dealer on Main 
street, who also conducted a barroom, 
said to a representative of The Christian 
Science Monitor: “My wholesale busi- 

has fallen off fully 40 per cent. Of 
course this was expected when they shut 
down on high proof goods, but the de­
mand for the near-beers and light wines 
has not been encouraging. Talks with 
former customers indicate that hundreds 
of men have given up the habit of drink­
ing alcoholic liquors since the passage of 
this ordinance.” 1

Figures compiled at the central police 
headquarters show 13,762 fewer arrests 
than a year ago when the ordinance went 
into effect During the “saloonless” year 
the total arrests for intoxication num­
bered 6563. The year previous showed 
17,244 arrested for intoxication, a differ­
ence of 10,681. March, 1918, showed a 
total of 6203 arrests, 1526 being for in­
toxication, while ili 1919 there were only 
3033 arrests, with 539 for intoxication.

Many of the saloons did not vacate the 
premises occupied by them, but are pros­
pering as soft drink places and restau­
rants. , i

A BEAN DISEASE.500Captain Campbell’s Talk. 500 (Dublin Paper) Bean crops, more especially in Quebec 
and the Maritime Provinces and some­
times in Ontario as well, suffer through 
a disease called anthracnose, which at- 

leaves, pods and seeds, 
causing dark spots, resulting in greatly 
decreased yields and an inferior quality 
of crop. When infected seed has been 
planted and the weather is wet or 
cloudy the disease in the growing plant 
develops rapidly. Considerable propor­
tions of the row are sometimes marked 
only by bare stocks or small sickly 
plants bearing a few faded leaves. The 
disease is carrfcd over from year to year 
and propagated by a fungus that retains 
its vitality on the seed. Beans grow on t 
poorly drained soil are more opt to be 
injured by this disease.
\ Pamphlet No. 25 of the Central Exper­
imental Farm and available. from the 
Publications Branch of the Department 
of Agriculture at Ottawa, states that 
disease-free seed can be mo,t easily ob­
tained by gathering sound pods from a 
field as hearly disease-free ai is avail­
able. These pods should oe. Immersed in 
a solution of copper sulphate consisting 
of one pound dissolved in eighty gallons 
of water, or a solution of formalin one 
pint to thirty gallons of water, or cor­
rosive sublimate one oz. to eight gallons 
of water. Other control measures are 
contained in this pafnphlet.

He was con­
vinced that no reasonable demand would 
be refused, but reorganization must take 
time; the government could not pledge 
itself blindly and there had developed 
of late in the industrial world a habit of 
threats which was wholly mischievous.

es. In Australia, in every town where 
she went, however small, she had discov­
ered hidden -Bolshevist propoganda at 
work, conducted by Russians or Ger­
mans; and she gave her audience to un­
derstand that it was this influence which 
to the general astonishment of the peoplé 
of Australia, who were wholly devoted 
to the Empire, had prevented a majority 
vote for conscription. She had found 
the same kind of propaganda at work in 
Glasgow, and there, as in her own coun­
try she had sought to counteract it by 
constant public speaking. The people 

worth saving declared the speaker, 
and they could be saved, to ignore or ne­
glect this task now, she believed, meant 
the loss of the British Empire and with 
it the downfall of civilization.

Lord Reading’s special mission to the 

United States-began last year and was 
to end at the close of the war. Previous­
ly, in the fall of 1917, he, had come to 
the United States to assist in war 
financing. He said at a recent dinner 
that this was the time.when he really 
began to know the American people.
He found American financiers ready to 
contribute heavily tQ the wagings of the 
war, and With an altruism which spoke 
well for the sincerity of their patriot­
ism. The United States at that time 
had just made common cause with the 
Allies, setting the sèal of her great moral 
influence on the struggle in which they 
were engaged.

Lord Reading’s arrival in this country 
early in 1918. as ambassador, was his 
third visit here, butf'hC says that not un­
til then did he qndti^tand what it meant 
to have the Unlteti States fighting with 
the Allies. TftëŸè i-- was nothing, he 
found, that thé United States was not 
prepared to dp to win the war, and her 
entrance into the struggle made victory 
over Germany absolutely certain.

Spon after his arrival, Lord Reading 
had a conference with President Wilson 
at which (he president reached the de­
cision to rush the United States forces 
to France as fast as ships could be found 
to carry them. This action of the presi­
dent, Lord Reading regards as a chap­
ter of American history of such mo­
mentous importance as to be almost be­
yond the power of historical description. 
Lord Reading believes that America’s 
entrance into the war ,the decision flf 
the president to throw every bit of Am­
erican weight into the balance as speed- j 
ily as possible, and the influence oU tin* ;

He 
feels that he has learned to know the 
American people, and declares that so 
complete has been the understanding be­
tween him and the American officials, 
from the president down,that they might 
have all been members of the ministry 
of the same country.

What these official associates think of 
their relations with Lord Reading is 
thus expressed by Secretary Lansing:

“I would only add a personal word to 
tell you that I shall always consider our 
intimate relations privileges which have 
come to me from the Qffice which I hold, 
and I shall often look back with pleasure
