SunsmiNE 1N Loxpox.—The values for
the entire year show that the average
number of hours of bright sunshine is
1,214, or 27 per cent. of the possible
amount. The largest number recorded
in any year of the 14 was in 1887, when
there were 1,407, while the smallest was
in that notoriously dismal year1879,when
there were only 984. Taking the year
through the average daily amount of
sunshine at Greenwich is little more than
three hours and a quarter, or less than
half the quantity ible on the shorest
December day. ’ﬂhus, if the sun were to
shine all the year through for the same
number of hours as the highest possible
in mid-winter, we should get twice as
much bright weather as we actually ex-
perience ; and the results of an average
of 14 years’ observations show that
there are 94 days out of the 365, or more
than a fourth of the year, upon which
the solar rays are either alfogether ab-
gent or are too feeble to leave any mark
on the recording instrument.—Fredk J.

A VERY llﬂ FRUIT YEAR.
Last Year's € ia Crop T
The Opinion of an Expert.
[San Francisco Paper.]
California will produce more friit this
year than ever before. This is the opin-
ion of Washington Porter, President of
the Porter Bros’ Company of Chicago,
New York, Minneapolis and Omaha. Mr.
Porter has visited and inspected every
point of the State to ascertain the fruit
prospects, and, as his firm handles the
greatéist part of the crop sent from Cali-
fornia to the East, he speaks as an'ex-
pert.
“Speaking of southern California,” he
said to a D. R. reporter at the Palace to-
day, “ I can say that the orange crop is
the best this State ever produced, and
over 4000 carloads will have been export-
ed before the season ends. Of this large
export 1500 carloads have already gone
and 2500 carloads are yet togo. This is
from the south. Of the northern orange
belt—especially about Oroville—I can
say that it promises well, but as yet it
has produced few carloads, and has not
as yet a sufficent product to cut a figure
in the market. That will take some
time and steady development.
Turning the subject from citrus fruits,
Mr. Porter continued :
“Coming to the deciduous fruit dis-
tricts, I find the very best outlook—the
very best outlook the State has ever had.
Take the Santa Clara valley and barring
‘accidents, of course, the fruit crop this
“year will be three times that of any pre-
vious year. Where the largest exporta-
tion in previous years was between 11-
000,000 and 13,000,000, this year it will
undoubtedly be between 35,000,000 and
40,000,000 pounds. Y ou take Vaca valley,
and all along the Sacramento river down
to, say, Suisun; take the entire San Joa-
quin valley, including Alameda county—
and you will find the same state of affairs
as in therich Santa Clara valley. Every-
where this year’s product in deciduous
fruits will be practically three-fold that
of any former year.
*“ This flourishing state of affairs sug-
gests three great problems to me, which
should suggest themselves to every Cali-
fornia fruit grower. They are : First,
Have you sufficient help to care for your
product? Secend, ' Areyour transporta-
tion companies sufficiently well equipped |
to carry it ? Third, Have you a good
market in prospect ? These questions
will be considered and the answer found
by every fruit grower who desires to
make money out of his business, as I,
take it, all fruit growers do. My sugges-
tion is, with some intimate acquaintance

WAR ON CANADA.

CULLOM ADVOCATES IT IN REGARD
TO THE INTERSTATE COMMERCE
LAW.

Canadian Railways, He Says, Must be
Brought Under These Regulation,—
and United States Will Insist On It.

year the only means of bringing its pro-
ducts to St. John is on the ice of the
river, a risky and uncertain method. In
the summer this district would be dotted
with the summer residences of city
people if it had a railway but it has few
visitors now because of the difficulty
which business men experience in reach-
ing it by the river steamers. A railway
would also add largely to the permanent
population, for although some of the land
is light, it is all fairly productive and
everything it produces will ind a ready
market here. We mention these two
lines merely as illustrations of what may
be done to aid the interests of this city
by increasing its means of communica-
tion with outlying districts now un-
peopled for want of railway communica-
tion or even good roads. A glance ata
map of St. John, Kings and Charlotte
counties will show what vast area of
land within a moderate distance of St.
John are now lying waste and likely to
continue in this condition unless an ef-
fort is made to settle them. We respect-
fully suggest to the six representatives
for the city and county of St. John that
they will ind in this subject a better
means of advancing the interests of this

city than any other plan they could|;

adopt. Which of the six will take a lead
in this truly important matter ?

THEY COME HITHER.

While the columns of the grit news-
papers bristle with exodus paragraphs,
the significance of which is simply that
a certain number of our young men and
women are led by a spirit of adventure
or curiosity to the states, from time to
time, but of whose return to the land of
their birth they are careful to
make no mention, it is gratifying
to observe that into Manitoba and the
North-west country bona fide immi-
grants are pouring rapidly and the re-
cords of the past three months show that
their number is three times as great as
during the same period last year. Quite
as-many of these are from Dakota, Kan-
sas and other states as from Eastern
Canada and abroad. The west has rea-
son to congratulate itself upon
the inflax of such settlers.
They are of vur own blood : not the scum
of foreign®populations, brimful of revolu-

REDISTRIBUTION NEEDED.

Before the next session of the Legis-
lature is held the result of the Dominion
census now being taken will have been
published and the exact population of
each county in New Brunswick will be
known. It will then be in order for the
government to introduce a bill for the
purpose of changing the representation
of the province so a8 to bring itin har-
mony with the principle of representa-
tion by population as nearas is possible.
This will be the more neces-
sary because to the abolition of Legislat-
ive Council and inorder that all interests
and classes may be properly represented.
At present the system of representation
is absurd and out of date. Sunbury, an
unprogressive county with an agricul-
tural population which does not increase
has as many representatives as Carleton,
an eminently prosperous and rapidly

ing connty with four times its popu-
Restigouche, another sparsely
settled county, has as many representa-
_tives as either Kent or Gloucester, each
of which has three times its population.
Westmorland which has next to St.
John the largest population of any
county in the province and with
great and varied interests, has
only the same number of represent-
atives as Charlotte or Northumberland
with less than three-fifths its population.
Why should the county of Kings which
has 25,617 inhabitants at the last census
bave only three members while Char-
Jotte with 26,087 and Northumberland
with 25,109 people have each four
representatives? These are anomalies
which render the present representation
of the province an absurdity and make
a readj lutely 1y as
soon as the results of the census are
known. The Gazerreis of the opinion
that when this readjustment is made
the wrong which has been done the
city of St. John by giving the rural
parishes two members will be rectified,
No doubt the better plan of readjustment
would be to divide the several counties
into ridings each sending one member to
the House of Assembly. Under this
system fewer weak men could get into
the Legislature and local interests would
be better attended to than at present.
i s )

DEVELOP OUR_H_O_IE COUNTRY.

The growth and development of the
country in the vicinity of St. John ought
to be an object of interest to every
inhabitant of this city. While we may
approve of the building of railways in
the far north for the purpose of .opening
up fine tracts of territory in that remote
region, we should be much more con-
cerned to see the region about St.John set-
tled far more thickly than it is at present.
1t is quite true that much of the country
in the vicinity of 8t. John is
rocky and unfit for profitable
agricultural operations, but mixed with
it there is also much good land of special
value for the purposes of the dairy. To
a large extent the advantages which this
land possesses by reason of its nearness
to the city have been lost by the bad-
pess of the roads and the uacertain
meafi8 of communication. We are glad
to see that the railway subsidy act,which
has become law today, will if proper ad-
vantage is taken of its provisions, do
much to improve communication with
good tracts of country near St.J ohn which
ought to be settled by a good
farming population. ~The railway
from this city to Barnesville,which it is
propoged to build, will extend for 23
miles through the country to the east-
ward of us and ought to double the pop-
ulation of that district ina short time.
It passes through a district beautifully
diversified with lakes and much of the
land which it touches is very good. It
will be tLe favorite seat of the suburban
residences of our citizens at no distant
date. The Barnesville Railway will re-
duce the distance to &t. Martins but we
believe that at some future period it
will be found advantagous to continue
this road from Barnesville east-
ward through Kings and Albert
counties to the line of the
Albert Railway. Such a railway
would open up large tracts of good courr~
try, now very sparsely settled,and would
also bring large areas of good lumber
land within easy reach of 8t. John. The
proposed railway from Westfield to
Gagetown will also be of great impor-
tance to this city. The country through
which it will pass is for the most part
well settled, but it does not grow in pop-

and the dangers of disruption by con-
flicts of creeds or nationalities compara-
tively insignificant. We are glad that
men and women of such stock are
coming into Canada to make its waste
places blossom like the rose rather than
that they should be made more desolate
by the outlaws who make life a terror
in New Orleans, Baltimore, the coal
regions of Pennsylvania, and New
York, and Dby whom cultured
Massachusetts has been threatened
already, if not disgraced. Canada
wants no aided immigration; it wants
men and women who are capable of ap-
preciating its advantages; who are will-
ing to abide by 1ts laws; who will ident-
ify themselves with its prosperity, and
recognize in its advancement the well-
being and ~ advancement of them-
gelves and those 'who shall follow them.

The financial position of the province
of Nova Scotia does not seem to be very
satisfactory. The Halifax Herald says
that even on the provincial secretary’s
own showing there was a deficit of
$45,559 last year on ordinary revenue
account ; and in addition the provinciai
debt was increased over $408,000 at least.
The real debt and liabilities of the
province are not made clear on the face
of the returns, but a gross debt of
$2,642,518 is admitted.

The House of Assembly yesterday
very properly refused to pass Dr. Stock-
ton’s bill to exempt the St. John Law
society from civic taxation. We cannot
understand why such a measure should
have been put forward at all. The Law
Society is supported by the contributions
of the lawyers of St. John who cannot
practice their profession in the city un-
less they pay into its funds the sum of
$10 a year. This society is therefore
not a proper object of charity, but bas
an assured income and will bave an
assured income as long as there are law-
yers in this cigy.

The Messenger and Visitor, calls at-
tention to the vacant Senatorship for
Nova Scotia, and asks that a Baptist be
appointed to the vacancy. It says :—

1t is proper to note the fact that no
member of our depomination in_ these

rovinces holds & place in the Senate.
ormerly we had two representatives,
but for years we have had none. With
over 40,000 members and representing
more than a hundred thousand of the
population, it is not obvious to us why
the Baptists should not have a represen-
tative in the second chamber. If all re-
ligious considerations were ignored in
making appointments, we might allow
the subject to rest without mention. But
it appears to be generally understood
that religiousapplications are not ignored
in these cases, and if this be the fact, it

Why does not
the Messenger and Visitor enter a claim
for the appointment of a Baptist to that
vacancy also?

MICROBES UNDER THE NAILS.
A Chemist Proves That the Finger Tips
Are Homes of Disease.
There 18 & common belief that the
finger nails are poisenous, which idea
is natural enough, says the Boston Post,
considering the fact that scratches made
by them are generally quite irritable
and much inclined to unusual inflam-
mation. :
The reasoning is erroneous, ;however,
for as far as ig fknown, the nails them-
selves do not have any poisonoue pro-
perties. The trouble excited by them is|
due to the foreign deposits under them.
In other words, if one keeps his finger
nails clean, scratches caused by them
will be no more irritable than those pro-
duced by any like instrument that is
considered innogent.
The results of the examinations made
in Vienna show that it is more impor-
tant that the finger nails be kept clean
than any would suppose. =Seventy-eight
were made and there were found thirty
kinds of micrococei, eighteen different
bacilli and three kinds of sarcenz be-
sides, common mold spores were pres-
ent in many instances.
It would seem from this that the
spaces under the finger nails were favor-
able hiding places for the minute organ-
isms which are more or less prejudicial
to health, and that therein lies the poi-
sonous element attributed to the nails.
Furthermore, that cleanliness of the nails
is a very important essential. It is not
sufficient to use merely a knife blade,
but at the toilet a nail brush and plenty
of soap and water shouldbe called into
service.
Surgeons long ago learned that
deposits under the nails were a menace,
and that through them wounds were
easily poisoned. This led to extreme
care in the matterof personal cleanliness
on their own part, and on the part of all
their assistants.-

water, being especially careful to have
