An Industry That Will Assn me Im­
mense Proportions.—New Glasgow 
Destined lobe the Birmingham of 
America.

[From the New Glasgow Enterprise.]
The development of the iron deposits 

in Pictou county promises to be an im­
mense industry in the near future. 
There are two companies about com­
mencing work up the East River, some 
18 miles from New Glasgow. One is an 
American, and the other provincial, 
and British capital, a representa­
tive of the latter concern being now in 
the old country on business in connection 
with the project. The American com­
pany has surveyed a road from their 
works to New Glasgow, some 18$
They claim 40 square miles of iron and 
coal property. It is their intention to 
erect blast furnaces only, the ore being 
converted by this process into pig iron. 
The company claim abundance of coal in 
their area, which they will mine for their 
own use,. Æbe work# m connection With 
the blast furnace will cost alrout $200,- 
000. Should a subsidy be granted the 
company say they will extend the line 
to the sea coast, passing through Guys- 
boro, a rich agricultural district, but 
which has no railroad within its bord­
ers. The local company also means 
business and the sanguine ones say that 
they will be the first to begin work. It 
is the intention of this company to erect 
blasting and smelting works. The iron 
works in New Glasgow will take a great 
part of the output of the latter. The 
part of the countrv in which these mines 
are located will likely become a second 
Pittsburg, and the natives of New' Glas­
gow are weaving rose colored pictures of 
the day when that town, Stellarton and 
Trenton will be one city and the leading 
business and industrial centre of Nova 
Scotia.

DANIEL S ROBERTSON Penusylvauia Democratic colored Lea­
gue Issues an Address—Southern Ne­
groes Advised lo John «be Democratic

Harrisburg,- Pa., Sept 17.—The execu­
tive committee of the Democratic Col­
ored State league has issued an address 
to the colored voters of Pennsylvania. 
It says the colored man has not received 
the recognition from the Republic party 
that is deserved in return for his loyal 
partisanship. It adds—We have been 
cajoled with promises, and have seen 
others reap the reward of our labors. A 
foreigner entering onr legislative halls 
would never know that Pennsylvania 
contained upward of 100,000 negroes. The 
doors of the factories and manufacturing 
industries, owned and controlled chiefly 
by Republicans in Pennsylvania, have 
been tightly barred against us, and yet 
thrown open to foreigners.

The address appeals to the colored 
voters to cast their ballots for the Demo­
cratic candidate for state treasurer.

In conclusion the address says: “We 
deplore the condition of onr people in the 
south, and counsel them to ameliorate 
their condition by welding themselves 
with the people of their section of the 
country with.whom their interests should 
be identical, other than1 stir up strife by 
adhering to the Republican party, which 
either is unwilling or unable to give 

protection guaranteed by con 
1 enactment to all citizens.”

The figures complied at the pension 
bureau to show the work of the last fiscal 
year disclose that our army of pensioners 
had reached the prodigious number of 
345,125 up to June 30, so that at the 
present time it must be about half a 
million stron g at its recent rate of in­
crease. Yet this does not satisfy 
Senator Ingalls, who calls for making 
every man who served in the civil war a 
pensioner for life npon the government, 
whether ill or well, rich or poor. It 
further appears that during the late 
fiscal year the payment for pensions 
had reached the extraordinary sum of 
$88,275,113, which was several millions 
more than the amount, then unpreced­
ented, of the twelve months preceding. 
When it is reflected that the war ended 
nearly 25 years ago and that the names 
of hundreds of thousands of those who 
have once received pensions have been 
dropped, the continued increase In dis­
bursements is most extraodinary. A 
dozen years ago the total amount requir­
ed for pensions annually was between 
$27.000,000 and $28,000,000 a year. Now 
more than three times as much is paid 
out; yet an outcry is made for other 
legislation which would carry the pay­
ments to more than $100,000,000 a year-

THE LEGISLATIVE COUNCIL-Z G. Feans,
An article in the Telegraph this morn­

ing which is evidently inspired by the 
provincial government may lie taken as 
an indication that Mr. Blair has no in- 
tentionof abolishing the Legislative Coun­
cil.

If the M P P from 
Carle ton can devise a plan whereby five 
new appointees can be legally and con­
stitutionally planted into the four exist­
ing vacant seats the public will not doubt 
but that Mr. Blair can be relied on to 
adopt the plan and the legislative council 
will soon become extinct.

If the government have now four men 
in the Council on whom they can rely, 
and they fill the four vacancies with men 
piedged to the abolition of the Council, 
the measure to get rid of that body can 
be carried with the help of Mr. Young, 
for it is well known that gentleman will 
be able to carry more than one member 
with him. Mr. Young is not a man 
likely to make promises that he cannot 
perform, and he has agreed to help the 
government to abolish the Council if, as 
a proof of their sincerity, they will 
appoint four men to fill the vacant seats 
pledged to vote for its abolition. The 
present editor of the Telegraph, however 
does not want the Council! abolislied for 
he has been promised a seat in it, hence 
his efforts to induce Mr. Blair to reject 
Mr. Young’s offer. If Mr. Blair is wise 
he will pay no attention to this greedy 
office seeker, but will proceed to carry 
out the policy which he pledged him­
self to several years ago.
