ARS. THE UPPER PROVINCES. LOCAL MATTERS.is built on the site of the old Cunard mill 
and close to it is the terminas of the 
Caraqaet Railway. There is a fine ma­
chine shop in connexion with both which 
enables any slight repairs that are need­
ed to be made instantly. Mr. Kennedy 
F. Burns resides on a fine place which 
was formerly a part of the Canard pro­
perty. Besides the Bathurst mill he has 
another at Burnsville about 30 milee 
down the Caraquet Railway which is 
run by water power and cuts about three 
million superficial feet of deals every 
season. The Caraquet railway brings 
these deals to Bathurst for shipment and 
also logs for the large steam mill at the 
latter place.

The shipments of lumber at Bathurst 
have averaged fifteen millions a year for 
the past ten years, and there is no diffi­
culty in keeping the business up to that 
figure when both the large steam mills 
are in operation. Besides these there 
are three other mills for small lumber. 
The shingle mill of O. F. Stacey & Go. is 
now in its second season. It has five 
shingle machines and will cut 70,000 a 
day. The best of these shingles are sent 
to the United States. Another small 
shingle mill was run by a man named 
Carter, who died suddenly the other day. 
There is also a small mill owned by Hil- 
arian Hache, that cuts boards and sleep­
ers. It is a rotary mill.

The fishing business of Bathurst is 
quite extensive, the principal people en­
gaged in it being Robert Armstrong, 
John R Baldwin, Thos. Miller and M. 
Gulain. These people put up salmon in 
a frozen state, and ship them to the 
United States. The catch this year has 
been good, but the nets were all taken 
up on the 15th inst. Mr. Samuel Bishop 
puts up lobsters for the United States, 
and British and Canadian markets.

Perhaps the most novel and interest­
ing feature of Bathurst is the hop farm 
of Professor R. Carr Harris. This gen­
tleman has become a large land propriet­
or in Bathurst He owns the old Vale 
farm of about 1000 acres, a farm once 
owned by the Fergusons. The professor 
keeps a buffalo bull on his farm. He 
has another farm called the Ferns and 
a third known by a highland name 
which means Mossy Bank. On the lat­
ter farm he has some seventy 
acres of hops this year, and next year 
expects to have 100 acres. Last year 
he had 56 acres. A good crop of hops 
is about 1500 lbs. to the acre which at 
20 cents a pound nets $300. Mr. Harris 
is, as may be supposed, a large employer 
of labor for hop cultivation. He is a 
professor in the military college, King­
ston and is wealthy.

Montreal, July 29.—Only a few months 
ago the Balmoral Hotel was the scene of 
a fire which did considerable damage, 
and at an early hour in the morning an­
other serious conflagration took place.

Bathorat a* It 1»—The Town and the
Village—Two Great Lumber Estab­
lishment*—A Hop Farm.
[Special Correspondence of the Gazette.)

Bathurst, July 26.—Bathurst, the 
shi retown of Gloucester County, is a very 
different place from the solitary settle­
ment which Denys founded on the 
shores of the Basin of the Nepisiguit 
almost two centuries and a half ago. Of 
this place it may be said that its present 
is better than its past and that its future 
is full of hope. Bathurst, in its develop­
ment has natural obstacles to contend 
against, such as the shallowness of its 
harbor, it has artificial obstacles also 
such as the absurdly high freight rates 
on the Intercolonial railway, yet in spite 
of these it has grown and will grow, and 
when the latter are removed, it may be 
expected to grow more rapidly than now.

People at a distance naturally think of 
Bathurst as one, but it is in reality two 
communities, Bathurst town and Bath­
urst village. Bathurst town is the most 
populous and important, but Bathurst 
village is not to be despised and it con­
tains one of those extensive establish­
ments for which the North Shore has 
been somewhat famous, erected by the 
lumber kings of a former day. The 
town and village are just half a mile 
apart and are connected by a bridge of 
that length which extends across an in­
let at the head of Bathurst harbor into 
which flows two streams named Middle 
river and Little river. Another 
bridge, which has only recently 
been completed, and which is also just 
half a mile in length,extends from Bath­
urst town to the railway station. The 
two bridges converge at a point at the 
end of the principal street of Bathurst, 
and if the reader will imagine an equil­
ateral triangle with sides half a mile in 
length he will have an accurate idea of 
the station, the town and the village; the 
southerly point of the triangle represent­
ing the station, the eastern point, the 
town and the western the village. For­
merly all traffic from the railway station 
to the town had to go by the old bridge 
and consequently through part of the 
village, but the new bridge has changed 
all this and given the townspeople direct 
connexion with the station. The villag­
ers do not look upon this change with 
any great degree of favor as it reduces 
the importance of the village somewhat, 
yet the new bridge is likely to be of great 
benefit to Bathurst.

of Fredericton. There is a large steam 
mill of modern construction capable 
of cutting from nine to ten million 
superficial feet of deals every season. 
There is a splendid store of large size 
capable of containing sufficient goods to 
keep half the people of Gloucester for a 
whole year. There is a ship yard where 
many fine vessels have been constructed, 
a salt store 100 feet in length,and numer­
ous other buildings suitable for the work 
to be carried on there. Bat the great 
feature of the place is the house now 
occupied by the manager of the establish­
ment, Mr. James Girvan, a son of the 
much respected Inspector of the Bank of 
New Brunswick. The home, which was 
formerly the residence of Francis Fergu­
son, is one of the few houses in New 
Brunswick which may fairly be describ­
ed as a mansion. It contains some 
tw enty five rooms and as it is only a story 
and half in height,covers a very large area 
of ground. The establishment is very com­
plete in all respects and must have cost a 
very large sum of money when it was 
built in the paling days of the house of 
Ferguson, Rankin & Co. Half a mile 
distant is the farm which formerly be­
longed to the same concern but which is 
now owned by Mr. Wm. Rogers. This 
farm contains 350 acres of cleared land, 
cuts between 400 and 500 tons of hay 
and had at one time npon it 87 head of 
cattle and over 40 horses. The land, 
like all the land around Bathurst, is 
cellent, being a clay mixed with sand.

Bathurst town cccnpies a level plateau 
three-quarters of a mile in length and 
half as much in width lying between 
the Nepisiguit River and the inlet of the 
basin already spoken of, over which the 
bridge leading to the railway station ex­
tends. Its site has a general resemblance 
to that of Fredericton. The most con­
spicuous building in the town is that be­
longing to the government of Canada 
which contains the post office and cus­
tom house. It is at the northern end of 
the town at the junction of the two 
bridges and is a handsome brick struct­
ure, three stories in height with a tower. 
Its design like that of all the buildings 
erected by the government of Canada is 
good. It resembles in its general aspect 
the Carleton poet office but is larger.

There are three places of worship in 
Bathurst town, the Roman Catholic, 
which is a substantial stone struct nre, 
and the chnrch of England and Methodist 
churches. There are several hotels bat 
the largest and best patronized is the 
Keary house which is now fall all the 
time with tourists and others who "bave 
occasion to visit Bathurst One of the 
features of Bathurst is the drug store of 
A. C. Smith & Co., which has been estab­
lished some three or four years and 
which being the only drug store in; the 
conntyJof Gloucester is doing a fine busi­
ness.

The principal industrial establishment 
of Bathurst is the mill of the St Law*, 
rence Timber Co., a concern which is 
managed by Mr. Kennedy F. Burns, M. 
P., and his brother Mr. Patrick J. Burns. 
I bad the pleasure of going over the mill 
with the latter and was much impressed 
with the perfection of the appliances 
against fire. The mill cuts from nine to 
10 millions every season. The fire extin- 
quishing appliances were tested in my 
presence and in eleven seconds from the 
time the alarm was given the water was 
on in a stream large enough to put out 
any ordinary fire instantly. The roof of 
the mill is traversed by a perforated pipe 
so that it can be flooded in a 
moment and no fire has any 
chance of making any progress 
while the mill is in operation. This mill

TRJED TO KILL THEMSELVES.
tens.A Singular Case of Attempted Suicide 

by Two Brothers.

Los Angeles, CaL, July 26.—Two bro­
thers, Louis and Philip Andeget, natives 
of France, arrived in this city yesterday 
from Newhall and were taken to the 
county hospital Louis had three ballets 
in his head and Philip had one. The 
wounds were the result of a remark­
able attempt at double suicide. 
Philip is in no danger, but 
Lonis has small chances of re­
covery. The brothers were found 
on the ground under a tree, in 
Little Canyon, near Newhall, on 
Thursday night, both wounded and 
apparently dying. They went to Newhall 
a few months ago and took up a quarter 
section of land.

ORANGEMEN TO VISIT 8T. JOHN.

The Annual Session of the Grand Lodge 
of British North America to be Held 
In St. John.

Lawrence, Mass., July 28.—Everything 

about the scene of the cyclone was quiet 
during the night, battery C. relieved the 
infantry this morning.

discords of barbaric music stirred him 
at'times when Schubert’s grace, and Chop­
in’s beautiful sorrows, and the mighty 
harmonies of Beethoven himself, fell un­
heeded on his ear. He collected together 
fram all parts of the world the strangest 
instruments that could be found, either 
in the tombs of dead nations or among 
the few savage tribes that have survived 
contact with Western civilizations, and 
loved to touch and try them. He had the 
mysterious juruparis of the Rio Negro 
Indians, that women are not allowed to 
look at, and even youths may not see till 
they have been subjected to fasting and 
scourging, and the earthen jars of the 
Peruvians that have the shrill cries of 
birds, and flutes of human bones such as 
Alfonso de Ovalle heard in Chili, and the 
sonorous green stones that are found near 
Cuzco and give forth a note of singular 
sweetness. He had painted gourds filled 
with pebbles that rattled when they were 
shaken; the long clarin of the Mexicans, 
into which the performer does not blow, 
but through which he inhales the air; 
the harsh tore of the Amazon tribes, that 
is sounded by the sentinels who sit all 
day long in trees, and that can be 
heard, it is said, at a distance 
of three leagues ; the teponaztli, that 
has two vibrating tongues of wood, and 
is beaten with sticks that are smeared 
with an elastic gum obtained from the 
milky juice of plants ; the yotl-bells of 
the Aztecs, that are hung in clusters like 
grapes; and a huge cylindrical drum, 
covered with the skins of great serpents, 
like the one that Bernal Diaz saw when 
he went with Cortes into the Mexican 
temple, and of whose doleful sound he 
has left us so vivid a description, 
fantastic character of these instruments 
fascinated him, and he felt a curious de­
light in the thought that Art, like Nat­
ure, has her monsters, things with bestial 
shape and with hideous voices. Yet, af­
ter some time, he wearied of them, and 
would sit in his box at the Opera, either 
alone or with Lord Henry, listening in 
rapt pleasure to “Tannhauser,” and see­
ing in that great work of art a presenta­
tion of the tragedy of his own soul.

On another occasion he took up the 
study of jewels, and appeared at a cos­
tume ball as Anne de Joyeuse, Admiral 
of France, in a dress covered with five 
hundred and sixty pearls. He would 
often spend a whole day settling and re­
settling in their cases the various stones 
that he bad collected, such as the olive- 
green chrysoberyl that turns red by 
lamplight, the cymophane with its wire- 
like line of silver, the pistachio-colored 
peridot, rose-pink and wine-yellow topaz­
es, carbuncles of fiery scarlet with trem­
ulous four-rayed stars, flame-red cinna­
mon-stones, orange and violet spinels, 
and amethysts with their alternate 
layers of ruby and sapphire. He loved 
the red gold of the snnstone, and the 
moonstone’s pearly whiteness, and the 
broken rainbow of the milky opal. He 
procured from Amsterdam three emer­
alds of extraordinary size and richness 
of color, and had a turquoise de la vieille 
roche that was the envy of all the con­
noisseurs.

He discovered wonderful stories, also, 
about jewels. In Alphonso’s “ Clericalis 
Disciplina” a serpent was mentioned 
with eyes ofreal jacinth, and in the ro­
mantic history of Alexander he was said 
to have found snakes in the vale of Jor­
dan “with collars of real emeralds grow­
ing on their backs.” There was a gem in 
the brain of the dragon, Philoetratns 
told us, and “ by the exhibition of golden 
letters and a scarlet robe” the monster 
could be thrown into a magical sleep, 
and slain. According to the great al­
chemist Pierre de Boniface, the diamond 
rendered a man invisible, and the agate 
of India made him eloquent. The corne­
lian appeased anger, and the hyacinth 
provoked sleep, and the amethyst drove 
away the fames of wine. The garnet 
cast out demons, and the hydropicus de­
prived the moon of her color. The selen­
ite waxed and waned wiih the moon, and 
the melocens, that discovers thieves, 
could be affected only by the blood of 
kids. Leonardos Camillas had seen a 
white stone taken from the brain of a 
newly-killed toad, that was a certain an­
tidote against poison. The bezoar, that 
was found in the heart of the Arabian 
deer, was a charm that could cure the 
plague. In the nests of Arabian birds 
was the aspilates, that, according to De­
mocritus, kept the wearer from any 
danger by fire.

There are few of us who have not 

sometimes wakened before dawn, either 
after one of those dreamless nights that 
make one almost enamoured of death, or 
one of those nights of horror and mis­
shapen joy, when through the chambers 
of the brain sweep phantoms more ter­
rible than reality itself, and instinct with 
that vivid life that lurks in all grotesques, 
and that lends to Gothic art its enduring 
vitality, this art being, one might fancy, 
especially the art of those whose minds 
have been troubled with the malady of 
revery. Gradually white fingers creep 
through the curtains, and they appear to 
tremble. Black, fantastic shadows crawl 
into the corners of the room, and crouch 
there. Outside, there is the stirring of 
birds among the leaves, or the sound of 
men going forth to their work, or the sigh 
and sob of the wind coming down from 
the hills, and wandering round the silent 
house, as though it feared to wake the 
sleepers. Veil after veil of thin dusky 
gauze is lifted, and by degrees the forms 
and colors of things are restored to them 
and we watch the dawn remaking the 
world in its antique pattern. The wan 
mirrors get back their mimic life. The 
flameless tapers stand where we 
have left them, and beside them 
lies the half-read book that we had been 
studying, or the wired flower that we 
had worn at the ball, or the letter that 
we had been afraid to read, or that we 
had read too often. Nothing seems to ns 
changed. Ont of the unreal shadows of 
the night comes back the real life that 
we had known. We have to resume it 
where we had left off, and there steals 
over us a terrible sense of the necessity 
for the continuence of energy in the 
wearisome round of stereotyped habits,or 
a wild longing, it may be, that our eye­
lids might open some morning upon a 
world that had been re-fashioned anew 
for our pleasure in the darkness, a world 
in which things would have fresh shapes 
and colors, and be changed, or have other 
secrets, at any rate, in no conscious form 
of obligation or regret, the remember- 
ance even of joy having its bitterness, 
and the memories of pleasure their pain.

It was the creation of such worlds as 
these that seemed to Dorian Gray to be 
the true object, or among the true objects 
of life; and in his search for sensations 
that would be at once new and delight­
ful, and possesses that element of strange­
ness that is so essential to romance, he 
would often adopt certain modes of 
thought that he knew to be really alien 
to his nature, abandon himself to their 
subtle influences, and then, having, as it 
were caught their color and satisfied his 
curiosity, leave them with that curious 
indifference that is not incompatible 
with a real ardor of temperament, and 
that indeed, according to certain modern 
pyschologists, is often a condition of it 

It was rumored of him once that he 
was about to join the Roman Catholic 
communion; and certainly the Roman 
ritual had always a great attraction for 
him. The daily sacrifice, more awful 
really than all the sacrifices of the antique 
world, stirred him as much by its superb 
rejection of the evidence of the senses as 
by the primitive simplicity of its elements 
and the eternal pathos of the human 
tragedy that it sought to symbolize. He 
loved to kneel down on the cold marble 
pavement, and watch the priest, in his 
stiff flowered cope, slowly and with white 
hands moving aside the veil of the tab­
ernacle, and raising aloft the jewelled 
lantern-shaped monstrance with that 
pallid wafer that at times, one would 
fain think,is indeed the “panis cælestis,” 
the bread of angels, or, robed in the gar­
ments of the Passion of Christ, breaking 
the Host into the chalice, and smiting 
his breast for his sins. The fuming cen­
sers, that the grave boys, in their lace 
and scarlet, tossed into the air like great 
gilt flowers, had their subtle fascination 
for him. As he passed out, he used to 
look with wonder at the black confessio­
nals, and long to sit in the dim shadow 
of one of them and listen to men and 
women whispering through the tarnished 
grating the true story of their lives.

But he never fell into the error of 
arresting his intellectual development by 
any formal acceptance of creed or system 
or of mistaking, for a house in which to 
live, an inn that is but suitable for the 
sojourn of a night, or for a few hours of a 
night in which there are no stars and 
the moon is in travail. ^Mysticism» 
with its marvellous power of making 
common things strange to us, and the 
subtle anlinomianism that always 
seems to accompany it, moved 
him ior a season; and for a season 
he inclined to the materialistic 
doctrines of the Darwinismus movement 
in Germany, and found a curious pleas­
ure in tracing the thoughts and passions 
of men to some pearly cell in the brain, 
or some white nerve in the body, delight­
ing in the conception of the absolute de­
pendence of the spirit on certain physi­
cal conditions, morbid or healthy, 
normal or diseased. Yet, as has been 
said of him before, no theory of life 
seemed to him to be of any importance 
compared with life itself. He felt keenly 
conscious of how barren all intellectual 
speculation is when separated from ac­
tion and experiment He knew that the 
senses, no less than the soul, have their 
mysteries to reveal.

And so he would now study perfumes, 
and the secrets of their manufacture, 
distilling heavily-scented oils, and burn­
ing odorous gums from the East. He 
saw that there was no mood of the mind 
that had not its counterpart in the sen­
suous life, and set himself to discover 
their true relations,wondering what there 
was in frankincense that made one mys­
tical, and in ambergris that stirred one’s 
passions, and in violets that woke the 
memory of dead romances, and in musk 
that troubled t he brain, and in champak 
that stained the imagination; and seeking 
often to elal»orate a real psychology of 
perfumes, and to estimate the several 
influences of sweet-smelling roots, and 
scented pollen-laden flowers, of aromatic 
balms, and of -dark and fragrant woods, 
of spikenard that sickens, of hovenia that 
makes men mad, and of aloes that are 
said to be able to expel melancholy from 
the sont

At another time he devoted himself 
entirely to music, and in a long latticed 
room, with a vermilion-and-gold ceiling 
and walls of olive-green lacquer, he used 
to give curious concerts in which mad 
gypsies tore wild music from little zithers, 
or grave yellow-shawled Tunisians pluck­
ed at the strained strings of monstrous 
lutes, while grinning negroes beat monot­
onously upon copper drams, or tarbaned 
Indians, crouching upon scarlet mats, 
blew through long pipes of reed or brass, 
and charmed, or feigned to charm, great 

; hooded snakes and horrible horned ad­
ders. The harsh intervals and shrill
