Hooper of the labor board, whiech was considered coneiliatory in
some quarters, but said he expeeted to make reply after studying
it elosely. Mr. Hooper in his letter advised the shopmen to co-op-
erate with the labor board.

The sixth day of the shopmen’s strike was marked by little
violence except for a few sporadie outbreaks in widely scattered
sections.

Fixed Period of Grace.

New York.—At the end of the sixth day of the shop crafts
strike, railroadi entering New York reported shops and round-
houses were working with 35 te 60 per cent. normal forees, while
union leaders continued to claim new gains in the ranks of the
strikers. Rail executives united in a statement that all men en-
gaged to fill strikers’ places from this time forward will be con-
sidered permanent employees.

Three roads fixed a period of grace after which strikers will
not be rehired. The Pennsylvania announced its men would re-
tain their pension and seniority rights if they returned by to-mor-
row night. The Central Railroad of New Jersey set the “dead-
line”” at noon, Sunday, and the Lehigh Valley at midnight tomor-
row.

Other roads maintained previously adopted policies, viz., that
n:turuing strikers would only get the ““rights’’ of new employees.
Canadians May Strike.

Moose Jaw.—James Somerville, international vice-president of
the Machinists’ Union, who returfied to Moose Jaw from a tour of
Canadian railways from Montreal to Vaneouver, declared that
shopmen throughout Canada are prepared.to go on strike if rail-

{way companies persist in their attempt to impose the terms an-
inounced during May upon the men.

The men, declared Mr. Som-
erville, are determined that they are not going to submit to the
eonditions which the railways are attempting to impose ofi them,
especially with regard to Sunday work.

““The proposal of the railways is that the men should accept
straight time for Sunday work and hnlida_\";. We established the
payment of overtime for Sundays and holidays 25 vears ago to
elimifiate, as far as’ possible, work on Sundays. If the eompanies’
proposal to pay straight time for Sunday work is accepted, we
will debase Sunday the same as the United States and conditions
which we believed we had overcome years ago will be back,’’ he

In announcing a decrease of 211,

Process of Disinfection.

Here the most modern machinery
and apparatus for disinfection is
found. Great generators, set up side
by side, with airtight compartments
sealed by steam-conmtrolled doors of
a powerful size; the granite maws
taking in the affected clothing under
superheated steam, at a temperature
of 230 degrees. Sulphurous gases, or
formaldehyde, creating havoe with
any existing germs. The fumigation
plant, hand fed retorts, are ingeni-
ously supplied]l with trolleys run from
the dock and ship’s side, thus saving
time and labor, both of which cost
money to the taxpayer. It might be
mentioned here, that in the case of
any outbreak of a major disease on
shipboard, all expenses are paid by
the shipping companies. Separate
accommodation is provided all Jap-
anese and Chinese passengers.

Hospital Buildings.

The hospitals are five in number:
two being set apart for smallpox
subjects, ome for searlet fever and
two for minor diseases. The large
detention hall (for first class pas
sengers) accommodates over a hua-
dred souls.

Much interést attaches
to an excavating machine designed
by Mr. Tempest, which is now being
assembled, and which when erected
will be tried in the chalk marl It is
believed that this exeavator will have
a greater output thin any machine
hitherto used for tunnel boring. The
work of dealing with the spoil has
also been the subject of special study,
a8 it is impossible in the case of a
submariné tamnel to remove it
through shafts. One or two some-
what fantastic schemes have been
proposed for discharging the spoil
under pressure into the sea. Prefer
ence, is, however, likely to be given
to the slwrrification methed, by which
the spoil would be comverted into
liquid by the addition of water and
discharged from the tusnel works
by pumping plast. As compared
with the ordinary method of loading
the spoil into wagons and hauling it
away in train loads the slurrification
process would save time and money.
