Edinburgh, Sept. 18—The greatest 
muster of Scotchmen under arms since 
the battle of F hidden Field was reviewed 
by King Edward here to-dny. The King 
arrived at the Scottish capital this morn­
ing and proceeded to Holy rood Palace, 
when, attended by the Duke of Con­
naught and a brilliant staff, he rode to 
the parade ground in King’s park. Near­
ly 40,000 Scotch volunteers were in the 
march past. Enormous numbers of visi­
tors were here from all parts of the 
world and the north of England to wit­
ness the review, which is expected1 to 
assist in counteracting the extreme irri­
tation felt in volunteer circles over recent 
worrying regulations of the war office.

During the march past Sir Thomas 
Lipton, who is honorary colonel of the 
Second Lanarkshire Regiment, was lead­
ing his regiment past the King when his 
horse threw him. and Sir Thomas was 
kicked in the face. Hia injuries are not 
serious.

Karlstad, Sept. 18.—It was officially 
anouuced last night that the probabili­
ties are that Norway and Sweden will 
in the near futdre he able to bring the 
present separation negotiations to a def­
inite result. This is taken to mean that 
a settlement is at hand.

The Norwegian and Swedish delegatee 
were in conference for two hours and 
a half to-day and adjourned to meet when 
an agreement is reached on certain 
points submitted to a sub-committee con­
sisting of Messrs. Lundenburg, Micbel- 
son, Hemmersiajold and Loveland.

A certain element in Norway Is op­
posing the proposed terms of agreement, 
thus placing difficulty in the way of the 
delegates. It la understood that as a 
basis of agreement Sweden has promised 
to sign an arbitration treaty as soon as 
Norway is recognized as a separate state, 
while Norway agrees to destroy all the 
new frontier fortifications. The other 
conditions are still tinder consideration.

Rossland, Sept. 19.—The tariff com­
mission spent a busy day yesterday. At 
10 o'clock the mines were visited, the 
whole party going down the Centre Star 
and coming up the Le Roi shaft, ex­
ploring the workings for three hours.

DENY TbTdEMOCRATS
SOLICITED COBIRIBUriOSS

New York, Sept. 21.—In discussing the 
political coiiditions prevalent in Great 
Britain, Sir Gilbert Parker, member of 
parliament, who is now in this city, said 
last night that the most .important ques­
tion is Joseph' Chamberlain's policy of 
preferential tariff.

“We have taken a small leaf out of a 
large American book,” he went on to 
say. “I hardly think the question will1 
he settled at the next election. Just as 
it would be impossible to convert the 
United States to the free trade in tire 
three years, so I don’t anticipate it will 
be possible to convert Great Britain to 
the policy of Imperial reciprocity and of 
tariff reform in the same space of time. 
The most important parts of the policy 
of the Conservative party to which I be­
long is tariff reform, and the most im­
portant part of tariff reform is colonial 
preference. That is, in effect, what my 
party will urge when it goes to the coun­
try again and afterward. Preference 
especially must be given to Canadian 
wheat. Twenty years from now I be­
lieve that America will export no wheat. 
She will need it all for herself. In the 
meantime we must build up a trade with 
Canada by artificial means.

“They will not affect the relations be­
tween America and England. Any pre­
ference we give to Canada will be re­
cognized by all good Americans as pure­
ly legitimate. Americans have a great 
respect for people who, like themselves, 
are able to do good business for them­
selves.

“It is an actual fact, that the moment 
that England adopts a defensive tariff 
the beginning of international reciprocity 
will be at hand, and not until then. Busi­
ness is a bloodless war, if you will, but 
it is a war, and peace can only be at­
tained when one nation is strong enough 
to compete with another by the use of 
equivalent weapons.

“There never was a time in the history 
of the two countries when the pro-Am­
erican feeling was so strong as it is at 
the present m England. It is a great 
and absolute admiration for American 
energy, power and intellect. The day 
of jealousy on the part of England has 
gone for ever.” >

On one subject, however, the members 
of the party were free to* express them­
selves, and that was on the attitude of 
President Roosevelt in the peace negotia­
tions. In a general way all of them paid 
trioute to the personality of the Presi­
dent and satisfaction over his indefatiga­
ble efforts to bring the conference to a 
successful issue was remarked. Col. 
Tachibana stated that “future genera­
tions would probably learn more of the 
inside history of the memorable confer­
ence than the present.”

Mr. Denison, in decling to be inter­
viewed, said: “I have met newspaper­
men at every stopping place since we 
left the East, and to every man who has 
approached me I have remained silent. 
We cannot talk now. M. Yamaza is 
chief of our party, and I refer you to 
him.”

Asked if the members of the mission 
were satisfied with the term» of the 
peace treaty, K. Ochiai, secretary of le­
gation at Paris, said: “I cannot answer 
your question. I do not know whether 
we are satisfied or not."

On the subject of the recent riots at 
Tokio and the reported dissatisfaction 
of the people in the empire, members of 
the party, in private conversations with 
the deputation which men the train at 
Everett, said that it was wholly due to 
political agitation.

RAILWAY COMMISSION.

Meeting at New Westminster—An In­
terview With Hon. A. C. Killam.

We hope that you and yours will enjoy 
happiness and prosperity! and that as pastor 
and people the bond of union now happily 
begun may continue and grow In strength 
as the years go by.

although,The Railway Commissioners arrived at 
Vancouver on Monday night. The party 
is compostd of Hon. A. C. Killam, chief 
commissioner; Dr. Mills, commissioner; 
J. T. Hard well, chief traffic officer; G. 
E. Primeau, acting secretary; J. C. 
Owen, official reporter; R. Richardson, 
private secretary to the chief commis­
sioner, and T; Chandler. Hon. M. E. 
Bernier did not come West with his col­
leagues.

When seen by a News-Advertiser re­
porter. Chief Commissioner Killam said 
that this was his first trip to the Coast 
in about tewlve years. He said he no­
ticed considerable improvement in the 
country generally, ‘‘But of course,” he 
added, “I cannot say much about Van­
couver, as I have only just arrived here 
m the dark.” The chief commissioner 
said that his own city1 of Winnipeg was 
all bustle and stir, and business Was 
brisk on the strength of the big harvest. 
Coming through the prairies they found 
all the grain cut, and the fields studded 
with thousands of stooks among which 
the harvesters were busy.

“Do you find that you have many dif­
ficult railway problems to settle this 
year?” asked the reporter.

“No, I cannot say that we have found 
anything so very difficult,” was the re­
ply of the commissioner. “The disputes 
are chiefly between rival railway com­
panies, and if one will only give and 
take a bit there is no trouble. In fact 
I think the creation of a commission 
has a great tendency to bring about 
peaceful settlements of railway troubles, 
for very , often when railway companies 
hear that the commission is coming, they 
will make an effort to have their dis­
agreements adjusted before it sits.”

He said they would probably hold a 
sitting in Vancouver. Afterwards they 
would go down to Nelson and after sit­
ting there would return East.

The commission held a session at New 
Westminster on Tuesday. Chief Com­
missioner Killam presided. The only 
important complaint was that Winnipeg 
merchants enjoyed a 21-cent preferen­
tial rate over Coast merchants to Koot­
enay points. It was cited that Victoria 
and Vancouver orders had been can­
celled on these grounds. It*was pointed 
oiit that Calgary was nearer Vancouver 
than Winnipeg, and rates from either 
of the two latter points should be the 
same. The chairman drew attention to 
the increased cost of operating the moun­
tain section. The C.P.R. replied to" the 
objection that the questions were gen­
eral and were now occupying the atten­
tion of the officials. No decision was 
reached.

Japan Anxious to Become a Cattle 
Raising Country.

J. Nishimura* who was a passenger 
on the Athenian, which sailed Monday, 
is of the firm of Messrs. Nosawa & Ccm- 
patiy, of Tokio, Yokohaina, Kobe, and 
London. He arrived from the East, 
where he went fo purchase thorough­
bred live stock, which, were shipped on 
the Athenian to Japan.

The stock is being imported by the 
Japanese government, Mr. Nishimura 
said, to improve the type of native cat­
tle which is small. Previously, cattle 
for improving purposes were imported 
from England, but owing to the trading 
regulations during fhe War, it was ne­
cessary to procure them elsewhere, and 
this is the first shipment from Canada. 
The cattle were mostly obtained- in Que­
bec, and consist of 19 Ayrshires, 2 Short­
horns. 2 Devons and 2 Holsfeins.

Stock breeding in Japan is on a small 
scale, as is farming, and the government 
is endeavoring to develop both. Oxen 
are used there to a very large extent, 
and the demands of the war were the 
cause of many being slaughtered to sup­
ply the army with. meat. Japan has for 
the most part supplied herself with beef, 
and the people are loath to eat imported 
caftiç. Brices ranged before the war 
from $2 cents to 22 cents, but doubled 
during the period, of the fighting.

Sir Frederick said that while the ques­
tion of a naval reserve was one coming 
under the department of the Minister of 
Marine and Fisheries, yet it was inter­
esting to him, inasmuch as it dealt with 
the subject of defence. At the time of 
the Colonial Conference in London three 
years ago all these points were taken up. 
All the colonies were at that time asked 
to do two things: First, to train bod­
ies of men for foreign service to be em­
barked in a special wn.v. Sir Frederick 
said lie opposed this and was snnported 
by the Premier of Australia, who was 
opposed to the formation of what would 
be regarded as a corps elite. Moreover 
this * would be contrary to the Militia 
Act. It was felt that if the occasion 
arose for it thçre would have to be a 
voluntary service just as in the case of 
the volunteers for the South African
war.

Explosion of Lamp Started Fire Which 
Caused Loss Estimated at $300,000 

—No Insurance.

A special dispatch to the Seattle 
Times from Nome, dated Tuesday, says:

The conflagration that swept the busi­
ness section of this city last Wednesday 
resulted in the destruction of forty-six 
large buildings and innumerable small 
structures.

The total loss is estimated at $300,- 
000 at least. Not a cent of insurance 
was carried on any of the destroyed or, 
damaged buildings.

The fire started at 3 o’clock Wed­
nesday morning, September 13th, and 
raged for six hours. It originated in 
the Alaska saloon, and was caused by 
the explosion of a lamp, the flames from 
which ignited a gasoline tank. In a 
moment the building was ablaze.

The fire spread rapidly. Almost every 
building contained a gasoline tank, and 
as these tanks exploded, one after an­
other, their inflammable contents were 
hurled in every direction.

The conflagration swept both sides of 
Front street for two blocks on each side 
of Lane’s Way.

Scheldt & Co., with on improvised 
pumping plant, took water from the la­
goon. and saved the entire west end of 
the town from destruction. There was 
not a breath of wind blowing. No lives 
were lost.

The fisheries commission appointed by 
the Dominion government and which is 
now sitting in this city has a very wide 
scope. Prof. E. A. Prince, the chairman 
of it, regards the commission as one of the 
greatest importance to the industry, and 
explains that its work will likely extend 
over many months time. The commis­
sion will not sit continuously, but the 
scope of the inquiry includes not only 
the salmon fisheries, hut also those of 
the deep seas. It is quite possible that 
the commission will continue its work 
for perhaps a year, although interim re­
ports on passing subjects will likely be 
made from time to time.

The eommisison is well constituted for 
the many phases of the fishery industry 
which well have to he dealt with by it.

Prof. E. A. Prince, B. A., P. R. S. C., 
commissioner and genera, inspector of 
fisheries for Canada, who is chairman of 
the commission, is recognized 
thority not only in Canada, but elsewhere 
upon the subject. He is a naturalist of 
training who during bis residence in Can­
ada, extending back over thirteen years, 
has done much to improve the fisheries 
of the country, and bring them into 
greater prominence and fuller commercial 
value. Before coming to Canada Prof. 
Prince, although engaged in academic 
work, was irom time to time called upon 
to act on various fisheries’ commissions 
in Ireland and Scotland. His first visit 
to Canada was intended to be of only 
seven months’ duration in. an investiga­
tion. of the fisheries of the country. The 
wide field which was opened up resulted 
in seven years of research being devoted 
to the work.

Prof. Prince, who has devoted a great 
deal of study to the. Pacific Coast fish­
eries. holds the opinion that a mistake 
has been made fn regarding the sockeye 
salmon as the all-importanlt branch of 
the British Columbia industry. He 
tends that the deep sea fisheries are of 
great importance, and he continues to 
urge that too great attention cannot be 
given to them. The habits and life his­
tory of the halibut has been- carefully 
studied by Prof. Prince, and he looks 
forward to that branch of the British 
Columbia fisheries becoming one of very 
great importance.

Referring to the experiment made with 
the Eastern oyster, Prof. Prirooe says 
that the' supply planted in these waters 
this year would soon stock the coast pro­
vided the conditions are found to he 
favorable in these waters for them. This 
later is- yet to be proved. The oysters 
are so far doing well, and some planted 
several years ago likewise thrived well.

oyster of the Eastern Canadian 
coast is a very prolific variety. It is 
excelled by no other kind known in its 
power of reproduction. In this particu­
lar it far exceeds the Old Country varie­
ties, and the oyster native to this coast. 
At three years of age it begins to multi­
ply, and a single oyster will produce 
100,000 of its kind.

The improvement of the herring indus­
try of Canada was a subject in which 
Prof. Prince took a great deal of inter­
est. His connection with various com­
missions and boards in Great Britain 
made him very familiar with the im­
proved system in vogue in curing in Scot­
land. He therefore knew just where to ‘ 
obtain the very best.of help in the work 
undertaken last year in the line of in­
structing Canadians in the methods of 
curing. The results of last year’s oper­
ations along that* line have been most 
encouraging. The last of the- cured her­
ring put up, under, the improved* system 
introduced by Mr. Connie and his assist­
ants was recently sold at $8 a barrel, 
where lots of other herring put up in the 
old way brmgàt only $1.50 à barrel.

The remaining members of the commis­
sion are residents of British Columbia. 
J. B. Babcock, the fisheries commissioner 
for the province, is recognized as an ex­
tremely practical man. The assistance, 
he rendered the fishery industry" in Cali­
fornia before coming to British Columbia 
is well known, and appreciated. Since 
coming to this province he had made a 
very careful study of the salmon par­
ticularly, and imparted much information 
respecting its habits.

Rev. Geo. W. Tayloy, of Wellington, 
is perhaps the most prominent entomo­
logist in British Columbia. He hgs made 
a very careful study of the fish life, and 
is one of the few men in the province 
who has done original work in this line, 
having gained his knowledge in many in­
stances by dredging carried on by him­
self.

Richard Hall, M. P. P., has been promi­
nently identified with the fishing indus­
try in a business way.

It is altogether likely that the Can­
adian commissioners will meet with the 
Washington commission on November 
8th. That date has been tentatively 
fixed for the joint meeting, dependent 
upon its being satisfactory to the Wash­
ington representatives.

In the meantime the Ünited States 
commission will be corresponded with 
and the place of meeting be agreed up­
on.

Interviewed in Vancouver T. R. Kee- 
shaw, fishery commissioner for the state 
of Washington, is reported to have said 
that Washington state was ready to co­
operate with the Canadians in protect­
ing the industry.

On November 7th a preliminary meet­
ing of the commission will be held in this 
city for the purpose of making full ar­
rangements for the joint meeting.

As at presént arranged the public 
meetings of the commission will be held 
as follows:

New Westminster, November 14th and 
15th; Vancouver, November ltith and 
17th; Victoria, November 21st and 22nd; 
Nanaimo. November 23rd and 24th, and 
Duncans November 27th.

Further hieetings will be arranged for 
later.

3. C. Brown, one of the members of 
the Board of Fishery Commissioners, 
was, a few-eyars ago, a familiar, figure 
about the streets of Victoria. He was 
for a time Minister of Finance in the 
Martin cabinet; and a member of the 
Legislature. Mr. Brown’s last hand in 
the political fight was in the Dominion 
elections, when he warmly espoused the 
candidature of J B. Kennedy. He gave, 
freely of his time and his ability to se­
cure the election of that gentleman.

Mr. Brown is remaining over in the 
city to-day and "will go up to the Royal 
City to-morrow morning.

“Our work so far,” he said to-day, 
“has been devoted to a discussion of the 
scope and conduct of the commission. 
We were all strangers to one apother 
and it takes some time ÎÔ get down to 
anything definite. We felt that it was 
advisable to postpone any meetings of 
a public character for a variety of rea­
sons.

“The first of these of course was the 
absence of Mr. Sweeney. It would not 
be advisable, we thought, to go ahead, 
ahd especially to meet with Governor 
Mead’s commissioners from Washington 
without a full board, such as we can 
have late on in the season.

“Then Mr. Babcock, the provincial 
fishery ekpert, is obliged to go next week 
to Seton lake to watch the spawning 
there, while Prof. Prince wants to get 
back to some important work which 
awaits him on Georgian bay.

“As far as I was concerned the open­
ing of the Dotninion exhibition, in our 
city would make next week a very 
awkward one in which to meet, so taken 
all for all it was thought best to defer 
the formal meeting for a time.

“Another element to the situation 
which had to be considered was this: 
that some investigation is necessary be­
fore we can intelligently call witnesses. 
For instance, one of the best witnesses 
we could obtain may be walking the 
streets to-day unknown to us.

“We felt that there lias been so much 
misleading information gone abroad in 
regard to the matters under considera­
tion that it is important that our investi­
gations be exhaustive and conclusive, 
forming, when finally complete, an. auth­
oritative text book on fishery matters on 
this coast. We will have to deal with 
the question, not only of salmon, but of 
herring and halibut, to go into the whole 
matter of. close seasons, character of 
r.ls, etc., and to do this right we will 
have to observe the fish at various 
periods and seasons. This will neces­
sarily prolong our investigations for a 
considerable period.

“We find, too, a great number of or- 
ders-in-council dealing with the matter. 
These have to be considered, in the first 
instance, just as statutes are consid­
ered.”
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•Clever School Children
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Educational Advantages.
Nothing, Mr. Eaton argued, ççuid be 
more likely to impress those homeseekers 
than a fine, general educational exhibit, 
for they would not be so much intertst- 
ed in particular schools as in the one 
grand fact that Victoria, thrpugtj this 
educational exhibit, could prove to their 
entire satisfaction that here indeed was 
a spot where the youngsters could ob­
tain educational advantages equal to 
anything to be found in Canada.

Only the cream of the w:ork was 
taken, anything crude, unfinished, care­
less, or showing haste and lack of the 
talent which is patience, was ^rejected. 
Consequently, what is going forward to 
New Westminster represents the best 
that Victoria’s scholars can produce in 
their multifarious lines of work.

The work will show clearly the pro­
gressive plan of education folioWèd here, 
from the tots in the infant schools to the 
riper students in the higher grades, and 
the exhibit has been selected with parti­
cular pains to fit into the general plan.

A remarkable amount of attention has 
been given to geography,'the maps in 
connection therewith

Showing High Excellence, 
both in drawing and coloring, the dé­
faite of products, exports and imports, 

also given with 
copiousness and intelligence most admir­
able. The subject ôf writing is exceed­
ingly exhaustive, the baby marks made 
by the very small students developing 
by steady degrees up to the remarkably 
fine exhibit of business forms of all kinds 
done by the boys, and the social forms 
written out by the girls, in copperplate 
band. Arithmetic has important space 
devoted to its drawing, freehand, iniodel 
and from nature, is a grand exhibit, and 
amply proves the existence of exceptional 
artistic powers amongst the pupils of 
Victoria’s schools. The illustrated com­
positions,. the brush drawings, the plas- 
tocene mapsy the nature studies, the ex­
quisite collection and arrangement of 
Victoria’s wild flowers, by months, must 
impress all intelligent strangers who are 
privileged to behold* this exhibit.

Tlie sewing work by the little girls 
consists of dolls’ clothing in complete 
suits. This was done by the “wee 
lassies” of Hillside, North Ward, Girls’ 
Central and Victoria West schools. The 
manual training exhibit is splendid, 
showing all classes from the paper 
weaving, beautifully done, paper folding, 
etc., designed to train the hand to

Deftness in* Intricate Work, 
up to the heavier subjects. Th» depart­
ment of education is including a special 
exhibit: of statistics showing the develop­
ment of education in this province, the 

. growth of the school* system. Mention 
must be made of the very fine display of 
basketry by the pupils of Miss Pope’s 
class in Victoria West school.

It must be seen to be jsppreeiated 
properly. Miss McKeand, superintend­
ent of the domestic science department 
is to give demonstrations of cookery. at 
the fair, alternately with the manual 
training extiifiitions. She will select 
classes of girls in New Westminster for 
this purpose.

The space allotted for educational pur­
poses at the exhibition is only 100x80, 
and Victoria itself could easily fill the

She Is pre­
pared to undertake the duties at a salary 
commencing at the rate of ?30 per month.

We present herewith a letter received 
from Miss Kate Farrington, ward maid, 
who advises that she has been employed at 
the hospital for three years, and aski for 
an advance in- salary to $20. per month. 
After consultation with the matron; and 
learning the great difficulty experienced in 
getting ward maids "at the present salary 
of $15 per month, we would recommend 
that Mise Farrington’s application ue ac­
ceded to, and that the other ward maids re­
ceive a corresponding Increase:

E. A. Lewis, while strongly favoring 
the change from a steward to a house­
keeper, drew attention to the fact that to 
do this would necessitate alteration of 
the constitution.

Mr. A. Wilson said* the work of ward 
maid could.very well be done by proba­
tionary nurses. Taking San Francisco 
for an example, he pointed out that there 
tile probationers had to begin at the bot­
tom and work up through the different 
grades Of divtiee. It would' be muehbef- 
t«r, he believed, to allow the probation­
ers, say, $6 a month, than to be bothered 
with Chinese help as they were "at the 
present time. He intimated that he 
would oppose the application for nil in­
crease.

Mr. Lewie deprecated the idea of pro­
bationers having to degrade themselves 
by being compelled to wash windows 
and scrub floors.

UNCLE SAM IS DIRECTLY

EXTENSIVE WORK WILL

Work Commenced in Yard of B- C- Marine 
Railway Company for Large C. P. R. 

Ship-Other Undertakings.
Victoria Weather Sharps Say Recent 

Naval Gun Practice Caused the 
Present Unwelcome Moisture.

Over Eight Miles of Permanent Sidewalk 
Is Projected—Proceedings of 

Council Meeting.

In conversation with a local meteoro­
logist Tuesday a Times representative 

assured that in spite of the in­
credulity expressed by many persons, the 
present disagreeable and very untimely 
wet weather is due to the firing of the 
heavy guns on the United States war­
ships in the Straits for some days (and 
nights) past'. He explained that the de­
tonations of the great guns cause vibra­
tions in the atmosphere, which set up 
what might be called minor vacuae, as 
well as cause a great disturbance of the 
electrical strata of the upper air, the 
effect being to attract toward the centre 
of disturbance the clouds and vapors 
floating in the higher altitudes. The a<S 
cumulation of those surcharged masses 
precipitates the moisture in the usual 
way.

The meteroiogical effects of artillery 
practice are well-known to all who have 
lived much near fortresses or naval 
stations. In India the artillery prac­
tices are invariably followed by terrific 
deluges of rain, the blue sky crowding up 
with masses of cloud in a remarkably 
short time. This phenomenon has been 
put to practical use by ingenious Ameri­
cans, who bave succeeded- in “shaking 
down’’ the wholesome rain from the 
burning skies of southern Texas, Ari­
zona and New Mexico with their rain 
bombs. Why this device is not applied 
in drought-cursed India fo avert the 

'awful famines that slay so many thou­
sands of the people, is a wonderful in­
stance of what conservatism can accom­
plish in rejecting modern inventions.

The practice by the United States 
naval vessels off this port has been ex­
ceedingly thorough, no doubt due to the 
marvellous revelations of the Japanese- 
Russian war. The Times man was in­
formed that those tests were probably 
some of the most severe undergone re­
cently by American ships, guns and 
crews. The practice embraced slow 
firing at distant targets, under most 
favorable conditions, then under unfav­
orable conditios, i. e. poor light, running 
sea, oblique agle, and so forth. Then 
they had quick-firing with guns of all 
calibres, from the barbette pairs fo- the 
machine guns; firing while the ships were 
under full steam, straight ahead, swing­
ing to port or starboard with helm hard- 
down; then target firing by searchlight; 
broadside and firing repelling t'orpedo- 
boat attacks under all possible condi­
tions.

The engines also received- a thorough 
testing, and were subjected to what may 
be described as genuine war strains. As 
far as can be learned no accidents oc­
curred. The results of the gun fire are 
expected to excite great satisfaction on 
the part of the United States naval 
authorities, while the crews have re­
ceived a training of the most valuable 
kind. It may be mentioned that the 
work was so strenuous that the only 
rest the men had in the firing practices 
was for meals and to allow the guns to 
cool. Steep was hardly possible for the 
off-wafehes daring the night practices; so 
that here again something like actual 
conditions prevailed aboard the squadron.

Statistics of the firing, including cost, 
of ammunition, wear and tear of guns, 
strains of deck plates and frames, efc., 
may be expected in the United States 
service papers at no distant date. The 
main target was erected on the Port 
Angeles spit, but floating targets were 
also used. It is said that one of the 
gunners aboard U. S. S. Chicago, the 
largest vessel engaged- in the recent prac­
tices, holds a United States navy record 
of 18 shots, 18 hits in 14 minutes with 
the eight-inch gnn. This would- be hard 
to beat, and anything like it in acfual 
warfare would mean inevitable disaster 
to the unfortunate vessel that happened 
to be receiving the attentions of this 
sman American gunner. The Ameri­
can naval gun record, it is understood, 
is held by a gunner of one of the battle­
ships in the Atlantic squadron.

v-bout eight and a half more miles of 
permanent sidewalk will be laid in this 
city before the expiration of the present 
year.

Gentlemen:—I beg to state that a meeting 
of the owners of property along the water 
front of the inner harbor was held on the 
12th Inst., His Worship the Mayor presid­
ing, to consider their position and what 
steps they should take before the royal com­
mission on transportation.

As about one-ninth, of the whole assess­
able value of the city Is situate along the 
water front, and probably one-third of the 
commercial value of the City is directly 
concerned In the commerce of this port, 
end it is of the utmost Importance to this 
city that Its industries should be encour­
aged by securing all possible harbor facili­
ties.

In the yard of the British Columbia 
Railway Company the keel of the new 
C. P. R. steamship, to be built for the 
Victoria and Seattle route, was laid yes­
terday.

■PRESIDENT RESIGNS.
