The Sirius and the Great Western 
crossed the Atlantic In 1838. It took 
the Sirius eighteen days to travel from 
Cork to New York. The record now 
ia nearing five days. Telegraphing, 
cabling, cheap postage, are all Victorian, 
to say nothing of the wonders of these 
last days, in which the human voice 
may be stored up in a box or carried 
across a continent, in which electricity 
pnlla loads, and lights houses and 
streets, in which disease is tracked to 
its lurking place and killed.

Some very suggestive figures are 
given, too,. bearing on the financial 
position of the people. “Paupers in 
England and Wales numbered, in 1839, 
1,137,000, and in 1842, 1,429,000, but 
now only 800,000 ; with a population 
nearly doubled, there are only two 
pan|>ere for every three at the Queen’s 
accession.” The convict population in. 
1833 was 50,000 ; in 1893 it had fallen 
to 4,345 prisoners, and about 2,000 
ticket-of-leave-men. As for education, 
the first annual grant in Britain for 
that purpose was made in 1839, and 
amounted to $150,000. Now the 
grant totals $45,000,000. “In 1850 
one child out ol every 89 people was at 
school, but one person out of every 20 
was a pauper, and one out of every 700 
was a criminal. In 1890 one child out 
of every eight was at school, but only 
one person out of every 36 was a 
pauper, and only one peiion out of 
every 2,400 was committed for trial.”

We cannot follow with the mind the 
marvellous developments of the time, 
for the wonders in art, science and 
industry of to-day become the common­
places of to-morrow. All this progress 
and development is identified with the 
reign of oar Queen whose accession it 
will be our privilege to celebrate within 
the next few days in unison with our 
fellow-subjects the world over ; and it 
ia gratifying to know that Canada is 
doing her part with the greatest credit 
to herself. Our people, without regard 
to party differences are proud of the 
position accorded to premier Laurier in 
England where he is to occupy the first 
place amongst the colonial statesmen 
who are assembled there to honor Her 
Majesty in connection with the jubilee. 
Celebrations, in which the loyalty of 
the people will manifest itself in various 
ways will be the order of the day from 
Cape Breton to Victoria, and in these 
the people of the Miramichi will do 
their pait. We have reason to be 
proud that wo are subjects of a Queen 
whose empire ia the greatest of all 
the world and who ia also loved and 

•revered by millions who do not owe her 
allegiance, but acknowledge her as the 
representative of those virtues without 
which no nation can be great.

Preparations are being made through­
out the British empire for the celebra­
tion of the sixtieth anniversary of 
Queen Victoria’s accession to the 
throne. Her immediate predecessor, 
her uncle, William IV, died early on 
the morning of June 20th, 1837, and 
she was informed of the event a few 
honrs later. The circumstances of the 
important occasion, which are a part of 
the history of England, indicate that 
royalties In those days lived much 
more simply than they do now. The 
King drew his last breath before dawn 
and mounted messengers thronged the 
highways in the early hours of the 
morning. Among them were two of 
very high degree—Dr. Hawley, Arch­
bishop of Canterbury, and the Marquis 
of Conyingham, Lord Chamberlain— 
charged to proceed poet haste to Ken­
sington Palace in order to summon the 
Princess Victoria to the throne of Great 
Britain and Ireland. Leaving Windsor 
shortly after two in the morning, they 
did not reach Kensington till five 
o’clock. The Palace was wrapped in 
silence ; it was with great difficulty 
that even the gate-porter could be 
roused. At last the Archbishop and 
Lord Chamberlain obtained admittance, 
were shown into a room and left to 
themselves. After waiting for some 
time they rang the bell, and desired the 
sleepy servant who answered it to con­
vey to the Princess their request for 
an immediate audience, on business of 
extreme urgency. Again the dignitaries 
were leit alone, and once more they 
pealed the bell. This time they were 
informed by the Princess’s attendant 
that her Roysl Highness was asleep, 
and muet on no account be disturbed.

“We are come,” waa their reply, “on 
business ot state to the Queen, and 
even her sleep must give way to that.”

The attendant yielded and then, to 
quote the simple but vivid description 
of Miss Wynn, “in a few minutes she 
(the Queen) came into the room in a 
loose white nightgown and shawl, her 
nightcap thrown off, and her hair falling 
on her shoulders, her feet in slippers, 
tears in her eyes, but perfectly collected 
and dignified.

Bishop Fulford states that on being 
informed of her new dignity, the first 
words which the young Queen uttered 
were these, addressed to the Arch­
bishop : “I ask your prayers on my 
behalf.” They knelt down together, 
and Victoria inaugurated her reign, 
like the young King of Israel in the 
olden time, by asking from the Most 
High, who ruleth over the kingdoms of 
men, an understanding heart to judge 
so great a people.

It has seemed that from the begin­
ning of her reign to the present time, 
the Queen has been ever influenced by 
the exalted sense of responsibility 
which she manifested on that occasion, 
and it is doubtless because of this that 
it has been so successful and glorious. 
A writer in the Edinburgh Review 
gives a resume of the achievements not 
ouly of the nation but of the woild’s 
progress since Victoria ascended the 
throne and the record ia certainly a 
marvellous one. Who can say how 
much of it all is not due to the in­
fluence of this one woman for good, 
and how much of it might have never 
been accomplished had she been an 
unwise and indifferent ruler of the 
greatest empire of the world. In 
India, in Egypt, in Africa, in Australia, 
bettered conditions of life have grown 
up under the shadow of the flag; and 
there is no guarantee that they would 
have reached these countries had the 
flag never been planted there. Can­
ada, as we know it, has practically 
come into being during the reign of 
Victoria. In ’37 we were a few de­
tached settlements, torn by civil war. 
In '41 came the Union of the Canadas; 
in '67, the federation of the four prov- 
vinces; and to-day we own half a con­
tinent, magnificently equipped with 
railroads and canals and offering the 
best opportunity for civilized settle­
ment in the wo^ld.

The Review .writer poipts opt that 
the population of the United Kingdom 
has increased during the present reign 
by one-half; while the addition of terri­
tory to the Empire has been tremen­
dous. “Two hundred and seventy-five 
thousand square miles have been added 
—a territory larger than Austria,—in 
India; 80,000 square miles—a space as 
vast as Great Britain—in the rest of 
Asia; 200,000 square miles—a region 
as large as Germany—in South Africa, 
and in East Africa 1,000,000 equate 
miles —or about half the extent of 
European Russia.” The area 
totals something like 10,000,000 square 
miles, and nearly every foprtb person 
on earth, ftowes allegiance, directly or 
indirectly, to the Queen.”

Coming to the condition of the peo­
ple, the advance is, when measured by 
the progress of the past, pothing short 
of miraculous. Railroads, in the modern 
sense of the term, are the products of 
this reign. In 1844, we are told that 
a third-class railway ride from London 
to Exetey took sixteen hours and a

Having just read the annexed circular for 
the Archdiocese of Halifax, I have thought 
it well, for the sake of uniformity and in 
the spirit of union, to adopt and prescribe 
the same Rel gious Exercises for this suffra­
gan Diocese of Chatham, as our venerated 
Metropolitan, the Most Rev. Archbishop 
O’Brien, ordered for his Archdiocese of 
Halifax, on the celebration of the Sixtieth 
Anniversary—the Diamond Jubilee—of the 
reign of our Most Giacious Sovereign Queen 
Victoria, whom may God bless and preserve !

This onion of prayers of thanksgiving to 
God and of supplication for all needed graces 
and favors from the Divine Master, who is 
King of Kings and Lord of Lords, is only 
what the Church of Christ prescribes and 
practices daily in her Ritualistic prayers in 
the Mass, Litanies, &c.; 1)ut on certain 
extraordinary occasions, such as that of 
Sunday the 20th of Juri^, the said prayers 
are more solemn and earneit^than usual.

Since the universal dominion of the 
ancient Roman Empire, when Christ oar 
Redeemer, the Prince of Peace came to 
unite men in His One Fold, no nation or 
empire has become so extensive and success­
ful as the British Empire, on whose 
possessions, it is often remarked, the sun 
never sets. What the ancient Roman 
Empire was under the Caesars, a nation of 
successful Rulers, using her Power to pro­
mote civilization, peace and comfort among 
her subjects, notwithstanding the errors in 
doctrine and morale then prevalent, that, 
the British Empire has gradually become, 
during the last three hundred years : and as 
under Constantine when the Cross miracu­
lously appeared in the sky, and his British

A Breezy Time of it is Parliament
Friday last was quite a field day in 

Parliament. The gladiators were in the 
arena. The Toror.t > Globe’s conespon- 
dent says the railway estimates were up 
and the Opposition pegged away at the 
“cruel and heartless” Minister who had 
dismissed good Tories to make room for 
rank Grits. In vain Mr. Blair protested 
that he had made comparatively few dis­
missals and had been severely blamed for 
not making more. The Liberals who 
took part in the debate were inclined to 
censure the Government for not giving 
the Conservatives cause for all their cries 
about dismissals. Mr. Blair stood the 
racketivwith equanimity, till after 10 
o’clock and then let oi^fc-on his opponents 
and on their methods of operating the 
Intercolonial. These details as obtained 
by a commissioner appointed to investi­
gate certain charges against officials are 
scandalous in the extreme. In Mr. 
Blurt's words the road carried people on 
uulinfiited passes, or limited only by the 
capacity of the printing press to produce 
them. These passes were distributed by 
thousands on the endorsation of the Con­
servative election committees.

A curious incident came under the 
notice of the commissioner. Mr. Tupper 
Hillson, a nephew of Sir Charles, was a 
high official of the road. Wherever he 
was when elections were imminent it was 
found that an extraordinary demand 
sprang up for “shingles.” From one 
poiut in the morning he would telegraph 
to the engineer for 50,000 shingles; from 
another a few honra later he would -tele­
graph for 75,000. This demand for 
“shingles” was so extraordinary that 
further investigation wqs made, when it 
was found that there was a private under­
standing by which “shingles” meant a 
demand for passes. Dr. Landerkin re­
marked that, Mr. Hillson was providing 
Foster’s home market. Mr. Blaiedeclar- 
ed that tl>e system of issuing passes as 
they had been issued was a conspiracy 
against the public interests.

• BOOKS OF PASSES.
The little examination that had taken 

place had enabled the department to estab­
lish out of the mouths of these people, who 
had admitted the truth of the statement, 
that the issue of passes had reached such a 
pitch as almost to exceed credulity. Passes 
were sent out limited only by the capacity 
of the printing proas to produce them. 
Whole books of passes were distributed. 
All that was necessary, to entitle a man 
to a book of passes was to secure the 
endorsement of a Conservative eommit-

but there were many misssng. He hoped to 
be able to penetrate a little deeper into the 
mire of this political outrage, but what he 
had alread discovered was enough to show 
that Sir Charles Tupper and his friends 
should forever hold their peace. On looking 
at the evidence and the report he found that 
2,575 people were transported on passes in 
Nova Scotia and New Brunswick in connec­
tion with the election of 1896. Ou 203 
passes 430 people were permitted to travel ; 
on 157 passes 312 people were permitted to 
travel, and on 97 passes 372 people were 
permitted to travel. There were 1,427 
passes missing that the department could 
get no trace cf whatever. He knew that 
Sir Charles Tapper «lid not do things on а 
small scale, and he was constrained to 
believe that it was owing to the colossus like 
attributes of the hon. gentleman that such 
an extensive system of railway passes had 
been entered upon,

BIG demand for “shingles.”

Fourteen books had been found,

Upon the Intercolonial Railway there was 
a gentleman named Mr. Charles Tupper 
Hillson, a nephew of Sir Charles Tupper. 
Great powers were conferred upon Mr. 
Hillson by the Intercolonial system, 
probably because hie family relationship 
gave him a better status. The gentleman 
holding the investigation had discovered 
among the papers which were accessible to 
him that wherever Mr. Hillson happened 
to be on days which immediately preceded 
the election there arose an unaccountable 
demand for shingles. He might be at 
Amherst at 10 o’clock in the morning. A 
telegram would be sent to Chief Engineer 
Archibald at Moncton for 25,000 shingles. 
Another telegram would come from another 
point demanding 50,000 shingles, and from 
still another point there would arrive an in­
stantaneous demand for 75,000 shingles. 
These demands for shingles went on in­
creasing just preceding the election. Such 
an unusual and unprecedented demand for 
shingles excited the cariosity of the com­
missioner investigating the matter, and he 
discovered that by an understanding be­
tween the chief engineer and Mr. Hillson 
it was agreed that a demand for shingles 
meant a demand for passes, This ingenious 
method was adopted to prevent the know­
ledge of the latter becoming public, and to 
enable these gentlemen to carry on their 
conspiracy against the railway.

Mr. Blair said that the knowledge of 
these things made it difficult for him to 
deal with these people in the lenient way 
in which he had endeavored to treat them.

The Report of the debate is quite long, 
and the following extracts from it will be 
interesting.

Mr. Blair justified his course in connec­
tion with dismissals of public servants. 
There was no member of the Adminis­
tration, he gaid, who took any pleasure 
in dismissing employees of the Govern­
ment. He recalled fc4e history of Sir 
Charles Tapper’s course in dealing with 
the temporary employees of the country. 
Sir Charles had admitted that shortly 
after entering office as Minister of Public 
Works in J.87Q he had dismissed no less 
th&h 400 men from the service of the 
Iut&’colonial Railway. He had not then 
considered that he was taking the broad 
ont of these poor men’s mouths. Then 
he had claimed to be actuated by motives 
of economy, but the record did not bear 
out that claim. In February, 1880, after 
the Minister’s little axe had been applied, 
there were on the road 2,596 men. In 

14 February, 1881, there were on the pay 
roll no less than 3,310, so that after dis­
missing 400 men on grounds of economy 
he had employed 800 men to take their 
places. In June, 1895, the employees on 
the Intercolonial numbered 3,941, while 
in June, 1896, though there had bean no 
great increase of business, that number 
had been incressad to 4,296. In April, 
1897, that number had been reduced to 
4,083. Sir Charles Tapper had accused 
him of having made hundreds of dismis­
sals from the Government railways apd 
canals. The number of persons who had 
been removed at the inet теє of the 
Minister or spy member of Parliament 
since the change of Government to May 
11, 1897, was, ia Quebec, 81 ; in Nova 
Sc .tia, 22 ; and in New Brunswick, 7,

DEFENCE OF SIR CHAPLBS.

Sir Charles Tupper in his reply asked Mr. 
Blair if it would be possible to address to 
the committee a more fa 1 trims argument 
than that which he had adv n ;ed. 
should be ashamed to stand up and practise 
on tbff committee the grossest piece of 
du; 1 city to which he (Sir Charles) had 
ever 1 steoed. Sir Chartes sui-1 th&t when 
in 1878 he became Minister of Public 
Woiks, which controlled the Intercolonial, 
hp addressed himself to the ti.sk of consid­
ering how half a million of dol are could be 
saved. He had reduced many salaries, but 
he was not aware that he had dismissed 
anyone. Going into an account of what be 
had done he deduced an argument for dis­
missing 400 employees from his su coess in 
reducing a deficit of $750,000, with all 
allowances a deficit of $500,000, to $100,000. 
This was what he had done in his adminis­
tration of the Intercolonial, and that policy 
was carried forward. Sir Charles explained 
the subsequent increase in the number of 
men by an increase of one-half in the 
mileage of the road under hie regime. 
Thus, *8 he put it, he brushed away at one 
sweep Mr. Blair’s entire argument about the 
increase of employees, wondering at the 
powers of face whiefi enabled tfiat gentle­
man to look at intelligent men and practise 
such a miserable, paltry delusion and decep­
tion on such an intelligent assembly.

SUCH IS FAME—A PATHETIC INCIDENT— 
THE NEWS, ETC.

In a recent issue of the Chicago Times- 
Herald the editor says that “somebody 
with thirty suits of clothes who says he 
comes from Chicago, is now creating 
amusement and amazement in New York, 
but nobody here knows him.”

A sad little episode waa noticed by peo­
ple on the D. A. R. train for Yarmouth 
Monday afternoon, says the Times.

The last report of the Rural Cemetery 
Co. shows an expenditure of $3,002.59 
for wages of their employee during the 
last fiscal year and the money appears to 
fcave been most judiciously employed 
under the direction of Superintendent 
Clayton.

It is seldom that we can get any reliable 
data in reference to this matter, ae in very 
few instances do parties ever go to the 
trouble of weighing the food given and of 
keeping an accurate account of the value of 
the labor involved.

We find an exception in the case of Mr. 
Robert Forrest of Elma, Ont., who haa 
recently made public the result of an esti­
mate of the coat of raising a heavy draught 
gelding to the age of three years. We give 
the items for each year. Although some 
exception may be taken to them, they are 
both interesting and instructive, and are, on 
the whole, fairly diawo. The following ere 
the figures, as estimated by Mr. Forreat, for 
the first yesr’s outlay : Service fee, ten 
dollars ; rest of mare one month before and 
for a similiar period after foaling, three 
dollars—this anm is intended to pay for her 
pasture. The first winter there was fed 
fifteen hundred pounds of hay, which, at 
eight dollars per too, amounts to six dollars; 
•Iso ten bushels of oats, which, at thirty 
cents per bushel, amounts to three dollars 
three bushels of carrots, at fifteen cents, 
forty-five cents ; attendance, including 
feeding, cleaning and watering, six dollais ; 
rent of one-half box stall, and of loft room 
for bay. two dollars ; incidentals, two 
dollars, total cost at one year old, forty-five 
dollars. For the second year the items 
were : Six months pasture, at one dollar 
per month, six dollars ; winter food, one and 
a quarter tons of hay, ten dollars, and 
sixteen bushels of oats, four dollars and 
eighty cents ; carrots, four bushels, sixty 
cents ; cleaning and attendance, six dollars ; 
rent of single stall, and of loft for hay, three 
dollars and fifty cents ; interest of money 
on the first year’s cost at six per cent, two 
dollars and forty-six cents ; insurance, four 
dollars and ninety-four cents ; total coat for 
the second year, thirty-eight dollars and 
thirty cents. For the third year the items 
are i Pasture for six months, at a dollar 
twenty-five, seven dollars and a half : hay, 
one and a half tons, twelve dollars ; oats, 
twenty- two bushels, six dollars and sixty 
cents ; five bushels of carrots, seventy-five 
cents ; attendance, six dollars ; rent of stall 
and loft room, three dollars and fifty cents ;
