JAPS TOOK CHARGE
AT NOON TODAY,

Russian Prisoners Will March
Out Tomorrow.

- e

They Number 25,000---20,000 Are Sick
-—--Russians are Not Discouraged by
Port Arthur's Fall,

HEADQUARTERS OF THE THIRD
JAPANESE ARMY, Jan. 3, via Fusan,
Jan. 4. — The request of the Russians
for food, medicine and physicians for
their sick and wounded has been gran-
ted. Itse, Santse and Tayangko Forts
were taken over by the Japanese at
noon today. The. date on which the
Russian prisoners of war will be mar-
ghed out has been delayed until Jan.

TOKIO, Jan. 4 — The Japanese cap-
tured five thousand prisoners at Port
Arthur. The total number of the in-
hakitants is 35,000 thousand, of whom
20,000 are sick.

JAPS TAKING CHARGE.

TOKIO, Jan. 4.—(Noon.)-Gen, Nogi
reports to the army department that
on Jean. 3 the commissioners of both
the Japanese and Russian armies con-
cluded their conferences, and this
morning the actual transfer of articles
at Port Arthur as property of the Jap-
anese government commenced.

HOW RUSSIA FEBLS.

ST. PETERSBURG, Jan. 4.—'The
press here contains absolutely no ad-
ditional news of the war, but the
papers with one accord, praise the
heroic work of the Port Arthur garri-
son and say its record furnishes an ob-
ject lesson to both Russia and Japan.
After bestowing a-.tribute on the de-
fenders of Novoe Vremya says: “The
unpreparedness of the fortress, which
now stands confesmsed before the world,
reads as a lesson on what Russia must
do, and how she must change her me-
thods to achieve victory. It also shows
Japan what she undertaken, when such
enormous losses are entailed in captur-
ing even a small, empty-handed garri-
son, -driven to the last ditch. Russia
has had eieven months of hard but
valuable experience in the art of war
under the new conditions imposed by
modern techinical requirements, It
has been costly training, but will be
valuable.”

In an even more strongly worded
article, the Russ says: “Had the Jap-
anese been able to cut off the last train
which reached Port Arthur, the block-
ade would have found the fortress even
worse prepared. Well may those few
remaining heroes say: ‘“We have done
our duty, but you—Oh! people of ~ St.
Petersburg and Russia,—have you done
all you could and should have done?”’
The Russ conoludes: “Russia cannot
afford to quit during a losing fight.
The time has now come for everyone
to put a shoulder to the wheel and re-
deem our prestige in the Far East.”

THE KEY TO PEACE.

" TOKIO, Jan. 4. — The Jiji, discussing
the surrender of Port Arthur, reviews
the price paid in lives and says: “We
ought to keep Port Arthur in our hands
so long as our empire exists. Port Ar-
thur is the key to peace in the Far
East and it is our duty to keep the
key in our hands,”

BALTIC FLEET'S \RENDEZVOUS.

TAMADAVE, Isla.nd\‘of Madagascar,
Jan. 3. — The division'of the Russian
sacond Pacific squadron, commanded
by Rear-Admiral Voelkersam, which,
after passing-through the Suez Canal,
sailed for Jibutil, Frenczh Somaliland,
Dec. 10 for the Island of Madagascar,
anchored today in Passandava Bay, in
the northwestern part of the island.

The squadron commanded by Admir-
al Rojestvensky is at Antongil Bay, on
the east coast.

It is believed that the whole squadron
later will rendezvous at Diego, Suarez
Bay, on thé northeast coast of the is-
land.

ATTACK ON KUROKI CEASED.

GENERAL KUROKTI'S HEADQUAER-
TERS IN THE FIELD, Jan 3, via Fu-
san.—The Russian fire against the Ja-
panese trenches has almost ceased dur-
ing the past two days. Whether this
is due {o the news from Port Arthur
or not is unknown.

TUG BOAT RACE ENDS IN
EXPLOSION AND DEATH.

{

Of Grew of 38 Men Only 9 Escaped Serious
Injury---Seme Blown to Pieces and Some
Drowned---Five are Dying,

HUNTINGTON, Va., Jan. 4 — By
the explosion of the boilers on the tow
toat Defender, in the Ohlo river, near
here, number of lives have been lost.

Of the crew of 38 men, only nine escap-
ed serious injury. Several dead bod-
ies have been recovered. Five others
are so badly burned or scalded that
they will die. Six more of the crew
cannot be accounted for and it is be-
ileved that their lifeless bodies now lie
at: the bottom of the river.

A partial list of the dead and miss-
ing:

Percy Spencer, mate, Point Pleasant,
W. Va.; Horace Ketzel, Pittsburg; Jas.
Cease, lamp trimmer, Pittsburg; Tho-
mas Duffy, Scott Hamilton, James —
firemsn, Pittsburg, supposed to have
been burned to death; Willilam Wet-
zell, George Kidd, David Adkins, deck
hands, Pittsburg.

The Defender was owned by the
Pittsburg Towboat Company and was
one of the biggest tow boats on the
river. She had been one of the first
boats cut of Pittsburg on the recent
rise, and towed a heavy llne of ceal
bargces io the Cincinnati market. She
was returning to Pittsburg in company
with the big tow boat Victor of the
same \company and the statement is
made that the two big steamers were
racing at the time the explosion oc-

curred. The Victor was about a mile
ahead of the Defender at the time and
her crew knew nothing of the disaster
that had befallen her.

The work of rescuing the victims was
difficult owing to the darkness and
only a few yawls could be secured to
g0 to the scene. Captain Woodruff,
of the Defender, was picked up fifty
yards from the steamer by some small
boys who rowed in .a yawl from the
Ohio shore and was taken to the side
of the river., He is not serjously in-
jured. One victim was found half a
mile below the sceme, clutching a por-
tion of the wreckage, being so chilled
that he could not speag:

Tha boat almost immediately after
the explosion sank to the bottom at not
more than sixty yards from the West
Virginia shore. The barges in tow
were soon all aflame, but they were
cut loose and they floated down the
stream. They were finally landed and
the flames extinguished by the fire de-
partment. .

Those rescued from the steamer were
8o seriously injured that they can give
no names or information regarding the
catastrophe.

It is believed that many bodies were
blown into the river and may never
be recovered. It is impossible to give
any accurate list of the dead or woun-
ded as yet.

I. C. R. BADLY AFFECTED.

(Special to the Star.)

MONCTON, N.'B., Jan. 4—The heavy
storm. which set in last night was sev-,
erely felt along the I. C. R. and great
difficulty is being experienced in mov-
ing. trains. Up to eight o’clock this
morning about eight inches of snow
had. fallen. The high wind which pre-
vails 19 whirling the snow in all direc-
tions and piling up drifts.

The storm extends east and west and
is  reported especially bad between
Moncton and St. John. The night ex-
press due from St. John shortly after
two o'clock, was five hours behind time
here. She was two hours coming from
Petitcodiac to Moncton, a distance of
85 miles. The train from Halifax was
about an hour late. All freight trains
east and west have been cancelled and
plow specials are being run to keep the!
line open. The storm is not so bad on
the northern division.

IN EUROPE TOO.

NEW YORK, Jan. 4 — A Paris des-
patch to the Herald says: “With the
temperature falling slowly, skating was
general in the suburbs. Yesterday's
frost was the severest for many years.
The streets were sheeted with ice and
the cab service in a great measure was
suspended. The air was filled with
gleat and the fountains were frozen. A
heavy snow fall is threatened and there
is no immediate pr(ispect of milder
weather. =

‘Wintry conditions in middle and
western Europe are extmgordinary. The
Llizzard in Switzerland was the fierc-
est since 1875. - Sunday and Monday
were the coldest days with one excep-
tion for forty years.,

Last night the passengers on the
Lousanne-Paris express, after a night
spent in a snow drift, were obliged to
return to Lausanne. Naples is cover-
ed with snow and at San Remo at noon
the temperature was only 41 degrees
Fahrenheit. The Swiss lowest point
was 6 centigrade.

Tunis is covered with snow for the
first time in thirty years.

NEW YORK SUFFERS SEVERELY.

NEW YORK, Jan. 4 — New York
City and all the surrounding country
today was in the grasp of the most se-
vere storm of the winter. Traffic of
all kinds was hampered, trolley lines
were tied up and the street swept by
a gale driving before it fine snow that
cut' like sand and piled in great drifts
which <were practically impassable.
Railroad trains from all points were
delayed from a few minutes to three
hours and elevated lines were operated
with the greatest difficulty without re-
gard to schedule.

At sea the conditions must have been
bevond description, but up to an early
hour today no disaster had been re-
ported. !

Four serious fires during the storm
worked a hardship on the firemen and
their horses. In one of these, just be-
fore daylight, on the upper East Side,
the tenants were forced to go into the
streets clad in night garments. Fifty-
feur horses were burned to death in
this fire. The financfal loss was not
heavy at any of them.

WORSE IN HALIFAX THAN HERE.

(Special to the Star.)

. HALIFAX, N, 8, Jan. ¢.—Last night

it

saw the greatest sleet storm of years
in this city. An immense amount of
damage has been done to trees and
wires, six hundred telephones at least
having been thrown out of business.
Shade and ornamental trees are in
many cases completely ruined. The
street railway and electric lighting sys-
tems are tied uyp, several of the street
ocars being stalled in the suburbs over
night. The sleet storm was so far as
known of a loocal character, snow fall-
ing to a considerable depth in the other

Licence Inspector Jones  Notifies Al
Saloon Keepers to Glose Thelr Extra
Doors at Once.

“All second entrances to licensed pre-
mises must be closed, as sub-section 3
of section 24 of the Liquor License Act
of 1896 calls for and I intend to see that
the law is observed.”

So spoke Liquor License Inspector
John B. Jones to the Star this morning.
He also added that he had already no-
tified some of the dealers and would
call on the others at once. It was not
his intention to report a man before
he told him to close all but one door,
but after being notified he would ex-
pect them to obey his instructions.
After one notification he would not ac-
cept any excuses, but would proceed
at once against any who disregard his
orders.

Sub-section 3 of section 24 reads:

“No bar room in which liquors s&re
sold, except in the case of clubs and
hotels, ﬁall have more than one en-
trance; provided that nothing in this
act contained shall prevent a door of
communication being maintained bet-
ween such bar and premises where li-
quor is sold by wholesale in cases
where the same person holds a retail
license for such bar and also a whole-
sele license for such other premises.”

This section, days Mr., Jones, makes
is clear that but one eamtrance is al-
lowed with the exception of hotels and
clubs. The inspector said that his at-
tention has been drawn te this seotion
ef the act and also to the fact that
some places were making use of the
second entrance for illegal purposes,
consequently he had nothing else to
do but to notify all to close up the ex-
tra doors.

Mr. Jones, in answer to a question,
said there was little violation of the
law by reason of the second entrance,
as the tavarns generally closed sharp-
ly on time.

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POLICING THE WORLD.
oA

An eminent Russian sociologist, Mr.
Novicow, has formulated a scheme for
establishing order on the face of the
earth. His idea is that “the seven civ-
ilized powers, the United States, Great
Britain, France, Germany, Austria,
Italy, and Russia (it is interesting to
note that he does not include Japan,)
should enter upon a common defensive
and offensive alliance by. which they
could guarantee the integrity of all the
territory belonging to all. Then, says
Mr. Novicow, these powers should
‘“keep order on the face of the earth,
taking in hand at once every peace-
breaker.” For instance, he says, if,
when difficulties arose between Japan
and Russia, the aggressor had known
that, immediately upon the declarﬂtion
of war, the fleets of Europe would
blockade his ports, no hostilities. would
have occurred. The history of Europe
has a turning point, this writer be-
lieves. Since 1871, all the leading pow-
ers have been neutralized, and every
hope of destroying or changing any of
the existing states must be abandoned.
As to the obstacles placed in the way
of a seven-power alliance, these are not
at all insurmountable, because, says'
this writer, they exist “only in the
brgins of the diplomats of the old re-
gime. The day when the seven-power
alliance is concluded, nothing becomes
easier than securing order on the face
of the whole earth.” Instead of being
a formless mass of states and ngtional-
ities, which fight against and injure
one another, without aim, and cause
anarchy, humanity will become an or-
ganized community, having a raison
d’etre following definite purposes,

The idea is by no means ridiculous,
and the belief that something of this
kind will evolve from the growing dis-
gust of modern mankind at the useless i
horrors of war has been and is held by |
many great men. The twentieth cen-|
tury is above all things reasonable, and, |
compared with i{ts predecessors, it is|
refined. War is illogical and brutal. It
is the cave-dweller’'s method of settling
disputes and has no place in a world
where men have intelligence and moral
8enses. It proves nothing save that one
disputant is stronger than another;
with the right and wrong of the dispute
it has nétaing to do. From the stand-

point of Christ‘s teaching, it is, under
any provocation, murder—nothing less.
In/modern civilization it is an incon-
gruity as absurd as it is gruesome and
unless civilization would retrograde to
the level of the incongruous element,
that element must be eliminated.

The method of elimination is, of
course, a matter for much pondering
and parleying. But whether it came by
a treaty such as proposed above or by
a scheme of ln;emational compulsory
arbitration or by some process not yet
enu‘oiated, we must believe that the

ming of the time when there shall
be no more war is as certain as that
man’s evolution is upward—if that is
certain. :

PROTECT THE FISHERMEN.

—_—

Harbor Rights Should Be Held for
Those Who Make Their Living Out of
Them,

At yesterday’s sale of the harbor fish-
ing rights the question was raised in
conversetion,—should not the fishermen
be accorded the exclusive privilege of

bidding for and exercising those rights.

At present the acquisition of the fish-
ing rights is open to anyone and there
is grave danger of persons of means
coming in and crowding the fishermen
dut of their living. As a matter of
fact one of the most valuable and pro-
ductive of the fishing rights is and has
been for a number of years, owned by
a merchant. He doubtless saw that it
was a good money investment and as
there was nothing to prevent him he
wag at perfect liberty to acquire it, but
should other men of financial ability
follow his example it would not be long
before the fishermen, whose resources
are limited, would be deprived of their
occupation.

This is a happening greatly to be de-
plored. The fishermen are a thrifty lot
and they constitute a most desirable
portion of the citizenship. They hazard
much in purchasing the fishing rights,
whose productiveness is uncertain, and
often the anticipated supply of fish fails
and as a consequence the fishermen are
heavy losers,

An elderly fisherman, in speaking to
the Star yesterday, said: ‘‘We have to
pay dearly for our right to fish in the
harbor, and I think we alone should
enjoy that privilege. It would be easy
enough for any rich man to come in
and outbid us, and today you have seen
an instance of it. Surely there is need
of legislation here to protect us. Some
thoughtful alderman should come out

| in our behalf and try to prevail upon

the common council to secure us proper
legislative protection.”

Weajthy Philadelphian Has Been Klissing
For Two Months and Relatives
Offer Reward,

NEW YORK, Jan, 2.—One thousand |
dollars reward will be paid for in-?
formation leading to the discovery ofi
Owen Kelly, living or dead, who disap- }
peared from Philadelphia, October 25.
The reward is offered by Patrick
Kelly, of No. 2233 North Second street,
Philadelphia.

Owen Kelly is a well-to-do Philadel-
phia grocer and woollen manufacturer
and a prominent member of several
Irish societies. His relatives believe he
is in New York, and in th® hope of
getting news of him have inserted a
notice of the reward in the Herald.
From circumstances attending his dis-

appearance, of which they have learn-
ed during the last few days, this be-
lief has been strengthened, and the
police department have been asked to
assist in the search for the missing
man.

Mr. Kelly {s one of the foremost
members of the Clan-Na-Gael of Phila-
delphia, one of the greatest champions
of freedom for Ireland. Thelr fight
has been for freedom by force, and
Mr. Kelly was until recently one of
the strongest advocates of this plan.
On the coming of John E. Redmond,
an Irish leader in parliament, to Amer-
fca, Mr. Kelly became a convert to
his land projects and parliamentary
fdeas and came out for Mr. Red-
mond. His change of sentiment is sald
to have caused much bitter feeling to-
ward Mr. Kelly. By his own efforts he
won over a sufficient number of the
society to elect anti-Fenlan officers,
and then he carried the fight into the
Anclent Order of Hibernians, where (he
won success for the Redmond idea.

It was at the height of these fights
that, October 25, Mr. Kelly attended a
meeting of the directors of the Contin-
ental Trust Company, of Philadelphia,
of whom he was one. Nothing unusual
happened at the meeting, and Mr.
Kelly left in company with several
other directors, from whom he parted
on reaching the street, e has not
been seen or heard from since, al-
though his brother-in-law and sisters
have been constant in their search, in
which they have been aided by the
Philadelphia police.

From a letter received in this city
yesterday from Patrick Kelly, brother
of the missing man, it was learned
that immediately after the disappear-
ance of Owen Kelly a committee had
been formed to devise plans ahd prose-
cute a search for Mr. Kelly. The miss-
ing man’s brother-in-law now alleges
that this committee has done nothing.

Patrick ‘Kelly said in his letter that
the committee had conducted secret
meetings, but he alleges that when re-
latives applied at each meeting for
admission they were told that they
could ot enter. He charges further
that when the missing man’s trunks
were found by the relatives everything
which would have been of value in the
search was misgsing and the contents
of the trunks were in confusion.

Since Mr. Kelly's disappearavice his
brother-in-law and sisters have con-
ducted a search for him which so far
has cost thousands of dollars. So
quietly has it been made that the hews
of Mr. Kelly’s being missing did not
become public until two weeks ago. At
that time Irish societies throughout the
east were asked to assist. At first it
was believed that he was still in Phila-
delphia, but yesterday the police there
reported that they were convinced Mr.
Kelly was not in the city. The chief of
police is a close friend of the family,
and he turned all of his available force
to the search, finally giving it as his
opinion that Mr. Kelly was in New
York.

Francis Mulgrew, a brother-in-law
of them issing man, called at police
headquarters yesterday, where he
learned that the New York police had
done nothing on the case, it having
merely come to their attention through
the newspapers. Inspéetor McClusky
was asked to take up the search, and
he promised to make it most thorough.

Mr. Kelly is fifty-three years olg,
five feet ten inches in height and
weighs about a hundred and ninety
pounds. He is sturdy and wiry, with
a dark complexion and smooth shaven
face.

TELEGRAPHY.

An Australian's Invention Tested
In London,

A Speed of 40,000 Words a Minute
Gan Be Secured Ly the
Process.

LONDON, Jan, 2.—The latest marvel
in telegraphy, an instrument that can
transmit messages at the rate of more
than 40,000 words a minute; and deliver
them at the other end of the wire writ-
ten out in plain schoolboy handwriting,
was exhibited at the Carlton Hotel the

It seems sufficiently marvellous that
an instrument should be devised that
can mechanically inscribe script at some
1 800 words a minute, when the average

| ly technical, but ean perhaps be roughly
described as follows:—

The message to be transmitted over
the wire is first prepared on a perfor-
ating apparatus. This apparatus is
very much like an ordinary typewriter,
and is operated at about the same
speed. It converts the message into
perferations on a strip of paper, resolv-
ing it into two sets of components, the
vertical and the horizontal, this being
necessary for the reason that the elec-
| trical currentg can only transmit single
components. The holes are varied to
correspond with the varied form of let-
ters. These components can, of course,
be sent over a telegraph wire at an in-
credible speed. The difficulty is in re-
producing them in intelligible form at
the other end. To accomplish this two
telephones are used at the receiving
station, the system requiring the use
of a telephonic eircuit of practically
two wires.

The varying currents generate vibra-
tions in the respective telephonic receiv-
ers, and the motions—vertical and hor-
izontal respectively—are communicated
to a gingle mirror in such a manner that
one set of components causes vertical
movements of the mirror, and the other
set horizontal movements. A ray of
light is directed on to the mirror from
an incandescent electric lamp, and is
reflected from the mirror through len-
ses on a slip of sensitized phbtographic
paper. The two motions of the mirror
are sufficient to formn all the characters
of handwriting, but, of course, if made
slowly the characters would be angul-
ar. But the mirror moves only to the
extent of about one-hundredth part of
& millimeter, while the exposure of the
paper is no more than the thousandth
part of a second, so that the enormous
rapidity of the currents and the move-
ments -makes the characterg practically
round. Bo fast does the mirror move
that, when the weorking parts are ex-
posed, observers could barely discern
more than a flash of light, but the sen-
sitized paper showed the momentary
flagh resolved into-a line of the plain-
egt hand-writing,

The great saving over present systems
lies in the speed of transmission, and
in the fact that no staff of trained tele-
graphists is required ag the receiving
end to transcribe the messages. They
come out on-a slip four inches wide in
plain handwriting. The mechanism by
which the pen of light is made
move from line to line is extremely
simple, electrically, and yet far
complex to describe in small space. In-
deed the simplicity of the invention is
its most marvellous feature.

Its extreme quickness would seem to
be the greatest hindrance to its general
use—a strange paradox in this rapid
age. The Hungarian authorities re-
ported enthusiastically on the merits of
the system, but complained that there
were no two offices in the country
which had between them a sufficient
traffic to furnish enough work, even
during a short time, to justify an instal-
lation. = The proprietors hope that in
this country, which uses telegraphy on
such a vast scale, and where newspa-
pers send 52 per cent. of the telegraph
messages of the whole kingdom, a use

WIPES OUT VILLAGE.

R

Sliding Down Roscommon Mountain A
Watery Mass Surprises Cottagers—
Homeless and Penniless.

LONDON, Jan. 2.—Graphic details
are now being received of the devasta-
tion caused by a moving bog in the
county of Roscommon, Ireland.

The bog, which is known as that of
Cloonshiever, ‘is three miles from Cas-
tlerea. When it began to slide it moved
three-quarters of a mile in a few days,
covering everything in its way with
peat and water to the depth of eight
or ten feet.

“Few people can fully realize,” writes
a correspondent, “‘what a moving bog
really means to the unfortunate ten-
ants whore lot it is to live on Lord de

Frevne's French Park estate. The
peasants are surrounded on all sides
with miles of bog and water. Sad is

the story of the hamlet of Cloonshiever,
with its forty or fifty little one story
whitewashed cottages. Last Saturday
the immense bog, which overhangs the
valleys, without any previous warning
swept down on them like an avalanche,
The first intimation the villagers had
of this visitation was the bogstuff
dashing in at the doors of the houses
so rapidly that it was with the great-
est difficulty many of the unfortunate
people escaped with thelr lives.

The
ruin and destruction which such a
mass has left in its train can be more
easily imagined than described.

‘Many of the houses have wholly dis-
appeared, while all that is to be seen of
the others is the chimney tops.

“Here and there a leafless tree marks
the spot from which well tilled farms
have disappeared practically for ever.

“At one point I found a lake of about
ten or twelve acres, which had been
formed in the last few days by pent
up mountain streams. Unless some
means is speedily adopted to drain off
this water it will undermine the entire
bog and a disaster of an overwhelming
nature may be anticipated.”

A later despatch shows how immin-
ent is the danger. A Roscommon cor-
respondent, telegraphing vesterday,
says the lake formed by the flow of
water from the mountain has assumed
still larger praportions and is steadily
extending upward toward a number of
houses on the rising ground. The land
atached to the holdings has already
been covered over and the dwellings
cannot long continue habitable.

It would be impossible to exaggerate
the miserable conditions of the villagers,
Houseless and penniless, they wander
about the scenes of their former homes
with nothing but want and starvation
facing them and their families. Al-
though hourly expected, the catas-
trophe has not yet fallen on the villa-
gers of Cloonshiever, but suspense and
anxiety still “continue. One unfortu-
nate woman ‘was completely deranged
in mind by the shock. A seething
mass of bog burst through her door
before daylight one morning t@and she
narrowly ecaped with her life, leaving
all her possessions to the mercy of the
invader. Her little home was soon
submerged, and now, fantastically
dressed, she roams about the country

and, with tears rolling down her
cheeks, implores every one to save
her. She is the mother of a large

family, all the members of which are
at present away.

TOLSTOPS DYING ADVIGE

]

Notable Letter to the Czar---Condemned
autocracy and Demanded Freedom
in Use of Land,

LONDON, Jan. 3.—~The Times togay
published a letter written by Count Leo
Tolstoi to Emperor Nicholas some three
years ago, when Tolstoi believed him-
self dying. The letter, which deals
with the internal conditions of Russia,
commences: “Dear Brother,” and re-
fers to the universal dissatisfaction at
that time manifested towards the gov-
ernment. It suggests a number of re-
forms, some of which have been re-
cently granted, while others are ex-
pected as the outcome of the more lib-
eral policy of Russia. Count Tolstol
blames the emperovr’'s advisors, whose
“gstrenuous and cruel activity is arrest-
ing the eternal progress of mankind.”
He says the entire country Joins him
in condemning the autooratic govern-
ment, “which may answer the de-
mands of the people somewhere in Cen-
tral Africa, but not the demands of the
Ruseian people, who are becoming more
enlightened by the enlightenment com-
mon to the whole world. Count Tol-
stoi sets forth the desires of the peo-
ple as: First—The desire of the work-
ing people to be relieved from speclal
laws which place them in the position
of a Pariah, deprived of all the rights
of other citizens. Second—The desira
for freedom of removal from place to
place, freedom of education, freedom of
consclence and also freedom in the use
of land.

FERRY T1RAFFIC.

More Than a Million and a Half People
Carried Last Year.

The figures of the Ferry collectors
show that 5,288 more persons crossed on
the ferry steamers in 1904 than in 19803.
The total for the year was 1,676,891, and
for 1908, 1,670,663. In 1904 there were
787,776 passengers from Carleton to the
city and 788,116 from the city to Carle-
ton. In 1903 the heaviest travel was
from Carleton, 788,898 coming - to the
east side ‘a’nd 783,766 going to the west
side.

LONDON, Jan. 2.—London society is
agog just now with talk of two cases
of matrimonial differences which have
found publicity in the newspapers.
'I'he subjoined advertisement appeared
in the Times :

“To tradesmen and onthers—Colonel
James S. Forbes gives notice that he
will not be responsible for the debts
of Lady Ahgela Forbes.”

Lady Angela is the youngest sister of
the Earl of Rosslyn and married in
1896 Colonel Forbes, who served with
distinction in the South African war
with the Imperial Yeomanry. It is
also announced, on the authority of
Sir Albert Rollit, that he and Mary,
Duchess of Sutherland have agreed,
after eight vears of married life, to
live apart, but there has not been any
formal separation. It is well known
that the mariage of Lady Angela
Forbes and Colonel Forbes did not
prove a very happy one, and it was
even rumored last September that a
three years’ separation had been
agreed upon. ' Though not so hand-
some as her eisters, the Duchess of
Sutherland and Lady Westmorland,
Lady Angela, nevertheless, is a very
striking  personality —an excellent
horsewoman and a wonderfully good
croquet player.

TERMS OF SURRENDER
HAVE BEEN AGREED UPON.

Lo s o

News Received With

Composure in St

Petersburg-—-Fortress Will Be Handed
Over to Japanese Today.

The people of St. Petersburg have re-|
ceived with composure the news, known
to the rest of the world a day earlier,
of the fate of Port Arthur. The event
had been anticipated, and under offi-
cial direction the minds of the people
were prepared to receive with resigna-
tion the announcement of the fact by
the publichtlon of despatches forward-
ed last week by General Stoessel de-
sribing the str?its to which the garri-
son had been reduced. The expecta-

tion in some quarters that the sur-
render of the fortress would be follow-
ed at the capital by anti-war demon-
strations, has not been realized. So far
as there has been any expression of
feeling, it has been for carrying on
the war with all the vigor possible.

At Tokio last night the surrender of
Port Arthur was celebrated by a lan-
tern procession and general illumin-
ation. The Japanese diet will formal-
ly express the thanks of the nation to
General Nogl for his conduct of the
siege.

Among Russian officials there is a
feeling that any proposals of peace
that may be made must be with the
fact in view, that, in order that peace
may be lasting, Japan must recognize
Russia’s right to free transit of its
ships through waters of the Far East.

High Japanese officials declare that
there is no probabllity of advances
coming from their government looking
toward peace negotiations. In official
quarters in St. Petersburg it is said
that no tender of good offices from a
third party would be accepted, a.ndl
that any proposal for peace mustl
come from Japan direct. \

The text of the articles of capltula-‘
tion of the Port Arthur garrison sign-
ed by the commissioners respresenting
General Stoessel and General Nogi has
been made public. All Russian eol-g
diers, marines and civil officials of the
garrison and harbor are made prison- |
ers; all forts, batteries, vessels, mum-,
tions, etc., are transferred to the Jap- :
anese in the condition in which they '
existed at noon of Jan, 3, viclation or
this clause to operate as an annul-
ment of the negotialicns giving the '
Japanese army.warrant to take free
action; the Russian military and
naval authorities are to furnish to the
Japanese army an exhibit of all forti-
fications, underground arnd submarine
mines, a liat of mtilitary officers, of
ships, and the numbers of. their crews,
and of civilians of both sexes, with
their race and occupations and all
public property, as buildings, runi-
tions of wa~, etc., to be left in the pre-
sent position pending arra.ngement for
their transferrence.

with one servant each. may, upon
signing their parole not to take arms
during the continuance of the war, re-
turn to Ruesia.

corps and the accountants belonging
to the Russian army and navy will be
required to serve under the Japanese
sanitary corps and accountants for |
such periods of time as may be deem-
ed necessary.

CONDITIONS OF SURRENDER.

Headquarters of the Japanese Third
Army, Jan. 2, via Fusan, Jan. 3.—At
the conference held between the com-
missioners of General Stoessel and
General Nogi, at one o’clock this (Mon-
day) afternoon, the terms of surrender
were agreed upon, under which the!
Russian officers, both civil and mili- |
tary, will be allowed to march out, thel
military with arms.

The officers will be granted full lib-
erty after giving promises not to take
further part in the war.

The privates and ron- -commissioned
officers of the garrison to the number

of 20,000, will be taken prisoners of |
war.
The surrendered fortress will be’

formally handed over to the Japanese
tomorrow (Tuesday). The prisoners
will march out Jan. 4. The opposing
troops are fraternizing.

PROPOSALS FOR PEACE OVER-
TURES.

ILLONDON, Jan, 3—Baron Hayashi,
the Japanese minister, said to the As-
soclated Press:

“I'know nothing whatever about pro-
posals for peace overtures. They must |
come from Russia. I have seen reports
of President Roosevelt's desire to use
his good offices for the purpose of end-
ing the war, but as long as the views
of the Russian government are un-
known I do not see any oportunity for
mediation or for the exercise of good
offices. I regerd the statement on the
subject as purely conjectural The re-
port that Japan will offer terms of
peace is abselutely unfounded.”

In all other well informed quarters in
T.ondon the Assoctated Press received
the assurance that the talk of media-
tion is entirely premature.

sixteen thousand are wounded or sick,
and 8,000 remained in the forts, of
whom, however, 5,000 were unable to
fight.

It is learned that when General Stoes«
sel wrote to General Nogi regarding
the surrender of the fortress he said:

“I have 8,000, men in the forts dnd
6,000 of these are able to fight. If youw
do not accept my proposal these men
will die fighting, but it will cost you
three times their number to kill them.”

During the siege 265 per cent. of the
garrison were put out of action. This
remarkable fact was due to wounded
men returning to the front. Cases have
been recorded where men have gone
to the hospital four times, returning
convalescent to the forts.

The number of officers killed was
proportionately greater than in any
battle known to history. This was
due to the frequent lethargic condie
tion of the men, who, without food and

i without sleep, moved only when orders

ed by their officers.

The Russians estimate that the tak-
ing of the fortress has cost Japan
$100,000,000.

Street Car Service Stopped Altogether and
Ml Trains Delayed---The Storm is
Widespread.

Since Tuesday morning St. John has
been in the grip of a blizzard. The
impassable condition of the streets has
caused practically a suspension of
business. The street railway service i8

hung up and sailing craft in the harbor
are clinging to their moorings.

The storm is by far the worst of the
season. It began snowing about eleven
o’clock yesterday morning. The baro-
meter showed a tendency to fall, por-
tending a cold storm. With the ap-
proach of night the storm took ¢n the
character of a light blizzard. From
this out it went to worse and all night
raged with ceaseless fury. All day
yesterday and during the night the
temperature fell steadily, reaching its
lowest point about nine o’clock this
norning, when the thermometer regis-
tered nine above. The direction of the
wind during the storm has been north-
east. The wind velocities have varied
from twenty-four to twenty-six miles,
but at times there were strong gusts,
1egistering many more miles. The
total fall of snow and hard sleet since
eleven o'clock yesterday has been six
inches.

The storm appears to be off the
Atlantic coast. Along the coast there
is a very low pressure, while over the
Great Lakes the pressure is high. This
is the cause of the strong northeast
wind.

In the city the storm has practically
put a stop to all activity. The Street
Railway Company made every effort
to keep their line open, but the strong

dificult task. The clectric snow
plough was out early and following in
its track were gangs of shovellers. A
couple of cars tried to make the city
circuit but the attempt was abandon-
ed.

All the trains were delayed. On the
1. C. R. the snow drifts between here
and Moncton interfered greatly ‘with
traffic. Along thé north the trains
succeeded pretty well in maintaining
the schedule. A snow plough special
left St. John at seven o'clock this
morning te clear the road ahead of the
Halifax express which left an hour
later. The Halifax night express, due
here at 6.20 a. m.. did not arrive tin

: o'clock. =

On.the C. P. R. the storm was worse
this side of Woodstock. The Frederic-
ton train was delayed two hours to en-
able a snow plough special to clear the
track. o . i
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This was a miserable day for the
pedestrian. The best place to walk was
in the middle of the street. The side-
walk ploughs were of course out but
there were too few of them to do much.
The biting sleet nearly flayed the faces
of those who had to meet it.

The weather was too rough for the
D. A. R. steamer Yarmouth to venture
out this morning and it is not lkely
that any attempt will be made to cross
the bay until tomorrow morning.

Despatches tell of similar conditions
all over the eastern states.

McKinnon vs McLaughlin Carriage Co.
Arranged Out of Gourt---Judge Tuck

Pities the Lawyers.

The case of Malcolm McKinnon vs.
The McLaughlin Carriage Co., Ltd., for
false imprisonment, is not to be tried,
owing to the fact that terms of settle-
ment have been arrived at. This an-

nouncement was made in court this
morning b L. A. Currey, counsel for
the plaintiff, and ‘caused considerable
surprise. Mr. Currey asked for an ad-
journment to allow the terms of the
settlement to be carried out. This the
Chief Justice granted. The case will
again come up on the last day of the
circuit, and if the settlement has been
consummated, it will be struck off the
docket of the court.

This case has been before the public
some time. Nearly everyone is familiar
with the fact that it grew out of a deb-
tor's criminal examination which took
place before Magistrate Ritchie. Mal-
colm McKinnon was arrested in Prince
Edward Island, at the instance of the
McLaughlin Carriage Co., Ltd., and ex-
amined for alleged embezzlement of the
compaay’s funds. He was discharged
from arrest by Chief Justice Tuck, who
held that the grounds for keeping him
in custody were insufficient, and hence
the action for false imprisonment which
so unexpectedly terminated today.

The following lawyers were interest-
ed: L. A. Currey and A. J. B. Mellish,
for the plaintiff; Hanington, Teed &
Hanington for the carriage company;
J. B. M. Baxter for J. W. V. Lawlor,
manager of the carriage company; and
A. A. Wilson for Daniel Mott,- the com-
pany’s traveller.

Chief Justice Tuck adjourned the
court till Friday at eleven o'clock, when
the criminal case of King vs. Saunders
will be taken up.

The Chief Justice hefore adjourning
the court made the remark that he won-
dered more lawyers were not starving
to death in view of the small business
which nowadays engages the attention
of courts. His Honor’s remark seemed
to meet the approval of the lawyers.
