THE KICKERS’ CLUB.

There Is scarcely a life among the 
labor members now In the British Par­
liament that does not exhibit a mag­
nificent triumph of pluck over almost 
Insuperable difficulties. If the full story 
of their struggles could be written, it 
would certainly make one of the most 
remarkable human documents ever 
presented to the public. It would serve 
as an impetus to the efforts of many a 
young man, who, almost discouraged 
with the apparently Insurmountable 
obstructions which He across his path­
way to success, is wondering If, after 
all, the results are worth the hard 
work that la necessary to obtain them. 
It would be soothing to the dishearten­
ed youths who, looking to the future 
with trembling uncertainty, have never 
realized that the boy who, at three 
years of age was left fatherless, and 
as a child of seven was actually driv­
ing a plow, now, while still a young 
man, represents 14,000 electors a^ 
Westminster and has made one of the 
most Impressive maiden speeches de­
livered In recent years to the "most 
critical audience In the world." John 
Ward, M. P., for Stokes-Upon-Trent 
had no schooling as a boy and he first 
learned to read when he had been 
working for many years as a navvy. 
His record is therefore a remarkable 
one and it shows what a man can do 
when he selects his course with deter­
mination and strength of will.

Little less handicapped than Mri 
Ward at the start of life was Author 
Henderson, who represents the Bern­
ard Castle division of Durham. He be­
gan to earn his living as an errand 
boy In Glasgow, when his school days' 
came to an end. He was then ten years 
old. Author Henderson had grit, how­
ever, and wnen two years later' he 
commenced his apprenticeship as an 
iron moulder at Newcastle, he made up 
his mind that by spending his scanty 
leisure at night schools or with his 
books, he might in time qualify him­
self for work as a local preacher. But 
in those days of obscurity and struggle 
he little dreamed that before he was 
far advanced in the forties he would 
be a county councillor, justice of the 
peace, and member of Parliament.

The International Labor News Bur­
eau has announced its intention of pub­
lishing short biographies of the most 
noted of these men. It is welllhat they 
should do so, for such reading cannot 
fail to lend encouragement to the de­
serving. The triumphs of these 
should prove an Inspiration to Ameri­
can workmen. »

WP. JOHN’S, Nf„ Jan. 19.—An offi­
cial report from Bay of Islands shows 
that at the conclusion of the herring 
fisheries this year the total catch 
amounted to 116,236 barrels, valued 
at $452,144. Of this sixty-five Ameri­
can vessels took away 70,346 barrels 
valued at $268,546, WhUe forty-three 
colonial vè'sseïs gathered In 45,887 bar, 
re Is, valued at $13.3,548. Thèse figures 
show thât thé fishery this year has 
been the largest In quantity and value 
In the history of the west coast her­
ring industry, and that the colonial 
vessels secured a larger share of the 
haul and profits than ever before.

The main feature of this report, how­
ever, will be an insistence on the fu­
ture cutting down of the large receipts 
from Harvard's Intercollegiate foot­
ball contests. It will be the point of the 
report that only such receipts be al­
lowed in the future as shall be neces­
sary to cover the legitimate cost of 
supporting the football and other ath­
letic departments of Harvard.

Until the existing debts, such as the

system of large gate receipts from big 
football games. Any arrangements with 
Yale or other colleges must hereafter 
be made with this point in mind.

He also said the 
priest’s horse had taken lame back on 
the road. In answer to a question of 
witness, the prisoner said that he* had 
been unable to hire a horse further 
back, as they were all busy hauling 
hay. Witness shortly after drove the 
prisoner with his valises to Elgin. One 
of the bills mentioned was American 
and one a Dominion bill. Prisoner told 
witness he had been working for Father 
McAuley and that his name was Con­
nors, witness being positive about the 
name. Prisoner said he wanted to go 
to the station, and he left there at 
about 3.30 o’clock. Witness did not see 
anyone at the station at the time. Later 
on witness met Collins on the street 
and directed him to a hotel. The pris­
oner seemed in a hurry when they were 
driving in. By a plan of the locality 
the witness explained the route trav­
elled and the location of the station at 
Elgin.

THE TERRIBLE EFFECTS.TERRE HAUTE, Ind., Jan. 20.— 
Twenty-two charred, broken and mu­
tilated bodies were taken from the 
smouldering ruins of the accommoda­
tion passenger train on the Cleveland, 
Cincinnati, Chicago and St. Louis (Big 
Four) railroad following its destruc­
tion last night by the explosion of a 
^carload of powder as the accommoda­
tion passed a freight train at Sanford, 
Ind., five miles west of Terre Haute. 
The number of injured will total at 
least 35.

The cause of the disaster has not 
been fully explained, but several 
theories are advanced. The result was 
terrible. The shock was felt for thirty 
miles, many believing it to be an 
earthquake. The three coaches of thfe 
passenger train were filled with trav­
ellers.

The entire train, including the loco­
motive, was blown from the track, the 
coaches were demolished, the engine 
was hurled fifty feet and the passen­
gers were either blown to pieces, con­
sumed by fire or rescued in an injured 
condition. Some of the thirty-five in­
jured will die. The most severely hurt 
are in hospitals at Terre Haute and at 
Paris, Ills., though a number of per­
sons were cared for at Sanford.

The full extent of the disaster was 
revealed at daylight, but the death list 
will not be complete until workmen 
have cleared the debris and the injured 
are out of danger.

THEORIES OF THE EXPLOSION.

According to trainmen of the freight, 
the explosion of the powder was caused 
by the concussion of the passenger 
train, which was slowing down for 
Sanford.

Another theory is that the gas escap­
ing from an oil pipe line entered tthe 
powder car, standing by the pipe, and 
that a spark from the passenger loco­
motive ignited the gas.

The belief was expressed by one of 
the passengers that the disaster was 
due to the act of a tramp or an intoxi­
cated man, who may have fired a shot 
into the car. ,

Besides the passenger train, eight 
freight cars were blown to pieces by 
the explosion. Huge masses of iron 
were hurled hundreds of feet from the 
track. The tank of the passenger lo­
comotive wa*. thrown a hundred feet, 
landing in a gravel bank. The wreck­
ed train and eight freight cars were 
consumed by fire, starting in the 
wreckage. The other cars were pulled 
out of danger.

, Not a building in Sanford escaped 
damage.

Windows were shattered, dishes and 
furniture broken and several doors 
were torn from their hinges. The ac, 
commodation passenger train was run­
ning from Indianapolis to Mattoon, 
Ills.
