Lord Brougham said he had a petition to present
g“ﬁ'mnfmﬂl m—'mdividzl of the nl;me of
‘aylor, a surgeon of Ayr, in Scotlind, who bap-
pened to be in Birmingham at the time of the re
cent riots, and who was seized by mistake as one of
the rioters.

nor were they, as this person was, debarred from
the nse of all books except the Bible and prayer |
book. Treating men convicted of politicsl offences |
as if they were common felons appeared to him to
be contrary to eyery principle of j : letter, |
remonsirating agninst 8o nnjnust a pnmnmling, was |
sent by Mr. Roebuck o the learned jndge before |
whom the ¢ase was fried. and in answer he suid—
“ God forbid that he should ever.even have thought
of subjecting the individual to such close ¢anfine-
ment” The secretary of state for the home depart-
ment had, in consequence, been applied to, hut
withont éffect, on the subject. This was the first
time he had ever heard of a Iearned judge’s recom-
mendation to mercy being treatéd in -snich a disres-
pectfal manner. Whether this was or was not a
sample of the mode in which the threat recently

commendations coming from the Jndges was to be
exercised, he, of course, conld not eay.

In this
state of things, how was it possible that the people
shonld be satisfied ? e hoped they would contin-
ue discontented 1ill their grievances were redressed,
and not allow the wembers of both houses of parlia-
ment to loll on easy couches and beds of roses.
