Remembering whom wo are addressing, we must regard out 
of place any attempt to prove that the divine purpose here re- 
ferredtom the conversion of souls to God, and the mainte-
Г; ™ ?'eîy ; 0r that 11 is the duty of every believer to 

give all the help he can towards rendering the Church as eE- 
c e„ as possible for that end. Nor can we presume that any 
intelligent Christian requires to be convinced that, much as the 
church of Christ has accomplished, it is capable of doing far 
greater things for the glory of God, that there is in it a latent 
power mighty to the pulling down of the strongholds of sin 
yet only partially developed and occasionally manifested ; 
that this divine energy would be productive of far more 
glomus results were there more faith and zeal in the professed 
followers of Christ. We are not about to dwell upon the sad 
deficiency presented by the church as a whole as regards 
unity, charity, sanctity, and earnestness, nor even to discuss 
how nearly we as a body come up to the New Testament idea 
of -a chosen generation, a royal priesthood, a holy nation, 
a peculiar people," but simply to consider in what way our 
Churches may be made better adapted to fulfil their appointed 
mission in the towns, villages and rural districts 
vince.

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1. We should aim at a more elevated piety in both ministers 
and people.

Every child of God should realise inpiis daily life that his 
existence on earth is continued simply "that he may promote 
the interests of the Kingdom of Christ. A profession of reli­
gion, if it means anything, signifies the acceptance of this truth 
and a resolution to act upon it, by presenting the life to God 

■ a hvinS sacrifice, holy and acceptable, not in word only but in 
deed,—deeds of Christian love, and zeal to bring 
Jesus, to make his name honoured and loved, his

souls to
cause supreme

and progressive. As laborers for Christ our power with men 
is fixed by our power with God. Through Him, as far as he 
identifies himself with it, not by might nor by power but by 
his Spirit will any effort, any life, any church do great things for 
God. Without him we can do nothing. But need 
without Him ? In our closets and daily life, in our fellowship 
and religious services may we not claim his promises to be with 
us unto the end of the world, to show himself unto 
unto the world, to meet with us and bless us? Has he not 
made plain the conditions upon which he is willing to manifest 
his presence and power ? “ If ye abide in me and my words 
abide in you ye shall ask what ye will and it shall be done 
unto you. If a man love me he will keep my words and 
father will love him and we will come unto him and malje 
abode with him.” God shuts himself out from no church, no 
heart. How powerful the influence of the every day life of 
one who habitually walks with God. A church composed of

light shining for God. A city set 
upon a hill. A church is efficient for bearing witness to the 
truth in proportion as it is distinguished by spirituality and 
holy living. The aggregate of the piety of its members, not 
their numbers nor their wealth, not the gifts nor the popularity 
of its minister, is the measure of its power for good. The word 
of life is God’s instrument for turning the hearts of men to 
himself, and in the degree in which a church is a living
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embodied presentation of that word does it hold its faith of- 
hciently. Sterling integrity, sincere deep piety and Christian 
love speak for God as nothing else can. Whatever will ma- 
ter,ally elevate the piety of our churches will do much for the 
cause of God. Is the importance of this duty estimated 
among us 7 Is reference made to it as frequently as needful ?
Is the standard of piety at which we aim that of the New Testa­
ment or of the conventional tone of sentiment around us ? - 
Are the high principles of integrity, Christian love, heavenly, 
mmdedness and seal for Christ developed among us to a cheer- 
fu and hopeful degree 7 Are deep-toned piety and earnestness 
estcemhd as essential to ministerial usefulness as talent and 
mlability ! Ço we value the spirituality and activity of 

churches more than numbers 
of piety among 
prayers ?

2. By cultivating more of a missionary spirit.
The cause of Missions, home or foreign but specially the 

latter, has far too feeble a hold upon the hearts of our people. 
The contributions for these objects can be referred to only with 
pam. It ,s not our wish to treat this subject by reference to 
hq past or to other denominations. Such comparisons 

already too common and productive of no good. No one who 
loves the cause of Christ can reflect upon the number of Bap­
tists in this province, the amount of wealth in their possession 
and the small sum annually contributed by them to the mission 
fund with shame and grief that the latter should bear such in- 
significant proportions to the two former. We are well aware 
that the language we arc using may be employed by our 
enemies for taunt and insult, but that is unworthy of considéra- 
tion compared with the sin of silence and concealment in con- 
nection with what is so offensive to God and injurious to his 
cause. Can we expect the blessing of God to rest upon our 
churcaes while money is so highly valued and the salvation of 
souls so lightly esteemed. Brethren this is
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3f- we have to confess, a great wrong to rectify. Our love for the 

cause of God isan no more than is indicated by what we arewilling to do for it.
3. A more general and deep interest in our denominational 

institutions of learning.
We are not about to advocate the cause of education nor to 

plead for our locaj institutions. We do not intend to say any­
thing respecting vacant professorships or financial deficiencies, 
but to allude to a fact upon jyhich we will all

every excuse is pleaded. The errors and 
mistakes of the past and existing defects and deficiencies and 
the discouraging prospects of the future, are urged as reasons 
for caring nothing about these institutions and doing nothing 
for them. Now admitting all that is said to be true, does it 
justify indifference ? Ought it not rather to render it impos- 
81b e ? To whom do those institutions belong, who has the 
power to remedy any existing evil or deficiency in connection 
with them ? Our churches !
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Upon them the responsibility 
rats and in no way can they rid themselves of it. An en­
lightened zeal for the cause of God must include educational 
interests. Who can doubt that our future as a denomination 
must be largely influenced by the efficiency of our schools and 
colleges. If these are permitted to linger in their present 
state or to gradually diminish and die we must cease to occupy 
even our present position. But if new life be infused into 
them and enlarged opportunity for usefulness afforded 
immeasurable good must result. This never will be the case 
till our churches take a more general and wise interests in the 
subject.

4. Greater care in selecting young men for the ministry.
Not a pulpit now filled but will soon be vacant, not 

ministerial head now raised in our ranks but will
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low. Not a voice that now speaks for God but will 
silent in death. Brethren, when

soon be 
gone who shall supply 

our places ? Shall successors to whom will then be entrusted 
such solemn responsibilities be men of lofty piety and superior 
intelligence, or the opposite? Our ehurches are determining 
that question to-day, by the enoouragmcnt, or discouragment 
they offer to these who present themselves as candidates for 
the ministry. A church may do much for the cause of God 
by the judicious selection of young men adapted for preaching 
the gospel, and a firm and wise discouragement of those 
endowed with the

tial in any young man who asks its sanction^ for his en­
gaging in preaching the gospel ?

SABBATH SCHOOLS.

The Committee on Sabbath Schools report :—That it is with 
mingled feelings of pleasure and pain they view the present 
aspect of Sabbath Schools. It affords pleasure to think of the 
design of the Sabbath School and the influence it is calculated 
to exert over the youthful mind, but it is painful to think of 
the apathy of many of our Churches towards it. It has often 
been called “ The Nursery of the Church.” Admitting this to 
be true, then it may safely be affirmed that in it all the children 
and youth of our congregations and neighborhoods should be 
nursed ; to accompHsh this each Church should have its Sab- 
bath School, to which parents should bring their children from 
babbath to Sabbath to be religiously instructed.

We would recommend 1st. That each Pastor preach at 
least one sermon a year, calling up the attention of the Church 
to the importance of sustaining the Sabbath School, and that 
the Delegates from the Churches second the endeavours of their 
“astors m promoting this object.

2nd. TSat Teacher’s Meetings be held weekly, if possible, 
for mutual improvement and to stimulate each other to per­
severing effort.

inREPORT OF THE FRENCH MISSION BOARD.
in

In presenting their annual report, the Board, would grate­
fully acknowledge the continued tokens of divine favor, which 
have attended the labors of our esteemed missionary during the 
past year. Our brother, amid many discouragements and 
much opposition has toiled on, scattering the good seed of gos­
pel truth, and, laboring to disperse the darkness that every­
where enshrouds the minds of our Acadian French, and al­
though the apparent success thus far is comparatively small, 
yet we trust that the period is at hand, when churches of bap­
tized believers will be gathered among that people.

Jn July last, the Board called a Council to consider the 
propriety of setting apart Bro. Normondy to the work of an 
Evangelist. The Council met at the Mission House, Tusket, 
and decided to ordain our brother. The services were held in 
the Baptist Meeting house, Tusket, and were full of interest.

Last year, we stated that four families had left the Romish 
Church, and identified themselves with the cause of truth. 
We rejoice to learn that amid the most violent opposition, they 
continue steadfast. During the present year several others 
have abandoned Romanism, and have received the word of 
God. Two persons have been baptized, and have been received 
into the fellowship of the Baptist Church, St. Mary’s Bay. 
Three others expect to be baptized shortly.
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REPORT ON EDUCATION
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In the Theological Institute twelve young men have re­
ceived instruction, seven from the College, and five from the 
Academy.

It is obvious, however, that the existing arrangements do 
not meet the necessity of the case. The Professors are com­
pelled to undertake too many duties, and consequently feel 
that their efficiency is seriously affected. The staff of Instruc­
tors consists at present of two Professors and a Tutor, and this
includes the Theological Institute as well as the College :__
but the work to be accomplished requires at least four Pro- 
lessors, nor can the wishes and expectations of the people be 
fully realised with anything short of that provision.

In addition to what we now have it is judged indispensable 
immediately to raise at least the sum of £5,000 to be called 
“ Edward Manning Professorship.” We cordially invito 
each Church to contribute £100, and thus enjoy a scholarship 
in the College, or that two or more Churches unite for this ob­
ject, or otherwise contribute to the funds ; that quarterly col­
lections be taken in the churches to defray the salary of the 
Theological Professor : that ministers preach at least one 
Educational Sermon annually ; and that the Day of prayer for 
Colleges on the last Thursday of February be faithfully ob­
served.

Your Committee are pleased to know that a Society has 
been instituted and incorporated of the old students and the 
friends of our Educational Institutions to be entitled the « Asso­
ciated Alumni of Acadia College,” which we trust will prove 
a valuable auxiliary in promoting the interests of the College.

Your Committee would also state with regard to the Hor­
ton Academy, that though it is about to be deprived of the 
valued services of J. W. Hartt, Esq., the Principal ; the Rev. 
Thos. A. Higgins has consented provisionally to succeed him, 
and that such thorough modifications and arrangements 
about to be made as shall fully realize the design of that ex­
cellent Institution.

CONSTITUTION OF SABBATH SCHOOL CONVENTION.
Article 1. This society shall be called the Provincial Baptist 

Sabbath School Convention of Nova Scotia.
% The object of this Convention shall be to promote the aims 

and interests of Sabbath Schools within this Province,
3. The Convention shall be composed of Pastors, Superinten­

dents, Teachers, and any Church members delegated by their res­
pective schools, together with ая mary others present at ite meet­
ings ss may be invited by the Confettion to take part in its delib­
erations.

4. The officers of this organization shall be a President, six 
vice Presidents, two from each Association, a secretary and three 
Amistaot Secretaries, one from each Association. Treasurer and 
Auditor, all of whom shall be chosen annually by ballot, unless 
otherwise ordered, and who, together with three other members 
shall constitute a General Executive Committee, five of whom 
shall be a quorum.

6. There shall be three meetings of this Convention, held in 
connection with the three Associations, one of which according 
to turn among the Associations from year to year, shall be con­
sidered the Annual Meeting, at which the Officers shall be chosen, 
the Reports of the Secretary and Treasurer presented and any other 
appropriate business transacted.

o. This Constitution may be altered or amended at any Annual 
Meeting with the concurrence of two-thirds of the Members pre-
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The Committee have therefore much satisfaction in report­

ing the healthful efficiency of the Academy. They would how­
ever remind their brethren that success is the reward of 
tinned struggle, and untiring labor,—labor, approved of God, 
and sanctified, it is humbly hoped, to the noble aim of dis­
seminating knowledge. The years of the Institution’s history 
have been years of constant and unwearied assiduity on the 
part of its friends, and each upward step, has been the reward 
of Christian diligence. Your Committee would ever keep thjg 
truth in view, and present it distinctly to the eye of the Bap­
tist Denomination. The amount of labor put forth, must be 
the standard, to measure the hoped-for 
denominational interests, labor and success, will balance each 
other. Let the energies of the Baptist Churches be once fairly 
and fully developed, and directed to the great interests of re­
ligious education, and no success as yet reached, will at all fore­
shadow the happy result.

Your Committee are assured that the Academy is 
oomplishing invaluable good. As a fact this is apparent to 
all, in any degree alive to the Educational interests of Nova 
Scotia. Our sons are there being educated and fitted for po­
sitions of honorable and useful employment. Our Churches 
are being supplied with ministers of the gospel, “ workmen 
rightly dividing the word of life.” And to some extent 
Teachers are going forth, well furnished for the all-important 
work of training the rising generation. We trust, that more 
attention will ere long be directed to this last mentioned de­
partment.

Such is the work now being accomplished, and such the 
work to which the friends and supporters of Horton Academy 
should address themselves, with ceaseless perseverance.

Are reasons for this enlarged aim demanded ? We direct 
attention to the evident connexion between advancement in a 
sound and liberal education, and the future growth of Baptist 
principles, and Baptist Churches. God has ever honored such 
education and made it subserve the growth of His Kingdom. 
The education your Committee and the Education Society, de­
sign furnishing is that which has stamped upon its every fea­
ture the spirit and power of Divine Truth. Such assuredly
