Quebec, June 17—Out of a welter of 

testimony that threw very little fresh 
light on the disaster to the Empress 
of Ireland, which sank off Father 
Point after collision with the collier 
8 tors tad May 29, the dominion com­
mission inquiring into it today man­
aged to extract a few new points, 
which, however, only serve to make 
the confusion more confounded and to 
indicate that the evidence of the Em­
press and Storstad officers, conflicting 
as it does, suggests that a similar 
state of cross purposes may be found 
to be the final explanation of the 
wreck.

At the morning session Butler' As- 
ptnall, K. C., acting for the C. P. R., 
extracted an opinion from Chief Offic­
er Tuftenes of the collier that, accord­
ing to a diagram he had drawn of the 
respective positions of the ships, when 
they saw one another just before the 
collision in the fog, .he thought the 
Empress, which was travelling fast 
should have cleared the Storstad. Mr. 
Aspinall tried to prove the C. P. R. 
claim that the liner was standing still, 
otherwise she would have passed

across the Storstad's bows, but the 
witness clung fast to his contention 
that the Empress was moving. I^ater 
Mr. Aspjinall sought to show that be­
cause the collier rammed herself 
straight Into the liner for twelve feet 
the Storstad must have been going at 
a high rate of speed, while the liner 
was stationary, because if the coal 
boat was going slow the only other 
way this could have been accomplish­
ed would have been by the Empress 
approaching her like a crab. Some­
thing that was, of course, ridiculous 

Contradicts Captain Kendall 
To substantiate the theory of the 

Storstad officers that the collier struck 
the Empress a glancing blow as she 
rushed across her bows, Mr. Tuftenes 
contradicted Captain Kendall's claim 
that the boilers were pierced as shown 
by the sheet of flame that poured out 
at the collision. The witness said he 
only saw friction sparks, while there 
was no rebounding of the Storstad, 
as sworn to by Captain Kendall, only 
a slight Jar being felt.

Ottawa, June 17.—“I could place ten 

thousand teen on farms In Ontario 
alone,” said Hon. T. W. Crothers to­
day before leaving for Prince Edward 
Island, where his medical adviser has 
ordered him to go for a month’s rest 
Mr. Crothers was seriously 111 of ery­
sipelas recently, and Is not yet in the 
best of health.

The Minister of Labor discussed 
with The Standard the labor situation 
throughout Canada. Reports to Otta­
wa from various centres are that there 
are many out of work.

“The trouble is,” said Mr. Crothers, 
"that so many of these men refuse 
absolutely to go on the farms. Every­
where there is an outcry for farm help. 
As a people we are losing money be 
cause we can't get the land tilled as it 
should be. Whatever militates against 
the farmer militates against Canada 
as a whole. If we could only Induce 
these out of work* to go into the coun­
try away from the city and its free 
dinner tables, it would be a great 
thing for this country.”

Damage $20,000, Insurance $4,000—Rectory Barn Also 
Fire Swept—Shrieks of Dying Horses Horrify Spectators 
—Firemen Do Good Work.Change Subject of Address — 

Matter of Ottawa Temper­
ance Campaign Brought up 

— The Cigarette Evil.
Sussex, June 17—Shrieks of burn­

ing horses, bellowlngs of frightened 
cattle, rising above the roar of the 
flames, gave an added horror to the 
havoc wrought by the fire which this 
afternoon destroyed two barns belong­
ing to George W. Fowler, M. P., gut­
ted a barn attached to the rectory of 
the Church of England, and for a time 
threatened the rectory and j* number 
of other buildings. Mr. Fow^, r’s loss 
will be over $20,000, and he ohly car­
ried $4,000 Insurance on the property 
destroyed. In one of Mr. Fowler’t, 
barns—that In which the fire originat­
ed—six valuable horses were burned 
to death. In the other barn there was 
a valuable bull and a large number of 
thorough-bred cattle, and so quickly 
did the fire spread that It was only 
with the greatest difficulty that they 
were rescued from the flames. These 
cattle were on the second floor and as 
the flames blocked the usual means of 
exit the cattle had to be forced out 
through a rear opening and dropped 
ten feet to the ground. Two of the 
cattle had their necks broken by the 
fall and others sustained injuries.

About four o’clock this afternoon 
Frank Myers who was In charge of 
Mr. Fowler’s barns was driving stakes 
in the rear yard when he saw flames 
burst through the roof of the barn 
fronting on the road. He immediately 
gave the alarm, and summoning help 
rushed Into the barn to try to get out 
the horses. But the fire had made 
such headway that the Interior of the 
barn was practically a mass of flames 
and It was Impossible to reach the 
animals. As the flames enveloped the 
horses their shrieks, which had a 
strangely human note, were heartrend­
ing.

An alarm turned in from box No. 2 
brought the fire department on the 
scene in a hurry, but by that time the 
fire in the barn had made such head­

way that it was useless to fight it, and 
the firemen devoted their efforts to 
trying to save the adjoining barn, and 
getting out the cattle In It.

The two steamers stood by each 
other until it was ascertained that 
neither needed immediate assistance 
thn both started slowly for South­
ampton.

The forepeak, of the.Ineemore rap­
idly filled with water, but the stout 
bulkhead confined It there, and al­
though so much down by the bows 
that the propeller was half out of the 
water, she managed to crawl Into 
port. There It was found that the 
damage to the bows extended for a 
length of twelve feet and a width of 
ten feet.

Threatens Rectory

A high wind from the W. S. W. 
swept showers of sparks on to a barn 
attached to the rectory, and it too was 
soon in flames. The rectory caught in * 
several places and the furniture was 
hastily removed, but heroic work on 
the part of the firemen, aided by a 
sudden shift of the wind to the N. W. 
saved this structure. -Sparks also set 
fire to a piggery near by, but little 
damage was done.

Although the firemen were unable 
to save the barns which caught fire 
they did great work in confining It to 
these buildings. It was feared for a 
time that the fire would spread to oth­
er properties in the neighborhood. The 
origin of the fire is a mystery.

Mr. Fowler’s bams were among the 
show places of the town. They had 
concrete floors and electric lighting 
and were supposed to be as fire proof 
as a bam could be. Besides his hor­
ses, carriages, rugs, etc., Mr. Fowler 
lost a valuable library which was 
stored In the bam, a handsome marble 
fountain purchased In Italy which lie 
intended to place In his new residence 
and many other personal effects. 
Among the horses roasted to death 
was the famous Kentucky-bred stal­
lion VVaterlight. Mr. Fowler recently 
refused an offer of $1,000 for this 
horse.

Much sympathy is felt drith Mr. 
Fowler In his loss. Mr. Fowler is par­
ticularly grieved over the fate of hla 
horses which he valued highly, and 
which cannot be easily replaced.

The loss of the rectory bam Is plac­
ed at $1,000, fully covered by insur* 
ance.

Statement of Company.
The London office of the North 

German Lloyd Company made the 
following statement tonight regarding 
the collision:

"The Kaiser Wilhelm H. was run 
Into at 3.30 o’clock this afternoon by 
the steamer Ineemore In a dense fog, 
ten miles southeast of St. Catherines 
Point. The Ineemore rammed the 
Kaiser Wilhelm at right angles and 
scraped along for some distance, but 
the watertight doors in the bulk­
heads kept back the water, which 
leaked Into one compartment. Direct­
ly the fog came on Captain Dahl had 
closed his watertight doors to bee 
ready for any contingency.

“The Kaiser Wilhelm II. 
below the waterline nearly amidships, 

the extent of the damage has not 
yet been ascertained. After waiting 
on the apot for half an hour the 
Kaiser returned to Southampton.

“No one on board was Injured. The 
boats were got ready for swinging out, 
but wëre not swung out. There was 
no excitement on the vessel. Captain 
Dahl decided to come Into dock so às 
to be ready in the morning for an ex­
amination by divers. The marine 
superintendent of the company and 
other technical officials are oni their 
way to Southampton. The intention 
Is to have the Accessary repairs done 
at Southampton, so that the Kaiser 
Wilhelm can return to Bremerhaven.

She Is 
fitted up with an apparatus enabling 
a vessel in the thickest weather, with­
out the aid of compass or sextant, to 
ascertain her position when she is 
within & radius of fifty miles of a filed 
wireless station or a wireless fitted 
ship whose position is known.

It Is also claimed for this apparatus 
that should the Royal George pick up 
a wireless distress signal she would be 
able to set her course towards its 
source, even though the distressed 
vessel were not able to Indicate her 
position._______

Captain Andersen of the Storstad 

was heard. He dealt a severe blow

the fact that, he reversed his engines 
directly he came on deck was only due 
to the appearance of the Empress, 
which was not expected.

Lord Mersey pointed out that had 
the Storstad's engines been reversed 
earlier the clamity would not have oc­
curred.

Ottawa, June 17 —Owing to the ab­
sence of Hon. Frank Cochrane, Minis­
ter of Railways, during the last half 
of the past session of parliament, 
legislation which he had Intended to 
Introduce In connection with the I. a 
R. Pension Fund Act was not brought 
In. The intent of the legislation was 
to provide for recouping Intercolonial 
employees who were dropped from the 
payrolls on account of age or through 
other unavoidable circumstances, be­
fore they had qualified for the pension 
under the act.

Under the present law there Is no 
provision for paying back to them the 
moneys they have paid into the pn- 
sion fund.

According to statistics gathered by

Edward Jones, first officer of the 
Empress of Ireland, who was on the 
bridge when the collision occurred, 
told much the same story as did Cap­
tain Kendall. He claimed the Em­
press was stopped and the collier mov­
ing. C. S. Haight, acting for the Stor­
stad $ owners, tried to Indicate by his 
cross-examination of this witness that 
Captain Kendall had disobeyed the 
navigation rules by stopping in the fog 
when the regulations required him 
only to go slow and under the other 
ship’s stern, after ascertaining the po­
sition of the Storstad. The confusion 
oxer the whistles, that is. as far as 
the stories of the two sides are con­
cerned, was onl> heightened by Mr. 
Jones. Mr. Haight claiming that mis­
leading signals were given. Lord Mer­
sey pointed out that the officers on 
the Empress seemed to have followed 
the rules in this connection.

As yesterday. Lord Mersey proved a 
humdrous diplomat, and his subtle 
comments when awkward situations 
arose smoothed out all difficulties. He 
was challenged as the chief humorist 
of the court by an Irish seamon from 
the Empress. John Carroll, who pro­
voked loud laughter by telling that he 
was forty-eight, but not sure of his 
age and by constantly referring to the 
chairman as "Your Worship.'’

Mr. Haight—“I see that rule 16 ap­
plies to steam vessels hearing a fog 
signal of another vessel on her beam— 
this rule applies to vessels that have 
not ascertained the position of anoth­
er boat in a fog. The position of the 
Storstad had been ascertained."

Lord Mersey then read the rule 
aloud and emphasized that part of it 
which ordered ships to go at a moder­
ate speed In fog. He said that was the 
clause the witness was apparently re­
ferring to.

COMMENTS
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A Plea for all Fox Men to be Honest In Statements Concerning the Animals in 
their Possession—Fox Breeders* Association'has done Good Work, and 

all Ranchers should Recognize the Value of Co-operation.

The Charlottetown Guardian in a 
recent issue commente editorially on 
the recent visit of Dr. Higgins to tbe 
Island. The article In question wa*ae 
follows :

If the Prince Edward Island Fox 
Breeders Association had nothing else 
to its credit than being instrumental 
In Inducing the government to bring 
an expert pathologist to the province 
to visit the ranches and to confer with 
foxmen on the care, feeding, diseases, 
etc., of foxes, that alone were suffic­
ient to justify Its organization.

From tbe visit of Dr. HlggTns, Path­
ologist of the Department of Agricul­
ture, we have learned many things, 
among them that Prince Edward Island 
fox ranches are free from disease; that 
any losses of Utters that may have oc­
curred were not due to any contagious 
or infectious diseases Some unealnees 
prevailed because a number of foxes 
had died, but It has been clearly dem­
onstrated that the mortality has not 
been any greater than in former years, 
that on the whole the health of the 
animals ls good and the business In a 
more promising condition than ever

From his visit, also, we hope to see 
established in the province, in the 
pear future, a fully equipped laboratory 
in charge of a thoroughly competent 
pathologist and bacteriologist, 
hope, also, to see, as a result of this, 
Prince Edward Island recognized the 
world over as the home of the world's 
best foxes and the source of supply 
for the -world’s best breeders. „
The association was originally organ­

ized with a view to protecting the in­

dustry and to safeguard Investors at 
home and abroad. It was recognized 
at tbe outset that, as the phenomenal 
development of tbe business was due 
to the admittedly superior qualities 
of Island bred foxes, that strain should 
be perpetuated as exclusively as pos­
sible. It waa recognized, also, that the 
high prices prevailing for Island foxes 
would be an irrésistible temptation to 
unscrupulous speculators to Import in­
ferior and cheaper varieties and dis­
pose of them at extortionate prices to 
unsuspecting purchasers. One of the 
chief aims of the association ls still, 
as it was originally to foster the breed­
ing of the old Island strains, and to 
discourage as far as possible, the in­
troduction of lnfdrior grades.

The Dalton, Oulton. Ilayner and 
Tuplin foxes, and their lineal descend­
ants, constitute the aristocracy of the 
world's fox families. There are many 
branches of these families, doubtless 
some pleblan blood has found Its way 
into the breeds and without detriment, 
but where the family tree can be trac­
ed directly back to these it is presump­
tive evidence of good breeding.

It is to be regfrettod that where 
there is room for doubt, where the an­
cestral lines have become indistinct to 
all except the owners, the means ot 
proof provided by the association, 
namely, registration, has not in every 
case been taken advantage of. Such 
registration, even when showing a 
strain of alien blood, would be an as­
surance of honesty on the part of the 
owner and a guide to the purchaser.

It la much more to be regretted that 
some promoters have sheltered them­

selves behind the association claim­
ing that their stock is of a certain 
classification when neither their na­
mes nor their stock appear on 'the 
books of the association.

Investors at home and abroad are 
taking note of these promotions. Their 
suspicions have been aroused by exag­
gerated or vaguely defined claims, by 
too sweeping promises. These should 
be guarded against. Promoters should 
state definitely whether their stock is 
Island or imported, pedigreed or oth­
erwise, registered or not registered.

The hope of the fox industry ls in 
the honesty of its promoters. Once 
the investing public are assured of 
the bona tides of the business their 
money will flow Into it. It was to give 
this assurance that the Fox Breeders’ 
Association was organized and it re­
mains for those who are interested in 
the permanency of the business to as­
sociate themselves with it and to work 
together for the common good of all.
The association Is being looked to for 
information concerning certain prom­
otions. It ls important that it should 
have such Information, unmistakably 
verified, always on hand.

The fox industry is only really be­
ginning. No other industry at present 
In sight has a more promising future. 
Now, with the government pledged to 
foster it in every way, with capital 
throughout the world becoming inter- ■ 
ested. every effort should be put forth — 
to lay a foundation that will make the 
source of supply, tor the world’s foxes.
We have the climate, the men and the 
foxes, the climate will take care of lb 
self, the qthers must be protected.

LimiteHISTORIC DAYS IN CANADA
The victory of the French Nation­

alists In the Quebec elections twenty- 
four years ago today marked the final 
politcal triumph of that remarkable 
statesman, Honore Mercier, who had 
called into existence Le Parti Nation­
ale to overwhelm “the enemies of 
French-Canadians and of the Roman 
Catholic church," to drive from the 
political arena Chapleau, Langevin, 
and Caron as “traitors to their coun­
try," and to avenge the "martyr Riel." 
Mercier triumphed over all the oppos­
ing elements of Quebec Conservatism 
and became Prime Minister in 1887. 
His arrangement for the settlement 
of the Jesuits Estates question. In 
which he appealed to the Pope as a 
sort of arbitrator, aroused Protestant 
Canada to wrath, and various organ­
izations were formed to oppose the 
Church of Rome as a politcal factor 
In Canadin affairs. As a result of his 
advocacy of the claims of the church 
Mercier was given an almost trium­
phal reception by the Pope when he 
visited Rome, and had been- decorated 
and given the title of Count. During 
his period of power he was hailed as 
the hero and savior of French Canada, 
but it was not long after his success 
at the polls in 1890 that the tide turn­
ed against him. Charges of political 
corruption, at first whispered, were 
soon being shouted from the house­
tops. His admirers were slow to be­
lieve these allegations, and at first 
dismissed them as the empty and base­
less slanders of Mercier s Protestant 
foes. Then came the Bale des Cha­
leurs Railway scandal, and a majority 
report of a royal commission of in­
quiry declared the idol of the French- 
Canadians to be guilty of corruption 
In this and other matters. He was dis­
missed from office by the Lieutenant- 
Governor. In 1892 Mercier was indict­
ed for conspiracy to defraud the Pro­
vince but although he was acquitted 
he was unable to retain the leadership 
of his party. After Mercier’s retire­
ment De Boucherville became Premier 
and in the subsequent elections the 
Conservatives were returned to power 
in the Province.

Two of the greatest publishing sue- were physically unfit. . 
cesses nl the history of journalism 
have been achieved by sons of the 
Pine Tree State, Cyrus Hermann Kotz- 
svhmar Curtis, owner of the Saturday 
Evening Post, the Ladies’ Home Jour­
nal, the Country Gentleman and the 
Philadelphia Public Ledger, and Frank 
Andrew Munsey, whose magazines and 
newspapers have made him a million­
aire made times over. It Is a curious 
coincidence that both Curtis and Mun­
sey were born in Maine, both began 
their publishing careers with juvenile 
journals, both failed in their early 
ventures, and both eventually turned 
dismal failure into glorious success.

Mr. Curtis, who has lately followed 
the example of Mr. Munsey by turn­
ing his attention to daily journalism, 
arrived in the world at Portland, Me., 
sixty-four years ago, and is a little 
over four years the senior of Mr. Mun­
sey. Mr. Curtis made his publishing 
debut as the editor, proprietor and 
staff of contributors of a little paper 
called Young America. His first ma 
tu re effort was a Boston publication,
The Independent. The Hub did not 
take kindly to this publication, and 
when It failed Mr. Curtis, aged twenty- 
four aud just married to Miss Knapp 
of Boston, found himself penniless and 
saddled with debts. Incidentally, ev­
ery one of those obligations have been 
paid, with interest, and on one occas­
ion Mr. Curtis made a long trip to the 
west to hunt up a creditor of those 
early days.

It was in 1876, the year of the cen­
tennial exhibition in Philadelphia, that 
Mr. Curtis shook the dust of the Am­
erican Athens from his feet and left 
the vale of failure for the goal of his 
future success, Philadelphia. There 
he was associated with the Tribune 
and Farmer, and became its publisher.
Among his Innovations was a depart­
ment devoted to the Interests of the 
fair sex. This was an immediate suc­
cess, and It gave Mr. Curtis the idea 
of founding a publication for women 
along new lines. He had no capital- 
nothing but debts—but with the assis­
tance of his wife as editor he managed 
to launch the Ladies’ Home Journal.
Always a firm believer in the virtues 
of printers’ ink, for himself as well as 
others, Mr. Curtis secured credit for 
1400 from an advertising agency, and 
spent the entire sum in one large ad­
vertisement. His judgment was good, 
and almost from the publication of 
that "ad." the Ladles' Home Journal 
was a financial success. Later he se­
cured the Saturday Evening Post, the 
direct descendant of a periodical 
founded by Benjamin Franklin in 1728, 
and made it one of the most prosper­
ous and popular publications of Its 
kind in the world.

Mr. Curtis attributes most of his 
success to his willingness to learn. He 
has made a close study of all the pub­
lications in his field, and has sought to 
make his own journals representative 
of the best features of all. When he 
purchased that venerable Philadelphia 
daily paper, the Public Ledger, he fol­
lowed the same plan. Lately he visit­
ed London to study newspaper condit­
ions in that city, and also sent to Eng­
land a number of editorial and me­
chanical experts to Investigate English 
methods, and to adapt such as were 
suitable to the Public Ledger.

Edward W. Bok, who has edited the 
Ladles’ Home Journal for a quarter of 
a century, married a daughter of the 
publisher. Mr. Curtis is himself an 
able editor, » keen judge of news and 
literary values, but he devotes hie time 
principally to the business end of his 
great enterprise. Having found the 
right men to edit his publications, he 
leaves them strictly alone, and this 
policy has been abundantly justified 
by results.

Walter Stevens Called.
Walter Stevens was next called to

All the lands were 
class B. He had talked with the pre­
mier and also with Berry about bon­
uses. I^ater he talked with Berry con­
cerning the bonuses.

NTUALLY BUY Government Policy Good.
To Mr. Teed witness said he told 

the premier he thought all the lands 
should be gone over and valued. 
Barren lands with no timber should 
pay no bonus. On their whole area 
he thought $75 per mile would be an 
outside fleure for bonuses, but rather 
than not have the renewal they were 
willing to pay $100. The government’s 
policy in regard to stumpage had 
been discussed before the meeting at 
Newcastle. It had been expected that 
stumpage should be fixed for a tent year 
term at a rate to be fixed. There was 
a general understanding that the 
e miment would accede to the pol 
of a fixed rate lor stumpage 
was pretty generally understood be­
fore the Newcastle meeting. The new 
schedule provided that the stumpage 
rate should be $1.50 instead of $1.25. 
Witness approved of the policy where­
by leases should be fixed for a stated 
term. This was in the Interest of the 
lumber business, and it was important 
that it should be settled.

After learning that the policy of the 
government would be im the direction 
of fixed leases he had taken up new 
areas. He took about 148 1-2 miles 
at a rate of about $260 per mile, or 
about $38,000 in all. If he renewed 
these areas he would certainly ex­
pect to have to pay to the government 
the usual amount of bonus.

Paid Highest Bonus Rate.
Prior to the meeting in Newcastle 

witness had seen W. H. Berry in 
Bathurst securing information for clas­
sification of the lands. Mr. Berry re­
ceived every assistance from his com­
pany. Practically all of the Bathurst 
Lumber Company lands paid the high­
est rate. Before meeting Berry he 
had not learned what his rate of bonus 
would be. Berry told him the Bath 
urst Lumber Company lands would 
pay $100 per mile bonus. Witness tried 
to get an exemption of barren lands 
but Berry refused. Berry told him the 
company’s lauds would be classified at 
the rate of $100. per mile. He realized 
that if they desired renewals they 
would be obliged to pay the bonps of 
$100 per mile. He believed and under­
stood they would not get their renew­
als unless they paid the $15 per mile 
additional. There might be some oth­
er way of beating it out but that was 
his understanding. Conferences with 
other lumbermen were held because 
he desired to verify Berry's state-

Ruled Against Carvell

Mr. Carvell was proceeding to quest­
ion the witness along lines already- 
ruled out by the court when Mr. Teed 
and Mr. Fowler both objected and 
Judge Wells ruled against Carvell, 
saying, “My personal view is that only 
what was said or done can be admitted 
as evidence. That is surely as far as 
we can allow Mr. CarveU to go. Mr. 
Carvell said that the claim of the com­
plainant was that there had been ex­
tortion of money and that was largely 
a mental process. Consequently it 
was necessary to have evidence as to 
what was in the mind of the witness.

Mr. Fowler insisted that the rules 
of evidence should be followed. The 
defence wanted nothing! that was not 
fair and evidence must consist of 
something said or done.

Judge Wells agreed.
Mr. Carvell said he would not pur­

sue that line of questioning further.

By medical men of the city, univers­

ity students and the general public, 
much interest is manifested in the 
coming congress of the Canadian Med­
ical Associatlqn which will be held In 
St. John frona the seventh to the 
tenth of July. Thirlng the four days 
there will be gathered In the city over 
three hundred of the most learned and 
experience! medical men of Canada 
and the United States, Including also 
prominent professors of the leading 
universities. At the present time Dr. 
Murray Macly&ren of this city, is pres­
ident of the Canadian Medical Asso­
ciation, but never for eighteen years 
back has the association, which con­
venes yearly, met In St. John.

To accommodate the large number 
that will be present the St. John Arm­
ory has been secured and in this build­
ing the lectures, papers and discus­
sions will be heard. Different sections 
of the armory will be given up to 
medical, ex-ray, surgery, etc., and the 
time for each la so arranged that all 
those who desire may hear the papers 
and take part in the discussion.

Among the medical men who will 
be In the city for the convention are 
many very prominent figures includ­
ing Dr. H. Jeïlett, F.&.C.P.I., Mas­
ter Routunda Hospital, Dublin; Dr. 
Max Einshorn, New York; Dr. Thomas 
McCrea, professor of medicine at Jef­
ferson Medical College, Philadelphia; 
Dr. J. Rutherford Morlson, professor 
of surgery at Durham University, Eng­
land; Dr. C. A. Hodgetts, medical ad­
visor committee of conservation, Ot­
tawa.

The convention will be opened on 
July 7th with the presidential address 
by Dr Murray MacLaren. Then ses­
sions will continue until the tenth with 
addresses, discussions and Interesting 
papers. On Thursday evening a public 
meeting and a comprehensive and 
profitable address from a public stand­
point will be delivered on that occa­
sion.
