She has lived in London for only a year.
having come from Scotland. Her par-
ents are dead, and her one brother is
on his way to England to enlist as socn
as he arrives, in the British army.

“1 want to go to fight, too. 1 don’t

want to be a nurse, because 1 would |

rever get a chance to be right on the
firing lire. I want to fight with a rifle,
shoulGer to shoulder with the men,’”” Miss
Strickiand declared most emphatically
to a reporter for The Advertiser.

Would Dress as Boy.

“if 1 cannot get to France in any
otber way, 1 wiil dress miyself as a boy,
anid 1 think I could fool them if I once
got in France.”

Miss Strickland is going to write to
Major-Gen. Sam Hughes, minister of
militia, to ascertain If there is any
chance of her being able to fight right
in the trenches.

“Do you think you could stand the
hardships of a campaign, like a full-
grown man?’ the reporter asked.

“1¢- 1 got over there I just know !
could. 1 have always worked, although
1 never really had to until I came to
this country. I could stand it if I eould
only get there. I am just frantic since
the mews of the Lusitania. It makes
me wish all the more that I could fight
with the boys against the Germans. 1
ask lots of people whagy they think about
ihe idea of me going France to fight.
They say: ‘Oh, you would be afraid”” 1
wouldn’t, though,” Miss Strickland as-
sured the reporter. “I never was afraid
of anything, and I never knew what
fear was. Oh, dear, I wish they would
jet me go!”

What Women Think of Kalser.

VIGOROUS ACTION NEEDED

Urges No Half Measures, Say-
ing Humanity Decrees U. 8.
Act At Once.

Mr. Theodore Roosevelt urges the
United States to immediatgeand vig-
orous action against Gerl.:y in an
article entitled “Murder On the High
Seas,” which will be published in the

June number of the Metropolitan

Mr. Roosevelt declares that such a
course is demanded by humanity at
large and the self respect of the
American republic. He refrains
from using the word “war,” but by
excluding from consideration any
pacific course, he takes pains to
make plain that what he means by
instant action on the part of the
United States, which he conceives to
be its duty, is war.

PROGRESS AT NEUVILLE

Enemy Driven Out of All But
Extreme North of
Village.

[Canadian Press.]

Paris, May 12—2:31 p.m.—The French
war office this afternoon issued the
following statement on the progress of
hostilities:

«“We won brilliant successes Wednes-
day evening and Wednesday night to
the north of Arras.

“At Notre Dame De Lorette we are
masters of the fort, as well as of the
chapel.

“In the vast quadrilateral of trenches

.| und earthworks which is to the south

of the chapel of Notre Dame De Lor-
ette, we have been subjected to a very

violent counter-attack. A ferocious
combat, which lasted all night long, de-
veloped in this quadrilateral. In the
morning we were complete masters of
the situation, having inflicted very
heavy losses on the enemy.

Took Carency.

“During Wednesday night we also
took by assault all of the village of
Carency, as' well as the forest to the
porth of it, Hill No. 125. The German
garrison stationed in this village and
in this wood was composed of one bat=
talion of the 109th Regiment of Infantry,
one battalion of the 126th Regiment of
Infantry, one battalion of Bavarian
Chasseurs ang six companies of
Pioneers, 300 men to a company. These
forces had made of Carency and of Hill
125 in the forest a position of great
strength. In spite of the fact that their
numbers had been very much reduced
by their losses in killed, wounded and
prisoners on previous days, they, during
the entire night, put up a desperate re-
sistance to our attack delivered against
a maze of trenches, blockhouses and
Narrow passages.

Bayonets Killed Hundreds.

“We broke down this resistance of
{Le enemy, and at break of day we were
in complete mastery of the situation.
Our troops killed humdreds of Germans
at the point of the bayonet. We made
1,060 prisoners, of whom about 30 are
officers. Included in these latter is a
colonel and the commandant of the bat-
talion of Chasseurs. 5

“At the southern exit of Souchezz our
positions were subjected yesterday to

“At Neuville our attacks on the vil-
lage itself and tc the north of the vil-
lage made perceptible progress.

GERMANY MUST ACT

WITHOUT QUIBBLING
SAYS LATEST NOTE

Wilson Shows Plainly That H e Considers the Killing of 100
Americans Monstrous Cr ime Against Civilization
—Expects Kaiser To Meet Demands.

[Special to The Advertiser.]
[By John Edwin Nevins.]
Washington, May 13.—Germany must
act, not quibble nor promise.
Summed up in a sentence, that is
United States attitude in negotiations
growing out of the torpedoing of the
Lusitania with its toll of American
lives. America’s last word is going
forward to Germany this afternoon.
The note was formally approved by
the President at 10:15 am. today,
signed an hour jater by Secretary of

State Bryan, and immediately turned
over to confidential secretaries to be
reduced to code.

Note Going Forward.

“You can say that the note is now
going torward,” said Secretary Bryan
at noon. “It will make between 1,200
ana 1,500 words, and will be made
public Friday morning. It will be in
Ambassador Gerard’s hands not later
than an early hour tomorrow, and he
will present it to the German foreign
office without delay.” ¢

It was evident from the attitude of
all high Government officials today
that they realize America’s affairs
have reached a crisis. ‘The die is cast
in the President’s last note. It sets
forth in language that cannot be mis-
interpreted . that the United States
considers the killing of more than one
hundred Americans a monstrous crime
against civilization. Following as it
dia the Falaba, the Cushing, the Gul-
flight and other incidents, it is char-
acterized as aft open act of hostility
that admits of no excuse.

An Injured Friend.

It also expects
that Germany will pledge herself as a
nation to see that there is no repeti-
tion. :

Asquith Announces Policy For |
Mail Adults of Military
Age.

SOME TO BE REPATRIATED

Temper of People Makes This
Drastic Measure Really
Necessary.

{Canadian Press.]

1mondon, May 13.—4:00 p.m.—Premier
Asquith announced in the House of
‘Commeons today that “all male enemies |
over military age will be repatriated.” !
He also said that women and children
$n suitable cases will be repatriated,
though some might remain.

The Government proposes to segre-
gate “all aduit male enemies for their
own safety and for the safety of the
country,” Premier

Asquith told “he
House of Commons.

In announcing the allen policy of the
Government, the Premier said:

At this moment 40.000 unnaturalized
‘mliens, of whom 24,000 are men, are at
farge in this country. The Government
proposes that all adult males of this
class should, for their own safety and
safety of the country, be segregated
and interned. If over the military age
ghey should be repatriated.

Some Exceptions.

“The Government recognizes there
tmav be cases calling for exceptional
treatment. Women and children in suit-
able cases should be repatriated, but
there no doubt wil be many cases in
which justice and humanity will require
ghat thev be allowed to remain.

“An official body, judicial in char-
ecter, will be set up to deal with
claims for exemption, and as soon as
the military and naval authorities have
provided the necessary accommoda-
tions, those who have not secured ex-
emption will be interned.

For Naturalized Al

“In the case of naturalized aliens
who, in law, are British subjects,
numbering about 8,000, the prima facie
presumption .should be the other way,
but exceptional cases eatablished to
the satisfaction of the advising body
will be specially dealt with. There
must be powers of internment in cases
©f proved necessity or danger.”

Premier Asquith mentioned incident-
plly that 19,000 non-naturalized alien
enemies already had been interned in
Great Britain.

Andrew Bonar Law, the leader of the
Opposition, sald he welcomed the Pre-
mier's statement, for the reason that
the country was so roused it was liable
to get out of hand.

“South London is apparently the
é6nly section of the city where the
people are petitioning for the pave-
ments and they are getting them.
From the amount of pavements al-
ready down and those authorized for
the current vear, people of South
London are going to be able to claim
the best paved section of the city,”
said the engineer.

Municipal Contracting.

Departmental labor, or in other
words, municipal contracting, is have
ing a greater sway than ever in
South London. City cement gangs
under Ward Foreman Pat Mulhall
have either completed or are now
working on the following sidewalks:
Cerrard street, both sides from Grand
avenue to Duchess: Belgrave and
Bellview avenues. completions of
sidewalks on both sides of the street
from present terminus to Duchess
avenue; Briscoe street, hoth sides
from Wortley Road to Ridout street;
Ridout street, east side, completion
of walk between Tecumseh and
Windsor avenues.

In addition to these sidewalks the
gangs are now putting down curbs
and gutters on both sides of Ridout
street from the bridge to Garfield
avenue and are altering the grades
of the sidewalks along these streets
by relaying  them.

Concrete Pavements.

As soon as sidewalks and curbs
have been completed Ward Foreman
Muhall will transfer his attention to
concrete pavements, and it is expect-
ed that his gangs will start on these
within three weeks. These city-laid
pavements will be put down on the

following streets:
Gerrard street from Grand avenue
to Duchess avenue.

TAX RATE TONIGHT:

Special Meeting For This Pur-
pose Called—Will Be Higher
Than At First Thought.

‘Last
year, in an effort to make a showing,
the tax rate was held down at least
three mills lower than was justified by
the needs of the city. We are paying
for that ‘showing’ this year with the
more than two mills and a half we will
have to appropriate for the 1914 over-
draft.

| Eyewitness Tells of Capture

of La Targette and
Neuville.

MOST GALLANT CHARGES

Many Prisoners and Guns
Taken From Germans at
Both Places.

[Canadian Press.]
Paris, May 13.—The official eyewit-

ness with the French army gives sup-
plementary details of the French suge
cess at Carency and Neuville, north of
Arras. -More than 3,400 prisoners, In-
cluding 40 officers, have been taken in
this region since Sunday. The village
of Carency is a heap of ruins, but these.
have been strongly  fortified, rendering
the fighting extremely difficult. The
heights above the town are commanded
by the road leading from Givenchy to
Bethune. - Referring to “Sunday’s vic-
tory,” the eyewitness says: - -~ -
“An assault was made against La
We took
possession of German works east of the
Arras-Bethune road, and also this road
itself, in the neighborhood of Souchez.
and three-quarters of the road between
Neuville and Givenchy. To the north,
the trenches protecting this road were
captured.  To the east,’ Carency was
attacked and captured by assault.

Three Centres Taken.
“Our gain in the , various’  actions
varied from two to four kilometers.
Three heavily-fortified centres were
taken.” ;
At La Targette, west of Neuville and
east of Carency, from thiree to five lines
of trenches were captured. In this one
section alone more than 1,900 prisoners
were taken, together with thirty quiek-
firers and six cannon. :
“La- Targette was taken by an army
corps which displayed remarkable ceur-
age,” says the chronicler. *‘Our artil-
lery destroyed a large portion of thoe
enemy’s . fortifications. The infantry,
covered by artillery, at a -single charge
attained the outskirts, but were raked
by a flank fire.

La Targette Captured.
“Soon the attack began - again,

and
shortly afterwards, the whole of

‘Targette was ours. Three hundred and

fifty Germans were taken prisener, ani
we also captured several “77’ guns and
a few gquick-firers.”
Of the capture of Neuville, the eye-
witness says: “About 38 o'clock in the
afternoon we attacked the enemy, who
fired from all possible positions, crum-
bling walls, ruined houses and cellars.
The battle raged from house to house
and was of particular violence, as the
enemy counter-attacked many times.”

In conclusion, after giving details of
the morale and bravery of the troops,
the eyewitness says:

“It was a glorious page in our history,
and the number of prisoners is being

Christian W. Shoup Killed in
Daylight With Bullet
in Face.

STRANGER - DOES DEED

Small Wallet Missing and To-
. .- bacco From Pocket On:
Ground.

- [Special to The Advertiser.]
SIMCOE, May 1.—Murdered for a few
dollars that he had about hit, Chris-
tian “W. Shoup, a farmer and miller,
of the 8th Concession of the township of
North *Walsingham, Norfolk County,
lies dead at his home, a couple of miles
from. the village of Walsingham, and

seventeen miles from the town of Sim-

The scene of the crime is off the main
road, ang is reachad by a ‘‘given’” road,
which winds up and down hill, and fol-
lows the turnings of a ravine. '

Body Found by Wife.

The probable time was between 2:30

dand 3 o’clock Tuesday afternoon. Mrs.

Shoup discovered her husband’'s body

and gave the alarm, telephoning for
some friends, and calling for a phy-
sician, Dr, Meek, of Port Rowan, who
visited the spot as soon as possible,
calling an inquest for this morning at
10 o’clock. -

- Some' three or four hours were de-,

voted to taking the evidence, and then
adjournment was made sine die.

In the meantime Provincial Inspector
Miller, of Toronto, was sent for, ar-
riving this morning, and immediately
getting into touch with the various as+
pects of the case.

Murdered in Afternoon.

Briefly, -the story of the tragic oc-
currence as told by the widow, is: Mr.
Shoup was at work on a small patch
of ground east of his house, which is
situated on the edge of the ravine,
through which Silver Creek runs. This
ground had just been plougheq for the
first time, and the farmer was clear-
ing away the roots of trees, and Mrs.
Shoup was in her garden across the
ravine, still farther away from the
house. The time was perhaps 2:30;
Mrs. Shoup is not sure just to a minute.

Looking up she saw a man in the
lane a few yards away from the place
where her husband was working.
Thinking it was someone who had come
to get some grist, she paid no atten-
tion, and when questioned could vol-
unteer no information as to his ap-
pearance.

A short time after she heard a shot
ring out, but she thought it was some-
one shooting in the nearby woods. She
finished her work and went to the
house. She had an errang at the home
of her stepson, Wm, Shoup, on the
7th Concession. She did not observe
her husband about the mill and her
thought was that he had also gone to
the son’s farm, as he had intended
going there on a business matter.
Upon arriving at Wm. Shoup’s, she in-
qguired for her husband, and found he
had not been there.

Her suspicions were aroused and she
immediately thought of the shot she
hag heard. Hurrying back home, she
searched for Mr. Shoup and found him,

‘dead, in the field.

The miller had been 1lying in the
field for perhaps three hours. Mrs.
Shoup timed her journey to the house
at about 3 p.m.,, and was not until 6
in the evening that his body was found.
He hag been robbed, as a small pouch
in which he habitually carried change
was missing. His vest, with a gold
watch in the pocket, was hanging by
the bars through which the murderer
passed on his-way to his victim.

“Not an enemy,” was the reply to a
question put to Mrs. Shoup as to the
possible motive. Mr. Shoup was well
known through- the section where he
had . Jved all his life. = He was 57 years
of age and of German parentage.

A visit was made to-the fieild where
he met his ‘death.- It lies perhaps 250
yards to the east of the house, and
the ‘trees growing on-.the bank of the
gulley run up to its border. A spot
of dull red, the blood of the victim,
markeg the place, and beside it was
lying the tobacco that had been in the
pocket where the murderer found the
money. ;

Mrs. Shoup, when she left her gar-
den, had passed only a few yards from
the body of her husband, but she did
not see him lying there. She says that
she. did not glance that way, think-
ing that he had gone with his visitor
to the mill ) :

The victim was shot in the right
cheek close to the mouth of the bullet
being found in his lung. One would
taink that he haq been stooping over
pulling something from the ground,
when the shot came, and that he sank
to his knees. Blood was found on his
right trouser leg, and his hat also
bore large blood stains, His dog, a
collie pup, so Mrs. Shoup said, was
with his master at the time, and re-
mained with the body all afternoon,
making no outcry. :

The victim and his wife lived alone,
one son, - William, mentioned before,
living nearby, and another son, George,
living in Walsingham village. These
were children by his first wife. The
present Mrs. Shoup is the mother of a
son and daughter. John, the son, is
married and living in North Bay, and
engaged in teaching school. His sis-
ter, Mabel, lives with him, and is at-
tending normal.

“eye-witness,” = under
date of May 11, gives an account of the
German attempts on Saturday and
Sunday last to break the British lines
around Ypres, and the commencement
of the Anglo-French offensive north of
Arras. He says:

“The calm that prevailed Thursday
and Friday proved to be only the lull
before the storm. . Early Saturday
morning it became apparent that the
Germans ‘were preparing an attack In
strength against our line running east
for they
were concentrating -under cover of a
violent artillery fire, and at about 10
o’clock the battle began in earnest. At
that time the Germans attacked our
line from the Ypres-Poelcappelle road
to within a short distance of the Menin
high road, it being evidently their in-
tention, while engaging us closely on
the whole of this sector, to break our
front in the vicinity of the Ypres-
Roulers Railway, to the north and.to
the south of which their strongest and
most determined assaults were deliv-
ered.

Front Penetrated.

“Under this pressure, our front was
penetrated at some points around
Frezenberg, and at 4:30 o’clock in the
afternoon, we made a counter-attack
between the Zonnebeke road and the
railway in order to recover the lost
ground. Our offensive was conducted
most gallantly, but was checked before
long by the fire of machine guns.

“Meanwhile, the enemy launched
another attack through the woods south
of the Menin road and at the same
time threatened our left to the north
of Ypres with fresh masses. Most
desperate fighting ensued, the German
infantry coming on again and again,
and gradually forcing our troops back,
though only for a short distance, in
spite of repeated counter-attacks.

Enemy .Reached Wieltje.

“During the night, the fighting con-
tinued to rage
fury. It is impossible to say at ex-
actly what hour our line was broken
at different points, but it- is certain
that at one time the enemy’s infantry
poured through along the Poelcappelle
road and ‘even got as far as Wieltje at
9 p.m.

“There was also a considerable gap
in our front about Frezenberg, where
hostile detachments had penetrated.
At both points counter-attacks were
organized without delay. To the east
of the.salient, the Germans first were
driven back to Frezenberg, but there
they made a firm stand and, under
pressure of fresh reinforcements, we
fell back again toward Verlorenhoeck.

“Northeast of the salient a counter-
attack carried out by us about 1 a.m.,
was more successful. Our troops swept
the enemy out of Wieltje at the bay-
onet’s point, leaving the village strewn
with German dead, and pushing on,
regained most of the ground to the
north of that point.

“And so the fight surged to and fro
throughout the night. All around the
scene of the conflict the sky was lit
up by the flashes of the guns and the
light of blazing villages and farms,
while against this background of smoke
and flame, looking out in the murky
light over the crumbling ruins of the
old town, rose the battered wreck of
the cathedral tower and the spires of
Cloth Hall

Climax of the Battle.

“When Sunday dawned, there came
a short respite, and the firing for a
time died down. The comparative lull
enabled us to reorganize and consolidate
our position on the new line we had
takeri up and to obtain some rest after
the fatigue and strain of the night. It
did not last long, however, and in the
afternoon the climax of the battle was
reached, for, under the cover of intense
artillery fire, the Germans launched no
less than five separate assaults against
the east of the salient.

“To the north and northeast their
attacks were not at first pressed so
hard as on the south of the Menin

road, where the fighting was especially-

fierce. In the latter direction, masses
of infantry were hurled on with abso-
lute desperation and were beaten -off
with corresponding slaughter.

No Enemy Escaped,

“At one point, north of the town,
500 of the enemy advanced from the
wood, and it is affirmed by those pres-
ent that not a single man of them
escaped. .

“On the eastern face at 6:30 p.m. an
endeavor was-made to storm the
grounds of the Chateau Hooge, a little
north of the Menin road, but the force
attempting it broke and fell back vhder
the hai] of shrapnel poured upon them
by our guns. It was on this side where
they had to face the concentrated fire
of guns, Maxims and rifles, again and
again in their efforts to break their
way ‘through, that the Germans incur-
red their heaviest losses, and the
ground was literally heaped with dead.

‘They evidently, for the time at
least, were unable to renew thelr
efforts, and as night came on the fury
of their offensive gradually slackened,
the hours of darkness passing in quiet-
ness. :

Rob the British Dead.

“During the day our troops saw some
of the enemy busily employed in strip-
ping the British dead in our abandon-
ed trenches, east of the Hooge Chateau,
and several Germans afterwards were
noticed dressed in khaki.

“So far as the Ypreg region is con-
cerned, this for us was a most success-
ful day. Our losses were comparatively
slight, and, owing to the targets pre-
sented by the enemy, the action re-
solved itself on our part into pure
killing.

“The reason for this very determined
effort to crush our left on the part of
the Gérmans is not far to seek. It is
probable that for some days previously
they had been in possession of infor-
mation, which led them to suppose
that we intended to apply pressure on
the right of our line, and that their
great attack upon Ypres on 'the T7th,
8th and 9th was undertaken with a
view to diverting us from our purpose,

Destruction Was Terrible,

“The failure of their effort was due
to the splendid endurance of our
troops, who held the line around the
salient under a fire which again and
again blotted out whole lengths of the
defences. and killed the. defenders by
scores.. Time afier time: along  ‘those
partg of the front selected for assaiilt
were parapets destroyed, and time after
time did toe thinning band of survivors
build them up again and await the riext
onset as steadily as béfore. .

“The services rendered by o

' FOE EXPERIENCES
THIRD FAILURE IN
"ATTACK ON BRITISH

LONDON, May 12.—8:33 p.m.—An
official communication, giving a report
of Fielg Marshal Sir John French, dated
May 12, was issued tonight:

“East of Ypres, last evening, we re-
pulsed another German attack south of
the Menin road. This was the third
costly fafliire 'experiénced by the Ger-
mans at this place yesterday.

“Elsewhere along the front there is
no change in the situation.”

VIOLENT FIGHTING CONTINUES.

PARIS, May 12.—10:23 p.m.—The foi-
lowing - official communication was
issued tonight:

“The fighting to the north of Arras
continues with extreme violence. Dur-
*ng the course of last night the enemy,
reinforced, delivered several counter-
attacks, wkich, however, were without
result.

“In that directed against Neuville
8t. Vaast, our opponents suffered par-
ticularly heavy losses. We found in
the cemetery alone, more than 200
bodies of Germans, and we took about
100 prisoners.

“A second attack, between Carency
and Ablain, was llkewise repulsed. A
third, from the direction of Ablain was
also completely checked.

“This morning we made progress in
the wood to the east of Carency, tak-
ing 125 prisoners. The progress con-
tinued in the afternoon. We have, be-
sides, taken three successive lines of
trenches bordering the wood to the
north of Carency, after which we pene-
trated the wood, thus threatening very
closely the last line of communication
which remains open to the defenders
of that position.

“Finally, we have taken a new part
of the village, capturing there 400
prisoners.

“In the afternoon we attacked that
gection of Neuville St. Vaast, which
the enemy still holds, and fighting in

the streets gave to us the mastery of
several groups of houses. Our progress
here continues.

“The total number of prisoners made
by us since Sunday, had reached, this
evening, 4,000

“On the rest of the front we brought
to a sudden halt by our fire, thrée Ger-
man attacks — near Berry-Au-Bae,
Beausejour and Marie Therese Baga-
telle.”

GERMAN REPORT.

BERLIN, May 12 (via London, 5:56
p.m.)—The German army headquarters
today gave out a report on the pro-
gress of hostilities, which reads as
follows: :

“Aviators .of the . enemy yesterday
drepped bombs on Bruges without do-
ing any damage, from a military point
of view.

‘““East of Ypres we took an important
hill. Dunkirk was bombarded by our
artillery. !;ast of Dixmude we shot
down a British flying machine.

‘““Trenches taken by the French dur-
ing the past few days, between Caren-
cia and Neuville, north of Arras, are
still in their possession. Otherwise, all
the attempts of the enemy made yes-
terday to break through our lines were
in vain. His attacks were confined
chiefly against our positions to the
east and southeast of Vermelles, in
the Lorette Hills, and at the villages
of Ablain and Carency, as well as
against our positions to the east and
southeast of Arras.

“Other advances broke down with
very heavy losses to the enemy. An
attempt by our opponents to take
Hartmans-Weilerkopf again resulted in
faijlure. It is a ‘fact that after vig-
orous preparations by artillery, French
Alpine chasseurs penetrated into the
blockhouse situated on top of the hill,
but they were immediately thrown out

again.”

Detroit, Mich.,, May 13.—Not a city
street car was being operated in Detroit
at 7 o'clock this morning as the résult
of a strike called by Detroit United Raii-
way conductors and motormen because
of the company’s refusal to reinstate a
motorman wWho had been discharged for
alleged carelessness in the handling of
his car. The strike vote was taken
during the early morning hours and was
practically unanimous.

Although the walkout had been threat-
ened for 24 hours, thousands of factory
employvees and downtown workmen, who
had depended on the street cars, were
from one to three hours late in reporting
at their work. No disorder was in evi-
dence when the men took their cars to
the barn on the final run. Extra squads
of police were called oiit, however, and
steps taken to quell any disturbance
which might arise.

Early today the D. U. R. officials re-
fused to make any statement as to what
action they would take. They declared,
however, the men had violated terms of
their working agreement with the com-
pany, in that they had not first submit-
ted their case for arbitration. The
men, on the other hand, declared that
the company had repeatedly violated its
side of the working agreement, and that
while the case of the discharged motor-
man led directly to the strike, other fac-
tors, including unsatisfactory working
conditions, induced them to walk out.

Every Canadian citizen should combat the use of such argu-
fments, especially when they are frequently retailed in this country
'by those who run to German philosophy and who take a eynical
view of virtue among any of the great powers. .

His argument lay in the contention that Germany was jealous
of Britain and Britain was jealous of Germany commercially. I.Ie
| pelieved that Britain wanted Germany removed for commercial
| reasons, and asked if Britain would have held back if her commer?e
 was threatened. We replied that until there was a direect menace 1n
the policy of Germany, Britain would have kept out of the war.

“‘Direct menace to Britain’s trade?’’ he asked. Our reply was
that trade meant national existence, and that, therefore, if Ger-
many sought to control Britain’s trade—a trade which held a’door

_open to German and all other manufacturers—it would be an at-
tempt to erush Britain. -

We asked the American what act of Germany’s would justify
HIS country in protecting its trade. 1f Germany were jealous. of
rivals in trade and if that lay at the bottom of Britain’s action,
where did the United States stand, as a great trading nation, in
Germany’s future plans, and how far would the United States have
permitted these plans to go forward? How long would Germany
tap at America’s tariff gate with a silk-gloved hand, and how )o.ng
would Germany permit the United States to extend her worlal-mde
manufacturing policy? If Germany struck at Britain in theory for
trade reasons, how far removed was the United States from a
further extension of the reach of the Germans? ; _

We maintained that Britain would not have been in this war
unless as a result of a direct threat on her possessions, either trade
or colonial, from Germany. We maintained that Britain was fight-
ing the battle of democracy and we believe that though this af-
firmation has become old through repetition, yet the very obvious

justice of the cause has caused to a certain degree a diminution of
its eirculation.

| has come to the highest standards of demoeracy. From his majesty

- the King we have words that express the fellowship and brother-

' hood he feels for all. There are no humble soldiers in the British
ranks. All are great, all have given their all. The proudest deeds

' that won baronies and vast estates in bygone ages have been
eclipsed by the baron’s descendant and the butler's son. Britain
has made her aristoeracy all-embracing and she has made her
democracy all-embracing. Terms count no more. All are one.
The oneness of Great Britain is terrible, and it is based on human
affection and blood brotherhood that men like Lloyd George have
fostered in the nation.

Britain is at war today because Belgium was vilely outraged.
There is no other cause, for all other causes have been absorbed in
the one human call of suffering. Britain, of course, fights for ex-
istence, just as the knight of old, who went to the rescue of some

' tyrant's prey, fought for existence when the monster turned upon
him. Indeed, the monster is now more intent upon the rescuer than
its original victims. The fact stands bold and impregnable that it
was for Belgium and Belgium alone that Britain took up the sword
and risked everything. :

All other considerations or suggestions are an insult to that
mighty sacrifice to humanity which has thrown the world into the
everlasting debt of Britain. Britain has never been so glorious as
today. Out of her dreadful pangs has come a new child, a child
bred of human suffering for others, a child that pulses with honor
and whose blood is pure as the gold of Britain’s cause, a child that
feels its new life in every limb and that rises to chant, not hymns
of hate, but the wonder of its mother and the glory of her wonder-
fulness.

Out of the loins of Germany has come a perverted, misshapen
objeet. It has all the deformities of mind and body that ever have
made humanity horrible, and these deformities breed new distor-
tions and diseases. The infant spews hate and suckles a venom of
frightfulness.

Thank God that a wise doctrine of national ‘‘eugenies’” and a
léve for mankind have brought forth from this Mother Britain of
ours in travail, a conception so splendid of what the Man who Per-
[ ished would have us bear as the nation’s child. The most noble
offspring of the great British family has been the New Child that
w&.w-piﬁtoftodly. That child is the legitimate
affspring of justice and honor. And may the good Lord make of
18 & powerful giant for the redress of the heaping measure of our
enemy’s wrongdoing.

All other conditions
are already fulfilled. The location could
not be more favorable. The size and
traditions of the city ape such as to
provide the right atmosphere for study
and investigation. The nearness of
many of the largest and most flourish-
ing collegiate institutes and high schools
to be found anywhere in Canada makes
the Western more accessible than any
other university to a large constitu-
ency of students looking forward to &
university education. The only thing
that remains is to make thorough pro-
vision for the needs of these students.

This desirable end can be satisfactor-
ily accomplished at this juncture if the
increased grant already promised by
the Government be supplemented by the
corresponding addition of a few thou-
sand dollars from the city. It is under-
stood that there have already been
negotiations with available professors
who are eminent scholars in their re-
spective departments. Detalls have
aiso been submitted to the department
of education’ concerning proposed
additions to the faculty, as well as
laboratory and other equipment, and
these have been received with ap-
proval. By personal visits of the
president, ingerest has been enkindled
in the surrounding high schools, which
are the natural feeders of the univer-
sity, and it would be difficult to awaken
this ifterest again if it were allowed
to die out now. The newspapers, too,
of this whole region are ready to co-
operate in a vigorous forward campaign
when the above conditions are fulfilled.
In short, our university is within
definite reach of attaining a goal which
would make it a real honor to the city
and a source of pride to every citizen
of Western Ontario. It would surely
be short-sighted to allow this great
opportunity to pass for the sake of
the small additional expense it would
‘involve., If the electors were permit-
ted to speak they would without doubt
almost unanimously indorse this propo-
sition.

POLITICS IN THE WEST.

HE story that comes from Winni-
peg of the resignation of the
Roblin Government is a most humiliat-
ing confession of wrong-doing. That a
government but lately returned to power
with an ample majority—seven in a
parliament of forty-nine members—
should give up power, and surrender a
sufficient number of seats to turn the
Opposition into a majority is something
so unusual and so unnatural that it can
only be explained by the knowledge on
the part of the Premier and his col-
leagues that offences have been com-
mitted for which they were responsible,
and for which there can be no excuse
offered and no defence made.

The charges against the Roblin Gov-
ernment were clear and definite, and yet
one might have supposed either that
they were exaggerated or that they were
capable of some explanation which
would have been sufficient for the sup-
porters of the Government if not for
other people. A reputable member of
the Provincial Assembly charged that
one firm of contractors had made nearly
a million illegally out of the erection of
public buildings in Manitoba, and that
with the connivance of the Government.
It has long been declared that the polit-
ical machine of the Prairie Province, of
which the Hon. Robert Rogers, Do-
minion minister of public works, was
said to be the chief manipulator, was
rotten to the core; that every conceiv-
able kind of corruption and crime in
elections, and every possible kind of
graft in the management of public af-
fairs, was being practiced. It was, of
course, denied. All investigation was
blocked, and only when the persistence
of the Lieutenant-Governor rendered
further obstruétion impossible, did
the cabinet consent to the ap-
pointment of a royal commission.
Even after it _had been ap-
pointed, efforts were made through the
courts to prevent its further proceed-
ing. The investigation has commenced,
but so far it has done litile. No evi-
dence of importance has been submit-
ted. If, without waiting for any dis-
closures, the Government proposes to
resign, the only’ conclusion is that the
ministers already know what is forth-
coming, and are not prepared to deny
it. It looks as though Manitoba was to
have a spring housecleaning.

There are two Conservative govern-
ments in Western Canada—Manitooa
and British Columbia. Both of them

Years ago he was nicknamed the
Napoleon of the American stage and in
his productions and experiments ' he-
displayed the boldness and originality of
the Little Corporal. For & quarter of a
century he has been a dominating figure
in all things theatrical. Because he has
not held any executive position with it
for years, it is not generally known that
it was Frohman’'s organizing ability
which launched the ‘‘Syndicate.” As
somebody has pointed out, despite the
many sins that have been charged to
it, the “Syndicate” lifted to a smooth-
running, businesslike basiz a business
that had become chaotic with irrespon-
sibility, and it was Charles Frohman's
brain and vigor that was mainly re-
sponsible for the change.

Of late years, Frohman’s entire time
has been devoted to the management of
stars and the production of the works of
the leading playwrights of America and
BEurope. Through his hands went the
majority of the most successful dramas,
comedies, farces, spectacles and musical
comedies of the last decade. Frohman
never produced cheaply, and as a result
many poetic productions were staged in
the United States and Canada with a
lavishness that will keep them a bright
and inspiring memory for thousands.

HOW TO GET EARL

VEGETABLES IN

BACKYARD GARDEN

CHAPTER XXIV.
FORCING PLANTS UNDER GLASS.

[By Professor Spade.]

it the backyard gardener has de-
eided to construct a cold-frame, which
will be found well worth its cost, there
are several things he should know
about handling the seedlings which he
Is going to transplant. Failure with the
plants which are being forced means
loss of several weeks’ time, and this
would be nearly fatal to shining hopes.

The construction of a simplg cold-

frame has already been explained, It
may be repeated that one sash three
by six feet will be sufficient to start
most of things required in the small
garden, together with carrying to
edible growth some early lettuce,
onions and radishes.

Some experienced backyard garden-
ers plant nearly every vegetable needed
in the cold-frames, and continue trans-

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sheltered by ‘the house or shed on the
north, and see that the glass slants
to give every plant its place in the sun.
Utilize every inch of the frame without
overcrowding, as a square inch in the
frame means a square foot in the gar-
den later.

After the seedlings come up thin
them just as you are going to do later
in the big garden. To stunt them means
that the plants will be too weak to
stand transplanting, for they must put
up a battle for life when transferred into
the open from their protected area.

Cucumbers and melons do not seem
to thrive well when transplanted from
a hotbed or cold-frame into the open
garden. Gardeners desiring an early
crop of these invariably start the seed
in a plece of inverted sod or in berry
boxes, keeping the same earth about
:ihem when setting them out in the gar-

en.

To obtain an early start for beans
plant the seeds in ordinary flower pots
and let them grow indoors until the
frost is out of the ground, and the
seedlings far enough above the surface
to be strong for transplanting.

The little round or turnip-rooted
varieties of radishes will be perhaps
the first results the gardener gets.
These can be sown in the cold-frame
to grow to maturity. When thisg supply
is exhausted, the product of the open
garden, sown when the frost is out of
the ground, will be ready.

LEARN HOW TO DARN.

The man who iInvented stockings
would have earned our everlasting
gratitude if he had gone just a step
further and made a sort that wouldn’t
g0 “holey.” But since he neglected
his plain duty in this matter we have
to make up for it by repairing neatly
and as best we may the yawning
holes that greet us when we least ex-
pect them.

It is a great mistake to wear a stock-
ing after the first break has appeared
in it without at once repairing the
damage. Truly in the case of stock-

ings a stitch in time saves nineteen
or twenty stitches half a day later.

You should always begin to mend
your stockings on the wrong side. Put
t!ne needle in a full half inch to the
right of the hole and slightly above
it where the cloth is firm. Extend a
vertical line (that is, a line that runms
up and down), of small stitches the
same distance below the hole; now turn
and keep your second line of stitches
very close to the first and see that
spaces are always opposite stitches. At
the end of each row leave a little loop
to allow for shrinking when the stock-
ing goes to the laundry. Each row of
stitches should be a little longer than
the one before until the centre of the
nole is reached; then they should be
graduated on the other side in propor-
tion, so that a diamond shaped darn
is made.

When you begin to darn across the
hole be sure to pick up every other
stitch, so as to weave the darn to-
gether. Be sure Ao begin this cross
stitch the same distance above. See
that the wool threads, as they are
called, are packed closely, and do not
forget the loops. Make this part of
the darn also diamond shaped. Above
the edge of the hole there will be torn
ioops of the stocking. Pass your
needle through and under these loops,
throwing them upon the wrong side.
Your darm, if it is made according to
these instructions, will show only the
woven stitches filling .the hole.

Sot to work in earnest to learn how
to darn, all you busy, young needle-
women. It is one of the most useful
and helpful household arts you will
ever be called upon to know.

When one is indulging in natural
sleep, forces within us are busy repair-
ing the delicate nervous system, and
putting it in first-class working order

for another day of
wear and tear.
Forced to do
without this nightly
recuperation . the
nerve cells are
weakened, they
lose their normal
vigor and size, and
if continued for too
long a  period.ner-
vous prostration
and all its attendant ills is brought on.

Children in grammar school should
never have less than ten hours’ sound
sleep, while those from 13 to 17 years
of age should have almost as much.
After 18 years of age, the majority of
people ‘need a regular allowance of
from eight to nine hours’ sleep.

When one cannot sleep naturally for
the required number of hours, do not
recourse to drugs. If you do your
nerves and then your heéalth will suffer.

There are more hygienic ways of in-
ducing sleep, such as a brisk walk in
the open air, followed by complete re-
laxation (a habit which everyone should

acquire), a hot bath, or a drink of warm
milk.

Either one or a combination of these
will bring sleep to almost any normal
person, providing they do mot allow
themselves to worry,

With sleep of this kind, one should
awake in the morning refreshed and
ready for a day's work.

Then one must not starve the nerves.
To keep in perfect condition the nerves
demand an abundance of the proper
food in the blood, especially an abun-
dance of fat-making properties.

To keep our nervous apparatus in the
pbest possible cendition we must also
take plenty of muscular exercise, Exer-
cise that will send the blood coursing
through the veins, and yet does not
wear on the brain by requiring any
great degree of thought is the best.

. Tf one observes these prime principles
of diet and exercise, and adds to them
the proper amount of sleep, then the
nerves will take care of themselves.

Bedside disinfection is the best means
of preventing the gpread of typhoid
fever. ‘The patient’s body and bed
linen should be disinfected frequently
with an antiseptic. /

COVER THE FOOD MATERIALS

In the home the ideal of the house-
wife should be to prepare food in a
hygienic manner for her family, ang to
keep it hygienic while it awalts con-
sumption. However, in many house-
holds, foods are contaminated through
careless or ignorant treatment and
through neglect.

Food stuffs left uncovered gather dust
which is.dried filth, attract flies and
other insects, and possibly germ organ-
ism which are more dangerous than
refuse or insect life because they are
invisible. :

Meat, gelatin, milk and butter ab-
sorb impurities more readily than other
food products and always should be
kept - securely covered from agents of
contamination. Meat is one of the
most carelessly handled of food pro-
ducts, not only in the commercial
transit, but by the cook or housewife.

Meats should be washed thoroughly
before being placed in pan or pot and
in the case of steaks and chops and
other small cuts, the outer skin or suet
shoulg be thoroughiy rimmed before
they are cooked. The housekeeper who
depends upon the butcher for her meat
supply is under double necessity for
carefulness, as the meat is often treated
in such a manner that it reaches her
hands in a truly dirty condition. While
cooking sterilizes it more or less it
is infinitely better to know that it is
clean when it is placed in the pan.

In the matter of jellies and jams,
too, the housewife is often careless with
unconsumed portions that are kept over
for another time, leaving them open
to the atmosphere and the fine dust
with which it is charged.

Fruit and vegetables that come to
the housekeeper by way of market or
shop should be carefully washed be-
fore being peeled or eaten.

THE RUSSIAN RED CROSS.
One of the wealthiest, best-organized
and most powerful Red Cross associa-
tions is that of Russia. It has been or-
ganized for a great numbers of years.
The Red Cross nurses of Russia live
in communities, and are called sisters,
though they take no vows and are free
to leave whenever they like. They main-
tain the Red Cross hospitals in the vari-
ous cities, and In addition take charge of
homes for wounded soldiers and the
widows and orphans of the soldiers
killed in battle.

These nurses or “sisters” receive a
training of two years before they are
admitted into the Red Cross Soclety.
There is an additional training of three
years for the “matrons” or “physician’s
assistantp.” These matrons receive a
degree and are permitted to practice
medicine.
Some of these nurses form what is
called “flying detachments,” and follow
the troops in the field, going about on
the battlefield looking for the wounded.
Their courage and devotion in the face
of danger has called forth the admira-
tion of military and medical authorities
from all parts of the world.
From the battleflield the wounded sol-
diers are carried to the field hospital,
which is usually a large tent erected
some distance back from the firing line.
Here the soldiers receive some prelim-
inary treatment and are then sent to the
Red Cross hospitals in the cities,

The question, though, is not what
Moran has done but what he will con-
tinue to do. There is not a reason why
he should not keep up a strong win-
ning gait at least until July 4.

in Mid-Ocean Impressed

VOLUNTEERS VERY FIT

Ready at Any Time to @o to
Front, State Writers—
Sooner the Bct;er.

Pte. Fred Young, one of the members
of the i8th Battalion, has sent a letter
to London. He describes the trip from
Halifax to Avéenmouth, and states that
the men arrived in England all fit and
ready for service. The lettér reads:

. En Route to Berlin, April 29, °15.

Dear Friend,—1 guess you heard of
our arrival in England almost as soon
as we did, but a few details might in-
terest you. \

We got away to a good start, and
would have made a seven-day trip of it,
but one night the cruiser Essex flasied
her lights on us and ordered us to go
slow until the battleship Cumberland
overtook us. :

In company with the Northland, we
just drifted for a few days in a sunlit
ocean,

When the Cumberiand overhauled us
she lowered one of her jollyboats, and
an officer came aboard with orders. It
was a unigque experience for many of
us to look into the muzzles of a war-
ship’s guns from the deck of an ocean
liner in mid-ocean, but the old flag
floating from her masthead sent a thrill
through wus that found expression in
three hearty British cheers, which the
sailors gracefully answered. She took
charge of us until a hundred miles or
so off the coast, when her place was
taken by two torpedo-boat destroyers,
and the Cumberland went on to Queens-
town,

It is a mystery to me where those two
destroyers came from, We saw smoke
on the horizon on each side of us sim-
ultaneously, then the outlines of a ves-
sel, and in less time than it takes to
write it they were alongside us. They
had a meoving-picture show beaten to a
frazzle.

We helg a concert in the sergeants’
mess the last night we were at sea.
Patriotic songs and speeches contained
the true ring that night, for we were
in the submarine zone, and if those
Germans could have pried the lid off
Davy Jones’' locker for us they would
have gleefully done so, and instead of
a concert it would have been fisher-
men’s luck for us, but “Ischka bibble.”

Every precaution was taken against
surprise. We haj emergency drill every
day. When the bugle sounded the ‘“‘as-
sembly” each man paraded with his
company or unit at a pre-arranged
place on deck with his lifebeit on. There
was no confusion, for everything was
done with military precision. There
were no women or children. aboard.
When we entered St. George’s Chan-
nel the lifeboats were swung over the
ship’s side ready for instant lowering,
and we were notified that there would
be no more false alarms,

We disembarked at Avonmouth, in
the Bristol Channel, at daylight on
Thursday, April 29, and are now quar-
tered at Sandling (accent on first four
letters), near Shorncliffe, in Kent
County. Had a splendid- run through
England, via London, in coaches that
reminded us of a piano box, they
seemed so small compared to €Canadian
coaches.

Everybody is feeling fit for anything.
As soon as I get my bearings 1 will
write you again. England is certainly
looking fine. It's apple-blossom time.

Jack Faulkner's Letter.

Another letter comes from John
Faulkner, of 392 Horton street. It is
to his wife. He also describes the voy-
age, and, like Young, says the trip was
enjoyed. The men, he states, never feit
better. It reads:

Steamship Grampian, Mid-Atlantic,
Saturday ‘Night, April 24, 1915,

My Dear Wife,—Just a few lines to
say we left Halifax at 6:30 last Sunday
evening, but have been travelling very
slowly and going away out of the ordin-
ary lanes of the regular steamship lines.
The passage has been uneventful so
far. We left Halifax just behind an-
other troopship, the Northland, but
passed her in the night, leaving her far
behind, being all alone until Monday
evening, when a warship approached
us, giving certain signals, after which
we slowed down to half-speed (same we
have kept). 1 understand she told them
to await the other boat.” She caught us
again yesterday at noon, bug as we are
still going slow, there are rumors that
we await another two troopships, so
that the warships can escert us through
the danger zone. Ve have not had an
escort at all as yet, and it certainly
proves that Great Britain is mistress of
the seas, when we can travel nearly
1,500 miles ail alone at a time like this.
No one worries or feels there iz any
danger, any more than one would in
times of peace.

We are having a very fine passage.

Friends of Joe Frankum, the former
Londoner, who was belleved to be lost
with his wife and three children when
the Lusitania was torpedoed, has glven

up all hope for his safety. Although
the Frankum family had resideq in De-
roit for several years, he was well-
known in_this city, having lived nere
prior to his removal to the other side.

He was a carpenter., and for some
ilme, was in partnership with Alfred
Hogg, late of this city, and now of Port
Staniey, in a general contracting and
carpentering business. It was Mr.
Hogg who first identified the name
Frankum as that°of his late partner.
Inquiries in Detroit confirmed his fears
that he was the one lost.

While in London Mr. Frankum was
a well-known member of the Men's
Bible class at the First Methodist
Church. He was also identified with
Y. M. C. A. work, being a member of
the Leaders’ Class. He was an acro-
bat of no mean ability, and many
ILcndoners will remember him as the
little clown in the famous ‘“Circus’” that
was put on by the “Y.” several years
ago.

A powerful swimmer, Mr. Frankum
is believed to have been either gerious-
!y injured by the explosions that fol-
lowed the torpedoing of the vessel or
else to have gone down while trying to
save his wj)e and little ones. While
here he gave many exhibitions of® his
swimming prowess, and on more thar
one occasion participated in exhibitions
with Prof. Chris Butterworth ir the
Y.M.C.A. plunge.

Several hundred persons, friends of
the graduates, and most:of the medical
profession in the city, crowded the
auditorium and the corridor and en-
trance.

Addressing the graduates, Rev. Dr. D.
C. McGregor, -pastor of St. Andrew’s
Presbyterian Church, advised his hear-
ers to follow the example of Florence
Nightinga'e, whom he alluded to as one
of the most outstanding women in his-
tory, because she had implanted the so-
cial-service spirit into her work. He
commended especially two things in the
life of the heroine, which had made her
expert in social-service work: benevo-
lence and efficiency.

Dr. McGregor explained that efficiency
comes through earnest study of the in-
dividual case coming under the attention
of the nurse. and in addition to this, the
study of the personality, and the life
conditions of the-patient.

“There is no room for ‘professionalism’
in social service,”” Dr.. McGregor de-
clared. “The idea! condition will come
about when social-service ideals become
thoroughly instilled into the profession
of nursing. You must work to abolish
poverty in all forms,” he said, anc
named several of the problems with
which a nurse must deal, such as com-
munity conditions in cities and in the
country, in housing, and overcrowding.
Previous to his remarks relative to the
sociai-service work in the nursing pro-
fession, Dr. - McGregor heartily cou-
gratulated the graduates in a general
way, on their training @nd profession.

Dr. Hadley Williams gave some ad-
vice, and referred to the large number
of nurses who are Victoria graduates,
and who are now engaged at the front
in Red Cross work. “In this fleid, woman
has arn equal opportunity with the man
in serving Britain,” he said.

Lieut.-Col. William Gartshore, chair-
man of the hospita] trust, presented the
diplomas and badges of graduation after
each graduate had taken the Florence
Nightingale pledge. Dr. Bruce Smith,
of Toronto, provincial inspector of hos-
pitals, who was to have presided, was
unable to attend the exercises.

In presenting the prize medals, Dr.
James. 8. Niven, chairman of the med-
ical staff of the hospital, pointed out
that the hospital trust this’year donated
iwo gold medals for the two graduates
who obtained the highest marks on
thelr examirations, Miss Stella E. Win-
nett and Miss Edith M. Johnston, who
were tied in their total marks. The
silver medal was won by Miss Grace E.
Wood, and the bronze medal by Miss
Alice Gertrude Turner,

~Premeditated Murder— |
- Dr. Jowett Speaks Out.

VANDERBILT'S ~ PASTOR

Was to Have Spoken Here at
Recent Synod Meeting,
- But Couldn’t Come. .

The strongest Presbyterian divine on
the ' Nérth American Continent is gen<
erally concedeg to be Dr. J. H. Jowett,
pastor of the Fifth Avenue Presbyteri-
an Church in New York city. Dr.
Jowett recently came to his present

charge from England, where his repu-
|!auon as a preacher was second to
none. Dr. Jowett has' given addresses
in Toronto and Montreal and at the
Synod of Hamilton and London held
{ in this city a few weeks ago it was ex-
pected that he would have been one
of the speakers. Rev. Dr. McCrae
had been in communication with Dr.
Jowett, but the American minister had
been unabie to so arrange matters as
to be presen: here. he strong ser-
mon he preached from his own pulpit
last Sunday on the sinking of the Lusi-
tania is a classic. Part of it is re-
produced herewith,

The Lusitania tragedy was the
Ject of many burning sermons in
York churches Sundsy. ;

““The sinking of the Lusitania is a
colossal sin against God. It is pre-
meditated murder. * It is a relapse into
dark and savage barbarism,” declared
the Rev. Dr. John Henry Jowett, pas-
tor of the Fifth Avenue Presbyterian
Church, addressing a congregation
which crowded the edifice to the doors.

Dr. Jowett paused a moment in his
arraignment to extend his sympathy
to Major F. Warren Pearl and his
wife, who, with their family, were pas-
sengers on the Lusitania. Two of
: the children are reported on the list of
the missing. Lindon W. Bates, Jun,
another member of the congregation,
has not been heard from yet. Dr.
Jowett said in part:

“Within a week the unthinKable has
happened. The incredible has become
a commonplace. Events. especially in
the last two days, reek with the fierce
spectacle of barbaric labor and achieve-
ment.
“Stupendous

Crime Against Human
Race.”

“For the past eight months, in this
pulpit, I have not influenced the pas-
sions of war by one word. I have re-
membered that I am an Englishman,
and that in my congregation, my dear-
est friends, are men and women of Ger.
man blood and descent.

“But here is a happening rushing
beyond all raciaj boundaries, It ig a
matter of common humanity. It would
be treachery to a just and holy God to
be gilent. '¥he sinking of the Lusitania
without .warning, or effory to save
women and children, Is a stupendous
crime againsg the human race, and a
colossaj sin against God. It Ig not maniy
war, but premeditated murder. ¢ is a
relapse into dark and savage barbarism
altogether unthinkable, and In these
supposedly enlightened and progressive
daysg It geems to be so unreal that one-
half expects any moment to awake as
from a horrible dream.

“But the grim reality is here: it is
here in weeping widows and lonely little
children, and cold and desolate homes.
And in this house of God, the house of
a just and righteous God, I join with
tens of thousands of my fellow-minis-
ters in execrating the terrible deed, and
most fervently do | pray that 5 great
wave of pure ang purposeful and active
indignation may sweep around the giohe,
and that even Germany herself may rise
In stern and holy protest against the
infamy which on Friday was perpetrated
in her name.

‘“Law of Retribution Cannot Be
Shaken.”

‘“Two weeks ago a mother and two
children sat and prayed in this very
church. Now the children—Oh! such
little tots—are away in the dark sea.
The smoke of warships may cover our
God, but we know he is there. We are
passing through days when conventional
standards, which seemed to have the
fixedness of the stars, are being blown
to the winds. On every side men and
women are whispering the question:
Where are we? Where can we find a
footing? :
“Amid all the violations of jdeals and
the riot of barbarism, there are some
things which cannot be shaken. The
supremacy of spiritual forces cannot be
shaken; amid all material convulsions
the power of truth and the passion for
freedorn cannot be destroyed, and the
law of moral retribution cannot be
shaken,

“The wages of sin Is death. It is
another form of death more terrible
than that suffered on the Lusitania—
It is the effect of the violation of the
holy law of God.”

Part of Dr. Jowett's prayer was:

“God help the President of this re-
public, i{lluminate him with the judg-
ment of the Lord, and keep him serene
in this hour of most tempestuous con-
vulsion.”

A Voice From the F.
To the Editor of The Ac!;:g:lt:::;"

I wish you would let the public know
through your widely reaq paper how
that great statesman and patriot, the
Hon. Frank Cochrane, worked in his
petty endeavor to make political capital
and discredit the late Laurier Govern-
ment, by retarding the progress of
Canada’s greatest asset, and despoiling
the settler and enriching his friends in
the process. In Novemhgr last the Na-
tional Transcontinental Railway was
practically completed (with the excep-
tion of the Quebec bridge), from Monk-
ton to Winnipeg. At that time the
Hon, Mr. Cochrane gave a contract for
the operation of the road from Coch-
rane to Hearst and Cochrane to Har-
ricanaw, and abandoned the remainder
of the road to the elements. There
are a good number of large settlements
along this line under operation. besides
two prisoner camps, one east, the other
west of Cochrane. The contractor has
free use of stations, tanks, pumphouses,
etc. Al he supplies is rolling stock and
labor. The road must pay him a hand-
some profit over the cost of operation,
but he is paid by the Hon. Mr. Coch-
rane a bonus of $12,000 per month for a
weekly service each way. Of course
the traffic is so heavy he has to run
specials, but all he is compelled to give
to get his $12,000 per month is one train
a week. At the same time he is allowed
to extort excesslve fares and freight
rates from the poor settler., The pas-
senger cars are anything but first-class,
vet the fare is 4 cents prr mile.

The freight rate from Cochrane to
Harricanaw, distance 14) miles, is 60
cents per 100 pounds. There is no other
railroad in Canada, publicly or privately
owned, with or without a $12,000 per
month  bonus, would be allowed to
charge such rates, We have a settle-
ment and postoffice here at Riviere Bell,
45 miles east of Harricanaw, but I guess
our settlement was not large enough to
give the contractor sufficient return, so
we get no train. It costs a settler .iere
$2.60 to get a bag of flour from Coch-
rane—@G0 . cents freight to Harricanaw,
$2 dog team from Harricanaw here—and
we live in Canada on a Government-
owned road, said to be the finest rail-
road in America. Truly the Hon, Frank
Cochrane is a great statesman, friend
and benefactor of the people, particular-
ly the contractor people. I remain,
yours truly, JAS., H. BURNS.
