A mensure will again be submitted to you to amend the Acts respecting the
Electoral Pranchise, for the purpose of simplifying the law and lessening the cost of
its operation.

It is expectient, in the interests of commerce, to assimilate, and in some partica.
lars to amend, the laws which now obtain in the several Provinces of the Dominion
relating to Bills of Exchange, Choques and Promissory Notes; and a Bill with this
object will be laid before you.

A Bill will also be provided for making uniform throughout the Dominion the
laws relating to Bills of Lading.

During the recess my Government bas carefully considered the subject of Ocean
Steam Service, and you will be asked to provide subsidies for the improvement of
the Atlantic Mail Service, and for the establishment in concert with Her Majesty's
Government, of a line of fast steamers between British Columbia and China and Japan.
Your attention will also be invited to the best mode of developing our trade, and
securing direct communication by steam with Australasia, the West Indies and South
America.

A Bill will be submitted for your consideration for the prevention of certain
offences in connection with Municipal Councils, and to give groater facilities for
making enquiries as to such matters,

Several measures will also be presented to you for improving the law of pro-
cedure in criminal cases. Among these will be a Bill to permit the release on pro-
bation of persons convicted of first offences, a Bill authorizing regulations to be made
for the practice in cases partaking of the nature of criminal proceedinga, and a Bill
to make the Speedy Trials Act applicable throughout Canada.

Bills relating to the inspection of timber and lumber, for the improvement of the
Postal i;ystem, and for incroasing the efficiency of the lvorth. West Mounted Police,
will also be submitted for your consideration.

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The Royal Commissioners on Labour having concluded their enquiries, I hope
to be able to lay before you at an early day their Report with the important evi-
dence collected by them in various parts of Canada.

Gentlemen of the Rouse of Commons:

before you. These Estimates have been prepared with a due regard to economy and
the efficiency of the publie service.

Ronourable Gentlemen of the Senate:

I now commend these several subjects and the others which may be brought
before yon to your earnest consideration, and I trust that the .result of your delibera-
tions may, under the Divine Blessing, tend to promote the well-being and prosperity
of Canada.

Also, of all correspondence between the Indian Department and any other
Department of the Government in regard to the distress and destitution which would
be brought upon the resident Indian population by unrestricted net fishing in the
waters from which they derive their chief means of subsistence.

Ordered, That the said Address be presented to His Excellency by such Members
of this House as are of the Queen's Privy Council.

As the time for receiving Reports from Committees on Private Bills bas expired,

your Committee recommend that the 49th Rule be suspended, in so far as it may
affect the present Report of your Committee.

Mr. Brown, from the Select Committee appointed to enquire into the fraudulent
practices which have prevailed, and still prevail, in various parts of the Dominion,
by which farmers and others have been and are induced to give their promissory
notes and securities to a very large amount in the aggregate, for seeds, agricultural
implements, grape vines and other goods and merchandize, by varions false pretexts;
the goods in some cases never being delivered, and in other cases being compara-
tively worthless, the makers of such promissory notes being obliged to make pay-
ment, while the perpetrators of these wrongs evade justice, presented to the Houso
the Report of the said Committee, which was read, as followeth:-

A number of witnesses appeared before the Committee, and, being examined
under oath, gave evidence in respect to the divers ways in which they had been de-
frauded into the purchase of goods which were altogether unfit for the purposes for
which they were obtained.

It does not seem necessary to enter into the particulars of these practices, as
they are fully detailed in the evidence and supplement annexed herewith, submitted
as a part of this report. It is clear, however, that in connection with grape vinies,
agricultural implements, pumps, seeds, fertilizers and other goods, purchasers havu
been induced to accept of them solely upon representations which have eventually
turned out to be untrue. Many of the acts testified to by the various witnesses, by
which parties were fraudulently induced to part with money or to sign promissory
notes, valuable securities, come within the provisions of the pres0ntStatute in regard
to the obtaining of money or goods by false pretences, and thé penalties by that
Statute are sufficiently severe for the offences therein specified.

It seems to your Committee, however, that the legislation on the subject should
make a special provision in regard to representations as to future events.

Your Committee are profoundly impressed with the many ways by which farmers
and others allow themselves to be cheated by the false suggestions and representa-
tions of cunning agents, and, by holding out prospects of enormous profit, endeavour
to palm off their goods upon the unwary, and they wish to state that the public ean-
mot be too much upon its guard against being duped by these dishonest speculators.

Now that agriculture has advanced to such a degree, that almost every farm is
carried on by machinery altogether unknown not many years ago, the farmer seems
to be made a special object of attack, and, in innumerable instances, he has fallen a
victim.

There is evidence of imposition upon the farmer in many ways. He thought-
lessly bargains with an individual, of whom ho knows nothing, assuming al his
representations to be true. He purchases goods in good faitb, without examining
them, trusting to verbal representations in respect to their charepter or their fruits.
H1e executes a contract in respect of them, without such representation being
inserted in the contract. Ie signs promissory notes, without knowing the effect of
what he signs, these notes being transferred to third parties before maturity, and in,
multitudinous other ways, ho allows himself to be made a victim of designing craft
and cunning mendacity.

Your Committee desire to call the attention of the farming community to the
dangers by which they are surrounded, and to the attacks which, from time to time,
are being continuously made upon them in the manner indicated.

The publie should always bear in mind that when a promissory note is signed,
whatever may be the consideration, or when there is no consideration, or even when
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it is frandulent, such note becomes binding upon tbe signer, in the hand of a third
party to whom it has been transferred before maturity, and he has to pay it,
although ho migbt have a perfectly good defence against the person to whom he
gave it.

Your Committee would also suggest, that many of the evils complained of may,
when promissory notes are given for goods, either delivered, or to be delivered, be
obviated by the rnaking such notes, taking care to make them payable to the seller
ONLY, and not to bearer, or to the seller's order. le would then always know with
-whom he had in the future to deal, and very often, in the case of fraud, would be
protected from actual loss.

Purchasers should also take care, when asked to sign any agreement, that the
whole bargain is in it. Any representations or promises made at the time are worth-
less, unleiss made a part of the written contract, and, if a person refuse to insert a
representation, which is the foundation of the bargain, in the written evidence of it,
er any obligation, which he himself bas undertaken, it may with reason be concluded
ho intends to take an improper advantage of the absence of the provisions which the
document ought to contain.

It is impossible in the nature of things to put a final stop to the perpetration
of frauds upon the community. To be forewarned, however, is to be forearmed, and
many a dishonest attempt may be defeated, and many a temptation successfully
resisted by persons if they are told how similar suggestions have resulted in other
caLes.

Your Committee recommend:-
(1.) That this report, including the evidence taken during the present Session

and the supplement thereto annexed, consisting of the report made and evidence
taken in the Session of 1888, betore the Select Committee on " Fraudulent Practices,"
be referred to the Departmentof Justice, with a view to the preparation of such logis.
lation as will meet the case of false representations in respect of future events; and-

(2.) That 5,000 copies of this report, including the evidence and the supplement
referred to, be prii4ed, and that one copy be sent to each Senator and twenty to
ach Member of thd House of Commons, and one copy to each person entitled, under

the provisions already made, to a copy of the Revised Statutes; and also, to as many
officers of agricultural societies as may desire to have a copy. (Appendix No. 1.)

" year 1872 to sel, and did sell, the pine timber thereon for several. tbousand dollars,
"all of which was well known to the Goverument of Canada, prior to their selling the
"same, as hereinafter appears."

" And that it further appears from said Return that the Government of Canada,
"without conferring with theIndians of said Bana (or any of them) as to the price to
"be obtained for said pine timber, or in any way whatever enquiring as to their views
"or wishes regarding the same, aid without communiciting to thom, or any of them,

"disposed of the same, covering an area of 79 square miles at a private sale, withoul

"thereof, of a value in excess of the sum ot $50,000, and, by reason of the aforesaid

"Government of Canada has been violated and misused."

" That in view of the facts aforesaid, this House expresses its disapproval of the
"sale of the pine timber, for the nominal sum of $316, and of the manner in which it
"was sold, and this House declares it to be a gross violation of the trust repose l by
"the Indians in the Government of Canada, and it is the duty of this House to record
"its condemnation of the transaction," inserted instead thereof ;

RULES FOR THE PRINTING OF THE DEBATES OF THE HOUSE OF COMMONS.

The printing shall be performed daily, on sheets of sufficient size as may be
directed, to contain the speeches which have been delivered at the previous sitting
of the House, and be published as reported, in the language in which they are
delivered, the said sheets to be delivered to the Distribution Office by Three o'Clock.
p.m., after each such sitting, and the French copy of the Debates shall be published
within three juridical days after the copy of the same has been plated in the banda
of the Printer.

In the event of the louse sitting after (12) Twelve o'Clock, the daily sheets of
the Debates are to be delivered as expeditiously as possible after (3) rhree o'Clock of
the following day.

The type to be used shall be Brevier type, with quotations in Nonpareil.
The type to be kept standing and three (3) days allowed for corrections, SUd

then to be made up in the revised or book form edition. 'l he sheets of the same to
,be returned by the Printer for Binding.

The Chief Reporter shall see that the Printer's copy of the daily sheets be fur.
nished concurrently with the Debate as the Debate proceeds, and said copy shall b.
accepted by the Printer as correct, for the purpose of the daily publication, and all
the copy for each day's publication shall be detivered to the Printer within two (2)
hours after the adjournment of the louse-the Printer to give the Chief Reporter a
receipt for the last copy delivered for that day's issue.

The Printer shall receive the revised proofs of the daily sheets for correctio.
eot later than forty-eight (48) hours after publication.
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The Officer of the House, whose duty it is. to revise the Debates, shall proof-read
the daily edition, as well as transcribe corrections made by Members, before sending
such prooi-read and revised daily edition to the Printer for correction.

The signed proofs for the bound edition shall be returned by the Chief Reporter
to the Printer for press within twenty-four (24) hours from the receipt of the same
by him.

The Printer may proceed to print the book form after having kept the type
standing for the three days allowed for corrections.

The translation of the French edition shall be made from the revised copy, as
prepared hy the Chief Reporter.

The Chief Translator shah return the galley proofs to the Printer, signed for
press, within twenty-four (24) hours after they are deposited for bis use.

The Chief Reporter shall cause the table of contents and index of the English
edition of the Debates to be delivered to the Printer within one month after the
prorogation of Parliament.

The Chief Translator shall see that the index of the French edition is prepared
within one month aiter the work of translation bas been completed.

Any Member requiring extra copies of his own or any speech, may have them
furnished, covered or not covered, as maybe required, at the actual cost, not includ-
ing composition.

that the total numbor of immigrants who settled in Canada, during the year 1888, was
88,766, as against 84,526 in 1887.

The character of the year's immigration was reported to be satisfactory, it being
alleged that no paupers were shown to have arrived who were in any way a burden
on any Charity; and lorther, that noue of the immigrants who came to seek work re-
imained over at ary of the bepartmental agencies, unemployed.

It was stated that the High Commissioner in England, Sir Charles Tupper, has
an understanding with the Local Government Boards, in virtue of which no paupers
are ailowed to embark for Canada witlont bis consent, which is not granted unless
it is shown they have friends to take care of them.

As regards the immigration of children under the auspices of benevolent persons
or societies, it was ordered, in accordance with the suggestions of the Committee
last Session, that there should be a medical inspection of each child before embarking;
and it is reported that the practice bas been carried out with satisfactory results.

The number of settlers who were reported to have gone into the North- West
during the year 1888, wae 29,685, as against 21,685 in the previous year. These
figures include immigrants from other countries and immigrants from the older
Provinces.

So far as ascertained and reported by the immigration agents, the sum of
$3,774,455 in money and effects was brought in by settlers.

The system of assisted passages, which had been in operation since 1872, ceased-
altogether on the 27th April, 1b88.

The total expenditure, during the calendar year, for immigration purposes is
3183,057, to which must be added 843,444, on account of assisted passages, the
liability for which bad been incurred before the commencement of the year, as
against 8313,891 for 1887, thus showing a very decided reduction in the cost of the-
service.

The total expenditure of the Department in Canada for immigration publications,
during the calendar year 1888, was $23,534, a fact showing retrenchment in thia.
branch of the service as compared with previous years.
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Mr. Lowe also gave your Committee some valuable statistics respecting the
inovements of populations in Canada and the United States, in relation to the subject
of immigration, having special reference to the agricultural classes. The facts stated
by him, as reported, are contained in the Appendix herewith.

Kr. W. A. Webster was examined in relation to the efforts made by agents of
American Railway Companies to induce Canadians in Ontario and the older Pro-
vinees to emigrate to the North-Western States.

He stated that he had travelled over a considerable portion of the States of
.Dakota and Minnesota, with a view of ascertaining, by personal observation, whether
those States possessed any advantages over our own North- West for immigrant
settlement. Be also visited Manitoba and the Canadian .North. West. The result of
the observations and the conclusions arrived at are that the advantages of our North-
West over that portion of the North- Western States consists in the fact of possession
of better soil, a milder climate, and more equitable homesteading land laws, together
with greater immunity from early frosts and violent storms.

Mr. Webster visited many of the Counties in Ontario, with a view of pointing
out the advantages ho described, to the young men of that Province, and he
expresses the opinion, that the information thus conveyed had induced many to
migrate to Manitoba and the North- West Territories, who would otherwise have gone
to the United âtates.

Mr. J. T. Carey appeared before the Committee, to make objections, on behalf
of the Knights of Labour, to the payment of a bonus, as an assistance to child
immizration. He spoke in special reoerence to the competition of these children in
the Canadian labour market. His remarks, as reported, are contained in the
Apperdix herewith.

Professor Saunders, Director of Goverument Experimental Farms, was
examined by your Committee, and he stated that the result of numeýrous experi-
-ments had shown, that the wheat called " Ladoga " ripons fully ton days earlier than
the "I Red Fyfe." There appears, however, to bave been considerable difference in
the opinion expressed by the different bodies of experts to which the wheat was sub-
imitted, as to its quality, the same samples having been graded variously as "lhard
'wheat," " soft wheat," and " No. 1 hard."

Mr. Saunders having stated that a series of careful experiments have been made
by the Chemist ùf the Central Experimental Farm which demonstrated that the
Ladoga was superior in gluten to the Red Fyfe, while reports from bakers and
specimens of bread shown, proved that the flour produced from it was strong in
bread-making qualities, even more so than that from the Red Fyfe, the colour of the
bread, however, being a shade less white.

The remarks made by Mr. Saunders on the subject of the barley product of the
1)ominion, and the importance for Canadian farmers of growing varieties suitable for
malting purposes in England, cannot be too carefully considered by them. He
showed that we were in danger, from two causes, of a lessened de mand for our four
and six-rowed varieties in the United States markets, which had hitherto taken such
large quantities; and, on the other hand, that the importation into England, for
malting purposes, reached the quantity of 35 000,000 bushels a year, ani for which
much higher prices are paid than our farmers have hitherto obtained. It has,
therefore, become a matter of prime importance for Canadian farrrers to produce
varieties to suit the English market. The kind used in England is the two-rowed ;
the four and six-rowed being mot at all saleable there for malting purposes. Mr.
j8aunders stated that a large number of samples of the very best varieties of the two-
rowed had been distributed among farmers in different parts of the Dominion.

Mr. Saunders stated that 913 seed germinating tests had been made during the
year, of whieh 216 were of frozen wheat, 20 of frozen oats, and 19 of frozen barleyb

These tests showed that the vitalty of frozen wheat varied from 21 to 99 per
oent.; frozen barley, 14 to 99 per cent.; and frozen oats from 2 to 94 per cent. The
eonolusion arrived at was that it was mobt unwise for farmers to sow anything but,
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good seed, unless driven to it by absolute necessity, the rule being the same in.
vegetable as in animal life, from which it followed that a good constitution of seed
was necessary in plant life to produce a good resuit.

Much of the information presented to your Committee on these subjects is con-
tained in a bulletin published in March last; and the evidence of Mr. Saunders, as
reported, is contained in an Appendix herewith.

The Dairymen's Association of the Dominion, which held its meetings at Ottawa
on the 9th and 10th of April, appointed a delegation to present its views before
your Committee; and the statements made by the delegates are submitted herewith
as part of this report.

The importance of the dairying interest to the Dominion is evidenced by the
fact that our exports of cheese grew from $13,675, in 1860, to 88,923,242, in 1888;
and the excellence of Canadian cheese is made manifest by the further fact, that
whilst the Dominion exported during the last year four million pounds les weight
than the United States, the actual money value of the Canacian export exceeded.
that of the United States by nearly 6200,000.

The representations in relation to butter making which were made by the dele.
gates, are worthy ot the attention of farmers. Their main object was to cause such
stops to be taken as would increase the product, and improve the quality of
Canadian butter

The Resolution passed by your Committee, aiter the hearing of the delegates, in
approval of their recommendations, is appended herewith, as a portion of this report.

The elaborate report of the Sub-Committee, of which Lieut.-Genl. Laurie was
the Chairman, on the subject of tuberculosis in animals, in relation to it8 effects on
mankind, as a question of publie heaith, is hereto appended. The Sub-Committee
was requested, during the last Session of Parliament, to continue its enquiries dur-
ing the recess. This has been done with great carefulness and elaborateness, and for
whieh the thanks of your Committee were expressed by resolution. (Appendix
No. 4.)

"relating to the Public Service," to which I humbly request Your Excellency's assent.

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To this Bill the Royal Assent was signified in the following words:-
"In Her Majesty's name, His Excellency the Governor General thanks Her

Loyal subjects, accepts their benevolence and assents to this Bill."

After which Ris Excellency was pleased to deliver the following Speech to both
Houses:-
ionourable Gentlemen of the &nate:

Gentlemen of the Rouse of Commons:
In relieving you of the arduous labours which the present Session of Parliament

has imposed on you, I rejoice that I am able to congratulate you on the number of
important and useful measures which have resulted from your deliberations.

I have reason to hope that the authority which you have conferred on my
Government, will enable them to conclude an arrangement for effective steam com-
munication with Europe and witb Asia, whereby the trade and commerce of Canada
will be widely extended, and the traffic passing over her lines of communication,
greatly developed.

You have again made liberal provision for extending the railway facilities of the
Dominion and ior increasing their effieiency.

The Act relating to the Electoral Franchise will, I believe, be found an impor-
tant improvement, tending to economy and certainty in the administration of that
branch of the law.

The measure by which the system of Speedy Trials for criminals bas been
extended to the Maritime Provinces, is likely to prove a valuable addition to our
Criminal Procedure.

It is gratifying to know that your address, referring to the boundaries of Ontario,
will lead to the early settlement of the principal question which has remained unset-
tled to the present time between that Province and the Dominion, in a manner
entirely satisfactory to all concerned.

The amendment of the laws relating to Copyright, will, it is hoped, remove some
of the embarrassments under which the printers and publishers of Canada have
laboured for some years past, without doing injustice to authors in this or other
countries.

You have provided for greater efficiency and economy in the Postal Service, for
giving greater facilities for the settlement of our lands in the North. West Territories,
and for inéreasing the safeguards of life and property on our ships.

Many of the other measures, although of a minor character, will be found of great
usefulness in conducting the affairs of administration.
Gentlemen of the House of Commons:

You have liberally provided for the various requirements of the public service.
Honourable Gentlemen of the Senate :

Gentlemen of the Rouse of Commons:
In taking leave of you, I congratulate you on the indications of prosperity which

appear in all parts of Canada, and on the increasing revenue whieh promises amply
to meet the appropriations for the year.

I sincerely hope that in the season which is now opening, the labours of our people
may be blessed by Divine Providence, and that when it shall be my duty to summon
you again, I shall be able to renew the congratulations which I have already
expressed on the marked welfare and progress of the Dominion.
