• CUSTOMS JN VESTIGA TIOtfS..»
Church Ornament Lndrr-Talnation Carri­

ed on Extensively.
Montreal, June 6.—The discoveries made 

by Messrs. O’Hara and Ambrose in their in­
vestigations into the chuiich ornament under­
valuations show that some of the largest 
wholesale manufacturers in France have been 
in the habit for some time past of furnishing 
duplicate invoices, one of which, in which the 
reduced values were entered, was presented at 
the customs, while the others contained the 
real value of the goods.

The Customs officers have completed the 
seizure of C. B. Lanctot’s stock, and 
will now be submitted to the Mi 
tome at Ottawa. The officers have not suc­
ceeded in obtaining the books of the firm, 
being informed that the old ledger prior to 
February last does pot exist. When the_firm 
refused to deliver over the books and invoices 
or to allow the officers to examine them, 
Messrs. O’Hara and Ambrose followed the 
same course as that adopted in the 
Patereon-Kissock case, which, in fact, 
the only one left them. They prepared to 
move the stock, as provided for under the 
Customs Act, to the nearest examining ware­
house. The packing cases were sent to the 
store, but the firm, through its lawyer, Hon. 
Mr. Laflamme, Q.C., offered to make a de­
posit of $8000, which was accepted. The goods 
under seizure represent a greater value than 
the deposit, and it it probable that the De­
partment at Ottawa will call for another in­
stalment.

Montreal, June 6.—The rumor that Mgr. 
Fabre was to be made an archbishop has 
turned out to be correct, and news to that 
effect was received from Quebec this morning. 
The advisability of creating an archbishop for 
Montreal has been discussed at length at the 
Provincial Council of Bishops, now in session 
in Quebec, and the choice of the Council rested 
upon Mgr. Fabre. The decision of the prelates 
has been forwarded to Rome for ratifi­
cation, and the letter of confirmation with the 
“pallium” are expected towards the end of the 
present month. Cardinal Taschereau, it is 
said, will himself place the archiépiscopal 
blem upon Mgr. Fabre’s shoulders, and the 
ceremony, which will be held in the Church of 
Notre Dame, will be attended by all the Pre­
lates in the Dominion. The ceremony may 
take place on the 29th of the present month, 
the least of St. Peter and St. Paul.

Aa Order That Was Hysterloasly Issued,
Bat Was Hast Effectively Carried lato 
Effect—The Strike Suddenly Brought to 
a Termination. y

New York, June 5.—“Tie up everything at 
4 o’clock.” The order was passed from man 
to man on every car on all the lines in this 
city, Brooklyn and Long Island City this 
morning. The only cars running were those 
on the Third Avenue road. The elevated 
roads carried the greatest number of passen­
gers since they were built. The number was 
something like 600,000. The Fourth 
Avenue Company in this city atid the 
Bushwick Railroad Company in Brook­
lyn • posted notices in their depots 
that they would fill the vacant positions as 
soon as possible. The presidents also denied 
the report that they had been helping the 
Thirfl Avenue Cotqpany, and President Lyon, 
of that Company, said he would continue the 
fight if there was not another horse car run­
ning in the three cities. On the whole the 
day was passed quietly, though there were 
several brushes with the police, and the two 
new patrol wagons were called into use to 
take a force of blue-coats down to Avenue B 
to remove obstructions on the track there. A 
number of cars run over Jake Sharpe’s 
Bleecker Street Line, each one guarded by a 
ixrliceman on the front platform, were equally 
fortunate in not meeting with any violent 
opposition on their journey.

Thousands of the men are unwilling strikers, 
and if ever a breach is made in the ranks there 
will be a rush for brakes and platforms. The 
police are all under arms and are ready to do 
their duty whatever emergency arises. The 
Third Avenue Line says it has men and to 
spare, and laughs at the notion of giving up.

The most remarkable feature of the strike 
was the secrecy of its motive power. The men 
who pulled the strings kept themselves in 
hiding and had nothing to say as to their 
motives, complaint or wishes. They appeared 
to fear arrest for conspiracy. The rank and 
file were kept under constant surveilance and 
were ordered to have no communication with 
outsiders. They were finder a reign of terror, 
and in many cases the rough element seemed 
to be on top. It was well known that detec­
tives were oflHie watch for them.

Late to-night the men were struck with ter­
ror when they neard that William S. Boyle, a 
member of the Executive Board of the Empire 
Protective Association had been arrested.
The arrest was made on a warrant charging 
Boyle with conspiracy. He was taken to 
Police Headquarters, and when searched a 
heavy club was found hidden in his trousers.
The police refused to make public the name of 
the complainant or the details of the alleged 
conspiracy. Boyle spent the flight in a cell.

The cause of the present tie-up is that the 
men employed on the lines other than the 
Third Avenue are tired paying 82 per week 
each to support the 1300 Third Avenue strik­
ers in idleness, and the idea is that a tie-up 
will bring • the Third Avenue Company to 
terms.

THE PALLIUM.
The pallium is a collar, or bande, made of 

white wool, and worn over the shoulders of 
the Archbishop. It is about two inches in 
width; attached to it are two narrow bands 
which hang and rest upon the breast. Fast- 
tened to tne extremities of these bands are 
four leaden Greek croesee, being the symbols 
ol the lour cardinal virtues. Tbe wool used in 
the manufacture of tbe pallium is taken from 
two lambs which are consecrated in Rome on 
the feast of St Agnes. These lambs are then 
confided to the safe-keeping of two apostolic 
sub-deacons, aud by them they are placed in a 
religious institution until the shearing takes 
place.

They have formed a Coal Dealers’ Associa­
tion in Chicago ; and a pretty extensive one it 
is, too. Already it numbers 260 members, 
with 160 applications pqndihg, which* if all ap­
proved of, would make a membership of 400. 
The design of the Association, or Coal Ex­
change, as stated by ope. of the memberej, is to 
control thé retail coal trade of Chicago, and 
insure a uniform price for the black diamonds. 
Only dealers in anthracite coal are admitted- 
It was claimed by several members that desi­
gn had not bean making any money during 
the past two or three years, apd 
combination was found to be the only meas­
ure that would insure a profitable business 
to the detder-X One of the lawH of [the Ex­
change provides that no member will be 
allowed to sell coal to any dealer who is not a 
member of the organization, during a period 
of temjpqj»ry shortage of stock, and to enable 

to fiU preesing orders. The shippers will 
be ipfonped that they must discontinue ?ell- 
ipg coal to large consumers at wholesale prices, 
or the members of the Exchange will have no 
further dealings with them. It was also de­
cided that no contracts be made to furnish 
coal for a longer period than thirty days, and 
the Exchange will meet monthly fo arrange 
the prices for the succeeding month. This 
will have the effect to prevent housekeepers 
from ordering thrir coal, as they have hereto­
fore done, in the spring and summer, when 
prices are low, and having the same delivered 
when required through the winter season. 
The prices for June, as adopted at a recent 
meeting, were $6 for grate and egg coal, àpd 
Stl.2S for nut and range, and every member, is 
obliged to live up to these prices. In connec­
tion with all which we are reminded the 
Toronto Trades and Labor Council have been 

, _ beaten in the attempt to get coal at wholesale 
prices, it having.feeen ascertained that Ameri­
can coal shippers will not sell a ton to any but 
regular dealers. Have we a coal associa­
tion in Toronto 7

In the class of the third year in 
the department of Metaphysics and Éthicÿ, 
you first give the names, as usual, of the 
regular students in the University who have 
passed this examination, and then follows this 
additional paragraph :

(Metaphysics and Ethics, St. Michael’s Col­
lege : Class f----- . Class II——.]
The places I have left blank contain the 
names of two students who attend lectures in 
St. Michael’s College. Does this mean that 
there are two examinations in Metaphysics in 
the University of Toronto, one for students 
of this department in general and another for 
those of an affiliated theological college ? Or 
does the provincial University delegate its 
powers entirely to a denominational institu­
tion, allowing it to examine as it pleases on 
this subject, and then accepting and register­
ing the results ? If either be the case, it looks 
very much at if the cause of liberal education 
in this Province is in a fair way of being 
sacrificed to sectarian interests. Sigma.

[The explanation of the above-mentioned 

peculiarity in the class list we believe to be as 
follows : The examinations in the subjects of 
the second and third years in the faculty of 
j\rts are conducted by the teachers of these 
subjects in the affiliated colleges, and by asso­
ciate examiners appointed by the University 
Senate. All the' names in t(ie honor list in 
the department of Metaphysics and Ethics are 
throe of candidates who are either students of 
University College or of no college, with the 
exception of those mentioned by “Sigma,” 
which belong to St. Michael's. All ground 
for suspiciort would have bpen avoided had the 
names of other affiliated colleges been given 
along with St. Micliael's.—Editor World.]

The Way n Ball Curves.

From the Fanxa» City Times.
There is a simple physical explanation why 

• ball curves : As the ball leaves the pitcher’s 
hand, the air in front of the ball is compacted, 
increasing the resistance and the direction of 
the ball's revolution upon its axis determines 
the direction of the curve, In the curve from 
right to left the right aide of the ball goes for­
ward with the rotary motion, and the left side 
backward. It follows from this movement 
that the right forward portion of the ball will 
have not only the friction or resistance of the 
air from its forward motion, but in addition 
the friction resulting from the forward 
ment of its surface in the rotary motion which 
it is making, while the left front portion will 
have less thanuhalf of the friction or resistance 
because its Spface moves bqck from the re­
sisting air in the notary movement.

Next 
cornea John W. Hayes, owner of two stores in 
New Brunswick, N.J., also a favorite of the 
Hone Club. Then comes James E. Quinn, 
who lives in the same house with Justus 
Schwab, the beer peddler of New York, a 
Home Club man, and understood to have once 
been a wage worker. Then follows W. H. 
Muller, favored by the Home Club, a labor 
editor in Richmond. After him comes Hugh 
Cavftnagh of Cincinnati, either now or for­
merly a shoemaker, and also a favorite with 
tho Home Club. After these comes W. 
H. Bailey, ex-Chief of Police in an Ohio 
dty.. and also favored by the Home Club.

This leaves only three men who favor a con­
tinuance of the past policy of the Knights of 
-Labor. One is Thomas B. Barry, an axe- 
maker, a level-headed leader, a shrewd 
tender, and a man who lost every dollar he 
had and a $4000 home in order to support the 
little union he belonged to when it 
Btrike. Mr. Barry is not by any means a 
Home Club man. He does not want the 
Knights to try to run the earth or snatch at 
the moon, and he sees room in the world for 
Trades Unions to exist side by side with the 
Knights. Mr. Joseph Buchanan, editor, of 
Denver, is the same sort of a man. A wide­
awake, prudent, modest, honest man, whose 
heart is bound up in the Order that is now 
•taggering beneath a crushing blow. The 
Home Club does not have any use for Mr. 
Buchanan, particularly as he is averse to in- 
otmg destruction by means of a war with the 
Trades Unions. Last of all comes Mr. Ira B. 
Aylesworth, as yet unplaced, 

un this Board Mr. Powderly, who was a 
rentable king last week, is now a mere unit, 
and a very small unit at that He has kept his 
place, and he thinks he can keep it after the 
iœxt election, but he has lost the leadership. 
He no longer plays the first part in the 
Knights of Labor. He has become a tender 
to a band of schemers in New York, 
vain effort to delude the public

the publication of an address to the 
world in which he denies that there is any 
dissension in the Order or the Board : but the 
effort is hopeless. Other members of the Ex­
ecutive Board in conversation with the Sun 
reporter have to-night demonstrated that they 
appreciate and understand the situation ex­
actly as it is seen by the world at laige.

A glance at the present occupations of the 
members of the Executive Board will show 
jne very good reason why the Trades Unionists 
do not care to commit their affairs to the 
hands of the Knights. “ They are masters of 
ho trade* and jacks of all," said one leading 
trades unionist to-day. “ We would be unwise 
t<> intrust our welfare to such a body of shop­
keepers and idlers, even if they were men of 
great intelligence, but, as a matter of fact, 
they are singularly unintelligent in the main. 
The whole truth is that the Knights do not 
fairly represent or sympathize with the wage 
workers. Look along the list of delegates to 
this convention and you will find them set 
town in this wise : A policeman, an assessor,
» Custom House official, but he is called some­
thing else ; a stationer, a tee merchant, a gro­
cer, a merchant, apd so on. Many give no 
trades, which indicates that they have none, 
or are ashamed of what they have, while 
many more are known to be simply labor 
politicians.”

Trades Union men leave 
here in a defiant mood. Their position is ex­
plained by Mr. Frederick Haller of the cigar- 
makers. He says:

“We leave the city to-morrow, and we are 
more confident than ever that the Trades 
Unions will win in the conflict which has been 
forced upon us by the Knights. The latter 
have done much at this Assembly to strengthen 
the position of the Trades Unions before the 
public. The fight has been caused by the 
Home Club and unfit organizers. The Knights 
have admitted tbht a very large number of their 
organizers are mercenary, and organized Local 
Assemblies simply for the fees paid to organ­
izers; that others are overzealous in organ­
izing new Assemblies, their desire being to 
gain renown; that others are unscrupulous 
and will Organize assemblies of the very worst 
material for the sake of gaining power. These 
unfit n/en have been so many that the General 
Assotibly has revoked the commissions of its 
G00 <brganizers. By doing this it admits that 
mffny wrongs have been committed and that 
tote grievances of the Trades Unions are well 
established. Still nothing has been done to 
redress these grievances of the Trades Unions.
In short, the Cigarmakers’ International 
Union is told in so many words that it must 
recognize the rights of District 49 to a scab 
rate of wages for making cigars in New York.
