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RECOMMENDED

In a brief presented to the
SRC of UNB on the possibil-
ity of amalgamation between
the students’ council of UNB
and STU, M. Gary Davis has
recommended amalgamation of
the councils as soon as
possible. Pointing out the
benefits that union of some
student activities has already
brought, and the possibility of
greater future benefits, Davis
said, ''In the interests, social
and financial, of the students
of the University of New:
Brunswick and of St. Thomas
Uriversity, it would be bene-
ficial to amalgamate at the
student government level.”!

Davis admits that social
benefits are quite difficult to
measure, but conments: ''The
lack of communication among
the cultural groups in Canada
retards the sountry socially
and economically . . . These
unhealthy religious and ethnic
prejudices should be elimin
ated.!" Referring to the large
number of French and Catho-
lic Students at STU, he con
cludes, ""We have before us an
excellent opportunity to take
a constructive step.’’

SAVE $4000
Davis estimates the ad
vantage of a financial union
to the tune of $4000. This is
about what St. Thomas now
spends on fixed costs, which
would be eliminated. The
cost of including STU in UNB
activities would be marginal
costs, which ae consider

ably less than fixed costs.
With this step UNB would
put itself an estimated two
years ahead.

UNB and STU already share
many student activities and
organizations, including Radio

UNB. Winter Carnival. Student
Building Committee, and Stu-

dent Discipline Committee.
S\TU students, however, do
not contribute the fee levied
on all UNB students for the
financing of such organiza-
tions as Radio UNB, but they
are denied the right of holding
executive positions in these
orgapizations.

Much money could be made
available by eliminating the
present duplication of student
services. The yearbooks and
newspapers could be com-
bined, and the councils could
share the cost of correspon-
dence and conferences.

STU IDENTITY

Many STU students are
afraid of losing their identity
by amalgamztion, but Davis
points out that some UNB
men's residences, with only
100 students from a campus
of 3000, have managed to
maintain a strong identity of
their own. !’St. Thomas stu-
dents can, and doubtlessly
would, maintain their unique-
ness, irrespective of their
corporate relationship to the
students of UNB. Student
government is only one part
of a student’s life at univer-
sity,’’ he added.

Davis also recommended a

solution as to how the amal-
gamation might - best be a-
chieved. He cited two prob-
lems, those of representation
and local issues.

HOW TO DO IT

Assuming that the present
SRC ’'representation by popu-
lation’! per faculty will be
retained at least for the
present, the brief suggested
that STU be given three seats.
The positions of President
and Vice-President would be
open to STU students, who
would be eligible for all non-
voting council positions, and
chairmanships of important
committees.

To deal with issues of
interest only to students of
St. Thomas, a local council
might be set up. This could
resemble a combined faculty-
residence committee, and
should include the St. Thomas
student councillors. Matters

of concern to St. Thomas stu-
dents and administration could
thus be brought directly and
easily to the amalgamated
council.

JOINT SPRING ELECTIONS?

The brief advised amalga-
mation as soon as possible,
even if it will mean defer-
ring elections until later in
the spring term.

Davis suggested the follow-
ing sequence of steps toward
amalgamation: approval by
both councils, constitutional
amendments (based on the
present UNB and STU con-
stitutions), approval of both
administrations and turnover
of student funds to the new
council, choice of a new
name, and continualreassess-
ment of the amalgamation as
the new council gains ex-
perience.

HALIFAX (CUP) — The Dal-
housie Gazette, student news-
paper at Dalhousie University,
has won the right to cgry
service advertising sponsored
by breweries.

Nova Scotia's
censing board rescinded its
1965 decision banning the
advertising, after receiving
an application from the Dal-
housie student union.

The licencing board in its
ruling restricted breweries
to use of their name. No slo-
gan or brand names are per-
mitted.

The student brief to the
government stressed the ec-
onomic factors involved in
carrying  the advertising,
pointing out the ban had re-
sulted in the loss of several
thousand dollars in advertising
revenue.

It is not known whether
other campus newspapers in
Nova Scotia will be permitted
to carry similar advertising.

established a School of Nurs-
ing on its campus under the
direction of Professor Kather-
ine MacLaggan.

The four-year basic degree
program is one in which general
‘and professional education
are given concurrently. The
courses in general education,
studied with other students in
the University in the Facul-
ties of Arts and Science pro-
vide a background of knowledge
in the Humanities, Social and
Physical and  Biological
Sciences for the personal as
well as the professional de-
velopment of the students in
nursing. The genercl education
subjects comprise about fifty
per cent of the total program.

A good working relationship
has been established with
hospitals and community agen-
cies for clincial experience.
During the academic year the
faculty and students make use
of the facilities of the Victoria
Public Hospital, Fredericton,
the Victorian Order of Nurses
and the Department of Health,
the Polio and Health Centre,
Nursery Schools and various
other organizations, agencies
and individuals within the
immediate vicinity of the Uni-
versity campus. Each year
when final exams are com-
pleted, the faculty and stu-
dents move out of Fredericton

REFORMS
FOR NURSES

The New Brunswick Associ-
ation of Registered Nurses
has lain the groundwork for
changes in the system of
Nursing education in New
Brunswick.

A constructive plan of action
was fromulated by UNB'’s
Dean of Nursing, Dr. Katherine
MacLaggen, who wrote Portrait
of Nursing, published in
1965. Under this scheme
nursing education would be
removed from hospital control
and placed in two categories:
a two-year post-high school
diploma course in a technical
school, and a four-year degree
course in a university.

In order to hasten the im-
plementation of this plan, and
facilitate the understanding of
it, the N.B.A.R.N. authorized
Professor Alan Sinclair of the
Law Faculty to draw up draft
legislation to provide a basis
upon which the government
can act.

The most recent action taken
by the N.B.A.R.N. was the
submission to the government
of a formal request for action
on their recommendations.
Legislation regarding these
changes rests with the gov
ernment.
