The President, in » few appropriate words, referring 
to the interest of the Church in mission work, intro­
duced the Rev. Arthur Browning, who had spent 
eleven years of his life as a missionary in-British 
Columbia. Mr. Browning spoke substantially as 
follows :

Fathers, brethren and Christian friends,
Eleves years ago, en the altar of this Churdh, I 

waa set apart to the.work ef a missionary of the Cross 
of Christ. I was sent out untried to a distant land, 
but kind cMjatian friends sent me forth with earnest 
sympathy add fervent prayer to God for my success.
1 have never entertained any doubt of my conversion, 
and I can well remember when sitting on my old 
grandfather’s knee that he would often ask me
2 I would like to be a missionary, 
up» a very wild, thoughtless boy. I read all 
kinds of infidel books, filled my mind with 
their false notions, and strengthened myself against 
the truth. But while listening to a Local Preacher, 
and marking hi* godly spirit and example, I was 
convinced of sin. In 1854 I was converted to God, 
and have ever since enjoyed the fsvor of God, and of 
iny brethren, who have always shown the area 
kindness. I was sent into the Mission field al< 
yet Christ was with me. I remember after going 
out to British Columbia, Dr. Evans said to me,
“ You must go to Nanaimo and preach the gospel 
there.” I went trusting in God, and found the 
people steeped in the deepest moral degrada­
tion, It was an oppressive feeling to realize that 
I was alone amid a community wholly given 
to drunkenness and every form of wickedness. Op­
pressed by a sense of loneliness, I went out upon the 
wharf, and beneath the darkness of night talked 
with God “as a man talks with his friend.” My 
darkness was turned to light by the Divine pre­
sence, and I rejoiced over all my fears in 
the confident hope of" success. A darker trial 
soon befel me. After some degree of suc­
cès had crowned my labors, and the Hudsons, 
Bay people had treated me kindly, an Indian was 
accused of theft, and was terribly and cruelly 
punished by the Company’s servants. I was told 
that 2 I spoke in favor of the despised Indian my 
congregation would leave me apd the Company would 
be against me, and so it happened. My congregation 
was scattered,,but the Lord revived His work ; sin­
ners were con 
formed, and the blessed cause proceeded in spite of the 
wrath of man. It has been one of my greatest privi­
leges, that in that far-off country, I have been per­
mitted to preach and minister to Canadian boys, far 
from home and friends. Sometimes those who had 
neglected the greatest privileges at home, yielded and 
were saved. Once I was called to pray with a 
dying man. He died soon after, and 1 preached to 
the crowd by his grave. They asked me to preach

gambling house, and after they consented to stop 
gambling, I did so. As I went on preaching, some 
Americans cheered me, for which I reproved 
but they afterward told me, that after not having 
heard the Gomel for fourteen years my words brought 
the memory of home and early religious privileges so 
vividly to mind, they could not repress their feelings. 
When I was going out to California people said 
it was vain to expect any spiritual results on 
the Pacific coast. But I. went to preach for 
souls, and God showed his power in converting 
the most hardened sinners. The Gospel was mighty, 
through God, to save men there as well as here. 
During the last year of my stay there the number of 
converts was nearly doubled. A young man, from 
Canada, who had been brought up in Spiritualism, 
and despised Christ, became concerned about his soul, 
and asked what he must do to be saved ? I told him. 
to believe on Christ He said he could not believe. 
I told him that he must behove. I kneeled and 
prayed in agony of soul with him. He swooned 
away. But on comming too, his first words were,

The principal part of the business transacted in 
the Conference yesterday afternoon was the final ex­
amination of the young men about to be received in 
to full connexion and ordained. The examination, 
as usual, took a pretty ample range, and was con­
ducted with the distinguished ability which usually 
characterizes the performances of the able President 
of the Conference. The young men gave, as they 
had already given to their respective Boards of Ex­
aminers and District Meetings, satisfactory proof 
of their knowledge of the doctrines and discipline of 
qur Church ; but it is only fair to them to say that 
the embarassment, inseparable from such an occasion 
often prevents some of the ablest young men from 

• doing themselves anyfcing like justice in their re­
plies. * Indeed so dee|ly bave some of the most 

thoughtful of our ministers been impressed with this 
aspect of the subject that they entertain doubts in 
respect to the propriety of continuing these Confer­
ence examinations at all. It is alleged by such as 
hold this view that inasmuch as these brethren have 
been already subjected to a protracted and search­
ing examination both by the Board of Examiners 
and also in the District Meeting each year during 
the four years of the probation, this last examina­
tion is a mere matter of form which might be safely 
dispensed with^ But on the other hand it is argued 
by those who take the conservative side of the ques­
tion that this is the only instance in which they 
come before the supreme court of the Church, and 
as the enquiryiinto their fitness for the work of the 
ministry commences in the classes, from which they 
went up to the Quarterly Official Meeting and thence 
to the District Meeting, fitness of things required 
that the inquisition should end with the Conference. 
Besides, it is fell that it is no time at present to 
even appear to relax the vigilance with which the 
admission of men into the ministry is watched, and 
doctrinal correctness of those who serve at the altar 
is guarded. ’

“ Here will I dwell, saith the Lord.” The Psalm­
ist would dwell with God, in God’s own house. 
(2 ) With God’s people. (3.) Perpetually. Not

2. Beholding the beauty of the Lord. (1.) In 
his preached word.

On the other side-of the question, it was said 
that brethren lrom a distance, who had seldom any 
rest, or opportunity of hearing our prominent 
preachers, are compelled to go and preach in the 
country, while the preachers on these Circuits have 
the privilege of attending the Conference services. 
One brother, appointed to preach out off the city, 
said that for twenty-nine years he had never had a 
Sunday’s rest -, preaching almost invariably three 
times every Sabbath. Except in'eases where some 
special cause justifies a minister in seeking to be 
relieved, every man should faithfully take the work 
assigned him by the Committee appointed by the 
Discipline to make the arrangements. A resolution 
was ultimately a floated expressing the obligation 
of each minister tcnill his appointment according 
to the Conferen re plan, but limiting this obligation 
to the town or city where the Conference is held.
