Obedience to the Apostolic injunction,
“ Be ye followers of them who through faith
and patience inherit the promises,” neces-
sarily involves the consideration of the moral
excellencies which their lives displayed, and
the admiration of those powerful principles
which animated and sustained them in doing
and suffering the will of God. We cannot
imitate an example of which we are ignor-
ant, or which we do not cordially approve;
and, therefore, next to the study of the in-
canon, that of Christian biography
deservedly holds the highest place. Writ-
ings of this kind are eminently calculated to
furnish a view of the inward elements of
trve piety, not as merely uninfluential specu-
lations, but as vitally operative, forming the
character, regulating the conduct, and de-
veloping themselves by their fruits. By an
intelligent investigation of them we become
more strongly impressed with the truth and
beauty of religion, by perceiving the effects
which it produces ; and areat the same time
instructed in that most interesting and im-
portant lesson—how those effects may be
realized in our own experience, and mani-
fested in our own lives.

who was ensbrined in tbe affections of many
in this city, and of whom it may with em-
phasis and propriety be said, “ the memory
of the just is blessed ”

Brother Andrew Richey was born in the
town ot Ramelton, Ireland, in the year 1810.
His parents were professors of religion in
conneciion with the Free Presbyterian
Charch, and by their example and instruc-
tioos endeavoured to incuicate upon their
children the importance of experimental and
practical godliness ; and although these were
pot immediately productive of eaving good
in the mind ot our deperted fricnd, they
doubtlessly renderes Lim more susceptible
of spiritual impressions, and tended to impart
that moral stability and earnestness which
in maturer years distinguished his charac-
ter. In 1821 he emigrated to this couniry;
but remaincd a stranger to vital religion
until the year 1833, when under the minis-
try of the Rev. Enoch Woud he was power-
fally convinced of his guilt and danger, and
after a period of penitential anxiety he was
enabled by faith in Christ to r<joice in the
knowledge of salvation by the remission of
sins, and at once united himseii with the
Wesléyan Church, of which he coatinued an
exemplary and usefu]l member until his
death.

As a private Christian be was distinguish-
ed for his sincere, uniform, and unostenta-
tious piety. His conversion to God, though
not remarkable in incident, was clear and
scriptural,and all the subsequent develop-
ments of his mind, and all his springs of ac-
tion were to be found in stern, unbending
cbristian principle. One of the beautiful
first fruits of trae religion, Aumility, was con
spicious in him ; to walk humbly with God
was a precept by which he was guided in all
things. He was accustomed “ not to think
of himsell more highly than he ought to
think.” Humility in bim consisted in a low
estimate of self, accompanied with reveren-
tial and exalted' vigws of God; it sprang
from a deep conviction of his own indigence,
insufficiency and nothingness, and a lively
apprehension of God’s majesty and mercy.
It was depicted in his manners and conduct,
and pervaded almost everything which he
said and did. Another element in his char-
acter was his practical adoption of the apos-
tolic utterance * temperate inall things.” If
ever any man practised temperance or due
moderation, in reference to his appetites, de-
sires, pleasures,’or enjoyments, it was certain
ly our lamented brother. Whilst he laid the
band of restraint upon every species of ex-
travagancs and excess, he esteemed the use
of alcoholic drinks as a beverage under all
circamstances as an unonecessary and barm-
ful indulgence, and therefore he pursued a
course of the most rigid abstinence with re-
ference to them, and deeply affected by the
appalling miseries entailed upoa multitudes
by intemperance he unremitungly endeav-
oured by example and persuasion to induce
all who came within the range of his influ-
ence 1o eschew a practice which involved
such fearful results. He wasa consistent
and active member of the Sons of Temper-
ance upwards of ten years, during which
time be sustained varied offices with great
ability and usefulness.

Another characteristic worthy of emula-
tion was his conscientious regularity and un-
tiring earnestness in the discharge of his
Coristian duty. * Whatever his hand found
to do he did it with his might.” Whilst he
paid strict attention to bis private and do-
mestic engagements he was equally assid-
uous in performing those of a more public
character. He-was not content with punc-
tual attendancs- on the varied meaus ol
grace on the Sabvaih, but was never absent
from the week day services without the
most imperative uecessity ; in the prayer
meeting be-bad his accustomed seat, and that
was scarcely ever vacant or occupied by an-
other. Toe services ot the sanctuary were
pot with lim mere formal cerecmomals but
wells ot salvation trom which he drew the
water of life wiih purest joy,

As an official member of the Church, he
was ever courteous and respectful to those
placed over him in the Lord, loving them
for their work’s sake, and ever seeking to
uphold their hands and to augment their
usefulness. He was affectionate and true to
those who were his compeers in office, and
eympathetic and faithful towards those who
constituted the class under his immediate
charge. As a citizen, he had doeply at
heart the moral and secular improvement
and comfort of all classes in the community.
He represented one of the wards of this
city in Common Council, with great efficien-
cy and integrity, for seven years. He was
a member of the Board of Health, and dar-
ing the visitation of cholera which 'spread
death and consternation on every hand, he
—implicitly relying upon the wisdom and
goodness of Divine providence—fearlessly
and zealously discharged the duties of his
office, and thereby secured the blessing of
the afflicted and sorrowful, and the res
and commendation of all.

by a gracious movement of the Spirit of
they bad been led to see their sin in its
colours, I apprebend that precisely simil
ily, or, as they should be called, pb
effects would have followed, and that
would bave varied according to the nature,
depth and intensity of the sorrow for sin cher-
ished, and according (o the peculiar tempera-
ment of the individual. This was expressed to
me by a simple-minded womao, who bad never
attended any revival meetings, but who was
one day struck down with a sense of sin in ber
own dwelling. When she bad recovered her
componn,lgenidtom, “ I am not a strong
woman in body, [ have been in the ssme state
of body before, bat on former occasions it was
because I had lost a child or suflered some tem-
poral calamity ; now I trust it is because I have
been led to see my sins and my need of a Sa-
viour.” In this present state of things mind
and body are closely connected ; and whatever
deeply affects the mind, be it from the earth or
from above affects the bodily frame.
After some reference to the nervous system,
Dr. M’Cosh added :—
But we bave not the full truth, unless we add,
that all feelings which contemplate the good—
such as love, confidence, faith and hope—have
no tendency to agitate or prostrate the body, but
bave ratber a stimulating, bracing, and bealth-
giving influence. On grounds which I have im-
mediately to state, I believe that this revival in
Ulster is a wotk of God. It has been character-
ised by deep mental feeling. Now, 1 suppose
that the fear of the wrath of God will produce
the very same effects on the body as any other
deep fear, and that the sorrow for sin will have
the same irfluence on the bodily frame as the
sorrow for the death of a son or husband. This,
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the young, be taught to number their days
that they may apply their hearts unto wis-
dom, and prepare to meet their God. The
deceased has been living with me for some-
time past, and a more faithful, bonest young
man I bave not known. He died a peni-
tent, trusting alone in the atonement of
Christ for the salvation of his soul. If a life
of moral virtue would prepare man to pass
through the dark valley and shadow of death
William McKay bad this in his favour, for
the closest observer must have failed to de-
tect any deviation from the path of truth and
virtue. Obedientas a son, amiable and af-
fectionate as a brother, kind and obligiog as
a companion, and faithful to his trust. Bat
be felt himself a sinner unfit to die unless
clothed with the robe of righteousness, pre-
{)ued by the Saviour for all who by faith
ook to him for salvation, and in the exer-
cise of that faith he fell asleep in Jesus.
May his sorrowing parents, brothers and sis-
ters, as well his relatives and friends, feel
that they mourn not as those without hope,
and whilst with mournful satisfaction they
revere the amiability of his character in the
many acts of obedience and virtue wbich
adorned his life, be cheered with the hope,
that when their days of probation are finish-
ed on earth, they will meet their brother and
lost one in that land of pure delight, and in
barmony with those who bave washed their
robes and made them white in the blood of
the Lamb, sound the bigh praises of Him
who through sorrow and trial hath made
them meet to become partakers of the inher-
itance with the saints in light.

The Evangelical Alliance and
the Revival in Ireland,

The ion of the Evangelical Alliance was
beld tbis year in Belfast.  No more appropriate
selection for the meeting of such a body could
bzve been made; and the tone and temper
which pervaded the several Conferences beld
denote the hearty interest felt by those of vari.
ous denominations brought together, as lovers of
our Lord Jesus Cbrist ingincerity, in that great
work which is now being carried on in Ireland
by the operation of His Bpirit. We desire es-
pecially to draw the attention of our readers to
the address delivered by an eniment divine, the
Reverend Dr. M'Cosh, with whom as the wri-
ter of the valuable work on ¢ Typical Forms
and Special Ends in Creation,” many of them
we hope are already familiar, We copy the
report as found in the Watchman of September
21et,  The Rev. Dr, M’Cosh, said ;—

I am asked to address this meeting on the
« Ulster Revival and its Physiological Acci-
dents,” A strong prejudice bas been enter-
tained against the Ulster Revival because of the
bodily manifestations with which it bas been ac-
companied in the case of some. I am first to
address myself to that prepossession, which is
keeping many from acknowledging it to be a
true work of God, I remember standing on
one occasion on the shore of the German Ocean
while a vessel was trying to ride into a harbour
in a very high storm, Hundreds of persons
were on the shore viewing the sceme, some of
them in a state of great excitement, Sadden-
ly the ship struck on the angle of a jutting rock,
reeled and staggered, and seemed about to leave
all its crew in the boiling waves. As

1 apprebend, it must do, unless God were to in-
terfere to prevent it by special miracles—that is,
interfere with his own laws, which he is mot
wont to do in ordinary circumstances. When
the spirit of grace and supplication is poured
forth, and men look on Him whom they have
pierced, then they mourn for Him, as ose
mourneth for his only son, and are in bitterness
for Him, as one that is in bitterness for his first
born. (Zech xii. 10) But I do not found my
belief in the work as a genuine work on the
bodily manifestations. This would be as coo-
trary to Scripture as it is to science. Scripture
sets no value on “ bodily exercise,” and nowhere
points to any bodily eflect whatever as a proof
or test of the presence of the Spirit of God—
Nor bave I ever heard any one who takes an
enlightened interest in this work ever appealing
to any such evidence. All that these bodily
affections prove is the existence of deep feeling.
As to whether this feeling is genuine or not, as
to whetber it is spiritual or not, this is to be tried
by far difierent tests—is to be tried by the truths
of God's word. Ths Bible and science, truly
20 called, are in this, as in every other respect,
in beautiful barmony. Physiology can say this is
a deep feeling; pbysiology cannot say whether
the feeling is spiritual or carnal. We are
brought back to the law and the testimony, and
by them, and by nothing else, are we to try the
“ gpirits,” whether they be of God. It is to the
spiritual effects in the soul that I point when I
say that in this work there is a work of God.

These spiritual effects were dwelt on at great
length. The increased attendance at public wor-
ship was treated as indecisive. His conviction
that the work was divine was thus stated :—

On wbat, then, it will be asked, do I found
my conviction ? I answer, on the fact that I
bave found every one of the blessed eflects
which are represented in Scripture as being
peculiarly the fruits of the Spirit. Let us look
at that galaxy of graces set before us, (Gal v.
25,) “ The fruit of the spirit is love, joy, peace,
long-suffering, gentleness, goodness, faith, meek-
ness, temperance ; against such there is no law,
and tbey that are Christ's bave crucified the
flesh with the affections and lusts.” I have re-
joiced to recognize in not a few all of these
graces, glittering like the stones on Aaron’s
breastplate, and in every one who possesses them
I acknowledge a genuine priest of God, who bas
been at the mercy seat, and is entitled at all
times to enter into the boliest of all to commune
with God. Many a mother blesses God for the
gentleness which they bave discovered in son, or
daughter, so ualike their former charlcter, and 1
bave known impetuous, blasphemous, and bold
female viragos, the terror of the neighboarbood
made gentle unto all, and struggling with every
rising temptation to passion. A spiritof benevo-
lence has been one of the characteristics of the
work, leading converts to do good to all as much
as they bave opportunity ; and I trust it will grow
in fervour till it burn up and destroy all unchari-
tableness of man to mav, or sect to sect. 1 do
trust that all sectarian bitterness is being coo-
sumed in the glowing heat of this season. As
to faith, it was by it they were led to Christ,
and by faith they stand. It is, I trust, tem-
perance, in the Bible semse—that is the gov-
ernment of the passions — which is leading
to the careful abstinence from intoxicating
drinks. Whatever men may say for or against
bodily excitement, ] am sure that against
such there is no law. I believe in regard to
many at this time, that they are Christ's because
they seem to me to be crucifying with all their
might, God giving them grace so to do, the flesh
with its affections and Jasts. I speak of numer-
ous cases in this great town in which I usually
reside, and in a quiet country district in which I
preached and laboured for two months in sum~
mer, and I am fully persuaded in my own mind
that I have seen in great numbers these gracious

Proceeding to speak more precisely of the
corporeal manifestations 8o mach talked of, Dr.
M‘Cosh mid :—

1 confess that sometimes when I attend publie
assemblies and bear foolish statements made in
an indelicate spirit by men who seem to bave no
awe or tenderness on their spirit in the -'lt.‘llt(!fI
such awful scenes, [ have been tempted to doubt |
of th® work ; but these doubts bave ever been
dispelled when, without -seeking out the cases
which the peighbourbood were wondering at
(but rather carefully avoidiog such,) I mingied
freely with those who were cast in my wa) in
Providence, and got into their confidence, and
bad their experience poured into my'ears and
bosom. But the pbysician of wide and diversifi-
ed experience tells me, “ Ob! I have in my
visits seen precisely similar bodily effects, and
these baving no commection with religion.” 1
freely and without reserve admit all this to the
physician, and 1 should feel asbamed of myself if
1 appealed to those physiological phenomena as
proofs of this being a work of revival. But let
the physician look beyond the bodily afiection
to the spiritual experience, and be will diecern
in many—I do not say in all—a mental and
spiritual effect which be may not bave beec in
the babit of meeting with in his ordinary patients.
He may discern a faith, a newness of life and
conduct, which must have proceeded from far
other sources than from nervous aflection. It is
to be remembered that the movement began in
Connor, without much or any bodily agitation.
It is aleo a fact that, throughout the whole
movement, the numbers of persons struck down
in publio bas been far fower than those awakened
in secret, and that the number of those who
bave had no bodily prostration whatever is vastly
greater than those who have bad bodily manifes-
tations. 8o far asI can lewrn, the outward, agi-
tation has of late considerably subsided, while in
many districts the spiritual work is still ad-
vancing, and the flame is rising purely and
brightly above the smoke which accompanied it
for a time, as the grosser matter was resisting
the kindling spark fropy beaven. The bodily
expression bas prevailed largely among those
who bave never been in the babit of restraining
their feelings.

Dr. M’Cosh bad encountered dreams and vis-
ions in his ministerial experience, and found it
necessary to diecourage them : —

In the district in which I resided for some
weeks this last summer I exposed these visions,
and they ceased ; and I believe that the spiritual
good of the district was thereby furihered. At
the close of a service conducted by me a number
of persons were convinced of sin, and a young
woman was praying earnestly for mercy. Sud-
denly—it was in the twilight—tbere was a flash
of light on the window. “ She will get peace
now, for I see the light,” cried one boy, and
others echoed the cry. [ saw at once that the
light proceeded from a candle which was not it-
self within view. In a few minutes the candle
appeared, and I was at pains 10 show whence the
light bad come, and took occasion to impress on
those around that they were doing the young wo-
man a great injury by directing ber attention to
an outward light, when she ehould be seeking
the Saviour. A simple-minded man, but whose
beart was full of love, visited me one day, and
after a pleasaat half hour’s talk he told me of a
vision be bad had. He bad scen a ladder set up
on earth and reached to heaven, and three figures
were going up it, when they all fell the one on
the top of the other. “ Now,” says be, “ what am
I to make of my vision ?” 1 told him to make
nothing of it ; to look on it as he would look on
a dream, and we returned to more profitable
topics. A good woman was in deep spiritual
distress, and a figure came to ber relief, bat it
waa unfortunately a very lovely female, far too
like the Virgin to comport with the ideas of a
Protestant. The woman was most unwilling to
bave her vision mentioned for fear of favouring
the Romish Church. I took care tokeep her
name concealed, but I mentioned her vision for
the good of the Protestant Church ; for if the
Protestant Church comes to trust to visions, it
will soon be outstripped by the Church of Rome.
The parties referred to bad no control over these
visions, but others have come 0 far as to have a
command of them, and they see visions system.
atically. 1know a district where such persons
were beginning to tell who stole the apples from
a particular garden, when the Minister discourag-
od this manifestation and it disappeared. From
the same cause—that is, from an organism weak-
ened by repeated excitement—proceed cases of
blindness and dumbness, and of persons who can
bring on sleep at a particular time, and awake at
an appointed bour. I have found in a vast num-
ber of cases that the deafness and blindness have
appeared, not in persons who have been struck
the first time with a conviction of sin, but in per-
sons who bave been struck a number of times.—
It is & warning given in God's natural Provi-
dence, that in that particular district the bodily
excitement is being carried too far, and is in
danger of over-riding and oppressing the spirit-
ual work. All such persons should be put under
the care of a kind Christigh pbysician ; they
should be encouraged 1o pray that their bodily
weakness may be relieved as speedly as possible,
and to seek to come under the inflaence of faitb,
and confidence, and love, which, instead of
weakening the body, bave a tendency to sooth
and strengtben the frame. As to the sleeping
case, every one who bas studied the subject
knows that mesmerism is full of them. A train-
ed traveller cap fall asleep when he pléascs, and
rise at any bour be fixes; and people in a mes-
meric state can anticipate and regulate thbeir
mesmeric slumbers. If there be any person so
preposterously foolish—I bad almost said blas-
phemous—as to ascribe such cases to the Spirit
of God, I would remind them that the Hindu
can produce far more wooderful cases than those
in Ireland ; for, in India, individuals who bave
acquired this mesmeric power allow themselves
to be buried for days, and tell beforehand the
precise time when they are to awake, and tbeir
friends are to open the groand to allow them to
rise. When such cases appear, Christiaus should
by all means discourage them. They were just
beginning io a village with which I am acquaiat-
ed, when a Christisn physician who bad been
the main earthly leader of the mevement in the
district reasoned with the peopie, and they im-
mediately dissppeared. I may add that, while
the cases of this description have hitherto been
very few, yet we bave already evidence that if
encouragement were given, especially of a pecu-
niary kind, deception is ready to appear, and
Satan would triumph. But I cannot quit this to-
pic, without stating that, in many districts and
congregations visited with a blessed work of re-
vival, there have been mno such cases; that in
places in which they have been discountenanced
by good men they bave disappeared, and thgt in
all circumstances they are excrescences, and not
emential parts of the proper woik of revival.

Dr. M*Cosh then concluded his address :—

1 bave thas sought to allot to divers parties
their share in the work. To the Spirit of all
grace belonge all the gracious spiritual work
what bas been wroaght at this time. To man,
to his pbysical cravings, his carnal wisdom, and |
bis fleshly counsels delongs nearly all the perma- |
pent bodily weakness produced. I bave taken |
upon myself the inviduous, but, at this stage, most |
necessary task, of warning those who may be
disposed %o listen te me, of these incidental evils,
It is time to do s0;in order to arrest them ere
they go farther, and thus bring the whels work
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of Ged into ridicule and contempt. It is time
that all the Ministers of the Word, that all coun-
sellors of the people—nay that the people them-
selves, in this movement of the people—sbould
be taught clearly to distinguish between the
graces which the Spirit produces and the mere
bodily affections, which, in some cases, bave ac-
companied the work. I bave to add that my
astonishment is, not that there should bave been
such incidental evils, but that, in so extensive a
work, reaching over so many counties and over a
mixed multitude, embracing the very lowest of
the people, any of them unable to read, there
should bave been s0 many excesses and extra-
vagancies of any kind. To you, strangers, who
bave come to visit us at this time from England
and Scotland, I bave to say that my prayer s
that God would extend the work to your coun-
tries ; but if we bave committed any errors, we
do not want you to copy them. We desire for
you only the true spiritual blessing with which
God bas seen fit to favour this province of Ireland.

The last week of the Doctor’s mission was
spent in this city. On Sunday, October 9th,
the President preached our Annual Mission-
ary Sermon in the morning from the words,
* Who for the joy that was set before him,
endured the cross.,” His description of the
sufferings of Cbrist, and of His joy over a
ransomed world, was very thrilling. In
the evening he showed from 1 Cor. i. 21, the
triumphs of gospel preaching over worldly
wisdom in the salvation of souls. At both
services the spacious chuich was well filled
with most respectable audiences, who listen-
ed with rapt attention to these appropriate
discourses, delivered with an eloquence and
power that would be long remembered. On
the afternoon of the same day, the Sabbath-
school scholars were assembled in the church,
with a large congregation of friends, when
your correspondent delivered a sermon to
the young on the subject of Missions, from
the words, ‘ And a little child shall lead
them :” Isa xi. 6. The collections at each
service were far in advance of last year.

On the evening of the next day, the Presi-
dent delivered an able sermon on the office
and work of the ministry, and its influence
on the Christian Charch, to a large congre-
gation. Oa the following evening our An-
nual Missionary Meeting was held, when
the platform presented quite an array of our
Ministers, and those of other churches ; and
the church was crowded in every part. The
chair was occopied by the Hon. N. Stabb,
who opened the meeting with an appropri-
are address, highly commending the society’s
operations The Report was read by your
correspondent, and then the ministerial stars
shone forth with great brilliancy. The fol-
lowing resolations were advocated and car-
ried unanimously : —

1. Moved by Rev. J S. Peach, seconded
by Hon. J. J. Rogerson, and supported by
Rev. C. Pedley, (Congregational.) ¢ That
the Report, an abstract of which has been
read, be adopted; and that this Meeting,
with devout thank:-giving to the Great
Head of the Church, gratefully acknow-
ledges the encouraging success with which
be has been pleased to crown the efforts of
this and other kindred societies thorughout
the world.

2. Moved by Rev. J. Waterbouse, and
seconded by Rev. D. McRae, (Presbyterian.)
“ That this Meeting rejoices at the remark-
able openings of Divine Providence, and in-
viting prospects of Missionary extension in
India, China, British Columbis, and other
parts of the world ; and would regard these
as the calls of God to his church, proclaim-
ing—: | have set before thee an open door,
and no man can shat it.’”

3. Moved by Rev. C. Comben, Mission-
ary from Labrador, seconded by Rev. M.
Harvey, (Free Church,) and supported by
Rev. M. Richey, D. D. “ That in view of
the ample provision made by the Gospel of
Christ for the salvation of mankind, this
Meeting acknowledges its duty to supply the
world with these joyful tidings, and pledges
itself to more earnest prayer for the over-
ruling of Divine Providence among the na-
tions, and the outpouring of 1he Holy Spirit
upon all flesh.

4. Moved by Rev. W. E. Shenstone, and
seconded by Rev. J. Dove: A resolution
consisting of thanks to the subscribers and
collectors. The speeches were of a highly
interesting character, exhibiting a diversity
f tongues and talents; but all marked by
Christian unanimity and zeal in the great
cause of Missions. The speech of the Presi-
dent was especially rich in thought and dic-
tion. It was after ten o’clock when this
great meeting was brought to a close, and
shen it was found that the whole of the eol-
lections had reached the noble sum of £50.

Oa the day following (Wednesday) an or-
dination service was held, when at 7 P. M.,
the Rev. Charles Comben was solemnly
consecrated to the work of the ministry.—
The Rev. H. Daniel, Chairman of the Dis-
drict in presenting the candidate, delivered
a lucid and graphic address on the economy
of Methodism—pointing out in a very strik-
ing manoer the various ordeals and examina-
tions through which every candidate for our
Ministry nfust pass. Bro. Comben then
gave us very clear and interesting state-
ments respecting his conversion to God, his
call to the ministry, his love for Method-
ism, and the salvation of souls as the fruits
of his labors. Then followed the usual ex-
amination by the President, and solemn

prayers ; after which the candidate was or-
dained by the solemn imposition of bande.
Upon his bead were laid the bands of the
President, Revs. H. Daniel, W. E. Shen-
stone, Thos.

Still it is natural that preparations so con
siderable and projects so new should attract the
notice of other (Governments, and especially of
our own. We possess a military settlement of
no small importance on the Spanish coast, and it
bappens that the rendezvous for the Moorish..

There s a
new element, in short, gradually establishing
itselt in the poli(icl'ol Europe, and the fact that
pain possesses a good army, a strong navy, and
a well filled treasury may well affect the delibe-
rations of Cabinets acd the combinations of
States. It would be a poor compliment (o the
Spanish nation if we viewed such events with
indifference. We pay more honour to their
rising power, and, indeed, the interest confessed
in the matter bas been all but universal. Eng-
land bas ber fleet at Gibraltar, a French rquad-
ron has just ed the rock, a Portuguese
squadron has just left Tangier, and one of the
earliest rumours on the subject was to the effect
that the United States’ Minister bad asked for
explanations on bebalf of his Government.

A riot bas occurred at Harper's Ferry, Va:
A body of men, variously stated at Im-y2‘60 to
730, and designated as composed of whites and
negroes took possession of the whole town, seiz-
ed the United Siates armory and pay cffice, un-
dertook to arrest the railway trains, cut the tele-
graph wires, posted a force at the bridge to stop
the passage, and did various other extraordinary
things. The cause of this riot is not known, bat
a suggestion is telegraphed that a contractor had
absconded, leaving the workmen largely in ar-
rears with their pay, and that in revenge they
bad formed themselves into an organized force
to plunder the U. S. pay. office ot the money
thought to ba_there. About one hundred ne
groes participated in the aflair, accirding to one
account, by compulsion. The rioters werp arm-
ed with rifles and other weapons taken from the
U. 8. Arsenal,.obeyed a leader named S. C.
Anderson, expected reinforcements, and were
well disciplined. Great excitement prevailed at
Richmond on account of the news, and the Gov-
exoor of Virginia bad made military preparation
fo subdue the tumult. The War Department at
Washington bad sent three companies of troope
from Fort Monroe, besides a company of ma-
rines to quell the riot.— Am. Presbyterian.
