of chagicoal there is a diamond which speaks at
once of light aud purity—of indestructable and |
resistless progress. There is nothing which out- |
shives it ; it is purer than the dew drop. * Moth ;
and rust” corrupt it not; nor can ordinary ﬁrn‘
destroy it; while it cuts its way alike through
brass and adament, and bardest ateel. In that
light we see an eternal progression towsrds
omniscience ; in that purity, the good of divine
oature ; in that indestructibility an immortal ex-
istence ; in that progrees a great secenmsion to-
wards the home and bosom of God.— Seientific
American.

InporTANCE OF BRAGG's ArNY.—W. G
Swan, a member of the Southern Congress, writes
to the Richmond Exzaminer a long defence of
Gen. Bragg, in the course of which he says:

‘I'ne achievements of Gen. Bragg’s ermy have
at last, however, constrained not only the enemy
but our own country to appreciate properly its
importance and the great interests confided to
it. The eyes of two hostile people are direoted
with an intensity of interest, never before mani-
fested, to the scene of its operations. The whole
power, almost, of the United States Government
now confronts and threstens it, while it stands
bristling on Lookout Mountain and Missionary
Ridge like an inpregnable fortress between us
and the en=my.

The \&. of the Confederacy seems to be sus-
pended upon ils $/ul remstance or failure;
and yet strangely, in the face of this great fact,
there are those who would srray against the chiet
f this army the worst prejudices of his soldiers.
Mischief has already been done by the encou-
ragement to neglect of duty and to desertion
which these carpings afford ; s0 much, indeed,
that if Gen. Bragg had been less a soldier and
disciplinarian, his army would bave loog sicce
been disolved.

Little has been said of Gen. Bragg’s habits
and qualities, which so endear him to his men
that those who served with him longest love him
most and that all, beholding him passing their
lines, salute him with an enthusiastic cheer.
Through rigidly and sternly infiexible in the ex-
action of the strictest conformity to soldierly
duty, be is kind, charitable, upirght and devout
as u christian, strictly temperate, tireless in io-
dustry, (often at his desk before day-dawn,) sleep-
less in vigilance, and so devoted to his troops
that he supervises personally all the wanta of the
army, There are no private soldiers, no body
of men,-however great or small, under his com-
mand, if in want or in any manner wronged, who
may not appeal to him with the utmost eonfidence,
that if in his power the want will be supplied and
the wrong redressed. In theinfliction of deserved
punishment, be is ‘““no respector of persons.”
Disobedience of orders or neglect of duty is as
surely visited with appropriate penalties upon
the higliest officer as upon the humblest private.
These are the personal and administrative habits
and qualitfes which have secured for him the
admiration and affection of his soldiers.

MEADE'S ADVANCE—HIS MOVEMENT
oX FRIDAY LAST.—WASHINGTON, Nov. 20.—

Perhaps somebody ssys this would be
a ridiculous proceeding. Not much more ridicu-
lous than some of the buffoon speeches which are
sometimes made.

It is not denied that the ridiculous spesker
succeeds in securing the attention of the children.
Children will give heed to whatever is amusiog,
Let a man come along with a barrel organ, and
the most entertsining speaker canno: hold their
attention. Let some lively boy report that there
is & monkey in attendance on that instrument of
music, and it takes more than orlinary discipline
to restrain them from crowding the doors and
windows to witness the grotesque performances
of the merry-making little beast.

How far, then, is it right to be funny in speak-
ing to children ? Very little, indeed, if we want
to do them good. BSome cheerful brother is dis-
turbed at this, and fears we are taking the side
of Dr. Plod. Don't be alarmed, my cheerful
friend. It is right to flavor your speech with
amusing remarks, just as you put sugar in your
coffee. A little sugar, if it is & good article of
sugar, without too much sand in it, will sweeten
a good-sized cup of eoffee. If you drink the (de-
coction of rye, chestnuts, roots and other stuff
now generally used for) coffee, without sugar, it
is very disagreeable. If, on the other hand, you
put too much sugar in it, you find a quantity of
good-for-nothing sweetening at the bottom of
the cup, which the coffee would not dissolve, and
which is not useful either as coffee, sugar, or any-
thing else. So must we season our speech with
exactly the right quantity of an excellent article
of mirthfulness. If a good joke comes in place
to point an illustration with, use it by all means,
but take care that neither joke mor illustration
are used only for the sake of saying something
sharp or funny. If the speech is all joke, it is
coffee with too much sugar. If too dry and sol-
emn, it is coffee with the sugar left out, and how-
ever pure Mocha it may be, nobody wants it or
can enjoy it.

While sweetening our speech with the sugar
of pleasant mirthfulness, let us also be careful
that it be well seasoned with the salt of divine
grace. Otherwise it cannot be written of it and
the speech pleased the Lord’—8, S. Times.

A Large Farm.
C. D. Bragdon, corresponding editor ot the
Rural New Yorker, gives a detailed account of
his visit to the celebrated farm of Mr. L. Sulli-
vent, Champaign County, IlL, which he is bring-
ing into cultvation, baving personally occupicd
it for two ycars. This farm is seven miles long
and five and a haif wide. It coutains twenty-
two thousand acres. In Mzy last eleven thou-
sand acres of this farm had been enclosed, and
subdivided into fiells of a section or two, more
or less, each. He had alarge force building
fences, and a month later he expected to have
twenty thousand acres enclosed with board fence.
He depends mainly on raising corn and feeding
cattle for profit ; and has at the present time over
five thousand head of cattle. Of the eleven
thousand acres above meutioned, eighteen bun-
dred were devoted to corn, three hundred to
winter wheat, forty to oats, and fifteen hundred
to mesdow. The rest are in pasture, Twenty-
two thousand bushels of corn were sold at forty-
two cents per bushel, this epring, nmoummg to
over nine thousand dollars; and five hundred
tous of timothy hay broaght five thousand dol-
lars. There are also four thousand worn down
p--mr ug and recruiting on

working it.

Bruised Oats for Horses.

A borse fed upon whole oats and uacut hay,
expends 2 large part of his motive power in the
process of mastication. After a hard day’s work,
he has before him the task of reducing to pulp
fifteen or tweaty pounds weight of hard food,
and the operation is earried on during the holrs
which ought to be devoted to repose. Not un-
frequently ia the animal so tired that he is unable
to chew his food ; he, therefore, boits the oats,
a large proportion of which passes unchanged
through his body. Those who desire to render
fully effective the motuive power of the horse,
must pay attention to the mechanical state 2s
well as to the quality and quantity of his food.
The force expended by the horse in commi-
nuting his food—when it is composed of bay,
straw, and oats—may be set down es at least
equal to the power he expends in one hour and
a-half of work, such, for example, as plowing.
The preparation of his food, by means of steam
or water power, or even by animal motive power,
would economize, by at least one-half, the labor
expended in its mastication. This would be
equivalent to half 8 day’s work in every week—
a clear gain to.the animal's owner. It has been
objected to the use of bruised oats, that they pro-
duce a laxative effect upon the animals, but this
disadvantage may be easily obviated by the ad-
dition of cut steaw to his food.

Use the Kitchen Slops.

Just now the English agricultural pspers are
full of articles upon the use of the sewerage or
waste of cities. Bringing this subject down to
individuals, we might write a long article on the
waste of the house, had not this subject been so
frequently presented in our columns. Again we
say, allow no fertilizing material to go to waste.
The water from the kitchen is rich in elements
of fertility, The soap used in washing, pot li-
quer, salt, ete., ere all needed by the garden, and
will amply repay for the saving and spplying to
plants. On many farms the sink spout dis-
charges into a gutter, and the waste water is al-
lowed to eoak away or evaporate, and just along
the edges of this gutter will be found a most
luxuriant growth of weeds, showing plainly that
the ground here is richer than elsewhere. Let
the kitchen waste be collected in a sunken hogs-
head or cistern, and applied in a liquid form to
the plants in the garden, or run it to a conveni-
ent distance from the house to .an excavation
which can be readily supplied with muck, which
will absorb the liquid, and many dollars’ worth | Li

OHAPTER 26,
AN ACT

TO PROVIDE FOR THE DISTRIBUTION
AXND SETTLEMENT OF INDUSTRIOUS
IMMIGRANTS

Passed the 29th day of April, A. ., 1868,

Be it enacted by the Govcrnor, @omeil, end
Assembly as foliows :
1. On the passage of this Act it shall be lawfal
for the Govervor to appoint an Immigrant Agent,
with & saiery wot to exceed eight hundred dollars,
who shall bave fower and whose duties shall be to
correspond with the Secretary of the Doard of
Land and Emigraiion ia Lundon, and with the |
agents appointcd by that Board, with the officers
of ary as-ociations, or with pul»hc spirited persons
dcsirous of promoting emigrativn for the Cclowies;
and to furnish from time to time such information
as may be useful, 10 enable them to send out emi- |
grants for whom there is likely to be suitable em- |
ployment in this province,

gage mechanics, latorers snd apprentices, can enter
their names and acdresscs.

8. Wherever there are tracs of laud suitable for
settlemen: it shall be iawtul for the Commissioner
of Crown Lands, when so instructed by the Gover-
por in Council, 10 Iay them off in one hundred acre
lots, with cenrepicnt roads runn:ng through them,
and to place them at the disposal of Immigrast
Agent for actual scttlement.

4. Whenever snci. lands are requred, either by
inhabitants of the province or by industricus Im-
migrants coming :n into it for actual -en.lemem,
surveys shail be made, and the spplicants put in
Foswssnon and sllowed s credii of three years for
the purchase money, which shall be expended in
opening such roa s as may be required for the for-
mation and improvement of the setdement, and up-
on payment grants shall issue.
