On the first day of March the United States 

Government will return the railways of the 
United States to their owners. Since they 
were taken over by Washington in December, 
4917, they hp,ve gone behind more than half a 
billion dollars. For the years 1918 and 1919 
the operating expenses, which the public has 
supplied, is placed at over $550,000,000, the 
expenses for 1918 being about 70 per cent to 
gross earnings, and in 1919, 90 per cent, Vast 
stuns are due the Government from the sys­
tems for improvement of equipment, made dur­
ing Government control and management, but 
much of the betterment was made for purposes 
of war. In normal periods they will be a drag 
and expense, instead of revenue-getters, 
eluding dividends, the majority of the Ameri­
can railroads today are unable to earn their 
fixed charges. What is still worse, owing to 
the transfer of traffic from one road to 
other, some of the systems have lost practical­
ly all their former business. In niany instan­
ces, too, the rolling stock of all kinds, and the 
trackage, have greatly deteriorated under gov­
ernment management. The railways taken ov­
er by Uncle Sam in 1917 were, as a whole, in 
cxcelent condition. Today, as he hands them 
back, they are crippled, physically and finan­
cially. Is it too late for Ottawa to reconsider 
what we may be headed for by nationalization 
of our railways?

HOME MARKET Let the forward Movement finish 

its w,ork.The Methodists are using “Minute 
Men” in the Forward Movement.

Although some manufacturers demand the 
highest possible protection in their home mar­
ket they show no interest in the home market 
when an unusual situation makes it possible to 
sell their wares abroad at higher prices.

Owing to the war American paper mills have 
not expanded with the demand, and large sup­
plies formerly obtained from Scandinavia are 
not available. So certain paper mills in this 
country have defied the so-called Paper Con­
troller, and have refused to supply a number of 
Canadian papers even at the high price of j$80 
per ton allowed by the controller, who does not

Thirty-five million tree seeds will be ship­

ped to Europe by the American Forestry Asso- 
ciatoin from Boston next Thursday. These1 tree 
seeds are being sent to the forestry depart­
ments of the Governments of France, Belgium 
and Great Britain. The British cut down moré 
than half the trees in the British Isles, and 
suffered a larger percentage of loss than either 
France of Belgium. The consignment of seeds 
comprises Douglas fir, western larch, white fir, 
Engleman spruce, red oak, sugar maple, white 
tush and tideland spruce.

The fund created by the American Fores­
try Assdciation to provide these seeds has 
been subscribed to very widely, and the asso­
ciation is continuing The work of collecting 
more money in order to send more seeds.

Market Today Wae Very Slimly At­
tended From now on the measurer of 

time, space, mass and energy will 
have to figure in stores, grades, 
sthenes, kilojoules, plezes, coulombs, 
thermiesi lumens, luxés, phots, dio- 
tries, poncelets—words for weights 
and measures that aye now part of 
the metric system.

The President of France, by exé­
cutive decree signed July 26th by 
M. Poincare and officially promul­
gated August 5th, has given names 
under the metric system to the sec­
ondary units by measures, subdivid­
ed into geometric units of mass, 
^ime, mechanics', electrics, calories 
and optics. The decree enumerates 
and defines thbse units.

The unit dt, surface is defined as 
the square metre, the area contain-, 
ed in a square one metre’s length on 
all sides. The designation area, is 
given to the square decimetre in soil 
measurement.
V The cubic metre is the name of the 
unit of volume, contained in a cube 
one metre’s length on -every side. 
For the measurement of wood, the 
stere is declared the name equival­
ent for a cubic metre. The cubic 
decimetre, as always, will answer 
to the name of litre for the measure­
ment of liquids, cereals and pulver­
ized materials.

The right angle is recognized as 
the unit of angle, and is divisible 
while the old measurements of de­
grees, minutes and seconds are al­
lowed to continue simultaneously 
in use. The hundredth part of a 
right angle is to be known as a 
grade.

In these days of wireless tele­

graphy it may he interesting to learn 
that as long ago as July, 1898, The 
Geographical Journal, recorded the 
discovery of a wireless telegraphic 
apparatus In use among the Catu- 
quinaru, an Indian tribe of the Am­
azon Valley, In South America.

The apparatus, called cKmbarysu, 
consists of a hole in the ground 
about half filled with coarse sand; 
above this layers of fine sand, frag­
ments of wood and bone and pow­
dered mica fill it almost to the sur­
face of the ground. The materials 
are surrounded by a case of hard 
palm wood, which extends above the 
surface. The upper part of the ap­
paratus consists of layers of hidet 
wood and hard rubber. Between the 
upper layers and the lower layers 
there is a hollow space. With a club, 
much like the stick used to play the 
bass drum, thej native strikes the 
layer of rubber that forms the top 
of the instrument.

One of these instruments is con­
cealed in each hamlet of the tribe. 
The villages are not more 'than a 
mile apart and are placed in a di­
rect north and south line. Although 
a person standing outside the build­
ing in which the apparatus is kept 
cannot hear a blow of the stick on 
the rubber top, it is quite distinct in 
a similar building a mile distant. 
When one of these instruments is 
s.truck the neighboring ones to the 
north and south echo the blow. The 
Indian stationed at each one of the 
posts answers the signal, and by 
means of code messages a long con­
versation may be carried on.
