Many of those who aiways are lin-
ed up “agin the government’ are de-
claring in print that the new rule in-
augurated by President Johnson of
the -American league, - eliminating
chasing after foul balls so as to
shorten baseball games, is a failure.
They point to the indisputable fact
that the games in'the American lea-
gue this season have been longer
than before on the average. Hence
the new rule is an absolute and un-
qualified failure, they insist.

These critics overlook the point
that the games this season are lon-
ger not because of the new rule but
in spite of it. There is no question
in the mind of any unprejudiced per-
son that the ignoring of a lot of foul
balls. leaving them for the unemploy-

unnecessary delay in ball games. Any
one who doubts it need only to ob-
serve how many times a catcher or
an outfielder is saved a. journey to
the grandstand and back to his posi-
tion by the- instructions to umpires
to supply a new ball to the pitcher
as soon-as a foul is hit where it will
require time to recover the ball.

A few days of close observation
would convince any one that the new
method does save time, but there _is;
the other fact that the games are'!
getting longer on the average. Games
which wsed to be finished well inside
two hours now extend over two
hours. It is not at all unusual to see
a combat, in which four or five runs
are scored in the aggregate by both
teams, last over two hours, although
the hitting is light and few men' get
on bases. There -must be a reason
for this, but it is not because.. the
chasing of foul balls has been elimin-
ated.

Without the provision to pass -up
long fouls and let substitutes retrieve
them, the American league game
which ended inside of two hours
would be exceptional and almost
noteworthy this season, while many
of the games in which big scores are
registered would last’ well over two
and a half hours. The reasons are
several and not hard to find.

Pitchers never used up -so much
time as they are. using this season.
The interval between pitched balls is
getting longer -each year. Part of
this-is due to the introduction of so
many new .pitchers who use the spit
ball or pretend to use:it. Theré are
more who pretend than .there are
who use it regularly, Catchers give
the signs deliberately to avoid hurry-
ing their pitchers and also to mis<
lead opponents who are trying - to
catch the signals. Then, after he has
the catcher’s sign calling® for the
next ball,’ the pitcher usually has to
go through the motions of moisten-
ing the ball. A considegable .number
of slabmen do this with regularity,
even if they do not pitch two. Spit]
balls during a game. They will: de-
liver just enough of the moist break-
ers to convince the ' batsmen they
can do it if they want - to, so s to
compel the men with the ‘stick . to
take the spit ball into consideration

HAL CHASE “TEWPERMENTAL PRINA

Change of S.cene'll’roves Beneficial to P!’ayer Who || Timon. s+t 1o
Displays Best Brand of First Basing Ever ‘
Seen at Comiskey Park

First baseman Hal Chase was trad-
ed to the Chicago White Sox by the
New York Highlanders in exchange
for Rollie Zeider and:  Babe Borton,
bearing the label—“Tempermental
prima donna, hard to manage.”

Manager Jimmy Callahan wishes he
had some more temperamental prima
donnas on his team who hit over
:300, stop all kinds of balls thrown
at them, and play the game with
their heads as well as their hands and

Frank Chance did not part with
Chase because he was dissatisfied
with Hal's work or because of lack
-of loyalty on the part of the player.
The writer has Chance’s personal as-
surance on that score.

Zeider was badly needed to plug an
infield hole, and Borton looked prom-
ising as a hitter. Zeider was hurt

Reverting to the subject of this
sketch, those fans who had expected
to see a prima donna ball player don
the spaffgles and ‘pose before the
calcium saw instead a player trying
his hardest to show his best wares in
new - surroundings.

Harold Homer Chase was born on
Feb. 13, 1883, in Los Gatos, - Cal,

mother, of Ohio stock, moved to the
far west by the overland route,

Young Chase attended the T.os
Gatos public schools' and  later the
high 'school, where he played at pit-
cher ‘and second baseman on the
nine and also on thé ‘town team.
After being graduated from high
school, he attended Santa Clara <ol-

His position as second baseman on
the college niffe did not preveént “his
playing Sunday ball at the town of
Hollister, for which he recéived $4
and $5 per ‘game.

Chase’s college course in civil en-
gineering ended abruptly = following
his vacation in the summer of 1903,
when Hal accepted a position with
the Victoria (B. C.) semi-pro club at
a salary of $75 per month, when the
regular backstop was hurt. His sal-
ry also advanced to $90 per month,
a pretty sum for a club playing two
games a week. These contests took
place Friday nights beginning at 7
o'clock and Saturday afternoons, be-
ginning at 5.30 o’clock, the long twi-
lights making such a late star{ pos-
sible. Chase and the other players
were the plutocrats of the club, the
other players weorking on a coopera-
tive basis and dividing the profits, if
any, at the end of the season.

In 1908 Chase received an offer
from Jim Morley, then-owner of the |
Los Angeles club, of $100 per month
to take the place of Erank Dilloa,
first baseman, who had been drafted
by Brooklyn, and that established
Hal Chase at the initial cushi. .
“Chase batted .270" in'the long . 175
game season of the Coast league.
This sticking prowess and brilliant
fielding caused Chase to be drafted
in the fall by the New York Ameci-
cans, along” with Pitcher Doc, New-
ton,

in the majors, and earned his spurs
N 1904, so that he played in 123
games with a-batting average of 24).
