L. Sullivan for the championship. Sul-
livan drew the eolor line and took on
Corbett, giviug the latter the chance to
earn his title to the belt, although the
latter fight did not take place until the
following  year. Jackson challenged
both Suliivan and Corbett, but John L.
stuck to his statement . that he would
not fight a negro and Corbett managed
to sidestep the blagk in one way or an
other. Had Jackson fought Sullivan
instead of Corbett there is but little
doubt that he would have beld the
championship instead of ‘‘Pompadour’’
Jim. The refusal of Sullivan and Cor-
bett to. mieet him soured Jackson to a
considerable extent on this countsy and
he again went to London, where he was
better appreciated.
