No price of any commodity can be 
"fixed" steadily so long aa cost of labor 
can’t be fixed. It has been found that 
prices have at times had to be raised 
to be fair.' Fixed prices must always 
be above normal.

If the price of wheat were fixed too 
low production would drop and the 
farmer would quit.

If pricie of some foods were too low 
to encourage production they would 
disappear from the market. The bur­
den would then tall on the remaining 
food and their price would go up. 
This is a fact in Canada today.

The Allies need food. Price fixing 
cannot win a victory.

The only remedy within reach today 
is in saving and economising the pre­
sent stocks of food, and in doubling, 
trebling, and, if possible, quadrupling, 
this season’s crop.

Prices will drop when there Is food 
enough for ourselves and the Allies.

Short­
ly after Mr. Q” started the book a- 
gain, but high official pressure was 
put on him to stop waiting the book. 
However, with Lord Robert’s advice 
he wrote the “Invasion of England.” 
This book was translated into 32 lan­
guages and made a text-book in the 
German Army! It was on the stren­
gth of this captured document tnat 
Lord Roberts started his prepared­
ness scheme in 1908. Well; in 1911 
Mr. “Q” was placed in charge of the 
Southern portion of England's secret 
Service. After about a year's in­
vestigation they discovered what 
Berlin 70” had mapped England and 
the North Sea in 400 odd square, each 20 
sq.miles in area. In each sqaure was 
a German spy in one form or another, 
jeweller, waiter, etc., and each week 
another fellow came around to gather 
the information—a commercial tra­
veller usually.

In this way the whole place was 
sketched and photographed but they 
hadno means of dealing with these 
spies until the “Alien spies act,” or 
such some name, was passed in 1912. 
The next important discovery was 
the spys post office. Nothing was 
stopped, of course, but they learned 

all the news that was going to Ger­
many.

Not sneeringly, but approvingly the 
noble women in Great Britain, who are 
employd in machine shops and in other 
industries are called “Canaries”, as 
they go about their toil so cheerfully 
and throw brightness everywhere a- 
bout tbem.

I have talked with every one I could 
get to talk to me, but I tell you, he 
added with a laugh , you have to be 
mighty close to an Englishmen to get 
much ideal of what i he is doing. The 
English are a people that do a lot of 
work and mighty little talking about 
it—I've found that out in this last 
year. They are better fighters than 
I ever dreamed. I went over to Eu­
rope filled up with these tales about 
the English putting the Canadians 
and Austrailians in the front ranks e 
and the hards apots and taking things 
easy themselves—well, I found out 
how utterly untrue that was. And 
I found out, too, that it’s always the 
other fellow that the Englishman prais- 

he is always giving credit to 
one else. Why, even in their own pa­
pers the details are always about how 
well the French fought, or the Canad­
ians, or the Austrailians. Some of 
the best fighting of this war has ben 
done by the English and covered up 
in dry official reports. You’ve got 
to be right over there on the spot to 
know about it?

HOW TO MAKE POTATO BUT­
TER.

Potato butter is recommended by 

the British Ministry of Food as a 
cheap substitute for butter, being made 
in England at a cost of less than 10 
cents per pound, as follows:

“Peel the potatoes and boil until 
they fall to pieces and become floury. 
Then rub through a fine sieve into a 
warmed basin 14 ounces of potatoes and 
add 2 ounces of butter or margarine 
and 1 teaspoonful of salt. Stir until 
smooth and then mold into rolls and 
keep in a cool place. To make the ap 
pearance approvable use butter color­
ing, and if intended to keep beyond a 
few days, a butter preservative should 
be added.”

OLD TIME BRITISH PLUCK AT 
OSTEND—A DARE-DÇVIL EX­

London, May 11—T^e old cruiser 
Vindictive went to her last berth 150 
to 200 yards within the Piers, forming 
tHe entrance to harbor of Ostend, one 
of the German submarines bases on 
the Belgian coast, under a terrific 
fire from the German naval guns and 
machine guns on the shore.

Preparatory to the raid into Ostend 
the naval air force bombarded the

The 
Vindictive experienced the greatest 
difficulty in finding the entrance to 
the harbor. The enemy employed 
itar shells and searchlights extensive- 
y, and for ten minutes the vessel was 

in full view of the enemy batteries. 
As she crushed up and down, seeking 
the entrance,. she was hit repeatedly 
and several casualties were sustaind. 
It was 2.20 o’clock when the piers 
were sighted almost alongisde and 
then the Germans machine guns op- 
end a fearful fire. Having found his 
bearings, thé Captain swung his con­
crete laden cruiser around and ram­
med her stem against the eastern pier, 
leaving his lieutenant to work the en­
gine with object of sending the ship 
across the channel. He then discov- 
erd that the cruiser was aground aft 
and that it was impossible to turn 
her any further. He called his crew 
from the engine room and stoke-hold 
and then set off explosiv charges. 
Airmen, according to a Central News 
despatch, say the Vindictive is lying 
submerged at an angled of forty de­
grees at the eastern entrance, which 
stem against the pier.

. London, May 1.

The Victoria Cross has been awarded 
to Lieut. Allen Gerrad and Alan 
Arneet McLeod, an 18 year old Can­
adian boy from Manitoba, a member 
of the Royal Air force, for deeds which 
stand out, even among the exploits 
in this branch of the service. Ger­
rad, when on an offensiv patrol with 
two other officers, attackt five enemy 
airplanes, shooting one down in flames 
He then attackt an enemy airdrome, 
engaging single handed some nineteen 
machines which either were landing or 
starting off, and crasht one of them a- 
gainst the airdrome. A large num­
ber of machines then attackt Gerrad, 
but seeing one of his companions in 
difficulty, he went to his assistance 
and destroyed a third enemy machine.

Fresh enemy machines were arising 
from the airdromes and he attackt 
them one after another and only 
treated when orderd to do ; _. , 
machines pursued him, but he turnd 
altho apparently wounded, and re­
peatedly attackt them until, over­
whelmed by numbers, he was driven 
down.

McLeod, while flying at an altitude 
of 5,000 feet was attackt by eight 
my machines, which dived at him from 
all directions, firing from their front 
guns. By skilful manoeuvres he en­
abled his observer to fire bursts at 
each machine in turn, shooting three 
down. By this time both McLeod 
and his Observer were wounded, and 
their machine in flames. McLeod 
climbed out on the plane, controlling 
the machine from thé side, and by 
side-slipping steeply he kept the 
flames confined to one side, thus en­
abling the Observer to keep on firing 
until the ground was reacht. L _ 
Leod dragged the Observer from the 
flaming machine and, altho again 
wounded by a bomb persevered until 
he had placed his companion in safety, 
when he fell from exhaustion, due to 
loss of blood.

The Canada Food Board has an­

nounced that it has extended until 
June 1st, the date on and after which 
it will be illegal for any retail grocer 
to carryon business except under lic.-nse 
from the Food Board.

It is the intention of the Board to 
enforce strictly its licensing regula­
tions. These places upon the retail 
grocer the responsibility for ensuring 
that he has a license, and any retail 
grocer who does not secure such li­
cense before June 1st will be held strict­
ly to account.

Similarly, the regulation that whole­
salers and other licenses must not deal 
with unlicensed retail grocers on and 
after June 1st, must be observed abso­
lutely.

The extension of time was decided 
upon in order to enable all retail gro­
cers in alll parts of Canada to comply 
with the licensing order, and no retail 
grocer will have anything to 
his failure to secure a license on or 
after June 1st.
