The fall assizes opened at Biock- 
ville on the 15th inat., before Judge 

Rose.
The Grand jury was composed of

C. Keeler, J. B. Leverette, Jaa. Lo­
gan, C. L. Lamb, Stewart Montgom­
ery, John Murphy, R. My era, G. P.
Malev, P. B. McNamara, J. H. Mc­
Kinley, R.Poole, P. Purvia, L.Rogeva,
D. Roal and Wm. Wallace.

In hia charge the Judge referred
among other things to the insufficient 
accomodations at the coutt house, and 
lie also strongly condemned perjury 
in cases under the Scott Act.

The Grand Jury’a presentment con­
tained a reference to the light crimin­
al docket, and also made some recom­
mendations regarding the court 
enlargement. The jury made the im­
portant suggestion that on occasions 
when the assises began on Monday', 
the hour of opening should be fixed 
for the afternoon, in order to save 
jurors and witnesses an immense 
amount of trouble and expense.
