Ever since the rising in Matabeleland
these people have been more and more
aggrossive, until at last they broke into
open revolt, and were joined by all the
Northern Angoni Zulus. When the news
resched Blantyre that Europeans were
being surrounded and were in danger, a

Mpesenl takes graat
pains to impress a visitor. He starts by
staring at him for several minutes, and
then instructs the interpreter to tell the
white man that he sees him. The inter-
preter hazards a reply on his own acoount
that the white man sees the ohief. But
the chief strikes the correspondent as be-
ing dull and unintelligent when at home
at his ease. Tho least sign of opposition
makes him light up in a perfect fury.

There is a procession of ships,
bound for London and the north, con-
tinually rounding the sharp headland.
Away off to the south appeared another
dim and undulating line. That was
Africa, which, instead of conforming to
time-honored idea of an African land-
scape, seemed to be bordered by a range
of good-size mountains. The mountainsg
are nothing much in point of beauty,
but imagination makes them different
from other mountains. They seem a cur-
tain that hides the mysteries of that dark
continent, and it isn’t' hard to think that
still those silent hills conceal the Barbary
cursair that used te levy tribute on pass-
ing ships.

On the Spanish side, as the ship enters
the strait, is the little town pf Tarifa,
whence the pirates salled out to collect
toll from the ships that came through
the straits. There isn't much left of it
except the ruins of a Moorish castle, a
large lighthouse and some tinted one-
story houses, but the fact that the place
gave us the word ‘‘tariff’’ makes it inter-
esting.

The conerging of the Spamish and
African shores makes a channel eight or
ten miles wide. There are high hills on
each of the shores, and every hill is
crowned by a lookout tower from which
in medieval days the Moors passed signals
along and kept watch over the straits
for ships and over the land for their ene-
mies. It is not until the ship from . the
west has got well into the narrow chan-
nel that the rock of Gibraltar can be seen,
flat and unpretentious, to the northeast,
rising in easy terraces from the sea tu its
greatest height, which is on the side fac-
ing Kurope. At the distance from which
it is first sighted it has none of the grim
severity one expects to find, and the first
thought is that the rock has been turned
around. There is a bay on the west side
of the rock, in which vessels anchor, and

it is at the head of the bay that the com-
mon view of Gibraltar is had. The high
front which is so familiar rises not from
the water, but from a flat plain, which
unites it with Spain, and which is part of
the half-cirole that makes the head of the
bay. Directly across the channel is the
high elevation of Ape hill, and the two
rocks, Gibraltar and Ape hill, or what
the anolents called the pillars of Hercules.
They were supposed to be the wostern
limits of land, the gateway into the un-
known. A man from Winnipeg who was
on the boat going from Gibraltay to
Tangier is authority for the statement
that we get the dollar sign from these
two oliffs. It seems that they used to
have a symbol, two parallel vertical bars,
to indicate these two rocks, with an
S-shaped line to join them together and

with the Latin words ‘‘Ne plus ultra,’’
the symbol denoting that there was noth
ing beyond. I didn’t attempt to verify the |
rumor, but the man from Winnipeg |
asserted with an impressive show of cer-
tainty and conviction that is surely was

true.

Like Niagara Falls, the very first im-
pression of Gibraltar is that it 1s not as
big and overwhelming as you expected it
was, but after you _have been under its
shadows for awhile. it grows until you
feel that no picture has ever half expressed
its grim beauty.

subordinate to the will of the nations de-
clared in great council. This treaty of
confederation is composed chiefly of white
shell Leads, the figures and the Council
House being wrought in beads madc from
black clam shells,

One of the other three belts of wam-
pum, it is said, sealed the treaty by which
the Tuscaroras (Shirt Wearers) were ad-
mitted to the Iroquois Confederation.
The Tuscaroras were originally from the
South Atlantic const; were driven north
by the persecution of their more warlike
“neighbors, and were admitted into the
Iroquois Confederacy. Still another of the
pleces of wampum is known as the Hia-
watha Belt. All are made from shell
beads, the original wampum of the North
Amerioan Indian.

The two oval-shaped instruments with
bandles, shown in the picture, are rattles,
which play a great part in all the religi-
ous and other ceremonies of the Iroquols
Indians. They are made of the shells of
snapping turtles, the handles being the
head and neck of the reptile stretched out
and veinforced by a stick wound with
string. A quantity of dried peas in the
shell complete the rattle. These are
mighty effeotive weapons in driving
away witches, according to the belief of
the modern Iroquois, and, when handled
by an expert in the Green Corn Dance,
they inspire the dancers to the most ex-
hausting physical effort. The effect is8
something like that of the pit-ti-pat for
the dance of a Southern plantation darkey.

The late Chief Webster’s Indian name
was Ha-you-du-geh-wah (Bitter Body).
He was a descendant of the first white
settler in the Onondaga Valley. All the
Onondaga Indians are more or less of
mixed white and Indian blood. Thereare
no pure bloods among them. In fact,
Daniel La Fort, chief of the Onondagas
and President ot the Iroquois Confeder-
acy, would be taken for a white man any-
where.

JOHN LEECH.
The Stery of His Death as Told by Du
Maarier. .

On Saturday afternoon, the 28th, I call-
ed at his house, No. 6 Terrace, Ken-
sington, with a very elaborate drawing in
pencil by myself, which I presented to him
as a souvenir, and with which he seemed
much pleased.

He was already working at the Punch
Almanao for 1865, at a window on the sec-
ond floor overlooking the street. (I have
often gazed up at it since.) He seemed
very ill, so sad and depressed that I could
goarcely speak to him for sheer sympathy.
I felt he would never get through the la-
bor of that almanac and left him with the
most melancholy forebodings.

Monday morning the papers announoced
his death on Sunday, Oct. 29, from angina
pectoris, the very morning after I had seen
him. The grave was near Thackeray's,
who had died the year before. There were
srowds of peaple, Charles Dickens among
them. Canon Hole, a great friend of
Leech’s and who has written most affec-
tionately about him, read the service, and
when the coffin was lowered into the
grave John Millais burst into tears and
Joud sobs, setting an example that was
followed all around. We all forgot our
manhood and cried like women! I can re-
call no funeral in my time where simple
grief and affection have been so openly and
spontaneously displayed by so many stran-
gers as well as friends — not even in
France, where people are more demon-
strative than here. No burial in West-

inster abbey that I have ever seen ever

ave such an impression of universal hon-
or, love and regret.

NINETY MILES AN HOUR.

A Very Fast Run Made on the Midland
Railroad in England in Decem-
ber of 1897.

In December, 1897, I made a number
of runs with the new seven-foot nine-inch
wheel engines in order to ascertain thelr
capaclty as to speed and otherwise, com-
pared with the seven-foot six-inch engines
of the same design, says Charles Rons-
Martin, in Railroad Gazette. Every faoil-
ity was afforded by S. W. Joh and
other Midland authorities, and the only
drawback oonsisted in the alternately
foggy and windy weather, both conditions
being inimical to extreme speods. Hven
on the occasion of the rd’’ beln,
achieved the side wind during most
the run was exceedingly detrimental. In
proof of this, I may mention that of the
total distance (19} miles) from London to
Bedford (both passing), which it was de-
sired to run in quicker time than ever be-
fore, the firat 11 miles, to Ampthill, took
40 soconds longer than had been the case
on a previous occasion.

FIREWORKS ON THE ROAD.

Bold In the Sa Manner as Anything
Else, Like Shoes or Carpets.

Fireworks are most commonly assoclat-
od in the mind in this country with ideas
of Fourth of July, and no doubt more fire-
works are burned here on that day than
on any other. But fireworks are consumed
more or less the year round, for political
and otber demonstrations, and in the south
the chief consumption of fireworks is not
at Fourth of July time, but around the
midwinter holidays. To supply the trade
thus distributed and to be ready for the
peasons of greatest demand fireworks fao-
tories remain in constant operation. The
traveling salesman selling fireworks keeps
the road 11 months in the year.

Like many other things fireworks are
sold largely by sample. The variety now
offered is far greater than formerly, and
there are more specialities, and goods are
put up more attractively than ever—in
faot, keeping up with the general modern
advancement. The traveling salesman for
a fireworks establishment might oarry per-
baps five trunks of samples, the goods be-
ing made up preoisely like those produced
to burn, but being really dumimies, He
does not, of course, carry samples of great
et pleces, but he carries all sorts of str Hle
goods—bombs, and dandles, and rockets
and so on—and all sorts of speoialties, such,
for example, as whistling fireworks, and
various others.

Fireworks, llke many other things, are
also often sold from photographs. Big
pleces are sold in this manner, and big
pleces are also made specially to order to
sult local requirements. Small fireworks
are sometimes sold by photograph, the plo-
tures being colored to represent the goods,
and such photographs are used in the in-
troduction of novelities. If the dealer de-
sires to ses these or perbaps all the sam-
ples, they are shown preoisely as shoes, or
dry goods or carpets or other samples
would be.

The man selling fireworks covers the
country across to the other coast. Some
fireworks for consumption in San Fran-
olsco mext Fourth of July have already
been shipped by sea. Deliveries are made,
of course, in accordance with the demand.
Shipments may be governed by local or-
dinances of municipalities in one part of
the country and another restricting the
period within whioh fireworks may be
stored or offered for sale.

There is one man in the business who
bas been selling fireworks on the road for
80 years.—New York Sun.

TROQUOIS WAMPUM.
%uncmc: OF THE ieoo‘nob
LOST BY CHIEF WEBSTER.

They Related in Beads the Story of the
Six Nations and Other Events of
Indian History=~The Rutties That
Went With Them—No Pure-Blood
Onondagas. '

When Chief Thomas Webster of the
Onondaga Indians died last fall it was
that nearly all the great wam-
pum of the Iroquois Confederacy, of which
Webster was the keeper, had disappeared.
The disappearance of this wampum isa
: ¢ loss to the Six Nations, although
‘hmhhbwmﬂofhwﬂl be re-
stored if, as has been stated, it has found
1ts way into the Smithsonian Institute at
Washington or the New York State
Museum at Albany.

The great wampum of the Iroquois In-
dians was composed of four belts of shell
beadls of varying lengths and widths,
worked in designs to tell the story of the
events which they were intended %o ocele-
brate. The wampum is a sort of historical

yecord of the most important events in
conneotion with the life of the Confeder-
stion. Yew whites have seen the great
P 1t was supposed to be jeal )|
od and to be produced only on gread
oocasions, such as a great council for the
leotion of a President of the Confed
tion. The Indians were prevailed on, how=-
ever, to show it at the Onondaga County
(N.Y.) oentennial four or five years ago,
and a photograph of it taken at the time
is here reproduced:

I$
represents the Long House, or ©Council
House, of the Confederacy, which was
always located in the. ° wndaga Valley,
flanked by small figui'l. T'o therightand
Jeft of these small figures are six larger
ones with clasped hands. The smaller
figures are said to represent the executive
officers of the Confederacy, and the larger
ones symbolize the c i i -
This difference in the size of the figures,
it is sald, was intended 'to signify that
the power of the individual nations was
not to be subordinated to any federal
authority, but rather that the executive
officers of the Confederation should be
subordinate to the will of the nations de-
clared in great council. This treaty of
confederation is composed chiefly of white
shell beads, the figures and the Council
House being wrought in beads made from
black clam shells.

One of the other throee belts of wam-
pum, it is said, soaled the treaty by which
the Tuscaroras (Shirt Wearers) were ad-
mitted to the Iroquois Confederation.
The Tuscaroras were originally from the
South Atlantic coast; were driven north
by the persecution of their more warlike
neighbors, and were admitted into the
Iroquois Confederacy. Still another of the
pleces of wampum is known as the Hia-
watha Belt. All are made from shell
beads, the original wampum of the North
American Indian.

The two oval-shaped instruments with
bandles, shown in the picture, are rattles,
which play a great part in all the religi-
ous and other ceremonies of the Iroquois
Indians. They are made of the shells of
snapping turtles, the handles being the
head and neck of the reptile stretched out
and veinforced by a stick wound with
string. A quantity of dried peas in the
shell complete the rattle. These are
mighty effective weapons in driving
away witches, according to the belief of
the modern Iroquois, and, when handled
by an expert in the Green Corn Dance,
they inspire the dancers to the most ex-
hausting physical effort. The effect is
something like that of the pit-ti-pat for
the dance of a Southern plantation darkey.

The late Chief Webster’s Indian name
was Ha-you-du-geh-wah (Bitter Body).
Ho was a descendant of the first white
sottler in the Onondaga Valley. All the
Onondaga Indians are more or less of
mixed white and Indian blood. There are
no pure bloods among them. In fact,
Daniel La Fort, chief of the Onondagas
and President ot the Iroquois Confeder-
acy, would be taken for a white man any-
where.

JOHN LEECH.

The BStery of His Death as Told by Du
Maaurier.

On Saturday afternoon, the 28th, I call-
ed at his house, No. 6 Terrace, Ken-
sington, with a very elaborate drawing in
pencil by myself, which I presented to him
as a souvenir, and with which he seemed
much pleased.

He was already working at the Punch
Almanao for 1866, at a window on the sec-
ond floor overlooking the street. (I have
often gazed up at it since.) He seemed
very ill, so sad and depressed that I could
scarcely speak to him for sheer sympathy.
I telt he would never get through the la-
bor of that alméanac and left him with the
most melancholy forebodings.

Monday morning the papers announced
his death on Sunday, Oct. 29, from angina
pectoris, the very morning after I had seen
bim. The grave was near Thackeray's,
who had died the year before. There were
srowds of peaple, Charles Dickens among
them. Canon Hole, a 'great friend of
Leech’s and who has written most affec-
tionately about him, read the service, and
when the ocoflin was lowered into the
grave John Millais burst into tears and
loud sobs, setting an example that was
followed all around. We all forgot our
manhood and cried like women! I can re-
call no funeral in my time where simple
grief and affection have been so openly and
spontaneously displayod by so many stran-
gers as well as friends — not even in
France, where people are more demon-
strative than here. No burial in West-
minster abbey that I have ever seen ever
gave such an impression of universal hon-
or, love and regret.

Sold In the Same Manner as Anything
Else, Like Shees or Carpets.

Fireworks are most commonly nslocln}-
od in the mind In this country with ideas
of Fourth of July, and no doubt more fire-
works are burned here on that day#han
on any other. But fireworks are consumed
more or less the year round, for political
and otber demonstrations, and in the south
the chief consumption of fireworks is not
at Fourth of July time, but around the
midwinter holidays. To supply the trade
thus distributed and to be ready for the

of g t d fireworks fao-
tories remain in constant operation. The
traveling salesman selling fireworks keeps
the road 11 months in the year.

Like many other things fireworks are
sold largely by sample. The variety now
offered is far greater than formerly, and
there are more specialities, and goods are
put up more attractively than ever—in
fact, keeping up with the general modern
advancement. The traveling salesman for
» fireworks establishment might oarry per-
haps five trunks of samples, the goods be-
ing made up preoisely like shose produced
to burn, but being really duminies, He
does not, of ocourse, CArry samples of great
set pieces, but he carries all sorts of strole
goods—bombs, and dandles, and rockets
and so on—and all sorts of speolalties, such,
for example, as whistling fireworks, and
various others.

Fireworks, like many other things, are
also often sold from photographs. Big
pleces are sold in this manner, and big
pleces are also made specially o order to
sult local requirements. Small fireworks
are sometimes sold by photograph, the pic-
tures being colored to represent the goods,
and such photographs are used In the in-
troduction of novelities. If the dealer de-
sires to see these or perbaps all the sam-
ples, they are shown preoisely as shoes, or
dry goods or carpets or other samples
would be.

The man selling fireworks covers the
oountry across to the other coast. Some
fireworks for consumption in San Fran-
olsco next Fourth of July have already
been shipped by sea. Deliveries are made,
of course, in accordanee with the demand.
Shipments may be governed by local or-
dinances of municipalities in one part of
the country and another restricting the
period within which fireworks may be
stored or offered for sale.

There is one man in the business who
bas been selling fireworks on the road for
80 yoars.—New York Sun.
