SPRING WHEAT Sﬁ
FOR ONTARIO

The world demand for wheat in
1918 justifies the greatest possible
effort towards increased production.
The small acreage of Fall Wheat put
in last Fall will mean increased acre-
age in Ontario available for Spring
Wheat. The Ontario Government is
co-operating with the farmers in or-
der to provide seed. It has purchas-
50,000 bushels of No. 1 Marquis
Spring Wheat Seed through the Seed
Branch of the Federal Department of
Agriculture. More will be purchased
if necessary to fill needs.

Distribution—Seed is sold only in
2-bushel bags. Carloads will be
placed at certain points in the Prov-
ince where less than carload orders
can be filled. Where Far-
mers’ Clubs or other organizations
bring in carload lots the price at
their local stations will be the same
as at distributing points.

Where to Buy—Purchases may be
made either in the warehouse at the
distributing points, or orders may
be placed with the nearest District
Representative of the Provincial De-
bartment of Agriculture, or they
may be sent direct by mail to the
Markets Branch, Department of Agri-
culture, Parliament Bldgs., Toronto.

Payment in Cash—Price is $2.74
per bushel at all local stations.

In all cases, without exceptien,
Cash must accompany order. Send
remittance by marked check, postal
note, post office or express money
order, made payable to Ontario De-
partment of Agriculture, Markets
Branch.

Order Early—In the event of theF
requirements of the Province being
underestimated, there may not be
enough seed to go around. It is ad-
visable to order to insure having
their orders filled that purchasers
should place orders as soon as pos-
sible. All orders are subject to con-
firmation and will be filled in the
order received. As seed is delivered
in 2-bushel bags, order should be for
even number of bushels, and no or-
der for less than 2 bushels ean be
accepted.

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ANTIQUITY OF MAN.
Scientists Still Differ Widely On
This Point.

The date of the origin of the buman
species, by each new discovery of
missing chapters in  its history, is
shifted to ‘a more and more remote
time. The Neanderthal skull which
{by its prominent supraorbital ridges,
.its length and flattening from above
downward, seemed to link man close-
:]y, if loosely, to the higher apes, still
had a brain capacity quite equal to
that of the average modern man, and
,on his account pointed to a still mora
. remote beginning of the human Dbe-
"ing. The brain of the Neanderthal
‘Inan was not only large but elaborate,
and, as shown by the remains of his
‘culture, he possessed fire and made
flint implements. Though ancient, he
Wwas anything but an ape.

The Heidelberg skull which  re-
scmble the Neanderthal remains, but
\Wag still more markedly simian in
;8eneral features, had also a capacious
brain case and is believed to have be-
‘longed to a creature with compara-
‘tively high mental development. The
:Nw.nderthalquan is placed some 300,-
,000 years back, while the Heidelberg
skull is presumed to date to a doubly
'remote time.

The prehistoric remains found by
,Dr. Dubois in Java, the bones of
Pithecanthropus, as he hag been call-
‘ed, were of decidedly earlier geologi-
'cal date, as indicated both by their
Isurroundizgs and by their own fea-
,tures; the brain case was small and

the cranial traits were otherwise more

japelike than  those of * any other
known remains. *“All the structural
characters of Pithecanthropus, so far
,as we know them, are exactly of the
kind we expect to find in the early
ancestral types of wan.” The un-
earthing c1 the Java man pushed the
date for the origin of the human type
backward another period of a few
hundred thousand years, or into the
Miocene epoch of geneological ticw.

The chain iinking modern man Ldi-
rectly with an early type similar to
the gorilla or chimpanzee seemed to
:be growing strong untii in 1912, the
‘bones of an ancient man of another
type were discovered {n England in
.the PiltdoW Cave. . This, according to
Dr. Arthur Keith, who is as great an
authority as can be found, is the old-
est, spetimen ‘of true humanity vet
distpyered.” The brain of this being
Wwas, in size, at least, up ta the mod-
‘ern.standard, but.otherwise the bones
are. “the most simlan recorded.”

According to Dr. Keith's reasoning,
We. cant no longer consider all these
,ancient remains as linking us in omne
line with our apelike ancestor, but in
:the, restoration of the family tree, the
'‘Java man, the Neanderthal man and
Heidelberg man, the Piltdown  man
and modern man have all sprung
from the same original stem, which
dates back some 2,000,000 years to
ks}l;e oligocene epoch, when, in turn, it

verged from a parent stem from
which the great orthograde primates,
and. earlier, the small primates and
monkeys developed.

Althpugh these early remalng are
few.and their restoration is not with-
out.difficulty, our notions of the age
of . man and the steps of his evoiu-

sore |

tion have been much modified by the
information they disclose. It is cer-
tain that there exists to-day on the
earth, in the person of the Australlal:d
& type of human being as low in brain
case capacity, and in mental develop~
ment, as any of the types revealed. by’
the prehistoric remains for, while
even the java skull had foom for
about 1,500 cubic centimeters of con-
tents, the skull of the aboriginal Aus-
tralian has a capacity as low as 930
cubjc centimeters.

As Dr. Keith puts it, there are liv-
ing remains of man in Australia old-
er than any fossil’ formg of modern
man in Europe. It is not impossible’
that these living men are direct re-
presentatives of the tvpe from which
even the fossil types sprang, and
which has persisted, though the lat-
ter have disappeared from the face of
the earth. They may also represent
the stock from which the living races,
African, Mongolian and European,
have developed.—New York Medical

Germany’s Latest and Best War

Gotha biplanes, tre 1ates: fliers used
by the Germans, are said by observers
in the war zones to inciude all the best
points known to date in the cdnstrue-
tion of airplanes, Many of the im-
provements were stolen from the allied
machines which were brought down
inside the enemy’s lines.

With two engines capable of devel-
oping a total or 450 horse-power, the
machifies can rise to heights of about
20,000 feet without impairing their
motive, power.

Tkus if any gem can cut
a ruby it must be either a sapphire or
a diamond. This is the role by which
mineralogists recognize the family to
which a gem belongs. Color is really
a secondary matter, density or hard-
ness being the essential factor in de-
termining class.

The First Lord defended the Ship-
ping Controller and the Admiralty
against charges that shipbuilding had
been delayed by changes in designs
of ships on the stocks. he reasons
for the changes were, he sald, to se-
cure increasel speed that submarine
attacks might * be evaded, to secure
greater comfort for the crews, to sim-
plify the designs fo convert ships into
oil-burners, and to provide additional
heavy gun mountirg.

The yvards had suffered from a short-
age of material during the summer
months  of 1917, he admitred, but to-
day the material position was satisfac-
tory and the stocks in the yards were
more satisfactory than for years.

The net
additicn to labor in the last seven
months had~been 18,000 men, mostly
unskilled. During  February there
wos an increase of 2,500 men, which
was as many men az the yavds could
digest.

Sir Eric reiterated- his earnest wish
that both maste ard men would ap-
preciate the seriousness of the ship-
ping position. After announcing the
appointment of lLord Pirrie, the First
Lord mentioned the Pirrie yards as
putting more than nalf their output
into standardized ships, and sald he
hoped before long It would be p
sible to launch one standard ship ev
fortnight from these yards. He urged
all concerned *o gather thewmselves into
the producti.a of the 100,000 tons oif
shipping monthly which was necessary
to overtake the present rate of lots.

NOT AGREE T0
“DUTCH TERMS

Lord Robert Cecil 8aid Only
"~ Course Was to Seize
‘ Shippitig.

UNDOUBTED RIGHT

‘Terms Offered to Holland
~ Put Before British
‘House.

London cable says: Lord Robert
Cecil, the Minister of Blockade, an-
nounced in the House of Commong to-
day that the only course of the allles
was to exercise their undoubted right
and requisition all Dutch shipping in
Allied ports.

The Allies considered the Duteh con-
ditions, that the ships remain unarm-
ed and that they shoald not carry war
material as impospitla of acceptance,
the Minister stated ;

German warfare, said Lord Robert,
was_waged not only against ememy,
but against world shipping, including
neutral countries, and it was there-
fore the view of Great Britain and her
allies that it was a matter of deep re-
gret that any Government should have
appeared to assist those operatione by
failing to make the fullest use of its
rhipping. The British Government had
been trying for months past to induce
every power to make every use.of its
shipping.

The Minister explained the course
of the negotiations with Hollaud and’
the long delays incident thereto. He
«aid that had an agreement been put
into effect early in January the Al-
lies would have been able to afrange
to utilize Dvtch shippinz on routes
cutside the danger zone. The long
delay, however, prevented such an
arrangement and the position became
entirely different. Moreover, experi-
ence had shown the Government that
the Germans might, by extending the
danger zone, or by other rieans, ren-
der the modus vivendi nugatory.

“Under the changed circumstances,”
he continued, “we felt compelled to
inform the Dutch Government tha’ wa
would no longer be able to make an
agreement cXxcept one providing for
the utin.ation of Duteh tonnage ub-
cond!tionally, but at the same time we
indicated that we did not desire Dutch
interests to suffer, and hence that we
were ready to replace after the war
any Dutch ships that had been sunk.”

Lord Robert considered that this
was a very generous offer under thol
circumstances. But the Dutch Gov-'
ernment appeared unable to agree |
except conditionally—that the. ships
should "be unarmed and shodld carry
no trouvps ¢r war material. “Plainly,”
e added, “in the present stage of the
war a ship debarred” from ecarrying
var material was of little valuo .10
anytody, as almost everything was
moie or less war material.”

ile thought, therefore, that the
Hiouse would agree thal it was im-:
possible to accepi the Dutch condi-
tions, and in the circumstances the
Aliled Governments felt that the only
course open was to exercise their un-
doubted  rights of requisition. He
siould explain, however, that any
power of exercising such right was
bound to insure that no injury ‘was
inflicted on any private interest, and
so far as the British Government was
concerned he could without qualifi-
cation say that it was desirous of ex-
ercising “this right in the most careful
and the least obnoxious manner and
was prepared to make provisions to
carry out that design.

The Minister then outlined the
agreement the Goverment was ready
to make with the owners of the ships
regarding insurance, the retury of the
vessels of their replacement, and com-
pensation for losses in the shortest
possible period after the conclusion
of peace. These agreements would
provide for the repatriation of the
crews and insure that they were treat-
ed with every possible courtesy.

With the consent of the United
States and the other allies the Gov-
crnment had undertaken that fifty
thousands tons of wheat, or the equi-
valent of flour, should be placed at
the disposal of Holland in a North
American port at the earliest possible
moment, and that another fifty thou-
sand tons should be placed at Hol-
land’s disposal in a South American
port. He hoped that the Dutch Govern-
ment would immediately send avail-
able tonnage to lift this grain. The
Allied Governments in this matter
were anxious to meet Holland in every
rossible way. :
