Her articles are cleverly GAME PROTECTION.

A Society for this Purpose Successfully 
Organized at Kamloops.From Saturday’s daily.

—An effort is being made to have Mrs. 
Brown, who is alleged to have shot at 
her wayward husband the other even­
ing, proceed against him for desertion. 
She seems to prefer to let the matter

At Kamloops a largely attended meet­
ing was held for the purpose of form­
ing a Game Protection Association. 
Mayor Lee occupied the chair and J. J. 
Garment acted as secretary. R. Mackay 
Fnpp, of this city, secretary of the Game 
Protection Association, addressed the 
meeting at length, dealing with the en­
forcement of the game laws. He pointed 
out that the Game act does not cover 
every point it might, as the Indians 
slaughter a great deal of game need­
lessly. He also shpwed that this was 
the only game country where the killing 
of game is allowed during the rutting 
season. He thought the black bear 
should be considered a game animal on 
account of its fur bearing qualities and 
should be protected during at least May, 
June and July.

W. H. Whittaker thought an associa­
tion of this kind would be very beneficial, 
and showed how destructive the hunt­
ing of big game by the Indians was. He 
advised pressing the Dominion Govern­
ment for favorable legislation as regards 
Indians for the protection of big game. 
Mr. Marpole agreed witn Mr. Whittaker’s 
remarks and told of a shooting party 
which in the Okanagan had killed 42 deer 
and 6 sheep, among which were several 
does and lambs. The trophies were 
taken across the line. He suggested the 
appointment of wardens in eve*y part of 
the country. This, he thought, would 
be a big step toward the protection of 
game. He considered November 16th late 
enough for the close of the season for 
shooting large gamp. Aid. Furrer held 
that a committee should be formed af 
OACe. The Indians, he thought, should 
riot bp allowed to shoot for market, nor 

more privileges than the 
whites. Dr. Lambert sa^d he would pre­
fer to have these points considered by a 
committee, and recommend that the opin­
ion of others versed in the habits of 
game animals be obtained, with a view 
to change legislation so as to be of most 
practical use.

This 
did not altogether dispose of the present 
action. In which ln addition to the ques­
tion of the validity of the assessment 
Of damages the following questions' are 
•involved: (1) Whether the company 
should have called In the Provincial 
mining inspector before proceeding to 
operate the mine. (2) Whether Hurri­
cane Point, where is located the lands, 
was escheated to the Crown In 1890 as 
plaintiffs contend. (3) Whether the de­
fendants are or ever were owners of 
the soil. This was tried before a Su­
preme court judge in March, 1893, and 
decided in favor of defendants McMil­
lans on every point. The company ap­
pealed to the full bench 'of the Supreme 
court and this tribunal afso decided 
against them. From this decision the 
present appeal Is being taken to Eng­
land. Mr. Justice Weatherbe dissents 
frorp the judgment of the court; and is 
in favor of the plaintiffs’ contention in 
the suit now tried, as he was also ln 
favor of the plaintiffs In the matter of 
the assessment of damages, in whiqh 
hte judgment was sustained by the 
Privy Council. This case, which is the 
final disposal, will be heard in Eng­
land next February or June, and will 
settle forever which side will be the 
owners of the mine, and which side will 
pay the costs of all the litigation.

Another bulletin 
dated, Dec. 26th states: While crossing 
Winthrop glacier yesterday Major Ingra- 
haçn made a critical exanknation of 
Blaine glacier, by way of which the 
assent to the summit was to have been 
made . and found that the ice and 
snow were so broken up that an attempt 
to climb up would have proven disast­
rous. Consequently the summit was not 
attempted. % Tbe expediton has been an 
entire, success. It has demonstrated 
that, ^rhile the mountain has been both 
steaming and smoking, the change has 
been due principally to tremendous 
avalanches and not to an eruption. The 
new peak observed from Seattle is off 
Columbia crest, and was formed by 
spiral winds carrying the snow and whip­
ping it Into the shape of a cone. The 
party will be home on Friday.

The principal conclusions to which the 
facts brought out by Mr. Mulhall point 
are these: That Great Britain possesses 
56 per cent, of the carrying power of 
the world; that the trade between Great 
Britain and her colonies is 
much' more rapidly than the general sea­
going trade of the world; that the sea­
men of Great Britain carry more 
chandise per man than those of other 
nations, and four times as much as 
British seamen carried in 1860; and, last­
ly, that Great Britain’s annual loss of 
tonnage by shipwreck, as compared with 
tonnage afloat, is only half the annual 
loss by other nations. Not only does the 
British flag now hold the same prepond­
erance at sea which the Phoenicians 
enjoyed in the early times and the Ital­
ians in the middle ages, but the prepond­
erance is increasing. Since 1840 the ocean 
going tonnage under the British ensign 
has trebled, while the aggregate tonnage 
of all other nations has only doubled. 
To give the exact figures, the annual 
tonnage In Great Britain rose between 
1840 Und 1892 from 3,310,000 to 10,230,000 
tons, while the total nominal tonnage 
under all flags increased only from 
6,070,000 to 12,670,000. But even this exhibit 
gives an inadequate idea of the growth 
of British shipping, owing to the larger 
proportion of steam vessels ln Great 
Britain’s merchant navy. Allowing for 
the fact that a steamer being able to 
make so many more trips a year, is held 
to posses four times the carrying power 
of a sailing vessel of equal tonnage, Mr. 
Mulhall computes that the carrying pow­
er of the British merchant fleet ln 1892 
was 27,720,000 tons against a total car­
rying power under other flags of 21,120,000 
tons. That Is to say, it amounted to 66 
per cent, of the whole. Next to Great 
Britain, but at a vast interval, came 
Scandinavia with a carrying power of 
4,240,000 tons ; next Germany with 3,870,000 
tons; then France, with 2,410,000 tons; 
then Spain, with 2,020,000 tons; then the 
United States with 1,680,000; and, finally 
Italy, with 1,410,000 tons. In the case of 
the United States it should be noted 
that the figures show a shrinkage in 
the carrying power at sea of 80,000-tons 
during the decade preceding 1892. Still 
we have been recently told of the great 
Increase of the. magnificent fleet of our 
neighbors as being In deep contrast to 
the state of the Canadian marine. In­
specting Mr. Mulhall’s table of port 
entries we find tbat those of the United 
States increased between 1882 and 1892 
from 14,660,000 to 18,180,000, or 212 per

Af­
ter everyone had found to his regret 
that his eating capacity had been reached 
His Worship proposed The Queen, His 
Imperial Japanese Majesty and the Do­
minion and Provincial Legislatures, each 
of which were duly honored and taken 
without speeches.

The next toast waq to Our Guest. In 
proposing this His Worship paid a tri­
bute to the unfailing courtesy and 
obliging nature of the gentleman whom 
they had assembled tot honor, which re 
marks' were received with unfeigned 
proval by everyone present.

Mr. Shimizu was given an ovation on 
rising to reply. He said that surprise 
that he should be so signally honored 
and lack of close acquaintance with tile 
English language left him unable to 
express the pleasure which filled his 
heart at the tokens of good will shown, 
not so much to him, but to the nation 
he had the honor to represent. He said 
that it had been to him a great pleasure 
to get to know the citizens of Vancou­
ver. They had all been very kind and 
courteous to him and had made him feel 
at home wherever he went. He was very 
deeply obliged to one and all. As to the 
situation of the city he desired to ex­
press .an opinion. It was the sea gate to 
the Pacific and was bound to become in 
spite of all opposition one of the cen­
ters of trade and commerce of tne 
world. The scenery about Vancoudver 
Is grand, her citizens are enterprising, 
and he never would regret having lived 
here. He wished for Vancouver and her 
citizens the choicest heavenly blessings. 
The mining, lumber and fishing interests, 
of the Province were all increasing. 
Vancouver was so Mtuated that it re­
quired no prophet to foresee that in 10 
years its population would be tripled. If 
not quadrupled. Vancouver was a new 
—a young city—but she was trustworthy 
and safe. The same might be said of 
the Dominion, which was only just past 
its fe7th year. The Empress line bound 
Canada commercially with Japan, and 
he Was- heartily pleased that the rela­
tions were so friendly. He admired the 
steadiness and strength of Canada’s 
banking system, and trusted that with 
the advent of the Pacific cable 
the closeness of the relationship between 
his country and this would be increased.

Britain had been the first to come in 
with an offer to negotiate a treaty on 
the grounds of equity and mutual bene­
fit. In the good to come out of this he 
hoped Canada would participate. Jap­
an’s foreign trade now amounted to 200,- 
000,000 yen a year, and it was worth 
looking after. He trusted, too, that Van­
couver would reap its full benefit out 
of the widening of intercourse between 
the land of the Maple Leaf and the 
land of the Rising Sun. He again warm­
ly thanked those present for their kind­
ness and appreciation and said that 
wherever he might be he would never 
fall to remember his good friends in the 
Terminal City. While he owed his first 
duty to Japan he would never neglect 
an opportunity to do a good turn for 
Canada. He trusted that the same happy 
relations would obtain between his suc­
cessor Mr. Nose, and the people of Van­
couver as It had been his good luck to 
enjoy. In conclusion he presented each 
of his guests with a souvenir photograph 
of himself.

BSPITE the general depression of 
the closing year the Industrial en­
terprises of Vancouver appear to 
be holding their own.

Nelson, B. C., Dec. 22.—There is no 

news of importance to chronicle this 
week. Friends are sending their greet­
ings and well wishes to friends, as us­
ual at this season of the year. There are 
large orders for turkeys, suspicious look­
ing parcels are carried secretly here and 
there to avoid the prying eyes of the 
children, and altogether it is easy to 
see that the festive season will not ne 
forgotten here. “If We are not making 
money fast, we may as well enjoy our­
selves,” seems to be the motto of the 
community.

If silver were to rise 16 cents what a 
boom It would be ln this district. We 
near of so many rich strikes and mar­
vellous ledges opened up that we cease 
to wonder and acctpt these things as a 
matter of course. Never a week but we 
have a list of new locations and trans­
fers placed on record, and we hope 
against hope that times will brighten— 
that a better market will be created for 
our produce. Only to-day a prominent 
mine owner in speaking of the approach­
ing holiday season remarked: “What is 
It that keeps me from my family at 
this season of the year, living, as it 
were, a hermit life ln these mountains ; 
what, but the knowledge that I am In 
the richest country in the world, that 
untold millions lie beneath and Eiround 
me on every hand.” And yet we are con­
tinually listening to complaints about 
the dullness of the times and the scar­
city of money.

Last week 14 men were laid off at the 
Silver King mine; the cause is unknown 
outside of the management. It is to be 
sincerely hoped that the mine will not 
have to close down entirely during the 
winter, as the pay-roll, small as lt to, 
to a decided advantage to the town.
We hear that after this week the steam­

er Lytton will make only one trip a 
week to Revelstoke, instead of two, as 
at present; also that G. Graham, the 
conductor of^the C. & K. railway line 
from Robson to Nelson, will from Jan. 
1st, 1895, take charge of the trains run­
ning over the Nakusp & Slocan.. He will 
move his family to Nakusp next week, 
the cause of both these changes being 
the slackness of traffic, most of the 
freight from the East at present coming 
over the transcontinental routes to the 
south of us.

Mention will be made by some of our 
ministers next Sabbath of the life and 
character of our late Premier for whose 
loss the deepest regret is felt ln this 
community.

The 
English nubmered 95,614, the Scotch 13,640 
and the Irish 41,093, the remainder being 
foreigners or persons whose nat.onality 
had not been distinguished. Of the to­
tal the United States received 162,987, 
British North America 23,885, Austral­
asia 10,441 and South Africa 15,660, the 
remainder going to other places. Dur­
ing last month 16,040 persons emigrated 
as against 12,838 in November, 1893.

THE FEDERAL CAPITAL.

Sir John Thompson's Will Probated—He 
Died a Poor Man.

Ottawa, Dec. 28.—The usual papers for 
the administration of the estate of the 
late Sir John Thompson have been filed 
by Messrs. O’Connor & Hogg, on behalf 
of Lady Thompson, in the Surrogate 
court in the county of Carleton. Sir 
John died intestate. His estate is sworn 
to at $9,727, of which $6,726 is from life 
insurance. It will thus be seen that 
Sir John had but little of this world’s 
goods. Of the cash on hand there is 
an amount of $258, being 12 days’ salary 
during the present month due to Sir 
John as Minister of Justice, which has 
been paid to Lady Thompson since his 
death. An item of $2,493 money in the 
savings bank is made up of sums which 
the late Premier managed to save from 
time to time while he was a resident of 
Nova Scotia. Out of these monies the 
the debts due by the estate will have to 
be paid. These amount in the aggregate 
to about $1,200, composed chiefly of 
household accounts, 
amount it wBl leave only $1,500 over and 
above the life insurance available for 
the family.

in a speech rebuked laborRAVAGED BY DIPHTHERIA.

Northfleld, Minn., Dec. 27.—The little 
town of Vesley 13 miles west of here is 
sorely afflicted. Since Nov. 15th 54 deaths 
from diphtheria have occurred. The 
disease is not confined to the village, but 
has spread all over the surrounding 
country. There have been 50 deaths at 
a settlement three miles west of here. 
Aside ff-om this there are 60 critical 
cases, And, worst of all, there is no 
doctor in the place, nor is there a board 
of health. The graveyard is too small. 
A surveyor from here has been employed 
to lay out a new one for the occasion. 
Two men are engaged to dig graves, and 
an average of two deaths occur daily, 
while twice as many new cases appear. 
The .village has a population of 300, of 
whom not more than a dozen speak Eng­
lish. All are Bohemians. There to a 
Catholic church there but no funerals 
are allowed in it. 
a field some distance away, 
is incapacitated for duty much of the 
time, anfl few burials are attended by 
services. Two or three bodies are thrown 
in a pile, like dead sheep. Instead of a 
doctor the priest is called in, and prayer 
is offered in place of medical aid.

Washington, Jan. 2.—Thé * Japanese 

Minister to-day denied the statement that 
ex-Secretary Foster has received official 
notice from the Japanese stating tliat 
he would be cordially welcomed by Japan 
as one of the Chinese representatives. 
The Minister also denies that Foster will 
receive the highest decorations from 
Japan if his mission is successful.

It Is learned that the Japanese Govenv 
ment will not postpone negotiations for 
a settlement of the war with China until 
the arrival of dx-Secretary Foster, and 
It Is stated that if the Chinese commis­
sioners Insist, on a postponement all ne­
gotiations will be at once, broken off 
by Japan.

The latest surprise In surgical opera­
tions is the removal of 11 feet 2 Inches 
of '11-16 Wire from q man’s body. This 
operation was performed at Bellevue by 
Dr. Rathburn. The case is one of the 
most peculiar on record. John Scanlan, 
a machinist, has worked several years 
for Kahn Bros., proprietors cf the East 
River Land Works. Among other things 
manufactured there is lea>d wire, used 
largely for wrapping purposes, „and by 
electricians. The lead wire is made by 
forcing a mass of metal through a die 
under a hydraulic pressure of 600 tons. 
The metal Is hot but cool as it is 
forefed through the dlç in the shape of 
wire. Scanlan was at his post in front 
of the idle, last Saturday. The machinery 
suddenly stopped. The man leaned for­
ward and grasped the wire already spnt 
through, when there was a loud report 
when the die or a portion of it was 
blown out. Scanlan was knocked to the 
floor, and when he recovered his daze£ 
condition he felt no pain except in his 
arm. He went to the Bellevue hospital 
a few hours later where a surgeon found 
a small abrasion of the skin near the 
wrist, and all the indications of a frac­
ture of the elbow with a displacement. 
On Monday it was determnted to remove 
the portions of the shattered bone sup­
posed to be there, and Dr. Rathbun be­
gan tiie work.
