GAME PROTECTION.

A Bociety for this Purpose Successfully
Organized at ‘Kamloops.

At Kamloops a largely attended meet-
ing was held for the purpose of form-
ing a Game _Protection Association.
Mayor Lee occupied the chair and J. J.
Carment acted as secretary. R. Mackay
Fripp, of this city, secretary of the Game
Protection Association, addressed the
meeting at length, dealing with the en-
forcement of the game laws. He pointed
out that the Game act does not cover
every point it might, as the Indians
slaughter a great deal of game need-
lessly. He "also showed that this was
the only game country where the killing
of game is allowed during the rutting
| season, He thought the black bear
should be considered a game animal on
account of its fur bearing qualities and
should be protected during at least May,
June and July.

W. H. Whittaker thought an associa-
| tion of this kind would be very beneficial,
| and showed how destructive thé hunt-
| ing of bLig game by the Indians was. He
advised pressing the Dominion Govern-
ment for favorable legislation as regards
Indians for the protection of big game.
Mr. Marpole agreed witn Mr. Whittaker’'s
remarks and told of a shooting party
which in the Okanagan had killed 42 deer
and § sheep, among which were several
does and lambs.

In this systém the tiles are screwed on
to both sides of a wooden framework,
and the space between them is filled in
with concrete. The inside of the tiles
being rough, the concrete adheres -to
them, and forms the whole lnto‘ a solid
mass, which is in every way as good as
a brick wgll, and very much cheaper. In
fact, it is expected that it will be possible
to turn out the tiles at such a price
as will render a house built on this sys-
tem as cheap as a frame-house, while

THE SOVERNMENT
In its issue of the
toria Colonist thus discourses
bill now before the House of
relative to the government of cities:

It is not a little singular that those
who disapprove of the bill re lating to
the Government of Cities do not attempt
to discuss the measure. They abuse the
introducer of the bill and they  scold
those who do not condemn it without
deliberation. But we beg leave to re-
mind them once more that abuse is not
argument and scolding and discussion are
two very different things.

They sume without reasoning or ex-
planation that there is something dread-
ful in proposing to have a city's affairs
managed by the Commissioners appoin-
ted by the Government assisted by a
Mayor elected by the people
by a Mayor and Aldermen all elected by
the people. Why do they not conde
cend to show in what the dreadfulr
of the proposition consists and why the
men who entertain it are to be denoun-
ced? They appear to think that some
valuable, in fact glmost sacred, political
principle is proposed to be violated. We
should like to know what principle? 1s
it according to the eternal fitness of
things that a city must be governed by
a Mayor and City Council elected by
voters having just the qualifications which
the civic electors of Victoria are re-
quired to possess? If this is the case,
there are a great many cities in America
and Europe that are not governed ac-
cording to the eternal fitness of things.

We have a notion—we are almost afraid
to give expression to it—that there are no
more politics in managing a city’'s affairs
than, there are in managing the affairs
of a bank or a joint stock company, and
that those interested are free without
violating any principle political or other,
to choose the form of management which
they believe to be safest and most
efficient.

FRUIT CULTURE.

A Sensible Ietter in the Edinburgh
Scotsman, on the Subject.

The following letter appears in a late
issue of the Edinburgh Scotsman—the
leading newspaper north of the Tweed,
written by a gentleman, now a res:-
dent of Leith, a suburb of the modern
Athens, well known hereabouts and in
Victoria, and whcih has received a wide
publicity in that section of the British
Empire, thereby accomplisning much
good for this Province:

I bave much pleasure in answering
Enquirer’'s letter in a recent issue of the
Weekly Scotsman as to land values in
British Cclumbia, and if he would like
further information I should be pleased
to have a talk with him at time and
place to be arranged. Threre s any quan-
tity of land in British Columbia, both
cleared and uncleared, and it varies in
price according to location, quality, and
perhaps more than either (at present)
the financial condition of the vendor. As
to what Enquirer considers a reasorable
rate, he must decide for himself, but it
ranges from 10 to 200 dollars per acre.
Land is generally sold on time paymgnts
a pcrtion down and the balance paid
by instalments.

There are no public companies who
clear land. As a rule, it is cleared with
axe and fire, then ‘grubbed” and then
plotughed. A very serviceable stumping
machine, called the “Hawkeye,” is made
in the States, and only requires one
horse to work. It costs, [ think, in Van-
couver about $125. Tne superintendent
of the New Vancouver Coal Co. told me
that 'he had been ‘clear'ng large ‘tracks
of land by pulling the trees over, thus
stumping at the same time, and then
burning them as they Iz This com-
pany, however, has of course, plant and
capital which few private individuals
cculd command for such a purpose.

F.ve
white men accompany Mr. Ogilvie,
whom he selected from the Canadian
party of the boundary commission. If
an intelligent, reliable Indian, who
knows the country between Takou and
Teslin can be procured here. he will be
taken along in order to acquire as much
information as possible about the coun-
try adjacent to the route traveled over.
Part of Mr. Ogilvie's outfit is six pairs
of Canadian snowshoes. Nearly all the
men have experience in snow shoeing,
several of them having tramped thous-
ands of miles on just such shoes, to
the satisfaction ¢f themselves and their
employers.

Which of the routes is most feas-
ibly reportéd upon will in all probability
be opened for travel at an early date,
making, as far as a reasonable expendi-
ture will permit, an easy access to the
gold fields of the Interior.

A REMARKABLE MINING SUIT.

Half a Million Dallars’ ‘Worth of Pro-
perty Involved.

The papers in a celebrated case,~which
Wwill be of interest to British, Columbia
miners, are on their way from Halifax,
N. 8., to-England, to be lald before the
Judicial committee of the Privy Council,
It is a lawsuit with an interesting his-
tory. 1In 1890 the Palgrave Gold Mining
Company was formed. It was composed
of an Englishman named Charles Pal-
grave, who was the largest individual
shareholder, and a number of New Eng-
land capitalists. They were incorporat-
ed under the laws of the state of Maine,
with Henry K. Fishér as president, and
Thomas R. Gue as vice-president. Pel-
grave .has since died, and the remaining
members are all Americans, with one or
two . exceptions. After the company
was formed it got a lease from the Gov:
ernment of Neva Scotia of certain lands
at Isaac’s harbor, Guysboro’ county,
and commenced operations. They soon
discovered they had a bonanza, for dur~
ing the short time the mine was worked
ityielded a net profit of $25,000, and the
machinery for extracting the metal was
old-fashioned and not on an extensive.

She has
not the tender cardl which an Ontario
housewife would gi Poor, unfortunate
hen, it is your isfortune that your
owner is a bachelor—the fate of so many
ranchers up here. The Chinaman, he
“no sabe feedum chicken or milkum
cow.” Why should not poultry pay here
with wheat at from 45c to 50c per bush-
el, and eggs 25 to Blc cents per dozen?
When in the east it pays with wheat at
60 to 70c per bushel and eggs only 12
to 25c per dozen, oftener 12¢ than 25c.
And the country is yet new. All of these
things will coma in time, but let us do
all that we can to hasten the period. My
advice to the voung rancher of Okana-
gan is to marry, keep a few hens, make
Iots of butter, employ no Chinamen for
cooks, raise fved, guod hay to cultus
cayooses, Erow your owa fruit, plant
erovugh apple trees so that in a few
years you will have a surplus to sell,
stay home at nights with your wife,
leave cards and liguor alone, then health
and prosperity will be in store for you.

LAND O CAKES.

Second of a Series of Lectyres in the
Congregational Church.

In the First Congregational church on
Thursday evening Rev. J. W. Pedley,
B. A., resumed his course of lectures,
taking as his subject Land o' Cakes.
Considering the many counter attrac-
tions the audience was very satisfactory
in point of numbers, and also apprecia-
tion. A. H. B. Macgowan acted as
chairman and appropriately introduced
the reverend lecturer, whe was applaud-
ed on rising. He said that he had to
tell them all he knew and thought about
Scotland and Scotchmen. He might do
so, and in a very few words, after the
manner of Josh Billings, who said in
a lecture on Milk, “What I know about
milk is not much, as I was brought up
in a boarding house.” From this he (the
lecturer) thought that his audience
would think that he did mot know much
ubout Scotland. When one spoke of
Scotland to a Scotchman one put his
finger into the apple of his eye, and
that Scot was apt to strixe out. He
thinks thers is no place like Scotland.
The" lecturer then mentioned the moun-
tains, heather, haggis, historic places,
poets, bare legs, etc. He caused much
amusement hy reading a bill of fare
headed What's Intilt, which aid justice
at the Aberdeen banquet. This, he
thought, would puzzle a Philadelphia
lawyer. Passing on he spoke of Scot-
land’s rivers, its scenery and its men,
and read some of its history. Scotland
had ever been linked with England, and
with England had hand in hand partici-
pated in building up her greatness. But
for all that ‘Sandy was a Scotchman
and it was an insvlt to him to call him
an Englishman. Many reasons had been
advanced to account for a Scotchman
wearing kilts, but he thought that it
was on account of the big feet. Sandy
could not get them through the legs
of a pair of trousers, A peculiarity
about Scotchmen is the fact that wher-
ever they go they succeed. A Scotch-
man, a crow, and a Newcastle grind-
stone traveling the world over. Scotch-
men are possessed abnormally of the
bump of caution, are plodding, careful
and always put away money for a rainy
day, It was a matter of history that
the'\.lew had never been able to get a
footing in Scotland.

EXTENSION OF BUSINESS.

It is announced that after January 1st,
thed Dominion Express Co., which does
business here under Its general contract
over all lines of the C. P. R., will after
Jan. 1st extend fits operations to the
United States. Under the name of the
Western Express Company the Domin-
ion will, at the beginning of the year,
take possession of the Soo line and es-
tablish agencies at St. Paul, Minnea-
polis, Dultuth and other cities in the
Northwest, operating from St. Paul east
and west to. the Atlantic and Pacific
coasts.
