lic good. The Roman Pontiffs 
Benedict XIV., Pius VII, Leo 
XII, Pins IX, and others have 
excommunicated all who en­
gage in or promote them. Hence 
Catholics who join the Free­
masons, Ribbonmen, Fenians, 
or Good Templars, or take part 
in their meetings or balls, incur 
the censure of theChurch.” Rev

DR. WARREN,

Bishop of Ferns, commends 
to his flock the advice ot 
the Pope to guard against 
being led into irregular and un­
just acts in connection with the 
present land movement, and 
adds:—“The slightest wilful 
violation of the laws of truth and 
justice or any other moral virtue 
could never be tolerated by the 
Catholic Church, either for es­
caping temporal evils or for ob­
taining the greatest temporal 
advantage.” In theLenten pas 
totals read today, severalRoman 
Catholic bishops alluded to the 
state of Ireland.

DR. DUNGAN,

Bishop of Clonfert, forwards the 
Pope’s letter to his clergymen, 
and adds:—“It is needless to 
assure his Holiness that thelrish 
people will receive and obey his 
pastoral wishes with that rever 
eutial love which is characteris­
tic of their traditional fealty to 
the Holy See. His Holiness 
may feel consoled by the assur­
ance that in the present anxious 
condition of affairs, though some 
incidents have occurred to be_ 
regretted, there is no danger of 
a departure on the part of the 
Irish people from the principles 
of equity and injustice. In the 
meantime it is hoped that Par­
liament will soon by wise, 
vigorous, and incisive legisla­
tion put an end for ever to this 
burning agitation, an agitation 
that will not cease to excite the 
public mind until it is finally 
settled in conformity with the 
eternal laws of equity and jus­
tice.”

DR. DONNELLY,

Bishop of Clogher, says -“Our 
country presents at this mo­
ment to the gaze of the world a 
social upheaving which is cal­
culated to inspire all with the 
greatest disquietude. After 
being rescued bv the charity of 
the world from the jaws of a 
terrible famine, the people have 
risen from their lethargy, and 
joining together in lawful com­
bination, have proclaimed that 
they shall no longer submit to 
the conditions of life which keep 
the bulk of them in a state of 
chronic abasement and misery, 
to be turned into the horrors of 
a national famine through the 
failure of a single esculent. Is 
it not time that such a state of 
things should end, and that 
Irishmen, who are patterns of 
industry, thrift, loyalty, and 
prosperity in every foreign land, 
should no longer be kept m a 
perpetual struggle between life 
and death on this island which 
God has given for their support? 
While we ask the clergy to im­
press on their flocks the neces­
sity of prudence, moderation, 
and charity in the present agi­

CLIMBING CHIMBORAZO. ENTLY SUSPENDED IN MID AIR.

A correspondent of the Santa 
Barbara (Cal.) Press, under date 
of February 1st, thus describes 
a mirage seen at that place: — 
Whoever chanced to near the 

old Mission last evening be­
tween four and five o’clock saw, 
looking seaward, an unusual 
sight—a mirage of the long 
wharf and the three-masted 
schooner lying alongside; not 
dim and indistinct, but as plain­
ly silhouetted against the even­
ing sky as the hills or the is­
lands. The tops and base of 
the mountains were hidden in 
the mist—a sort of evanéscent 
fog, through which the outlines 
of the hills were dimly seen. 
Glancing toward the ocean the 
long wharf seemed actually sus­
pended in the air, and close 
above it the outlines of the ship 
lying alongside, with the mast 
particularly well defined. I am 
sure that no observer standing 
on the Calabrian shore and look­
ing westward upon the Strait 
of Messina (where the most re­
markable mirages are witnessed) 
ever beheld one surpassing this. 
The horizon was much depress­
ed, the whart enlarged and dup­
licated, with the seaward end 
much elevated, and the figure 
of the ship,ab'o much enlarged, 
Ringing as in mid air, above it, 
while the sky surrounding these 
objects wore a yellowish color. 
My friend and I could hardly 
believe our eyes, and I proposed 
a drive to the beach to see if 
there really was any three- 
masted vessel lying alongside 
the wharf. We found all just 
as we had seen it ic. the air.”

TWENTY THOUSAND FEET ABOVE 

THB SEA LEVEL

[Pall Mall Gazette.)
Mr Edward Whymper, in his 

lecture last night to the mem 
hers of the Alpine Club on the 
ascents of Chimborazo and Goto 
paxi. stated that he took with 
him from home two well known 
Swiss guides, Jean Antoine Car­
rel and Louis Carrel from the 
Vue Tournanche. The height 
of Chimborazo, which he ascend 
ed first, was about 20,000 feet, 
and up to that time no one, so far 
as he could learn, had ascended 
higher than from 17000 to 18,000 
feet. He had to provide his own 
food, about two tons of the most 
portable condensed provisions 
being sent out in tins for the 
expedition. His ascent of the 
mountain began on the 23rd of 
Becember 1379. The first camp 
being pitched about 15.000 feet 
above the level of the sea, they 
afterward ascended to a height 
of 16,500 feet, where they placed 
provisions enough for three 
weeks, and fuel enough for 
several days, water being obtain 
ed by melting snow. At that1 
height he became feeble and 
feverish, and was unable to 
satisfy the craving for drink, 
added to which he had 
bad headache and a gasping 
when he was swallowing liquid.
Under these circumstances he 
used with great care and benefit 
chlorate of potash, which he had 
obtained by the advice of Dr.
Marcet before starting. The 
camp was near a rock of trachy­
te, which rose to about 18,800ft. 
there being on- the east * of the 
ridge a conspicuous glacier, 
about 17,400 feet high,his health 
improved. On the 2d January,
1880, an. attempt was made to 
reach the summit, but owing to 
an intensely cold wind they 
were obliged tQ fly back to the 
camp. Afterward, encouraged 
by fine weather and continuous 
sunshine, they made another at­
tempt. Having at length reach 
ed what seemed the top, about 
3.45 in the afternoon, they had 
the mortification of finding that 
it was lower than another ele­
vation. There was then no help 
for it but to make for/the highest 
point, and they arrived upon it 
standing up like men,instead of 
grovelling, as they had been do­
ing for five hours before like 
beasts. The wind was blowing 
at the rate of fifty miles an hour 
from the northeast, and driving 
the snow before it, and they 
were all cold, wet and hungry 
The temperature was there 21 ®
Fahrenheit, which, on being 
worked out, gave a height at the 
summit of Chimborazo, of 20,- 
545 feet. They descended as 
hastily as they could to the 
camp before darkness made the 
descent impossible, and they got 
back at 9 p.m., having been out 
sixteen hours and on foot the 
whole time. Altogether he 
spent seventeen days on Chim­
borazo, at 15,000 feet of altitude,
16,500 feet aud 17,300 feet and 
went, up three times as high as,

ATTENTION !

As oar representative J. 1). Snow­
ball, Esq., has again reachedOttawa, 
when the Session is nearly over,when 
the Pacific Railway Bill lias passed, 
and when the Budget debate is con­
cluded, we would call the nttenlioiiof 
the electors to a brief review of the 
past political history of our county, 
since Confederation.

When the first Government of the 
Dominion was formed, the HonVetcr 
Mitchell, then n senator, look office, 
as Minister of Marine and Fisheries. 
Willi liis usual energy ho set to work 
and toon made the department one of 
most efficient, and best conducted,,in 
the service. He, in a manner, created 
it, and all the successes that hive 
since attended it, notably the large 
award received tor our fisheries from 
the Halifax Arbitration, arc directly 
due to the labors of the first Minister 
of Marine. But in the general work 
of Ins department, arduous I hough it 
was, Mr. Mitchell did not forget his 
own county. Against the most 
powerful influences he succeeded in 
getting the Intercolonial Railway, by 
the Northern route. In his own de­
partment the interests of the county 
were not neglected. At confederation 
only three email lights existed on our 
const, for the guidance and protection 
of our mariners and fishermen; when 
lie resigned twenty two lights were in 
operation on our coast, and the lights 
that first existed were enlarged and 
improved. Lights were placed on 
Magdalen Islands, Bird Rock, Cape 
Ray on the Newfoundland coast and 
other points, facilitating navigation in 
the Gulf, and aiding the trade of our 
port. In consequence of this enlight­
ened policy,our trade since confedera­
tion has constantly increased—onr 
total exports in 1868 being valued at 
$436,259 while last year they were 
valued at $1,215,258; and the number 
of square rigged vessels arriving at 
onr port iv.cicasing from 130in 1870 
to 349 in 1880.

When our first Dominion member, 
the talented and lamented Hon J. M. 
Johnson died, the county deceived by 
false canvasses, sent the Hon Richard 
Hutchison, a personal opponent of 
Mr Mitchell, to Ottawa,« the repre­
sentative. Mr Hutchison was head 
of a large lumber concern, and after 
a session or two, lie found his pub­
lic dnties and private interests to be 
incompatible, and lie contemptuously 
neglected the peoples interests,went to 
England instead Of to Ottawa,during 
the sessions of Parliament, and the 
burden of the comity’s wants were 
placed on the shoulders of MrMifchcll 
who v as always at his post.

When the term of the fii’sl Parlia­
ment expired, Mr Mitchell was re­
quest'd by a requisition signed by 
nearly every elector in the county, to 
resign his seal in the Senate, and be­
come onr representative in the ('om­
inous. The feeling against Hutchison 
for desertion of his post was so strong 
that no one thought of asking him 
to rnn again. He wes simply ignor 
cd. Mr. Mitchell complied wilh the 
requisition, resigned his seat in the 
Senate, and was elected by acclama­
tion. The Hon Wm. Mnirlicad, a 
gentleman who by bis industry, and 
eiiM^^and high standing had attained 
the highest mercantile position iii the 
county ami won the respect nnd gvali-

NorihnniboriaiuVà 
: to 1878. During this lime he was in ! 
Opposition, hut was always at hie 
post, and was ever icady to attend to 
the wants ol his constituents. But 
while lie worked mt<l watched in I lie 
House of Commons, his opponent 
“by the most eitey and ordinary arts 
of election by dinners and visits, by 
“How do you dos” and “my worthy 
friends,” endeavored to move hlu. 
out of his scat, and made promises 
and entered into engagements as it 
onr members laborious zeal in his 
duly lmd been a legnlnr abdication 
of liis trust.” He, Snowball, pos­
sessed Hie patronage of the county, 
and lie lind Mitchells opposition as a 
canvass against him, as it prevented 
the county receiving any favors from 
the Government. Well, these arts 
succeeded and in 1878 Mitchell was 
defeated, and Snowball became onr 
member. Though for five years lie 
distributed the patronage of the Mac­
kenzie Government, though lie was 
the regular candidate of the party,yet 
when the telegrams flashed tin: news 
tliat the Government were defeated, 
lie had the incflablc meanness, to go 
back,on the Grits and call himself an 
'■Independent.*’ He lias now follow­
ed Hutchisons example and this 
winter deserted Ottawa to attend to 
liis own private business. The hench­
men whom lie employ say lie, is 
powerless! tl.at he can accomplish 
nothing 11 Compare him witli liis 
predecessor and the great mistake tlie- 
people made in 1878 is at. once ap­
parent. But in 1883 t he electors will 
again as in 1872 relegate the deserter 
to liis proper obsenri’y, and call npon 
their old line and trusted friend 
Peter Mitchell to represent them 
again.

THE NEWFOUNDLAND 
RAILWAY.

There is a good deal of excite­
ment over in Newfoundland 
about the railroad, and it is no 
wonder. On the one hand the 
people cannot be wondered at 
for being jubilant over the pros­
pect of a railroad connecting 
their northern towns with St. 
John’s, and on the other hand 
they cannot be blamed for mov­
ing with great caution in an 
enterprise oi such moment. To 
our Island brethren, railroading 
is a novel, and a lascinatirig 
work. The people are apt to 
look at the bright side of its 
future, and to pay no heed to 
the dark side, to revel in antici­
pation of the advantages it will 
bring, but to make no count of 
the cost. Building the rdad, 
when the Government can af­
ford to give a fair surplus is 
one thing, and a work for which 
the Island will have many bid­
ders. but running the road after 
it is built, is quite another 
thing. For a railroad is not 
like a clock that when once built 
need but be wound and will run 
itself : there is a staff of men to 
be paid, and such a staff is a 
small army—from ballasters up 
to trackmasters, to station keep 
ers, accountants and clerks, con­
ductors, drivers, train hands and 
what nots ?—then through the 
stormy Newfoundland winters, 
armies of men and snow 
ploughs; the fierce frost tilting 
up the road, and costing thou­
sands to make it level in the 
spring,’the wear and tear of rails, 
smashing of cars, the breaking 
up of engines ($10,000 a break, 
and within a week this winter 
three were broken on the Inter­
colonial), the cost of fu£l, insur 
ance of buildings, supply of 
axles, wheels, rails, etc., etfc."

ABOUT EVICTIONS.

The era of eviction is about being 
ushered in ill unhappy Ireland now. We 
glean the following from the New York 
Heralds correspondence, and tile Herald 
lias always told the least it could about 
ll,e Irish sufferings aortas never had 
move than the scantest^itv for the Irish 
people: —

Signs of the coming battle in County 
Longtord between Lord Anerly and his 
tenants are already very numerous. Hia 
Lorehip has instructed his agent to inform 
the tenants that he is prepared to evict 
those who cannot pay, and to lake the 
over land into his own bands. • • •

Numerous evictions, many of them of 
the most distressing character,are taking 
place all over Irel «id. I have before 
me a list of details of many curious cases. 
I may allude briefly to the eviction of 
the Rev. Patrick Hurley, parish priest of 
Kilkoman, King’s county, which has 
created no little consternation. The rev. 
Father's predecessor took a house and 
farm of forty-two acres from a middle­
man landlord, and, retaining the house 
and garden, sublet the land to three 
tenants. Tue rent is £67 and the valu­
ation £42. When the reverend gentle­
man was appointed to the parish lie had 
to take up the iand and work it at a loss. 
This was bad enough, bat he hod also to 
hold himself responsible tor the rent of 
a sub-tenant who tell into, arrears. . The 
priest then handed tho land over to an 
energetic young farmer of the neighbor­
hood. The middleman landlord refused! 
to recognizs this tenant and took pro­
ceedings against Rev. Mr. Hurley and 
sub-tenants on the smaller portions of 
the farm. The County Chairman re­
fused to grant the decree, but the case 
was taken to the Queen’s Bench. The 
result was that on Tuesday morning last 
the parish priest Was evicted and bis fur­
niture put into the street, and his sub­
tenants were similarly treated.

If this takes place in the prosperous 
King’s county, where the tenant offers 
rent above the valuation, what may we 
expect in the South and West? This 
eviction was effected without a single 
attempt at resistance, or so-much as a 
demonstration of disapproval. Not so 
in the case of the recent evictions at 
Newton and Hamilton, County Armagh, 
on the property of Rev Mr Geogb, where 
the peojde assembled and some of the 
women stoned the bailiffs and invoked 
curses on thejandlord while aged and 
sick people were being carried out and 
laid on the roadside.

In a former issue we gave short 
sketches of Charles S. Parnell, the lead­
er of the Irish patriots, and we now 
append a short account of J. G. Biggar, 
the inventor of the obstructive policy, 
the teacher of Parnell iii his early career 
in the House, and now his trusted 
lieutenant.

Biggar is now in his fifty-second 
year, though from his appearance you 
would judge him to be considerably 
younger. He received his education at 
Belfast Academy, and engaged in busi­
ness as a provision merchant in that city.
For many years previous to bis entering 
Parliament he was well known in the 
local politics of Belfast as an advanced 
Radical and took part in municipal affairs, 
being elected a town councillor. He 
was a candidate for the representation of 
Londonderry in 1872, but was nnsuc 
cessful. Two years later, however, he 
stood for Caven County as the Home 
Rule candidate in the general election 
and was returned. On entering Parlia­
ment he soon began to force the alien 
tion of the House to the discussion of 
Irish questions, by obstructing the pro­
ceedings of Parliament. Until the recent 
muzzling resolutions the rules of the 
House provided no means of shutting of 
discussion except the pressure of public 
opinion, which had always been found 
amply sufficient. -But public opinion, 
or even the opinions of his own politi 
cal friends, is a thing to which Biggar 
has proved himself supremely indifferent.
Rigger's new policy gave rise to varied 
feelings of surprise, ridicule, amazement 
and indignation on the part of the Eng 
lish members, press and people, but all 
the denunciation and aporobium lavished 
on "Joe Biggar"* had no more effect on 
the cool, audacious innovater than 
“water on a duck's back,” to use a 
homely expression. Biggar seemed 
rather to enjoy it, and be never 
failed to retaliate in his sharp, sar­
castic fashion, which made mem 
hers rather shy of attacking him.
His knowledge of the rules and usages 
of parliament was of great advantage to 
him in his work of obstruction, and he 
soon found in Parnell an able seconder.
As an instance of Biggars aggrava/ng 
tactics we may cite the following inci­
dent that occurred in a debate on a ques­
tion of privilege.

ABOUT EVICTIONS.

The era of eviction is about being 
ushered in in unhappy Ireland now. We 
glean the following from the New York 
Heralds correspondence, and the Herald 
has always told the least it could about 
the Irish sufferings and Jlas never had 
move than the scantest^ity for the Irish 
people: —

Signs of the coming battle in County 
Longtord between Lord Anerly and his 
tenants are already very numerous. His 
Lorehip has instructed his agent to inform 
the tenants that he is prepared to evict 
those who cannot pay, and to take the 
over land into his owu hands. • • •

Numerous evictions, many of them of 
the most distressing character,are taking 
place all over Irel tnd. I have before 
me a list of details of many curious cases.
I may allude briefly to the eviction of 
the Rev. Patrick Hurley, parish priest of 
Kilkoman, King’s county, which has 
created uo little consternation. The rev. 
Father's predecessor took a house and 
farm of forty-two acres from a middle­
man landlord, and, retaining the house 
and garden, sublet the land to three 
tenants. The rent is £67 and the valu­
ation £4 2. When the reverend gentle­
man was appointed to the parish he had 
to take up the land and work it at a loss. 
This was bud enough, bit he hud also to 
hold himself responsible tor ' the rent of 
a sub-tenant who tell into, arrears. The 
priest then handed the land over to an 
energetic young farmer of the neighbor­
hood. The middleman landlord refused 
to recognize this tenant and took pro­
ceedings against Rev. Mr. Hurley and 
sub-tenauts on the smaller portions of 
the farm. The County Chairman re­
fused to grant the decree, but the case 
was taken to the Queen’s Bench. The 
result was that on Tuesday mornijig last 
the parish priest was evicted and his fur­
niture put into the street, and his sub­
tenants were similarly treated.

If this takes place in tile prospérons 
King's county, where the tenant offers 
rent above the valuation, what may we 
expect in the South and West? This 
eviction was effected without a single 
attempt at resistance, or so-much aa a 
demonstration of disapproval. Not so 
in the case of the recent evictions at 
Newton and Hamilton, County Armagh, 
on the property of Rev Mr Geogh, where 
the people assembled and some of the 
women stoned Ihe bailiffs and invoked 
curses on thejandlord while aged and 
sick people were being carried out and 
laid on the roadside.

DEATH OP MR, J. 6, «OVERT.

We learn the following paftieulars from 
Frederioton respecting the death of Mr. J. 
8. Covert

Mr. Qillespie was gone but a 
short time and when be returned, about ten 
o’clock, he found Mr. Covert lying on the 
floor ef his room partly dressed, face down­
wards, bleeding aomewhat at the nose, and 
when Dr. Vail arrived, » few minutes later, 
there was still a slight flutter in the region 
of the heert, but life was gone. Mr. Covert 
died in the political harness, having finished 
on* of his ablest speeehas only a few hours 
before.

The Weights sad Measures Tare*. "
Twice already in the Star have we 

called the attention of the authorities, i£ 
there be any, to the violations of the 
laws providing for the use ot standard 
weights and measures, in Chatham and 
elsewhere. What we said on these oc­
casions, has had no more effect than the 
baying of a dog has on the moon. The 
same irregularity goes on, and we sup­
pose in the interests of the public it 
devolves upon us to slate the case again, 
The law fixes a certain measure as thp 
standard, and prescribe* that, command- 
ing its use under certain penalties. It 
does the same with respect to weights. 
Bnt in this town it is not the exception 
to the rule, but the rule itself, to have 
the old measure and the new measure in 
the same store, and the old weights and 
the new weights. This the shopkeeper 
has to do to protect, his business: for if 
he sell a gallon of molasses in the stan­
dard measure, and charge 45 cents for 
it, another dealer will sell it in the un­
lawful measure, which being smaller, he 
can do for 40 cents or a little 'offer. The 
purchaser does not enquire into the diff­
erence between the measures, he only 
knows he “ got molasses from one man 
for 40 cents, but another dealer charged 
him 45 cents,'* so says be, “I will 'go 
to the extortioner no more." Cotise» 
quently if a man ask for a gallon of mo­
lasses ora gallon of oil now in Chatham, 
the shopkeeper asks him, “Old measure 
or new measure?" These violations go 
on every day, aud every hour, and it 
would not be very difficult for the auth­
orities to find a few eakf*. perhaps 
there is no officer for Miratnichk we have 
never heard of him being here,if there is, 
•t any rate In that caae, suppose the 
Covcmfmt appointed one.

. Mr O'Kelly, who is in Paris with Mr 
Parnell, bn Sunday wrote » lobg letter 
to Archbishop McCabe defending the 
course taken by himself and Mr Parnell 
in the recent negotiations with the Par­
isian press, and protesting against the 
letters of men like Bellingham and Err?

The Arch­
bishop appeared to take a lively Interest 
in the Mate " of Ireland.1 He earnestly 
counselled moderation and deprecated 
any departure from legal agitation. Mr 
Parnell seemed satisfied with the result 
of the interview.

Mr Parnell says he intends to devote 
next week to visiting the prominent 
Paris journalists whom he was unable to 
see when he was last over. He will re­
turn to London in time to take part in 
the first discussion on the Land Bill.

Biver Improvements.
The dredging of the Horae Shoe has 

done a great deal of benefit to the navi­
gation of onr river. As we pointed out 
lately another season's work of the 
dredge will complete this valuable work. 
Bnt there are other matters connected 
with out river that requit* attention. 
Most of the vessels arriving here from 
England, France, etc., come in ballast 
This ballast generally consists of sand, 
gravel or rnbbisb. It is discharged at 
ballast wharves pÇ varions points on the 
river. ; IÎ is important tWl these wharves 
should be properly constructed so that 
none of the ballast may be carried into 
the channel. We learn,however, that in 
many cases, these wharves consist of a 
few logs : placed longitudinally in the 
river, without any protection on the 
sides ; and ccnsequently most of tbf, 
sand and rubbish is carried away by the 
tide, and deposited io the channel. We 
understand that the. channel opposite 
Douglas town .is-, ; rapidly becoming 
•hosier, and that in a short time heavy 
vessels loading at Newcastle will have 
to come to Chatham to complete their 
cargoes. The constant accumelation of 
this sand and rubbish in the tide way 
must necessarily affect the river fisheries, 
During last season also, we have been 
told, quantities of slabs and edgings 
were constantly set adrift from some of 
the mills,' and1 66nld bê' seen floating.

in qccord evitir his remarks when ke 
said fié would first coftjrttfer the Jty- 
tf rest* oj6 R J Bitchie. $îa doubt fe 
had said it only for"fu n; out lie had 
acted as though he wished it to be 
believed he had never said so. He 
(Ritchie) should give other rnern- 
’’ers,credit for acting sincerely-, as 
they gave him credit for doing. lie 
(McLellan) considered the Govern­
ment introduced the question of the 
abolition of the Legislati ve Council, 
and bad satisfactorily explained 
their course regarding it, and he 
believed they were sincere. A mem­
ber from Westmoreland said he 
never had rigid ideas of economy.
If he had when he had the patronage 
of the country he would, no doubt, 
have advised the Government not to 
do certain things they paid him for 
an^ which the public accounts show.
If hoft members did not believe the 
Government sincere why did they 
tote for them on the want of confi­
dence motion? The Government hail 
always treated his county fairly,and 
lie felt they were trying to adminis­
ter the affairs of the country in a 
proper way. He considered himself 
as independent as he ever was. 
After the explanation marie by the 
Attorney General any fair minded 
man must say the public money was 
not squandered, but was expended 
justly. Regarding the expense in 
the Executive anti the Legislature, 
which was referred to, this must 
have been known three years ago, 
and why was it not brought up 
then? He wanted the country to 
understand that while he would go 
for reforms he would not vote for a 
measure which he did not feel was per 
fectly proper. He would vote for the 
amendment, for it would give time 
for the question to be debated before 
the House. The accounts had been 
fully explained and lie bad never lis­
tened to aucli a clear explanation aa 
that made hy the leader of the Gov- 
erhmenL It was the clearest state­
ment made on the floors of the 
House since he had a seat. He was 
willing to go for reducing the ses 
sjonal a'.lowauce one-half, and this 
would pay for the Legislative Coun 
cil If it was found advisable not to 
abolish it. He did not wish to charge 
any one with being insincere, and 
lie wanted the House to give him the 
credit of being partially sincere. He 
did not like the way the debates had 
been kept up, consisting chiefly in 
the members charging one anolhei 
with changing sides. These things 
had ell been explained, and were 
rbatterrvf the past, and the time of 
the House should not be taken up in 
rehashing them.

He referred to the Ryan charge and 
said this about it:—

It was alleged that the Government 
offered an hon. member a seat in the 
Legislative Council which they denied 
The least that can be said in the matter 
is that the House is entitled to give the 
Scotch verdict, “not proven." He 
thought the member forGloucester would 
have been wiser not to have accepted the 
absolution extended by the Provincial 
Secretary.

This is what be said of the Govern­
ment resolution of reform, which two or 
three stupid newspapers have described 
as vagne, weak and misleading.

There is rather an advantage on be­
half of a general proportion of reform 
than a specific one, if there is confidence 
in the party that promotes it, because it 
is natural for persons out of power te 
take a more radical view of the politibal 
situation than those entrusted with the 
charge of affairs. Such specific enunci- 
stion is often found embarrassing, and 
when persons get power by a platform 
inconvenient to carry out ip detail they 
usually find means to avoid doing so.

And of the Attorney General’s speech 
he says: —

He spoke the sentiments of the ma " 
jority of the House when he ssid that 
seldom ha* they, heard a more plain, 
direvt address backed up by the public 
records, which must have convinced 
most of the House that the Government 
had not misspent the public moneys and 
that there was no serious charge arising 
out of the administration of the funds.
