A Terrible Title ^ Ibe Sea.

An official inquiry into the loss of the 
barque Ulster, of 8t. John^New Bruns­
wick, was concluded at Liverpool on 
Saturday, before the Stipendiaiy Magis­
trate, a sisted by the nautical assessors. 
It revealed a terrible story of hardship 
and privation. TheUlster sailed from St. 
John on the 29th January vv.th a cargo 
of t.mber for Liverpool, and, up to the 
8th of Feb., had line weather and 
favourable winds. At midnight on 
the 8th, however, the wind bacned, and 
a heavy gale commenced to blow. At 
daybreak the weather continued uns 
adated. and the heavy seas shipped from 
time to time caused the deck load to 
break adrift. Captain Evans, the mas­
ter of the vessel, thereupon got his c.ew 
to work at throwing the deck load over­
board, which was done until dark, the 
pumps meantime, being kept going at 
every opportun tr. The night having 
come on again, and the gale being un­
abated, the boat-sk'ds were broken by 
the seas, and two of the boat-, the pin­
nace and the gig, as well as all the loose 
things about the deck, which were 
washed away. On the lbth the weathe> 
modeiated, but the following day another 
gale came on, and about 2 p.m the bin­
nacle and the wheel were carried away 
by a tremendous sea, which threatened 
to engulph the ship entirely. At4 p.m., 
during a lull in the storm, the crew were 
able to go below to get some dinner, but 
wh.le they were so engaged the ship was 
struck by a burr cane ftom the north­
west, which caused the main yard to break 
away, and threw the vessel < n her beam 
ends, the port rail being under water. 
At 6 p.m. the cabin door was burst in, 
and some of the men took to the rigging. 
At daylight on the 12th it was discovered 
that the steward was missing, having 
probably been sweet away from the rig­
ging by the waters. Later on the swell­
ing of the timber in the hold caused the 
h itches to burst open from below, and 
the vessel became waterlogged, upon 
which the crew took refuge in the upper 
laza ette wheie they remained hMplcs- for 
Bix days, subsisting on preserved provi­
sions, which they obtained by breaking 
through the bulkhead into the cabin. 
All that could be found to drink was a 
iarof fresh water. Un the 18th the crew 
lef the lazarette and took to the rigging, 
but the raging sea swe; t away one man, 
an a.B , belonging to London named 
James Lindsay, and the intense cola and 
exposure caused another man named 
Anderson,a Norwegian, to die in the rig­
ging. The c ok became delirious from 
the terrible privations to which he and 
all the others were subjected and he 
jumped into the sea in a tit of frenzy. 
For three days the unhappy men remain­
ed clinging of the waterlogged ship, hav-- 
mg neither food nor water to sustain 
them, and their sufferings being increase 
ed I y the fact that two steamers were 
sighted winch, in spite of the signals 
made by the despairing men, passed 
on without noticing them. Un the 23rd 
of February they were seen by the steam­
er Hipparchus, which took them off in 
her lifeboat, and brought them to London 
'} he at ove facts having been shown by 
the evidence the Board of Trade Court 
in givinn judgment on «Saturday exon­
erated the master from all bame, attri­
buting the loss of the ship to the terrific 
weather wihch provailed in the Atlantic 
at the time.

Mts<lng Ship Atalanta.

From inquiries made at the Admiral, 
ty to-day it appeals that great anxiety 
is felt, not only by the official , but by 
the friends of those on board, as to the 
fate of ii M. S. Atalanta. The vessel 
was la t heard of from Bermuda on the 
31st January when she left that port 
pre.-uma1 ly on her way to England, as 
she had orders to be off Spithead on the 
4„b April. It will thus be seeu that 72

days have elapsed without any tidings of 
the vessel having been received. The 
Atlanta is used as a trasning ship for 
ordinary seamen, and is classed in the 
navy list as a 41 sixth rage,” 958 tons re­
gister. She is in some degree a sim.lar 
vessel to the Euiyd.ee, which foundered 
in a squall off the Isle or Wight in March 
1878. Before, however, she was com" 
missioned on the present occasion she 
was thoroughly surveyed and tested by 
the officers of the Admiralty. She left 
Port-mouth in Uctober last, and is corns 
manded by Capt. F. Stirling, The offi­
cers comprise Lieuts. F. Blackett A. 
Dove, aud P. E. Fisher ; Naval-Lieut. 
Stephens, Itev. R. Nimmo, chaplain ; and 
Staff.,Surgeon E. L. Mosô, M.D. The 
officers and ciew in all number 300. 
Telegrams have been sent from the Ad» 
miralty to Gibraltar, ordering the Wye 
to proceed towards Bermuda m search of 
the missing ship.

The Channel fleet which has been or» 
dered by the Admiralty to proceed in 
search of the Atalanta, will ssil in ex* 
tended open order to the Azores. If 
unsuccessful, the ships are to search 
the track from Bermuda to Bantry Bay, 
Bermuda being the la<t place visited by 
the rais ing ship.. The Wye and Flirt 
have already started on the i-ame errand. 
The captain of the mail steamer Tamar, 
which arrived off P.ymouth, reports hav­
ing met both ou the outward voyage to 
Colon, and also upon his return home, a 
large coppej^botrom vessèl bottom up. 
A ['plication has been made by the Boaid 
of Trade for a man-of-war to ihe Departs 
ment to tow the wreck or to destroy it, 
as it lies in the direct West Indian route, 
and as a source ot great danger to all pas­
sing vessels. An attempt to ascertain 
the vessel’s name failed owing to the 
heavy sea running. The was estimated 
to be a vessel of about one thousand 
tons.

On the 7 th of November 1879, the Ata« 
lanta. a sailing frigate, training ship for 
young seamen, proceeded on her third 
cruise of instruction, and sailed from 
Portsmouth for the West Indies, with 
orders to return home about the 4th of 
April. In consequence of two cases 
of yellow lever occuring on beard, Cap., 
tain Stirling determined to proceed at 
once to Bermuda, where he arrived on 
the 29th January, and left on 81st. 
January lor England, the crew being- 
then in *ood health, since which date 
no intelligence of the Atlanta has been 
received. Until last week it was hop­
ed that the non-arrival of the ship was 
caused by Captain Stirling, after leav­
ing Bermuda, deciding to prolong his 
cruise in accordance with the original 
orders. That time having now passed 
without any news of the ship, orders 
have been.given for Her Majesty’s dess 
patch-vessel Salamis to proceed at once 
from Gibraltar to the Azores aud make 
inquiries at each of the islands for unb­
races of the Atalanta. The Bacchante 

is nowon passage home fro u Bermuda, 
Lt is, therefore, hoped that if the At- 
alanta has been dismasted, she may be 
fallen in with. When the Atalanta left 
Bermuda, there were 1G4 tons of water 
on board, and an ample suppiy of pro* 
visons. The ship was in ail respects 
sound possessed of unusal stability, aud 
commanded by an officer of good judge­
ment and high professional(jpralitications; 
but the unexpected delay in her arrival 
affords cause for anxiety as to her safety, 
bearing in mind the many disasters which 
occurred dur.ng tLe past two months, 
consequent on the very severe weather 
which has been experienced in the Atlan­
tic. There is, however, still ground for 
h ipe that she may be only dismasted, 
and may yet arrive in safety.

Our Linlithgow correspondent states 
that the Atalanta was commanded by 
Captain Stirling, of Muiravonside House, 
near that town, a gentleman universally 
esteemed in the district.

A little girl na ned Deu, four years o' 
age, has been outraged and her bo iy cut 
up mto thirty-five pieces by Louis Men- 
eslon. aged twenty, formerly a sailor. 
He decoyed her to His home in the Rue 
de Grenvelle, Paris during the absence 
of his parents, and there commited the 
crime. The child's parents were in the 
greatest anguish at the child’s disap­
pearance on Thursday afternoon, but on 
Friday suspicion falling on Menesion, a 
domiesliary visit led to the discovery of 
the dismembered remains. Precautions 
had to be taken against his being linch- 
ed on his way to prison.

A middle aged man named Jas. Shaw 
was convicted at the Edinburgh Police 
Court on Tuesday by Bailie Anderson of 
stealing a pair of shoes from Wkjiam 
Muiruead, a fellow lodger. It appeared 
that the persons named resided, with a 
number of others, in a lodging house in 
Paisley Close. Un Saturday night, Muir- 
head was the worse for ffquir, and went 
to bed.wkh h s shoes on. The shoes were 
gone in the morning ; and were found 
by the police under Shaw’s pillow. The 
latter said hj had taken them from 
Muirhead s feet lor safeiy, as he wag af­
raid some of the other lodgers might 
steal them. He was sent to prison for 
lendays.

following Address was presented to 
His Lordship the Most ilev Dr. Car- 
ragniui by the Priests of the Cathe­
dral, and others of the Diocese who 
had come to Harbor Grace on the 
the occasion of his Lordship's depar ­
ture :
May it please Your Lordship,— 

lu the name of the clergy of Ilaiboi 
Grace, and in union with our brethren of 
this Diocese who have repaired hither 
cn this the sad eve of Your Lordship’» 
departure, I beg to tender in Your Lord» 
ship’s presence the expression of our 
sincere regret, and bid you “ Farewell. ” 

To slate that Your Lordship s retire­
ment from this Island is felt by us to be 
a public loss is but to re-echo the preva­
lent teeling in this Diocese. But it more 
painfully and directly affects us, your 
clergy. Under your rule we lived happy 
and to us you have been always a sure 
guide.

Une reason why we have suffered from 
the lack of food ,s that the local merch­
ants did not lay in last fall any heavier 
stock then usual, there bein'* very 
httle shipbuilding to be done, and 
the quantity of work to be given looked 
c mpnatively sm all. It is now.deli»ht- 
ful to see the boats and vessels soinc 
upon various missions thereby brni 'in^ 
food to the semi foodiess. =* *°

Couple of crafts have arr.ved with the 
needful from tit. John s and hungry lean 
looking youngsters will aoon ouff up as 
plenty of fresh fish will shortly be bad 
ti *me hen mgs have already been netied 
a God send to manny an exhausted cup­
board. fhe cheerful smde and meGy 
song of the housewife as she kneads the 
bread will now take the place of the 
careworn look and heart touching wail 
of distress. Under such a severe trial l 
1 consider our people are wonderful* 
ly patient-and although we h ive been 
g nerous to,the hungry at home very 
l tue has u * done to relieve our' own 
P'.K>r people. It is sad to see long Ians 
ky human frames scarcely ab e to crawl 
along making their way to the Poor 
Commissioner to get a mi etable pittance 
and sometimes after haying exhausted 
all their sorrowful vocabulary they have 
to return as empty as they had come 
owing perhaps in not having made out 
a good ease or else the Government funds 
had been expended. The past wmter * 
will however near fruit, as it will teach 
those able-bodied pauper recipients a> 
lesson to keep a sharp look out for the 
next winter. The great want many of 
our people will now experience is the 
lack of seed potatoes to put in the ground 
a in as you mentioned in last weeks issue 
l think it would be a very wise course 
did the authorities give instructions to 
have the roads done before the fishery 
begins, as their being done now several 
men v\ili be able to buy a little seed pota* 
toes to plant iheir gaidens, which uiner* 
wise must lemain id e to the great injury 
of those unable otherwise to procure any.

We ought to do things as they ought ! 
be done and by adopt ug the above sug* 
gestion, we shall certainly be the gainers 
as the roads will be m U'e compact, bet­
ter cemented and less liable to be cut 
up in to ugly gulches at the very first t ill 
of rain, lt stands to reason tnat the 
people want a few days work in the sprinur 
more than they do in the fall and ifhoih 
roads and people be benefited alike pray 
why not use a little common sea»e in 
tho-e matters, uften have J spoken 
against this road matter as engineered 
purely on grounds of economy to the 
Government general good to every unein 
the country. There is haidly any sick­
ness along the shore so we are thankful 
to be free from oue unpleasant source of 
annoyance.

One of the most alarming mining 
accidents that we have for some time 
heard of, as happening on this side, aud 
certainly the most serious case of kind 
that has ever happened in Newfound­
land, took p ace at Betts Cove on Wed­
nesday cyeuing, May 5th, by the 
foundering or falling in of the whole 
top of Betts Cove Hill. During the 
day, or some time previous to the day 
of the accideaty no indications of the 
sudden collapse were to be seen, and 
the workmen went to their labour as 
usual, aud the blasting aud engineering 
was continuing with the same stride as 
customary. Ou Wednesday, about 
dark, a, hoy. the son of one of the miners 
noticed a large stone roll down the 
side of Betts Cove Hill into the lake 
hard by. tie immediately gave the 
alarm that the hill was shaking, and 
the miners were communicated with ; 
knowiu’ the danger of this position they 
immediately took refuge in a canal of 
new shaft going through the wall of 
the mine. They had not all got in safety 
when the whole top of the mine fell in 
with a great crash aud roar,

The men who were in danger were 
thrust into the shaft as it were by the 
influx of the air, aud thus escaped from 
death.,

At the time of the acident, there were 
about 50 men, in the mine on the right 
haft and they were about going to a 

meal.
It is useless to offer any remarks on 

this miraculous escape, or to attempt 
lor a moment to speculate on the pro­
vable chances of what might have oc- 
ured had the accident taken place at 

any other time than it did. We all 
can feel with meditation what might 
lave been the story had matter turned 
out differently, and we can only feel 
rateful that so great an accident should 

happen without its being attended with 
loss of life.— Herald.

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Several of the Caspian’s passengers 
turned out eu masse, and waited upon 
the Hon A Shea at his residence, on 
Saturday night, about a 11 o’clock, 
and refused to go in the JJboat under 
the management of Captain Trocks. 
The agent of the company did not 
consider the grounds for their refusal 
of sufficient importance to interfere.

By letters rccieved from Lawn, up 
to date of May 4th, we learn that 
the French fishery so far has not been 
remunerative to those engaged. The 
price given by the Bankers for herring 
is twenty-six francs per barrel, and 
the few who have secured any herring 
have done remarkably well. Two 
boats which hauled herring at St 
Mary’s last week, ran to St. Peters 
with them, and got about twenty six 
francs per barrel. One of the great­
est drawbacks to the French baiting 
this year was the lateness of the 
spring, and even up to the first of 
May several of the arms and creeks 
of Fortune Bay were frozen up.

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mon have been’caught in Placentia 
and St. Mary’s Bay,and in very many 
cases the fishermen there who previa 
ously did well, were deprived of the 
means of living by'tbe operation' of 
the Act. He considered, although a 
five inch and half mesh has been ask­
ed for, that a five inch mesh would 
auit all the requirements. In Placent 
tia district they never salmon larger 
than seven pounds weight, which 
eould not be ^se,cured_by a sixjuch 
mesh.

Hon. Mr. Winter—With regard to 
the principle or the| measure ^before 
the House, ho should feel disposed to 
give it his support, provided its appli* 
cation were confined toqthe deep sea 
fisheries only. In other words, that 
the law, as it at present exists, should 
not be interfered with as far as the 
inehpre fiheries^worOjConcerned. He 
should like to see the restrictions 
under the present Act removed in re) 
ference to the deep sea fisheries in 
all parts of the island. Ho himself 
presented a petition from the district 
of Burin duri ng'the *first£ session in 
which ho held a seat in this Legisla^- 
tare, praying for]*a^alteration in the 
present law. The petitioners set 
forth that the compulsory use of the 
larger sise mesh in the prosecution of 
the herring fisheryjwas, as far as they 
were concerned, practically to drive 
them altogether from engaging in 
this fishery. This is certainly a 
very great hardship”upon those peo­
ple as well as upon those of otherjjdiss 
tricts engaged in this industry. He 
would therfore, reeommend’that the 
restrictions should be removed gener­
ally, as far as the deep sea fishery is 
Concerned, In that Jorm only he 
should be happy to support the mea­
sure.

Hon. the Premier was sorry to see 
the Bill introduced, because it asks 
to repeal a measure which he,believed 
would work beneficially to general 
interests of colony. The use of the 
smaller mesh oi fiveinchei has result­
ed in almost the extinction of the 
salmon fishery. Where there was a 
few years ago a considerable number 
of tiercies taken there is very little 
now taken. In the session of 1866 
o committee was farmed from both 
branches of the Legislature to con­
sider and report upon this matter. 
A considerable amount of evidence 
was aduced, and the unanimous re­
commendation of the committee was 
that no smaller size mesh than six 
inches ought to be made legal. Some 
were in favor.of seven inch mesh. It 
was than put forward that if such a 
law was passed, a great deal of prop­
erty in the shape of nets, would b(. 
rendered useless. The reply then 
given was that they were legislating 
for the protection of tho salom fishery, 
and not for that of the nets. The 
same observation was made to-day. 
He [the Premier) was chairman of 
that joint committee, and they en­
deavored to get the best possible 
evidence from Mi;. Thos. Knight, 
andotheis, who were engaged largely 
n the fishery. From the evidence 
of such competent persons he felt 
satisfied that they arrived at the prop­
er conclusion in limiting the size o1 
the mesh tq six inches. The argu­
ments of the hon. the Spaker go en* 
tirely to the deep sea fisherp, and so 
far as that is concerned there would 
appear to be some grounds for the 
position which ho assumes. The 
hon. Mr. Winter would seem to take 
the same view of the question. To 
that extent be would agree with them 
and no further. They know as a mai- 
terf of fact, that since the restitiee 
laws were adopted in Great Britan 
they were toeoqing with fish. The 
same may be said in reforced to the 
neighbouring Province. If it is ins 
tended by the present Bill to extend 
its provisions to the rivers, streams 
and estuaries, our salmon will, in a 
very short time, be a fishery of the 
past in this colony, and they will be 
eompeiled to have recourse, to fish- 
breeding establishments to rostoed 
them. I they limited the provisions 
of the present Bill tothedeep sea fish­
ery, he had no ocjection to the mean 
sure.

Hon. the Speaker—They had no 
idea to extend the provisions of the 
present bill to the inland fishery, but 
simpiy to confine it to the deep sea
fishery.

Mr. Little—The hon. introducer 
pf this ^ensure, Mr. Bice,ha» during 
the time he has been in the House 
evinced a marked interest in the large 
and important district which he re 
presents. He has uow brought in, a 
measure which a, year ago, called 
forth a lively debate, and upon which, 
before a select cm,mmittee, a great 
deal of evidence was taken, But 
|fter all Was dnoe, it seems we:e

all at sea with regard to the subject 
upon which we then legislated. Mr. 
Rice has now shown forth by the qesti- 
tions which he has presented, end by 
the opinions evoked by'tho debate on 
this Bill, that we were mistaken upon 
the matter, but while he agreed with 
the gentleman upon the proposed mea­
sure, he [Mr. L.J was surprised that 
the Act should be intended to apply to 
the district of Twillingate and Fogo 
alone. If the principle advanced by the 
hon gentleman is sound, why restrict its 
operation to one cistrict? Why not make 
it app y to other districts Placentia and 
St. Mary’s? Where are the represen- 
taitives of other distant localities that 
they do not seek to have this Bill apply 
to to their district ? He ( Vlr. L.) dsd 
not intend to offer any opinion or advise 
the Houce upon this questson. He was 
not sufficiently well acquainted with the 
details of tqe salmon fishery to be in a 
position to say whether a tour inch net 
was preferable to a six inch,but it struck 
him as anamaoly that while hon mem' 
bers agree with the princible of the B.ll 
introduced by Mr. Rich, they should at' 
tempt to have its provision apply to their 
districts.

Mr. Parsons gave his support to the 
measure introduced by Mr. Rice, and 
congratulate that hon. gentleman upon 
his first attempt at legislation. He (Mr. 
P.) hoped that the fishermen ofTwilin 
gate and Fogo would recognize in a subs 
stantial manner) the efforts of the hon. 
gentlemen, Mr. Rice for their benefit.

Hon. the Speaker here proposed an- 
amendment, which was pub and carried.

The Committee then rose and reported 
the Bill as amended.

Pursuant to the Order of the Day Mr. 
Parsons moved the Second Reading of 
the Bill relat.ng to Sealers wages "

My Parsons—The object of the present 
bill is to give Sealers the privilege of 
obtaining the wages earned by them ups 
on the first voyage in case they do not 
proceed on the second voyage. It ap­
pears that at present sealers are com' 
pelled to sign agreements which are 
very oppressive. By these agreements 
they are bound to proceed on the seooni 
and sometimes on the thirl voyage at 
the opt.o i of the master. This is a great 
hardship and one which presses very 
hard upon the class which it is the duty 
of the Legislature to protect. In ma;:y 
instances these men are unab e to protect 
themselves fiom the evil consequences 
of these oppressive agreements. Jn the 
spring of the year the sealers arc com 
peiled to go to the ice to obtain a few 
pounds ior their families. After an absence 
of three or four weeks they return and 
are compelled to leave their vessels from 
the tateness of the Spring cal i;ig them 
to their other avocations. If however, 
they leave the vessel. Ihey will according 
to their agreement, forfeit what they 
have earned on the first voyage. This 
is a great hardship, and one which this 
bill proposed to remedy. It is very easy 
for masters to obtain another crew, but 
they are only too anxious to press the 
crew of the first voyage to go, in od 
that they may obtain the shares of those 
unfortunate sealers who miy beco-.np^H- 
ed to remain ash/w>- t5o tar had the 
ow-atia or steamers gone in these oppres' 
sive agreements that in some instances 
they have inserted a clause that in case 
the sealer is prevented by illness or even 
death from going on the second voyage 
neither the sealer nor his:representatives 
are entitled to his share earned on the 
first voyage. What he proposed now by 
this bill was to give the sealer his share 
of the first voyage, notwithstanding any 
agreement to the countrary. lie would 
therefore propose the second reading of 
thi s bill.

The B,ll fouud no Seconder.
Mr. Greene, fo moving the second 

reading of the bill, said $hqt experience 
had shown the inconvenience ofapp'ying 
to bills of lading the punciple of a close 
in action, which not being assignable m 
law must still be sued for in the name 
of the original contracting party. In 
view of this the Imperia} Legislature had 
passed an Act with the following pream' 
ble which lucidly explaids its object and 
requirements :

“ Whereas, by the custom of merchants 
a Bid of Landing of goods being trans* 
fera ble by endorsement the p ropery in 
the goods may thereby pass to the em 
dorsed, but nevertheless, all rights in 
respect of the contract contained in the 
Bill of Lading continue in the original 
shipper or owner, and it is expendient 
that such rights should pass with the 
property : and whereas it frequently hap.' 
pens that the goods, in respects of which 
Bills of Lading purport to. be signed ; 
have not been laden on board, and it id 
proper that mob Bills of Lading in the 
hands of buna tide holder for value, shou d 
not be questioned by the master or other 
person signing the same on the grant 
of the goods Hot liavmg been laden as 
aforesaid.’

At present in Newfoundland and prior 
to the passing of the Act before referred 
to. namely, the 18 and 19 Vic. Cap. 15, 
the right of property pa'sed by endorse­
ment of a Bill of Landing, but the right 
of action, did uot pass. The result has 
been that great inconvenience has arisen 
in having to obtain his leave so tc. do. 
In giving this party security against auy 
possible loss or costs, that may be incuri-' 
ed and in having to give the defendant 
security for costs, the party whose name 
it is desirable to use being in the gener>

ality of cases resident abroad. Aga n’ it 
is desirable that the same law should pre* 
vail in this country as in England. The 
object of th- present b.ll tc assimilate the 
the law anl let the right of action follow 
the lignt of property.

Hon, Mv Shea seconded the motion 
for the second reading of this measure, 
which he thought would njeet the ap­
probation of the House as it would 
prove a most useful. It must be ap­
parent that an assignment of a bill oi 
landing would be entirely worthless li 
all the rights of the original owuer did 
uot vest in the assignee.

The bill was them read a second 
time, to be committed to the whole 
House to-morrow.

Hon. Surveyor General presented 
the report of the Select committee upon 
Crown Lands Act, and moved chat the 
report be received.

Ordered that the said report be com» 
mitted to the whole House on tournoie 
row.

The order of the day haying begn 
gonethrough.

Acting Financial Secretary (Mr. 
Winton) presented a petition from Juo. 
C. Hominy and others, inhabitants of 
Greenspoud. praying for the extension 
of Telegraph communication to that 
important locality. The petition had 
appended to it the signature of the 
most influential parties upon the north* 
ern side of Bonavista Bay. Greens- 
pond was directly in the track of the 
whole Labrador fleet, either going to 
or returning from that fisbry, and was 
made a harbor of refuge by many home* 
ward bound craft, there being no other 
port of refuge for such craft, between 
Seldom-Comesby and Catalina. Ail 
the arguments that had been advanced 
in favor of the extension of Telegraphy 
to other northern ports qppiiad with 
equal or still greater force in the pres­
ent instance. He [Acting F. S.j 
wiil present an address to Hie Excel­
lency the Governor in Council, so as to 
keep the matter under the observation 
of the Government to tho end, that 
steps might ke taken to carry ont the; 
wishes of the petitioners without uaucc* 
eessary delay.

Dr. Skeleton cxqrcsscd Lis pleasure 
in warmly supporting the petition 
presented by his colleague. He. re­
garded the northern as the most iiu. 
portant sid of the Bay, and G . . .. - 
pond itself as second to no part in the 
iistriot in importance. From the im 
nodiato neighborhood a number i 
steamers started tor the sealfistierÿ, a,- 
well as a large fl :et of sai i in vessc :>. 
The Labrador and shore fisheries- were 
prosecuted with great industry, ana 
:tis hon. friend had said the port w;> 
ivide a harbor of refuge for uu robot 
it craft retu mny L-oxa the Labrauo; 
vit,h valuable cargoes. During th.- 
whole of the winter mouths Greenspoud 
-vas a» much iasolated as tho mo.-.t ex- 
rvmu northern ports, but this iusola 

lion would be wery much less felt if i 
were connected by telegraph with the 
capital. He [Dr. S.] feic strongly 
upon this matter and felt constrained 
to say that he would like to see tin* 
work commenced at once.

Ordered, that the petition lie on the 
table.

Hod. Attorney General, as Chairman 
of-the Select Committee appointed to 
consider the report of Messrs. Kin uipie 
tnd Morris respecting the sewerage of 
St. John’s, begged to present the Re' 
port of that Committee, which, upon 
motion was "received.

Hon Attorney General also present­
ed the report of the Select Committee 
appointed to considered the Act relat­
ing to trial by jury, and moved that 
the Bill be read a first cime. The Bill 
was accordingly red a first time, order­
ed to be read a second time to-mor­
row.

Hon. A. Shea presented a petittoo 
from the inhabitants of Harbor Grace, 
prayng that a cross street, be opened 
at Harvey Lane to connect Water 
Street with Harvey Street. He said 
the want of this çom.nmnicaion was 
much felt, but he thought before auy 
step v/as taken the views of the parties 
through whose land it was to pass 
should be obtained, for the extreme 
pretentions of land owners in siief 
cases often bar the accomplishment of 
desirable objets. He was assured 
that however much the people might 
desire this improvement sought for, 
they were not willing to pay an uureas 
sonable price to the owners of the land 
and that in estimating the value, i;egad 
should be paid} to the improved value 
this street would give to the remaining 
land, and of which the owner would 
have the benefit. He would move an 
address to the Governor to have the 
subject considered, and hoped a satis' 
factory arrangement would be arrived 
afj.

Ordered that this petition lie on the 
table. , ..

On motion the House then adjourn’ 
ed till to-morrow at o’clock.
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
