HYDROPHOBIA.
The Chinese Treatment of this Terrible 

Malady.

A Chinese journal, published at Singa­
pore, recently referring to the dangers of 
hydrophobia from the large number of 
ownerless dogs in the place, objects to the 
wholesale destruction of these animals, 
and say that the best way of dealing with 
hydrophobia is by medical treatment. 
When proper treatment is given the dis­
ease can easily be cured, and as a matter 
of fact it is utterly unnecessary to raise 
an outcry against hydrophobia. Euro­
pean doctors, it goes on to say, have not 
yet discovered a good prescription for the 
disease ; therefore, their treatment is not 
generally successful. When a man, or 
even his clothes or queue has been bitten 
by a rabid dog, he is affected by the 
poison of the animal. After some time 
this develops itself, and the patient be­
gins to show signs of madness. At this 
stage of the disease proper medical treat­
ment should be given, otherwise the 
patient will imitate the movements of a 
dog and will smell anything that comes 
in his way and bark himself to death. 
In some cases, when a man is bitten, he 
thinks very little of it. He merely stops 
the bleeding, applies some medicine to 
the wound, and when it is healed he be­
lieves that the danger is gone. But he 
forgets that though the wound is healed 
up the poison has not been extracted, 
and in some future day the disease will 
surely break out again. This is the mis­
take that the European doctors generally 
fall into. In order to determine whether 
the disease that a patient suffers from is 
hydrophobia the paper recommends that 
the following method should be adopted : 
Get a gong or any large brass utensil and 
strike it before the patient. If he is suf­
fering from hydiophobia he will at once 
show signs of madness ; then fan him 
with a large •palm-leaf fan, and he will 
crouch down as if in great fear. When 
the presence of the disease is thus ascer­
tained, the next step that should be taken 
—a most important one — is to search 
the hair of the patient. There will cer­
tainly *be found one hair of the color of 
Vermillion and rather stronger and 
coarser than ordinary hair. This par­
ticular hair should be entirely pulled out, 
not even the smallest part of the roof 
must be left, otherwise the disease cannot 
be cured. When this has been done a 
prescription must be prepared, and the 
drugs used should be of such a nature as 
will expel the poison from the place in 
which it is.—London Times.

THE NAPE OF THE NECK.

A Point that Many Women Entirely 
Neglect.

Very few women know how important 
the nape of the neck is. If there is one 
point of the body that the average girl 
neglects and the wise beauty cares for, it 
is this spot.

“ Why, there is nothing,” said a gor­
geous example of the sex, “ that finally 
completes a beautiful woman’s triumph as 
does the nape of the neck. If the line is 
graceful, if the skin is pure and the small, 
accidental rings of hair that fail there are 
artistically managed, the spell that this 
part of a woman exerts over a man is 
tremendous. I must say that few women 
have good napes. A girl who always 
wears her dresses cut high to her hair will 
usually be dark and unattractive there. 
There’s nothing like the air to purify the 
skin, and the more a girl lets her neck 
catch the breezes the fairer it will get. 
This is not generally believed, but let any 
woman ask herself if the few dark spots 
on her are not just where the skin has 
been kept constantly hot and covered. 
Well, the nape of the neck is peculiar in 
this regard. To be white it must be kept 
free of woolens and the hair. Once given 
a good skin the rest is easy. Of course, 
the neck shows to the best advantage 
when the hair is brushed up and away 
from it, but there should be some tiny 
little spray thistle-downs of hair falling 
away from the rest. These must be 
natural, mind, or, at least, just separated 
and curled with the fingers. Oh, the 
horror of the girl who has curled that 
part of her hair with an iron ! and, oh ! 
the crime of the girl who has made a bang 
there !

FRANKINCENSE AND MYRRH
Two Rare and Curious Gums Obtained 

from Eastern Trees,

“ One frequently hears of frankincense 
and myrrh,” said a botanist to a Star 
reporter, “ but few people know what they 
are. Both are gum resins obtained from 
trees. That from which frankincense is 
derived grows chiefly in Arabia, though 
it is also found in certain parts of India 
and elsewhere. On the coast of Adel it is 
said to be found sprouting from between 
marble rocks, without soil, appearing to 
spring from a mass of substance resembling 
a mixture of lime and mortar. The 
purer the marble the finer the growth of 
the plant. Young trees furnish the gum, 
to obtain which a deep incision is made in 
the trunk, a milk-like juice exuding. 
When it has had time to harden, the 
large, clear globules are scraped off into 
baskets, and the inferior quality that run 
down' the bark is collected separately. 
Anciently it was reported that the land 
which produced frankincense was of fog 
and darkness, where slaves, as a punish­
ment, were compelled to collect the gum 
from the trees infested by winged serpents 
of various brilliant colors, which could 
only be driven away by smoke. These 
belief were probably circulated by Arab 
spice producers of fertile imigination who 
were desirous to avoid competition.

“ Fifteen centuries before Christ an 
Egyptain queen named Hatasa made an 
expedition to the Arabian coast of the 
Red Sea, and brought back with her 
thirty-one incense trees. The gum was 
much employed of old in sacrifices, its 
use arising primitively from the belief 
that pleasant smells were agreeable to gods 
in general. Trade in such produce must 
have been]very extensive in those times. 
One thousand talents’ weight of frankin­
cense was brought every year to Darius 
by the Arabs as a tribute. As much as 
this was burned aunually in Babylon on 
the great altar to Bel. Thus it is seen to 
have been in days of antiquity one of the 
most valuable products of the East. It 
was used by the Egyptains in their relig­
ious rites and was in high repute for 
medicinal purposes. Sometimes blazing 
lumps of it were employed for illumina­
tion. In China it has always been con­
sidered a remedy forjeprosy.”

“ Myrrh is the gum of a tree that grows 
in southwestern Asia. Until within the 
present century its botanical source was 
in some degree a mystery. The plant in 
question is scrubby, not exceeding twelve 
feet in height. It is from what is called 
the Somali country that the product is 
chiefly obtained. Berbera, where it is 
bought up by agents of East India mer­
chants. Bombay and Aden are the chief 
centers of the trade. At these places it is 
sorted the best quality being sent to 
Europe and the pooer kind to China. 
Once a year the queen of Great Britain, 
on the occasion of the Feast of the 
Epiphany, makes an offering of gold, 
frankincense and myrrh at the chapel 
royal, London. This custom has been 
pursued since the time of Edward I. 
Taken medicinally, myrrh, is believed to 
act favorably upon the appetite and 
digestion. It also has a special effect upon 
the mucous membrane, so that people use 
it to harden gums which are readily made 
to bleed by the toothbrush.

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IMPROVED STOCK.

The prices realized at the sales of im­
ported stock is a sufficient answer to those 
who pronounced the importation inferior 
in quality. The weather was decidedly 
against a large attendance at the sale, and 
it is the opinion of persons competent to 
judge, that the aggregate proceeds would 
have run up from $1,500 to $2,000 higher. 
As it is there will not be more than about 
40 per cent of loss on the whole purchase. 
Considering all things this must be re­
garded as most satisfactory, and we think 
the government is to be congratulated on 
the result. We could wish, however, in 
this connection, that farmers generally 
would show a greater appreciation of 
the value and importance of having 
good stock. It will be idle for the gov­
ernment to distribute well bred animals 
among them if they are not to be better 
fed and cared for than previous importa- 
tation. Nothing equal to the present im­
portation, either in quality or numbers, 
has ever been made before, and the dif­
ferent sections of the province have ex­
hibited a commendable interest in being 
represented at the sale, and securing a 
share of the stock ; but their duty does 
not end there. This stock should receive 
the best of attention, and be cared for in 
a way in which farmers do not care for 
their ordinary stock. Our people have 
much to learn in this direction. There 
are, of course, many who haye learned 
this necessary lesson, but they are few 
after all. We would like to see more of 
the breeders’ spirit stimulated ; and if the 
agricultural societies would divert their 
annual grants towards the purchase of 
improved stock, instead of holding little 
local shows and awarding small money 
prizes among exhibitors for large turnips 
and fancy crazy quilts, the grant would 
be doing the country substantial service. 
Cannot a less short-sighted policy be 
adopted. Cannot something be done to 
impress upon the members of our agri­
cultural societies more generally the utter 
uselessness of these small shows and the 
awarding of these small prizes. This 
county, in some directions, is waking up, 
we are glad to note. The Kingsclear and 
Southampton societies came well to the 
front at the stock sale; but where was 
Stanley ? The time was when Stanley 
would not have allowed a sale of improved 
stock to take place and she not be repre­
sented. The Harvey society was also 
missing. This county secured a fair share 
of the cattle — 23 head out of 146—but 
Carleton and Charlotte were ahead of us, 
their figures being twenty-six and twenty- 
five bead respectively.

THE HIGH SCHOOL

We confess to a good deal of disappoint­
ment at the recent action of the senate of 
the university respecting the High school. 
It is understood that by a vote of six to 
three the senate have confirmed their 
previous decision to withdraw the grant 
in aid of the High school. It has been 
pointed out that the withdrawal of this 
grant would necessitate the closing of 
what has been generally known as the 
Collegiate school, and that the board of 
trustees for the city would be compelled 
to dispense with the high class teachers 
whose services they have been able 
hitherto to engage ; but it appears the 
senate could not be induced to reconsider 
their ‘former action. We repeat we think 
it very regrettable that they could not 
see their way clear to do so. The Col­
legiate school has always been a valuable 
feeder to the university — admittedly no 
other public school in the province, unless 
perhaps the St. John grammar school 
might be considered an exception, has 
been as well equipped as the Collegiate 
school, for this important function, or has 
so efficiently discharged it. There is 
much force no doubt in the reason as­
signed in favor of a discontinuance of the 
grant, that the funds of the university are 
inadequate to maintain the chairs recently 
set up, and at the same time aid the High 
school, but it remains to be seen whether 
educational interests are going to be pro­
moted by the change. We are of the 
number who would gladly see the grant 
to the university increased and would 
have earnestly pressed its favorable con­
sideration upon the legislature. As the 
matter now stands the senate will ask for 
authority at the ensuing session to divert 
the grant from the Collegiate school, to 
which it must go now by law, and apply 
it in the way proposed. The change to 
take effect in January, 1893. Doubtless 
they may succeed in obtaining this power 
as a feeling has existed for some time in 
that direction,but it would have been more 
respectful to the legislature and indeed to 
all concerned if the legislation had been 
first obtained. It is not the citizens of 
Fredericton and vicinity who are alone 
concerned in the new departure. The 
high repute of the Collegiate school has 
attracted numbers from all parts of the 
province who had a university course in 
contemplation, and to those who would 
have availed themselves of its privileges 
in the future, the disappearance of the 
school from among our institutions of 
learning will be a serious loss.

SMALL POX.

Small pox has appeared in the province 
of Quebec and there are now seventeen 
cases. The nearest points to New Bruns­
wick in which the disease has appeared 
in that province are at Carleton and St. 
Moire, a station on the I. C. R. Two 
cases have occurred in this province —both 
at Dalhousie—and are being properly 
looked after by the local board of health 
under the direction of the provincial 
board. The New Brunswick cases oc­
curred in this way : A young man belong­
ing to Dalhousie, a sailor on the steamer 
Admiral running from Dalhousie to Gaspe, 
caught the disease from a young woman 
who was a passenger on the Admiral. 
She had come from Quebec by the I. C. R. 
and crossed over to Gaspe from Dalhousie. 
When the young man found he was sick, 
he left the steamer and returned to his 
father’s house at Dalhousie. Dr. Disbro 
was called in and happening to be chair­
man of the local board of health when he 
discovered that the case was small pox, 
he immediately quaranteened the house 
and telegraphed Dr. Currie, secretary of 
the provincial board, for instructions. 
The other case is a woman in the same 
house with the young man who caught 
the infection in attending him. These 
are the only two cases. The public may 
rest assured that the health authorities 
are alive to their duty and will neglect no 
necessary precaution. The value of the 
recent government measure relating to 
the public health and the establishment 
of local and provincial boards, is being 
fully demonstrated.

SESSIONAL PAY.

The closing act of the recent session of 
parliament was to add fifty per cent to the 
pay of its members. The amount the 
representatives have therefore received 
for that session is $1500, instead of $1000. 
We do not think this transaction can 
be defended. The principle is wrong. 
Members ought not to vote money into 
their own pockets after this fashion. It is 
perhaps unavoidable that they should in 
a sense do so, as all payments of pubîic 
monies are supposed to be voted by parlia­
ment, but there is a manifest distinction 
between fixing the permanent and regular 
rate of indemity and passing a special 
vote to themselves at the end of the 
session by way of extra pay. We do not 
think this act is creditable to any of the 
parties concerned, and we greatly doubt 
if the country will not strongly disapprove 
of it. The tory press furnishes us with an 
amusing illustration of the expedients to 
which the party will resort on occasion. 
We are left to ascertain from other sources 
or remain in total ignorance, of what Mr. 
Laurier and Sir Richard Cartwright think 
ordinarily upon government questions,but 
in this instance the few words these 
gentlemen had to say on the government- 
motion to increase the indemnity, are 
treated as of surpassing importance and 
given unusual prominence. The impression 
is created, so far as these newspapers are 
able to create it, that the liberal leaders, 
if not actually in control of the national 
purse strings for the time being, had forced 
the majority very much against its will to 
make this draft upon the treasury of the 
country. The transparent humbug of such 
a suggestion will, we believe, impose upon 
nobody. The government cannot rid itself 
of the responsibility in this way. While 
we cannot and do not justify those liberals 
who gave their sanction to the job we 
must hold the government primarily re­
sponsible. It cannot shelter itself behind 
the acquiescence of the opposition in such 
an indefensible proposal. The initiation 
of all money grants is with it. Often 
times no doubt it does occur that on 
questions of debateable policy, the attitude 
taken up by an opposition may largely 
shape and influence the action of the 
executive,but this is not such an instance, 
and therefore it is not a case in which the 
opposition can be said to share any portion 
of the responsibility with the govern­
ment.

There is no doubt as to how the Sun 
and Moncton Times would have charac­
terized this transaction if it had been the 
local government that had been concerned. 
The standards these newspapers in opposi­
tion to the latter set up, are so utterly 
dissimilar to those applied to the govern­
ment at Ottawa, that it is difficult to 
realize they have a common origin. 
As an illustration, take the case of the 
Leary investigation. The conservative 
press was shocked at the thought of a 
contribution of the friends in St. John of 
the local government in aid of the party 
in York county. These same lofty patriots 
have not a word of censure for the 
organized robbery which has been deplet­
ing the dominion exchequer for a decade 
of years in the interest of their political 
friends. The Sun and Times get no swag 
from the local government, and the local 
government must therefore be denounced 
as venal and corrupt. They do reap a 
golden harvest in the distribution of the 
dominion patronage and as a consequence 
the dominion government is the embodi­
ment of all the virtues.

THE CRISIS.

AVe do not feel called upon at this stage 
of the crisis to take sides either way 
or lean to either of the contending parties. 
It has been always apparent to those who 
knew the individuals concerned that the 
time would most assuredly come when 
the bonds of union would be snapped as- 
sunder and those who were one would be­
come twain. Just the moment when the 
parting of the ways would occur we 
could not foretell. That it would be co­
existent with the first serious financial 
pressure we believed, and so it has come 
to pass that the recording of a bill of sale 
upon the stock and plant of the daily and 
weekly edition in fevor of a near and 
dear brother, and to secure him in larger 
obligations which he had so innocently 
assumed, provokes the encounter and 
brings on the crash. When such a quar­
rel occurs between two, who have been 
so close in their relations, who have been 
moving along together so harmoniously 
in joint pursuit of a common enemy and 
to wreck a common vengeance, the revel­
ations are certain to be interesting. Our 
reporter has carefully collated the facts 
and spread them before our readers in 
another column. AVe refuse to believe 
the Gleaner man to be as bad as Mr. 
Gregory represents him to be; we cannot 
believe that he would have traitously 
deserted the liberal pary at the last elec­
tion and personally thrown himself into 
the contest at Harvey on polling day if 
Mr. Gregory’s controlling influence had 
not been exerted over him. Crocket had 
nothing to gain by taking that course ; he 
could not hope for patronage from the 
conservative party and has not got it. On 
the other hand Mr. Gregory had, as he re­
garded it, everything to gain by defeating 
Thompson,since he thereby defeated Blair, 
and what joy could be greater than to see 
Blair humbled and defeated. We do not 
anticipate very far-reaching results from 
this quarrel. It will not very markedly 
influence the course of public affairs, but 
it has some local significance. We have 
no sympathy for Crocket, but while 
we avow that feeling we cannot but 
think that he has served Mr. Gregory 
too loyally for his own welfare. He made 
a choice at an eventful period between 
Mr. Gregory and Mr. Blair. He chose or 
was influenced to choose Mr. Gregory, 
and from that moment his prosperity 
ended and his downward career com­
menced. We do not accuse the Gleaner 
or its proprietor of any convictions in the 
matter. It supposed at first that it could 
control the government, that Blair would 
not dare to quarrel with it, and withdrew 
the patronage. Of course it was mistaken 
but the mistake was in yielding to Mr. 
Gregory’s opinion. AVe have no harsh 
words for our contemporary in its collapse. 
Everybody foresaw that this would be its 
end when ij attached its fortunes to those 
of the avenger.

Married.—One of the most brilliant wed­
dings Dorchester has seen for some time 
took place on AVednesday afternoon at half­
past four, by which Joseph A. McQueen, 
M. P. P., was united in marriage to Miss 
Chapman. Dr. McQueen supported the 
groom, while Miss Etta Chapman and Miss 
Weeks acted as bridesmaids. After the 
solemn service was said by Rev. J. LeRoi 
Campbell, the wedding party returned to 
the home of the bride, where refreshments 
were partaken of. Mr. and Mrs. McQueen 
left immediately for a trip to the upper 
provinces, followed by the good wishes of 
many friends. The Herald extends con­
gratulations.

Attempted Robbery.— A bold attempt at 
robbery was made at the Star line steamer 
Acadia on Thursday evening. Two soldiers 
and a civilian entered the steamer’s saloon 
and were in the act of stealing glassware, 
when discovered by Capt. Retallick. He 
pursued the burglars but they escaped.

FUNERAL OF PARNELL

The Irish Leader|Burled Amid a Nation's 
Tear*,

Dublin, Oct. 12. — Contrary to the gen­
eral fears and expectations the obeequiee 
of Ireland’s late leader yesterday passed 
off without any signs of disorder and the 
rank and file of the Parnell ites are to be 
congratulated upon the moderation and 
control of temper manifested. The Amend 
procession surpassed in point of numbers 
anything of the kind ever witnessed in 
Dublin. The body was received at Holy- 
head by a deputation from Dublin and 
transferred to the special steamer Ireland. 
The steamer arrived at Kingstown about 
9 a. m. yesterday, and despite the pouring 
rain, the pier was thronged with thous­
ands of people.

A Singular Scene.
As the coffin was removed from the 

box which encased it, the crowd rushed 
forward and seized the box tearing it 
quickly in pieces for the purpose of ob­
taining fragments of the wood as relics. 
In a few moments more Dublin was 
reached, and a great throng greeted with 
every mark of sorrow and love the coming 
of the body of their leader. After service 
in St. Nicholas’ church the body lay in 
state in the city hall where it is estimated 
125,000 persons viewed the remains. The 
coffin was covered with floral emblems, 
the most remarkable being two lovely 
little wreaths from Mrs. Parnell’s daugh­
ters with the words : “ From little Clare 
and little Kitty to

Our Dear Mother’s Husband."

The funeral procession was a motcly mob 
of well dressed citizens side by side with 
the raggedest, no order being followed, 
yet the utmost decorum prevailed. AVhen 
the cemetery was reached the rain ceased 
and the sun shone out with dazzling 
brilliancy, showing both sides of the river 
Liffey lined with spectators. The police 
had great trouble to manage the immense 
crowds and some disorder ensued. The 
crush around about the grave was terrible. 
Darkness had set in, the noise of shriek­
ing women, the cries of children and the 
cries of men struggling amid the crush 
made inaudible the voice of the clergy 
reciting the ritual of the church of Eng­
land. They were obliged to cut the 
service short, as the crowd broke into the 
protecting circle and overwhelmed the 
inner group. Some time after

In the Dead Darkness,
when the crowd had thinned away, the 
more - intimate friends again grouped 
themselves around the grave, deposited 
wreathes thereon and took the last view 
of the coffin. The grave became heaped 
up with the masses of floral tributes, one 
of which was Miss O'Shea’s, overlooked 
in the description given above. This bore 
the suggestive words : “ In loving memory 
of mother’s land.” The pageant of the 
funeral, if not a grand spectacle, had an 
especially solemn interest. Attaching to 
the gravely conducted demonstration, the 
intense seriousness of feeling pervading 
the myl-iads partaking therein, gave an 
unique character to the whole manifesta­
tion. It was seen to be a libel upon the 
Irish people to suggest that they would 
seize upon the occasion for partisan rioting.

RUSSIAN ENCROACHMENT.

The Indian Government u Going to 
Stop It.

London, Oct. 15. — A great deal is heard 
just now of the Russian encroachment in 
Pamir, which threatened recently to as­
sume the magnitude of a serious compli­
cation with Great Britain. The Indian 
government is now taking effective steps 
to stop it, and it seems likely that no 
further trouble will occur. The avenues 
of diplomacy are also being employed 
pretty vigorously, and it is understood 
that Lord Salisbury has instructed the 
British ambassador at St. Petersburg to 
inform the Russian government that the 
part of Pamir which the Russian military 
authorities in Central Asia have been 
prospecting is Afghan territory and is 
under the protection of Great Britain, and 
to intimate to the Czar’s ministers that it 
is quite impossible to refer this subject to 
arbitration or even to discuss in any man­
ner the validity of the frontier line, which 
is already fixed and fully understood. In 
the meantime, the Indian government is 
taking the very practical measure of send­
ing advance military posts up into the 
Hindoo-Kooeh region and, by deed, as 
well as word, warning Russia off the 
ground of Afghanistan.

The fact that Lord Salisbury remains 
in the Rivera is generally regarded as a 
sign of peace in Europe and an indication 
that the situation in China is not believed 
to be dangerous. As a matter of fact, the 
Foreign ministers vacation is a holiday 
only in name. The Queen’s messengers, 
bearing chained satchels crammed with 
documents, leave Downing street for Nice 
every day, and almost as often for Scot 
land, where the Queen is still living. 
There are special wires to Balmoral and 
Beaulieu, and the minister and his Sov­
ereign are practically in as close communi­
cation as they would be were Lord Salis­
bury in London and the Queen at AVind- 
sor. Nevertheless, the fact that Queen 
Victoria and her prime minister are 
separated by 600 miles is comforting to 
peace-loving folks, who continue to raise 
their voices from time to time, despite 
the manifold discouragements.

A MILLION FOR A CONVICT.

OUTRAGE IN A RAILWAY GAg.

A Lady Thrwwn Out of a Train Get»* at 
Full Speed by a

Pittsburg, Pa., Oct. 12. — The heir to 
over $1,000,000 has been found in the 
westeflP^enitentiary in Allegheny city.

Early in the eighties an actor, whose 
stage name was St. Ryan, but whose real 
name was J. Edwin ,Ryan, became 
stranded with his company in New Or­
leans.

He had the good fortune to rescue a 
wealthy Cuban, Louis De Ambois, and 
daughter Edith, an only child, from a 
deadly assault made by two roughs. In 
the struggle St. Ryan was severely injured. 
The De Amboises nursed him back to life. 
The young couple fell in love, but the 
father demanded that his daughter marry 
a cousin, Horace Leigh. She refused, the 
lovers eloped, were married and subse­
quently the father forgave them.

St. Ryan was frequently away from 
home after the marriage, and Horace 
Leigh conspired against the absent man 
with the result that De Amboise and his 
daughter were led to believe the husband 
unfaithful. A separation ensued. The 
father and daughter died leaving an im­
mense property to St. Ryan, who, after a 
year’s search, had been discovered an in­
mate of the western penitentiary, con­
victed of a crime that, it is said, he never 
committed.

Efforts are being made to have him set 
free on habeas corpus proceedings.

London, Oct 9.—Another outragé has 
jost occurred on a railway trajn, proving
the dangerousness of a compartment 
system. As the tram on the Great 
AVestern railway was pulling out of the 
station at Oldbury an unknown man, 
about 25 years of age, dashed across the 
platform and jumped into a second-class 
carriage. The only other occupant of the 
compartment was Miss Amy Smith, aged 
22, daughter of a well-known merchant 
of Birmingham. The man who had so 
unceremoniously entered the compart­
ment bent glaring eyes on the young 
woman, who found herself in the presence 
of a villain or maniac. In her terror she 
screamed for help, but no one beard her 
cries, which only heightened the frenzy 
of the intruder.

So far he had not molested Mies Smith, 
except by glaring at her. But when the 
train attained full speed he suddenly 
threw open the door on the side near 
where she crouched in the corner, par­
alyzed with fear, seized her around the 
waist, and hurled her out of the carriage, 
while the train passed swiftly on.

Miss Smith struck the ground with 
great violence, but was not killed by the 
fall, although badly bruised. She man­
aged to reach the nearest station and told 
her story. Despatches were sent bn to 
stop the train and arrest the assailant, 
but he had escaped before the alarm 
reached the officials. Search has been 
made in every direction, but no trace of 
the fugitive has as yet been found. Mass 
Smith is in a serious conditipn, frour^the 
injuries slie received and the terrible 
shock she experienced. . ,

A New Brunswickeb Killed. — AYord 
was received here yesterday concerning a 
terrific explosion which occurred in a mill 
at Manchester, N. H., in which two persons 
were killed, one a New Brunswick man 
Several others were badly injured. About 
9.30 o’clock Thursday morning the fly 
wheel in the engine room of the mill burst 
Samuel Bunker, the engineer was killed 
outright. He was found shortly afterwards 
in the wheel in the pit with his head 
smashed in. Bunker was a married man 
and was a native of Tracy, York county 
His remains were interred at Manchester 
Several of those injured in the mill were 
girls

EVANGELISTS IN A FIX.

Sam Jones and Sam Small Required to 
Make Good Their Charges.

Rome, Ga., Oct. 11. — Rev. Sam. Jones 
and Rev. Sam Small have met the grand 
jury of this county, and the verdict of the 
public seems to be that they were worsted. 
A month ago these evangelists conducted 
a series of meetings here. Rev. Sam Jones 
surpassed the record in his denunciation 
of the morals of the people. He boldly 
declared that gambling was universal, 
that peijury was the rule, that officers 
were criminally negligent of duty, that 
debauchery reigned supreme in all the 
circles. The result was the formation of 
a law and order club by the admirers of 
the two evangelists, whose purpose was to 
wipe out the sinful character of the city 

Two weeks later court convened. In 
his charge to the grand jury judge Maddox 
created a decided sensation by skying : 
“ It has been charged by two miiiistere of 
the gospel that certain specific crimes 
were openly committed here, and, as a 
consequence, a law and order chib had 
been organized. So long as this court 
exists there is no need of such a club. 
You, gentleman of the grand jury, are the 
only law and order club necessary. It is 
your duty to investigate these charges. 
You can have those men who made the 
charges brought before you and they will 
be compelled to prove what they charge 
or to stand convicted of slandering the 
people.”

The grand jury at once summoned Jones 
and Small to appear and substantiate their 
statements. Small is in Massachusetts 
campaigning for the prohibition candidate 
for governor, but Jones responded. Thurs­
day he spent an hour with the grand jury. 
The court house was surrounded by 
people waiting the exit of the preacher, 
who invited the reporters to meet hiiù at 
a stated hour, when he would tell What 
transpired. He launched into an abusive 
criticism of judge Maddox, intimating 
that his threatened punishment upon 
offenders did not come up to the mark ; 
that he had let off certain young men 
lightly for obvious reasons.

The climax came when the grand jury 
announced their indorsement of judge 
Maddox as a man and a judge. This in­
dorsement and the thrust at Jones awakens 
a great feeling. Jones friends say they 
hit him when away and that it is a scheme 
of the anti-prohibitionists to kill Jones 
influence.

STRANGE AWAKENING.

Hunter Awakes to Find a Moose Stand­
ing Over him — Beautiful Antlers.

Fort Kent, October 15 — The head of a 
sample moose was shown in the sample 
room of the A’aughan house, Saturday, by 
Henry Anderson of Fort Kent. There 
were nine prongs on one horn and eight 
on the other, the spread between the 
horns being five feet. It is thought the 
animal weighed 1,500 lbs. The moose 
was shot by a Frenchman, near the St, 
John river on Friday night, October 2. 
Two hunters were asleep in the woods 
and one of them was suddenly awakened 
by the moose smelling him over. AVhen 
he started up the animal retreated a few 
steps and stood looking at what to him 
must have appeared to be a strange look­
ing animal. The aroused hunter soon 
found his rifle and his first shot brought 
the monarch of the forest to his knees 
and several others ended his life. The 
men lived at Fort Kent and were so far 
away from home that they could only 
take the head and hide of the animal. It 
was a strange experienced to be awakened 
by a big moose in the middle of the night 
and the hunter may consider himself, not 
only fortunate in shooting the animal, 
butas being remarkably fortunate that he 
escaped serious injury.— Bangor News.

The Russian government is purchasing 
corn for the purpose of feeding the famish­
ing peasants of the striken districts dur­
ing the winter months.

The government of Sydney, N. S. AV., 
was defeated Thursday on a vote on a 
labor measure It is expected the cabinet 
will resign in consequence.

Samuel S. Baizley, Stylesville, AVestmor- 
land county, picked on his farm the other 
day a number of ripe strawberries. He 
reports the blossoms very thick.

Four cases of smallpox have been dis­
covered near Sherbrooke, and all have 
been quarantined. There are now about 
30 cases throughout the province.

The Russian government has closed the 
university at Kieff and placed 500 students 
under arrest on account of the recent re­
volutionary behaviour of the students.

An important communication in the 
London Standard says that Russia is now 
at the very outpost of India and that it is 
time for England to draw her sword in 
Asia.

Rev. Charles H. Spurgeon, of London, 
England, now slowly recovering from his 
recent illness, has written a letter to his 
congregation, informing them lie is going 
abroad for rest and change of scene.

Ten thousand dollars worth of dresses 
bill and party costumes were seized 
by the custom officials on the arrival 
of the steamer La Bretagne at New York. 
They were the creations of AVorth, Felix 
and other Parisian dressmakers.

Reports say the herring fishery on the 
northern coast of Newfoundland and Lab­
rador are almost a complete failure. The 
strong gales have interfered with the 
lobster fisheries and very little more will 
be done on the roast this season.

A female nurse has been sentenced to 
ten years imprisonment at Calais, France, 
for having killed an infant by throwing it 
in the air several times and letting it fall 
to the ground. The deed was the result 
of anger at her discharge from position.

As a result of the the big fire at Halifax 
Adam McKay makes a claim against the 
city for $10,000 and Frank Ronan for 
$1,700 for goods destroyed. They hold 
the city responsible in allowing large 
quantities of oil to be stored in the heart 
of the city.

The Moncton Times informs us that on 
last Thursday at Bathurst two children 
quarrelled and one of them, six years old, 
stuck a knife into the back of his oppon­
ent, aged nine years. A doctor was called 
in and declared that the wounded one’s 
life was in danger.

Preaching at the annual harvest home 
of St. James’ cathedral, Canon Du Moulin 
alluded to the recent disclosures at Ottawa 
and said that had the country its deserts 
at the hands of the Almighty we should 
be suffering from famine instead of enjoy­
ing a bounteous harvest.

If frost held off the a little longer we 
might have had a second crop of wild 
strawberries. William McKay picked 
seventeen ripe berries on Scotch ridge on 
Friday last, and another person in an 
adjoining parish is said to have gathered 
half a pint. — St Croix Courier.

The largest consignment of ranch cattle 
ever shipped from Canada left Montreal 
AVednesday on the steamship Labrador. 
The number is about seven hundred and 
the average weight is fourteen hundred 
pounds. They are from the Cochrane 
ranch in the northwest territory.

The action for divorce brought for a 
second time by Colonel Hozler, secretary 
of Lloyds, against his wife, the lady 
Blanche, has again been settled out 
of court through the efforts of the Earl of 
Airlie, who promises to guard his sister 
and prevent the occurrence of further 
scandal.

The prospectus of a new daily Parneliite 
newspaper, to be puplished in Dublin, ap­
peared on AVednesday. It declares that 
the followers of Mr. Parnell are fully de­
termined to press the cause of their late 
leader’s furtherance of the program 
agreed upon by Dublin convention in 
July last.

At Hartford the other day Mrs. Clara 
Lauise Kellogg-Strakosch was petting a 
Newfoundland dog, which playfully swal­
lowed a $350 diamond ring which the 
lady had taken from her finger. Mrs. 
Strakosch bougl ‘ the dog for fifty cents 
and ordered tha ‘he animal be securely 
tied up in the back yard.

The steamer AVasbington lias left 
Kingsport, N. S., on her second trip to 
Havana with potatoes. She carried 5,000 
barrels. Kings county farmers are using 
the Havana market for all it is worth. 
The new barquentine AVinifred, launched 
recently at Canning, is being loaded at 
Port AVilliams for Havana.

The porte, Constantinople, with a view 
of preventing the bloody feuds and out­
breaks of lawlessness which have oc­
curred lately, has ordered the governor of 
Scutari to disarm the Albanians. The 
governor declares that the scheme is well 
nigh impossible, that it is certain to lead 
to serious disturbances and probably end 
in revolution: The Albanians are well 
armed.

The Customs Department has been not­
ified by the collector at Victoria, B. C., 
that he refused to allow a United States 
survey steamer to land there as the crew 
composed of Chinese. Parmalee, assist­
ant commissioner of customs, who is al­
so Chinese comptroller, says that Mr 

Milne, the collector, acted in accordance 
with the act imposing a poll tax on all 
Chinese who land in Canada.

Moffatt’s steam mill, Dalhousie, and a 
large quantity of boards and scantling and 
other lumber were destroyed by fire on 
AVednesday night of last week. The loss is 
about $25,000. There is no insurance. 
The origin of the fire is unknown, but it 
was probably from the machinery being 
over heated during the day. Fortunately 
the deal piles on the wharves north of 
the mill were not touched by the fire, or 
the loss would have been very much 
larger. A large number of workmen are 
thrown out of employment by the dis­
aster. Hopes are entertained that Mr. 
Moffatt will rebuild at once.

Burglars entered the office of the St. 
Croix soap manufacturing company, at St. 
Stephen, at about two o’clock Thursday 
morning and blew open the safe. The job 
was evidently a professional one, but the 
robbers obtained only slight reward, not 
more than twenty dollars being in the 
safe. The papers were scattered on the 
floor and left there. The windows were 
carefully opened so that no crash of 
broken glass would occur. The wffe of 
the C. P. R. station agent heard the ex­
plosion, hut was afraid to give any alarm. 
Tracks of a team were seen at the door 
but there is no clue to the criminals.

The conference went into committee of 
the whole to examine licentiates and after­
wards reported that D. Long, R. W. Car­
penter and Abraham Perry be ordained 
and that conference licenses be granted to 
W. R. Rend, F. Currier, S. J. Percy, A: W. 
Currey and J. Harvey. The appointment 
of directors of the Union Baptist seminary 
was referred to the executive.

Conference closed with prayer by Dr. Mc­
Leod.

In the evening the church at Marysville 
was crowded beyond seating capacity on 
the occasion of the ordination of Messrs. 
Long, Carpenter and Perry. Rev. G. A. 
Hartley questioned the candidates. The 
right hand of fellowship was given by the 
moderator, Rev. A. C. Thompson. The 
charge to the candidates was given by Rev. 
C. T. Phillips and the ordination sermon 
was preached by Rev. J. T. Parsons.

The city has been greatly entertained 
during the last week by the incidents con­
nected with the quarrel between two com- 
paritively well known citizens.

The two citizens are J. H. Crocket, son of 
the ex-chief superintendent of education, 
and the recognized proprietor of the Gleaner 
newspaper, publishing a daily and weekly 
edition, and G. F. Gregory, Q. C., of whom 
many of our readers have heard as a fre­
quent candidate at elections, in which he 
has not hitherto been remarkably success­
ful.

These two persons are known to have 
been very fast friends — have had their 
knife into the government for some 
time past, and have been pulling together 
very heartily since March, 1887.

J. H. Crocket, whose version of the trouble 
we have heard, states the case fairly enough, 
and we think, from what we can gather 
accurately enough, and we therefore furnish 
his statement as we understand he has been 
making it known to his friends.

It appears that Mr. Gregory, ever since 
March, 1887, when the patronage of the 
local government was withdrawn from the 
Gleaner, has been rendering pecuniary as­
sistance to the paper, not only by way of 
advancing funds from time to time, but by 
way of numerous and frequent endorse­
ments. These endorsements have become 
more numerous as the newspaper venture 
got into deeper water,and thebanksnaturally 
felt averse to cnlarging and even perhaps 
continuing the accommodation. When, 
therefore, the other day one of the banks 
called for payment of a note of Mr. Crocket’s 
indorsed by Mr. Gregory, at maturity, the 
fat was all in the fire, the bubble burst and 
the financial crisis arrived. Mr. Gregory, 
of course, had nothing else to do but finance 
all the paper out of the banks upon which 
his name was indorsed, and to do that, hap­
pily, funds were available and forthcoming. 
Mr. Crocket and his brother, the doctor, 
were willing to give the estate of Mr. 
Anderson, represented by Mr. Gregory as 
the executor, a very solemn promise that 
they would pay back to the estate all the 
money that had to be borrowed to retire these 
numerous obligations, and, therefore, Mr. 
Crocket and bis brother, the doctor, signed 
and scaled their bond to repay the $4,000, 
in the short period of three years.

As soon as the solemnities connected with 
the execution of-the bond were over and 
the various bills distributed among the 
banks withdrawn and retired, then the xe- 
cutor of the Anderson estate turned his at­
tention to getting some security for the 
aforesaid bond, and Mr. Crocket was called 
upon by the executor of the aforesaid 
estate to make his little bill of sale to the 
executor, of the daily and weekly edition, 
with its stock and plant, office furniture 
and machinery, etc., and also the household 
furniture, kitchen utensils, bed, bedding, 
crockery, etc.

Mr. Crocket felt that the demand was an 
unreasonable one. The executor of the 
Anderson estate had already his bond to 
which he had affixed his seal, and the doc­
tor’s bond to which he had also affixed his 
seal in the presence of witnesses, and it ap­
peared rather an outrage to the editor and 
proprietor that he should be asked to put 
his paper under the control of the executor 
of the Anderson estate and to give him any 
more authority than was already exercising 
in connection with the policy and conduct 
of the daily and weekly edition. He there­
fore did not sign the document which had 
been carefully drawn up and had been sub­
mitted to him for execution by the executor, 
nor did he attend on the Saturday night 
agreed upon. But he did call at the office 
of the executor on Monday, and finding the 
bill of sale there ready for execution, 
took it away for examination and it an­
swered a very useful purpose because it 
only required to be copied and a change 
in the names to answer for any other party.

The editor feeling that something must 
be done to safe-guard the interests of his 
brother the doctor, and prevent the financial 
crash and ruin which would result three 
years hence from the enforcement of his 
bond, if it should happen that it was not 
just convenient at that time to repay the 
$4,000 and interest, immediately betook 
himself to St. John street to consult with 
counsel learned in the law ; the result was 
that the bill of sale was given to the Dr. and 
not to the executor, and this bill of sale 
in terms most completely transferred 
by way of security not only the daily 
but the weekly edition with all the 
plant and paraphernalia to the doctor to 
secure the doctor against any loss or 
damage which would accrue to him if he 
should be called upon to pay the $4,000 
bond. Then having regard to the fact that 
for a long period of years as it was said, no 
rent had been paid by the editor, and that 
some security should be offered to the land­
lord for his rent, a second bill of sale was 
drawn up with great care, and under the 
operation of this aforesaid second bill of 
sale, the furniture, kitchen utensils, bed, 
bedding, crockery, chairs, tables, shovels 
and tongs, etc., were conveyed and assigned 
to Mr. Vradenburg for $1,500. These two 
separate bills of sale were forthwith re­
corded, and when the editor and executor 
met after the recording of these bills of sale 
became known, the crash was tremendous.

The editor says he was most wrongly ac­
cused by the executor, that when the ex­
ecutor charged him with having made a fool 
of himself and of having deceived him (the 
executor) at the last dominion election by 
deserting the liberal party and turning his 
paper into a conservative campaign sheet, 
and himself going to Harvey and there can­
vassing for the tory candidate, that he was 
unjustly accusing him, or, at all events, 
that the charge was not one which he (the 
executor) ought to make, that he was the 
last man that should haye thrown up to 
him what he did in connection with that 
election. The editor emphatically asserts, 
and from the best information we can gather 
we think be is correct in this, that he did 
not move a hand or foot or take any step 
except on the advice and o; the counsel 
and direction of the executor, and that it is 
too late for the executor to attempt to turn 
the tallies on him in that way. He says 
that he told the executor that he bad de­
serted the government, sacrificed patronage 
in his interests and support, and that he 
ought to be the last man to push him to 
the wall.

“ Why, as you know, Gregory, I would 
have been in a sound financial position 
and my paper would have been on a 
solid basis to-day if I had stuck to Blair ; I 
have stuck to you and see where I am.”

“ Well,” says the executor, “ if you did, 
you did not do it. for me, you did it for your­
self. You know that you were not satis­
fied with the way Blair was treating you. 
He never consulted you about anything, 
never advised with you as to what the policy 
of the government should be and feeling 
that you were being slighted, you wanted 
to revenge your&elf on him as well as I did.”

“ It is not so,” says the editor. “ It was 
you that first got me to break with him. It 
has been following you right along that has 
brought me to my ruin ; it was following 
you that lost my father the chief superin- 
tendcncy of education and drove him out of 
the province.”

“ ’Tis false,” says the executor, “ I had 
nothing to do with your father’s opposing 
the government— I did not ask him to vote 
against the government. When he did it, 
he did it of his own motion. I would have 
given up elections long ago, only to try and 
help you to recover your lost ground and 
get you back the patronage, and this is all 
the thanks I am getting for it.”

“ Do not undertake to tell me that,” says 
the editor. “You would have given up 
elections and politics with a vengeance. 
You have been so determined to prosecute 
Blair to death, that you would sacrifice 
yourself rather than not make the effort to 
sacrifice him. I would have gone back 
with Blair within six months after our first 
quarrel, but you would not let me. Richard 
Bellamy and Dr. Moore wanted me to settle 
up the trouble and I was willing to try. 01

course Blair was obstinate, but I think that 
Dr. Moore and Bellamy could have accom­
plished it, but you would not allow the 
thing to be done, and now you want to get 
me under your thumb with a bill of sale, 
but you have not done it. I am going to 
pay you every dollar of your demand, the 
estate shall not lose a dollar. I shall, if it 
is necessary, issue an enlarged daily edition 
and increase the staff, get telegraphic des­
patches, in fact infuse fresh life and vigor 
into the paper, now that I feel free. I am 
free, I feel better than I felt for the last four 
years since you got me under your thumb, 
and now I am done with you.”

“No, you are not,” says the executor, 
“ you are not quite done with me yet, nor 
you won’t be done with me until I have 
filed a bill in equity to expose your fraud. 
You owe me between $5,000 and $6,000, and 
you got $2,200 from me when I settled with 
Mr. Dever, and I endorsed notes for you be­
side for $2,800 more ; so now, give me that 
bill of sale or take the consequences ! ”

“Very good, Mr. G,” says the editor, 
“ you may go on and do your best. Good- 
day, sir.”

And so it appears the couple parted, each 
his own way, leaving a deep, wide chasm 
an impassable gulf between them. Thus is 
it always when men allow their vengeful 
feelings to guide their actions and destroy 
their judgment, and it does seem hard that 
after four years of loyal and foithful service, 
the editor should now be thrown over by 
the executor and left to finance for himself.

One is forcibly reminded of the words of 
Cardinal Worsley, and they may well have 
come into the mind of the editor as he was 
bidding adieu for the last time on the 
threshold of the executor's Queen street of­
fice, “ If I had but served my God as faith­
fully as I have served you, He would not 
now desert me in this hour of my financial 
distress.” _______________

THE PLANETS IN OCTOBER.
Scientific American.

Jupiter is the evening star, and, though 
losing a little of the prestige that marked 
its course in August and September, still 
retains its position as monarch of the star­
lit October nights. Observers will notice 
a change in the time of its appearance. 
He is high above the horizon when it is 
dark enough for the stars to come out, 
and sets in the small hours of the morn­
ing. He is on the meridian at 8 o’clock, 
and sets about half past 1 o’clock on the 
31st. His diameter has decreased about 
5°.0 since opposition, but it makes no per­
ceptible difference in the brilliancy of its 
light. The prince of planets is leaving 
us and travelling towards the sun ; the 
earlier rising and setting and the lessen­
ing diameter are the tangible proofs of his 
obedience to the great central orb, who 
sways his course as irresistible as he does 
that of the tiny atoms of a meteor swarm.

The moon is in conjunction with Jupi­
ter three days before the full, on the 14th, 
at 6 hours, 46 minutes, a. m., being 3°57 
south.

Uranus is evening star until the 25th, 
and then morning star. He is in con­
junction with the sun on the 25th, 6 h. 
a. m., when he makes his appearance on 
the sun’s western side and commences his 
role of morning star. The synodic period 
of Uranus, or the time it takes him to 
travel from conjunction to conjunction, is 
369 days, while his sidereal period is 84 
days. It will be noticed that the more 
distance a major planet is from the sun, 
the shorter is its synodic period, for, the 
slower the planet moves, the less space 
will the earth, after completing a revolu­
tion, have to travel to come into line with 
the planet and the sun. In the case of 
Jupiter, the synodic period is 1 y. 34 d. ; 
for Saturn, it is 1 y. 13 d. ; for Uranus, it 
is 1 y. 4 d. Uranus while evening star is 
in conjunction with Venus on the 17th at 
1 h. 40 m. a. m., being 21' south. He is 
in conjunction with Mercury on the 26th, 
the day after he becomes morning star, at 
7 h. 31 in. a. m., being 10' south.

A DREADFUL PRISON.
No One Who Enters Ever Returns to the 

World Again.

Some fifty miles from St. Petersburg, 
upon the lake of Ladoga, there is a small 
granite island entirely occupied by a for­
tress. It is Schlusselburg; the dreadful 
prison of state, worse than the French 
bastile, worse than the foretresS of SL 
Peter and St. Paul, with its Troubetzoi 
and Aleneevsky Ravelins and its under­
ground cells. The most resolute of the 
revolutionists, men and women, who 
have taken part in actual conspiracies, 
whom it is not considered safe to keep in 
the fortress of Peter and Paul, are sent 
there, says Free Russia. The absence of 
any inhabitants except those employed 
in service renders it possible to isolate the 
prisoners- to a degree unattainable any­
where else. No one is allowed to land 

'upon the island. Sentinels have orders 
to shoot anyone who approaches. If the 
near relatives of a prisoner inquire con­
cerning him at the police department in 
St. Petersburg they arc sometimes told 
“ alive ” or “ dead.” Sometimes no 
answer is given.

The soldiers and guards are themselves 
prisoners who mingle only with each 
other, and are carefully watched on the 
rare occasions when they are allowed to 
make a visit to the mainland. It was 
possible to establish secret communication 
with even the most jealously guarded 
prisoners in St Petersburg fortress. But 
the fortress of Schlusselburg remained 
dumb like the grave it is, though some of 
the best-known men of the revolutionary 
party, in whom the greatest interest was 
felt among the whole body of revolution­
ists, were kept there. We rarely could 
even tell whether they were alive or 
dead. A few months ago, however, our 
friends in Russia received some news 
from this place of endless misery. It is 
very brief— only such as can be conveyed 
upon a bit of paper smuggled with the 
greatest danger through some friendly 
hand. It merely tells which of the pris­
oners are dead and which are still alive, 
but even this summary is eloquent 
enough. We learn from it that out of the 
flfty-tw'o prisoners sent there in the 
course of the last eight years twenty, or 
about forty per cent, are already dead. 
Several of those who survive should be 
added to the list of the dead. They are 
insane, and have lost what is as precious 
if not more precious to a man than life.
