The University Senate, at its recent
meeting, having resolved to reestablish
residency at the University, appointed a
committee of its members, viz., Dr. Inch.
Dr. Harrison, Hon. James Mitchell, Dr.
Coulthard and Dr. Murray McLaren to
look over the University building and
report on the accommodation, etc., it

will afford to the students, with the,

changes necessary tobe made.
The members of the Alumni Society are
active in the promotion of the residency

idea. They have appointed Dr. Murray |

McLaren, Judge VanWart, J. A. Belyea,
John R. Dunn, Geo. A. Hughes and Dr.
T. D. Walker, a committee to secure funds
for the purpose, and these gentlemen are
about issuing a circular, asking all gradu-

ates to subscribe, one member of each |

class to eollect from those of his own year.

Dr. Inch, the president of the Univer-
sity, is also co-operating with Dr. McEaren
and J. D. Hazen, M.P., in the work, and
they had a conference at St.John this
week. It may be stated that one
wealthy Almnug has already given the
¢committee encouragement, which makes
them feel sanguine of iarge practical
assistance in that quarter.

It is proposed that the University

building be utilized for the present, but
the committee hope to be able to erect
a separate building for residency in the
near future, and $25,000 is the sum esti-
mated as necessary for the purpose.
. We understand that a special appeal
will be made to the citizens of Freder-
icton in an effort to increase the endow-
ment of the University, that the apparent
necessity of reducing the staff may be
avoided and the professors given ade-
quate salaries.

“A BAND OF INJUNS”

Give the Inhabitants of the West End
a bad Scare Yesterday Afternoon.

The peaceful and law abiding denizens
of the West end were badly scared
Friday for a time, and they had very
good reason to be. About two o’clock in
the afternoon a doublie team haltgd in
front of Estey’s mill, and there alighted
therefrom,ﬁs\ix noble looking Indian war-
riors, robed in blankets and other para-
phanelia peculiar to the Indian costume.
They at once began to unload the contents
of the sled, which consisted of stoves,
hunting utensils and a complete camping
outfit, and began to make themselves
right at home. People thought a general
Indian uprising was in order and began
to look about for means of detence. H,
C. Mackay, Mr. Estey’s bookkeeper.
noticing the strange and apparently hos-
tile actions of the hraves, at once began ta
marshal the forces of the mill and make
ready to meet the attack, which he
thought was about to be made. Just as
he had about completed preparations to
resist the onslaught, one of the braves
approached him, bearing a flag of truce in
the shape of a written order from F. H.
Rieteen for a quantity of lumber which
was to be used in the construction of a
camp at Garden’s creek for that gentleman,
and which contract the Indians had se-
cured: Mr. Mackay finding that his
visitors possessed no hostile intentions, at
once dismissed his force and sent them
back to their work.

The Indians loaded their sled up with
Jumber, replaced their traps, and de-
parted as peacefully as they had come, all
unconecious of the great war preparations
that had beén made for their benefit.

CROCKET  1INMASKED.

The Creature who has Been As-
1 sailing Respectable People,

Given a Dose of his own Medicine.

To the Editor of DaiLy HERALD.

SIr.—In accordance with a Resolution
of the Fredericton Curling Clbb, I forward
you the following communication. Please
publish the same in your next issue.

At a meeting of the Fredericton Curling
Club held this date, an article fronr the
“ Gleaner ” dated 7th November last, was
read, which article reflected seriously
against the character of the Club. As the
article was entirely unwarranted and un-
true it was unanimously agreed that the
Editor of such paper, Mr. Crocket, be ex-
pelled from the Club.

[A few observations regarding the above
are in order. Some weeksago the Gleaner
made a most ungenerous and unwarranted
attack on the members of the curling
club, charging them with improper con-
duct while playing matches abroad, and
converting their club house into a gambte
ling den. The president of the club, E
H. Allen, promptly  gave the lie to the
Gleaner’s charges in a letter published in
The Herald the day after they were made.
Since then nothing was heard -of the
matter until the club met again Tuesday
evening, when the Gleaner’s charges were
brought up, and the club unanimously
voted to expel the Gleaner’s editor from
membership, * (1) because he had pub-
lished the unfounded charges; (2) be-
cause on looking over the books of the
club he was found to be be some six years
in arrears with his dues — $40.25 is the
exact amount which stands against him.

Mr. Crocket says he has not considered
himself a member for three years, but
there is no evidence that he ever resigned,
or contemplated resigning from the club.
The usual way when a member desires to
resign, is to forward his written resigna-
tion to the Secretary with the amount he
owes, if anything. The communication
comes before the club, and if the mem-
bers account is squared, the resignation is
accepted. Mr.Crocket took no such steps as
these, and hence he continued nominally
to be a member. Mr. Crocket can have no
doubt now as to whether ke is a member
or not. He has been expelled from the
club.

In Dec. 5th’s Gleaner, the attack on
the members of the club is renewed, the
Editor no doubt feeling keenly his ex-
pulsion. Mr. Crocket mounts a pinnacle
of virtue, and proceeds to proclaim him-
self not only a martyr, but a saint. He
talks about drinking as if he was a tem-
perate man ; he preaches against gambl-
ing as if he and his immediate rela-
tives are innocent of the vice, and
finally he declares that he pays
his bills. We do not propose enier-
ing into a discussion of Mr. Crocket’s
financial career. No doubt ite leading
points are fresh in the minds of the pub-
lic, but we dare say any member of the
Fredericton Curling Club is willing to
submit his personal record and reputation
for comparigson with the Gleaner editor’s,
either from a moral, social or financial
standpoint. The membership of the club
includes many of the leading men of the
city, and since Tuesday evening’s meeting
it has ‘on its roll, none who are not re-
spectable, reputable citizens, and quite
beyond the reach of the untruthful and
cowardly charges levelled against them,
by the creature who seeks to stab their
reputations.—Herald]

The merabers of the Fredericton Curl-
ing Club are to be congratulated on
having accomplished what had always
seemed an impossibility. They have pene-
trated the rhinoceros like hide of Jimmy
Crocket, and left him equirming, and
weeping, calling for the sympathy of the
public.

This fellow, Crocket, had so scandalized
the members of the club, that they could
not preserve their self-respect, and allow
him to remain a member of the club, and
at their meeting Tuesday week he was
expelled by an unanimous vote of the
members. It may also be noted that
Crocket owes in arrears of dues, the very
large sum of $40.25. The publication in
Tre HeraLD of the Club’s resolution, ex-
pelling Crocket, was considered sufficient
excuse for that creature to publish in Sat-
urday's Gleaner, a villianous attack on
the Editor of THE HERALD, in which he
reiterated the slanders which he had on
many previous occasions spread out be-
fore the public. The Editor of Tne Heg-
ALp, however, is not alone in being the
subject of Crocket’s malicious attacks,
There is scarcely a reputable citizen in
Fredericton, or a public man in New
Branswick, who has not at some time or
another, been abused and villified in the
newspaper which he controls. He has
for years made the most rascally on-
slaughts on Hon. A. G. Blair, stopping at
no charge, however mean or falge, inorder
to have a fling at the Attorney General.
Another prominent; public man,

Hon. G, E. Foster

for whom Crocket now pretends friend-
ship, was the object of as foul an attack
as ever appeared in the New Brumnswick
press, and we propose quoting it here, to
show the character of the creature who
attempts to stab the reputation of any
man who stands in his way.

In the Fredericton Gleaner of Aug. 8th,
1885, owned and controlled then as now,
by James H. Crocket, the following article
appeared :

Mr. Foster writing in the Sun, compares
Blake to Judas Iscariot. It is about time
some one took this alleged professor in
hand and took the hide off him. It will
be an unsavory piece of work, but in the
interests of morality and public decency,
it will have to be performed sooner or
later. A man of Mr. Foster’s character,
we do not say reputation, has no business
to occupy a position where he can assail
respectable men. He is one of those peo-
ple whoee reputation is better than his
character. That is why he is a “pro
fessor”, and clings to the title with such
fierceness, even dubbing himeelf with it
when he writes about himeelf. He isa
professor and nothing more. He professes
to be what he is not. He poses asthe
champion of virtue, when in point of fact,
those who know him best, know that
society would cast him out, if it knew the
manner of man he is. We don't suppose
that anybody cares to know about this
man’s eocial alliances, conquests and en-
joyments, but if he does not let decent
men alone, if he will persiet in profaning
virtue by arrogatmg the right to defend
it, some one will have to expose him.

When Crocket would publish an article
like the above, with only political feeling

to prompt it, it can be readily understood
that he is capable of reaching much
greater depths, when all the low malice of
his personal nature is aroused.

This mean creature Crocket, has the
hardihood to charge members of the Cur-
ling club with non-payment of their bills,
but let us see what is

The Record of Crocket Himself,

in afinancial sense. A few years- ago,
Crocket was so hard pressed by his cred-
itors that he was compelled to hand over
his property on bills of sale to his brother
and his father-in-law. Mr. George
F. Gregory had been indorsing - his
paper, and it commenced to fall due with-
out Crockett making the necessary pro-
vision to meet it. The amount for which
Mr. Gregory was liable footed up to the
vicinity of $4,000. Mr. Gregory demanded
some kind of a settlement, and asked
Crocket for a bill of sale on his newspaper
plant and other property. But did Crocket
show any disposition to act honestly in
the matter and repay the man who had
gone to his assistance? Not he.

Crocket with wonderful despatch passed
all his worldly goods over to his brother
and father-in-law, and up to this day does
not hold a dollar’s worth in his own name,
In his financial collapse, Crocket stuck
scores of people, for hundreds and hun-
dreds of dollars. As an'instance, the Bun-
tin firm from whom he bought his paper,
had a jucgment for $1100 recorded against
him; the Dominién type fSundfy havea”
bill for over $300, and their agent told
Tae HerALD only last summer that they
never expected to get acent of it. Every-
body remembers the struggle young Mec-
Farlane, a reporter who worked for Cro-
cket had to get a portion of salary due
him, and we do not know that he has se-
cured it yet. Crocket

Was Arrested More than Once,

he was on the jail limits for debt, and yet
this is the person, who talks about people
not paying their bills, and pretends to
hold his head up in this community and
assail the reputation of other men. This
uuprincipled scalawag, whose origin is as
obscure as his character is disreputable

this man who taunts other men with
drunkenness, when he is known to be a
constant consumer of liquor—who was so
drunk himself in the Barker House on
the night of the local election of 1892 that
he could not stand on his legs.

The attacka which Crocket has made on
decent men have more than once subjected
him to personal violence. He published
a scandalous article on Registrar Leighton
and was taken to Woodstock under arrest ;
he insulted John W. Wetmore in the
Barker House, and was pounded till his
friends interfered; he published a mali-
cious falsehood about Surveyor General
Tweedie, only last summer, and that gent-
leman meeting him at Chatham, took him
by the throat and guzzled him until he
pleaded for mercy anq promiged better
behaviour in the future. We could con-
tinue ad infinitam with an account of the

Disgraceful Escapades of this
fellow Crocket,
were he worth the powder. Has he the
boldness to suppose that nobody is aware
of a certain occurrence in this city which
has never been made public and in which
he appeared as the heavy villain ?

Is it possible that this creature thinks
his disgrace concealed only from those who
were presents and witnessed the painful
proceedings of that occasion? Is Crocket
so lost to all decency as to court an expo-
sure of an incident in a domestic circle
which

Must have Terribly Shocked
the respected Methodist clergyman under
whose notice the matter came at the time?

The Editor of Tine HeraLp has been
the olject of Crocket’s venom for nearly
twenty years; there has been no insinu-
ation too vile, no charge too false for
Crocket to make, and yet we have gener-
ougly forborne to retaliate in kind. The
time has arrived, however, when we pro-
pose to show the creature up in all his
hideousness, and no sentimental reason
will prevent us from proclaiming to the
world the many vicious points of his
career. When a fellow of his character
attacks respectable men, there is only
one way to treat him, and that course
Tue HeraLp has decided upon, and if the
reputation of some of his nearest friends
suffersin the expose, they may blame him
who threw the first stone. .

We may add in conclusion, that we chal-
lenge Crocket to produce the names of
the Curling Club members, who are will-
ing to take the responsibility of preferring
the charges, which he says they prompted
him to make, against the club.

That would have been a decent
course, instead of taking refuge behind a
fellow like Crocket and hurling falsehoods
against respectable men. The members
of the club have a good idea who the
“ nigger in the woodpile ” ig, and he will
be fortunate indeed if he escapes any bet-
ter than his friend Crocket.

AWFULLY SUDDEN DEATH.

Miss Eliza Carr Expircs Sunday Even-
ing While Sitting in a Chair.

Miss Eliza Carr, who was for thirty six

years employed as a domestic in the
household of the late Bishop Medley, died
very suddenly Sundayevening at the home
of her niece, Miss Hill, on Brunswick
street, where she had been stopping the
past few months. She had been in fail-
ing health for some weeks, but was usually
able to be about the house. Last evening,
shortly after she had concluded a hearty
meal, she sat down to rest in a chair in
the kitchen. She had only been there a
hort time, when of a sudden her head
was seen to droop, and she fell to the floor
unconscious. Dr. Coburn was at once
summoned, but when he arrived life was
extinct. He pronounced heart failure the
cause of death.

Miss Carr, who was in her 78th year,
was a native of Ireland.

The “ protection ”
on these articles should be increased at
once if the N. P. is not to be utterly dis-
credited, even in the house of its friends.

but what it has tried to do. It has sought
everywhere for markets, except where it
might have had some chance of getting
them. Mr. Simeon Jones was despatched
to the Argentine Republic, and—reported.

Such a distance, with its inci-
dental chances of shipwreck, though not
quite so delectable as a 50 per cent. tariff,
was the next thing to it. It seemed pro-
videntially set in the illimitable waste of
waters far, far away to form the very beau
ideal of a protectionist’s market—it was
as remote as can be got on this planet, and
communication of all kinds was as difficalt
as could well be conceived.

This was the promised land, and Sir
Mackenzie Bowell started for it with
traveller’s samples and a book convenient
for booking orders. His adventures there
are too fresh in the public mind to need
repetition. The free traders of the Aus-
tralian colonies

Must Have Been Somewhat Amused

at the spectacle of a Minister of a protec-
tionist Government travelling ten thou-
sand miles in search of markets, while
there wae a market of sixty million peo-
ple at his doors which he would not even
look at. However that may be, Sir Mac-
kenzie talked to the Australians and—
came back ‘and reported. A subsidy of
$120,000 a year from the taxes paid by
the Canadian people was paid for a month-
ly steamship service between the two
countries which wasexpected to overcome
to some extent the burriers that nature
and the tariff had put in the way.

It is a little complicated,
and looks as if a lot of trouble gwere taken
not to accomplish what you set out to do,
but when men undertake to evade natural
laws of any kind they are not to be blam-
ed if they are constantly involved in con-
tradictions and absurdities.

Gets From All This.
It is gnite clear that the taxes he pays on
many of the necessaries oflife, go to make
up the sum of $120,000 that is paid for
the monthly steamship service. None of
the stuff that he raises is carried by the
steamers, as the Americans do not seem
to need our agricultural products, but it
looks extremely as if the cheap beef, mut-
ton, butter, and other agricultural pro-
ducts of the antipodes are to be brought
by this service, subsidized with his
money, to compete against the Canadian
farmer in an already depressed market.
To still further handicap him the duty
which he has to pay when he buys an
agricultural implement is remitted, as we
have shown, when the customer is an
Australian, Argentinian or other foreign
farmer. But
The Latest Development

of the Tory policy ie the earnest desire
that has sprung up_amongst them that
the Salisbury Gov ent should put
duties on all agric products going
into England. The Tory press are in-
dustriously recording the growth in Eng-
land of a tendency towards this species of
protection.

Intelligencer, which the Premier formerly
edited, and in the direction of whose course
he is doubtless still influential,published a
number of extracts from the utterances of
English public men, showing that the
only hope of the agricultural interest in
England lay in protection. The Tory
policy, therefore, for our farmer would
seem to be the cultivation of distant mar-
kets, which do not want his products, and
the closing of convenient markets which
do.

Brause Hutton, of Montague, Ont., has
been fined $30 for sending skimmed milk
to a cheese factory in that place.

Bonaventure, Manitoba.

Toronto insurance companies are going
to help convict the Hyams for fraud.
‘They - have retained Osler to prosecute
them.

The city council, of London, Ont., h
ratified the agreement granting a bonus
of $100,000 to the G. T. R. in consideration
of the railway building itgshops there.

Rebecca Llewellyn, who hails from
Digby, N. 8. while awaiting the action of
the grand jury on a serious charge, died in
the Charles street jail, Boston, Tuesday
morning.

William Harris was fined in Toronto $10
costs or thirty days jail for cruelty to
auimals. The animals were old, worn out
horses, ordered for fertilizing purposes,
and left without food or water in tKe
cattle market.

The Standard Oil and Gas Company
have been drilling in No. 5 well, two miles
east of Kingsville, Ont., over a month and
Wednesday they struck a gusher estimat-
ed at seven million pressure, and said to
be the strongest well in the fields.

The dynamite house of tho Ottawa
Powder Co., situated three miles from the
capital, exploded Saturday. The effects
were felt for miles around. John Rey-
nolds, one of the employes, was so badly
injured that he died the same night.

The smelt fishing has begun on the
Buctouche and other New Brunswick
rivers, and catches of this delicious fish
are phenomenal. The Buctouche men
within a few days of the openingof the
season obtained five hundred smelt.

Mrs. Gray, widow of the late Hon John
H. Gray, a former well known barrister
and politician of New Brunswick, and at
his death Chief Justice of British Colum-
bia, died last week at Victoria, B. C.,
where the family had been remdenta for
some years,

Mme Albani, the great Canadian singer
has had a streak of good fortune of late.
She was recently a guest of Queen Victoria
at Balmoral. She sang hefore the Queen
in the evening. The following morning
Victoria presented Albani with a beautiful
braclet made of sapphires and diamonds.

The Ewpire State Express on the New
York Central Road, after two futile at-
tempts to reduce the running time bes
tween New York and Buffalo, succeed-
ed, Wednesday, in wiping out all previous
records, by making the schedule time 53}
miles per hour, and arriving at the Cen-
tral Depot, Buffalo with five minutes to
spare.

It is reported says the Sun, that the
equity suit brought by the Peoples’ Bank
of Halifax to set aside the transfer of the
Fred. Moore property at Woodstock, is
likely to be settled. The property, of
which the bank seeks to. acqnire poss-
ession, would, it is said, pay about fifteen
per cent. of the bank’s claim of $91,000.
The Aroostook land on which the bank
bas security, cost for Mr. Moore $25,000.
The bank therefore stands to lose $50,000
to $70,000 in any case.

The magazine of the Hues Torpedo
Company, two miles south of Butler, Pa.,
was blown up Thursday by an explosion
0f 1000 pounds of nitro-glycerine. George
Bester and Lewis Black, who were in the
magazine, were blown to atoms, while only
shreds and splinters remain of their horses
and wagon. Buildings in Butler were
shaken, and much glass was shattered.
Nothing whatever remains of the maga-
zine building.

The wholesale dry goods firm of Samson
Kennedy & Co., Toronto, Ontario, of
which Mayor Kennedy is 8 member are
financially embarrassed. Itisstated, that
the amount involved will not exceed $500-
000. Samson, Kennedy & Company were
rated by the commercial agencies at $100,
000, though lately the reporrs have reduc-
ed this rating to $75,000. The firm’s an-
nual business has been about $1,250,000.
Sympathy is expressed for Mayor Ken-
nedy, as a municipal provision exists, re-
quiring the retirement from office of a
mayoralty incumbent, who may become
insolved during his term of office.

THE SESSION OF PARLIAMENT.

The session of the Dominion parliament,
called to meet January 2nd, is for the al-
leged Parpose of passing legislation to
coerce Manitoba into re-establishment of
separate schools, but whether a majority
of the representatives of the people will
lend themselves to the scheme remains to
be seen. If the Tory government had
not made the school question a football
for years, kicked hither and thither as
the exigencies of party demanded, the
country would not now be face to face
with a religious feud, which must raise
bitter feelings among the people, and de-
stroy the national fe-ling which should
possess Canadians no matter of what race
or creed.

The plan of coercion was resolved upon
by the government when they thought it
would beit serve their purpose, and heed-
less of all advice they have gone blindly
on till tney have arrayed the electors into
two hostile divisions, on a question which
never should have been brought into the
arena of party politics

And the country suffers in more ways
than one. The expense of an exira ses-
sion of parliament will be enormous, but
this is a view which never occurs to our
Tory rulers. What matters the expense -
to them? They can easily wring it out of
the people by anothier turn of the taxa-
tion serew. Mr. Foster has piled up de-
ficit after deficit ; he has gone on borrow-
ing money, rolling up the public debt,
and saddling the taxpayers of Canada
with interest charges for all time to, come
and the expenditure necessary for an
extra parliamentary session will be but a

drop in the bucket.
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THE TROUBLE AT OTTAWA.

Clarke Wallace is evidently awaking to
the fact that the government has been
fooling him on the school policy. He i
reported to have gone to his home at
Woodbridge, in the gulks, and if he has
got any stuff in him at all, he will soon
be heard from, in the line of the policy
he laid down for himself in the Orange
Grand Lodge al Halifax, last summer.
This is Mr. Wallace’s opportunity for
fame, but even his warmest admirers fear
he will not be equal to the occasion.

In the meantime, the situation at
Ottawa is growing more and more uncer-

; tain, and the ministers are in terror of

" meeting parliament. - They do not know
what moment they may have to pack up
aad get out of their offices, to which they
have clung tenaciously. The whole
country is watching with keenest interest,
the gathering storm. It is useless for the
government to attempt to draw the public
eye off the main question, by talking
tariff, the Australian cable, and the fast
steamship service. They have made the
school question the issue; they have call-
ed a special session of parliament to deal
with the matter, and the outcome cannot
be foretold.

Since the above was written, our
despatches from Ottawa, report the resig-
nation of Mr. Wallace, the beginning of
the end of Tory rule in Canada.

The news of Hon. Clarke Wallace’s
resignation from the Dominion govern-
ment, exclusively published in Frederic-
on Tuesday by the DaiLy HeraLp, and
confirmed by the government organs
Thursday, has creatéed a panic in Tory
circles from one end of the country to the
other.

Mr. Wallace, as is well known, has for
several years been head of the Orange
order in Canada, and no doubt it was for
this reason that he was taken i o the
government. The Tories have prided
themselves on their ability to nicely bal-
ance the orange and green in their cabinet
selections, but the scale hangs very un-
evenly at the present moment.

Mr. Wallace, when interviewed at Tor-
onto on his resignation, said :

“I remained in the government until I
felt satisfied that it was intended to coerce
Manitoba into the re-establishment of
separate schools. So long as I thought
there was a possibility of the question
being amicably adjusted between the
provincial and dominion, I was quite
satisfied to continue’in my official position,
but the last few days have brought about
new developments, and, can no longer
remain comptroller of customs. I shall
retain my seat in parliament, of course,
and shall go into Cardwell during the
campaign. As to my future course, I
prefer to say nothing.”

The Orange Sentinel, organ of that
order in Canada, backs Mr. Wallace up in
his action, and in its issue to-day declares

“It is now open war between the do-
minion government and Manitoba, and
Grand Master Wallace has determined to
resign his office as controller of customs
and to join forces with those who are
fighting Manitoba’s battle. 'We congratu-
late the grand master on his determination,
and pledge him the utmost support of the
Sentinel in the position he has laken—a
position that involves a great sacrifice on
his part, but means certain victory for the
prairie province in her struggle to main-
tain the little red school house.”

The government are placed in an awk-
ward position. Last July,Hon. Mr. Angérs
withdrew because he considered his col-
leagues unfaithful to the Roman Catholics
and now Mr, Waltace, the Orange leader,
leaves the fast decaying administration,
because he thinks they are sacrificing his
ultra-Protestant friends. Mr. Pitts ehould
get out a special edition of the Reporter,
and give his views on the decidedly inter-
esting situation. It is said that when
rogues fall out, honest men get their due,
and the events at Ottawa seem to point in
that direction.

THE ANTIGONISH NOMINATION.

The Tories of * Antigonish, Friday,
again nominated Jas. A. ‘Chisholm a
young Halifax lawyer, for the House of
Commons, and two ministers: of the
Crown, Sir C. H. Tupper and Hon. A. R.
Dickey were present to give the proceed-
ings an air of dignity and respectability
This is the same Mr. Chisholmm whe was
so disastrously defeated by Hon. Colin
Mclgaac less than a year ago. He is the
tail end of a Halifax Tory'law firm, and
his chief recommendation for the nomi-
nation is that he happened to be a
brother-in-law of the late Sir John
Thompson, who wag popular in Antigon-
ish, and carried the county with the
assistance of Bishop Cameron. Mr. Me-
Isaac’s majority in the last election was
over one hundred, and it is not likely to
be less in the general contest.

Dickey, a member of the Government,
asserted that the administration was
bound to give effect to the remedial order,
8o it is evident that the Government has
abandoned all intention of endeavering to
compromise the difficulty. Coercion is
their policy, and they must pursue it to
the end, or else down goes their house
the moment Parliament meets. The
French Tories last session, got the meas-
ure of the Government’s courage. Oui-
met and Caron by staying away from the
cabinet meeting for a week, brought the
the Government to it& knees, and they
propose to make them swallow the whole
dose.

NEW SCHOOL TRUSTEES.

TaE local government at its session last
night, appointed Mr. J. W. Spurden and
Mr. Willard Kitchen to be members of the
Fredericton Board of ;School,Trustees ,in
place of Hon. A. F. Randolph and Mr. J.
L. Inches, resigned.

The selections we believe, will meet
with the general approval of the citizens.
Both gentlemen are recognized as shrewd
and successful -in business, and have a
material stake in the community. What
is wanted at the Board is practical com-
mon sense, a level judgment. and intelli-
gence, and in all these requisites the new
trustees fill the bill.

The government, while failing to comply
with the memorial requesting them to ap-
point a lady trustee, gave the general
question some consideration, and it is un-
derstood that at the next session of the
legislature, a law may be passed providing
for the increase of school boards in all the
towns and cities of the province by two
members each, both of whom shall be
women—one to be appointed by the gov-
ernment, and the other by the town or
city council as the case may be.

A ~UMBER of prominent Halifax men
are moving for the erection of a monu-
ment to the late Hon. Joseph Howe, the
cleverest public man ever reared in Nova
Scotia. Although rather late in the day,
the proposition is one which should be
readily taken up and pushed to a success-
fal resuit. The only practical tribute yet
inaugurated to Howe’s memory, is in the
Victoria Park at Truro, where a small
monument has beer erected in honor of
Nova Scotia’s most distinguished so.

THERE are now three vacancies in the
Dominion government—the portfolios of
Agriculture, Solicitor-Generalship and
Comptrollership of customs. A spirit of
resignation, but not the kind our Tory
friends desire, seems to prevail in the
shaky old Cabinet at Ottawa.

HAYWARD HANGED-

The Murderer of Katherine Ging Execut
ed at Minneapolis This Morming.

Minneapouss, Dec. 11, 2.10 a. morning.—
Harry Hayward was hanged at 2.05 this
morning, for the murder of Katherine
Ging. He made a statement of five min-
utes’ duration, and while not making a
confession said he hoped God would for-
give him for all the harm he had ever
done.

Before dark last night morbid crowds
had assembled in the vicinity of the jail.
There was nothing to see except the grey
walls, but the occasional opening of the
heavy doors to admit some of the officials,
but they lingered in waiting for the tragic
event. At midnight the throng-number-
ed several hundred.

Harry Hayward’s swell dinner, the
¢‘last supper,” as he profanely expressed
it, was served according to his desire shorte
ly after 10 o clock, and he partook of it
with apparent relish.

Rev. Father Timothy arrived shortly
aftér, not on the summons of the con-
demned man, but in case at the last mo-
ment a desire should be expressed by the
hitherto unrepentant man for a spiritual
advisor.

During the evening Hayward held a
lengthy conversation with his attendants,
and laughed and joked on the subject of
his approaching execution.

As Captain Sanborg was covering the
windows of the jail, looking into the alley,
Harry noticed him and shouted: ‘‘That’s
right ; blow eut the gaping crowd. There
will bq! no visitors after five o’clock in the
morning. People wishing to see me will
have to call at the morgue, as I intend to
change my quarters,” and langhed as he
said it.

To the newspaper men he gaid: “I
would like to see the account of how this
thing came out, and about my actions on
the scaffold,” and again he laughed as if
he were going to a picnic instead of his
death.

MinNeapors, Dec. 11—The murderer
went to the gallows with a laugh on his
lips and went down with the trap, just as
he uttered the words lightly, “ Let her go
Garden.” The command was directed to
the chief deputy.

Prior.to the execution, the condemned
man maintained the nerve which has
made him famous. He took his last sup-
per shortly after one o’clock, and wae
surrounded by the deputies and the death
watches. Just before the death warrant
was read Hayward said to his brother;
Dr. Thaddaus Hayward, “ You know I
am a great believer in gpiritualism. If I
go safely on the other side, I will send a
message to you.” At 2 o’clock Hayward
listened to the reading of the warrant.
Soon after Sheriff Holmberg entered, the
condemned man said earnestly, “I want
to ask you a last favor, pleage let me pull
the trap. It will save you,life long anx-
iety, and will give me eternal satisfac-
tion.” The sheriff replied “I cannot do
it, Harry. I know my duty.” On the
scaffold Hayward made an extended
statement. He said that to please the
several pastors who had called upon him,
he would say “God forgive me for what I
have done.” The trap fell at 2.05 o’clock,
and the wonderful vitality of the man
was shown by the fact, that he lived for
several moments after the trap fell. His
neck was broken. In just 13 minutes
County Physician Frank Burton declared
that the swinging figure, in which not a
movement or struggle had been ob-
gerved, was that ofa dead man. The
coolest man at his own execution was
Harry Hayward. Hayward spent a con-
siderable portion of the evening telling
stories and listening to stories by others.
It being hisiast night he wasallowed quite
a privelege and was continually surround-
ed by friends. He was gay and jovial all
the time and gave every indication that he
would go the gallows as he would to
dinner. He admitted he could never hang
unless there was a crowd present. He
wanted to see the people and suggested.
that it would have been better to have the

scaffold outside and have seats arranged so
that everyone could see it. Sheriff Holm-
barg came into the cage and Hayward said
‘“How are you Sheriff. I am as fine as
silk. You and I are the chief actors to-
night, are’'nt we Sheriff.” About 10.30 a
stenographer was admitted to Harrys cell
and he finished the statement which he
had been_spending considerable time on
lately.

Judge VanWart presided at the equity
court eitting Wednesday,and the following
business was disposed of :

BOARD OF TRADE.

The Meeting of the Exe-
cutive Wednesday.

Endorsed the Proposed Adopt-
ion of Standard Time,

And the Exemption of the New Shoe
Factory from Taxatioa.

The council of the Fredericton Board of
trade held a meeting Wednesday afternoon
in. the office of the secretary J. W.
McCready. There were present Jus. S.
Neill, president, C. Fred Chestnut, J. J.
Weddall, A. H. F. Randolph, M. Tennant,
H. H. Pitts, Fred B. Edgecombe, J. M
Wiley, Geo. W. Hodge, J. T. Clarke.

President Neill explained that the ob-
ject of the meeting, was to consider the
question of adopting standard time, and
also to deal with the proposed shoe
factory. :

After some discussion on the first sub-
ject, which was participated in by Messrs.
Chestnut, Edgecombe and Weddall, it was
moved by C. Fred Chestnut seconded by
A. H. F. Randolph, that the council re-
mended that the city council adopt
eastern standard or railway time,.

This was carried unanimously, and the
secretary was instructed to forward a copy
of the resolution to the city council.

Mr. Neill then read a communication
from O. M. Hartt of New York the pro-
moter of the proposed shoe factory, and
submitted the following prospectus which
he had received from Mr. Hartt :

Mr. Neill produced plans of the pro-
posed building, which had been prepared
by William Minue of Gibson. The build
ing is to be of wood, and will be 150 x 40,
and will contain three stories besides a
basement.

Fred. B. Edgecombe made a few re-
marks, in which he expressed himself in
hearty sympathy with the movement. A
few days ago he had a conversatior with
a well known shoe man in St. John, who
said there was no doubt a shoe factory in
Fredericton would be a good investment.
He thought a very desirable site could be
obtained reasonably on the old race
course, and he hoped the citizens would
give it their support and subscribe the
capital.

Mr. Hodge spoke about the shoe
factory at Amherst, and said it had paid
dividends of 10 per cent every year to the
stockholders. He did not see why, with
good management, the same thing could
not be done here. : |

It was then moved by Mr. Edgecombe,
that the City Council be asked to grant a
ten year’s exemption from taxation, and
water rates to the proposed factory. This
was seconded by M. Tennant, and car-
ried unanimousiy,; and the secretary was
instructed to write the City Council to
that effect.

A berth containing two miles, gituated on
the Head N. branch of the Lepreaux
River, applied for by W. T. Whitehead,
was finally knocked down to Geo. Rarr-
hill for $71 per mile. Another two mil:
berth, located on Christopher's brook,
went to A. E. Alexander, at upset price.
A. block containing four and one-half
miles, situated on Bartibog brook, applied
for by J. G. Russell, went to Jas. Robin,
son for $59 50 per mile. A lot on Salmon
brook, branch of Cain’s river, applied for
by Wm. Richards, was eold to T. B.
Winslow for $17 per mile. Another con-
taining three miles, on a branch of the
Jacquet river, was applied.for by T. B.

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THE CITY COUNCIL.

Met Engineer Chipman and Formally
Accepted his Offer.

An informal meeting of the city coun-
cil was held Wednesday night for the pur-
pose of meeting Mr Chipman, the Tcr-
onto sanitary engineer, and dealing with
his offer to prepare plans for a complete
gystem of sewerage. There were preeent,
His Worship the Mayor, Alds Anderson.
Adams, Gilman, Everett, Golding, Lemont,
Limerick, Babbitt and Willis Chipman,
CE, of Toronto. Mayor Vanwart ex-
plained the object of the meeting. He
gpoke of the steps that were about to be
taken in the matter of sewerage, and
briefly outlined the plan which the coun-
cil intended following.

Mr Chipman being called on by the
Mayor, repeated to the council the offer
he made several weeks ago by letter. He
said he was prepared to make a plan of
the city on a convenient scale, to include
a description of various courses which
might be adopted, together with his own
recommendations, and also a careful esti-
mate of the cost of construction and run-
ning expenses for the sum of $425. A
report containing all the particulars was
to be published in pamphlet form at the
city’s expepse for the information of
citizens, and to be printed under his
gupervision, said report to be ready not
later than January 1st next.

On motion, the offer of Mr Chipman
was unanimously accepted and he went to
work Thursday.
