byOnly':.:enly-twg years have elaps-
ed since she became a confederate
state. Since then her growth has
been not like the mushroom that
springs from the ground in a single
night and falls by itself on the fol-
lowing day, but like the acorn shoot
that hour after hour, day after day,
and year after year adds fibre after
fibro to its stalk till it becomes the
giant oak that laughs at the blast of
the hurricane.

At the time of confederation
(1867) her wealth was confined to
the then sparsely populated prov-
inces of Quebec, Ontario, Nova Scotia
and New Brunswick. Her territory
now extends from the rock-bound
coast that borders on the Atlantic
on the east, to the gold fields that
are washed by the placid waters of
the Pacific on the west, and on the
north loses itself amid the unex-
lored islands of the Arctic Ocean.
'q'his vast territory has been taken,
not by the roaring of cannons and
the flashing of blood-stained swords,
but as the osprey takes the fish, by
sovereigoty of nature. Nor while
her boundaries were being extended
did her resources remain dormant.
Her fisheries, which at confederation
were almost unknown, are now
among the first in the world, giving
employment 10 seventy-five thousand
of her sons. Her railway mileage
has been more than quadrupled, and
her navy now stands proudly forth
as fifth on the list of nations.
When we consider those marked
strides which she has made within
the last two decades ; when we con-
sider the inexhaustible amount of
raw material on hand w0 be moulded
into proper shape: when we con-
sider how admirably her temperate
and exhilarating climate is adapted
for the gemerating of a hardy, in-
dustrious and intelligent race, we
cannot but exclaim with the poet,
“These are but as the dawn 'that
speaks of ngontide yet to be."

Yes, look where we will to
natural, commercial or political de-
velopments, we cannot but see that
in this young Dominion is already
firmly placed the foundation for the
building ur of anation as far in
advance of any of the Kuropean
states as they are in advance of the
effete nations of antiguity.

To turn to her political page will
be to show more clearly how firmly
are laid the corner stones -of her
nationality. With a system of gov-
ernment ranking among the first in
the world, with laws the outcome of
her roph'o‘ franchise, and with

hools open to all sects and classes,
her inhabitants are as free as the
zephyrs that play around her fertile
plains,

Three distinct schemes for our
fature Governmeyt bave been pro-
posed by our statesmen, namely :
Annexation, Imperial Federation
and Independence.

Those who
reason thus know oothing of the
past, They are entirely unacquaint-
ed with that glorious page of Cana-
dian history upon which is recorded
the memorable death of General
Brock on the rugged heights of
Queenstown. They know nothing
of the disgraceful retreat of General
Hull down the fertile valley of the
Thames and the final sarrender of
his magnificent army to a handful
of valiant Canadians; and conse-
quently they are ignorant of the
fact that more than seventy years
ago (1812), when Canada had a
population of only three millions,
she was more than a match for the
southern invader.

Russia is another possible, but by

shores is as foreign to Rassian minds
as is the thought of Canada’s invad-
ing Honolulu, Should she attempt
such an invasion today, by means
of our thoroughly equipped Cana-
dian Pacific Railway, we could, in
less time than would suffice for the
mustering of half her army concen-
trate all our forces to the only possi-
ble point of attack, the coast of Brit-
ish Columbia. With this mass of
valor defending a coast line, not
more than five hundrod miles in
length, all the iron clad steamers of
Russia could not land a single man
upon our soil,

Thus, we see that even to-day
Canada would be no lilipatian on the
battle field. Far, far indeed is the
thught of war from the minds of
either our patricians or plebians,
The prosperous hum' of the busy
manufacturing wheel and the joyful
song of the werry peasant may ne-
ver be hushed by the shrill whistle
of a foreign cannon ball. Butshould
the sullen war cioud o'er hang our
land, should Russia, the United
States or any power peer with stern
and warlike visage through our
walls and threaten the destruction
of our dearly loved homes, then will
Canada prove to the world :

“ Men are the fruit her northern realm
supply,

And men are hardened 'neath her nor-
thern sky.”

The greatness of all nations de-
pends almost entirely upon the char-
acter of their population. Switzoer-
land, once a mere dependency to the
despotic power of Austria, with ane
mighty effort snapped the hated ties
of tyranny, and from the fragments
of an oppressed people a nation was
formed, which, when the countries
of Europe were seething and heav-
ing uonder the fire of Napoleon's
sword, was calm and serene in the
enjoymeny of peace. It was a vir-
tudus and liberty loving peasantry
crystalised around the pillars of law
and order that raised the Swiss re-
public to minence among the
nations of Earope. Greecq, that fair
and resplendent land, towards which
lho*oel-'tl soul loves 10 wing its mys-
tic flight, was once among the great-
est of the world's nations. Bat her
sons became intemperate and disso-
lute, and, in the words of Byron :

“ Self abasement pavy the way

To villain bopds atd despot sway.”

All entitled to vote should, therefore,
sod that their names are on the lists;
not only those whose names are al-
veady registered ; but all who have not
hitherto voted, but are now entitled to
bave their names put on. Every
elector will consequently see the ne-
comsity of giving this matter his
personal attention. There is no man
who does not wish to exercise the right
of voting ; it will, therefore, be his own
fault if his name is not properly
registered.

So far as this city is concerned, voters
should remember that there are in it
ten poling places, and that, in the case
of a tenant, an income or s franchise
voter, remov! from one polling place to
another necessitates the changing of
his name from his former polling place
to the one in which he now resides
otherwise he runs the risk of loosing his
vote.

We trust our friends will consider this

IMPROVING OUR FISHERIES.

Hon. Mr. Tupper, Minister of Marine
and Fisheries, for some time siven
spocial consideration to the subject of im-
proving the present modes of packing,
curing and preparing for market the pro-
ducts of Canadian herring fisheries, 5 as
to compete mare successfully with similar
products of other countries in the foreiga
market. With this in view, he has re
commended to the Government the appoint
ment of two experts who shall at once pro
ceed to visit the principal fishing centres
in Scotland, Holland and other countries
in order to obtain such information as is
required to place our fishermen in posses
sion of the latest appliances and modes of
catching, curing and packing the products
of our herri fisheries which, though
naturally superior to those of any other
country, are unfortunately at present un-
able to compete in the markets with pro-
ducts of countries where the fishermen
posess superior appliances and improved
methods. The experts appointed are M.
G. MeLeod, of New aven, Victoria
County, Nova Scotia, and Wm. Gunn, of
Walkertown, Ontario. The latter is said
to have already made considerable exami-
nation of the subject, both in Canada and
clsewhere. It is expected that on their
return these experts will, in addition to
making s full report to the Goverument,
ri-ilnan principal OCanadian nshing sta-
tions, and by means of public meetings
impart the information which they have
gained directly to those interested. The
fishermen will, by this method, be enabled
to obtain by personal queries more full and
practical d’;hﬂn than could posibly be
given in 4 formal report.

HON. JOHN NORQUAY.

The death of Hon. John Norquay re
moved from the sphere of human activity
the most striking figure in Manitoba his-
tory. He saw the sparsely settled Red
River district become a great and pros
perous province, and in that development
played a leading part. And yet he was
not an old man when death came. Mr.
Norquay was born May Sth, 1841, at St.
Andrew’s, Red River Settlement. Scotch
and Indian blood mingled in the veins of
the child who in later years, when race
conflict caused trouble and turmoil in the
settlements, was to be the eloquent ex-
ponent of moderate and manly views. He
was educated at St. John's Academy,
under Bishop Anderson, where he took a
scholarship in 1854. He came into public
prominence during the troublous times of
the first Riel rebellion, and was made
Minister of Public Works in the first
ministry, formed in 1871 after the settle-
ment of the troubles agitating the province.
From that time until his resignation of the
anicnhip in December, 1887, he was the

figure in Manitoba politics. He
was a man of good executive ability, a
rowcrhll speaker, and was actuated always
by an earnest desire for the welfare of his
native rrm‘iunv‘, During the last year he
took a less actiwe part in political affairs,
but there was reagon to hope that he
would yet have many years of life to
devote to the service of the province he
had already served so fnilh)ul and well.
The news o? his death at the comparagive-
ly early age of forty-cight years will be
heard with regret by wen of all shades of
of politics throughout the Dominion.
