ARBITRATION OF THE FISH 
FRIES QUESTIONS.

The opinion somehow is generally entertain­
ed in this country that the present Fishery 
Commission at Washington will result in the 
settlement of the two great questions in dispute 
being left to arbitration. These questions 
are (1) What is the proper construction of 
the “three-mile limit?” and (2) What com. 
mercial rights are American fishing vessels 
entitled to in Canadian ports either by existing 
treaties, or by concurrent legislation, or by the 
public law of nations?

It is well known that on both of these ques­
tions the British and American Governments 
now maintain diametrically opposite opinions, 
and the people of this country ought to rejoice 
at the prospect of their being differently settled 
peacefully by an impartial tribunal. This is so 
obvious that a suspicion is at once raised 
regarding the disinterestedness of those who 
are urging objections to that course. Promi­
nent among the objectors stands our able con­
temporary, the New York Tribune, which tries 
to belittle the proposal, calls it “a petty 
scheme,” and says that if submitted to the 
Senate it will certainly be rejected. On the 
other hand, Senator Hoar, of Massachusetts 
(who above all others represents the fishing 
interests of this country), recently strongly 
advocated this mode of settlement, and, be­
sides, it has been unanimously commended by 
one of the largest commercial bodies of New 
York. Then why doçs the Tribune object to it ? 
It is the recognized organ of the Republican 
party, by which probably it is inspired. Pos­
sibly the party considers that for its own 
purposes it is desirable, if not absolutely 
necessary, that the Fishery controversy should 
bib kept open, even at the risk of war, simply 
to afford an opportunity when the election 
comes round of charging the present Ad­
ministration at Washington with supineness, 
cowardice, truckling to Great Britain, &c. It 
is not the good of the nation which is thus 
considered, but simply the exigencies of party 
warfare.

Others again—but only a very few—are 
somewhat prejudiced against having the ques­
tions settled by arbitration, because of an im­
pression that this country was outwitted in the 
Halifax arbitration ; but the people here have 
every reason to rise superior to such a feeling. 
They are by no means convinced that they 
really were done out of their rights by the 
decision then given, but, assuming for argu­
ment’s sake, that they were, they lost nothing 
by it, for they were able to pay the whole sum 
awarded out of the surplus of the money re­
covered from Britain under the Geneva 
Award. Britain was firmly convinced that 
the Geneva decision was entirely wrong, but 
she made no “ bones” about it, and paid the 
$15,500,000 without any grumbling. For that 
reason, if for no other, the people of this 
country ought not now to raise any contention 
about the Halifax award. «Besides, it does not 
follow that because the Halifax arbitrators 
decided wrongly the totally different impartial 
tribunal now to be appointed would do the 
same.

There is also this to be considered—no money 
payment is now involved in the questions to 
be submitted. Under the first question the 
arbitrators have simply to decide whether the 
“ three-mile limit” means three mites from a 
straight line drawn from headland to headland, 
or three miles from the nearest land following 
the sinuosities of the coast. This country 
ought to be the more eager to have that 
question settled now by impartial arbitration, 
seeing its own judicial decisions hitherto in 
similar cases rathçr favour the British conten­
tion of it being from headland to headland. 
On the other question such a diversity of 
opinion honestly prevails that all right-minded 
people must feel that if ever there was a good 
question for impartial arbitration it is one. ! 
Many important questions, indeed, are involved , 
in it, snob as the power of one country to

confer commercial rights upon its own vessels 
in foreign ports, the effect of the concerted 
legislation of Britain and the United States 
in 1830, the meaning of the phrase “ for no 
other purpose whatever” in the Treaty of 1818, 
&c. Certainly if the present Commission at 
Washington concludes a definite arrangement 
to submit these questions to impartial arbitra­
tion—even if it should accomplish no more 
—it will have done a good work, and one which 
we are sure neither the British Parliament nor 
Congress will hesitate to homologate and 
confirm.—Scottish American Journal.

THE HOUSES OF PARLIAMENT.

The colossal structure, which once formed 
the Irish House of Parliament, naturally 
awakens in the breasts of Irishmen a deeper 
interest than any other building in Dublin. 
For it was within thesè walls that rapt audiences 
of the peers, noble ladies, and intelligent citi­
zens for more than half-a-centnry listened to 
the orations of Fitzgibbon, Hely-Hutchinson, 
Grattan, Flood, Egan, Curran, and many 
other most distinguished orators and lawyers. 
And it was here, In 1782, that the independence 
of the Irish nation was declared amidst what 
has been described as the most thrilling scene 
in the country’s annals. In former times the 
ground npon which this Legislative Palace 
was raised had been occupied by a nunnery, 
and when this was demolished a mansion was 
built on the site for Sir Arthur Chichester, Lord 
Deputy of Ireland, and ancestor of the Marquis 
of Donegal. From 1604 until early in the 
eighteenth century “ Chichester House” was 
used by the Parliament and the Council for 
their sittings ; and it was within these walla 
that the plot of the Rebellion of 1641 was 
betrayed by a drunken servant of one of the 
Peers. A move was afterwards made by the 
Parliament to the Blue Coat Hospital ; and 
there it sat periodically while the present edifice 
was in course of construction.

To more than one artistic mind has been 
attributed the design of this fabric, but inas­
much as the name of Sir Edward Lovet Pearce 
is found on all of the original plans, it may he 
inferred the construction was chiefly due to 
him. Be this as it may, there is ample testi­
mony that the formation of the building was 
directed by the taste of the Irish members, and 
the coat (100,0001.) met by their most liberal 
support. The form, of the edifice is semi­
circular. It occupies nearly an acre and a 
half of ground. The chief entrance was be­
neath the grand portico in College Green, and 
this, the principal front, consists of a lofty 
colonnade of the Ionic Order extending round 
three sides of a quadrangular recess.

The Royal Arms are boldly cut in the tym­
panum above the entrances, and the apex 
surmounting this is embellished with the statues 
of “ Hibernia,” “ Fidelity,” and “ Commerce.” 
On the side of the building facing College 
Street is another portico of great beauty, 
which gave a separate entrance to the House 
of Lords.

The architecture here is quite of another 
character, and becomeâ Corinthian. This 
variety of style is said to be in accordance 
with the wish of the Peers, who considered 
that the mixture of the two styles, Ionic and 
Corinthian, would produce a richer and alto­
gether more exquisite effect.

This frontage is composed of six magnificent 
Corinthian columns, the apex on which is also 
adorned with statues. These represent “ For­
titude,” “ Justice,” and “ Liberty.” A hand­
some circular wall, with various alcoves 
inserted in it, connects the two Corinthian 
and Ionic porticos. This, which, like the 
rest of the building, is of Portland stone, was 
added when the buildings became the property 
of the Bank of Ireland.

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ft ROYAL WEDDING PRESENT.
That Loyal Meeting at the Athenaeum 

Hall Yesterday Afternoon.

An interesting meeting was held in the 
Athenaeum Hall yesterday afternoon, the ob­
ject of which has already been announced in 
these columns. On motion of Sir William V. 
Whiteway, Governor Blake was asked to pre­
side, and he accordingly took the chair. His 
Excellency stated that the meeting was con­
vened for the purpose of bringing to the notice 
of the residents of this colony the fact that a 
joint presentation from all the colonies of the 
British Empire was about to be made to their 
Royal Highnesses the Prinee and Princess of; 
Wales, on the occasion of their silver wedding- 
This, he said, would „give Newfoundland an 
opportunity of cooperating with the other 
colonies, if we were desirous of so doing. 
This explanation seemed satisfactory enough 
to the audience—there being seventy or eighty 
persons present—and the Hon. Charles Bow­
ring was forthwith appointed Treasurer, With 
Mr. Rothwell as Secretary. Then the follow­
ing resolutions were passed, without a dissent­
ing voice :—

Resolved,—That this meeting desires to ex­
press the gratification felt by the people of this 
colony upon the approaching silver wedding— 
or twenty-fifth anniversary—of the happy union 
of their Royal Highnesses the Prince and 
Princess of Wales.

Resolved,—That the managers of the Banks 
and the proprietors of the book-stores be re­
quested to allow subscription lists to be placed 
in their offices, and that subscriptions be limit­
ed to the sum of $5 and under.

Before the meeting closed an intimation 
was made to the effect that if any of 
the loyal lieges present felt disposed to 
band in donations in aid of the move­
ment, the same would be thankfully received 
and duly passed to their credit by the Treas­
urer and Secretary. Unfortunately, however, 
every one appeared to have “ left bis pijirse at 
home,” and so there was no money subscribed 
at the meeting—a somewhat unexpected dis­
couragement in view of all the wealth", import­
ance and loyalty represented there.

ANOTHER GREAT LHMBY TREAT.
Second Lecture of the Athenaeum Course

The list of entertainments for next week 
opens with another brilliant literary treat at 
the Athenæum. This time we are to have the 
second lecture of the course, by Rev. T. 
Hodgkinson, on “ Public Speaking.” The 
subject is one which admits of a wide range 
of thought and the introduction of much that 
is both humorous and instructive in the way 
of illustration ; and it would be impossible, 
perhaps, to find a person better adapted to the 
theme than the reverend gentleman himself. 
Furthermore, he has a powerful, well-trained 
voice and a very fluent and effective delivery.

Of course Mr. ^odgkinson will principally 
deal with the art of speaking extemporaneous­
ly. In other words, the art of improvising 
speech, or speaking alone to people who do 
not interrupt you, or excite your ardour by 
interruption. In conversation, everybody im­
provises when he talks ; and if each of us could 
retain what has been said pro and con., we 
might, in following a certain order prescribed 
by usage, make as many different discourses 
as there were interlocutors in the conversation. 
Every one who speaks in society would speak 
a very long .time,' if he were not interrupted 
when animated ; that is to say, when he is 
altogether, absorbed in that which he says, 
and does not expeiience any distraction : and 
even interruption sometimes but animates him 
more. But the silence of his auditory, when 
once he perceives it, produces a very cdntraiy 
effect. All eyes being fixed on him, he is 
embarrassed, he stammers and at length be­
comes dumb ; but' this is not a defect of genius, 
it is merely a want of self-possession. He is 
a weak man ; he is not master of his palpitat­
ing heart ; he has lost bis self-possession ; his 
calm judgment has abandoned him : hence he 
sees nothing that he ought to see ; he can 
compare nothing ; he has lost the standard by 
which be ought to measure himself and others ; 
he has lost genius, because he has lost the 
balance of judgment.

But *11 these and a hundred other peculiari­
ties, some of them intensely amusing, will, no 
doubt, be skilfully handled by Mr. Hodgkin­
son in his lecture, and therefore, we repeat, 
the public may safely anticipate a pleasant 
and profitable time at the Athenæum on Mon­
day night.

Dear Sir,—As our temperance friends- are 
exerting themselveswith commendable diligence 
in the direction of prohibition just now, it 
might be as well to ask them to turn their 
attention to the advantages of “ high license ” 
as an inter alia remedy. High license is re­
ceiving a great deal of attention from our 
friends in Canada and the United States just 
now, as the accompanying extract will show, 
which I request you will be kind enough to 
publish in the columns of the Evening Tele­
gram to-day for the benefit of our friends. 
Later on I shall have something to say on the 
local aspects of the Prohibition Question here.

St. John’s, Jan. 9, 1888.
“ We are glad to learn that it is intended to 

introduce another High License Bill for this 
State into the Legislature at Albany. Its pro­
moters will have gained experience since last 
session, and will be able to evade the objections 
urged by the Governor as reasons for vetoing 
;the former one—though “ where there is a will 
there is a way.” But we trust the Governor 
will not display the same eager desire to veto 
this Bill, somehow or anyhow, as be did the 
last one. Since then he must have learned of 
the great benefits which have resulted from 
High License in other Stans, both to the 
citizens and to the State exchequer. There is 
no doubt that similar good results would flow 
from high liquor license in the State of New 
York, and the Governor ought to be the last 
man to stem the tide of their course.

“ Illinois is blessed with a system of high 
license, and as it has been in force for some 
time the good resulting from it is now appar­
ent. It is of a two-fold character : formerly 
the liquor saloons were 13,000 in number, and 
they have been reduced to 9,000 ; and while 
the revenue formerly derived from the traffic 
was $760,000, that has been increased to the 
enormous sum of $4,500,000. For instance, 
in Chicago alone, though the liquor saloons 
have greatly decreased in number, the revenue 
from licenses there has increased from $200,- 
000 to $2,000,000. Similar results have flown 
from high license in the State of Missouri, 
where, though the liquor saloons have been 
reduced one-fifth, the revenue from the traffic 
has increased from $600,000 to $2,000,000. 
In Michigan, again, a high license has super­
seded and has proved more effectual and 
beneficial even than entire prohibition. In 
that State it has cut down the number of 
liquor saloons to less than 5,000, being only 
about one-half the number they otherwise 
would be ; and yet the revenue from the traffic 
has increased to $9,000,000. A high license 
of $1,000 in cities and of $500 in country 
places of Nebraska has greatly reduced the 
number of saloons in that State. The exper­
ience of Omaha is similar, Tor in that state the 
liquor saloons have been reduced by one-half, 
and yet the retenue has increased from $50,- 
000 to $250,000.

“ These facts demonstrate that high license 
wherever tried is a decided success, and it is 
found also to be a great cure for the evil of 
which its promoters complain. New York 
ought by all means to have such a law. There 
is little doubt that the Legislature will do its 
duty and pass it, and it is to be hoped, at 
least, that the liquor influence will not a second 
time be so powerful as to render the Governor 
insensible and unable manfully to do his duty 
to the State.”

SUPREME COURT—SPECIAL CASE.
(Judgment of Mr. Justice Pinsent, D.C.L.)

Baine and Others vs. McPherson.
The judgment must be for the plaintiffs. 

The vendees of the safe had entered into an 
agreement only for its purchase, upon certain 
conditions as to payment, &c., until the due 
fulfilment of which no title in the safe was to 
pass from the vendors or vest in the vendees.

Our insolvent law makes no provision for 
property in the possession, order or disposi­
tion of the bankrupt or insolvent, becoming as­
sets of his estate upon a declaration in insol­
vency. The right of property, therefore, re­
mained in the vendors, and did not pass to the 
trustees in insolvency of Peach & Parson’s.

The decision of this case, in view of the law 
thus stated, being left to my decision, I find 
that the defendant must, at his option, return 
the safe to the plaintiffs, or, retaining it, pay 
forty dollars damages. Mr. Greene, for plain­
tiffs ; Mr. McNeily, Q.C., for defendant.

THE COLONY'SJTAPLE INDUSTRY.
Artificial Assistance to Our Fisheries.

HI.—WHAT PISCICULTURE CAN DO FOR NEW­
FOUNDLAND.
(Concluded.)

In glancing over the Customs’ Returns for 
1886 it will be noticed that the total value of 
exports of fish products amounts to but $4,- 
286,000. From the want of accurate returns, 
the quantity and value of fish consumed in the 
colony cannot be ascertained. It is put down 
at different figures in value, namely, two, three 
or four,millions of dollars. Fish consumed in 
the colony is generally fresh, and, as a conse­
quence, is less in value by the price of the 
labor of making. Perhaps one million dollars 
would be the proper figure, for that sum repre­
sents the value of over 600,000 quintals of 
green, which for consumption would give three 
hundred weight (green) per head of the popu­
lation, or one pound per head of the popula­
tion per day. This estimate is a great deal 
beyond the real figures, and I am making it so 
as to compare with the returns of Nova Scotia. 
For 1886 thia wonld give our fishery a grand 
total of $5,286,000, while Nova Scotia, which 
is not a fishing country, and which in fishing 
resources is not near as rich as Newfoundland, 
had for the total produce of her fisheries for 
that year $8,413,361. Tb^e figures are apt 
to astonish one, and well they may. This 
great increase in the fishing industries of Nova 
Scotia is largely due to the wise fishery legis­
lation of the Dominion and to the successful 
operation of the Department of Fisheries and 
the increased intelligence and knowledge which 
fishermen, by reason of it, can bring to the 
fisheries. With hatcheries, there can be no 
exhaustion. With overseers and wardens, 
there can be no violations of the fishing laws ; 
and, with a regular fishery bureau, there can 
be no destructive appliances, such as jiggers, 
bultows and traps, in. use. Chemistry will 
teach how to freeze bait and do away with the 
jigger and bultow, and expediency will tell us 
to remove cod-traps from the waters, interfer­
ing, as they do, with the fish in their regular 
food searching movements. Let us no longer 
delay in this matter. Let the sentiment of the 
people demand this necessary institution from 
the Government. Is it not disgraceful that 
the greatest of all fishing countries in the world 
should be one of the last to utilize the advan­
tages of pisciculture ? With the proper work­
ing of such a department I believe that 
prosperity shall again return to our shores, and 
that that great drain which emigration is mak­
ing in our population will be stopped. Those 
who have been reared at great expense to the 
Commonwealth, just as they emerge from the 
border line of the consumer and become the 
producer, they emigrate and carry away in 
their muscles and arms the one thousand dol­
lars which it cost to make them producers. 
The two thousand young fishermen and trades­
men who have left during the past two years 
represent a loss of $2,000,000 to the colony. 
With a fish bureau the old prosperity can, in 
a great measure, be again brought back ; and 
if the facts and figures I have adduced have 
brought home conviction to any number of per­
sons, I would request them to agitate for the 
proper establishment of such an institution 
until secured.

Within the last five years a small hatchery, 
of a capacity of about 1,000,000 eggs, has 
been erected at the north side of Long Pond, 
at a cost of about $240. The people of St. 
John’s, and those from the outports, have had 
an opportunity of observing the means em­
ployed on fish-hatching. A few hours spent 
in the company of Mr. Martin, at this hatch­
ery, would be sufficient to practically educate 
an ordinary, intelligent person in the neces­
sary points of collecting, hatching and dis­
tributing ova. The information received in 
that short time would be sufficient for all prac­
tical purposes. Since the hatchery has been 
erected, 930,000 eggs have been hatched 
there. By experiments taken at this hatchery, 
it has been proven that pans, with slate or 
stone bottoms, are better than those of 
metal and that fewer eggs are lost. To make 
assurance doubly sure, the supply of water is 
from two separate pipes laid in the river at a 
sufficient distance from the hatchery to give 
the necessary fall of water. The hatchery it­
self is a wooden building about twelve feet in 
width and twenty-four feet in length, and hav­
ing about eighty pans. To prevent the frost 
from entering this one-story building a stone­
wall is built around and outside its founda­
tions. Between the two walls boughs are 
placed. The following number of eggs have 
been received at the hatchery : 400,000 sal­
mon trout from Canada, 300,000 white-fish 
from Scotland, as well as 230,000 eggs of 
Loch-Leyen trout. A visit to the hatchery is 
well repaid by the information gathered.

GLADSTONE ENTHUSIASTICALLY RECEIVED.
Big Snow-Fall in Constantinople.

ISpecial to the Evening Telegram.)
London, Last Evening.

Parliament opened at 2 o’clock this after­
noon. The event was not wanting in interest, 
but there seemed a lack of enthusiasm, as com­
pared with the opening last year. The gallery, 
as usual, was filled with relations of peers 
and ladies of the corps diplomatique, and the 
interior of the House presented a brilliant 
scene, even for so important an occasion. 
After the Black Rod had summoned the Com­
mons to appear at the bar of the House, and 
when the noisy clatter caused by the movement 
bad subsided to some extent, the Lord Chan­
cellor was enabled to read the Royal Speech, 
as follows :—
My Lords and Gentlemen :

It is with great satisfaction that I have re­
course to your assistance and advice.

I continue to receive fiom all the Powers 
the most cordial assurances of their friendly 
sentiments, as well as expressions of an earnest 
desire generally to maintain the peace of the 
world.

My officers, in connection with those of Rus­
sia, have completed the work of demarkation 
in regard to the Afghanistan boundary, and I 
trust the labors thus concluded may tend to 
remove all friction and possibility of misunder­
standing between the two Powers regarding 
my Asian possessions.

Animated by a desire to prevent effusion of 
blood, I dispatched a mission to the King of 
Abyssinia dissuading him from engaging in 
war with Italy. I deeply regret, however, that 
the efforts of the mission have not proved suc­
cessful.

Deliberations of the conference convened in 
Washington for the purpose of adjusting cer­
tain important questions which have arisen be­
tween Canada and the United States are still 
progressing.

The negotiations, commenced in 1885, with 
respect to regulation of the Suez Canal, have 
been brought to a satisfactory conclusion so 
far as the points of difference between myself 
and France are concerned.

I have entered into an agreement with 
France for the protection of life and property 
in the New Hebrides, by means of a joint 
naval commission.

The conference of delegates from the differ­
ent Powers interested in the sugar industry, 
summoned to meet in London to consider the 
possibility of ending the present injurious sys­
tem of bounties, has made considerable pro­
gress towards the conclusion of satisfactory 
arrangements.
Gentlemen of the House of Commons :

The estimates for services this year have 
been framed with due regard to the strictest 
economy. However, you will be asked to 
provide for improvement of the defence of 
ports at coaling stations, rendered urgently ne­
cessary by advance in military science ; also 
to sanction arrangements for providing a 
squadron for the protection of our Australasian 
commerce. The expense of this squadron will 
be partially borne by the colony.
My Lords and Gentlemen :

The measures passed last session for the 
benefit of Ireland have been carefully carried 
into effect during the period which bas since 
elapsed. Yonr legislation in this direction, so 
far as tested, has proved satisfactory. Agra­
rian crime has diminished, and the power of 
coercive conspiracies sensibly abated.

Measures tending to develop the resources 
of Ireland and facilitate an increase in the 
numbers of proprietors of the soil will be laid 
before you. Your attention will also be in­
vited to the subject of local government for 
England.

The prospects of commerce are more hope­
ful than for many years, bat it is to be regret­
ted that no corresponding improvement is ob­
servable in the condition of agriculture. I 
commend that great industry to your attentive 
care.

You wffl be invited to consider legislative 
proposals cheapening the transfer of lands, 
modifying procedure by which the rent charge 
is collected, promoting technical education, 
preventing undue preferences in rates charged 
by railway companies on foreign over domestic

produce, remedying abuses in the formation of 
companies ander the Limited Liability Act 
amending the Law of Liability as affecting em­
ployers in case of accidents, improving the 
position of Scottish Universities, regulating the 
borough police of Scotland, and diminishing 
the cost of private bill legislation.

In these and all other deliberations I fer. 
vently pray that the blessing of Almighty God 
may guide your counsels to the promotion of 
the happiness of my peopl -.

Respecting the extract from one of the 
London illustrated papers, on our inside page, 
touching the band of distinguished Common­
ers who sat in the Lower House of the Irish 
Parliament and some of whom, after the pas­
sage of the Act of Union, occupied seats in 
the British House of Commons, a family des­
cendant of at least one of them—Henry Flood

The youngest of 
them is now thirty-two years of age, with him­
self a large family of young children ; and it is 
understood that a movement is now on foot 
amongst them by which they may secure an 
equitable participation in the profits of their 
late grandfather’s estate.
