LONDON, To-day.
The King has called a conference 

of leaders of all' parties to seek a 
solution of the Irish problem. This 
is the . momentous announcement 
which -Premier Asquith is expected to 
make to-day, when the Bill amending 
the Home Rule Bill comes up again 

’for consideration with the Commons. 
The’ Prime Minister’s speech on this 
occasion indicating how the Govern­
ment, will deal with the Lords’ 
amendments to the Amending Bill is 
awaited with deepest anxiety. It is 
probable the House will immediately 
adjourn the debate on .the amending 
Bill indefinitely to allow negotiations 
for a settlement to proceed outside, of 
Parliament. Asquth has been with 
the King at Portsmouth during the 
week-vnd. The King’s anxiety to get 
the difficulty settled has resulted in 
a decision to call conferences, and it 
is said the various leaders invited 
have accepted the invitation, that the 
conferences will meet at an early 
date probably on Tuesday in Lon­
don . The King will receive the dele­
gates but will not himself preside 
over the conference which it is con­
fidently thought under such exalted 
auspices will prove successful. At 
the same time Ministers are placing 
great reliance in the persuasive pow­
ers of Chancellor Lloyd George who 
has been temporarily shunted from 
his financial duties to assist the 
Prime Minister in finding a solution 
for the Irish difficulty. Chancellor 
Lloyd George’s practical business is 
to smooth the path between the Na­
tionalists and Liberals. It is under­
stood the Government is willing to go 
a considerable way in the direction 
of meeting the Corsonite demands, 
but is hampered by the unyielding 
attitude of the Nationalists. Thé 
Chancellor of the Exchequer has had 
several conferences with John Red­
mond, the Nationalist leader, in pn 
endeavor to find points of common 
agreement. Redmond called a con­
ference of his party for to-day to 
hear the report from Joseph Devlin, 
Member of Parliament for Belfast, 
who has returned from an important 
mission to the- North of Ireland.

the InstituteWe are pleased to notice that Dr. 

Burke, in his last School Report, has 
another tilt against home lessons for 
young children. “It is said also that 
more sorrow, tears and unhappiness 
are caused during the school period 
of our children’s lives by that custom 
of setting home tasks than by any­
thing else. If a child does a good 
day’s work in school, and he will if 
properly directed, he is only crippled 
by struggling with overtime work at 
home. Again, if we are to believe our 
Physiology, that an adult may be 
seriously injured by unusual demands 
upon him when greatly fatigued, 
surely the placing of extra home 
tasks on a child in the evening, when 
all his energies have been exhausted 
by the work and play of the day, 
must cause undue strain, and cannot 
in the long run make for either 
health or efficiency. These remarks 
apply especially to children under, 
nine or ten years of age, and while 
I shall not urge the abolition of home 
lessons in the higher classes, yet I do 
most strongly recommend all teach­
ers within my superintendence to set 
no home lessons to children in the 
Primer, First and Second Standards.”

These words of Dr. Burke are 
words of wisdom, based on experience 
and knowledge. The true direction 
of education of children is to take
advantage of their extraordinary ac­
tivity and love of change. Tasks in 
school should be short and all absorb­
ing.

The subject Of the union of New­

foundland with Canada appears to 
have come suddenly Into prominence 
the past two or three months, ever 
since the eyes of the people have got 
fairly cpen through the logic of 
events to the financial and fiscal 
straits iu which the over-lavish ex­
penditure of the past four or five 
years has landed Us, or at all events 
threatens to land us.

Gentlemen lately returned from 
the City say that the matter is being 
discussed there as if it were a real 
live issue, many holding that it is 
the only chance to retrieve oiir posi­
tion, rid us of our present embarrass­
ment, and prevent still further .plung­
ing and floundering in the bog of ex­
travagance, and taxation, and govern­
mental insolvency.

Indeed some go so far as to assert 
that the terms that the Canadian 
Government would offer the Colony

Shark is Killed.

Big Fish Lived in Waters of port
Royal Harbour for Twenty Years.
New York, July 15.—Old Toin, a 

shark, that has lived in thfe paters 
of Port Royal Harbor, Jamaica, for 
twenty years and is known to thous­
ands of travellers-and seagoing; men, 
waa put to death by the island au­
thorities several weeks ago; accord­
ing to officers, of the schooner Caleb 
Martin; which arrived here yesterday 
with- cocoanuts from Kingston,

- The famous fish was one' of the 
sights of the West Indies. He was 
to be seen every day in the clear 
waters of Pdrt Royal and was fed 
l-egtilarly by the men of the British 
war ship fleet stationed there.

% He preyed upon .the other fish in 
the harbor and was equally as quick 
in attacking human,.bemgaiiJiis pres­
ence precluded the possibility of sea 
bathing by the sailors and desertions 
among the crew of the British war 
vessels were few, as none liad the 
fortitude necessary to swim ashore 
when old Torn was in thfe vicinity.

The shark always could be found 
’near the war ships and the boatloads 
of tourists whb daily went out to see 
him were never disappointed. If he 
chanced to stray away for a'few mtn- 
lites the loud beatihg of a titi pan 
would invariably brltig him hack.

During thé twenty years that old 
T6m here been a familiar object a 
number of persons have lost their 
lives in the waters, of Port Royal, due, 
it is believed, to hiS man eating proc­
livities. He was never seen, how­
ever-to kill à person until a ’few 
weeks ago, when he attacked a. native 
boy who had fallen overboard, from a 
war ship cutter. The sailo.rS tried 
hard to save the boy, and although 
their efforts were in vain several well 
directed blows, crippled. Old Tom so 
badly that his capture a few hours 
later was an easy matter;

When the boy’s death was reported 
the authorities decided that. Old Tom 
must go. He was. barely'able td swim 
when they found him near one of the! 
war ships and harpooned hi£d. The 
carcass whs taken âskijfe and after 
being mouhted will be placed in a 
museum at Kingstoh.

The shafk'Was nearly twenty feet 
long. Native fishermen said he had 
the moat vicious teeth of any shark 
ever killed in the vicinity of Port- 
Royal.1 Among the articled fotitid in 
his stomach were three fathoms of

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ForChicago Aviator Sees No Hope 
Trans-Atiantic Flight

Winnipeg, July 13,— Asked to give 
his opinion of the trans-Atlantic 
flight which Lieut. Porte proposes to 
make, Lincoln Beachy, the Chicago 
airman, said:

“I can see no termination but fiasco 
or tragedy, personally, I would not 
attemept t for a million dollars, and 
I have spent five hundred hours In 
the air where Lieut. Porte has spent 
one hour. The enormity of the pro­
position has been underrated, the pre­
parations have been entirely inade­
quate.

“I do not believe that one aviator 
can make the flight. I do not be­
lieve that the present machine, the 
America, is capable of making, the 
flight. I am convinced that the at­
tempt, if made, will only result in 
giving aviation a terrible wallop in 
this country.

“While 1 do not undervalue Porte’s 
ability as an aviator, I am convinced 
that no one man can perform this feat 
particularly a man of Lieut. Porte’s 
unproved calibre. It is one thing to 
drive a machine for ten or fifteen 
hours over a stated course over the 
land. It is an entirely different thing 
to drive this machine over water. I 
believe that the mental tension will 
be more wearing than the physical
tax of handling the wheel.

“I'do not believe that any man in 
the world can, without training, stand 
the terrible strain. And the America 
should be a seasoned, hardy machine 
itself. It should be' able to speed 
endlessly. There should be auxiliary 
power, so that the America would go 
go, go.”

Ban Chickens.

New Orleans, La., July 14.—Chick­
ens, probably, will be placed under 
the ban with rats, by health officers 
fighting the bubonic plague here, 
which in the last few weeks has af­
fected five .persons and resulted in 
three deaths. Federal officials will 
ask the city council to pass an or­
dinance making it unlawful to keep 
chickens within certain prescribed 
districts in the city.

LONDON, July 19.
The week has been full of political 

movements, but negotiations behind 
the scenes have left the position of 
the two parties with regard to Ulster, 
exactly where it was. The greater 
part of yesterday was spent in con­
ferences. Premier Asquith had an 
audience with the King, during the 
day, while the Cabinet spent many 
hours discussing the situation. The 
Ministers, yesterday morning, in the 
Premier’s rooms in the House of Com­
mons, after adjournment for lunch­
eon, resumed the discussions. An 
important consultation with the prin­
cipal members of the Unionist Par­
ty took place in Bonar Law’s room. 
It is understood that the views of the 
Cabinet, on the demand for the ex­
clusion of the whole of Ulster from 
the scope of the Home Rule Bill were 
placed before the Opposition mem­
bers. The Cabinet, in turn, was ad­
vised of the Unionist decision in the 
matter. The Cabinet meets again 
op Monday, after which Mr. Asquith 
will make a statement in the Com­
mons. In spite ' of the fact that no 
definite progress has been made to­
ward a settlement, there is a feeling 
that the attempts in that direction 
may not be altogether in vain. The 
difficulty that ministers have to face 
is that if they wish to keep the peace 
they must lose the vote of the Na­
tionalists in the Commons. There is 
as yet no indication of any final de­
cision regarding the dilemma, but 
there are indications, small but signi­
ficant, of the desire to avoid civil war 
and to placate Ulster. The efforts of 
the Government are being directed 
to finding a path midway between the 
absolute rebellion of the National­
ists at Westminster, and the Ulster­
men at Belfast. The Nationalists are 
moving heaven and earth to prevent 
any weakening on the part of the 
Government, and to nip in the bud the 
germ of concessions, and pressure is 
being brought to bear on the Cabinet 
by Mr. Redmond.
