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THE NEW COUNCIL.

As Mayor Gosling looks around at 
his new Council he sees three new 
faces: Messrs. Brownrigg and Vinni- 
eombe representing a large young 
men’s vote, and Dr. Tait representing 
a large vote from all classes for the 
man of ability. He sees three of his 
former Council : Mr. I. C. Morris, the 
man who has never. said an unkind 
word of anybody, and Messrs. Ayre 
and Mullaly, the latter with the re­
putation of a man whose quickness in 
detecting errors has a salutary effect 
in the Council Chamber. Of all the 
Commissioners, I cannot but say that 
Mr. Bradshaw is the one we could 
have spared least. I had not the 
slightest doubt of his election until I 
saw wha) had happened in the voting, 
and to which I cannot help referring 
later.

However; to return to the Council, 
one of the principal platforms of the 
Commission was the construction of 
workingmen's houses. I think that 

Abe new members of the Cottycil will 
co-Qperate fully with this scheme, 
and 1 trust that the implied promise 
that it will take precedence of any 
great expenditure on roads will be 
kept.

t;he result.

Taken broadly, the result of the 
elections does not show that much 
thought was taken of the Commis­
sioners’ work or the New Charter. If 
the return of Mayor Gosling shows a 
vote-of confidence in the Commission, 
the result in the general Council 
points if anything to the opposite 

« view. With some exceptions the con­
test became one of personal popular­
ity and prejudice. Of course when 
the latter appears all thought of 
worth and fitness is lost sight of. It 
was by far the most regrettable fea­
ture of the electipn. Of course all 
are not to blame, but there is evi­
dence undeniable of concerted action 
by quite a large body of men. It 
shames one to think of it. And if so- 
called intelligent men stoop to this 
what effect must it have upon the un­
educated man- the man who is 
swayed by his feelings and cherishes 
wrong opinions and seldom changes 
them? I say that it is a crime to set 
sections of people one against the 
other—a crime against Newfoundland 
—a crime against Christianity. The 
war has been teaching us that there 
is little- difference in essentials be­
tween the churches. All are united 
to face the enemy, and when" the last 
hour comes, Roman Catholic priest 
ministers to Protestant soldier, and 
Protestant clergyman shrives Catholic 
sqjdier, and both clasp hands in the 
presence of Death which opens the 
portal of the Hereafter and knows 
no distinction.

And I contend it is upon this altar 
of prejudice that Mr. Frank Brad­
shaw has been sacrificed. His tech­
nical ability, his worth, his activity 
and interest pn the city—all forgotten 
for the sake of a prejudice. W this 
progress? It is questionable if there 
is another man on the Commission 
who is more worthy of a Seat at the 
Council Board than Mr. Bradshaw. 
But whilst admitting this, many re­
frained from voting for,Mr. Bradshaw.

A WORLD IN SORROW.
. And how puny are such differences 

in the light of this war, and especially 
when we'ourselves are now passing 
through our Gethsemane, with homes 
bereft and anxious hearts waiting for 
news. How should there be room for 
separating differences when sympathy 
is so much needed. If anxiety and 
death and a common enemy dp not 
bring 'us together, what will it be in 
the days of peace? Let us get togeth­
er. The world is shedding bitter 
tears. St. John’s is weeping for her 
dead and wounded. Wliat can com­
fort her? Even peace cannot dry her 
tears. Time alone may heal sucli 
wounds. And the world’s sorrow can 
never be assuaged except by the “ex­
pulsive power of a" new affection.” 
And that “affection" will be altruistic 
—unselfish—and will discard money 
values as the measure of worth. It 
will sink all prejudices. I cannot 
seem to think that even national 
pride will be much in evidence when 
it means a prejudicial pride." It will 
mean a revolution in our business 
methods. We shall produce that we 
may supply, not yjat we may make 
money. There will be no upper or 
lower “classes.” Everyone will have 
an equal chance, and all will share in 
the advantages of education. Com­
petition "will give way to co-operation, 
and life will progress upon a higher 
plane than ever before. This is the 
only solution of the world’s sorrow 
and it means true Christianity in ac­
tual practice.

THE FUTURE.
And what of the future? Concilia­

tion and the golden rule must be the 
solution. Else what happiness " is 
there going to be between men work­
ing side by side, as we are, and each 
becoming eternally suspicious of the 
oilier, not because of what he ia, but 
because of the accident of birth which 
made his religion different from that 
ot his fellow-workman?

After ail the different creeds hut 
represent the different angles at 
v.hich they view God. We all are 
working towards the same goal, but 
by many roads.

If a man thinks his neighbour is 
not travelling the right way, it is for 
him to show, if he can, by his better 
life, that his is the more excellent 
way.

ties—say his house and his business 
place? And yet we can see that that 
would be altogether unfair. Again a 
man who owns forty or fifty houses 
can with two others take out incor­
poration papers and form a company 
to control each hou^e. That would 
give him forty or fifty votes. All this 
seems to me to be unnecessary and 
certainly it is undemocratic.

We all vote for men to look after 
the whole city's interests. The Coun­
cil is elected to look after the back 
streets as well as Water Street. 
Therefore it seems unnecessary that 
a hundred or more votes should be 
added to those already held on Wa,ter 
Street because there are so many in­
corporated bodies there. This priv­
ilege is not given in General Elec­
tions, and while it may be the cus­
tom in civic elections, I do not quite 
see the grounds for it.

THE RIGHT TO VOTE.

While opinions as to the right the 
law gives a man to vote in Municipal 
elections may differ, yet a thought on 
the matter makes it very difficult to 
decide where any line should be 
drawn between one citizen and an­
other, as to the right to vote or not. ,

The distinction is now drawn be­
tween the man who pays taxes to the 
Council and the man who does not. 
The man who pays a rental of under 
forty dollars a year is not liable for 
taxes. This fact takes from him the 
privilege of voting. After all, when 
you consider this, there seems no real, 
reason why this man,, who is able to 
live in a cheap house, should be de­
barred from taking an interest in thei 
affairs of his City. The boarder pays 
a proportion ot his landIord’s*tàxes in 
Iris board money. All more or less 
pay some of the coal tax. All con­
tribute to some extent to the Govern­
ment funds, from which the City gets 
monies towards thle upkeep of the 
roads. So you see how difficult it is 
to attempt to draw the line, when 
everyone of us is contributing some­
thing directly or indirectly to the City 
fi-iances. Sometimes our attention is 
drawn to the large amoùnt of taxes 
which business houses pay. But it is 
not considered that these taxes, big-' 
or small, form a portion of the run­
ning expenses of these firms and a^e 
provided for in their profits. Really 
then these firms collect these taxes 
again from the public who buy their 
goods, and consequently are in a much 
better position than any of their clerks 
who pay their taxes and have no hope 
of assistance from any source to re­
pay them. Wé see then that the logi­
cal outcome of all the disputed quali­
fications of voters is manhood suf­
frage, with residence of one or two 
years, and residence outside the limits 
at a reasonable distance for those who 
have business places and pay taxes in 
the city. Also extend the franchise 
to women who pay taxes, if it is not 
thought well to make lit universal suf­
frage. I see no more reason for limit­
ing the franchise in civic elections 
than in General Elections.

Oiir men have played,
and will continue to

play, their part in t.lie
momentous drama which 
may be said to have be­

gun with the Russian attack upon 
Austria and to have entered upon its 
second act on the fateful 1st of July; 
it should draw our attention more 
closely -than before to -what is hap­
pening. For what is happening is
nothing more nor less than the de­
cision of the war. Two notable facts 
are recorded in to-day’s messages- 
the resumption by the British of their 
terrific offensive, and the initiation of 
an entirely new attack by the Rus­
sians upon the very important Ger­
man lines in Northern Russia.

The passing of the initiative from 
the Central Powers to the Allies, so 
frequently alluded tp, is of great im­
portance—the mere fact of it shows 
bow fully the tide has turned. It 
means that Germany must now move 
her troops at the will of the Allies; 
she can no longer dispose them as 
suits her own purposes. The renew­
al of the British attack indicates the 
nature of the present campaign: it is 
one of methodical, unremitting pres­
sure, giving the Germans no rest and 
yet sparing as far as possible the lives 
of the attackers. We do not yet look 
for much progress, measured lineal-

St. John’s.
LONDON. July 7.

We are profoundly affected by 
Ihe heavy casualty list, particu- 
ars of which Captain Time- 
well has been sending you. My 
wife and I have seen most of 
the wounded in the London Hos­
pitals; now' reaching nearly 200. 
All are doing well and have 
every comfort. None are likely 
to die.

The superb daring and devo­
tion of officers and men has 
maintained and added lustre to 
the most brilliant records of 
British arms. Their conduct and 
deeds will prove undying in the 
memory of the Empire.

The officers killed to date 
number nine; missing three; 
wounded seventeen. No com­
plete lists have yet arrived of 
the number of men killed and 
wounded. The number to date 
notified is 230.

All information as it comes 
in will be forwarded.

The London papers speak in 
highest terms of the action of 
the Newfoundland troops.

Kindly convey my deepest 
sympathy, in this their hour of 
trial, to the relatives of our 
brave sons, who have died that 
we may live.

is possible, what we know for certain 
and what we may reasonably expect 
yet to learn. It would be idle to pre­
tend that the list of casualties is yet 
complete, afid we think none can he 
under that impression. It is almost 
paradoxical, thougli natural enough, 
th'at the least anxiety is felt for those 
lads known to be wounded, except in 
the happily few cases where the 
wounds are pronounced to be serious. 
Of the great number of the wounded il 
can be said that their lives have been 
spared and that their ultimate recov­
ery is almost certain. It follows that 
the most acute anxiety is for those of 
whom we have as yet heard nothing, 
lest they should be numbered among 
the killed. Of these we can confident­
ly say that far the greater number 
have come through unscathed.

We believe also that it can be as­
sumed that the list of officers is com­
plete, or nearly so. In his message to 
the Governor, Sir Edward Morris 
states that the officers killed to date 
numbered nine a-nd the missing three. 
These have all been enumerated now, 
the sad news of 2nd Lieut. Clifford 
Jupp bringing the number of the of­
ficers killed up to nine. Unless our 
regiment has taken part in further 
and quite recent fighting (which is 
unlikely) there should be no further 
serious casualties reported among the 
officers.

BRITISH HEADQUARTERS 
IN FRANCE, July 7.

The obstacles which the. British 
troips, particularly in their attack 
north of the Ancre from Gommecourt 
to LaBoiselle, have had to encounter 
have been prodigious. Their valor 
and tenacity have been superb and 
because of these their lpsses in offi­
cers ind men have been ' heavy ;

North of Fricourt, linking dp with, 
the above attack we drove the enemy 
from two woods and three lines of 
trenches. About 10 a.m. the Prus­
sian Guards were thrown into the 
fight east of Contalmaison in a des­
perate effort to force us back. The 
attack was crushed by our fire, and 
the enemy subsequently, fell back 
north, leaving 700 prisoners of vari­
ous regiments in our hands. About 
noon our infantry carried the village 
of Contalmaison by storm, but were 
subsequently forced out again by a 
strong counter attack.

The fire started at 4 p.m. in the barn 
ownpd by Mr. T. O’Brien on Fresh­
water Road, and is supposed to have’ 
originated from the throwing of a 
burning match in a pile of hay. The 
Volunteer Brigade was quickly on the 
scene, but aided by the high winds 
the flames quickly spread and within 
a few minutes all hope of saving the 
town was lost. Two women and one 
man lost their lives, while thousands 
of people were compelled to remain 
days and nights in the open, Banner- 
man Park being the chief place of 
refuge. The insurance companies hgd 
to pay over $4,000,000 in claims.

LONDON, To-day.

The British resumed their sledge 
hammer blows against the German 
line of the Somme sector, and after a 
day of terrific fighting have carried 
the German trenches at three points 
along the front. Latest reports from 
British headquarters say that fierce 
fighting is continuing. The British 
gains, while not resulting in any sub­
stantial advance, are characterized by 
the British War Office as important 
from a tactical view point. Their 
greatest success was east of LaBoi- 
selle, where they captured German 
trenches on an extent of nearly 2,000 
yards to a depth of 500 yards. This 
gain is in addition to the 1,000 yards 
of trenches taken by assault on 
Thursday night. The bitterest fight­
ing of the day occurred in the centre 
line attack about the two villages of 
Ovilleres and Contalmaison. A Brit­
ish brigade forced its way into Ovil­
leres and engaged in a desperate 
struggle for possession of the village. 
Contalmaison was recaptured, but 700 
prisoners have been left in the hands 
of the British. On the French and 
Somme sectors there was a lull in the 
fighting. The French official does 
not even mention the artillery duels 
which fill the intervals between the 
infantry assaults. The violence of the 
British offensive failed, however, to 
divert the attention of the Germans 
from their desperate efforts to cap­
ture Verdun. Assault after" assault 
was delivered against the French lines 
in the sorely battered Thiaumont 
region, but according to Paris all 
were in vain. Surpassing even the 
importance of the Allies great effort 
on the Western front the hews from 
the Eastern field shows the Russians 
have extended their offensive on a 
large scale. From Riga to «^Barano- 
vitchi, a distance of about 300 miles, 
the Russians are being hurled against 
the German lines. Further south 
General Kaiedines is driving steadily 
forward towards Kovel, and has cap­
tured two villages and a railway sta­
tion on the 9hrny-Kovel road. Mili­
tary critics of the Allies assert that 
unless the Germans can halt the Rus­
sian advance in the immediate future, 
they will have to withdraw their lines 
along the entire Eastern front, and 
probably abandon Lemberg. The 
German official report of Friday-ad­
mits abandoning a salient to General 
Kaiedines, but both the German and 
Russian officials fail to give a clear 
idea of the situation in the East. The 
Italians claim continued progress for 
the offensive in the Trentino district, 
but there -apparently has ^ been no 
change in this field of war.

EDITORS.

LONDON To-day.
Francis W. Hirst, a prominent Fin­

ancial writer resigns the editorship of 
the London Economist, after a tenure 
of 9 years. Hartley Withers, financial 
adviser to the Treasury, succeeds 
Hirst as editor of the Economist. It 
is understood the proprietors of the 
paper disagreed with Hirst’s editorial 
policy of pacificism.

The large percentage of 
Germans among the last batch of 
prisoners, 4,000 out of a total of 11,-' 
000 is worthy of note. The Russian 
soldiers have dubbed the Austrians a 
“noble enemy,” due to the fact that 
they have surrendered in such large 
numbers.

How the Warrior Went 
Down Against 

Hearty Odds.
(H. W. Nevinsor, in the Manchester 

Guardian.)

AVhen he entered a little chapel in 
a village among the Chiltern Hills on 
Sunday evening there was a movement 
called “sensation.” Everyone knew 
he came from the Warrior. He had 
been in the great battle; his ship was 
now at the bottom of the sea; He was 
still dressed in the rough uniform of 
“action”; everything else he possess­
ed had gone down. Stering into a 
narrow pew, he looked like a destroy­
er coming to anchor in ti, fishing port.

Yesterday morning, as I had .known 
his family for some years, he told me 
something about it ail. He asked me 
not to mention times and places be­
cause the Admiralty’s report is not 
published. He ajso refused unpub­
lished particulars about German loss­
es, which he believes were much big- 
ged than at first supposed. As we all 
know, the Admiralty always begins by 
saying the worst. As for himself, he 
speaks boldly of “our victory.” “Let 
people know I anr entirely optimistic," 
he said, for that is one of the ways 
that sailors now talk. "Everyone did 
well. We went into action prepared 
for heavier losses than we suffered. 
It was onr part to hang on to the en­
emy, and we did.”

The battle-cruiser fleet came up 
from a different direction from the. 
great battleships, in front of which 
the Warrior and Defence were sent 
out. and moved northward for. a time 
parallel to the main German fleet off 
the Jutland coast» “What did us,” he 
said, “was the haze.” The haze kept 
coming up thickest from the east, and 
our ships were against the afternoon 
sunlight and the more plainly visible. 
The Warrior sighted the enemy at a 
certain hour of the afternoon, about, 
two hours after, the battle cruisers 
began, and opened fire' in ten min­
utes. The range was about eight 
miles, and it 'Came down to three 
miles.

Hardly Forty Minutes in Action.

The Warrior was hardly forty min­
utes in action, and my sailor, who was 
on the. deck thé whole time, believes 
that four or five German battleships

of the main fleet were firing at her. 
She was struck by about fifteen big 
shells, mostly near the engine-room, 
and he thought most of them came 
from the Kaiser and Koenig (“I sup 
pose the Koenig Albrecht”). One shell 
penetrated close to the ammunition 
passage but failed to explode owi\ig 
to defective fuses, else the Warrior 
would have been blown sky-high at 
once.

Meantime the Warrior was herself 
pouring shell into a German cruiser 
which my sailor believed to have been 
the Wiesbaden (or it "may have been 
the Elbing). “It’s my belief we bag­
ged the Wiesbaden by shell,” he said. 
“She was a long thing with three fat 
funnels, and we struck her with a 
salvo of six guns (9.2in. and 7.5in )— 
six shells in a row, and down she 
went. At the same time,'' he admitted 
to me, “my mind was so concentrated 
on my work ( which was watching and 
quickly deciding what was worth 
sending to the captain and what was 
not) that I didn’t either see or hear 
the Defence blow up, though she was 
our next ship, only four cables away. 
She was sunk by two salvos or four 
or five shells from 12in. and 14in. 
guns. But my mind was so concen­
trated on the enemy I didn’t notice 
her at all.” *

Sunk by a Submarine.

As' the Warrior came up to the 
scene of action, where the battle­
cruisers had been engaged for two 
hours, they saw a destroyer with her 
boats down picking up the sutvlvors 
of the Queen Mary as coolly as If no 
battle was going on. There was a 
“slight lop” on the sea at the begin­
ning of the action, and it increased 
to a “moderate lop.” The seaman 
thinks the Queen Mary was torpedoed 
by the submarine which afterwards 
was rammed by the Tiger and sunk. 
The German Pommern was torpedoed 
by the Onslaught, off which she blew 
the bridge. But the damage done by 
submarines and mines to our ships, at 
all events, was remarkably small.

Heroic Stokers.

Oné of the huge shells which struck 
the Warrior gashed the upper deck 
with a huge rent. One shell burst in 
the engine-room and killed many. 
Most of the 66 who were killed out- 
r'ght by shell were killed between 
decks. Several were severely wound­
ed, and the total of dead will come 
to about 80. The seaman (he was » 
petty officer, but I don’t wish to give 
away his name) wished especially to 
praise the extreme heroism of the 
stokers. They kept on at their work 
after the engine-room was flooded. 
Then they drew the fires and quietly 
came up to the deck. Those who 
know what a stoker’s position is in 
action will join in the praise. The 
signalmen on the tops also remained 
in their position throughout. One on 
the’ maintop was killed, having both 
his legs blown off. Five or six mes­
senger boys also stood steady on the 
bridge without “panicking” at all, and 
went quietly to their action station, 
thougl) none of them had seen fight­
ing before. Apart from- the smash­
ing blows of the big shells there were 
very few casualties, but a few were 
gassed by the flimes of the shells.

“Like Dogs After a Rat"
As the ship began to fill phe slowly 

"turned half round to driw out of ac­
tion, the signal “Not under control" 
being raised. Having shifted hie po­
sition to look after this signal my sea­
man saw a shell crash just where he 
had been standing and he thought to 
himself “There goes my old locker!

came alongside, the Warrior now be­
ing waterlogged, and took off nearly 
700 men. It was another splendid feat 
of seamanship.

Brave Attempt to Save a Wounded 
Man.

The dead, after a short service, had 
been thrown overheard in the night. 
But there was the difficult task of 
transhipping the wounded. One poor 
fellow in a cot dropped between the 
two ships. An I officer from the En­
gadine at once jumped down at .the 
almost certain risk of being crushed 
to death. He found the wounded man 
already dead, but was himself saved 
by another gallant man. Next from 
the Warrior came a wounded man 
with a shattered leg. Seeing the fate 
of his predecessor he struggled out 
of tl^e cot and hopped across on to 
the steamer, remarking to the ship’s 
surgeon, “No, ’you bloomin’ well 
don’t.”

“Hang on to Them.”
So life Warrior was left to sink. 

She was so full of ijvater that ft was 
impossible to go below and blow her 
up. From the moment that the ac­
tion began, said my seaman, the dis­
cipline was absolutely perfect. Not 
a single thing went wrong, and the 
disc pline, he carefully insisted, “was 
intelligent, not slavish—not the slav­
ish sort of thing it used to be.” And 
the sum of the whole matter was— 
“ ‘Hang on to them,” was our orders, 
and we did. And as for David,—why, 
we’d go to hell with David!” And 
by David he meant Vice Adniiral Sir 
David Beatty.

As I watched hiih move quietly down 
the village street with a little daugh­
ter at one hand, and thought what he 
and so many like him had quietly 
done that Wednesday afternoon and 
night, I felt that we were justified In 
our admiration of the English people.
