A Fuel Experiment.

. Utica Press: Several weeks ago
announcement was made in the papers
that waste paper could be soaked and
then compressed into chunks or
bricks and be used as fuel. A Ro-
chester attorney read the directions
and determined to beat the coal, trust.
He prepared a coal hod full of chunks
and put them into the kitchen range
to dry. Some onc closed the door,
perhaps not understanding the prin-
ciples of the generation of steam suf-
ficient to blow the range to piecess
and call out the fire department. The
cost of the experiment was $200,
which would have purchased several
tons of coal. However, in this loss
there was gain, for the chunks were
thoroughly dried and when placed in
another range burned.for a full day,
giving great heat and leaving only a
few ‘charred bits of paper.

Copenhagen, Oct. 4.—Leaders of

Let the Board Act.

Now that the Hon. P. T.

McGrath has returned

from his visit to Canada

and the States, the sour-

ces of most of our food
supply, we feel sure that the public
will not have long to wait for a full
and illuminating statement
where the country stands in this im-
portant respect. There have been
many words spoken and written on
the matter, but very little action. I
action is compelled, not advised, the
country will accept it willingly; if
the'reasons are set forth why it must
act'and in just what manner, it will
act all the more willingly. It ap-

feel the effect of ‘the disciplinary
measures in force in Canada and the
United States. That being so, there
is little doubt where our duty lies in
the meantime. It is mot a question’
between compulsion and - voluntary
action, since the compulsion will in
any case come at . some, time from
without. If Newfoundland is to be
put on “rations” in respect of flour
and other foods, it should ' begin 'at
once to reduce the..consumption of
such foods to the maximum that will’
be allowed, that the imposition of the
restrictions, when it comes, may not
descend violently and work distress.
In the sacrifice involved (it is a very
small one) all must bear a share and
all must be made to. As we stated
with reference to the sugar question,
a few rules, made public and enforc-
ed. by actual control of supplies by
the Board, would be a fairly simple
matter and would be sufficient. We
have confidence in the Board and
know that it will be heard from soon.
We shall for our part welcome the
announcement of such rules, to Dbe
complied with by everyone; we shall
strongly deprecate anything in the
nature of mere advice and ‘exhorta-
tion, to which only those who do not
need to ever pay any attention.

What promises to be an interesting
Prohibition case is now pending to be
heard in the Magistrate’s Court when
a city medico and a specialist in his
profession will have to answer to a
charge of having written a prescrip-
tion for a quant'v of liguor that was
not for bona fide medicinal purposes.
It appears that the physician gave a
sciipt to a “patient”, who lost it. An-
other man picked it up and brought
it to a drug store to be filled. The
druggist dishonoured the script. He
knew his “customer” to be a hard one
and refused under any circumstances
to sell him booze. Disgusted and in
poor spirits he received his ‘“medi-
cine” and in making his departure

showing

from the store threatened to get back
at the one who “turned him down?”,
and he did. A night or two later he
accosted the druggist at the railway
station and assaulted him. Then the
matter was brought under the notice
of the policé and the next that hap-
pened was a summons issued for Dr.
—————, charging him with a breach
of the Prohibition Plebiscite Act. The
case is set down for Wednesday next.

Violation of Foods Acts

At the instance of Food Inspector
O’Brien, three farmers.of Broad Cove
were before Court. to-day charged with
having unsanitary places where they
kept their fresh milk, cream and but-
ter which they brought to town and
sold for consumption. One of the de-
fendants was fined $2 or 5 days and
costs, the others were let:go without
fine. Judge Morris pointed out how
essential it was to have the food men-
tioned handled with the utmost care
and cleanliness He intimated that
milk was more susceptible to contag-
ion than any other liquid or food, and
he added that it was the use of bad
milk that caused the disastrous epi-
demic of diphtheria here some years
ago. He threatened to impose heavy
fines in future for such violations of
the Pure Foods Act.

Sir Edgar Bowring. and my Friends
and. Comrades in the Patriotic As- |
sociation of Newfoundland:

No one could have guessed when
my wife and 1 first came among you
nearly five years- ‘ago—under ' dis-
tinct. disadvantages—that a day
would arrive when I could with abso-
lute * confidence address you all as
Friends and Comrades; or that my
wife could claim the devotion and
personal allegiance of an organiza-
tion even more wide-spread than our
own.

The hearing for-the - defence : was
resumed yesterday = @ftérnoon, when
Mr; W.-J. Higgins, counsel" for the
accused, called, Private John Parker, .
whe oon ¢ ‘béing : swarn,’ 'testmed as8 fol-
lows; . “Itash 'a privatd in the. Nfd.
Regimént. I enlisted on July the 2nd.
I have a motor ¢ar; a Hudson 4 cylin-
der, 1913 model. I seldom drive my
car. I did not do much driving the
past summer. I don’t know when I
drove~ the car previous to August ‘26.
I was in uniform and wore the same
boots as I now have on. I was driv-
ing. Baker asked me for permission
that morning to go on a time. We
started to come back to town, After
passing the bridge I stopped to at-
tend to the gear. I put her . back to
high and was taking her from that to
second when some one" ‘in ’ the * car
shouted. On looking up I saw a wo-
man and two children standing in the
road. I applied as . I thought . the
brakes. I saw something ' white® go
down. ' I heard a scream. T got out
of the car and T ran back and saw
the woman lying on the .greund. I
picked her up in m yarms. I shouted
to get a doctor. Dr. MacDonald came
along. 1 spoke to him. I felt weak

‘[ at the knees.. While I was speaking

to Chas. Foran some one came ‘along -
and said, ‘Get out of here as quick
as you can.” I put the car in the
ditch as in my opinion I,. thought it
was the ‘safest way. The car ‘was
pulling badly that day. She was
sluggish and was not capable of run-
ning her usual speed. I first noticed
the car was not working well while
going in Topsail Road.”
Cross-examined by Mr. ‘M('Neily:
“I took my first lesson in'1915. In
the very same car. She was hung up
in 1914 for about six weeks. I drove
her very little;"é‘he was - not on the
road in 1915. In 1916 I had a good
chauffeur and I did not drive the car,
only when I could not possibly help
it. I was on picket duty at the Ar-
moilry from August 4th to the morn-
ing previous to the day of the acci-
dent. I slept in my clothes, only re-
moving my boots apd puttees. I slept
on a mattress laid on the floor at the
Armoury. We got the liquor while
the car was at the first = stop after
leaving the Armoury. I prefer not to
say where I slept on the night pre-
vious to Augist 26th.”

This finished the evidence for the
defence, after which Mr. Higgins ad-
dressed the jury, and for an hour and
five minutes reviewed the evidence
féor and against the accused. Mr.
McNeily, Crown prosecutor, next ad-
dressed the jury and at 5.25 the court
adjourned till 7 o’clock when the
Hon. Justice Johnson delivered. his
charge to the jury, which lasted for
an hour and three-guarters.

The jury then retired and returned
to court at the time mentioned and
delivered their verdict acquitting the
accused.

Divorce Reforms
are Demanded.

London, Oct. 12—A recmarkable
statement was made here by Sir
Arthur Conan Doyle on the policy
adopted by Germany to insure her
future man power. He was speaking
in Free Trade Hall, Manchester, un-
der the auspices of the Divorce Law
Reform Union, and he demanded im-
mediately legislation to convert con-
jugal separations of three years and
upwards into divorces.

PETROGRAD, To-day.

Text of to-day’s official: In the
Baltic Sea during the battle of Wed-
nesday at the southern entrance to
Moon Sound, several hits were ob-
served by our battleships on the en-
emy dreadnoughts and two trawlers
were sunk by our fire. Thursday, in
Moon Sound, two enemy torpedo boats
ran into our mine fields, where they
blew up and sank, In the German
naval units which participated in
the operation are reported as being
not less than 10 dreadnoughts of the
newest type, Kaiser and Koenig, ten
cruisers and mnot less than fifty de-
stroyers, of which about 20 were of
the newest make and ' between elght
and ten submarines. With these forc-
es there are operating a very large
number of trawlers and other auxili-
aries, including transports, hydro-
airplanes and rafts. During th even-
ing of yesterday we definitely estab-
lished that at noon on Wednesday,
after a préliminary bombardment, the
enemy began to land troops at Dago
Island north of the Village of Serre.
Reports are current that about 11 en-
emy ships, probably torpedo boats
passed during the night of Wednes-
day off Kuiwast on eastern coast of
Moon Island.

IMPLICATES WHOLE GREEK CAB-
INET.

LONDON, To-day.

A despatch fresh from Athens says
that the Investigation Committees
report commits all the members of
former Premier Lambres’ Cabinet to
the Court, with the single exception
of Professor Hillionpos, Minister of
Justice. The accusations are that
the Cabinet’ members attempted to
provoke war with the Entente Allies
and-- fomented the events of Decem-
ber, 1916.
