TOLL OF THE CYCLONE.
■ ST. VINCENT’S, Windward Isld, 

Sept 12.—Coastal communication has 
been resumed, bringing confirmation 
of extensive damage on land and sea 
caused by the cyclone storm, which 
swept over these islands on Thursday 
night. A few Natalities are reported, 
bùt thousands of persons have been 
made homeless by the storm. Bar­
bados, Trinidad, Grenada, St. Lucia ex­
perienced the storm with the same In­
tensity as St. Vincent Considerable 
loss was caused to West Indian 
steamers. At Barbados there was ex­
tensive damage to wharves, and at 
Hastings, to the South of Bridgetown, 
the Inrush of water halted street car 
traffic.

ANNUAL EXHIBITION DISCUSSED.
The annual exhibition was discuss­

ed at yesterday’s meeting of the New­
foundland Poultry Association. It was 
hoped that it would be held in the C. 
LJB.C. Armoury and the days appoint­
ed for the show were November 29th, 
30th and December 1st. The meeting 
was well attended, the Vice-President, 
Mr. Calver, being in the chair in the 
absence of Presi&nt LeMessurier, C.M. 
G,. who Is away on a vacation. Sec­
retary Stanley White was In his place 
and read the minutes and reports. The 
report from the “St. John's Florists 
Association” was read rp their require­
ments as to their share in the Associa­
tion’s show. The florists hope to have 
an exhibition of bloom, foliage, house 
plants, (open to all housekeepers) po­
tatoes, cabbage and turnips, etc., pro­
vided space can he arranged for it. A 
committee will report as to space for 
the florist’s section next Monday night, 
when this matter will be decided. Mr. 
Emberly announced that all the re­
ports of the results of hatching eggs 
this spring were not yet received— 
some 900 eggs were distributêd by the 
Association whilst the individual mem­
bers distributed some 2,000 eggs ad­
ditional, making a total distribution 
this year of some 3000 eggs.

Complaints were made as to the 
rough handling of Railway Express 
parcels containing eggs, and the Sec­
retary was ordered to write the new 
Manager, Mr. R. C. Morgan, to investi­
gate this matter and have the express 
department remedy this for the fu­
ture and., stop the. habit of throwing 
parcels. Secretary White is also writ­
ing to Judge Landry at Truro, N.S., 
again, to try and secure his services as 
a Judge for the coming show.

Mr. Williams called the Association's 
attention to the fact that Mr. T. Mou- 
land—a blinded soldier of our Regi­
ment—who has graduated at St. Dun- 
stan’s, England, as a Poultry fariner, 
is now living at BonSvista and Is in­
terested in starting a poultry farm 
there. Mr. Williams suggested the help 
of the Association in the matter and 
the meeting decided.to write Mr. Mou- 
land assuring him of their interest in 
his work and offering their assistance 
as far as possible In his enterprise 
should he require the same.

Good news was reported from Bell 
Island Poultry Association, which an­
nounced the holding of their second 
poultry show this Fall. The Newfound­
land Association’s work Is Increasing 
in volume and more and better poul­
try are becoming evident In the coun­
try which Is the object in view.

The Badger Road
In a recent interview, the 

Minister of Public Works stated 
that the completion of the Bad­
ger Road will be placed under 
private contract during the pre­
sent week, and that all the men 
employed on the road will be 
discharged. And so is the last 
chapter written to another of 
the monstrous blunders, in the 
making of which the present 
Government has showed itself so 
proficient. As was pointed out 
some’months ago, the Badger 
Road was a huge mistake from 
its very commencement. No 
one denies that it was absolute­
ly necessary .to find work for a 
large number of men who would 
otherwise have been left with­
out any means of support, but 
surely it was entirely unneces­
sary to send them miles from 
their homes to build a road 
which may never be of any 
practical use. Over half a mil­
lion dollars have been expended 
on the Badger Road. The 
amount could have been put to 
much better use if it had been 
spent on improving the existing 
roads in the neighbourhood of 
the Conception Bay towns from 
which came most of the men. 
It would have been put to better 
practical value if it had been 
Used to supply more men for the 
fishery. What are the men who 
worked on the Badger Road go­
ing to do now? They could save 
nothing from their miserable 
pittance of $2.50 per day. In 
what way then have they bene­
fited? There are now nearly 
2,500 able-bodied men with no 
money and no work, in the vari­
ous towns of Conception Bay. 
If they had gone to the fishery 
they might have done well 
enough to keep themselves and 
their families in some measure 
of comfort during the coming 
winter. But, these men now 
have nothing. And they have 
to support their families on that 
through what promises to be an 
arduous winter! Thq, Govern­
ment have most certainly been 
amassing trouble for themselves 
and the problem of dealing with 
these men will not be the least 
which they will have to face 
when the House resumes on 
December 12th next.

Six years 
later he Bold It for £1,250,009.

Not for off Is the Day Dream Mine, 
so named by Its discoverer, Meech. 
Stumbling wearily along he was faced 
by a bluff glistening with bright1 blue, 
green and yellow ailver carbonates. 
At the base of the low cliff some mys­
terious hand, presumably a black’s, 
for no white man would have passed 
by such a discovery, had raised little 
piles of beautifully-coloured fragments 
of the precious stüff.

Later on, to addition to silver, lead 
and zinc In enormous quantities were 
discovered ; and still later a veritable 
mountain of ironstone.

St. John’s, Nfld.—After 50 years of 
toshlar isolation, a sentimental rea­
son havmg_ prevented the establish­
ment of a lodge outside the Ancient 
Colony, the Order of United Fisher­
men is about to extend .its boundaries 
by the institution of a lodge at Sydney* 
Application having been received by 
the Grand Lodge some months ago 
from brethren residing in Sydney auil 
vicinity, negotiations were at once1 
opened, and have progressed so favor- ! 
ably that what was once deemed an 
impossibility will soon become an ac­
complished fact. Various difficulties, 
apparently insurmountable, were met 
with and successfully overcome. The 
ancient sentiment, having its origin | 
in a desire of the founder of the order, 
long since dead, that the banner of the 
Society of United Fishermen—“S.U.F." . 
as it Is popularly known—should net I 
be flown officially over any other pro- j 
vlnce than Newfoundland, was re­
spected for a longer period than it 
rhould have been, but with an entirely 
new personnel, the Grand Lodge very 
wisely decided that the fraternal 
benefits of the order should no longer 
be withheld from any who desired to 
obtain them, so long as the applicants 
were .British subjects and desired the 
foundation of a- lodge in a British 
province. Hence, the Red Flag, con­
taining the symbol of the Triangle and 
Maltese Cross, will very shortly be 
spread in Nova gcotia, and to the city 
cf Sydney will be given the first oppor­
tunity of dsplaying it on the 8.U.F. flag 
pole.

For those to whom the name of the 
society conveys little, yet who may 
wish to know something of it, it can 
be said that the Ideals of the" Society 
of United Fshermen are as lofty and 
noble as are those of any fraternal or­
ganization which makes loyalty Its 
guiding power. The motto of the Or­
der is made up of the words, Love, 
Purity, Fidelity, a triangular arrange­
ment of the three great virtues which 
direct and govern the destines of the 
S.U.F. are Red, White and Blue, and 
are typical of the trinty of human vir­
tues given above. Love is exemplified 
by Red, Purity by White, and Fidelity 
by Bine. The motif of the order is 
loyalty and benevolence. It stands 
firstly lor the King; secondly for the

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On September 12, 1790, was born 
Arthur Thistle wood, a man who was 
destined to have his name, Included on 
the scroll of criminal notoriety ae the 
originator tit the Cato Street Plot—an 
organized attempt to assassinate the 
ministers of the Crown. Thietlewood, 
while living in France, had been able 
to learn the doctrines of the French 
revolutionaries, at first hand. He had 
been involved In a trial for sedition, j 
but acquitted, and had later suffered , 
a year’s imprisonment for sending a 
threat to Lord Sidmouth. He was pro- { 
bably, therefore, actuated by a desire i 
for revenge, and also in urgent need 
of money. The military wtire absent 
at Windsor for the funeral of. King 
George III. On February 23, 1820, a 
Cabinet dinner had been arranged for 
the evening at the residence in Gros- 
venor Square, of the Earl of Harrowby. 
Thietlewood planned that all the min* 
Istere should be murdered as they sat 
at the table. One of the conspirators 
was to call at the house with the osten­
sible object of delivering a letter. On 
the door being opened the gang were 
to rush In, secure the servants, and 
then murder the ministers at the point 
of the sword, or by means of hand 
grenades. In the meantime, other mem­
ber? of the gang were to set fire to the 
cavalry barracks, and two cannon to 
Grays Inn Lane were to be captured, 
together with six others in the Artil­
lery Ground. With these possession 
was to be taken of the Mansion House 
and the Bank of England. Different 
parts of the metropolis were to be set 
on fire, and before order could be set 
up. One or more of the gang, however,- 
turned informers with the result that 
the dinner was postponed, although 
the arrangements were allowed to pro­
ceed till the last moment, so that when 
a surprise raid was carried out by the 
police and military on the stable loft 
in Cato Street, where the conspirators 
were assembled between twenty and 
thirty of them were discovered in the 
act of arming themselves with swords, 
pistole, knives, etc. After a desperate 
fight nine of the men were arrested, 
but fourteen or fifteen, including This- 
tlewood, escaped through a back win­
dow. Thietlewood was arrested the 
next morning and four of his compan­
ions—Tldd, Ings, Brunt, and David­
son (a coloured man)—were hanged 
on May 1, 1820, at the Old Bailey. They 
all went callously to the scaffold, Ings 
shouting; "Good-bye, gentlemen, here 
go the remains of an unfortunate gen­
tleman.” Burnt took a pinch of snuff 
at the last moment

with moisture, are the return current 
ct air from the tropics to the. poles. 
The earth is whizzing on its axis like 
a giant fly-wheel, and this modifies the 

! direction of the currents. The cold air 
j blows from the northeast to the south- 
! west, Instead of direct to the equator ; 
and the warm moist air travels from 
southwest to northeast 

But the surface of the earth is so 
broken up into land and water, moun­
tain and marsh, rock and forest, that 
the temperature differs In every re­
gion, even in the same latitudes. Nuw 
York Is much farther south than Lon­
don, yet New York has “sero weather" 
for months together in the winter, and 
London does not know what it is. If 
the Gulf Stream were diverted from 
the British Isles by cutting through 
the Isthmus of Florida our English 
coast would be ice-bound every win­
ter!

In a word, the surface of the earth 
varies so enormously in temperature 
that the movements of the sir are be­
yond all our present power of cal­
culation. The anticyclone is one of 
the results of this complex mass of 
movements that Is most difficult to 
predict What it means is that over a 
certain area the air flows gently 
downward toward the earth, Instead 
of sweeping across Its face. This air 
is warmed and dried as It comes down 
to the earth, and then a large region 
enjoys a spell of dry and genial wea­
ther. In winter the anticyclone gives 
us our stretches ef bright, exMlertlt- 
ing, frosty days; In summer the spells 
of brilliant sunshine which, until the 
year 1921, we were accustomed to 
bless. •

What tiie Pbopheta Caa*t Predict.
If this state of things lingers too 

long over an area we have a drought; 
and that la where the weather-prophet 
ia baffled. An anticyclone can never be 
predicted, because the precise reason 
why it occurs In a particular region is 
unknown. Moreover, once K is form­
ed, it moves .very slowly, and accord­
ing1 to laws which we have not yet 
mastered. All that the meteorologist 
can do Is to get in his telegrams and 
wireless messages daily from the 
whole region and follow the sluggish

There U a report current tn ship, 
pine circles that the steamer Stanley, 
of the Marine and Fisheries service, 
n»ay be taken over by the Reid-New- 
feundland system, and there is also a 
.rumpr that sl\e will be sold, that the 
steamer Dollard will be laid up for the 
winter months at least, and that Cap­
tain Joseph Blots, of the Stanley, win 
take charge of the steamer Aranmore, 
with Captain Bayers, of the Dollard, as 
first officer, and Mr. LeBlane, also of 
the Dollard, as second officer.

The Aranmore, it will be remember­
ed, went aground on the Labrador 
coast winter before last, while pro­
ceeding to the Straits of Belle Isle, 
and was taken the next spring to 
Quebec, where she was repaired. This 
summer she was chartered to a pri­
vate company, but is now working for 
the P. B. Island agency of the marine 
department and will be thrbugh thire 
when navigation closes about Decem­
ber 1. The report is she will then pre­
ssed to Halifax to be employed by the 
marine agency here until next spring.

It is also stated the lightship Lower 
Traverse, now undergoing changes in 
order to be utilized as a lightship in 
the St Lawrence, will only proceed to 
Quebec this fall and will not go on the 
station designated until spring. The 
crew taking her to Quebec will be 
paid off on her arrival there and sent 
back to their homes in Halifax.

It Is also stated, though not vouch­
ed for, that the Halifax Lightship, now 
at Heath Point at the entrance of the 
river St Lawrence, will not come to 
Halifax when navigation closes, but 
will winter in Princess Louise Basin, 
Quebec, and return to Heath Point in 
the spring.

Marine department officials when 
questioned about the above, could 
neither confirm nor deny the reports, 
but a well informed shipping man said 
that they were well within the line of 
probability.—Halifax Herald, Sept. 3.

Ader said he had lived sixteen hun­
dred years, having been originally an 
usher at the court of Judgment in 
Jerusalem, where all criminal cases 
were tried, and that, because he lied 
thrust Jesus out of the hall, saying,
"Go! why tarriest thou? #ttie Messiah 
answered, ‘I go, but tarry thou until 
I come,” thereby sentencing him to 
live until the day of judgment. He pre­
tended to have hem iu Rome when it 
was burned by Nero; to have witness­
ed the return of Saladin after his east­
ern conquests; to have beei in Con­
stantinople when Salimen built the 
royal mosque; to have known Tamer­
lane, the Scythian, and Scander Beg, 
prince of Epirus; to have seen Bejazet 
carried in a cage by order of Tamer­
lane; to remember the caliphs of 
Babylon and of Egypt,'the empire of 
the Saracens and the Crusades. How­
ever, he admitted that he had not Wit­
nessed the sacking of Jerusalem, de- s 
daring that he was then in Pome at 
the court of Vespasian.

This notorious Imposter was the son 
of Pietro Balsamo, a poor shopkeeper 
of Palehno, who commenced hie un­
usual career by selling prints which 
had been touched up with ink as orig­
inal sketches. After marrying Loreaza 
Feliciana, the daughter of a girdle 
maker, the pair made tfiedr appearance 
at a number of European capitals un­
der a number of spurious titles, finally 
adopting those of the Count Alessandro 
and Countess Seraphiua Cagllostro.

Shortly after his arrival to London 
the “count” permitted lt to become 
known that he owned certain manu­
scripts explaining the original system 
of Egyptian Free Masonry as Institut­
ed by Enoch and EHJato adding that it 
was his mission to restore the sacred 
brotherhood to Us an cent glory. The 
success of the hoax appears to be al­
most incredible. The “count" and 
"countess" travelled over all of Ep- 
rope, posing as the grand Coptha and 
the grand priestess of the revived faith 
and finally, when they settled in 
Strassburg, they had collected suf­
ficient funds to enable them to live in 
princely style.

Baths rind Bathtubs.
That the bathtub was once general­

ly condemned by medical- authority In 
the United States and that all bathing 
was pronounced illegal in Boston by 
legislative authority, "except for medi­
cinal purposes,” well probably surprise 
some who think that the regulation of 
our private habita has: readied its 
maximum in the year 1921. Such, how­
ever, are the facts, as related by the 
writer of “An Outline History of Tub­
bing," contributed to Gae Logic (New 
Yftrk, August). According to him, the 
first bathtub to be built and used In 
the Republic was perpetrated ‘by one 
Adam Thompson, of Cincinnati, in the 

1 year 1842. The word “perpetrated” Is 
used advisedly, we are told, for Mr. 
Thompson’s tub appeared as a serious 
misdemeanor, If not a high crime, In 
the eyes of the preee, the public, the 
medical profession, and the legis­
latures of the day. He goes on:

“We have no record that it was in­
veighed against by the clergy, but It 
was roundly denounced In the public 
prints as subversive of democratic 
simplicity and pioneer hardihood. The 
good doctors averred that so luxurious 
a form of bathing, practised in winter,1 
would lead to' ’phthisis» rheumatic 
fever, Inflammation of the ,lung*, and 
the whole category of zymotic diseases. 
To prevent any such disaster, the 

; Common Council of Philadelphia con­
sidered, but failed to pass by a mar­
gin of two votes, a measure making 
bathing illegal between November 1 

, and March 16. Virginia by legislative 
.action laid a tax of $30 on all batii- 
| tubs, while Boston went the whole 
j hog by making bathing unlawful save 
| on the advice of a physician. Be it 
said tn extenuation of the hygienic 

1 condition of the Bostonese that the 
'ordinance was never enforced and 
, that in 1862 it was repealod. 
j “President Fillmore braved the 
shafts of ridicule in 1851 and had a 
bathtub Installed in the .wkite House 
and report says that this action so far 
destroyed the prejudice that by I860 

{every hotel in New York-had. a bath- 
i tub, and some of them two or three, 

a fact which must have to some extent 
lessened the Saturday night 'conges­
tion in these latter hostelries.
